She then proceeds to in-
dicate the charaoter of the dress with
which she would wage war against the
modern fashion autocrats. The garments
should be adapted to the lines of the
human frame, the weight falling where
it is least oppressive, and every organ and
muscle being allowed its its free develop-
mént so that the advantage of the wearer
would be first subserved.  They should be
be easy to wash where the material ad-
mitted of such purification, and shonld
not occupy an undue space in wearing,
keeping, or carrying about. Finally, the
dress “‘should be rewmoved from vulgar
comparison by association with somo great
and enduring monument of the past,
associations whose revived presence would
be felt as an impulse of higher life

thronghout the whole sphere of cul-
ture.”

Such a system of dress was actually in
use by the better class of Britons for 400
years. 1t was given them by the Romans
and, with but slight alteratian, was the
dress of ancient Greece. It consisted of
the tunic, or chyton, fastenel on the
shoulders, and with a zone at the waist
through which the garment might be
drawn until the convenient length was
attained, and so as to dispose of tho folds
in graceful lines, Over this tunic, which
could be made in half an hour, the 'Gre-
cian women draped shawls or scarfs as snit-
ed their taste or fancy.

She contends that the dress is not ouly
more graceful and convenient than that at
present worn by women, but that it is also
more modest and becoming, and that, with
the help of a shawl, square or .loag, ac-
cording as it is used, as a cloak or a wrap
it affords a sufficient protection lﬁdmt
the rigors of the weather, . The dress,

the wearer will afford, and its simplicity
and freedom adapt it thoroughly to the
necessitios. of of working women. It is
sy to wash, easier to pack, its length
can be rogulated at pleasure, and its bean-
ty beyond dispute. It would not subjoct
the wearer to invidious remark, for the
‘“general outline and ‘ hang' of the shawls
or stuffs thus arranged makes 80 near an
approach to that obtained by the cutting
and goring, the piecing and ligatures of
the present mods, that an eye uninformed
of the facility of the means omployed
would be slow to dissover them for itself,”
When the experiment was lately tvied in
Loudon of assembling a number of ladies
of all ages in the garb of ancient Greege,
tho effect obtained, thouzh admittedly
beautiful and becoming, differed so slight-
ly from that to be seen in many artistio
circlés of the day, that the learned pundits
bad thought to behold animated sta-
tues, but were disappointéd.” Most of
the ladies, decla ei'tllm writer, could have
appeared in the streets withoat attracting
critical notice,
