charges the highest price he econ ob-
tain, or in other words delivers the
minimum of goods for the maximum
of money, and embodies bhis large
profits in iavisible reserves, with the
result that the comsumer is leff with

out any effective demand (demand
backed by money) a8 soon as his
wages cease. The worker, sensing
this, does in his sphere precisely the
same thing—he uses his trade com

binations to obtain the maximum

amount of money for the minimuom
amount of prodiiction, mot realizing
that this money simply goes into the
cost of the product, which has to be
paid by the community of which he
forms s0 large a part. Since, super-
ficially, it seems vital to the interest
of both of them to keep the process
moving as long as possible, the ma-
uufaocturer is driven to sell, by ad
vertisement or otherwise, useless or
inferior and quickly worn-out articles
where he can not make 3 handsome
profit om  durable and well finished
production, the life and usefulness
of which operate in the truest sense
towards labor-saving.

Consider, then, the position at the
present time. It is certain that both
em and employed are willing
and able to work om terms; it is de-
monstrate without diffienlty tht'x

suming capacity is emormously and
viciously inflated by waste, amd es-
pecially that culminating waste of
war; and yet it is patent that the
needs of the individuals who com
prise the commumity (whose collect
ive needs are the only reason and
justiication for the existence of in
dustry at all) are far, and evea in-
rna:"ndy far, from being met.
