CECIL RHODES'S WILL
vaides for Co?cEaT, ‘American and
German Scholarships at

S Oxford.

London, April 4.—~The will of Cecil
Rhodes prondes for -establishment of
colonial scholarships; as previously an-
nounced, and two American scholarships
to efich of the present states and terri-
tories of the United States. The will
also provides for five scholarsh;ps for:
strdents of Germon girth, at Oxford to
be nominated by Emperor William, and
commenting on the bequest Mr, Rhodes
in a codicil telegraphed from South
Africa, said: “For a good understanding
between England, Germany .'and-the
TUuited States will secure the peace, of
the world, and educahornl relations form
the strongest tie.” All the Rhodes
scholarships, American, Colonial and
German, are at Oxford.

There is a codicil attached on the day
of the deceased’s last departure from
England, and anotner -cabled from South
Africa leaves £4,000 yearly to keep up
the spot in the Matoppo Hills where his
body is to be buried. The will further
directs that a railroad extension be made
into the Matoppo Hills so that visitors
may go there at the week end to inspect
the majesty and glory of their surround-
ings.

Mr. Rhodes explieitly says he is to be
buried in an aperture, cut in the. solid’
rock, surmounted by a brass tablet bear-
ing the words: “Here lie the remains of
Ceeil John .Rhodes.”

BRITISH LOSSES
IN RECENT FIGHT

THREE OFFICERS AKD
TWENTY-FOUR MEW DEAD

One Hundred and Forty Seven Wounded
—Kitchener’s Report oa Execution
of Anstralians.

Pretoria, April 4.—The British losses
in the engagement in the neighborhood
of Hart’s river; in the southwestern ex-
tremity “of the Transyaal, March 31st,
were three officers and twenty-four men
killed, and sixteen officers and 131 men
wounded.

The Boers admit that they lost 137
men killed and wounded.

The action occurred  at Doornbalt
Farm, a few miles south of the scene
of General Delarey’s defeat of General
Methuen. The Boers, who were com-
manded by Generals Kemp and Potgie-
ter, attacked with great determination,
but the Canadian contingent, which was
the last to arrive in South Africa from
Canada, and two squadrons of Yeo-
manry, under Colopel Cookson, and the
artillery and mpunted rifles under Col.
Kier, presented.such a stout ‘front that
the burghers were ﬁuully forced to re-
treat.

“The casualty list shows that the sec-
ond Canadian Mounted Rifiés had four
officers wounded, nine men . killed and
forty men wounded,

Sentence on Australians,

London, '‘April 4.—The war office this
afternoon issued an official statement of
the facts in regard to the Australians
sentenced for murdering B prisouers
a: follows: ;

“The Bush Veldt Carbineers, %ho were
recruited in South Africa, but included
other colonials, were emplo:yed in July
and August in the wildest part of the
Transvaal, 80 miles northwest of Piters-
burg, and took a certain number of pri-
soners.

The commissioner said the apology in
the Colonist was not satisfactory. The
evidence  completely absolved  Messrs.
Curtis and Bond of any charge in con-
pection with these papers.

Mr. Bogle was asked some further
questions regarding the internal workings
of the Colonist editorial rooms.

Mr. Welby Solomon read his papes:on
“Imperial Tariff.” After discussing the
need of maintaining a navy strong en-
ough to guard its commerce againstfgny
combination of foreign powers, heyin-
stonced the slanderous and zealous at-
tacks of fcreign powers.- The best an-
swers was not counter abuse, but the
strengthéning of the defences of -the Em-
pire.

England is the best market, and the
colonies -the producers of food and raw
materials, OFf the trade of the world
32 per cent. is done by the British Em-
pire, and nearly half the sea borme com-
merce of the world is carried under the
red ensign, - Now the United Kingdom
bears-the-whele cest.of Imperial defence;
and with inereasing armaments- of- aro-,
gressive nations- the: burden of -Empire

people 0f the United Kingdom. . The
national debt, omitting the cost of the
South African war, was £600,000,000, al-
most all outlaid on wars to make the
existence of the Empire posSible, £150,-
000,000 had already been sunk in South
Africa, and more would be expended.

