The King’s Thistle,— W hen bis Majesty was fn Edin-
burgh in 1822, it will be recollected that on the day of
the procession from ‘the Abbey to the Castle, a thistle
of gigantic height was carried before him by the anci-
ent society of Gardeners. This plant, measuring up-
wards of eight feet, was originally brought from the
Castle of Dumbarton,snd presented altogether a noble
appearance. Shorily atter the pageant was over,a man
from Dumfernline procared aslip from this oar national
emblem, and upon bis return home, planted it in his lit-
fle garden. The following year the plant grew ama-
zingly, and at the anniversary of the King’s visit, it bad
reached the height and sige of the parent stock, and at-
tracted themotice and admiration of every beholder.

FTOREIGN.

THE FIRST GREAT BATTLE BETWEEN THE
TURKS*AND RUSSIANS.

The Nuremburgh Correspondent, of the 26th of May;
contains the following Russian Bulletin, aonouncing a
decided victory ob d over the Turks:

% Camp before Silistria, May 15.

¢ In order to leave the enemy no time to collect his
armies on the Danube, and to call into the field his fa-
natic Mussulman population in the couatries beyond
Mount Balkan, the General-in-Chief, Couat Witigeo-
stein, resolved to'send from Jassy two divisions of infan-
try, under Generals Yermaloff and Uwaroff, and seve-
ral divisions of cavalry, under Lieut -General Count
Pahlen, which were to proceed hy forced marches, and
by the shortest route, to and over the Danube. Those
divisions were already assembled the day before yes(er-
day at Tartukay, between Silistria and Rudschuck, and
it was resolved that they should cross the river duriog
the night, while Lieut.-General Doctorow, with the
vessels at the mouth of the Argis, crossed that river in
the night, where the Turks, about 3000 strong, were
encamped behind the garden of this place towards
Rudschuk, uander the command of Bonna Mustapha,
Pacha of two tails. The latter became aware of the
passage of the vanguard, under General Uwaroff. On
seeing this, they sent some galleys with cannon to hinder
the remainder from crossing, but after some opposition
from our troops, the vessels withdrew, and went further
up the Danube, and the Pacha with his troops took
flight near Rudschuk, and l(lnt many men by the pursuit
of (e hussars and k He abandoned all his

camp, and some prisoners, among whom was a Chazna-

This affair lasted
six hours. The epemy, who was then put to flight, left

be¥, and 51 privates,

o-day the Seraskier Assan Bey, Pacha of Rudschuk,
‘made-a sally from that fortress near Tartukay. He at-
tacked Gereral Doctorow, with 15,000 cavalry and in-
fantry, with great impetaosity, both by land and water.
The General, however, defeated the enemy with great
loss, and pursued him twenty wersts. The enemy
had ‘2508 men kiiled ; we took 159 prisoners, among
whom is a Biwm Pacha ; one cannon aud three standards
.also fell into our bands. About the same time in the
afternoon, as '‘Generals Uwaroff and Yermoloff were
warching with their divisions past.the Castle of Hoz-
ledzy, they had a sharp action with the enemy.

The enemy, whose cavalry alone was nearly 15.000,
strong, was under the command of the Reis Effendi
Abbu/Ruzack, who was Ambassodor at the Congress at
Akermwano, and the infantry, nearly 46,000 men, under
‘the command of the Colonel-General of the Nazam Ge-
did (new troops) stood pretty firm. The Turks, by
their superiority of force, at first succeeded in throwing
part of our cavalry into disorder, to which the nature of
the ground, which is full of defiles, contributed, asit
hindered them from acting in proper erder. But the
infantry-and the horse artitllery eame to the support of
the cavalry, and attacked the enemy with so much im.
petuosity that they were totally pat to flight. All the
enemyy’s corps were briskly pursued for several wersts
on the road to Schumla and Browods.—Qur (roops got
possession of the whole of the enem¥’s ¢amp, all the
'tents, and a great quantity of ammunition, of all kinds,
43'new brass cannon, 13 very large und 10 smaller mor-
tars, and 107 standards, The number of the enemy’s
killed amounts to between 9000 and 10,000 ‘men, and
that of the prisoners to 3500 of all arms. Our loss
amounts to 1750 killed, and about 3000 wounded.—
