The companies halted after 
having gone the required distance, and 
the digging was begun. Then from 
someone—no one seemed to know who 
was responsible—came whispered or-, 
ders for a further advance. Through 
the inky darkness the men stumbled 
on, without the faintest Idea as to 
where they were going, until one of 
them kicked a tin can. The noise 
alarmed a sentry, and in an Instant 
the whole Boer position was a mass of 
rifle fire. The salvation of the dana- 
6 Ians was In the fact that their where­
about#: was uncertain, and though a 
number were killed or wounded, most 
of the bullets flew high. The lire was 
not returned, for a flash of a rifle would 
have "betrayed their position, and at 
such close range the two companies, 
along with the detachment of engin­
eers who accompanied them, would 
have been wiped out. But In the 
rear and on the left flank the support­
ing companies returned the Boer Are, 
and in this way protected the men en­
gaged In digging the trenches. The Ca­
nadians did not retire. The rear rank 
as arranged, constructed the trench, 
and when it was ready the front rank 
crawled back to It, as had also been 
ordered. The distance between the 
Canadian and Boer trenches was atout 
sixty yards; the advance party had 
been fifteen paces nearer the enemy. 
At daylight the Boers surrendered. The 
loss was very small compared with 
the results achieved, and would have 
been smaller had the original orders 
been carried out, though It is scarcely 
probable that the Inevitable surrender 
would have taken place so soon.

NAPLES, Feb. 26—Sensational rev­
elations have just been made in Naples 
by the secret police In connection with 
the mysterious murder of a well
known Neapolitan couple named Cuo- 
colo, who, on June 6th last, were found 
murdered and their property plunder­
ed. Two days later one of the known 
murderers was In turn stabbed to
death at Torre del Greco, at the foot 
of Vesuvius, In a quarrel over the dis­
tribution of the booty, but otherwise 
the crime remained a mystery.

During the last five months numer­
ous Carabinieri, In divers disguises,
have been living among the criminal 
clubs in Naples and the neighborhood 
for the purpose of tracking down the 
culprits. Two of these Carabinieri
even stood as godfathers at the bap­
tism of. Camorristlc offspring, for in 
Naples the associates of secret socie­
ties are for the most part persons of 
pronounced piety, who contribute gen­
erously to the upkeep of the priest­
hood.

RECEIVERS OF STOLEN GOODS.

Cuocolo and his wife are now known 
to have been the treasurers of the 
Camorra In their district, and their 
dwelling a storehouse of stolen goods. 
Cuocolo’s claim to half profits on an 
Immense haul of money and jewelry 
having been disallowed by the other 
associates, Cuocolo, out of revenge, 
put the police on their scent. No 
sooner did the act of treachery become 
known at the Camorrist headquarters 
than the supreme tribunal of 24 judges, 
composed of the president and vice- 
president of each of the 12 districts in 
Naples, received an urgency summons 
to assemble in a cavern at San Giovan- 
nlello, In the suburbs of Naples. There 
a sentence of death was unanimously 
passed on the Cuocolos. Four novice 
Camorriste were called before the se­
cret court and deputed to execute the 
vendetta within 48 hours.

Tho perpetration of tho bloody deed 
was afterwards celebrated at an offic­
ial banquet, when the novice assassins 
were admitted to the solemn profes­
sion In the society as a reward of their 
fidelity.

ITALIAN TROOPS
INVADE SWISS SOIL

GENEVA, Feb. 26—Several battal­
ions of Italian Alpine troops on skis 
Invaded Swiss territory yesterday.

They first appeared on the Thcodule 
Pass, nearly 11,000 feet high, above 
Zermatt, and had the town .practically 
at their mercy.

I&e report upon Independent Order 
of Foresters reviews the early history 
of the society, and explains its objects, 
and the constitution of the supreme 
court.

thew Wilson, K. C., and Col. John I. 
Davidson, each of whom took ten 
shares and a seat on the board."

Mr. Wilson in the negotiations was 
paid by both sides. The Union Trust 
Company, to which had been transfer­
red all the assets of the Provincial 
Trust Company, succeeded in unload­
ing upon tre Foresters in a manner 
which no witness has ventured to ex­
plain, such of those assets afe were 
considered bad or doubtful. It was at­
tempted to account for the creation of 
this company as a sort of 
investing department qf the For­
esters. This explanation might have 
applied to the "original scheme, which 
was to obtain a controlling interest 
in the small capital stock of the Pro­
vincial Trust Company, though an in­
vestigating department might well have 
been organized and equipped without 
even that outiay.But' it appears Impos­
sible to attribute the scheme in its* 
final development to any such idea. 
The purpose then was undoubtedly to 
embark on speculative transactions.
