“Elihu Root, secretary of state:

“Sir—Under instructions from his 
imperial majesty’s minister for foreign 
affairs I have the honor to express to 
you the cordial appreciation which his 
imperial majesty’s government enter­
tain for the friendly action of the Unit­
ed States government in permitting 
their diplomatic representatives at St. 
Petersburg and consular officers in 
Russia and in the territory occupied by 
that country, to look after the Japanese 
interests and subjects during the 
which has just been brought to an end, 
and to convey through you to those 
diplomatic and consular officers sincere 
thanks of his imperial majesty’s 
emment for the eminently satisfactory 
manner in which they rendered their 
delicate servies.

LONDON, Oct. 18,—Great Britain Is 
prepared to take forcible measures in 
the case of two English navaï officers 
who were captured by Moroccan brig­
ands. Peremptory demands for their 
release, closely resembling President 
Roosevelt’s ultimatum in the Perdi- 
c£yis case, will be presented to the 
Sultan at Fez today. Public opinion 
in London feels itself outraged and 
calls upon the government to teach 
the Sultan as well as his tribesmen 
antagonists, that the rights of Britons 
cannot be violated with impunity.

The general anger is not lessened 
by the conviction that this latest burst 
of Moorish defiance is the direct re­
sult of the German Efnperor’s inter­
ference in Morocco. It is believed he 
has led the rulers and outlaws to 
imagine that they can insist jealous 
European nations with impunity. Such 
money ransom as the brigands de­
mand will be paid over, in all pro­
bability, in order to saves the lives of 
Captain Crowther and of Lieutenant 
Hatton. This will be done, however, 
pn the understanding that the British 
government will not rest with their 
release, but will make the incident a 
basis of action, whieij^will solve the 
possibility of such an outrage In the 
future.

Great Britain has now had experi­
ence of its own with Morrocan law­
lessness to warrant its strong support 
o7 Tile demand that France be permit­
ted to undertake the maintenance of 
the internal order in Morocco.

MET DEATH ON
CENTRAL RAILWAY.

Samuel Jenkins of Salmon Greek, 
Had Both Legs Cut Off, Dying 

Ten Minutes Later.

NORTON, N. B., Oct. 17.—A very sad 
accident took place here this morning 
by which Samuel Jenkins, an employe 
of the Central Railway, had both legs 
cut off and died within 10 minutes.

MISS ROOSEVELTWHEN THE KIN6 OF
MUST PAY DUTYENGLAND TRAVELS

Sifts Received by the President's Daughter 
During Her Journey Will be Taxed 

When Brought Home.

Elaborate Precautions Taken by the 'Rail­
way Authorities to Ensure the Safety 

of His Majesty

WASHINGTON, D. C„ Oct. 17.—Sec- 
retary^lhaw and the Collector of Cus­
toms of San Francisco, Cal., have had 
a load of trouble for several weeks, 
about which the public has known no­
thing, but it was lifted today.

The trouble was on account of the 
presents which Miss" Alice Roosevelt, 
daughter of the president, has received 
during her trip to the Philippines, Chi­
na, Japan and Corea She has been 
given many pretty and siome valuable 
presents. One newspaper reported sev­
eral weeks ago. that the actual value of 
her gifts is about $100,000. 
received valuable silks in China and 
Japan and pearls In the Island of Sulu, 
and wherever she has gone gifts have 
been showered on her.

Customs officials have been wonder­
ing what they ought to do when Miss 
Roosevelt arrived in an American port 
with the riches of the mines and looms 
of the Orient. Some of them suggest­
ed that as she is the daughter of the 
president she ought to be allowed to 
bring In the gifts duty free, as she was 
treated with all the honor of a princess 
and did much to cement trleidshlp be­
tween the United States and foreign 
countries. The belongings of crowned 
heads, of royalty and of diplomats are 
admitted free into the United States.

Secretary Shaw received suggestions 
until he was almost tired out. All that 
stood out before hto official gaze was 
that the presents had been reported as 
worth probably $100,000, and if the usual 
rate of duty was Imposed It would cost 
Miss Rosëvelt or her father more than 
$60,000. Neither Miss Roosevelt nor her 
father are wealthy, although the young 
woman Is understood to have a modest 
fortune in her own right.
J Secretary Shaw Anally took his bur­

den to the president and told him about 
it.

‘"There to only one thing to do," re­
plied Mr. Roosevelt. “That is to treat 
my daughter’s baggage as you would 
the baggage of any other private per­
son. She will pay duty on everything 
that is dutiable."

Members of the Taft party say the 
value of Miss Roosevelt’s presents has 
been exaggerated. But whatever « the 
value, Jt will be determined by the lo­
cal appraisers In San Francisco, or the 
port at. which she lands.

Of the millions of His Majesty’s loyal 
and devoted subjects who are keenly 
Interested in his every movement, how 
many are aware of the careful and de­
tailed precautions which are necessitat­
ed when the King travels by train? 
Not very many, I suppose, for although 
elaborate printed instructions are Is­
sued by the railway companies to their 
employes as to the working of royal 
trains, the strictest secrecy is enjoined 
on all who see these Instructions,

When a royal train- is to be run, a 
special notice is issued in which in­
structions are laid down to station- 
masters, guards, drivers, signalmen, in­
spectors, platelayers, gatemen, fogmen, 
and all other employes concerned as to 
the working of the train from the time 
it starts to the time when it draws up 
at its destination, with the exit from 
the royal saloon facing the strip of red 
carpet. To all whose duty is affected, 
a copy of this Jealously guarded docu­
ment is handed, and a receipt taken for 
It, and woe unto him who shall be 
found wanting in knowledge of his 
’’part," down to the smallest detail.

