Recovery Of Twenty - three
Bodies The Only Result Of
Yesterday’s Efforts At lllin-
ois Colliery.

189 ARE STILL
UNACCOUNTED FOR

Cherry, Ill, Nov. 22-Efforts to
reach men possibly still alive in the
St. Paul mine weré In vain today in
two parts of the underground womk-
ings. Although excitement was caus-
ed by finding a dead miner who was
at first thought to be alive, the net
result of today's work was the re-
covery of twenty-three corpses, which
were discovered yesterday.

Rain fell all night, and during the
forenoon turned to snow., Searcely a
kinsman of the missing men was at
the mine today. But efforts to ex-
plore underground continued with un-
abated vigor. Dozens of volunteers
worked against exasperating imped)-
ments to extend their explorations.

“They're still alive down there™
was the watchword of every worker,
although evidence in support of it was
meugre,

The first tangible evidence that the
men in the east workings were not
killed when the fire broke out on Sat-
urday, was the failure to find any
corpses where it was predicted a
large number would be found if the
men were smothered in their first
rush for safety.

Implements Found.

Many mining Implements were
fouud, but not a dinner-pail was to be
seen, From this it was argued that
the men, unable to escape when the
fire was discovered, retreated to some
extremity of the mine, carrying their
sfood with them. But this was the ex-
tent of inspiring discoveries for the
day.

The man, who it was supposed was
still breathing when found, was pro-
nounced dead by the physicians of
the hospital car and his body was re-
moved to the morgue. The body was
still warm and this had led to the be-
lef of the rescuers that he was alive,
While uncertain as to the time of his
death, the doctors believe it occurred
at least twelve hours before the body
was pluced on the stretcher. The
temperature of the mine, which is
higner than 60 degrees, caused by the
fire, as yet unextinguished, undoubt-
edly was the cause of the warmth of
the body.

UNEARTHED AT
bRAND FALLS

Continuation Of Syrians Work
Prominent Fines For $25,-
000 — The Arrest Made—
Others Implicated.

THE STORY OF THE
SWINDLE IN DETAIL

1

Frederictop, Nov. 22.—Private de-
tectives and other officers of the law
all over eastern Canada have been
engaged for some weeks past on a
gigantic fraud case in which a com-
bination c¢f Syrians working with
Grand Falls, N. B., as their headquar-
ters, have obtained goods to the val-
ue of upwards of $25,000.

Already one arrest has been made
in the case, several thousand dollars
worth of goods having been seized
and detectives are scouring. Boston,

in an endeavor to locate those who
are concerned with Willlam J. Ayoup
the man now under arrest, in the per-
petration of the alleged fraud.

Those alleged to be interested with
William J. Ayoup in the perpetration
of the fraud ure Kalib Aboud, M.
Moses, M. J. Ayoup and E. 8. Cowlie,
all residents of Woodstock and Houl-
ton, Me, and several of whom were
witnesses in the David murder trial
here several years ago. They are now
sought by detectives.

The Firms Affected.

The firms defrauded include Wil
liam Croft and Sons, Toronto; Roy
and Darbeau, Quebec; Mitchell Wool-
en Mills, Mitchell, Ont,, White's Ltd.,
Ottawa; J. Eveleigh and Co., Mont-
real; J. J. Murphy, Halifax; Kaplan,
Shane and Co., St. John, and many
others, making a total of between 30
and 40 creditors in all

Some months ago Ayoub and his
assoclateg ordered goods to the value
of $25,000 or more from the firms buy-
ing the goods mostly on 30 days cre-
dit, and when the time was up the
drafts were not paid. Some of the
firms then became suspiclous and war-
wants for seizure under the Abscond-
ing Debtors’ Act were issued. It then
developed that most of the goods
which had been shipped to Grand
Falls, had been re-shipped away by
Ayoup and his associates to various
places, and in many cases to fictitious
addresses, some of the goods not
even being opened before re-shipment.

The idea was apparently to have
agents of the conspirators get the
goods at the various places to which
they were re-shipped and later to sell
them and escape the trouble of.paying
for them.

Ayoup Arrested.

Later on the arrest of Ayoup fol-

lowed at Canterbury, York County,
and he is now out on $1,000 bail,
{ In the meantime Mr. J. J. Gallagher
la Grand Falls lawyer, was put to
work on the case in the interests of
the creditors and he found the ad-
dresses to which some of the goods
had been reshipped. He also found
that the goods in the first place had
been shipped largely to K. 8. Aboud
at Grand Falls and also learned that
Aboud had re-shipped some of the
goods, but now Aboud claims that his
name was used without his knowledge
in the matter and denies any connec-
tion with it.

