Ottawa, Ont,, June 9, — With low
tarilt proposals made cunningly vaguo
by rhetorical twillght, the opposiion
today launched ite attack upon tho
Government budget. Mr. A. R. Mac:
Master, a disciple of the school of Lib.
erallsm that thrived in Eagland thirty
years ago, delivered a much too dlg-
oursive but comparatively able spoech,
volcing the orthodox critiolsm of ex-
penditure, adjuring economy, empha-
slzing econonilc 1lls and prescribing
for them a panacea in tHh form of an
ndefinite amendment for tho removal
¢f customs dutles, probadly for the
Feason that, according to a curious rule
of the House, & question cannmot be
formally debated twice during the
#ame  wession, Mr. MacMastor's
amendment, similar in substance (o
that which ho moved early in the ses-
olon, was much more vague in outline
and sloppy In construction; but such
4n excuse cannot be glven for tno
exceedingly general chracter of (ho
#peech with which the amendment
Wa: supported,

Reading his remarks throughout (in
Which respect he followed the per-
tleious example of the Minister of
Finance), Mr, MacMaster gave tho
impression of one carefully skirting
dangerous political prejudices, avold-
Ing concrete proposals, studiously
shunning specific declarations, and be-
ug prolific (n condemnation, while re?
maining sterile in constructive sug-
gestions, He would, for examplo,
drastically decrease customs duties,
but he studiously omitted to state the
source from which he would make up
lcas of revanue, had not & word Lo say
slotv {ncreasing direct taxation, never
once mentipned a levy on capital, and
completely ignored even the possibil-
ily of a land tax, and, worst of all,

completel yskipped over the matter of
British preference,

Taken all in all, it was not a pers
formance to either frighten the gov:
ernment or stampode the West; and
from the gallery one wondered what
was pussing tArough the minds of Mr,
Crerar and his friends, sitting there
on cross benches looking rueful and
reflective.

The reply to Mr. MaoMaster, curis
ously enough, came from two Liberal
Unionists, Mr, Bifton, in & speeci
with the supreme merit of brevity,
Lut little else to commend it, mald,
spoaking as a westerner “who had
not changed his fisoal views,” that ha
bad never thought that the entire fls-
cal policy of the Dominion could he
uprooted in a single session, depriving
the country in one fell swoop of it
citef source of revenue and endanger
g the whole industrial fubrie of the
nation, ‘and today, with the whole
world in a s:ate of flux with wars siil
waging in Hurope and the pence
treaty unsigned, it was not the part of
wisdom, having regard to financlul
conditions and needs, to go further
along the path of fiscal reform than
the government had gone; and he
challenged “any member of the Houwe,
any member on this side of the
Houso" (a sly dig at Mr, Crorar) to
bring in a better budget.

Mr. Ballantyne, who described him-
self as & Liberal protectionist, had no
fault to find with the budeet at all
except, perhaps, its excess profits tax
feature, and this he exrused on the
ground that we were st... under war
conditions,

The debate was concluded for ‘he
day by Dr. Manion, who gave the gov.
ernment's proposals a raasonsd sup
port, and advanced a number of con-
structive suggestions,

COST OF MILK
PRODUCTION GIVEN
TO COMMISSION

Prof. Toole of Guelph Agri-
cultural College Gives Re-
sult of His Observationes.

Ottawa, Ont, June 9. - Professor
Tocle, of the Guelph Agricultural Col-
lege, gave the cost of living commit-
tee of the Oommons, this atternoon,
figures of cost of the production of
butter, best aud pork. These figures
were the result, he sald, of tests un-
deriaken, superintended or observed
by himseli.

For the year ending February 28,
1918, & careful account was kept of
the cost of 487 Oxford county farmers
Five hundred dollars was allowed to
the farmer as wages and seven per
cont. for his investment. Other ex-
peuses were accurately allocated and
they found that the average of milk
was $2.17 per 100 pounds

The average price paid for the milk
was $2.20 per 100 pounds. Today with
good manegement milk per hundred
pounds would cost $2.50 to $2.76 to
producs. 'The cost of labor had in-
creased 60 to 70 per oent, while effi-
ciency had decreased 10 to 20 per
¢ent.

