When the prisoners were arraigned

apply. He fined them 1(H) pounds each 
and ordered the food to be confiscated 
A second charge of wasting flour and 
oatmeal was dismissed as not estab­
lished.

THE WAR NEWS.

Official announcements from I 
and Paris, dealing with the pru ess 
of the great battle on the western war 
front, claim that the British. French 
and American troops are putting up a 
heroic resistance against an enemy of 
numerical superiority. The permans 
yesterday succeeded in crossing the 
Aisne and Vesle rivers and gained ad­
ditional territory, but, to offset this, is 
the comforting news that their casual­
ties have been very heavy and that 
the Allied forces are employing the 
same tactics as in the drive of March, 
preferring to fall back upon prepared 
positions in order to conserve men 
who will probably be needed for the 
counter-attack to come later on.

That this attack will not long be de­
layed is indicated from the fact that 
the French troops have already taken 
the initiative at a point northeast of 
Soiseons where they stopped the Hun 
rush and inflicted very heavy losses.

. West of Montdidier. in a section where 
there has been almost continuous 
fighting for weeks, the American 
troops did well, counter-attacking 
against a German rush, fcapturing a 
number of prisoners and a considera­
ble quantity of supplies. Generally 
the conflict is growing more intense 
as the enemy throws additional divi­
sions into the fighting line in an en­
deavor to overwhelm the Allies, it be­
ing reported from Paris that in one 
point on the line, where British and 
French troops were compelled to fall 
back, the enemy outnumbered them 
ten to one.

ln the face of statements tljat the Al­
lied armies have been greatly streng­
thened since the last drive it, is diffi­
cult to believe that the Paris an­
nouncement of German numerical sup­
eriority ln the ratio of ten to one Is 
to be taken literally, as applied to any 
position on the line. It Is admitted 
that the Germans have excellent com­
munication lines and facilities for 
massing troops at any one point, but 
even this advantage will scarcely ex­
plain such an apparent disparity in 
numbers of the contending forces. 
There is, of course, the possibility that 
the. particular point ln the line to 
which the Paris communication refers

It should also be remembered that, 
while large numbers of men are neces­
sary for the Eaetorn campaigns the 
garrisoning of India Itself cannot be 
overlooked and this duty is being well 
performed by Anglo-Indian soldiers, 
raised by compulsory draft among the 
white population of India. This popu­
lation numbers not more than 200,000 
and the British part of it is said not 
to exceed 125.000, yet. by using white 
and native battalions alternately, an 
army of 60,000 men has been constant­
ly maintained.

The Indian 
princes, rulers of the semi-independent 
states, have poured out their treasure 
like water and have also, on more than 
one occasion, demonstrated their will­
ingness to raise and equip battalions. 
These battalions have not always been

This is in part expli­
cable as due to increased cost df "trans­
portation and to the abnormally dry 
and cold winter willed seriously cut 
down the supply of green vegetables, 
but it is generally understood ZfiaT in­
creased cost pf living in Japîh is due 
to profiteering.

Against any attempt on the part ot 
the Government to slob tfiis the great 
Seiyukai party seems to stand firm. It 
has its backing in large capitalistic 
interests which are definitely opposed 
to any government mobilization of in­
dustry or even food supplies. In the 
large profits that are being made, the 
labor class, to a considerable extent, 
have shared and are able to command 
a higher rate of"eanffhg which enabled 
them to live. But the very large mid­
dle class suffered (Turing the latter 
part of the winter.

The food prtfixlem now. seems cap­
able of amelioration through the im­
port of rice ffiorn Siam âd^^ùrma, but 
this would cease when once the gov­
ernment Had use for its ships for mili­
tary purposes. This £Ieck on marine 
transportation constitutes the second 
weighty riftson. It Tfrôuld affect, not 
only the common pebfffe, oh Cu§ side 
of their food, but wOtilff also put a de­
finite stffp to business prosperity-.

i It’s time to think about beans and 
com. and the first planting should not 
blrt delayed any longer. They are 
among the foremost of the succes­
sions! crops and shbuld receive three 
plantings with a period of a week be­
tween each. In this way there will be 
a continuous supply for the table.

