But in spite of .this Russia has deter-
minedly, thrown her troops across the
iYalu River into Korean territory on the
pretense of putting timber under con
cessions bought from the feeble Emperor
iYi Heui through astute Russian mer
chants under the tutelage of the officers
of the general staff. Several thousand
soldiers are ‘‘cutting wood” on Korean
territory. To meet this move on the part,

of their rivals Japan has begun to move
a large force from her own territory
across the Korean straits to Fusan, and
the territory north of that.

Japan and Korea.

For centurie8 the diplomatic, political
and commercial relations between
and Korea have been of the closet de
scription. It forms a natural i
ground for Japan, giving her an outle
for a large part of her goods at a smal
expense of transportation. = Moreover,
Japanese merchants and miners have
established themselves in. Kores, and th
Japanese government is fully aware of
the immense natural resources that the
land’ possesses.. Gold, silver copper anc
ofher metals, precious stones and splen
did , furs, hard woods of various descrir.
tions, and various kinds of clay' suitablq
for the fine pottery of the Jipanese ar

found in the land. For centuries when
both empires were shut ouf from the rest
of the world, they traded actively with
each otheér. But Korea is the weaker,
and Japan has looked always to have and
to hold it some day.

At the end of the Chino-Japanese war
the Island Empire had a strong foothold
on the mainland, but clever Russia, with
its great corps of unscrupulous, brainy
diplomats, stepped between the victors
and their spoils and prevented the oc-
cupation of the Liao Tung Peninsula by
the Janpanese forces. Then Russia oc-
cupied Port Arthur herself. This she did,
she said, in the interest of peace, and as
soon as she had her foothold she began
to build forts. Thirty of them have been
completed and fifty more are in course
of construction. Barracks for 50,000 soldi-
ers have been erected, and barracks for
50,000 more are in the course of construc-
tion. Telegraph lines conmect her with
Mukden;, Kirin and Vladivostok. A rail-
road connects all of these advanced posts.
Russia has brought 250,000 soldiers sputh
of the Amur River, and she is maintain-
ing them there as ‘railroad guards.”

America has a peculiar interest in tke
battle that is now being waged by clever
diplomats.

There is no official information in tha
United States regarding the empress or
the harem of the emperor.

when Yi Heui celebrated the fortieth
anniversary of his accession to the throne,
Miss Emily Brown, who had long been
the light of his harem and his most trust-
ed adviser on many matters pertaining to
refrom, was crowned empress of Korea,
and her son declared to be the heir ap-
parent to the throne. 4

Up to the time of her coromation Miss
Brown was known as Lady Emily, but on
her accession to imperial dignities she
took the title of Empress Om, meaning
“Light of the Morning.”

Is Now the Emperor's Wifa,

Miss Brown was born in Appleton
(Wis.), suortly before 1875, and her fa-
ther was the Rev. Herbert Brown, who
was the first Protestant missionary to
settle in Seoul. When he started his work
there he took with him his family, wnich
_consisted of his wife and ‘daughter. The
girl quickly learned the language of the
country, and became also well versed im
Japanese and Chinese. Kor a long time
she acted as the interpreter of the church
m its negotiations wich the government,
and her skill,and learning was second
only to her fame as a beauty.

The emperor at last heard of her, and
sceking a chance to observe her became
impressed with her charms and splendid
character. He at once issued his command
for her to enter Lis harem. This she at
first indignantly refused to do, but sub-
sequently, when she was shown that she
could have great influence in directing re-
forms, and securing greater liberality ior
her countrymen and women, she consent-
ed, and accepted the emperor's protec-
tion. She first exacted Yi Heui's solemn °
promise that he would marry her when
affairs of state would permit, and this
promise he kept shortly after she bore
him a son. The marriage was not offici-
ally promulgated, it is said, until last
January, and her position in the harem:
was subject to much misconstruction on
the part of strangers, but it it is declared
on good authority thet it is due to her
good counsel and strong stand that the
reactionary forces in the household have
failed so far in succeeding in their plans.

Korea’s fate now hangs in the balance.
The very near future will show which
way the Russian ear intends to tread,and
then Japan will know whether she must

The big stone was partly blast-
ed away, while it lay over him, and a
hydraulic jack then elevated the remain-
ing portion of it sufficiently to permit of

ter, but being experts in tunnel work and
blasting,were permitted to direct the work
of rescue. Later a -magistrate remanded
them to  the. coroner, who held them in
$10,000 bail each. ‘

Ooroner Jackéon said he believed the
accident was caueed by criminal negli-
gence. The seams which appeared Satur-
day are believed to have been about the
great rock which fell directly in the cen-
tre of the excavation. As soon as this
boulder, acting as keystone, was released,
the stones on both sides which had been
crushed loose, followed it. The fall of
dstone continued some minutes until all
the dislodged pieces had fallen into ‘the
tunnel. :

From the men who worked in the tun-
mel it was learned that props had been
used to hold up the roof. The heavy
timbers, 12 by 12 inches, were crumbled
like toothpicks beneath the tremendous
weight of the caveip.

