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Another ¢ Reform?’ Measure.

The promises of economy that were
made by Alex. Mackenzie and his allies
at the last election are being kept with
a vengeance. After having increased
the expenditure of every department of
the public service by adding to the
number of clerks, messengers and pri-
vate secretaries, increasing the appro-
priations for “ contingencies,” * unfore-:
seen expenses,” « probable promotions
and appointments,” etc., this economical
Government has carried through the
House a scheme for officially reporting
the utterances. of every nobody who
fails to get reported in the newspapers.
Mackenzie and Blake both spoke in
favor of the motion to adopt the report
of the committee that concocted this
money-wasting scheme, and those who
opposed it then saw that opposition was
useless. The fact that these vaunted

champions of economy in the use of the
public funds spoke in favor of this con-
templated scheme for increasing the
public expenditure was suppressed . by
the Grit organs this morning. We
therefore give them credit for sense
enough to feel ashamed of the men they
have been holding up to the admiration
of the people. The scheme is to em-
ploy a staff of official reporters, the
chief of whom shall be an officer of the
House, to report the sayings of mem-
bers, the reports to be printed and laid
on the desks ot members before 3 p. m.
of the following day, and a limited
npumber of bound volumes distributed
aniong members at the close of ‘the
session.  'The expense of this scheme
.is put down at only $8,000 a. session,
but everybody knows that it will be
much greater. Members will soon be-
gin to complain that they are not re-
ported fully enough, and additional
reporters will have to be employed.
The French members will demand, as
they did in our Legislature, the publica-
tion of a translation of the reports. It
swill soon be voted, also, that members
have a half thousand or so copies each
for distribution among constituents who
hanger and thirst after fuller reports
than are given by the newspapers. We
are putting it mildly when we estimate
the annual cost of the “Canadian Han-
sard,” after it has existed two or three
years, at $50,000. A great portion of
the profits on this work will go for cor-
ruptly changing the politics of such
papers as the Times and Free Press of
Ottawa. It is not only the direct ex-
pense of the ““Canadian Hansard” that
will be felt, as it will increase the length
of sessions by encouraging nobodies

strong Government to put its foot on a
wasteful and senseless proposition. And
yet our economical Government—a
Government that was to'have managed
the finances honestly and prudently—
becomes responsible for this contempti-
ble waste of public funds! The press,
we say it with professional pride, de-
nounces the scheme. Even the subsidized

Government, ¢ondemn it, and the rest

show their shame by their silence. -

‘business is delayed in consequence. The
Congressional Globe, a daily paper, is
the official publication, and members
read long orations to empty benches for
the sole purpose of having them printed
in the reports. In hundreds of
cases the Houses vote, in order
to escape being afflicted with these
harangues, that the speech be con-
sidered as having been delivereds
the writer being authorized to have it
pnblished in the official reports. Every
session there are hundreds of speeches
read to empty benches, or not read at
all, that appear at full length in the
Congressional Globe. Some of these
speeches ard written by Bohemians
and sold to members, the purchasers
having them printed at the public ex-
pense and circulated smong their con-
stituents. A little awkwardness has
been occasioned, at times, by the selling
of copies of the same speech to different
members, and its appearance in succes-
sive numbers of the Qlobe as having
been delwered by different gentlemen,
As nobody reads an official publication
like this, however, such frauds are rare-
ly detected, even by the gentlemen vic-
timized, each one reading only the re-
port of the speech attributed to himselr.
As theCongressional Globecosts the United
States Government something more
than $100,000 a year, our readers will
see that we have not overestimated the
cost of the “ Canadian Hansard,” Eng-
lish and French. Nomore needless ex-
pensecould have been incurred than the
one advocated on the floor of the House
by Alex. Mackenzie and Edward Blake.
No more inexcusable piece of extravag-
ance could have been autnorized. No
bettor oppartunity was ever offered to a

revived. The religious world has re-
vived pilgrimages, although the pilgrims
travel in steamboats and railway cars
instead of on foot. ‘America has caught
the infection, and her first band of pil-
grims has sailed—not for the Holy Land,
but for holy shrines in France and Italy
—not for the places made sacred by
Christ, but for the scenes of modern
miracles. The pilgrims carry a gorge-
ous banner which is to be deposited in
the Basilica of Lourdes. It is satin,
and is inscribed with a gold bordered
invocation to the Blessed Virgin.  In
order, we presume, that the Blessed
Virgin may never lose sight of the ban-
ner and the invocation, funds have been
procured for placing a lamp alongside
the banner and keeping it burning. per-
petvally. The American rage for reso-
lutions shows itself even in the pilgrim-
age, as a series of whereases and reso-
lutions, addressed to the Pope, and sign-
ed by 7000 people, is among the baggage
of the pilgrims. Well, we suppose the
Pope will be pleased, Our Lady of
Lourdes gratified, the Blessed Virgin
flattered, and the pilgrims spiritually
and physically benefited.

Spoiling for Fight.

Attorney General King struck the right
note Tuesday evening when he declared
himself ready to meet any man, in any
place, and reply to any charge he hadto
make against the general policy or par-
ticular acts of the Government of New
Brunswick.

a subordinate to reveal the names of
writers of articles. *Mr. Shanks was
liberated-on account of an error in the
commitment, and the casc was carried
to the Supreme Court. ~That body has
just decided that Mr. Shanks must dis-
close the name of the writer of the
article for which the Tribume corpora.
tion holds itself responsible. Mr.
Shanks has sailed for Europe, and the
secret is safe so far as he is concerned-
But according to this outrageous deci-
sion—a decision in entire keeping with
the spirit of judicial tyranny that is

—any ‘journal’s compositors, proof~

readers or editors may be called and

forced to give the names of writers of
editorials or contributions, notwithstand-

ing the fact that the editor-in-chief holds

himself personally responsible and the

proprietor stands ready to pay any dam-

ages thut any court may assess.  The

end of the struggle for the impersonality

of the press has not yet come. The

presstis too powerful, and_too alive to

its dignity, to submit to this interpreta-

tion of the law. There are, we hope,

few men connected with journalism who |
would not rather go to jail for contempt

of court than disclose the secrets of the

offices in which they are employed.

