punch." Just so with curing baron, 
after following the directions.given above, 
every “drop” of smoke you put about it, 
spoils the bacon.—Protage Democrat.

Let it stand to rise, then make 
it into laves, and bake it in the usual 
way.

WEAVING BY ELECTRICITY.—An 
invention that premises to create a re- 
volition in the manufacture of silks, linens 
cottons — in fact of all woven articles — 
has just been perfected here, and a speci- 
men is now 00 its way to the Paris ex- 
hilition.

TO MAKE GOOD BREAD.
1 am a farmer’s wife, and have been a 

housekeeper for more than twenty yeere: 
raised a family of children, and the 
greater pert of that time have personally 
dresided over my household affairs. I 
have therefore not much time tor publicat- 
ion, but seeing in your excellent paper 
several articles co bread-making, and 
believing I am pretty well posted in the 
department, 1 will give you eed the 
readers of the Cultivator the benefit of 
my experience ; truth will bear twice 
telling

in order to have good breed, a neces- 
sary ingredient is in good yeeat. My 
mode of making y east is as follows To 
three pints of water, add one handful ot 

bopa, boil well together, strain and pul the 
liquor into the pot again, then take three 
large sized potatoes, wash and pare and 
grate them, and stir into the liquor while 
boiling, then add one table spoonful of 
salt, one table spoonful of sugar or molas- 
ses, and thicken with a spoonful of flour; 
pour it out,and when cool add yeast suf- 
ficient to rise it ; when light set it in a 
cool place lor use. To make breed, pare 
end cut two quarts of potatoes, boil them 
in water enough to mix one gallon of 
sponge ; when well boiled wash and strain 
through a cullender, tir in flour while hot, 
when cool enough, stir in a teacupful of 
yeast, then set to rise, end next morning 
make up your bread in the usual war; 
when it is light, mould into loi tea and let 
aland until fit to pul in the oven.

FIRE AT SING SING PRISON 
New York, Dec. 7.

A very extensive fire occurred at the 
workshops of the State Prison, at Sing 
Sing last night, which at 9 p m., the 
bour of our latest information, had not 
been subdued. It appears that about 6 
o clock in the evening the fire brok out 
in the bat shop, from which it soon 
spread to the machine shop, carpenter’s 
shop and other out buildings of the prison. 
Considerable excitement prevailed among 
the prisoners, who bad not yet returned 
to their cells. Both male and female 
prisoners, were almost frantic ; many of 
them shouted out their wishes for the 
destruction of the prison.

At the latest accounts the workshops 
attached to the west side of the prison 
were in flames, aod probably some por­
tion of the prison, as the prisoners were 
screaming and yelling in the most demon- 

,iacal manner, The loss is estimated at 
$80,000. The fire originated in the 
shop where the prison clothing is manu- 
factured aod where the wearing apparel 
of the prisoners is stored, aod spread to 
the hat shop and soon swept through the 
entire-range of the south wing, besides 
burning a two story stone building run­
ning at right angles with the south side. 
It is rumored that it is the work of an 
incendiary, and fired for the purpose of 
affording an opportunity of escape to 
some of the convicts.

perfectly cold, after being killed, it is 
ready to be salted. The salt should be
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of the best quality—solar evaporated, 
ground fine —is perhaps tbe best kind- 
and to every pound of it one ounce of 
fine white sugar should be added. Tbe 
hams should be laid on a table or bench 
and every part carefully rubbed with this 
salt ; then they should be laid in a tub 
until tbe next day. The same operation 
should be repealed every day for for four 
days, taking care to turn tbe hams in tbe 
tub every time they are laid down. After 
this, tbe operation may be repeated once 
every two days for a week, when in will 
be found-that tbe meat bas absorbed 
sufficient salt to preserve it for family 
use. After this they may be slightly 
smoked or hung up to dry. Hams in­
tended for sale, should be once rubbed 
over with tbe salt, as described, then 
placed in a strong pickle. This pickle 
should be made of the best salt—10 lbs. 
to tbe 100 lbs. of pork, with one ounce 
of sugar to tbe pound added, and half 
au ounce of saltpeter to tbe ten pounds of 
salt, all boiled for about fifteen minutes, 
and the froth skimmed off; it is then 
set aside to cool. When cold, the bams 
may be placed in this pickle and left for 
three weeks. They should then be lifted, 
bung up for three or four days to drip, 
and are then fit to be smoked.

