Canadian Press Despatch.
Toronto, Dec. 4.—For the purpose 

of bringing about general uniformity 
of insurance legislation in all of the 
provinces in the Dominion in order 
that the now existing individual regu­
lations might be brought up to the 
same standard, the Ontario govern­
ment at the forthcoming session will 
consider two bills to be Introduced 
through Evan Gray, Ontario superin­
tendent of insurance.

For some time the commission of 
uniformity of insurance regulations 
has been working on the bills. Two 
measures, the “Uniform Life Insur­
ance Act" and the “Fire Insurance 
Act,” will be introduced this session, 
both being the product of the com­
mission.

The bills bring about the applica­
tion of a standard set of regulations 
in all provinces, and do away with 
the Insurance companies having to 
work under one set of rules in On­
tario and another in Quebec. The 
acts, which contained no radical de­
partures from the old measures, will 
come into force the first day of Jan­
uary, 1925.

dation will attract the attention of 
the new board of education early in 
the year.

The matter has been discussed in­

There will be no public 
school building program for some 
time to come, but practically all edu­
cational authorities in the city realize 
the need' of collegiates.

Blanchard was a patient of Byron 
Sanatorium for months, but recently 
decided to build himself a shack in 
the country, where he could be with 
his wife and youngster. His pension 
was not large, and the family had

Carter, chief of the expedition en­
gaged in uncovering the mysteries of 
Tutankhamen's tomb, expects by 
Wednesday to have the demolition of 
the partition wall between the ante­
chamber and the mortuary room fin- 
ished. The barrier .of planks erected 
to protect the wooden canopy over 
the sepulchre in the latter room will 
then be removed prior to the delicate 

------ - of taking down the outer can­
opy or shrine.

The present aspect of the tomb is 
that of a workshop, with the men 
busy on the scaffolding which has 
been erected across to the sepulchral 
chamber and the whole scene thrown 
into bold relief by the brilliant rays 
of powerful electric lamps affixed to 
the ceiling. At the far end of the 
chamber facing the shrine is a photo­
graphic screen, and on the floor, al­
ready pieced together on a wooden 
tray are fragments of plaster from 
the inside of the demolished wall, 
garishly painted with a representa­
tion of the Pharoah.

Montreal, Dec, 3.—"The comparison 
between prices of shoes in England, 
and Canada is absurd." said Roy S. 
Weaver of the Shoe Manufacturers' 
Association of Canada, when shown 
the London despatch to the effect that 
a campaign speaker in the British 
election declared that shoes selling re- 
tail In Canada tor $15 a pair could be * 
purchased in England for $8.40, and 
that the difference was due to the 
Canadian tariff.

Mr. Weaver added that British shoes 
entered Canada at a duty of only 15% 
per cent, applicable on the Invoice 
price to the importer. "There is a 
wide difference in qualities between 
British shoes." he said. “Some cost 
as much as $40 per pair in London, 
England, but ft would be unfair to 
compare that price with the price of 
Canadian shoes, which sell retail from 
$6 up. No retailer in Great Britain 
could continue long to do business if 
he sold at $8.40 the.......
which retail in Canada at $15 a pain.

Bergamo. Despite the rain and cold 
and terrible conditions of the terrain, 
the king insisted upon making as ex.

He promised ample 
assistance to repair the vast losses, 
which are estimated at 200.000,000 
lire.

The king visited as far as he was 
able the ruined villages and talked 
with some of the injured in the hos­
pitals.

At Color, which forms part 
of Dezzo, there are only five sur­
vivors out of 175 inhabitants. At 
Corna.

Whole families are still missing, 
and in many cases several members 
of individual families, therefore the 
casualty list has not been completed. 
Already 200 dead have been taken 
from the mud which the flood left in 
its wake.

“How many have you lost in your 
family?" is a common question ex­
changed amongst the inhabitants of 
the valley and five or six is the num­
ber generally given in reply.

It was comparatively early in the

"is threatened from all over the 
world," and asserted that the British 
ideal for shipping was “equality of 
opportunity in all parts of the world." 

Continuing, Mr. Baldwin said: "We 
are told that protection will ruin our 
industries, but how is it that the
,United States has exploited her im­
mense national resources during gen­
erations of protection, until today she 
sustains a population of over one 
hundred million, with the highest 
standard of life achieved in the 
world?"

"I want to treat the foreigner as he 
treats us, until he learns to treat 
us a little better." the premier added.