He advanced reasons’ why Canada
sbould assist in maintaining a navy. The:
difficulty i maintaining a common fund
for defence’ is in’that the .colonies have
not a voice ini the-control of the Imperial
forces, and the” difficulties would not be
overcome until that was remedied, but
in the meantime it was suggested that
the - component parts ~6f  the Empire
should bestow reciprocal trade benefits
Or ‘each: other. ¥ree trade within the
Empire .was the goal to be scught, but
it.. would 4be .difficult ' for pretestionist
Canada to suddenly throw .open a large
part of°her market, or for a free trade
ccuntry like Great Britain-te suddenly
close up a proportion of hers.

After discussing a protective tariff, he
sai@ that no sudden reversal of fiscal
policy can be carried out without caus-
ing incidental hardship.

Whalers’ Rendezvons in North Has
Been Changed—Valuable Build-
ings Deserted.

i

° Whaling as it is conducted in the
Arctie, the effect on the nativés of the
whalers trading along the shores within
the great ice belt of the far north and
‘some hints' as to how best to reach new
placer grounds-likely to ‘be soon opened
up are subjects exhaustively dealt with
in a report which Collector A, R, Milne,
C. M, G., has just forwarded to'Ottawa.
The report' ¢overs many pages of fype
written manuscript, and is one of the
most complete that has ever been filed
on”'the matter. Although the work of
his-departuient calls for much time and
very careful attention, the Viectoria col-
lector ‘of customs has devoted = much
study to the work of the whalers, and
there are few if any authorities more
conversant with the manner in which the
business has been managed since its. in-
ception in the Arctic. He has collected
his information largely from. intelligent
men who have accompanied various ex-
peditions, and. for many:years has fol-
lowed with especial interest every move-
ment of the whalers.

About nine or ten -years ago Mr, Milne
forwarded to Ottawa a somewhat similar
report to the one which he mailed less
than a week ago. At that time, how-
ever, the inddstry was almost beyond the
pale of cnnlngtlon and by imposing re-
strictions on ' the whalers the Dominion
government thought-that in consequence
the' natives might suffer, But conditions
have now' changed, as Collector Milne’s
report . will show and as has been the
case wherever cxnhzauon has © pene-
trated, the native pOpulatlou is bemg
areatly “diminished

Years' ago thers we!:e from 300 to 590"
Indians on Herschel island amn‘e, whereas
to-d&y ‘the exact: number is placed: at
twenty, - Furthérmore ‘the report shows
that ' when* whalers ‘go ‘into ‘the Arctic
to trade it is ‘net-s0 much to trafic with
the natives on - the '¢oast as it is' to
secure the' skins-from" points along the
Mackenzie, where the Hudson Bay Com-
pany ‘own in Fort McPherson and Fort
Smnpson, two important fur posts. ‘To

whalers,  who,: havmg no duty fo pay,
and httIe for transportation of gouds
into the-territory, are in a_ position:to
déal with greater advantage with the
natives.

In years gone by it has been the cus-
tom of the whaling. fleet .after touching
at Point Barrow to proceed eastward for
a-distance of-abont -300_miles along a1
cozst line that offers no bays or. harbors
as shélter from the Arctic winds or ice
fices from the polar res'lon. The coast
waters are dangeroﬁs through ut this en-
tire distance until * Herschel  island is
‘reached because of their gh owness,
deep watér bemg not available for a con-
si¢erable distadce out from land. Once
behind the island, however, at the mouth
of thy Mackeniié a vessel ig ifl safé Quart-
ers, -Fleets HaYe remained hete as long
as three or foutf years, the vessels mov-
mg out to sea on1y when' the sea dpens

1'in July, and’ the “whalés begin to sport

above the water, It fhe winter ﬂle
erews llved ashm'e ‘and’ the vessels were
left housed for. the ‘winter. The ad-
-vantages of this, gystem allowed all the
¢arnings. of the. crew: to revert to the
owners of. the, whalers, for living ashore

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CATHERING OF
" STHOOL TEACHERS

LLOSING SESSIONS
WERE HELD YESTERDAY

A Number of Interesting Papers—The
" Election of Officers—Last
Night’s Meeting.

“Qur revels now are ended.”
—Tempest, Act IV., Scene 1.