The reason tor all thto secrecy is ob­
vious. A railway train—even a royal 
train—Is not the safest place in the 
world, and In spite of all ttfat human 
thought can do to minimise the dan­
gers of travelling, accidents will hap­
pen. Therefore in order to ensure His 
Majesty's safety so far as in them lies, 
the railway authorities hold up their 
ordinary service to some extent and 
do all in their power to impress upon 
their staff the importance of the trust 
placed in their hands.

UNUSUAL STILLNESS.

Waiting at any, important Junction or 
station to see the royal train dash 
through, one is struck with the unusual 
stillness and absence of traffic. This 
to explained by the fact that for some 
time before this privileged train to due 
to pass all traffic is either diverted to 
side lines or held back altogether. Very 
minute indeed are the instructions as 
to what shall happen to everything on 
wheels that Is likely to be on the line 
on the momentous day within hours of 
the time of His Majesty’s passing. Even 
shunting operations on sidings near the 
line occupied by the royal train must 
be suspended half an hour before the 
train is due, and not be resumed till It 
has passed; and goods trains drawn up 
In waiting on the adjacent set of rails 
must be carefully examined by the 
guard to make sure nothing is project­
ing.

To ensure that the royal travellers are 
not subjected to the same annoyances 
and inconveniences as ordinary people, 
drivers of standing trains must see that 
their engines are not emitting smoke or 
steam or whistling while the royal train 
Is passing; and drivers of passenger 
trains passing the royal train must 
avoid whistling unless It is absolutely 
necessary, and must also shut off steam 
while running past. It Is a special In­
struction to station masters to arrange 
for the placing of trustworthy men at 
“facing points,” over which the royal 
train will run, half an hour before the 
train to due.

WORLD FAMOUS DOGShe has

DIES OF OLD A6E

world, died today of old age in Slascon- 
set.

Ji, with her head on hto anil. In that 
position the dog remained for hours, 
faithfully guarding the body.

One of 
them took hold of the dead man, and 
the next instant Cblu-jl’s teeth wore 
burled in hto band. He kicked her 
away and drew his sword to kill her, 
but Mr. De Guerville saved her life.

Mr. De Guerville 
finally left for Japan, and the dog went 
with him.

TRENTON, N. J., Oct. 17—William 
T. Bevins, of Lamberton street, this 
city, was shot and almost instantly 
killed to-night by his son, William T. 
Bevins, Jr. The shooting was done on 
the young man’s houseboat, anchored 
in the Delaware River, to which place 
the older man had rowed with the in­
tention, it is asserted, of killing his 
wife, with whom he had quarrelled 
about a sale of their home, in South 
Trenton, several weeks ago.

Young Bevins, after shooting him, 
placed hto father, who was uncon­
scious, In the latter’s boat and rowed 
to shore, calling to persons on land 4s 
he approached to summon an ambu­
lance. One met the boat and the driver 
whipped his horses to a gallop, but 
Bevins was dead when the ambulance 
reached the hospital.

After helping a surgeon place his 
father In the ambulance young Bevins 
signified his intention of surrendering 
himeslt to the police. He went to his 
old home to wash and change hto 
clothes, and was there arrested. In the 
police station he admitted the shooting 
and explained that he had done It In 
self-defence and to save his mother. 
He expressed regret that hto father 

. was dead, hut not that be had acted 
as he did.

Young Bevins said his mother’s life 
had been threatened to-day by his 
father, and she, afraid to remain In 
the house, had fled to the river. He 
had promised her protection and pro­
vided sleeping accomodations for her 
in his houseboat. They had been eating 
supper together when a small boat 
had bumped into their craft, and itn- 
medlately the husband ant father had 
jumped aboard. He had struck at the 
son first with a knife and then with a 
hatchet, but both blows had fallen 
short.

“I knew it was his life or mine, If I 
stayed,” the son said. "But it was my 
mother’s life if I did not stay, so I 
stayed. I intended only to wound my 
father, so that he could do no further 
harm, but he was right upon me. I had 
to fire almost without aim. Father fell 
backward to the deck and I loaded 
him into bis bateau and hurried 
ashore. You know the rest."

Bevins was reputed to be a mqn of 
violent temper. He recently drove his 
son from home.

THE POINTS.

These "facing points” must also be 
carefully examined and bolted and 
padlocked for the line in which the 
royal special Is travelling. No work in 
any way likely to affect the line must 
be on at any of the stations, and all 
work in connection with the permanent 
way must cease a quarter of an hour 
before the train is due. In addition, it 
is the statlonmaster’s duty to see that 
the entrances to their stations are 
watched and kept private. It is rather 
a curious fact also that all fpgmen, 
whether there be any signs of fog or 
not, must be at their posts an hour be­
fore the King’s train is due.

The arrangements for the make-up 
and driving of royal trains are, as might 
be expected, most precise. Engines of 
royal trains must carry three discs by 
day, showing the royal arms. After 
dusk, during foggy weather, or when it 
is snowing, four lights must be shown, 
one white on each side of the smoke- 
box, a green light on top, and a purple 
light on the nqar side of the buffer 
beam. Royal trains must pass "facing 
points" at a speed not exceeding twen­
ty miles an hour—or less in specified 
cases—anâ with steam shut off.