However, some of the goods were
shipped into York County from Grand
Kalls by the scheming Syrians and
Deputy Sheriff Geo. H. Winter was
engaged to handle the York county
end of the case and recently succeed-
ed in cleaning up his work in a man-
ner which has won much commenda-
tion. At Canterbury he found that
five cases of goods had been shipped
to E. Miron at that place. The goods
had been taken from the station by
& man employed by M. Moses, who
is now being sought by detectives,
and had been stored at the homes of
Thomas English, a party named Mc-
Neeley and another man named Jamie
son. Acting under a warrant that had
been issued Deputy Sheriff Winter
selzed the goods and with Constable
8. Grant and E. Hugley made an in-
ventory and shipped them to Sheriff
Howe and they are now stored at the
county jail.

Montreal Detectives Here.

Recently Detectlve Little of the
Thiel Detective Agency was here from
Montreal working on the case, and
representatives of J. J. Murphy of
Halifax, and Kaplan, S8hane & Co., of
8t. John, have been here during the
past few days and have identified
goods seized by Deputy Sheriff Win-
ter and now stored at the jail as some
of those obtained by the Syrians from
them.

Further developments in the case
are awaited with interest. W. J.

LORD LOREBURN
HURLS GAUNTLET
IN UPPER HOUSE

lord High Chancellor
Electrifies Peers in Dec-
laration of Future Lib-
eral Policy.

Crown MustAppoint Suf-
ficient Number of Lords

To Hold Balance of
Power.

London, Nov. 22.—The main Interest
in the historical debate in the House
of Lords on the budget centred on a
grave declaration of the Liberal policy
which fell from Lord Loreburn, Lord
High Chancellor, in the course of an
eloquent peroration. Deliberately
pausing and adjusting his glasses, he
read slowly from a piece of paper:

“It is my opinion that it is impossi-
ble that any Liberal government can
ever again bear the heavy burden of
office unless it is secured against a
repetition of treatment such as our
measures have had to undergo for the
last four years.”

This statement had an electrical ef-
fect upon the Liberal members of the
House of Commons who crowded the
public galleries. Quitting the galler-
les, they surged into the lobbles in a
State of excitement, with the convie-
tion that they had heard the govern-
ment's last word before the general
election, that Premier Asquith  will
make a similar declaration in the
House of Commons next week and that
the long-delayed campaign against the
Lords has now begun in real earnest.

It was held that Lord Loreburn’s
statement can only mean that no Lib-
eral leader will henceforth accept of-
fice unless he receives a pledge from
the crown that sufficient peers will be
appointed on the premier's nomination
to secure the House of Commons
agalnst interference by the House of
Lords in financial matters,

-Moved Rejection.

London, Noy. 23.—After the Earl of
Crewe, Lord Privy Seal had formally
moved the second reading of the bud-
get bill, without comment, Lord Lans-
downe, leader of the Opposition, who
was 8o hoarse that he could scarcely
be heard, immedidtely moved its re-
Jection,

He quoted precedents to show that
although the House of Lords could not
amend a finance bill, it had full right
to discuss it and to throw it out of it
80 willed. Besides, the present bill,
he argued, had tacked on it legislation,

Is Disillusioned

Eng.ish Woman Traveller Returns From a Trip to

Japan---Has Nothing

Good to Say of Flowery

.Kingdom---People Are Rude and the Scenery
Monotonous---Contrast to Corea.

London, Nov. 22.—Lady Westma-
cott, a traveller of broad views and
wide experience, after making the ac-
quaintance of the Japanese at home
and in Corea has formed a very un-
flattering opinion of her country's al-
lles. Writing to the Pall Mall Gazette
of her just finished tour in the East
she says:—

“Frankly, I expected Japan to inter-
est me much more than any of the
other countries that I should see. {
had for years been stadying Japanese
prints * * * and I may say straight
off that there Is nothing left in their
own country for the, tourist to see thw
in any degree equals the collectiong
of Europe.
further than the print room of the
British Museum, or London itself.”

On her journey across Siberia, Lady
Westmacott made acquaintance with
many of her fellow passengers, whom
she judged to be for the most part
men returning from or going out to
their different businesses, and “was
surprised to hear them speak always
80, bitterly of the Japanese. There
were Americans, English, French and
Belgians that I can recall, but never a
good word to be said for the Japan-
ese.”