Collection of Annual
Agricultural Statistics

During the past two years the Do
tuinion Bureau of Statistios at Ottaws,
acting in concert with each of the nine
Provinctal Governments, has inaugur
ated and carried through successful
ly improved plans fof the eollection
and publication of annual agricultural
statistics. for the Dominion of Canada
Probably no official statistics present
more difficulty than do those of agri-
culture. Farming is essentially an in-
dividualistic industry, its operations
are imperfectly understood by out-
siders and the problem of securing
trustworthy annual figures of tedal
viald and value is often of baffling
character

From 1908 to 1917 the Censtin gad
SBtatistics Office, now the Dominion
Bureau of Statistics, issued annual es
timates of the area and yleld of fleM
orops and of the numbers of farm live
stock, these estimates being compiled
from the returns of orop correspond-
ems In percentages of the previous
year's data. The method proved faul
ty for other than tentative estimates,
and it was especlally unreliable as ap-
plied to the smaller field crops. The
plan now in operation is based uporf
an annual ascertainment of the areas
sown to the principal flield crops as
collected in June immediately after
seeding. Later in the year, after har
vest, and after threshing, estimates
are obtained through crop correspond:
ents of the average ylelds per acre,
which multiplied by the areas, give
the total yields. The total yields,
when multiplied by average values per
unit give the total values. In June
every year the areas are collected by
the distribution of cardboard sched-
ules to as many individual farmers as
it is possible to reach through the
agency of the rural school teachers
and children. The cards when com-
pleted are first sent to the provineial
Government, who after having them
sorted into counties or districts, trans-
mit them to the Dominion Bureau of
Statistics at Ottawa for final compdla-
tion into totals by adding machinery.

calculated from the total acreage ace
cording to plans in use In Brit-
ish Columbin the cards are addressed
and mailed by the Dominiom Govers:
ment direct to the farmers, but the
compilation is effected locally, Other
variations apply to the printing and
provision of supplies, these being um-
dertaken in some cases by the Do
minion, and in other by the
province. But the essential feature i§
that division of labor is mutually
agreed upon, and the results obtained
fare identical, #o that the confliet of
figures which used to characterize the
government agricultural statistics of
Canada is now happily a thing of the
prast. Similar procedure is applied to
the numbers of farm live stock &8
classified by ages, and information as
to the number of Hving animals on the
farm in June is collected on the same
cards as used for crops. The system
was applied experimentally for the
first time in June, 1917, in four prov-
inces, Last year it was extended t§
all the nine provinces, The propor
tion of returns in the first year varied
from 21 to 46 per cent.; in the second
year the lowest proportion was 20 per

Meantime the Labor Gazotte says
that the index number for wholesale
price: in Canada was slightly higher
for April, standing at 279.6 as compar
ed with 2776 for March, 2094 for

April, 1918, and 136.7 for April, 1914,
For November, 1918 the index num-
ber was as high as 290.9 and there
were slight decreases each month un-
til April. Increases for April were in
grains, fodders, hogs, meats, butter,
vegetables, wool, silks hides, boots,
fuel and house furnishings, but there
were decreases in fish, fruits, metals,
building materials and chemicals.

In retail prices the average cost ot
a family budget of staple foods in
some sixty cities of Canada was high-
er for April than in March, being
$13.35 in the middle of April, as com-
pared with $18.05 in the middls of
March, $12.57 in April, 1917, and $7.51
in April, 1914, The retail increase
was mostly in butter and meats, par-
ticularly’ beef and mutton.

‘In the United Kingdom the Minis-
try of Labor reported the retail prices
of food to be only 113 per cent. higher
on April first than in July, 1914, as
compared with a level 120 per cems
higher a month before. The chief de-
creases were in tea, margarine cheese
and eggs, In wholesale prices the in-
dex number of the London Bconomist
was higher and that of the Statist was
scarcely changéd. Food and minerals
were higher. Textiles declined but
recovered.

In the United States, wholesale
prices of food were upward, being
kigher at the beginning and middle of
April as shown by'the various index
numbers. Bradstreets’, New York,
April 12, 1919, commented as follows:

The features of the commodity price
movement in March were the very no-
table tendency of food prices to ad-
vance, and that of other produdts,
mostly manufactured goods and raw
materials, to decline, the two move-
ments almost balancing each other.
Because of the slight net gain and of
the fiirther fact that an equal number
of cqmmodities rose and fell, it might
be said that the entire price move-
ment was what might called a stand-
off, were it not for the disappointment
naturally felt at the upward rush of
food prices, which touches the aver-
age person in a tender spot.