In planting com make a hole about 
two or three tnchqe deep with your 
hoe. Scatter in this about five or six 
kernels of com. Then throw in the 
earth and tramp on the hill. When 
the shoots appear sturdy pull out all 
but the three strongest. Care must 
be taken not to plant com as long 

as there le any danger of frost.
Beans are a very Important war gard­

en crop for they are not only palatable 
but are a highly nutritious substitute 
for wheat and 
make a shallow furrow about two 
Inches deep with the hoe. In this put 
the bean seeds two Inches apart or 
make holes t*o Inches deep and 
twelve Inches apart. In each hole 
drop three or four seeds. Cover with 
soil and tramp lightly over the row. 
The seed may be sprouted before 
planting by soaking in water.

Central ii .Alarm Clock For 
125 Persons Every Morn­
ing.

Most Satisfactory Reports 
Submitted By Directors and 
President—James F. Rob­
ertson Elected President.

In the police court yesterday after­
noon a local physician was fined $160.

The annual meeting of the share­
holders of the Cornwall and York 
Cotton Mills, Ltd., was held yesterday 
afternoon and the directors were able 
to present a most satisfactory report 
for the year’s operations. In the ab­
sence of the president, James F. Rob­
ertson, the chair was occupied by 
the vice-president, Hon. W, H. Thorne 
Some discussion took place regarding 
the prospects of the mills for the 
coming year, and the hope was ex­
pressed that even better results would 
be shown than the previous year.

The president’s report was read as 
follows :
To the Shareholders:

Your directors beg to present the 
16th annual report of the company 
for the year ending 31st March, 1918.

The trade demand for both yarns 
and cotton piece goods manufactured 
at your mills has been well maintained 
and the machinery at both plants has 
been fully occupied during the whole 
year.

The value of raw material has again 
advanced, the price of cotton at the 
present time being greatly In excess 
of the highest point reached a year

Figured on the basis ol 
subscribers this would mean that 
about thirty-three per cent availed 
themselves of this privilege. An of­
ficial of the Company told the Stand­
ard last night that these 1.600 calls 
represented a day’s work for one 
operator.

This official said the telephone 
company was also used by a number 
of persons aa an alarm clock and on 

I an average between one hundred and 
one hundred and twenty-five persons 
had central call them each morning.

So far as could be learned last night 
there Is no present Intention of cut­
ting out these privileges, the census 
being taken to get a line on the num­
ber of such calls.

Man—Valued Employe of 
the Canadian Pacific.

Large Crowd Witnessed Con­
test in St. Andrew's Rink 
Last Night—Winners Cap­
tured Prize in Two Straight 
Pulls By Narrow Margin.

George Rose of the C. P. R. has re­
tired after nearly half a century as a 
railroad employee.

Mr. Ross, when a boy with his fath­
er, signed a petition to the New Bruns­
wick Legislature to have the then- 
called Western Extension European 
North American Railway built as tlieru 
was no Dominion Government Railway 
or any 'Canadian Pacific Railroad at 
that time. This railroad was built to 
the Maine border to connect with (he 
American lineg, also to Fredericton 
and later to Grand Falls end Edmund s- 
ton on the Upper St John River.

Mr. Ross worked on construction un­
der the late E. R. Burpee as manager 
and builder, the Honorable Isaac Bur­
pee as president, H. D. McLeod as gen­
eral superintendent, all since deceased. 
P. A. Logan, still living In St John, 
was at that time mechanical superin­
tendent.

This road' was taken over by tho 
Maine Central lines and called the St. 
John and Maine. It was later taken 
back by the old company and the 
name changed to the New Brunswick 
and Canada Railway. At a still later 
date It was taken over by the C. P. R. 
as a connecting link to their lines at 
Montreal, forming a part of the now 
great C. P. Railway.

During this long period ot railway 
activities Mr. Ross lias been a faith­
ful and valued employee and has a 
splendid record.

Up until a few weeks ago Mr. Ross 
was employed in the mechanical de­
partment at McAdam Junction.

Having now retired from active rail­
way work he has accepted a position 
with the Ross Drug Co.. Ltd., of St. 
John, where he will reside In the fu-

Up to the time of his retirement Mr. 
Ross was the oldest employee in the 
service in Canada, of which he feels 
Justly proud.