John, in one way or another, must build
more wharves. Some months ago, when
everybody was talking about harbor im-
provements, it was suggested by some un-
usually intrepid alderman or member of
the Board of trade that a committee be
appointed to ascertain just what the C.
P. R. would do to assist in equipping the
port for the trade expected. The sugges-
tion oi this intrepid person; who actu-
ally proposed that the raxhoad company
be sharply questioned in regard to this
matter, came to naught. A combination
of timidity and inaction prevented any
useful result. So, while there has been
discussion and sgitatioﬁ, another year

In-
deed if he burned it there would be less
worry and mno chance’ that he would be
drawn in over his head in an attempt to
recoup.

Sometimes, as a financial writer ex-
presses it, a plunger “breaks the bank’ at
Monaco, and the “banks” comment is
that it is money mnot lost but lent since
the “bank” will get it back and more
with it, so keen is desire to gable and
so lost to reason are the people who be-
lieve they can beat another man at his
own game, notwithstanding the fact that
the' percentage .is . enormqusly in his
favor and his resources are inexhaustible.
In exterem‘ely rare lnstances, it is true,
an onmdér 08¢, camtal i€’ sipall, wins
in Wall stréot dnd quits. But the people
who do not win and who do not quit
feed and clothe and support in luxury
the sharpers who profit-by the widespread
delusion “that a man with $100 and no
knowledge of the game can gamble with
another who has a million and knows all
about the game, and beat him.

As gamblers describe it the Walls street
“prace.” In other words,
when the matural percentage against
the player is mnot sufficient to
rob the outsider quickly and thorough-
ly enough, certain forces are set in mo-
tion which make his loss absolutely cer-
tain.

The Canadian who -buys American
stocks on margin backs his own judge-
ment. Judgement has very little to do
with it. The manipulators create a boom
in certain stocks and outsiders buy on
margin and for a time, perhaps, appear
to be making money. When the market
reaches a point which suits the insiders,
aoney becomes tight, certain stocks go
down, the “shorts” get to work, the out-
siders are asked for more margin, and
squeezed to their limit. If their limit be
small they may escape without severe loss.
Too often they try to outlive what they
believe to be a temporary depression, and
beg, borrow, or steal all the money within
reach in the attempt to get out even. lhe
market is manipulated until the outsiders’
margins are absorbed. No mention is made
here of the dishonesty resorted to in in-
dividual cases where it becomes necessary
to get a man’s money away from him be-
cause the “broker” happens to have press-
ing need for it. Two or three agents who
understood onme another can steal the
money. and give the investor no cause for
action however much he may suspect.

“Yet,” says one writer in discussing the

That way poverty
lies, and, too often, dishonor as well.

THE NEXT GREAT WAR.

While actual hostilities in the Far East
may be postponed for a considerable per-
iod, opinion in London'is that a conflict
is inevitable. Disquietude is increased
by the rise in the “war premium” at
Lloyds from ten to thirty guineas. The
commanders of the three British squad-
rons in Chinese, Australian and Pacific
waters have already been in conference
with the Admiralty to map out a plan

for united action in Eastern waters should

it become necessary. Australia has heard
with willingness the proposal to withdraw
the Australian aquadx'on for participation
in any operations which may be project-
ed, and the Commonwealth is being quot-
ed as wholly in sympathy with a firm
British policy in Japanese waters. The
authorities at Washington have cabled in-
structions to the admiral" commanding
the American squadron on the China sta-
tion, outlining a plan for the protection
of American interests in the event of
war.

As delay enables the Russians to add
ships and men to  their already great
force in the danger zone it is thought
they will -avoid an aet of war for the
present, but there are signs that they
may pursue a course so offensive as to
force Japan’s hand and make her the
actual aggressor. ’

Harpei"s Weekly in an interesting re-
view of the causes leading to the present
tension says, in part:

The strife between Japan and Russia in the

Far Eagst springs {rom economic causes, and
is therefore inevitable, In the view of bolh
parties; the actual outbreak of hostilities has
been, trom the first, only a question of time

As
in ‘Germany, the quemon of a future outlet
dominates all others. separated from
Japan by @ narrow strait, with a population
of perhaps eight millions, spraad over eighty
thousand square miles, and with great un-
touched resources, is for Japan a Promised
Land, the  goal of centuries of ambition.
Manchuria, with the immense area of three
hundred and sixty thousand square miles,
sparsely peopled by some eigbt millions, is a
prospective paradise. The Japanese have,
therefore, dreamed of a great empire,
nearly half a million squape miles, whleh,
with their energy and resources, would make
them one of the greatest of nations.