The Public Timber Lands.

Candidates for the House of Assembly
ought to be pledged to work  for & révo-
lution in the management of the Crown
Lands. Everybody knows that the tim-
ber on the public Jande is fast being
destrGyed —thatdb is given away, in ac-
cordance with the custom handed down
by our fathers, instead of being made a
source of large and increasing. income.
If the lands were sold at fifty cents an
acre und the proceeds Iivested the in-
terest would amount to many -times
more than the income now obtained.
And not only that, but the timber would
be farmed instead of being destroyed,
and an industry that isthreatened with
extinction would be preserved. The
land abuse is deep-rooted, has much
political power, and only a sfrong
movement can sweep it away. Every
constituency that is not controlled Dy
those who profit by the present timber
system should pledge candidates for its
suffrages to work for an early and thor-
ough timber lands reform, Att'y Gen'l
King should seek to add a .measure
of this kind to the long list of reforms
he has introduced and carried. into ef-
fect. An expression of opinion from
his constituents would strengthen any
good intentions he may have in refer-
ence to the matter. No man is more
eager to effect the change than the chief
of the Crown Lands Department.

Bridging the Harbor.

An Ottawa telegram tells us that the
bill to_ authorize the building of a bridge
across St. John harbor has been with-
drawn. Even the printing of it in
French has not saved it, evidently. The
first clause of the bill reads as follows:

George E. R. Burpee, John Pickard,
Charles J. Brydges,rColllngwood Schrei-
ber, Sir A. T. Galt, Charles N. Skinner,
together with such other persons and
corporations as may become share-hold-
ers in the Compauy hereby incorporated,
are hereby constituted and declared to be
a body, corporate and politic, by the
name of “The St. John Railway Bridge
Company;” and the said Company shall
have full power and authority to purchase,
acquire, take and hold such lands, lands
covered with water, beaches, wharves,
and other property, as may be necessary
for the purpose of constructing the said
bridge, or for the convenient using of
the same, and also for the construction
of such branch railways as may be
necessary to make connections
or to approach the said bridge, and
to use any of the public highways for the
purpose of constructing and working the
same or any of them with the consent of
the Mu: i:ipal Council having jurisdiction
over such highway.

The second clause shows the extent of
the powers that were asked for:

The said company is hereby authorized
and empowered to locate, construct and
maintain for railroad use and that of foot
passengers, a bridge across the St. John
River at or near the City of St. John, in
the Province of New Brunswick, from
the western side of said river to Navy
Island, and from thence to the castern
side of said river, or across said river at
or near the falls in said river from the
western side thereof in Lancaster to the
eastern side thereof in Portland and near
the present briage at the falls, -as can
most conveniently be accomplished; and
the said Corporation may also construct
and maintain such railway tracks with
all the nccessary sidings as may be re
quired to conneet the said bridge with
railroads already constructed or here-
after to he eonstructed and in operation

at either end of- she. aaid bridge: Pro-
viced that mo such branch.shall cxceed
four miles in length; and the said Coms-
pany may work trains by steam or horse
power for local or other traffic over the
said bridge, and the -branches so con-
structed by them. :

The fourth section provides

His Government had estab-
lished non-sectarian schools, and would
never yield to the sectarian demand.
The supporting of the schools of 8 sect
by taxation was the establishment of a
State Church. Were the people of New
Bruuswick prepared taendow the Church
of Rome out of the pubiic re-
venue? . The special privileges once
held hy the Episcopalians were
taken away from them, with their free
consent, so that all denominations might
have equal rights. Were the pcople
ready to destroy the existing equality by
giving the «“Sunday Schools” of the
Church of Rome a subsidy of $50,000 a
year out of the public treasury? One of
the free school papers had urged a calm
discussion of the merits of the respective
systems of education, and had depre-
cated dragging - Costigan rvesolutions,
| Bishops’ pastorals and papal allocutions
into the discussion; but he would raise
his voice against the attempts that had
been made and are making by spiritual
forces to coerce New Brunswick into
yielding to the demand for separate
schools. As for Mr. Marshall, with his
concessions, he deemed him more objec-
tionable than a declared scparate school
advocate. :

Hon. Mr. Willis, M.' E. C., made a
fluent and lengthy speech, justifying his
political course, showing the injustice of
the Quebec school system, and explaining
the benefits that have already flowed
from the Common Schools Act of New
Brunswick.

Mr. Coram aod Mr. Austin spoke
briefly, and Mr. Wedderburn and Mr.
Keans, in a few words, indicated the sub-
jects on which they would speak at a
meeting to be called for that purpose.

As the houf was late, at the conclusion
of the speaking, commitlees were not
organized for the campaign.

OTTAWA, May 18.

Mr. Young (Waterloo) moved the adop-
tion of the report of the Hansard Com-
mittee. .

Mr. Killam moved an amendment to
the effect that the reporting of the de-
bates should be left to private enter-
prise.

In the debate which ensued the Premier
and Hon. Mr. Blake spoke in support of
the motion.

Mr. Killam withdrew his amendment,
and the report was adopted. )

The Dismissal of Officials—The Late
Appointments—Sir John Macdone-
ald Walks into the Ministry—Coss
tigan’s Resolution

OTTAWA, May 19.