For family use, instead of smoking the 
hams after they are salted and dripped, 
if they are simply rubbed over with 
black pepper aud bung up for a few days 
to dry, tbe meat acquires a very fine 
flavor, a mild smoky taste may be given 
to tbe hams without smoking them, by 
simply smoking the barrels in which they 
are to be laid down in pickle. This is a 
good plan, because tbe taste of the smoke 
—which some persons like—is given to 
the meat without discoloring it. Sid-s

BEEF HAMS —Tbe best beef hams are 
made by cutting out the entire boue ol 
the hind-quarter, them rubbing in tbe 
•alt and sugar, the same as described for 
park hams, turning them over and rubbing 
them over every day tor one week. After 
this they are hung up to dry io a cool 
dry place for three days. They are now 
taken down and robbed all over, on a 
table or bench, with some fine salt, black

POSTAL INFORMATION.

No person 
can go wrong if he rubs every part of 
the whole surface of the ham with some 
of this salt and pepper composition. Tbe 
bam is now fit to be rolled. This is ac­
complished by rolling it into a cylindrical 
form, swilling it round from the narrow Tore 
to the thickest end, aod banging it up to 
dry for about ten days before it is used. 
It is cut in round slices for frying by 
commencing at tbe butt end. A stout 
cord is used to swill, or tie such hams, 
and it must be looped or turned under on 
both sides along tbe coils of tbe cord, so 
as to have every coil firmly bound and 
held in place when the ham is being cut.

And over everything — 
on land and on the water —there bangs a 
shadowy veil of mystecism,—enchanting 
yet awful.—that can but make the scene 
one of itense interest. The expanding 
mind plunges deep into the traditions 
that invest every dome and minaret, 
every palace and tower. Generation 
after generation, creed alter creed, 
sweep rapidly past upon the track of 
memory, but the back ground is ever 
the same. Refined magnificence, rude 
power, and bigoted cruelty, furnish their 
rapid illustration to each change that 
fancy pictures, in conjuring up past peri-, 
ods of splendor, chivalry and barbarism. 
Again, dark and bright are before us. 
The thirsty imagination drinks in the 
broad stream of history, or pictures for 
some bidden spring of romance that 
bubbles forth on the shore of the Pre- 
pontis..

The seragho occupies the very focus 
of this enchanting scene, rising like a 
dream, upon the extreme point of the 
peniesula, which stretches boldly out into 
the silvery tide. It is a confused mass 
of buildings, clustered together like a 
bunch of grapes, and of different styles of 
architecture. Gardens, blooming with 
fragrant roses, surrounded it on the side 
next to the city, where myrtles and 
palms, and cypresses so intertwine their 
foliage as to exclude curious gazings and 
the sun’s rays. But, on the water’s 
edge, the windows overhanging the cur­
rent, affording the fair prisoners a con- 
stant view of the never-ending panorama. 
Vessels of every description and tonnage 
pass and repass, from the barbarous 
grain-carrier, launched at the mouth of 
the Nile, to the trim sloop of war from 
the English dockyards. ‘ Caique' and 
• kirlangists' shoot through this fleet, 
disturbing the snowy albatroses, who 
use in cloeds, and descend with a plunge 
that makes a stranger start with the 
apprehension that some sacked beauty 
has sunk into oblivion.

At the window of the principal apart­
ment thus overlooking the Bosphorus, at 
the time wbereou we write, sat the sul- 
tanna, Zalallah, the favorite of Mahmoud 
lord of his terrestial paradis^. The 
warm sunshine came across from the 
towering Tracian Mountains, casting 
Scutari deep into the shade of her gloomy 
cypresses, and lighting up the radiant blue 
water ere it stole mellowy through the 
gilded lattices. Never did sunlight dis­
play more gorgeouspess of style, than its 
beams glanced from in this seraglio 
shrine. Luxurious, wide divans extend­
ed all around, excepting at the entrance, 
and on them were piles of soft cushions, 
and of heavy shawls. The floor was of 
tessaled marble, on which were small 
Persian carpets; and, in the centre, 
was an alabaster fountain, which sent up 
its tiny gets around a cage of gilded wire 
in which bulbuls—those nightingales of 
the Orient—warbled their tender notes;