Manufactured Goods.
Asserting that it was not intended 

to tax simple articles of food or raw 
materials, the prime minister went 
on: “I propose to put a tax on 
manufactured goods in all cases 
where the importation of those goods 
is throwing our men out of work—a 
tax sufficient to meet the unfair ad­
vantage that the foreigner gets from 
currency and wages, so that our own 
people may have a fair chance of 
competing and finding a livelihood."

Mr. Lloyd George, speaking at 
Norwich today, asid that the United 
States should be much quoted by the 
protectionists, but in the spring of 
1918 poor broken free-trade Britain 
had carried more than halt the re­
inforcement of the wealthy protec- 

, tionist country across the Atlantic.
This very week the United States 

, shipping board had been explaining 
its inability to compete with Britain 
because one result of the tariffs was 
to increase the cost of shipbuilding 
materials should that ships could be 
built on the Clyde 25 per cent cheaper 
than in the United States.

Free Trader.
“The Atlantic is a free trader," ex­

claimed Mr. Lloyd George, elsewhere, 
alluding to how Great Britain had 
financed her protectionist allies in the 
war to the tune of two billion pounds, 
of which she had not been paid a 
silling. Mr. Lloyd George: ‘Tell me 
a tariff reform country in Europe that 
stands up with the dollar like our 
sovereign does."

Mr. Lloyd George is displaying 
astonishing physical energy. It is 
estimated that when the campaign 
is finished he will have made sixty 
speeches containing about 200,000 
words, while Premier Baldwin’s total 
is expected to be something 60,000 
words.

With the paper industry, 
the trouble is with the pulp wood, 
though I fail to see what the pulp 
mill people have to complain about, 
the owners acquired it for practically 
nothing, and last year they paid the 
help as high as $30 per month and 
board," and are selling as much as 

they can produce.
With farm implements, it appears 

that the international companies, are 
competing with themselves, and keep­
ing their Canadian factories idle, but 
apparently doing fairly well just the 
same. Seems hard to please them. 
Now with the textile industry I can 
quite understand their troubles, when 
hey look back to the happy days of 

1920, with its cheap cost of produc­
tion. and the protected market which 
enabled some to pay a dividend of 
over 300 per cent, the present compe­
tition of the British and French is 
quite ambarrassing.

There are two cures, the first is 
very practical, namely, produce ma­
terials as good as the competitors at 
he same price. The second is in 

keeping with our system of perverted 
economics. Instead of restricting the 
supply of commodities, restrict the 
supply of labor; that will force wages 
upward with the result, the wage- 
earners will be able to purchase more, 
keep that process working for a few 
years, and they will be able to buy 
all they produce, thus keeping the 
factories and themselves busy at the 
same time.

Civic Elections
There can be no action regarding Rev. R. D. Mess. The citizens have

a city hall in the year 1924. The : 
[vote of the people on Monday made 
lit evident that they were not pre- 
[pared to go ahead with a building 
[program. It is not even necessary 
[to go into details as to why they 
voted as they did. Once the people 

[have given their judgment in the 
[form of a majority vote, the matter 
is settled.

Y Last year there was a plebiscite 
taken in regard to building on the 
Spencer site, and it brought out a 
much larger vote than this year be­
cause there was no money bylaw 
attached to it, and there were, there- 
fore, more people eligible to vote. 
On Monday 4,566 ratepayers voted 
against a city hall and 2,834 in favor 
of it. That makes a total of 7,400 
out of a total possible vote ot 12,475, 
or a 59 per cent vote. There must 
be a number of voters who do not 
care whether a city hall is built or 
not.

The Springbank dam went down 
with the vote, as it did once before 
with the flood. It is sate to take it 
that the ratepayers have turned their 
back for the time being on the ex­
penditure of money in anything but 
pressing needs, and the council of 
1924 have a fairly plain opinion from 
their constituency with which to 
start the year 1924.

Utilities Commission.
Messrs. Jared Vining ana Philip 

Pocock received a vote to which 
they were entitled. It must have 
been some satisfaction, though, in 
face of the campaign that was being 
staged against them, to come through 
with a vote so substantial that it 
was a positive indorsation of the 
policies they have followed in the 
past. A person who has never had 
occasion to participate in public 
service of this nature has no idea 
of the demands made upon the time

Now he stands in danger 
of being confronted in 1924 by any 
man in his ward with the state­
ment., "I’m the man who elected 
you.”

Mr. J. Anderson in ward one put 
up a mark for other aspirants to 
shoot at for some time to come, 
taking 2,426 votes, against 1,555 for 
Ald. Greer, the next on the list. 
Allan Towe, for the first time out, 
made a neat, clean fight for a seat 
on the council.