The session of the High school section
Jheld yesterday morning was a very pro-
fitable meeting. Three papers were read
~—*The Educational Value of Natural
Seience,” by G. H. Knowlton, B. A.; “A
Foot Note to Botany,” by Mr. Henry, of
the Vancouver High school staff, and the
wcarried-over paper on “Euglish Subjects
in the High School,” by R, J. Clarke,
DL A, .

The “Foot Note to Botany” proved
mmost intensely interesting. Mr, Henry
exhibited large wall charts which each
teacher donld easily make for himself and
take into his classroom; these are filled
wut by teacher and children, and when
completed form from year to year most
valuable data of proviucial, Dominion
and.even national impeort in determining
~«comparative tables of temperature, rain-
fall, flower-appearance and climatic con-
ditions generally.

Mr, Clarke’s paper on “English Sub-
Jects in the High School” was wide in
its scope. He began by a strong plea
that subjects of study which make for
general culture should have the pre-
eminence over those of a merely utilitar-
ian tendency. He deplored the present
slay tendency to give undue proportion
%0 special subjects such as manual
training, excellent as these are in their
Pplace. He divided the subjects of study
in our schools into four classes—mathe-
mmatics, science, English and = classics—
and while giving full prominence to each
©f these great divisions,he considered
that the English subjects shdild un-
«oubtedly take the first place.

The speaker next took. upthe English
subjects’ in sucéz2ssion, beginning with
History,. He protested _strongly agninst

_mechanical treatment, and advised that
instead of devoting time to the memori-
zation of details, the subject should be
taken up in a broader and deeper man-
mer. Stress should, be laid on the origin
and growth of a nation, the great epochs
©f civil and religious development, and
their results on our own time. Geo-
graphy should also receive richer treat-
awent, bringing 'out information regarding
social life in varfous countries; commerce
and trade, and the effects of the physical
features of a country upon these,

AMr, Clarke then took up Literature,
and emphasized most highly the great
importance of this study. He spoke of
its value as a powerful faetor in mental
and moral development, and ended by
quoting Chaucer’s. description of . the
clerke of Oxford as an example of the
true manﬂg W, who prized the love
<«of learnin® b d wealth or fame, The
eonclusion was an enthusiastic declara-
tion that the work of the lonely student
and thinker was of inflitely more real
walue to .the world than any number of
wulgar millionaire-philanthropists.

The octimal system, as its name im- |

plies, is one in which the unit of numeri-
cal progression is eight, in contradistine-
tion to that at present in use, where the
unit of progression is ten, the.develop-
ments of which system are the decimal
and metric systems. The: speaker said:
I “I think it may safely be stated as- a
fact that the system used in Great Brit-
ain, and ‘also the hybrid of British
weights and measures with decimal coin-
age adopted here and-by our friends to
the south, are both of such -a complicated
character that the advance of civiliza-
tion demands that a radical change be
made. In discussing an ideal system of
numeration, I think all will agree there
‘are certain requirements which must be
met. To put theni snortly, they are: (1)
Adaptability to adverse ‘circumstances;
(2) simpli¢ity in notation and calculation;
(3) easily recognizable co-relation between
;numeration, coinage, lineal measures and
those aof capacity and weight, and, last,
but not least, such a system. should be
easy of explanation lo. children, and
eliminate from -their studies in the pub-
lic schools many of-the cumbersome pro-
cesses which, though necessary in the
name of education as at present taught,
really retard it,

“Let me disabuse your mind of the oft-
repeated contention that a halo of scien-
tific perfection surrounds the metric sys-
tem; this system has no claim whatever
to scientific exactitude in its unit. The
subdivisions of the metre can not be
gotten at without the aid of instru-
ments.” .

After showing the failings of the
metric system, and its utter inadapta-
bility to the practical uses of a commer-
cial people. the speaker showed the ad-
vantage of a system based on a radix
of eight.

The chief and great advantage of the !

octimal system is the easy divisibility
of its unit into -halves, and quarters and
eighths, thus following nature. Every-
thing in nature is divided and sub-divided
by two. The prime division is living and
dead. Living is divided into animal and
vegetable, dead into liguid and solid. The
whole system of reproduction is founded
on the divisions male and female, and
no matter where we turn, we areé con-