As some of the companies do not own 
a sufficient number of royal coaches 
for all purposes, these are borrowed 
from others who have them to spare, 
and the company owning the rolling 
stock send artificers with the train 
throughont the journey. Two Inspect­
ors, acting as guards, accompany the 
royal train, one_rlding in the front and 
the other in thfe rear brake-van, the 
former keeping his face to the rear of 
the train so as to observe any signal 
from his colleague or from the royal 
attendants, and convey at once to the 
driver any instructions necessary. An­
other important item worthy of note is 
that royal trains carry an emergency 
telegraph instrument by means of 
which telegraphic communication can 
at once be established at any place, a 
epecial call being arranged to which 
precedence must be given over mes­
sages of all kinds; and a staff of experi­
enced telegraph men accompany the 
train.

The elaborate precautions as to sig­
naling “the royal’ 'are Interesting. All 
telegraph operators must be at their In­
struments two hours before the royal 
train is due to depart, and while the 
train is running they must on no ac­
count leave their places. Signalmen 
must be continuously on duty during 
the time the royal train is on its jour­
ney, and all signal cabins in regular 
use must be open an hour before the 
train to due and signals lighted if ne­
cessary, remaining so till the relieving 
signal has been received from the cabin 
in advance. It is the station master’s 
special care to see that the danger 
signals are kept on till the royal train 
has passed, and is signalled back from 
the next station or cabin and to be on 
their stations during the passage of 
the royal train. _

By such and other carefully worked 
out means, which it would be tedious 
to mention, Is the safety of the person 
of the Sovereign ensured when he trav­
els by train.—London Express,

The proposed wire fence along the 
international boundary in the North- 
West Territories occupied the house of

The Americans paid 
about $160 a mile, the Canadians about 
$120 or $186 a mile. The material wae 
described by Mr, Herron as barbed 
wire, the American fence being rather 
the higher and stronger.

Sometime in 1904 Mr. Sifton must 
have made up his mind to have a fence 
built along—or rather about 100 yards 
te the norths of — the frontier, 
not oome eut 
to continue from the Manitoba bound­
ary to that of British Columbia—a dis­
tance of 600 miles. The stretch which 
he definitely proposed to fence was 200 
miles long. In Alberta, the ranching 
province. It was proposed te make the 
border station of Coutts, on the railway 
running south from Lethbridge, the 
centre, and to build 100 miles east and 
100 miles west. Speaking roughly, this 
would have carried the fence to the 
British Columbia boundary In one di­
rection, and to the vicinity of the Sas­
katchewan boundary in the other. Ap­
parently negotiations of some sort were 
held with various persons, though on 
this point little was eald by ministers. 
Also Mr. Sifton made up hto mind to 
procure a better end, more expensive 
type of fence than the barbed Vire bar­
riers which already occupied some of 
the ground.

On January 4, 1906, the deputy min­
ister of the Interior, acting under Mr. 
Sifton’s instructions, wrote to the Mc- 
Gregor-Banwell Wire Fence Company 
of Walkerviile, Ontario, informing this 
company that "it had been decided to 
erect a fence at the boundary line in 
the Northwest Territories, one hundred 
miles of which was to be constructed 
this year and the balance next year," 
and asking it to state a price for the 
whole 300 miles. Mr.' McGregor, of 
this company, was member for North 
Essex from 1891 to 1900, and who re­
tired from parliament to a government 
position. The McGregor interest, it 
may be added, has long been potent 
in the liberal party in Windsor and 
the county of Essex generally.

On January 19 the McGregor Ban- 
well company accepted the Invitation, 
and laid before the department of Ihe 
interior an offer to build a woven wire 
fence, of nine horizontal wires, 4 feet 
3 inches high altogether, for $560 a 
mile. In addition, gates would be ne­
cessary every fifteen miles, and would 
cost $10 each. It was pointed out that 
the tender offered was so vague as to 
give the company latitude to use in­
ferior material for fences, 
cost to the department would have 
been rather over $110,000. The opposi­
tion also was Inclined to argue that 
such a fence should not cost more than 
$1 a rod or $320 a mile.

Mr. Sifton was absent, and the mat­
ter was held for his approval. _ 
when he returned he almost immediate­
ly resigned. On March 25, Mr. Cory 
sent over to ask the department of 
Justice for a draft of the contract 
Which It would be advisable to make. 
The department of justice, in Its re­
ply, drew attention to the facts that 
the department of public works was 
the proper agent for the carrying cut 
of thlq undertaking, and that there 
should be public advertisement for ten­
ders.

TRAIN OF MYSTIFICATION.

Strange­
ly enough, the McGregor-Banwell firm 
wrote about thto time to Mr. Suther­
land asking him how the matter was 
faring, ana on April 14 he advised them 
that the contract bad been awarded to 
them some time previously. On April 
18 the Page Company wrote to the de­
partment of the interior, asking (1) 
when advertisements for tenders had 
appeared; (3) why the reply to their 
first letter had been delayed. To this 
no reply at all seems to have been 
vouchsafed.

On April 18 the Page firm, apparent­
ly annoyed at having lost the chance 
even of competing for this excellent 
contract, and assuming that both Mr. 
Sutherland and A. H. Clarke, the 
member for South Essex, were friendly 
to the McGregor-Banwell Company, 
wrote to H. S. Clements, member for 
the adjoining riding of West Kent, re­
questing him to find out whether ten­
ders had been advertised for. Mr. 
Clarke, it must be added, disclaimed 
any knowledge of the transaction what­
ever.

MORE PECULIARITIES.