The Coreans.

Before reaching Seoul she ‘“had
come across enough of the genus Jap-
anese (to be stared at and questioned
by, him in a manner quite Japanese
on many subjects which our civiliza-
tion would consider decidedly intime)
to be able to contrast the behavior of
the ‘man in the street’ in Seoul.
There, if you took the street car, the
Coreans, dressed in immaculate white,
with qulet, dignified manners, would
either take ro votice of you at all, or
if smoking would move to some o
place in ihe opcn car, or if the car
was crowded would even offer you
their place.

“1 .must cgt they looked too
gentle a race =x2¥eh too gentle for one
like myself, who wish they were strong
enough to rise up and drive out the
intruder; but at any rate, they are a
well bred straight limbed race, with
well bred features and a dignity of
manner that gives you the impression
that they are a race of men. | sup-
pose those met in the street cars were
the people.

“The Japanese, au contraire, would
continue to smoke, as he had a per-
feet right to do, spit and clear his
throat after the manner of his kind,
keep up a flow of conversation with
an acquaintance perhaps several seats
off. etc. Against all this I have not
a word to say. I travel to study na-
tions as they are and I do not carry
any standard of what I think they
ghould be like, but when I hear peo-
ple talking of the high civilization of
the Japanese I repeat that if by that
it Is meant that they have our west-
ern clvilization, I protest they have no
more idea of it than a set of roughs.

“I may say that I travelled second
class to avold a fortnight's delay from
Chemulpo to China with thirteen Ja-
panese. fn my cabin, who kept the
doors tightly shut, smoked night and
day and went through their toilettes
moust naively in front of me, to my
amusement. When the ship got Into
dock and I wanted to get up, for I
had been. prostrate myself all the way,
and I asked the Japanese cabin boy to
ask the ‘gentlemen’ if they would
mind going out till I got my clotl

Besides
shipments by boat to Toronto and
other lake ports, 486 cars of fruit were
shipped, 336 of them going east to
Montreal and 144 to Winnipeg and
other western points. The freight
charges totalled $19,000 and each car
was worth $400 to $600.

Drowned In Plunge Bath,
Stratford, Ont., Nov. 22—W. M,
Kane, aged twenty years, of Mitchell,
a student attending the Normal school
here was drowned in the plunge bath
in the Y. M. C. A. building yesterday.
He was seized with cramps while
swimming in the bath and sank in
eight feet of water. Although he was
taken out almost immediately, it was
found impossible to resuscitate him.

Butchery In Hospital,
Brantford, Ont., Nov. 22.—Ald.

IS LONDON
LOSING PLACE
TO NEW YORK

London, Nov. 22.—Competent ob-
servers of financial affairs’ here no
longer conceal from themselves what
has been already pointed out in des-
patches, namely, that the Bank of
England is fast losing control of the
world’s monetary policy and that New
York’s position as the world’s financial
centre is daily becoming more as-
sured and accentuated.

One established feature of the Lon-
don position is that it seems no long-
er possible by the imposition of a
higher discount rate to compel the for-
eigner to replenish the depleted cof-
fers of the Bank of England. For the
eighth week in succession the bank’s
reserveg of bullion have undergone se-
vere reductions and the ratio of re-
serves to liabilities has fallen to 45
per cent.

In order to attract gold to London
the Bank of England found it neces-
sary to double its official discount
rate, which at the moment of writing
stands at 5 per cent. It is nowhere
higher in Europe except at Lisbon,
where funds are perpetually short and
where 6 per cent. is charged.

The experience of years has been
that the raising of the bank rate has
automatically attracted gold to Lon-
don, but this time it has not righted
the monetary position, and has be-
sldes created an unpleasant artificial
tightness which is galling to financial
operators. No gold in sufticient quan-
tities has arrived to refill the bank
rescrves, and even the export of sov-
areigns has not been definitely stayed.

As far as could be learned last
evening, St. John firms are not very
hard hit by the frauds of the Syrian
swindlers at Grand Falls who as re-
ferged to elsewhere in a Fredericton
despatch, received large quantities of
goods on credit.

The total loss of Kaplan, Shane and
Co., one of the irms mentioned, will
probably not-exceed $300. Mr. Shane
sald last evening that the estimate
that the swindlers had got away with
$25,000 was rather high and that the
total would probably not be more than
$15,000.

Miss Tay-
lor was taken to the hospital some
weeks ago suffering from burns re-
celved by the explosion of a lamp and
failed to recover. It is said that the