For this strength in food prices of
course, the exigencies of the Euro-
pean food situation are mno doubt
chiefly responsible; but as many ob-
servers have stated and recent
months’ export returns confirm, Eu-
rope’s food needs are many and acute,
and probably will not tend to lesSen,
but rather to grow as thg spring sea-
son advances and the world’s stocks
of food fall off pending the new sea-
son’s production becoming available.
1f, as past experience has shown,
food prices are a very important ele-
ment in prices of other commoditiea
there certainly does not seem to by
much immediate prospect of the head-
Jong break in prices. which hasg beenh
so frequently predicted since hostili-
ties ceased on the western European
front.

TREMENDOUS WHEAT
CROP FORECASTED
BY U. S. GOV'T

The Whole Crop is Not Quite
up to the Record Reached
Last Year.

Washington, June 9—A wheat pro-
duction of 1,236,000,000 bushels this
year combining the winter wheat and
spring wheat crope was forecast today
by the department of agriculture from
the condition of the crop June 1.
Winter wheat production is forecast
at 9299,000,000 bushels compared with
899,915,000 Bushels forecast last month
making it the largest ever grown.
Condition of winter wheat was 94.9 per
cent, of a normal compared with
100.6 last month, and 83.8 last year.

Spring wheat production is forecast
at 348,000,000 bushels compared with
last year's production of 369,000,000
bushels, which was a record crop.
Acreage this year is 22,593,000. Con-
dition of the crop June 1, was 91.2
per cent. of a normal, compared with
95.2 a year ago. ’

“If we get a good crop, and pros-
pects were never better, then things
will right themselves. Conditiong in
the West are such that there ig moth-
ing to prevent every man from being
an optimist.” =

“All agree that there §g something
wrong with the cost of living,” he said
in reply to & query. ‘“The government
should at once undertake g thorough
investigation to discover how this was
brought about. The investigation
should be sclentific. It it findg there
are too many handling the products
of the goil it should increase produc-
tion and thus create a greater market
for soil products.”

Commenting on the strike gituation
In Winnipeg, Mr. Beatty sald, “no
movement that has for its pumpose the
strangling of constituted society can
hope to succeed in any law-abiding
country such as Canada.

“The general public will not stand
for it,” he said, referring to a sym-
pathetic strike, and thig being so, will
not get strikers very far.” Mr. Beat-
ty aded there was a good deal of un-
certainty as to what would ultimately
be done as far as the strike was con-
cerned in Vancouver, With regard to
his company’s development in Alberta
the president stated that plans were
at present before the railway board
for the comstruction oy the Empress-
Acme branch, and also a line from
Empress to Meldrum.

Toronto = Specialists Say it
Should Not be Eaten as Be-
neath Its Surface Lies a
Poison,

Aunother menace to human life Aes
been discovered in Toronto and this
time it is not any of the horrors with
the long hames, but the meek and gen-
tle sausage has been lined up and
condemned, The Toronto Times
quotes Dr. Hastings, M. O. H., of that
city, as authority for the statement
that the article of diet known as the
sausage sholld not be eaten at all, for
beneath its surface may lie the poison
known as Botullis, The Times Bays:

“The doctor was asked if there was
any danger of this form of ptomaine,
which has caused twelve deaths in
Dawson, and which is attributed’ to
canned goods, occurring here, and it
Was in connection with this that he
rang the death kmell on the sausage.
“This particular form of poisoning
is supposed to be confined to the sau-
sage,” sald Dr. Hastings, which ex-
plains its name as Botulis is the Latin
name for sausage. The wisest plan is
a0t o eat sausages at all, but if peo-
ple will eat them they showld be bofl-
ed first and then fried. Large sausages
should be &plit down the centre and
cooked on both sides. All canued
food should be cooked betore oating,
and if properly cooked all danger Of
poison will be eliminated
“The doctor explained that cne rea
son why sausages should be associaied
with ptomaine poisoning is that the
organism may be on the skins and al-
s0 there is always the possibility that
decomposition has al y started in
thé'meat from wh © sausage has
been made. However, provided all'
canved food is thoroughly cooked—as
well as the sausage—there will ba no
dauger, the doct ointed ouat in the
cenclusion.”