Secondly,
Japan is immensely more vulnerable than
Russia, in case of adverse fate. Russia, the
real Russia, lies thousands of miles away,
with Asian deserts and Siberian 'wastes' be-
tween; unthinkably memote from all danger
of invasion. But mot so Japan. Al her fifty
lon children, her cities, and resources are
n on all sides to attack by the Russian
and invasion for Japan would mean the
end of the game. While Japan has certain
advantages at the start, she practically
rigks her whole national life. Russia, though
somewhat handicapped by circumstance, has
prajotically mothing to lose; noming rmm she
could not reasonably hope to regain by dint
of hand and resotute fighting.

The writer says the latest news from
the Far East “confirms the belief that
the interests of Japan and Russia are es-
sentially irreconcilable by mnegotiation,
and that a reference of them to the ar-
bitrament of war cannot beé long avert-
ed.”

A LOVE FEAST IN BOSTON,

Because St. John and .Canada generally
were represented at the banquet of the
Beacon Society in Boston on Saturday,
and because Mr. Lucius Tuttle, president
of the Boston & Maine railroad spoke with
fairness and intelligence of this country
and its relations with the United States,
an occount of the proceedings which The
Telegraph publishes this morning will be
of more - than common interest.
What President - Tuttle said is so
well  recognized north  of the
bomu‘iary that it appears common-
place to Canadians, but it has a new
value when put forward by a man of
pesition addressing the American public
which is so prone to assume complacently
that our, national spirit is small, our na-
tional ambition and confidence of no re-
spectable proportions, and our attitude
toward the maintenance of the boundary
line one which trade concessions would at
any time modify into a willingness or
even an eagerness to embrace annexation.

Myr. 'Tuttle, who knows Canada and
Canadians, tells his countrymen bluntly
that he never knew anyone in this coun-
try who favored union with the United
States who was not himself a failure. He
said that he could see no reason why
(Canada should consider annexation at all,
and pointed out that Canada was pro-
ceeding to develop her great resources
and build up a great nation which. will
no more be absorbed by the Republic
than the Republic will be absorbed by
Great Britain.

The Boston Herald concludes from the
speeches made’by Canadians ‘at the ban-
quet that Canada is not greatly disgruntl-
ed over the Alaska boundary decision and
that the present is a favorable time to
press for reciprocity.

Brown Bros. Sny{ﬁey Will Complete It by
January lat.

Gilmore Brown, of the firm of Brown
Bros., the contractors of the Beersville
railroad in Kent county, arrived in Fred-
ericton on Saturday to spend Sunday with
his family. To a representative of The
Gleaner Mr. Brown gave the following
interesting information in relation to the
road now in the course of construction.
The road when completed will be seven
miles long, running from the coal mines
at Beersville to connect with the L. C.
R. at Adamsville. There are 160 men
and 50 horses in the construction work,
which iis being pushed along with remark-
able speed, so much so that the connec-
tion at Adamsville has already been pub
in and three' miles-of the road are DOW
ready fon. the, rails, theiaying of which
will be started immediately.

Mr. Brown complained that labor was
very scarce; but good wages: and Day
every Saturday night was a good enough
inducement to hold the men with them.
Although the alignment is so good that
only two slight curves are necessary in
the wholé line and the grading is also
very easy, yet the contractors have had
considerable trouble, owing to -the fact
that the line runs through some heavy
timber lands. This necessitates the e
moval of some very heavy stumps, the
work being @one with machines.

With existing conditions and not too
much rain, the line will be completed by
January 1, 1904, and the hauling of coal
will be commenced immediately thereaf-
ter.

The Captain and Crew Barely'Had
/ Time to Escape.

Capt. Horatio McKiel and crew of the
schooner Avon, wrecked at Cranberry |
Island, have arrived in the city, and Cap-
tain McKiel tells of the narrow escape he
and his crew had. The schooner was
bound from Perth Amboy for St. John
with 322 tons hard coal for Messrs. J. 8.
Gibbon & Co. From the time she left
Perth Amboy until the disaster occurred,
boisterous weather was met. On Thurs-
day last a heavy southerly gale set in,
with heavy seas and fog. As evening ap-
proached the storm seemed to grow worse,
while the weather became so thick that
it was impossible to see any distance.
Capt. McKiel decided it was best to make
for shelter at Southwest Harbor rather
than rough it out all night. The course
was shaped for that haven, but unfortu-
nately it was so dense that the land
marks could not be made out.