After recess most.-of the evening was
spent in diseussing the question of the
removal of officials, since the last elec-

isterial candidates. - It arose out of Mr.
Mackenzie Bowell’s resolution asking for
correspondencerespecting the dismigsal
of Dr. Strange, of Kingston, for voting
for Six John Macdonald. ;

The Ministerialists .argued that Dr.
Strange was merely a Battalion surgeon,
not having a commission, and, therefore,
he could not be an official.

The Opposition showed that Strange’s
appointment was officially gazetted;
therefore he was a Government official.

M. Dorion argued that his services
were merely dispensed with; he was not
dismissed. Attacks were made on the late
Ministry for appointments made -prev-
ious to their resignation.

Sir:John replied in a masterly speech,
showing that English Governments have
made important appointments after votes
of want of confidence have been cargied
against them. Among such appointments
he instanced that of Earl Mayo as Vice-
roy of India at a_salary of $50,000. Sir
John denied having asked one of the of-
ficials in Kingston “to vote for him, and
challenged denial of the -statement. He
then reviewed the course of the present
Ministry in coercing officials. Among the
instances given was that of the Minister
of Militia writing letters to Cape Breton
ordering officials to vote against the Op-
position candidates. Could Ross deny
it? (Oppositioncheers.) He challenged
Ross to deny it if he could. Sir John
waited for an answer, and Ross hung his
head and remained silent.

Blake held that Government officials
should be discharged if they took an
active part against the Ministry, “but
under the ballot they could not he intex-

fered with.

The remainder of the night was oc-
caopied in passing private and public
bills, and moving and discussing motions
for correspondence upon various sub
jects.

Costigan withdrew his school resolu-
tions. He had brought them forward, he
said, in good Faith, but ‘the friends o
separate schoois, independent of political
parties, did not think it would be expedi-
ent to press the question at present.

Mr. Ryan objected to the officers added
to the Montreal Customs Staff, one ot
themveing a brother-in-law of Mr. Dorion.
The Collector of the Port had not asked
for additional officers.

Hon. Mr. Burpee said only three extra
officers were appointed, all of whom
were required.

House in Committee then passed items
for 1874 and 1875, excepting that for
Pacific Railway, Wﬂich was held over.

Dr. Tupper entered into an elaborate
argument, showing the superiority of
the scheme of the late Government aver
the one now submitted. The most that
the late Government expected to burden
the country with was $30,000,000 and
52,000,000 acres of land, with an annual
expenditure of $1,500,000. The lowest
calculation of the present scheme show-
ed it would cost $84,000,000 and 54,000,-
000 acres of land, with an annual expen-
diture - of $12,500.000. Under the old
scheme the liability was definite; under
the present scheme the liability was in-
definite, and would injure our credit. In
connection with this scheme also, Go-
vernment intended granting a bonus of
$3,000,000 to companies extending lines
from Ontario roads to Lake Nipissing,
and another $3,000,000 from Nipissing to
the mouth of French River. By adopt-
ing the proposed water and land route
the Government would expend $6,000,-
000 in saving thirty miles of travel in
getting to Lake Superior.
amount of the accomplishments of this
mongrel scheme. He showed the danger
and absurdity of a scheme which would
compel us to abandon our own territory
for half - the year and travel
throngh & foreign country, when
by ' the addition of $2,000,000 we
could have a complete line through our
own country, and by having to use the
American lines the journey would be in-
creased by six hundred miles.

OTTAWA, May 20.

In the sub-committee of public ac-
counts, yesterday, Mr. C.J. Brydes was
examined with reference to section 16 of
the Intercolonial Railway. His testimony -
showed there was still $42,000 due on the
contract, and $40,000 would. finish it;
that the sections at either end are still
uncompleted, so that the public will suf-
for no inconvenience from delay; and
that the changes upon which Mr. Mills
aimed at making such- a striking point
were in all cases to the benefit of the
contractors, which was the universal
rule over the whole Entercolonial line. In
this Mr. Fleming sustained him. The
work will be finished months before
other sections can be opened, and it is
manifest that an injustice has been done
to Mr. Gough in the treatment he has re-
ceived in relation to this matter.

Debate on the TPacific Railway

Scheme — Mackenzie and ;Jones
Rival each other in Abuse of the
Late Government—The Bill Pass=
es,

. OTTAWA, May 20.

Mackenzie replied in a bitter speech.
He said the late- Government were pro-
nounced lunatics -and traitors ‘to enter
into such arrangements with British Co-
lumbia, which never could be carried out.
Tupper had boasted in the former Par-
liament that the negotiations of the
Canada Pacific Railway Company were
meeting with successin the English mar-
ket when the fact was that the
Company had never received the offer
of a, dollar from any British
capitalist. He entered into a eulogyllof
his land and water route, and created &
sensation by stating that when this means
of communication was complete with
Fort Garry the Govermmnent would only
complete the remainder.of the Pacific
Railway as they would any other public
work, without binding themselyes to any
stated time or perceptibly increasing the
taxation, The scheme of the late Gov-
ernment was a swindling one for the
purpose of maintaining themselves in
power. The present Government wonld
never make sham promises and would
only attempt to carry.out what could be
accomplished without embarrassing the
country.

Mr. Jones argued that the principles
advocated by the Premier when in oppo-

gition were embodied in the present

scheme. He reiterated McKenzie’s vitu-
perative charges against the late Minis-
try, and perorated his speech with Pacific
scandal and an appeal to the house to
break faith with British Columbia rather
than embarrass the finances of the whole
Dominion® .