It was expected that Ald. Douglass 
would lead in ward two. He has 
been a consistent worker; not given 
to snap verdicts; a fair fighter and 
is always quite positive as to where 
he stands. The other winners, H. 
H. Bottrill and N. P. Walsh, made 
good runs for the first time out. 
Ald. W. A. Wilson, participant in 
many scenes ot battle and peace, 
notably the former, in the council 
chambers, has been left out by his 
constituents.

The 1924 council is a representa­
tive, capable body. The members 
should be able to give good service 
to the city. They have taken on no 
mean responsibility, and they should 
ever keep it before them.

Board of Education
The board of education is excel­

lent. There were six to be elected, 
and six good members have been 
returned. Mr. A. R. Cairncross made 
a sweep that was notably good; 
Brydon Campbell has been termed

Observer Deals With Some of the 
Phases of Policy Now Being 
Fought Out.

Editor of The Advertiser:
Sir,—A large amount of newspaper 

space is being occupied with news 
of the political campaign now in 
progress in Great Britain, and as 
far as one can ascertain by the re­
ports, it appears to be confined to 
the issue of free trade or protection, 
with a capital levy as a dark horse. 
A careful perusal, however, fails to 
give any enlightenment as to the real 
issues, viz., why free trade or why 

protection.
To arrive at any definite conclus­

ion it is necessary to find the motives 
if the powers behind the political 
parties. It is quite feasible that the 
Trading interests are financing the 
tree traders, (Asquith-George) The 
Industrialists are financing the pro­
tectionists (Baldwin), although it is 
possible they are playing both parties, 
in the same manner as they did dur­
ing the last Dominion election in 
Canada.

At present England is not a pro­
tected country, although a bill was 
passed in 1920, known as the “anti­
dumping bill"; this was designed to 
please both parties, as it allowed the 
free admittance of raw material, and 
placed a duty of 33-1-3 per cent on 
manufactured articles. With free 
trade everything would be admitted 
free, and the industrialists would find 
themselves swamped with goods 
from Germany, Austria, Poland and 
Czecko-Slovakia, as well as their 
own from India. India is a country 
that has made great strides since 
1916, owing to an abundance of cheap 
labor and raw materials, the pay of 
a skilled workman being approxi­
mately 40c for a 12-hour day. These 
concerns are British-owned, and con­
stitute greater part of the ‘foreign 
competition" about which the tex­
tile and steel industries prate so 
much.

The protectionist group consists of 
the land owners, and such indus­
trialists as have failed to get a hold­
ing in the cheap markets, or it is 
possible that the French can even 
undersell the products of India, and 
Egypt. It is at this juncture that 
certain groups are likely to support 
both parties. Free trade would suit 
those who import their raw mater- 
ial, while protection would increase 
the cost of production, it would keep 
cut competitors.

With complete protection, the in­
dustries manufacturing in the col- 
onies would be hit hard as far as 
the home market is concerned. It 
does not. however, require a great 
amount of imagination to believe 
that should such a policy be adopted 
the much-belated plan of imperial

Sir.—Lord Birkenhead caused much 

indignation in his Glasgow address 
by declaring that "self-interest must 
be, and ought to be, the mainspring 
of human conduct."

Used in one sense, the 
statement made by Lord Birkenhead 
is quite true; while if he used it in 
the lower, meaner sense, he was 
utterly wrong.

Where his lordship tumbled Into a 
very common error was In declaring 
that "Jesus Christ was the pre- 
eminent idealist."

The ideal is the imagined picture 
of fact and system as we should like 
to see them; or a standard of right 
and wrong, which we reverence, and 
will even fight for, although we can­
not measure up to its demands’.

The real is fact and system, stan­
dard and custom, as they actually 
exist. Idealism, whether wise or 
foolish, is a matter of the imagina­
tion. Realism is gauged by one’s 
grasp of that which is in existence. 
It is worthy when it discriminates 
between the good and bad of what 
it. sees and knows, and it is un­
worthy when it merely accepts things 
as they are: uses good or bad to a 
personal profit, and scoffs at reform 
as idealistic nonsense.

Jesus Christ was no idealist, did 
not indulge in imaginative dreams 
He was the pre-eminent realist of all 
time. The vital truths, the real facts 
of man and his world are his sub- 
jeets.