Upon May 10 the discussion was re­
newed, and a fresh peculiarity was 
brought to light. In the debate of the 
9th David Henderson remarked that 
the department of the interior had 
tried to embark upon thto expenditure 
without any appropriation having been 
voted by parliament. A moment later 
he rose to apologize and to withdraw 
thl» statement. The estimates for the 
current year, 1905-6, were then before 
the house. In one place appeared the 
sum of $100,000 for this fence. This 
figure was so arranged as to convey 
the assertion that it was a re-vote of a 
similar sum voted last year, but not 
expended. On May 10, Mr, Henderson 
rose to apologize for his apology, to 
withdraw hto withdrawal, and to re­
tract hto retraction. For there had 
been no vote for the wire fence In the 
year 1904-5. The vote for 1905-6 was a 
new vote, not a re-vote, and there was 
a misprint In the estimates which am­
ounted to an utterly false assertion. 
Again there was confusion on the gov­
ernment benches. Mr. Fielding, after 
investigation, found that the mistake 
had occurred In the Printing Bureau, 
and had been passed by the finance 
department. The department of the 
interior had sent the estimate over in 
the proper manner, and by some extra­
ordinary fatality the figures had been 
shifted Into the wrong columns. Even 
thto explanation had flaws, for the 
wrong figures had been Included In the 
additions and sum totals of the whole 
estimates In an Inexplicable manner.

It will appear that the plan to tell 
the McGregor-Banwell Company to 
"go ahead and do the job" broke down 
through reference to the department of 
justice. That reference was made sub­
sequent to Mr. Sifton’s withdrawal 
from the cabinet. Had that precaution 
not been taken, the contract apparent­
ly would have been let without any 
outsider being one whit the wiser. As 
it was, the vote of $100,000 was dropped 
and the project to still "under consider­
ation." The Inference drawn by the op­
position was that but for Mr. Sifton’s 
absence and subsequent resignation 
the arrangement would have been con­
summated. It to not an unreasonable 
Inference. It may be noted that Hr. 
Sifton did not speak one word In the 
house on the subject. His attendance 
at this period was very Irregular.

Thus we have an attempted Irregu­
larity of very large proportions, ac­
companied by an extraordinary series 
of small Irregularities, every one of 
which tended to Increase the secrecy of 
the main transaction.

THE MAIN IRREGULARITY.

The main Irregularity falls under the 
following heads:

1. An expenditure was resolved upon 
apparently without the money being 
voted by parliament. The expression 
used by the deputy minister was "this 
year,” which may mean the fiscal /ear 
1904-6—for which there was no vote— 
or the calendar year 1905, half of which 
falls under 1905-6.

2. No tenders were called for. A 
firm of political favorites was asked to 
tender. Other firms were Ignored, and 
When one rival company tried to com­
pete it was treated rudely. So far as 
the false Information goes, we may 
accept the explanation offered, 
there is no excuse for the delay in an-

swerlng the Page Company.
8 There Is every appearance of an 

attempt having been made to award 
this contract of over $110,000, with 
prospects of extensions to $330,000, 
without tender, without public notice, 
in densest secrecy, and without the 
authority of the cabinet.

The minor " irregularities 
strange as to make one attribute them 
to some form of perverse fate—all 
things working together for evil. The 
strangest part of it all is that all these 
misadventures happened In connection 
with this one questionable transaction, 
and that ethey all had the effect of 
screening it. Note how the facts are 
obscured at every turn.

1. The department of the interior 
makes the mistake of discourtesy. In 
not answering the Page Company’s 
first letter from March 22, when It was 
received, till three days before the 
misleading message was sent to the 
department of justice, till April S, a 
delay of seventeen days.

2. The secretary of the department 
made hto mistake of fact, and gave 
wrong Information to the Page firm 
and to the Speaker, Mr. Sutherland.

The printing bureau and the 
finance department made a mistake in 
Printing the estimates, which in the 
ordinary course of events would have 
caused the vote of $106,000 to elip 
through the committee of supply with­
out a word.

4. Hansard made a mistake which 
suppressed Sir Wilfrid Laurler’s reply 
to Mr. Clement’s question.

BOSTON, Oct. 16,—John O'Connor, 
proprietor of the Mt. View House at 
Gorham, N. H., whose defiance of 
blackmailers who threaten to kill his 
two little daughters and himself un­
less he pays them $1,500, has attracted 
the attention of New England, is a 
former manager of the Hotel Plaza on 
Columbus avenue, and is well known 
to Boston people. He left Boston about 
a year ago.

O’Connor has hired an armed body­
guard to escort his eight-year-old 
daughter Eileen to and from the little 
district school house she attends, and 
with a number of friends guards her 
and his four-year-old daughter Katie, 
at night. The post office department is 
endeavoring to locate the men who 
wrote the blacltinaiUng letter, and 
meanwhile O'Connor is taking the 
most radical precautionary measures.

Perhaps Fatally Injured
the placing of the last span marks a 
noteworthy date In the progress of the 
work. The bridge Is by far the most 
Important project of its kind ever at­
tempted within the province. Both 
the federal and provincial governments 
have contributed and will contribute, 
though In very different proportions, 
to its cost and maintenance. It is ex­
pected that about the first of Novem­
ber trains will be operated on the 
Southern Railway, thus giving daily 
communication by rail for the first 
time between the southeastern section 
of the province and Charlottetown and 
marking an important era In the rail­
way development of this island.