The schooner ‘was running fast with
the heavy blow, and in the dip of a big
sea she struck a ledge off Cranberry Isl-
and.. She did not stop, however, for an-
other huge wave lifted her clear over the
edge. As soon as possible an anchor was
let go and the schoomer brought up for
a few’ minutes to the wind. The boat
was launched and the men abandoned the
vessel. They were hardly out of her five
minutes when she sank in fourteen fath-
oms of water, Cranberry life station bear-
ing N. E. about one and a half miles.
1t was 8 o’clock p. m., When the acci-
dent occurred. After rowing about two
miles, Capt. McKiel and crew boarded
the fishing schooner Marion Turner, at
anchor. Finding that nothing could be
done, Capt. MeKinley sailed into South-
west Harbor and landed the shipwrecked
men. The custom house officials secured
them passage in a steamboat to Han-
cock Point, and the steamboat men also
got them passage by rail to

Piucky Mare Did the Distance Under Adverse Circumstances
in 158 1-2--“She’s Faster Tha Any Pacer on’Earth,”
Says Her Driver—Two Other Worlo’s Records
Go on the Memphis Track.

Memphis, Tenn., Oct. 24.—Lou Dillon, owrned by C. K. G. Billings, of Chicago,
and driven by Millard Sanders, this afternoon proved her nght to the title of queen
of the turf by trotting a mile under adverse conditions in the rc¢markable time
of 1.583. The daughter of Sidney Dillon was paced by a runmer driven by Scott
McCoy and arother runner followed clogely to urge the mare to a supreme effort.

The track was perféct. A strong wind from the north ewept down the hack
stretch, however, and Judge Newton announced to the spectators that too much
should not be expected of the game little trotter. Lou Dillon dppeared on the
track 4t 5.10 p. m. and aftér a preliminary cantér Sanders antouhced that he was
péady for the dtart. THe two rdnters ‘were lined in position and it was noticed
that a a&brip of board about onme yard wide was fastened to the pace maker's
sulky, dircctly under the seat. This, it was announced, was used to keep the dust
out of the mare’s face.

Off at the First Start.

At the first atart, Sanders nodded for the word and the flag dropped. After
going an eighth or a mile Sanders yelled to MeCoy to drive faster and it looked an
if the mars would catch the runner. Taking the first turn, tHe remarkable work of
Lou Dillon could be better éeen by the thousands present, and like a piece of per-
fedt miichinery, she reached the quarter pole in 30 seconds

The turn for the back stretch was now rcached and many expected to see the

champion falter, because of the wind. To the surprise of everyone, Lou Dillon seem-
éd to travel faster and When the half mle wie réached the time slate clicked out
50%. A great cheer arose and many horsemen predicted that a new record was
miaking. On the far turn, McCoy was forced to whip the runner to keep clear of
the trotting marvel which -was pushing him closely. The three-quarters’ pole was
passed in 1.28} and the mare had turned for home. The wind now was an advan-
tage rather than a detriment and with a superb burst of speed Lou Dillon, urged
on'by thHe &houts of the drivers and by the runners, dashed under the wire in
1:683.
. When the time was flashed to the 'gpectators, hate were flung high into the air
and cheer followed cheer. Sarders was lifted. drom his sulkey by an admiring throng
while Mr. Billings was showered with congmtufa.uona The watches of the three
timers agréed to a fraction and many horsemer atanding in the infipld caught the
time as officially announced, to a fraction. THeé timers were Bud Doble, Fred Hart-
well of Chicago, and John Dickerson of New: York. After the mare had been blan-
keted and sent to her barn, her driver said: “I am not a bit surprised at the re-
sult of Lou Dillon’s effont. I expected to break the world’s récord despite the ad-
verse conditions. I desire to eay that it is my candid opinion that Lou Dillon can
trot as fast as any loree in the world can pace and mext year I will demonstrate
this statemeérit. With petfect conditions today I would be afraid to say how fust
the mare would have trotted the mile.” ¢

Udless the is more than
usually fortunate her wages will run itom
84 to $6 per week. Out of this her board
and washing must come first, and with the.
multitude of cbannels into which little by
little her other nccessaries must draw their
tribute, it will readily be seen that her
clothing will quickly absorb the small
This will leave nothisg for
the purposes of entertainment or culture,
and this is one of the pitfalls of her life,
luring her to questionable means of enjoy-
ment. After a while, perhaps, she be-
come ill or tired from the strenuousness of
her city life and she comes home penniless
and broken in health to be a lifelong bur-
den to others. There are, no doubt, cases
where one's own locality seems to offer no
remedy whatever, as there are exceptions
to all rules, but the writer believes these
remarks apply to a mach larger proportion
of cases than one might think at first. In
many cases the help of the girl is actually
needed at home Tnere may be young
childfen, and a mother whose every nerve
is'strained to keep them fed, clothed, and
generally ‘‘ministered unto.” She has no
time to enjoy herself in reading or in many
of the ways she used to have, but gives the
orowning years of her strength and am-
bition to duties that should be shared by
her older daughter, in order that that same
older daughter may go to work in the city,
wear fashionable clothes, learn city ways,
and smount to—simply a shop drudge.