DeCosmos delivered § ramblihg speech
alternately denouncing the Government
and the Opposition, showing that British
Columbia was no burden to the Domi-
nion and that the Pacific Railway was
for the benefit of the whole Dominion.
He also showed that if the road were
built at the Government’s rates of bonuses
of land and mioney it would cost $84,-
000.000. = Sandford Fleming’s estimate
was, $100,000,000; therefore, if the
Government built the road them-
selves they would save $16,000,000.
No one felt any increase of taxation on
account of the Intercolonial, and it
would be the same with the Pacific
under construction. Toward the close
of the debate, Mitchell remarked that he
did not intend discussing the question at
length. Although utterly opposed to the
scheme, it would be useless to oppose
it, and the only course to adopt was to
throw the whole responsibility upon the
Government. He deprecated violent
attacks upon the late Ministry, and
unfair representations of their scheme,
as ungenerous and unjust. While not
attempting to suggest any alteration o«
the scheme he thought that Kirkpatrick’s
suggestion that the Eastern Branch
should be submitted to Parliamentshould
be accepted by the Ministry. IHe regret-
ted that the measure was introduced at
such a stage of the session as to prevent
discussion.

The bill was put through the Commit-
tee and the House rose at 3 o’clock.

Considerable routine business was
transacted to-day.

Some discussion took place on Mr.
Moss’s bill regpecting permauent Build-
ing Societies., An amendment was car-
ried providing that all provisions of the
bill with the exception of the clause em-
powering such companies to issue deben-
tures be extended toall building societies
having a paid up capital of $40,000. .The
vote stood, yeas 105, nays 32. The Gov-
ernment voted against the amendment,
and there was considerable cheering and
fun when the result was announced.

OTTAWA, May 21.

About forty private and public bills
passed last night, and things were pushed
through at railroad speed.

Election Law passed final stage; it
goes into operation July 1st.

When Inspection bill came up, Messrs.
Church, Forbes, Gilmor, and other Mari-
time men objected to compulsory inspec-
tion of fish, and Mr. Fournier saida simi-
lar law was introduced by the late Minis-
try without meeting much opposition
from Maritime members.

Mr. Mitchell ridiculed the unfailing
style of the Ministry of never meeting an
argument squarely, but merely saying we
admit the law is defective, but the late
Government introdnced one like it. That
was no answer to objections. Ministerial
measures should be ilefended on their
merits. The clause was calculated to
crlpp_le the greatindustry of the Maritime
Provinces.

Holidays.

The chief duty of residents of the town,
on days consecrated to the celebration of
great events, is to get into the country
as early and as far as possible. The
Queen’s Birthday is kept in this way,
the people benefitting themselves while
honoring the Sovereign. Ithascome to
be fiilly understood that the tru: way to
do honor to another is to enjoy yourself.
To * celebrate” is to go a fishing, to fire
a salute with cannons or torpedocs, to
shoot at a target. to read over pack-
ages of old letters, or to get drunk,
according to one’s particular method of
looking for enjoyment or recreation.
We honor others by pleasing ourselves.
Men ask others to * go and take suthin”
as an excuse for stimulating themselves,
and nations set apart certain days as
sacred to the memory of n.en and events
because the people want excuses for sus-
pending business and devoting them-
selves to pleasure. Thus fast days are
passed in feasting, and the most sacred
arniversaries celebrated with dancing
and drunkenness. The annual thanks-
giving, the anniversary of the birth of
Christ, and even New Year's Day (al-
though that is the time for the reception
of bills), are kept as days of mild, mid-
dling or desperate dissipation. And it
is undeniable that dissipation (we do
not use the word in a bad sense) is the
real object and purpose of holidays,
the events nominally commemorated
being nothing but excuses. At least
this is true at the present day with the
vast majority. The forms of religious
observance are kept up by some, and
the pious go home from their devotions
to an extra good dinner and an unusual
quantity of stimulants, the forenoon’s
fast having whetted the appetite for the
afternoon’s feast. There may have been
a time when this was not the case—
when men really considered holy days
holy, and observed them as such. But
that day has gone by, and, whether days
are consecrated to prayer or pleasure,
they are observed with merriment and
dissipation. The day is sacred to the
memory of somebody else, but devoted
to promoting our own enjoyment—like
an imposing monument in the family
lot of the cemetery. Those loyal people
who have been reflecting on the great-
ness and goodness ot our gracious Queen,
and have persuaded themselves that
they have shut up their shops and mace
themselves merry solely out of regard
for Her Majesty, need not believe a
word of this, but to the gramblers who
object to *“celebrate” on the ground
that they do not deem the birth of the
Queen worth commemorating we may
say that that event is only a pretence for
popular enjoyment. Great is pretence,
great is the part it plays for nations as
well as individuals. Pleasure is secured
under pretence of holy observance, and
vanity is fed under pretence of mourn-
ing for the departed. So when holidays
come people should regard them as

Departare of American Pilgrimsto the
Shrines of the Saints.
New York, May 17.

“The departure of the American Pil-
grims for the shrine of Our Lady of
Lourdes, and Rome, yesterday, was ob-
served by the most elaborate and fitting
ceremoni¢s. The few who had not
reached the city yesterday morning ar-
rived during the day, and finally every
Roman Catholic province in the United
States was represented, the Diocese of
Fort Wayne, Ind., having by far the larg-