The outfielder is Harry Lawrence 
of Cleveland, Ohio, who was recom­
mended to him by Scout Jack Mc­
Allister of the Cleveland American 
League club. The infielder. "Fido" 
Robinson hails from Marion. Ohio. 
Wetzel saw him in action, and was 
greatly impressed with him. He is 
very young, but promises to develop 
into a star.

Of the hurlers grabbed up, one is 
a southpaw—Lefty Webb of Jack­
sonville. Wetzel watched him pitcli 
nine innings against the Columbus 
Senators and hold them to a single 
run. Last season he pitched 22 games 
and won 18.

Another pitcher is Pete Hanna. .a 
right-hander, who tried out with the 
Saginaw club last year. Wetzel did 
not retain him. but looks for him to 
come through in 1924.

Pitcher Bill Taft of Lansing. 
Mich., has one of the fastest balls 
of any pitcher performing in the 
minor leagues. He is a bit shy on

"Buzz" Wetzel. Hamilton’s new 
baseball pilot, ought to get a nice 
chunk of money for Johnny Carlin, 
last year's manager, who has asked 
that he be disposed of. If "Buzz" 
fails to sell him, he should at least 
get some fine material in exchange, 
for Carlin is one of the best short- 
fielders in minor league company.

Although burdened with the man­
agerial duties last year after “Hump" 
Pierce had turned over the reins, 
Carlin played great baseball. He hit 
up around the .300 mark, which is un­
usual for shortstoppers, and his field­
ing was sensational and consistent.

In all justice to Carlin, who does 
not care to come back under a new 
boss. Wetzel must sell or trade him. 
Carlin wanted his outright release, 
so that he could do business for him­
self, but Wetzel thinks too well of 
him to do that.

THE PANORAMA OF BASEBALL 
______________ A Pictorial History of the Growth of the Game.

THE ORIGIN OF BASEBALL 
ARMOR

In early days of baseball, men 
caught balls raw—that is, without 
gloves. Split fingers, torn palms, 
swollen joints, shattered bones were 
the fashion. It was considered effem­
inate to object. What did it matter 
if there was a broken nose, it teeth 
were knocked out? It was the game 
and the game’s glory.

Then some one objected. In 1877. 
one Thayer was captain of the Har­
vard nine. He asked Tyng to go be­
hind the bat. Being a good-looking 
chap. Tyng objected. His face was 
his fortune, so he said, and he 
wanted it protected. Thayer looked 
dark. But Tyng’s eye hit upon a 
fencer’s mask. He tried it on, and 
caught a few pitched balls with it. 
It was not quite the cage he wanted. 
So he took the mask to a tinsmith 
and had eyeholes cut out. and the 
tinsmith, who played ball also, made 
some suggestions as to changes. For, 
when the mask with the eyeholes 
had been tried on Tyng, Thayer sent 
a hot foul right into Tyng’s face, 
and it lodged so firmly in one of the 
holes—without harming the catcher

case of the catcher’s mask, the glove 
was seized by the sporting goods 
houses. It was here to stay.

The new pitching came in about 
this time. The pitcher was free to 
deliver the ball, with no material re­
strictions. Before that he almost had 
his arms bound down to his side 
with rules. Now the balls became 
hotter and hotter. Something must 
be done for the catcher’s hands. More 
than one catcher was required for a 
game before the days of the glove. 
Irwin’s invention pointed the way. 
Jim White, in 1888, sewed a leather 
plate in the center of an infielder’s 
glove. Behold the catcher’s mitt in 
its infancy. There were obstinate 
players who made a grandstand show 
by refusing to be so tender as to 
wear all this paraphernalia. They 
didn t realize that these inventions 
would in a way help to revolutionize 
the game. And when Bresnahan, the 
famous catcher, concocted the shin 
plasters, behold on the baseball field 
there appeared a man dressed very 
much like the armored knights of 
old. •

GREB IS GIVEN DECISION

Sur­
vivors of the disaster follow close 
behind, hoping against hope that their 
relatives and friends may still be 
alive, although only a miracle could 
have saved them.

Owing to the almost unsurpassable 
difficulties in the way of finding the 
bodies the rescuers have concen­
trated their greatest efforts in caring 
for the living. Many of these are 
in such a pitiful physical condition 
owing to the shock of the disaster 
that it has been impossible to move 
them, and they are being cared for in 
temporary shelters, built with ma­
terials that have been transported 
across the deep mud. Food, cloth­
ing, blankets and bedding, not only 
for the survivors but for the men- 
bers of the relief parties, are carried 
with great difficulty in ox carts.