The minister of marine and fisheries 
will arrive in Charlottetown tonight 
from Plctou. Among the matters to 
be considered by him while here Is the 
Improvement of our winter service 
with the mainland and the building of 
a new powerful Ice breaker.

A commission consisting of Horace 
Haszard N. Rattenbury, Capt. Finlay- 
son, of the Mlnto, and Capt. Brown of 
the Stanley, prepared a report as to 
the most suitable type of boat for the 
service. They state that previous ex­
perience with winter navigation has 
proved that after the steamers are 
withdrawn from Charlottetown the 
Qeorgetown-Pictou route Is the safest 
and most reliable known up to the pre­
sent time. It is taken for granted the 
new steamer will be used principally 
on these routes. The new boat should 
be 250 feet long, 41 feet beam, 20 feet 
deep amidships, 16 feet draught, and 
water ballast in stem to put her down 
at least four feet additional aft, and 
with a speed of 18 knots, with bunkers 
and water ballast tanks full, the en­
gines to be triple expansion,and placed 
well aft to afford

What may yet prove a fatal shooting 
accident occurred at Black’s Harbor, 
near St. George, on Saturday last.

Two 
shots penetrated the child’s breast and 
her right wrist was so mutilated that 
Dr. Alexander found it necessary to 
amputate the hand. It is hoped that 
further amputation will not be requir­
ed, though she may have to lose her 
entire arm.

With Hanger and Thirst, Accuses 

British Tramp. FUNERAL OF
SIR HENRY IRVING.(New York Herald.)

With tj^e quiet manner of one who 
admits defeat at the hands of a long 
fought enemy, Ben Benson, Glouces­
ter fisherman, leaned over the rail of 
the steamship Hellig Olav yesterday, 
and told how he and his dory mate bad 
become separated from tlfeir vessel by 
a fog off the banks; of six days spent 
in the tossing cockleshell with no food 
or water, and how nearly crazed with 
thirst they were finally picked up by an 
outward bound steamship, which land­
ed them in Copenhagen.

His luckless trip was on the schooner 
Arbutus, out ot Gloucester. In a way 
it had been a good one, a fortuitous 
gleaning of cod almost filling the bold 
In a two days’ .catch. But the trawls 
were to be set out once more, and Ben­
son and his .dory mate, Ben Olsen, were 
sent on this duty. They were absorb­
ed In work when the fog, like a gigan­
tic hand, stealthily stretched across the 
gray table of the Banks, suddenly clos­
ed about them.

So swiftly did the fog boil about 
them that the men did not have time to 
notice the direction ot the schooner. 
Moreover, they had no compass, and, 
worse still, had no 'water in the boat 
and no provisions of any sort, 
fog held thick all day and then seemed 
to graw thicker as night came on. 
Then a gale came tearing through it, 
and when it at last subsided and the 
weather cleared neither of the two men 
had any Idea where they were. But 
even had they known their position it 
would have been of no avail, as one of 
the oars had been lost.

Two days went by and then on the 
morning of the third a vessel’» smoke 
was seen. The men watched it as only 
castaways can watch such a vision, 
and when spars and funnels came Into 
sight and It .was seen that the vessel 
was heading straight for the dory they 
almost forgot the pangs ot thirst and 
hunger and, standing up in the boat, 
waved sou’westers at the approaching 
vessel.

While It seems incredible that a ship 
should encounter castaways at sea and 
leave them to their fate, yei Benson as­
serts that this one did. He maintains 
that the steamship, which he thinks 
was a British tramp, passed so close 
that he could distinguish figures on her 
bridge, and passed on her way, unheed­
ing the frantic aeeeals of the casta-

Of this expense bill no less 
than $681,292 was paid In commissions 
to agents, salaries and other expenses 
for officials. This does pot Include trav­
elling expenses ot agents and others 
(which amount to $22,950) nor station­
ery, postage, Ught, heat, lawyer fees, 
rent, advertising, printing, furniture or 
sundries, which with other Items make 
up another bill of $201,614. This $681,- 
292, or $22.70 on each $100 of the premium 
Income, was paid to the employes and 
agents of the company for handling the 
other $77.$0. Now in 1887 this 
company had an Income of $1,157,428. 
At that time the commissions, sal­
aries, and other expenses of officials 
amounted to $157.011, or 13 per cent, of 
the premium income.

The Excelsior paid $81,226 to Its offi­
cers and agents out of $216,886 premium 
Income, one-quarter of which came 
from first premiums. This Is 87 per 
cent., and the total expense account 
to nearly 60 per cent, of the premium 
Income. This company has been doing 
business In Ontario fifteen years, and 
has had a dominion license since 1897.

The Federal Life is an older concern, 
now In the twenty-fourth year of Its 
existence. Its premium Income In 1904 
was $631,523, about one-fifth 
Agents and officers received $134,320, 
or almost exactly one-quarter of this 
Income, in 1887 the Federal received 
from the same source $137,073. Similar 
payments then called for $32,654, or 
nearly the same proportion

THE TORONTO CIVIC SCANDAL.

An Investigation Is about to take 
place into charges of corruption against 
a member and a former member of the 
Toronto city council. The charge is that 
the alderman received $100 and the 
former alderman $400 for their assist­
ance and Influence In securing for a
firm of butchers and meat dealers cer­
tain concessions in respect to their 
abattoir. Several affidavits have been 
made, one of which sets forth that the 
man signing it saw a roll of bills 
amounting to $900 in the possession of 
a person who explained that he had 
It from the firm seeking the permit, 
and that the money was for the pur­
pose of securing the favor of aldermen.