est delegation. On account of the diffi-
culty of obtaining transportation facili-
ties on the Continent the party was origi-
nally limited to 100 persons, but 105 sailed
in the company. Early in the morning
the Pilgrims assembled in St. Patrick’s
Cathedral, where mass was celebrated.
The cathedral was handsomely decorated
with banners and flowers, and the scene
was exceedingly impressive. The cen-
tral pews were occupied by the Pilgrims,
who were distinguished by the emblem of
the Sacred Heart, *vorn in red or blue
upon the left breast. Near the altar was
displayed a handsome banner which the
Pilgrims, in behalf of Awerican Catho-
cs, will deposit in the Basilica of
Lourdes. This banner was paid for by
small contributions made by a great num-
ber of contributors for the purpose. It
is made of rich white satin, and bears
upon one side a symbol of the Immacu-
late Conception, wrought in gold. and
upon the other an invocation to the
Blessed Virgin, and is bordcred with a
fricge of heavy gold bullion. Out of the
fand provided a sufficient sum remains to
hang a lamp before tte altar of the
Basilica at Lourdes and keep it burning
perpetnally. In addition to these tes-
timonials the Pilgrims bear from
he Xavier Union to His Holiness a
series of resoluiions, handsomely engros-
sed and framed, expressive of their loyal-
ty to His Ho'iness. Archbishop Mc-
Closky, assisted by the Rev. John Kear-
ney, Master of Ceremonies, the Rev.
William Earley, Assistant Master of Cer-
emonies, and Rev. Fathers Moynaban,
Hamilton, Cenoit, Pilseus and McNamee,
conducted the services. The banuer was
then ¢ n ecra‘ed by the Archbishop, who
made a long and earnest address to the
pilgrims, alluding to the occasion as one
of the most tonching in his experience.
At the conclusion of the cercmonies the
pilzrims dispersed to their hotels, and at
3 o’clock they formed in a line and began
their march to the pier where the steam-
er Pereire was awaiting them. The p.o-
cession was followed by members of the
St. Aleysius, St. Michael’s and the St
Alphonsus Societies. = The priests and
laymen marched together, indiscrimi-
nately, the members of the different or-
ders wearing their respective badges, and
many bearing on their breasts the em-
blem of the Sacred Heart. No banner.
were carried in consequence of the. rain.
The ladies belorging to the party werc
driven to the pier in carriages. The
Committee of Arrangements and friends
of the pilgrims accompanied the
Pereire to the Narrows in the steamer St.
Michsel. The pilgrims bad secured the
exclusive occupancy of the second cabin
of the French steamer for the purpose of
conducting their devotions without in-
terruption. The twenty ladies of the
party occupy the first cabin, but - the
morning and evening devotions will be
performed in the second cabin, the entir:

Cn
the arrival of the pilgrims in the Holy
City, a magnificent album, containing an
address, written in Latin, from the Catho-
lics of America, will be presented to the
Pope.

guests of the aftcrnoon is a prizé to win.
which aristoeratic mammas think it worth
while to.engage in wire pulling and fem-
inine finesse for a season. The newly-
created Duke of Westminster, with his
véry handsome and cultivated duchess,
once so celebrated for her beauty as
Lady Constance Grosvener, is making
the most of his_ magnificent” wealth and
superb Belgravian palace, and has latter-
ly become one of the-great social leaders.
The Duke is very popular and very Jiber-
al, which his father, the stingy old Mar-
quis, was assuredly not; and the house
of Westminster holds a very different po-
sition and state from -that which it did
under its late worse than eccentric head.
As for the Lord Mayor and Lady Mayor-
ess,. they seem fairly bent on rivalling
royalty in dispensing the generous hos-
pitality. of the “city.” The Lady Mayor-
ess’s receptions, which begin next week,
are to.bea fashionable resort; and such
is the splendor of the approaching State

There
will, therefore, be reviews and State
Balls, banquets at Windsor and the Man-
sion House, and visits, no doubt; to Staf-
ford House and Apsley House; and his
melancholy Muscovite Majesty will re-
turn to his frozen North worn out with
the burly adulation which the Briton
knows so well how to pay.

THE THEATRES, ETC.

I need not say that the theatres are
reaping their share of the general gayety
and joyousness of the season. . If neither
Covent Garden nor Drury Lane has pre-
sented anything very novel in its operatic
repertoires, they have, at least, yielded
some sensation in fresh stars, who have

generally turned out quite acceptable to
the patrons of the two houses. Mean-
while the diva Patti is the centre, as al-
ways, of attraction, singing in her oft-
repeated parts with all her talent and
grace. At Drury Lane a native tenor,
Mr. Bentham, has made an exceedingly
good impression as Faust, with Mile.
Rosa as Margherita. Much disappoint-
ment is expressed at the absence of Nil-
sson, who was expected, as well as Lucca ;
but neither has, as yet, put in an appear
ance. Mile. Imogen Orelli is one of the
new prime donne, and has made a suc
cessful debut, full of promise of future
popularity, in Verdi’s ** La Traviata.”

The exhibition of the Royal Academy
is open with a brilliant display of fresh
pictures, and is a favorite resort for the
fashionables-between the morning ride in
Rotten Row and the 8-o'clock -dinner.
Soon the Epsom races will intervene to
give a spice of sport to the city pleasures,
and with Whitsuntide, the early summer
carnival of the masses ‘and the breathing
spell for the politicians, will come excur-
sions to the seaside and holiday making
at the Crystal Palace and Hampton Court.
At this time of year London is every whit
as gay as Paris; and the variety of its
pastimes and amusements cannot cer-
tainly be excelled in any part of the
world. /
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The Bursting of a Reservoir—Three
Villages Flooded — Nearly Two
Hundred Lives Lost.

HAYDENVILLE, Mass., May 16.

A large reservoir about four miles
north of this place, constructed to sup-
ply the manufactories of Wil-
liamsburg, Leeds and Haydensville, gave
away about 8 o’clock this morning, and
the water came rushing down the hills
carrying everything before it. ' It struck
the southern portion ot Williamsburg vil-

lage, about two miles north of this place,
carrying away a large number of dwell-
ings, thence to Skinnersville, where it
swept away Skinner’s large silk mills and
his boarding and dwelling houses; con-
tinning on it struck the large brass man-
nfactcry of Hayden, Gere & Co., sweep-
ing it away in an instant. Large stones
and machinery were swept through the
main streets at a fearful rate, and well-
built houses were instantly crushed, not
giving the inmates a moment’s warning.
The flood then struck the village of Leeds
where a large number of shops, dwellings
&c., were swept away. /

The loss of life was very heavy, whole
families in some instances having been
carried away over dams and were either
killed or drowned. It is impossible at
this time to give the number of lives lost.
Twenty-three bodies so far have been
taken out of the rubbish on shore.