The commission shall be bound so 
far as to paragraphlcally consider a 
permit to follow the 50th parallel of 
north latitude as the boundary line, 
and in case any deflections from that 
line at any points are found to be ne­
cessary, compensation will be made by 
co-relative deflections at other points. 
It shall also be the duty of said com­
mission to prepare a list and a descrip­
tion of the adjacent islands included ,to 
the cession and finally the commiseton 
shall prepare and sign maps showing 
the boundary of the ceded territory. 
The work of the commission shall be 
subject to the approval of the high 
contracting parties.

The foregoing additional articles are 
to be considered ratified with the rati­
fication of the treaty of peace to which 
they are annexed.

Article 8.—The imperial governments 
of Japan and Russia, with the view to 
promote and facilitate Intercourse and 
traffic, will as soon as possible con­
clude a separate convention for the re­
gulation of their connecting railway- 
services in Manchuria.

Article 9.—The Imperial Russian gov­
ernment cede to the imperial govern­
ment of Japan In perpetuity and full 
sovereignty the southern portion of the 
Island of Sakahalin and all the islands 
adjacent thereto and the public works 
and properties thereon.

The fifth degree of north latitude Is 
adopted as the northern boundary of 
the ceded territory. The exact align­
ment of such territory shall be deter­
mined in accordance with the provi­
sions of the additional article 11 annex­
ed to this treaty.

Japan and Russia mutually agree 
not to construct in their respective pos­
sessions on the Island of Sakalin or 
the adjacent islands, any fortifications 
or other similar military works. They 
also respectively engage not to take 
any military measures which may im­
pede the free navigation of the Straits 
of La Perouse and the Straits of Tar- 
ta'ry.

Article 10.—Reserved to Russian sub­
jects inhabitants of the territory 
ceded to Japan to sell their real prop­
erty and retire to their country, but if 
they prefer to remain in the ceded ter- 
tltory they will be maintained and 
protected on the full exercise of their 
industries and rights of property on 
condition of submitting to the Japa­
nese laws, and jurisdiction. Japan 
shall have full liberty to withdraw the 
right of residence in or to deport from 
such territory, or any inhabitants who 
labor under political or administrative 
disability. She engages, however, that 
the proprietary rights of such inhabit­
ants shall be fully restored.

Article 11.—Russie engages to arrange 
with Japan for granting to Japanese 
subjects rights of fishery along the 
coast of the Russian possessions in the 
Japan, Okhotsk and Behring seas.»

It is agreed that the foregoing en­
gagement shall not affect rights al­
ready belonging to the Russian or fore­
going subjects in those regions.

Article 12.—The treaty of commerce 
and navigation between Japan and 
Russia having been annulled by the 
war, the imperial governments of Ja­
pan and Russia engage to adopt as a 
basis for their commercial relations 
pending the conclusion of a new treaty 
for commercial relations pending the 
conclusion of a new treaty of com­
merce and navigation, the basis of the 
treaty which was in force previous to 
the present war, the system of reci­
procal treatment on the footing of the 
most favored nation, in which are in­
cluded Import and export duties, cus­
toms formalities, transit and tonnage 
dues and the admission and treat of 
agents, subjects and vessels of one 
country in the territories of the other.

Article 13.—So soon as possible after 
the present treaty comes in force all 
prisoners of war shall be reciprocally 
restored. The Imperial governments of 
Japan and Russia shall each appoint a 
special commissioner to take charge of 
the prisoners, all prisoners in the 
hands of one government shall be de­
livered to and received by the commis­
sioner of othet- government by his duly 
appointed representative in such con­
venient numbers and such convenient 
ports of the delivering state as such 
delivering state shall notify in advance 
to the commissioner of the receiving 
state.

The governments of Japan and Rus­
sia shall present each other as soon as 
possible after the delivery of the pris­
oners is completed with a statement of 
the direct expenditures respectively in­
curred by them for the care and main­
tenance of the prisoners from the date 
of capture or surrender and up to the 
time of death or delivery. Russia en­
gages to repay to Japan as soon as 
possible after the exchange of state­
ments as above provided the difference 
between the actual amount so expend­
ed by Japan and the actual amount 
similarly disbursed by Russia.

Article 14.—The present treaty shall 
be ratified by their majesties the Em­
peror of Japan and the Emperor of all 
Russia. Such ratification shall be with 
as little delay as possible, and in any 
case no later than 50 days from the 

ons of the addl- date of the signature of the treaty, to 
be announced to the imperial govern­
ments of Japan and Russia respective­
ly through the French minister at 
Токіо and the Ambassador of the 
United States at St. Petersburg, and 
from that date of the latter of such 
announcement this treaty shall in all 
its parts come into full force. The 
formal exchange of ratifications shall 
take place at Washington as soon as 
possible.

Article 15.—The present treaty shall 
be signed in duplicate in both the Eng­
lish and French languages. The texts 
are in absolute conformity, but in case 
of a discrepancy in the interpretation 
the French text shall prevail.

In conformity with the provisions of 
articles three and nine of the treaty of 
peace between Japan and Russia of 
this date the undersigned plenipoten- 

1 tiaries have concluded the following 
additional articles:

Sub article to article 3.—The imperial 
governments of Japan and Russia mu­
tually engage to commence the with­
drawal of their military forces from 
the territory of Manchuria simultane­
ously and immediately after the treaty 
of peace comes into operation, and 
within a period of 18 months after that 
date the armies of the two countries 
shall be completely withdrawn 1 from 
Manchuria except from the leased ter­
ritory of the Liao Tung peninsula. The 
forces of the two countries occupying 
the front positions shall first be with­
drawn.