‘Whole blocks of tenement houses filled
with women and children were swept
down stream, and all in the water were
of course lost. At this hour (12 Mm.)
bodies are constantly being brought in
and laid in the church. Most of them
can be recognized.

Reports are coming in of far greater
loss of life at Florence. The Monostuck
Silk Co’s works and the Florence Manu-
facturing Co’s works are damaged $25,-
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Conductor T. Chandler passed over the
road early this morning with his train
from Williamsburg for New Haven, just
ahead of the flood that swept away his
wife and child. Engineer Roberts, who
was to start on the néxt train, lost his
i wife and child.

Just below Willlamsburg the flood
swept away Skinner's factory, with seve-
ral operatives who had just begun work,
at Haydensville. Samuel Miller lost his
wife and three children.

At Northampton the iron bridge on the
Hospital road was swept away, taking
the Canal railroad bridge in its course.
It stopped at the South street bridge.
The morning train from New Haven is
stopped at East Hampton. The flood is
now subsiding.

Goshen reservoir covered 150 acres of
ground at an average depth of 30 feet. It
was drawn upon in dry times for the sup-
ply of the mills at Williamsburg, Hayden-
ville and Florence.

A train on the Canal road has gone out
to Leeds with provisions. At Hayden-
ville the stores of Elam Graves, Mr.
Eames, and C. Rice, were swept away.
At Williamsburg Superintendent Erming
ham, Dr. Johnson, wife and children,also
Eppabesdius Hubbard, were drowned.
Twenty-seven bodies were discovered at
2 o’clock, three of which are at North-
ampton Town Hall and fourteen at Flor-
ence. Selectmen Starkweather and Burr
have organized a force of twenty men at
Leeds and twenty at Northampton, to
search the route of the flood for bodies. ¥
Florence thieves are pilfering the trunks
of factory girls at Leeds.

SPRINGFIELD, May 17,
The latest figures of the loss of lifo

make the total number 144, divided be-
the three places -as follows;
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Williamsburg, 60; Leeds, 49; Hayden-
ville, 35. These figures only represent
the persons whose loss is positively
known. Though the bodies of -all are
not yet recovered, they are being found,
and in some cases those of persoms not
supposed to be lost, so that it seems per-
fectly safe to say that the total loss of
life ' will exceed 150, if indeed it does not
more nearly approach 200.

The damage to the town of Williams-
burg by loss of bridges, destruction of
roads and complete ruin ot the best
meadow lands is at present incalculable,
but it is such as to seriously cripple the
town. Three bridges were carried away
in the village of Williamsburg, one wood-
en and the other two iron. - In the vil-
lage of Leeds one bridge was taken off,
and in the village of Florence one iron
and two wooden bridges were swept
away. .

It appears that serious doubts as to
the safety of the reservoir have been felt
since it was built nine years ago, though
less the last year or two than in its en-
tire history. The gate keeper has seve-
1al times expressed fear to his employers
calling special attention once to the point
where the break occurred, but the exa-
miners always reported everything safe.
Vastly more important testimony than
this of the keeper's however, is that fur-
nished by Mr. Lewis Boardman, a life-
long and well-known resident of Wil-
liamsburg, and for many years counected
with its manufacturing interests. Mr.
Boardman is l.horouih'ly familiar with the
reservoir which he helped pay for, being
at that time the owner of the James mill,
which he sold six years ago. He accom-
panied the late Lt. Governor Hayden
when the reservoir was first filled, which
was not till the spring of 1806, and says
that they both expected to see it go off at
that first trial. . It manifested no special
weakness, however, and at different times
subsequently it was strengthened.

Mr. Boardman, however, confesses he
never felt quite satisfied with the reser-
voir during the three years of its’history
when he was mill proprietor and so part
owner of it. Since then he has maintain-
ed his interest in manufacturing enter-
prises sc fully as to keep himself weil in-
formed of the reservoir's condition, and
he says he has become constantly better
satisfled, until had he been asked the day
before the disaster whether he consider-
ed it safe, he would have- nnhesitatingly
replied in the affirmative.

The work as a whole was not satisfac-
tory, the upper third of the wall especial-
1y being slovenly built. Boardman says
that when the contractors had reached
this stage it was getting late in the fall
and cold weather was coming onj; the
engineer was sick some of the time and
did not exercise so constant and close a
supervision as his position demanded,and
the contractors hurried up their work as
rapidly as possible with toolitile regard,
Mr. Boardman thinks, to the quality of
their work.

The direct cause of the disaster, aside
from the general weakness of the dam,
must. remain a subject of speculation.
The gate keeper detected no siga of
danger when he examined the situation
at early dawn, and what the last
straw was that broke the back of the
reservoir can never be definitely known
Perhaps as satisfactory a theory as any
is one advanced by a man familiar with
the case, that the frosts had started the
earth so that the water had found numer-
ous little courses through it which finally
carried off the first mass of earth Satur-
day morning, and at once precipitated
the catastrophe.