The high contracting parties reserve 
to themselves the right to maintain 
guards to protect their respective rail­
way lines in Manchuria. The number 
of such guards shall not exceed 15 per 
kilometer, and within* that maximum 
number the commanders of the Jap­
anese and Russian armies shall by com­
mon accord fix the) number of such 
guards to be empldyed as small as pos­
sible, while having in view the actual 
requirements.

The commanders of the Japanese and 
Russian forces in Manchuria shall 
agree upon the details of the evacua­
tion In conformity with the above prin­
ciples, and shall take by common ac­
cord the measures necessary to carry 
out the evacuation as soon as possible, 
and in. any case not later than the 
period of 18 months.

JOHNТОКІО, Oct. 16.—The peace treaty 
with Russia went into effect today. 
The text of the treaty tv as published 
this afternoon.

ТОКІО, Oct. 16, 3 p. m.—Mr. Terosut- 
cha, minister of war, has Issued an or­
der instructing the Japanese army in 
the field to abstain from criticising the 
terms of peace, on the ground that the 
declarations of peace and of war are 
entirely the outcome of sovereign pow­
er. He also forbids the criticism of the 
subject especially by those engaged in 
military service. He advised that sol­
diers utilize the opportunities of peace 
after the dlsbândment of their regi­
ments by engaging in their respective 
occupations, also holding themselves in 
readiness to rejoin the colors at the 
emperor's command.

LONDON, Oct. 16,—The Reuter Tele­
gram Company gives the text of the 
treaty of peace concluded by Russia 
and Japan at Portsmouth, N. H., Sept. 
5 and signed by Emperor Nicholas and 
the Emperor of Japan Oct. 16 as fol­
lows, etc. :

"The Emperor of Japan on one part 
and the Emperor of All The Russias 
on the other part animated by a desire 
to restore the blessings of peace to their 
countries, have resolved to conclude a 
treaty of peace, and have for this pur­
pose named their plenipotentiaries, that 
Is to say for his majesty the Emperor 
of Japan, Baron Komura Jutaro Ju- 
saml, grand cordon of the Imperial Or­
der of the Rising Sun, his minister for 
foreign affairs, and His Excellency Ta- 
kahira Kogoro, Imperial Order of the 
Sacred Treasure, his minister to the 
United States, and His Majesty the Em­
peror of all the Russians, His Excel­
lency Sergius Witte, his secretary of 
state and president of the committee of 
ministers, and His Excellency Baron 
Roman Rosen, master of the Imperial 
court of Russia, his majesty’s ambassa­
dor to the United States, who, after 
having exchanged their full powers 
which were found to be good and duti­
ful, have concluded the following ar­
ticles:

The Imperial government of Russia 
declare that they have not in Man­
churia any territorial advantage or pre­
ferential or exclusive concessions to 
the impairment of Chinese sovereignty 
or inconsistent with the principle of 
equal opportunity.

Article 4.—Japan and Rusia reciproc­
ally engage not to obstruct any general 
measures common to all countries 
which China may take for the develop­
ment of the commerce or industry of 
Manchuria.

Article 5,—The imperial Russian gov­
ernment transfers and assigns to the 
imperial government of Japan, with 
the consent of the government of 
China, the lease of Port Arthur, Talien 
and the adjacent territory and terri­
torial waters and all rights, privileges 
and concessions connected with or form­
ing part of such lease, and they also 
transfer and assign to the imperial 
government of Japan all public works 
and properties in the territory affected 
by the above mentioned lease.

The two contracting parties mutual­
ly agree to obtain the consent of the 
Chinese government mentioned in the 
foregoing stipulations.

The imperial government of Japan on 
their part undertake that the property 
rights of Russian subjects in territory 
above referred to shell be perfectly re­
spected. •

Article 6.—The imperial Russian gov­
ernment engage to transfer and assign 
to the imperial government of Japan, 
without compensation and with the 
consent of the Chinese government, the 
railway between Chang-Chum-Fu and 
Uan-Chang-Tsu and Port Arthur, and 
all the branches, all the rights, privi­
leges and properties appertaining to 
the railway in said region belonging to 
or worked for the benefit of the rail­
way. The two high contracting par­
ties mutually agree to obtain the con­
sent of the government of China men­
tioned in the foregoing stipulations.

Article 7,—Japan and Ruesla engage 
to exploit their respective railways in 
Manchuria exclusively for commercial

PARIS, Oct. 18,—The French armored 
cruiser Desaix, understood to be bound 
for Venezuelan waters, did not put In­
to Brest after leaving Cherbourg, Oc­
tober 16th, as it was announced she 
would do, but passed the Island of 
Ushant, heading direct for the French 
Antilles. For the present ■ the cruiser 
-Levoister and Chase Loup Laubet will 
be held at Brest, as the; situation may 
not require their presence to West In­
dian waters.

The officials here say that the publish­
ed report that the French squadron in­
tends either to bombard some coast

PORT OF ST. JOHN.
■Reports of cases determined in the 

supreme court of New Brunswick by 
the Honorable Ward Chipman, one of 
the Justices of the court commencing 
Michaelmas term, 1825, prepared for 
the press and edited with notes by John 
C. Allen, barrister-at-law (subsequently 
the Hon. Sir John C. Allen, chief Jus­
tice of New Brunswick), continued to 
Hilary term, 1835, by Allen O. Earle, 
K. -C., and T. Carleton Allen, K. C.