Chicago compares the mortality
of St. Louis with San Francisco, which is
overrun with fiithy Chinamen and pesti-

' ferous sailors, and arrives at the conclu-

sion that St. Louis is even less healthy
than the Golden City. San Francisco has
the credit of burying 19 per annum out of
1,000, and St. Louis is set down as going
one better, viz., 20 per annum to the 1,000
inhabitants. To which the St. Louis
Democrat retorts that with her lake
zephyrs, sour meat, doetored barley, and
defective sewer system Chicago Kkills off
80 to every 1,000. ;

There is a revival among the colored
Methodists of Danville, Va. At all hours

of the day and night they can be heard
shouting, either at -their private houses
or on the streets. A female enthusiass,
named Price, stripped herself of all but
one article of clothing, walked the house-
top and sat on the chimney. One negro
woman said she had been to hell and saw
Spy Ross there, another had been to
heaven and saw the Saviour smoking a
golden pipe. There is a similar frenzy in
Petersburg, where the white citizens in
some neighborhoods ‘cannot sleep on ac-
count of the continnal shouting.

draw a prize. A young Frenchman, of
Manchester, N. H., for instance, met a
deaf and dumb and friendless young lady
from somewhere, and woed and won her.
She could not even write her name, .but
had to be fitted out with a temporary ap-
pellation to go through the marriage ser-
vice with; and the husband only found
out who she was the other day, afier two
years of a remarkably quict life. - It
seems a pity the relatives could not have
been kept away a little longer, but still
one man can’t expect all the exemption
from this life’s unhappiness that is ap-
portioned among the sons of men.

The House of Representatives has a

A young girl named Anastasia Ennis,
who some time ago was arrested for rob-
bery, convicted, and sent for two years
to the Reformatory School of the Good
Shepherd, Quebec, escaped from the con-
vent last week, and made her way to the
house of a respectable French Canadian
lady in Daiguilton. She pleaded poverty
with tears in her eyes, and asked for a
night’s lodging, which was cheerfully
granted. The next morfing the charita-
ble lady found her protege gone, and with
her a valuable dress, a shawl, and a hat.

At Newcastle, Deleware, last Friday, a
large crowd was attracted to the jail

yard to witness the whipping and pillor-
ing of prisoners. The following senten-
ces were executed: William McConnel
(white) 20 lashes for burglary; Sandy
Leonard (colored) 20 lashes for larceny;
John Sykes (colored) 20 lashes for bur-
glary; ‘Thos. Davis (white) 10 lashes for
larceny; Frank Banden (colored) 30 lash-
es for larceny ; Henry Campbell (colored)
20 lashes for larceny; Roswell Ringold
(colored) 20 lashes for larceny. All the
above felt the punishment keenly, but
apart from shrugging their shoulders and
squirming gave no evidence of corporal
pain. Ringold twice before had been pub-
licly whipped, which is said to be the
only case on record.

Mr. Newton, keeper of Greek and Ro-
man antiquities at the British Museum,

in a lecture on Dr. Schliemann’s discov-
eries in the Troad, says that ¢ before the
vase of the sixth century before Christ
would come the Greco-Pheenician pot-
tery, and the Hissarlik antiquities (Dr.

After nearly a week’s operations a gang
of New York burglars worked through

the walls of a tenement house and bond-
ed warehouse on Washington street,
where they cleared out a case or two of
farmers’ satin, worth only $400, with
which they got clear Tuesday night. They
left several cases of laces and silks un-
touched. ; 1

A company of New York capitalists
have purchased large tracts of land in the

Sequeatchie Valley, Tennessee, for the
purpose of “erecting iron works. It is
claimed that iron can be manufactured
there at eight or ten per cent. less than
in Pennsylvania. Jn the Lehigh Valley
alone, twenty furnaces out of forty-eight
are idle, and work has been suspended at
eleven ore mines.

Gov. Moses, of South Carolina, who

The
Southern Railway has been mulcted in
Lafayette County, Wiss., in $25,000 for
two lives; an Illinois railroad $11,000
for an injary not fatal, and the Louisville
and Nashville Rafiroad $35,000 for the
loss of a limb.

A prominent Boston clergyman nar-
rowly escaped being hit by a bullet which

came crashing through a railroad -car,
going 30 miles an hour, near Bromfleld,
Mass., the other day. The difficulty of
dealing with the miscreants who commit
such outrages make it all the more im-
portant that no effort should be spared
to discover them and bring them to jus-
tice.

The dwelling house and barns of Wal-
lace Stevens, in Bloomfield, Vt., were
burned last Friday. Two adopted ckild-
ren of Mr. Stevens, aged thiee and five
respecitvely, .were asleep in the room
where the fire originated, and perished in
the flames. Mrs. Stevens was the only
person, beside the children, in the house
at the time. Hearing one of them cry
out she opened the door'to the stairway,
but was met by the smoke and flames and
compelled to turn back. Fouroxen, two
horses and two hogs were burned in the
barns. ' Loss about $2,500; small insur-
ance.

The Prison Reform Congress is sitting
at St. Louis, Missouri. The report of

Mr. Bruce showed that since the intro-
duction of industrial schools and reform-
atories for children in New York city,
crime among the young there has de-
creased materially. Nine-tenths of the
children in those institutions have drunk-
en parents and oniy five out of one thou-
sand of the children appeared in the
criminal records. Speeches wore made
by Mr. Fulton of New York, Mr. Ames ot
Massachusetts and others, all favoring
lenient treatment of prisoners. General
Bane, of Illinois, believed that the most .
potent agency against crime was the ed-
ucation of children of all classes.

Governor Caldwell, of North Curolina,
publishes a notice to the effect that the

reward of $5,000 offered for General M.
S. Littlefield, some years since, will be
paid to any one delivering him to the
sheriff of Buncombe county. Littleficld
was implicated in swindles in North Car-
olina in 1868, and ran away to Florida,
where he has since been engaged in
doubtful railroad transactions.
eral Governors of Florida have refused
to surrender him on requisition from the
Governor of North Carolina.

Certain States, Tennessee being one of
them, desirous of adding to their popula-
tion, are earnestly inviting foreign - emi-
gration. But the emigrants sometimes
find that they have fallen among thieves.
Thus, a short time ago, three men with
their faces blacked, went to the house of
a newly-arrived German in Lawrence
county, Tenn., and called him out to the
fence, when one of them put a pistol to
his head aund the other two proceeded to
the house to rob it, it having been rumor-
ed that the German had a large amount
of gold in the house. They searched the
house without finding anything except a
watch, which they took, with some car-
penter’s tools. Well might the confiding
Teuton have exclaimed, “Mein Gott, vot
a beeples!”