The above work has just issued from 
the press of the Caswell Company, 
Limited, of Toronto. While 
preme court was organized under the 
commission and royal instruction grant­
ed to our first lieutenant governor in 
1784, yet we have no report of the de­
cisions of the court until 1825. Ward 
Chipman, Jr., was appointed to the 
bench March 17, 1825, and he appears 
to have kept a pretty full and accurate 
report of the business of the court for 
some years. He began immediately af­
ter his appointment to keep the de­
cisions of the court written up to 1836, 
when by act of the legislature Mr. 
Berton was appointed the reporter of 
the court, since which time we have 
had an uninterrupted series of official 
reports of our supreme court to the 
present time. Chief Justice Chipman 
had his reports quite carefully pre­
served, and they were hande’d by him 
to the late Chief Justice Sir John Allen, 
then a young lawyer beginning his pro­
fession in Fredericton. In 1849 Mr. 
Allen published a part of the Chipman 
reports, and very fully annotated the 
cases. This publication, covering 153 
pages, was from the pen of James P. 
A. Phillips of Fredericton and was al­
ways known to the profession and cited 
in the courts as Chipman’s manu­

script. It covered about a fourth part 
of the manuscript left by Chief Justice 
Chipman. Messrs. Earle and Allen 
have now published all the manuscript, 
and the result is a volume of 562 pages. 
The part published by Sir John Allen in 
1849 Has been included without altera­
tion and includes over thirty cases. 
The notes, however, cover twice as 
much ground as the original cases. The 
part annotated by Messrs. Earle and 
Allen includes over 160 cases, and to 
each case the editors have added notes, 
bringing the law down to date. No 
members of the profession in this pro­
vince were better qualified than Mr. 
Earle and Mr. Alien to perform this 
work, and it is almost needless to say 
they have done their work well. The 
volume will be No. 1 in the New Bruns­
wick series of law reports, and will be 
a welcome and valuable addition to the 
■library of every lawyer in the pro­
vince. The publishers, Caswell & Co. 
of Toronto, have done the printing and 
other mechanical work in a creditable 
manner. The errata is somewhat large, 
but this no doubt is due to the fact 
that the editors were so far away from 
their publishers. The profession is to 
be congratulated upon the appearance 
of this volume, and the editors upon 
the excellent way they have performed 
their work.

Despatches from New York indicate 
that President John Golden and the 
other officers of the Textile workers 
are not enthusiastic over the an­
nouncement of the profit sharing plan. 
President Golden does not think the 
operatives will be wholly satisfied with 
the plan, but so far as can be learned 
it will go into effect next week, al­
though a request will probably be 
made by the Tëxtiie Council for a con­
ference with the manufacturers. The 
council has no authority to accept the 
offer of the Association and it is pos­
sible the entire matter will be laid be­
fore the various unions for an expres­
sion of opinion.

It is thought that no meeting of the 
council can he arranged before Satur­
day, uniees it is held in New York.

The operatives individually -are con­
sidering the profit sharing proposition 
and many are of the opinion , that its 
value cannot be determined until it is 
tried. Most of them appear to favor a 
full restoration and have a profit shar­
ing arrangement agreed upon at con­
ferences between their representatives 
and the manufacturers. Following the 
six months strike of 1904-5, the mill 
hands are in no position to stop work 
and in any event a general strike is 
not anticipated.

When the new scale goes into effect 
here it is expected several other mills 
in this state ahd three in New Hamp-' 
shire will make an advance in the pay 
of their operatives.

He 
was an egotist, where he should have 
been an altruist. He made the most 
of himself for his owu sake, instead of 
making the most of himself for the sake 
of others. He became a Dead Sea, re­
cel ving- everything and giving nothing.
He pursued knowledge that men might 
flatter him, because praise is sweet. He 
developed commerce, because hé loved 
gold, and the luxury that trade brings.
He drilled his army, because h» loved 
power, A plêasure-seelœr, he lived for 
the eye and the physical sense; but ex­
cess du,Is the edge of appetite.

DOMINION POST OFFICE 
SHOWS BIG SURPLUS.NELSON'S CENTENARY A. A. STOCKTON. 

St. John, N. B„ October 18, 1905.

IN OTTAWA, Oct. 18.—The report of the 
post office department for the year 
ending June 30 shows a surplus of $490,- 
844, the Yukon service being included.

The past year’s transactions show an 
increase of 419 in the number of post 
offices; an increase of 341 in the num­
ber of postal note offices; 180 in the 
number of money order offices, and 28 in 
the number of savings banks.

There were 818 additional miles of 
railway utilized for mail purposes, and 
the total increase in mileage of mail 
carriage during the year was 1,736,817.

The estimated number of letters post­
ed was 285,541,000, as against 258,190,000 
In 1904, and 116,038,000 in 1896.

The estimated Increase in the num­
ber of letters and post cards for the 
year was 28,351,000, the largest in any 
year except that of 1899-90, when the 
two-cent letter rate was adopted.

The amount of money remitted by 
money orders and postal notes was $36,- 
229,050, an increase of more than 176 
per cent., compared with 1896, when the 
sum remitted was $13,031,800. Last year 
$32,551,562 was sent through the mails 
in this way.

The increase over last year was $2,- 
696,664 In money orders, and $980,933 in 
postal notes.

The value of the stamp issue was $6,- 
202,832, an increase of $566,081 over the 
year preceding.