In March last Baron Porcari, when at
his estate of Collesano in Sicily, was
captured by five brigands, two of whom
were notorious chiefs named Pasquale
and Leone. The men were masked and
armed. Baron Porcari was blindfolded
and carried off on a horse. After along
journey, during which they stopped
several times at hovels on the roadside,
they reached a dark cavern, into which
the Baron was dragged. He yielded at
last to threats and signed an order for
$12,000. On the morning of March 21,
when the -band were away, the Baron
escaped by crawling out of the
opening which led into the gratto, He
found himself not far from the Roccapa-
lumba railway station, at which he arrived
in safety, after swimming across ‘the in-
tervening river.

A Liquor Case,

An interesting liquor case came up in the
Portland Police Court Tuesday morning.
Thomas McColgan was charged with sell-
ing liquor without license between the
hours of 10 o’clock, Saturday night, and
6 o’clock, Monday morning. Supt. Gib-
son and D. Stockton, of the police force,
testified to seeirg the bar-room owned
by Mr. McColgan opened. at twenty
minutes past ten and a man in it; could
not say who the man was. They only
peeked in. Mr. Moore, Town Treasurer,
proved that there had been no license
granted to McColgan. Wm. Pugsley:
Esq., who appeared for the ‘defendant,
claimed that no case had been proved
against his client, and raised several
points : -

1st. There was no evidence of inten-
tional violation.

2nd. No evidence that defemdant is af

tavern keeper, hotel keeper, or inn keep-
er, or wholesale or retail liquor dealer.

3rd. No evidence to prove that the
store was kept:open:by him (the defend-
ant), by his orders, or with his permis-«
sion or consent.

4th. The complaint was insufficient, as
it did' not state the particular time that
the store was opened, but merely said be-
tween the hours of 10 p. m. on Sasurday
and 6 a. m. on Monday.

5th. There was not sufficient evidence
that the place was open after 10 o'clock
for the sale of liquors, as the police had
merely judged by the light.

Mr. Pugsley argued these points, bug
on all of them Judge Tapley decided
against him. On the first that the inten.
tion of the Act was known from the Act
itself, and that auy violation would be an
intentional violation; on the second,that
the violator would be lable ta the effects of
the law whether a tavern keeper or not;
on the third, that the presamption
would be, there being no evidence to the
.contrary, that Mr. McColgan ought to
know his own business; the fourth might
be an objection, but, even if the com-
plaint was a little irregular, it should not
invalidate the case; as to the last point
the evidence of the two policemen was
quite sufficient to prove that the place was
open. Mr.Tapley there adjudged McColgan
guilty of violating the law and imposed &
fine of $6. Mr. Pugsley moved fora stay
of postea, and intends to take the case
before the Supreme Court. The main
point seems to be that McColgan is
charged with violating the liquor law
requiring lights to he out'at a certaln

The Jews as Merchants and Moneys
Lenders.

In one instance only have the Jews
consented to change their habits of life,
and in that we discover anew the marks
of their perpetual suffering. From active
and successful husbandmen and tillers ot
the soil they have been transferred into
merchants and money-lenders.  They
seem to have wholly lost that love for
nature’ and that agricultural skill that
made Palestine a land of plenty. In Ba-
bylonia and Persia, under a comparative-
ly gentle rule, they were rather farmers
than traders. Even late in the Roman
period, and probably until near the six*h
century, they were chiefly an agricultur-
al people. The, Talmud abounds in allu-
sions to the cultiyation of flelds und gar-
dens of oil, wine, and wheat, fruit and
flowers. lts nice and varied rules of
conduct relate chiefly to the people of
rural districts ratherthan cities. When the
great schools of Babylon and Pumbeditha,
were flourishing, and the vivid intellect
of the Israelites was ‘expanding into a
literature of commentators and profes-
sors, the race was marked by an intense
love for the Oriental lands. they cultivat-
ed. But when the universal persecution
fell upon them, when they were huonted
fromr Babylonia -and Persia, and began
that remarkable series of wauderings
from city to city, and from realm to
realm, that has lasted for more than a
thousand years, the manners -of the race
changed. They became a natioun of trad-
ers. Industty, thrify, learning, and rare
acatencss they ncver lost, but they were
never again to become peaceful tillers of
the soil. They were forced to snatch
opportunities of gain from the midst of
their wanderings. They became the most
aeute and untiring of traders. Their
wares and their profits were such as
could be most easily handled and secured.
They supplied the barbarous princes of
Germany with the most costly drugs and
spices of the East. They dealt in jewels
that they cauld easily conceal or swallow,
and in Orieuntal cloths that were of prices
less value. They were the most active
slave-traders of the Middle Ages, and
the Church vainly heaped its maledictions
on the Jew who should dare to purchase
Christian slaves. Their capital in money
probably grew from age to age. They
were the common money-lenders of the
early period. The Jews secmed to
have concentrated the wealth of the Mid-
dle Ages among themselves; they lent
theirmoney at an enormous interest and
upon ample security; they accumulated
immense fortunes, which they were -
obliged to hide from their persecutors in
an aspect of extreme paverty. But their
home was never again to be amidst the
soft landscapes of Babylon and Persia;
and crowded together in a miserable
Ghetto, living apart accursed and for-
sakeuein the walled, fortitied and secured
cities of Western Europe, they counted
their secret gains. and sometimes display-
ed in their obscure dwellings a suspicious
and Oriental splendor. Their daughters
were cladin the rich silks of Persia, and
shone with the gold and gems of the
East.—EUGENE LAWRENcE, in Hurpers
