THE MACHINATIONS OF THE EXNGLISH
QATOOLICS AGAINST THEIR IRISH

BRRETHREN.

Rouk, April 30.—The representatives of
the Irish epiecopate are all in Rome, They
represent the twenty-nine Qloceses in Ive-
land and 5.000,000 Catholics. They are
Archbishop Thomss Croke of Cashel, Arch-
bishop Jobn MacEvilly of Tuam, Bishop
Patrick Dorrian of Daown andlc_onnor, Bishop
Thomas Nulty of Meath, Bishep Michael
Logue of Raphoe, Bighop Francis McCormack
of Achonry, Bishop Thomas Carr of Galway,
Bishop Nicholus Donnelly, Coudjutor of Dub-
lin, Bishop ILawrence Gillooly of Elphin,
Bishop James Brown of Ferns, Bishop Jumes
Lynch of Kildare, Bishop William Virzger-
ald of Ross, Bishop Andrew Higgins of Kerry,
vghop O'Cullaghan of Cork, Bishop Buar-
tholomew Woodlock of Longford, and Bishop
Healy of Clonfert.

The sixteen Bishops held their first meeting
on the 21st in the half of the Irish Callege. 1t
was an juformal meeting, in which the il for
pationsl educating in Ireland wus discussed,
They met again on the 23z, and passad re-
golutinns which were 3ent to the lrish mem-
bers of Parlizment, including My, Paruell, to
vote againat the bill,

The Bishops have mod yet metat Propa-
ganda, ucwspaper reports to the contrury
potwithstunding, They heve not yet learned
why they were called to Ilome. The pro-
gramme of (heir future meetings will be given
to them to-morrow, when they will micet at
Propaganda Palace, with Cardinal Simconi
presiding,

This meeting of Bishops attracts more at-
tention in Rome than the presence of the
American Bishops two yearsago. Ireland is
nearer to Rome than America, ani the inter.
ests of the five millions of Irish Catholica,
though not superior to the interests of
the ten millions of Catholic Awmericuns,
are  more apt to arouse public curi-
ogity. Irelaud has been, and is yet
in some sense, an outeast in the great family
of nations ruled by Queen Victoria, The
Irish people love their clergy, their spiritual
hend the Pov , and the religion represented
and administ red by the Pope. The work of
gecret societi 8 has not destroyed their faith,
a3 in Italy. They are law-abiding chil.
dren of their spiritual raler. They do not

dare to act, even for their freedom,
sgainst  the wishes of the Pope.
There ore, if the Pope either encour-

ages or approves of their lawinl exertions for
liberty, us was the case some years agn, when
he said that they ought toagitute utcites juri-
lus vuis sed non per eriming, he fosters the
cause of Ireland. On the contrary, letters like
those written by Cardinal Simeoni agninst the
Parnell fund will always stimulate secretsocis-
tiesin Ireland. Such societies wrest the peo-
Ple from the clergy, and may very soon teach
Irish patriots to act in the rebellious and
eacrilegious way in which Italians have ncted.
Put to the nlternative of rermnining sluves of
Austria or of disobeying the clergy and the
Pope, they transfoumed Italy into a country
of Freemasons and Rorme into a den of infi-
delityy

The mportance of this lrish movement ia
felt both by the Vatican and by the English
Government. A strong party in Rome is
trying to work for the British Government
by influencing the Pope through Cardinals

who are closest to him. The most
prominent men of this party are
Cirdinal Howara and Mr, Errington.

A full system of minor satellites revolves
sround them and forwards the agitation.
This party has many supporters among the
Roman prelates and friends of the prelutes,
who are kept in good order by the efficient
Ieans of the English Government,  As this
party is rich, and can easily command respect
and obedience, it proclaims that it hasalready
got the Pope and the Sacred College, and that
everything will he done according to ite wishes
and dlrgction. Unhappily many Irishmen be-
lieve this, and the triumph of secret societics
and antagonism to Rome are the resnlts.
Their belief is unjustified, and even ridicu-
lous, because, despite all reports, the so-
called English party in Rome do not really
mﬂugnce the Pope at all. It is no easy job
to blind the Pope. He has good eyes und
% good nose, and he sces through things
very quickly, While Mr, Krrington is
Perading and bragging of his influence
In Rome even now, the Holy Futher
dnes not and will not aee him, A gentleman

The Osservatore does not wunt
to lose its Iaglish subscribers, and the
Mouniteur is, perhaps, afruid that open sym-
pathy for the Irish cause might prove futal to

its existence,  Yet, although the press
hold its peace, there wre widespread
comments and much gossip  over the

Bishops. ItTis opecly usserted thut Arch-
bishop Croke and Bishops Dorrian, Logue,
McCormack and Fitzgerald are good patriots
and really love their country, Bishops Don-
nelly, Gillooly, Higgins, Woodleck and Healy
are wcensed of timidity, The Arvenbishop of
Tuam creates wnuch talk on account of the
Maumtrasna case.  Bishop Dorriun scems to
be apprecivted by Propagands, who never
asked hitn why he had subscribel to the
Pernell fund.  Bishop Logue is calied a great
student, and his clforts'to reise money for bis
starving prople are still remembered and
praised in Rome. Bistip MeCormackiis alsoa
fuvorite, witile Bishop O'Calinshan, the old
prior of St, Cientent’s, is gratefuily remember-
cd.  The readiness, howover, with which the
Bishop of Connor went to see the Prince of

All these things arc not unknown to the
Pope and to the Csrdinuls, The diplomatic
faree of lingland consoliduted in a spreial
mission to Iivme, at the expense of the sscret
tund, coull never succeed in persuading the
Pope and the Sacred College that the Bishops
s the priests ought to have spread flowers
at the fect of Victoria’s son when he visited
Ireland.

Much is said about Dr. Welsh’s possible
election to the Dublin see. The English
Government opposes it, but Lome does not
see why. Dr. Welsh has salways kept aloof
from politics, and never did aunything that
mivht be iniscopstrued as an undutiful oppo-
sition to the Goveroment, He remonstrated
agailust the propos:l to fotter the property
of Maynooth College. It was simply his

duty to do so, e also resigned his
station in  the Upiversity becsnse he
had no hope of fair dealing. The

Superiors approved his resighation. Despite
the official upposition, Dr. Welsh muy be the
suecessful candidate, Me is in every way
quatified for the place. He has the unanim-
ous support of both the Bishops and the
priesis, und the people of Dublin say that if
he succeeds Cullru snd McCabe he will not be
hangivg arcund. the Castie.

The Bishops brought a nice sum to His
Holiness, Archbishop Croke brought about
50,000 irzoes, The others bave proportionate
sums, They will offer to Leo XIII. about
half a million for Peter’s pence, and the whole
of Ireland does not give less thun 1,000,000
franys,

A VILLAGE DESTROYED.

OVER A IUFDRED HOUSES DBURNED
SOMERSET, QUEDEC.
SoMERSET, Que., May 17.—Somerset vil-
lage was all burned down yesterduy evening,
About one huudred houses were luid in
ashes, including Mr. Malhiot’s residenre, the
R. C, church and presktytery, also a foundry
and the cheese factory. Mauny people are
lcft in a destitute condition, Only the two
wells of the church are left staunding. The
firo originated from the foundry, the build-
ings being mostly sll wooden buildings, and
fire being sot in different ports of the village
by sparks. There being no puinps, the fire
could nut be got under control. The convent
was not deetroyed by the fire. Very likely
the convent will be used as a church until
they build one. :

CAPTURE OF BATOCHE,

Gallant Charge and Desperate Fight.

The Rifte Pits Clearved at (ke Point of the
Bayonet—Rell's Prisoncrs Saved and Re-
leased—The Rebels Wil Fight Till Every
Mun Was Perished—List ofthe Killed and
Wounnded.

HuxsoLbr, N. W, T., May 12,— A courier ar-
rived Liere, this morning, from Gen. Middleton’s
camp, bringing the latest news which has
reached here of the progress of tha attack by
the troops upen the rebel stringhold. The at-
tack, when the courier left Batoche, was still
proceeding. Mot fighting had taken place on
Saturday and all day Sunday and was to be re-
sumed by the troops yesterday morning. The
tronps continued the tight onSunday, begqinning
at daybreak, when a hot fire was poured into
the ravine and wonds where thie webels had fled.
The batteries alsp resumed ope-ations and
sh lled the houses in the valley, including the
building where the couneil of twelve held their
meetings, A long line of log shanties wero de-
stroyed, and rebels fledin confusiontothegroves
of sprace and poplar.  The 90th Battalivn, of
Winsipeg, took an active partin the tight, enger
to avenge the death of their eomrades who fell
at Fish Creck, and many distinguished them-
selyes By their daring und bravery,  Two more,
as far as known, were added to the list of the
dead, and  the number of wounded was
largely fereased.  All their names have not
heen learned, but the courier who lLias arrived
here states that Private Johin Kemp, of the
90L0, was shot through the eye. A member of
the Tenth Grenadivrs and twa of the Ninetieth
were among the kiiled, The rebel loss s said
to have been as great. Irom what can be
learned Gen, Middleton is ¢ ntenting himnself
with shelling the rebels’ position and usdng the
tfantry in plices where they would be least ex-
nuzed to the fire of the rebels lying under ¢over.
It wus u regular sicge of the yebel stronghold,
and wonll undoubtedly last only =0 long as the
amminition of the rebels beld out, Whether
the rebels will fight to the last or surrender is
doubtfnl, but the general impeession is thas
they will continue to fight titl every man has
perished.  Private Mack lirickson, of the $0tn,
was shot in the arm, but is not serious!y wound-
ed. Private Wheeler, of the 90th, was wounded
in the shoulder.

Barcenur, Tuesday night, May 12th.—The
correspondent of the Winnipeg Sun, writes :—
Batoche was captured this atternoon, after o
short but desperate tight in which many of our
brave volunteers were killed and wounded.
Farly this sfteranon it was known by our mean
that the perind of inac*ivn within tire of the
enemy’s rifle pits, which was 80 vexatious to
them, was to be put an end to one woy or
another, within & short time, but the General’s
plan was kept secret, so that the affair would
be o surprise as far as possible, under tho cic-
cumstances, to the rebeis, At half-past two
o'clock the orders wers passed round, and all
were in readiness. Shortly after the men were
quickly placed in position, and a rupid advance
was made down inte Batoche, the rebels’ strong-
hold. When within rifis ravge of the rifle pits
and reserve, the order to chirge was given, and
it was msde with the regulur, tremeadous
Cnnadian cheers, The rebels who had reserved
their fire, poured a volley inte our forces,
many of whom at ths time bit the dust.
Without flinching, however, the brave follows

'q‘i,:med in among the rebels pits, enptured themn
and drove the rebels down before them
into the ravine. In the ravine desperate
resistance was made from the cover of the
brushwood, The blood of the volunteers was
up. however, and, after a sharp struggle, they
succeeded in cleaning the rebels out. The rebels
withdeew hastily, but sullenly at last, to their
final positions iz the village. Elat«d by their
success, our forces, with renewed loud cheer ng,
dasbed down into Batoche. The rebels had
hardly time to turn and make resistance be-
fore the troops were upon them, and in a
short time they withdrew. The houses wera
all captured one after another and all the pri-
soners beld by Ricl, seven in number, were
found safe and were released. Their names are :

WUHAT Is KNOWN OF THE VICTIMS,

Captain French, who wus badly shot while
leading his comm. nd in the last charge, was
about 38 years of age and a native of Freland ;
he attended the Royal College of Surgeons,
Ireland, in 1868, and  joined the wmounted
police on its orgunization. He was a mug-
nificent specimen of maunhuod, etanding aver
six feet, and of powerful build, He lerves n
wife and four childven to mourn his untimely
death.

Capt. E. T. Brown, of Boulten’s horse,
killed, was a native of Peterboro, Ont. He
was a 5on of the late Edward Brown. Capt.
Brown went to the North-West in 1879 with
a surveying party, and when Boulton’s scouts
were raised he joined as scrgeant and after
the fight ut Iish Creek was prometed to a
captuiney. He was ubout 28 or 29 years old
and unnarried,

Licut. W. C. Fitch, of the (irenadiers, wans
the enly son of J. C. Fitch, of FFitch & Duv-
idson, wholesule grocers, und was also o part-
per in the firm,  1le was 26 years of nze, and
was born and educated in Toreoto. lle re-
ceived his commission in theGrenadiers about
a year ago, His uged parents ave distracted
with grief. He was pilerced through the
heart and died instantly,

Licut. Laidlaw, of the 10th Royals, is a
son of Mr. George Laidlaw, prominently
connected with Toronto railroad enterprises,
and a grandunade of the Royal Military col-
Ige.
A. W, Kippen, of Dennis' acouts, killed,
was well known and much estecmed 1 To-
ronto. He was for many yesrs a trusted sur-
veyor of the Hudsan’s Bay Company. While
in Ottawa he heard of the rebellion and at
once volunteered for service in Dennia’ seouts.
He renched Middleton's camp on Sunday, le
belongs to Perth, Ontarie. A ball entered
his mouth, and he fell dead.

Corporal Gillies, of the 90th, was a Wim-
bledon man.

Private Thomas Moor, of No. 3 Company,
Grenadiers, killed on Sanday night, was a
son of Mr, Thomas Moor, 42 Oxford street,
Torente, and was just eighteen years old the
day he left.

Frank Jackes, who was wounded in the
battle, is well known in Winnipeg. He
keeps a hardware store on Main street, for-
merly occupied by Horsman & Co.

H. A, Fraser, killed, was the son of Con-
tractor Frager, of Winnipeg, and was about
27 years old and was married some six
months ago to Miss Spiers, a daughter of
Alex, Spiers. His widow is nearly distracted

A, 0, Wheeler, who is numbered among
the wounded, is a brother of Geo. Wheeler,
killed in the I"ish Creek battle, and a son of
Mr, C. B, Wheeler, architect of Winnipeg.

Hardisty, who was killed, is a pative of
Manitobs, and is a son of one of the old Sel-
kirk settlers, and had junst returned from

Egypt.

NITRO-GLYCERINE
PLOSION,

Somerser, Pa,, May 15.—A frightful ex-
plogion of mitro-glycerine and dynamite oc-
curred at the Somerset Chemical \Works, a
mile esst of here, this evening. The explo-
sion occurred in the nitro-glycerine agitation
house, where one of the proprictors, \V, T.
Beach, of New York, was at work, He was
blown into atoms ; the largest piece of bones,
flesh or clothes that could be found was not
larger than a silver dollar, The nitro-
glycerine building, with eight others, were
atrewn fo the winds, portions of thom being
found miles away. The works were situated
in an opening in a dense wood, large treer in
which were uprooted and blown down for
rods. None of the employés were in the
building. Where the building in which the
cxplosion accurred stood, there is o hole large
enough to bury the building in. There wero
800 pounds of nitro-glycerine and 3,000
pounds of dynamite in the different buildings,
The loss is very heavy.

THE REMNANTS OF COERCION.

THE majority of Mr. Gladstone’s Cabinet
are strongly opposed to any renewal of the
Coercion Act in Ireland, but o few evil spirits
such as Earl Spencer and Sir Vernon Har-
court, would, out of pure malice and hatred
of the people, continue to deprive the nation
of its rights and liberties, Their advocacy of
coercivn is a8 bitter as it is unrcasonable, and
to prevent Mr. Gladstone from entering upon
a course of justice they threaten to resign
and disrupt the Cubinet. As in all such cases,
the only thing left was to effect a compromise,
This, it appears, has been done, the non-
coorcionists of the Cabinet getting the best of
the bad bargain. The clouses of the Act
which empowered Earl Spencer and his
Custle minions to arbitrarily auppress public
meetings, to interfere with the liberties of the
Press, to institute searches of domicile at any
hour and withont warrant and to bring per-
sops for trial before judges without a jury,
have all been abandoned. Enough, however,
is left of this tyrannical abuse of legislstion
to soothe the red Earl and keep him within
the traces. He will still have the power to
change the wvenue of trials, to appoint special
(or pucked) juries in special (or trumped-
up) cuses, snd also the right of imprisoning
and ipstitating criminal investigations againet
persons who are charged with no crime. It
is strange how peeuliar Englishmen become
in their notious of fair play, justice and right
when they undertake to legislate for other
people besides themselves. The Nutiona)
party will have something to say before Mr.
Gladstone can carry his criminal inguisitions
snd his packed jurizs throngh the House.

THE THREE CLAUSES.
When the Franchiso Bill was first brought
down by the Government the finger of popu-
lar disappreval was spontaneously and almost
unanimously poiated at three clauses, to wit,
the woman suffrage, the Indian and the revis-
ng barrister. It bocamz evideat that if these
clauses were too strictly insisted upon, the
whole bill ran a good chance of being totally
wrecke3. The Government ran the danger

and admitted it without much ado,
as far as female suffrage was con-
cerned. That clause was accordingly

thrown overhoard without any ceremony.
The Indian clanse has given much more
trouble, and Sir John, who let go the ladies,
held on to the redskins with remarkable ten-
acity. He at first proposed to give the
franchise to Indians indiscriminately. After
much obstruction and discussion the right te
vote among the Indians has beern narrowed
somewhat. It ought to bc restricted to
Indiuns who are parfectly Iree and
independent of Government support. But
the groatest objection to the bill was the re-
vising barrister clause, which was to make
that individual supreme arbiterin all ques-
tions of the franchise. ‘Fhis innovalioncalled
forth widespread and most reasonable indigna-
tion. Tho resutt is satifactory,for we find that
the Government is anxious to heed the public
voice, which was by no moans faltering or un-
certain in the muatter, Tho oflicial organs
have made anwouncements which show that
the revising barrister will be considerably re-
vised before he becomea the maker of the
electoral lists.

If the govern-
ment had announced these iotentions four
weeks ngo the Franchise Bill would in all
probability Lo law to-day, for there would
not have been the same strong excuse for
obstruction or useless discussion.

dently he is not & military correspondent or
else he would read the American Army and
Navy Guazetle and other military papers
in the States, and |Ybefore writing in
our press would study what com-
petent American officers have to say
ahout our *¢ little war in the North-West,”
All English officers of experience allow that
the United States army bave brought down
Indian fighting to & fine point, and Canada
cannot do better than take & lesson from
their mode of working, There is no other
press in the world which is able to discuss
our North-Western insurrection a0 intelli-
gently as that of the United Statea, '‘Fellow
foeling makes us wondrous kind,” so the
Amorican Press in general, berring in mind
the experiencas of their own troops in their
Indian wars, is making every allewance for
the difficultica our troops have had to en-
counter, and is inclined to give them every
credit for the sbteudiness they have
shown. In onr contemporary’s paragraph
he says. “ We all remerabar Sitting,Ball
wnd poor Custer.

& matter necessarily involving the loss of
many valuable lives.

A PEACE POLICY THE BEST.

The insurrection in the Noxth-1Vestthreat
ens to assume all the proportions and aspects
of a genuine civil war. A greater misfortune
could not befall our young and prosperous
Dominion. All lovers of their country cannot
but deplore the bloody events which have
disturbed the peace and good feeling that
hitherto have existed among the Canadian
people. This shedding of blood is all the
more to be deplored that it is brought about
by the refusal of legitimate demands ‘for jus-
tice. The situation has become a serious and
difficult one. Has the Government, under
the circumstances, taken the proper course to
deal with the half-breeda? We say emphati-
cally, no ! If, before the first shot was fired,
an assurance from the authorities had been
given that all official lethargy wounld be
shaken off and that their claims would be at-
tended to, there would be no rebellion to-day.
In not doing so the Government have taken
much of the heinousness out of the rebellion,
and bave left & considerable loophole for
sympatny with the oppressed population of
the North-West. There is no use disguising
the fact that, owing to their exceptional posi.
tion, the half-breeds aie not regarded by all
with equal detestation. The mouths of
all are mnot opemed upon them in
equally lond curses and execrations. We
must say, however, that the sympathy which
goes forth to them does sonot becanss they are
rebels and enemies of the country, but
because they are victims of misgovernment,
and are suffering from the very fact that they
are such victims, At the beginning of the
troubles & portion of the country seemed to
have lost its head, and felt jubilant that the
insurrection was to be put down with fire
and sword. We considered these manifesta-
tions of jingoism ill-advised and uncalled for.
We argued that a pacific solution of the diffi-
culty would be the best thing for the coun-
try and would prevent a development of
painful eventz which are actuslly crowding
upon us. We say to-day it is not too Iate
to bring the population of the North-West to
terms by peaceful means, The country will
rue it, and the execrations of future geners-
tions will be upon the heads of these men
who refuse to save the peopla from the bor-
rors of a savagecivil war. Those loud-mouth-
ed patriots who tulk of smashing and
annibilaling the Indians and half-breeds are
wanting in judgment and foresight, and are
pot relisble or enfe guides in conducting the
destinies of the country, Such persons would
live on plory, but all sensible people fnil to
see what glory there is or can be in amashing
a few savoge tribce, especially at a
lurge expense of valuable life and trea-
sure, The struggle may last for an
indzfinite but when the war
is over what will Dbe the position of
pfairs? Just us at present, The gricvances
of the half-breeds will have remained sud
justice witl stilt huve to be done. Nome say
that when the Jovernment has suthciently
chastised the Indian and half-breed, it should
pursue & more generous policy towards them,
and let then see that it s disposed to
treat them fairly and give them an
adequate roturn for the land of which
it has deprived them. Newspapers which
talk in that fashion seem to forget that all
the “chastisement” is pot one side alone,
but that'it is & game of give and take. It
hoa become painfully clear and plain to all
who have eyes to mee that this chatisement
can only be ivflicted at a tremendous loss to
ourselves, It would be an unprofitable enter-
prise besides being & dangerousove. In view
of all this, we consider that the Government
would be consulting the best interests of the
Dominion if a peace policy was substituted
for the present militury undertakings,

Inspector Murphy; speaking from personal
knowledge and experience, ells the world
that hundreds of men have been deprived of
their liberty in Ireland during the past few
years through the excessive rewards beatowed
by Earl Spencer on members of the force,
whose profit it was made to foment crime.
Ho quotes one incident out of his own ex-
perience and tells how, when serving in
County Limerick, ‘* be was compelled to bear
& message to a certain Bench of Mogistrates
in the County Limerick, enjoining them
to convict certain personr who were ar-
raigned before them for riot and not
to send them for trial to assizes or
quarter sessions, when they would have had
some chance of obtaining justice at the
hands of a jury of their peers. Surely =
Government that is capable of sending an or-
der of this kind to a bench of local magis-
trates, who are snpposed to be independent
of them, and to administer justice uninflu-
enced by any bins between the Crown and
the accused, would ot shrink from telling
a court composed of their own officers, who
are dependent upon them for their daily
bread, to commit, irrespective of the
avidence, a person sgainst whom they enter-
tained a mean and cowardly grudge.” And
this is the sort of officialism and of adminis-
trstion that obtain under the liberal rule of

Mr. Gladstone., Talk sboat Russian or
Turkish barbarity and oppression, they
are not a circumstance to the

English resources of civilization for govern-
ing the Irish people. This is a terribie in-
dictment for any government to have drawn
up against it by one of its own employés,
Inspector Murphy discloses the whole
situation forcibly and truthfully when

he says: “‘Carey removed his vie-
tims by .the Lknife without  the
intervention of any form of trial or

inquiry, but he thought the impartial
historian would be constrained to relate that
Lord Spencer occasionally removed them by
the rope, first having subjected the un-
fortunate creatures to all the tortures inci-
dental to a protracted legal investigation,
but from the judge who wept as he pro-
nonnced the fatal sentence, to the hangman
who with & curse upon his brutal lips kicked
the poor wretch into eternity, the whole pro-
ceeding was, as far as strict justice was con-
cerned, a delusion, a mockery and a snare,”
Such is Dublin Castle justice.

THE IMPERIAL FEDERATION FAD.

The idea of Imperinl Federation is hazy in
the extreme, snd ns far as the Dominion of
Cauada is concerned will never amount to
anything, Canadians have all the federation
toey can carry and that can be of use to them,
Canada has settled down to praclical life,
with national independence as the object of
her ambition and the motive of her labors in
the development of her resources. This
Dominion ia notgoing to sell her national birth-
right for a mess of Iinperial potage. The Secre-
tary of the Montreal Branch of the Federation
Lesgue has written a letter on tiie question
which is singulurly anti.Canadian, as all such
utterances generally are. Canadu’s political
and commercial interests are of no moment
in the eyes of those enthusiasts. If the wel-
fare, the sescurity and the prosperity of the
Empire demand the annibilation of Canadian
rights, privileges and aapirations, these Feder
ationists are ready to sacrifice everything with
all the religious fervor of Adventists. Their
motto is ‘¢ Perish Canada to save tl.e Empire.”
It is noticenble that when these Federutionists
speak in this disloyal fashion, they do 89 in
their capacity as ‘‘Britons.” As such, they
want to make of Canada a mere plaything
and tool in the hands of ignorant statesmen
who have but ths faintest idea of what Cana-
dians and our country are like, )

The sum snd substance of the whole ab-
surdity is that Canada should be made to sup-
port the treasury of Great Britain with its
army and navy, The Herald, in dissecting
the letter of the Secretary of the Imuverial
Federation League, points out how it favors
the abolition of Cunadian legislative inde-
pendence ; the submission of our most
precious interests to a legislative body in
which our political influnence would amount
to nothing ; theabandonment of all control of
our tariff ; the surrender of the control of our
army ; the imposition on Canads, as & matter
of right, of fourteen millions & year of war
taxes, besides taxes for the support of an Im-
perial navy ; and, in fine, the prostration of
this country, now practically independent, at
the feet of those who will, as a matter of right
and couscience, first look to the promotion of
their own interests.

population? Will it heed the cry of ven-
geance and hang him to the next sour apple
tree, or will it manifest clemency end mercy
towards its prisoner?

The authorities in dealing with Riel must
remember that it is not the acts of the indi-
vidual which are to be judged, Lut the acts
of a chosen leader of an cutraged people. It
iz admittad on all sides that there were
serious grievances suffered by the half-breeds
in the North-West for years past. No
redruss conld be obtained, and none
was forthcoming. It wus the mul-
administration of their affaire which
cawsed the rcbellion and not the man
who bappens to have the name of Ricl
Riel had never lived that rebellion would
have developed and broken out, The ser-
vices of Riel, who is an American citizen,
were enlisted for the purpose of leading and
directing the efforts of the half-brecds, He
wag specially waited upon by & regularly ap-
pointed delegation to cross the frontier and
advocate the claims of the North-West, We
recall these facts to prove to thess unreason-
ing and unreasopable newspaper writers that
the credit, or, rather, the responsibility of
the rebellion can by no means be attached to
Louis Riel, We must give the devil his due,
We have said that there would have been a
revolt if there had been no Riel, and add
that there would bave been no trouble at al}
if there had been fair play and justice in the
government of the North-West, If Riel
is to forfeit his life, then muat also the men
that chose him a8 their leader, as well s
his council. The Montreal Herald says it
draws a wide distinction between Riel
and Gabriel Dumont and other half-breed
gettlers on the Saskatchewan, but gives no
reason for the alleged distinction. As a mat.
ter of fact there is no distinction to be made,
except that Riel was the trumpet through
which the voice of the half-breede was made
to ring in warlike tones on the startled ears
of the outside world. Tho Herald says:

“ We draw a wide distinetion hetween Riel
and Gabriel Dumont, aud other half-breed

settlers on the Saekatchewan. These men be-
lieved that injustice had been done them, that
they had causes of complaint ageinst the
Government, and although their grievances
were not such as to justify rebellion, yet in
considering their guilt it is but fair to enquire
into the treatment they had received at the
hands of the Government. We trust thut
when the North-Weat is again quiet a search-
ing and impartinl enquiry will be entered
into a8 to the causes of the rebellion.”

We would ask our contemporary what
would be the need of a searching enquiry as
to the causes of the rebellion, since it empha.
tically asserts that Riel was the cause, the
head and front of the rebellion? Evidently
our coufrere has not logically reasoned the
situntion out. It draws distinctions, nut not
on the merits or logical aspects of the ques
tion, If we were satisfied thut Riel was the
causge of the rebellion, we would 1ot be so
stupid or perverse as to ngk for an enquiry as
to the cuuse.

Middleton’s offizial despatch read by Hon,
Caron in the House of Commons this after-
on I—
mJSince my last evening’s despatch to youI
pave ascertained some further particulars of
our victory, which was most complete. I
tave myself counted twelve dead half breeds
on the field, and we have four wounded half-
breeds and twa Sioux in the hospital. Among
the wounded half-breeds are Ambrose Joubin,
 councillor, and Joseph Delorme. As far
o5 ] can ascertain, Riel and Dumont left as
soon us they saw us getting well in; but I
cannot ascertainon which side of the river he
is, but think it must be thisside. The extra-
ordinary skill displayed in making the rifle
pits at the exact proper points and the
pumber of them is very remarkable. Had
wo advanced rashly or heedlessly, I fear we
might have been destroyed. I reconnoitered
to my right front with all my mounted men,
with a view to withdraw as many of them
as possible from my left attack. On my
return to camp I forced on my left and
then advanced with a cheer and dash worthy
the soldiers of any army. The effect was
remarkable, The enemy in front of our left
was forced back from pit to pit, and those in
the strongest pit facing ue found themseives
turned and our men behind them. They
next saure qui peut and fled, leaving blankets,
coats, hats, boots and trousers, and even guns,
in their pits, The conduct of the troops was
beyond praise, the Midland Battalion and 10th
Royals vieing with each other, well supported
by the 90th and flanked by the mounted
portion of the troops. The artillery and Gat-
ling nleo assisted in the attack with great
effcct. When al] behaved ro well it might
appear invidious to mention a number of
numes ; while there are always some
who, by good luck, are brought prominently
before the eyes of the commanding officer,
those I shull submit to you later on. My
staff guve e every aesistunce and are maoss
cuergelic and zealous, The medizal arrange-
ment under Brigade-Surgeon Ovton wus, as
usunl, mest excellent and elliciently carvied

out, I heve to record the death of
three officers and five men, but they
died nobly and well, I found no

want of ummunitisn by the enemy, or food.
Inspite of what has been szid to the com-
trary, we found large quantities of powder
and shet.  Nearly the whole of the rebels’
fumilies were left, and are encamped close to
the river hank. They were terribly fright-
ened, but I have reassured them and protected
thems, There is & report that Gabriel Dumont
is killed, lut I do pot believe it, though I
think it likely he is wounded, One of the
wounded is recognized as Donald Ross, one
of their councii. Yesterday evening, just
a3 the aclion was finished, the Northcote and
Maiquis steamers arrived up, the latter
having twenty-five policemen on board. It
appears the Northeote had a hot time of it,
os the rebels fired on her very heavily, and
though the was well fortified, the rebals mun-
;\qged to wound two men' slightly. The

orthcote got on a shosl for & ghort time, but
mansged to keep off the enemy und to get off
heigelf. Finding that, owing to the barges
alougside, they could not go up the stream
agaip, they decided to run down to the Hud-
son's Bay crossing, where they got rid of
them and returned, At the Crossing they
found the other steamer and came back to-
gether. This morning I sent a letter ad-
dressed to Riel aa follows:

I cannot, of course, be certain, but I am in-
clived to think the complete smash of the
Tebelg. will have the effect of breaking the
back of the rebellion, and will, I trust, at
any rate, dispel the idea that the half-breeds
sodl Indians can withstand the attack of
resolute men properly led, and will tend to
Temove the unaccountable scare that seems to
bave entered into the minds of so many in the
North-West as regards the prowess and

MORE REBEL PRISONERS.

Half-hreeds keep coming into the camp,
and the objects of the expedition are evident-
ly accomplished o far as the half-breeds are
concerned. The general has given orders
that all shall be courteously treated, and his
instructions are carried out. Monkman is in
irons. He is accuzed of inciting the Indians
torise. Quite a number of women and chil-
dren are camped in proximity to the village,
Manuel Champagne, Pierre Parantieran, Pierre
Henrie and Pierre Barbe, four of Riel’s coun-
cil,surrendered themselves and were taken on
board the steamer Marquis. The where-
abouts of Dumont iz as yet unknown, He
left the village on Monday, in company with
Riel and some members of bis family, going
down the river, They took nothing with
them but the clothes they wore, and,
unless aided by friends, will have to
come in. He was undoubtedly the soul of
the rebellion so far as the fighting went., It
wasg hin ides to get Big Bear to attack the
troops in the rear, ‘b))t his scheme miscarried.
He is said to be’*wounded in two places.
Nolin, now in prison at Prince Albert, is said
to be one of the chief instigatorsof the
trouble. Alex. Fisher, the so-called lien-
tenant-governor, is a prisoner. Other prison-
ers are: Kneas Poitras, William Tiddler.
Alexis Gervais, Francis Tourand, Puatrick
Tourand and Maxime Becbois.

OUIMET WITH TIE 651,
Wissiree, May 18.—Among the rebel
papers cuptured at Buloche are the minutes
of counci), in which Albert Monkman, now
held a prisoner, iz heavily implicuted in the
rebellion. He is shown to huve taken a pro-
minent part in the meetings, aml hud com-
mand ot a number of men at Duck Luke. He
has been put in irops. Among others held
are lisher, the rebel governor, two Tourcns
from Fish Creek, Lamontsgne, the rebel
musketry instructor, Juckson, Riel’s seere-
tary, Dumont’s lientenans.,  Father Four-
mand  estimates the rebels’ loss in
killed at sixty. The wounded rebels
have been sent back to Saskatoon with our
own on the steamer Northcote, Riel charges
Lawrence Clarke, of the Hudson’s Bay Com
pany, with having precipitated the revolt.
Riel denied that be was the leader of the re-
bellion and ssserts hisinnocence, Hesnys he
can prove that he wanted to go back to the
United States, but would not be allowed to
do so. He expresses himself pleased that the
books nnd papers of the rebela hare fallen
into the hands of General Middleton, as from
them he claims to be able to prove his inno-
cence. He expects to be hanged and spends
most of his time fasting and praying.

THE ARCH TO PRINCE ALBERT,

The troops reached a point eighteen ._milc;a
north of Batoche at & place called Gariepy’s
Croesing, on Thursday night, and crossed to
the west side on Friday morning, when the
march to Prince Albert by the old trail was
resumed. Father Fourmand, repor!:ed shot
some weeks ago by the rebels, is st_lll alive,
having overtaﬁcen the column on Friday with
another man., They passed Gabriel Dumont
on the way to Batooche from a hiding
place in the. prairie, George MeLeod,
a Prince Albert courier, reported to Gen-
eral Middleton that while on his way
from Batoche to Prince Albert on Wednesday
afterncon, he met three Indians about twelve
miles behind Lepine’s Crossing. He was
talking to the Indiane when Dumout ap-
peared on the edge of the bluff and asked
McLeod what he wanted. McLeod asked
him to give himself up, saying the Gene_ral
promised him & fair trial. Lumont replied
that he had taken up arme and intended to
tight, and would not be taken alive, Dumont
only had s few Indians with him. A large
number of Indisns and - half-breeds accom
panied MoLecd to General Middleton, The
latter sent them back with an eacort to obtaia
their arma, whioch had been cached in the
bush. The prisoners were then discharged
and told to go home. , ) ‘

THE GARRISON ARTILLERY.

Mackay's Haknor, May 1S.—The train
with the Montreal Garrison Artillery crossed
‘'the gap” at 8 a.m. to-day, heing the first to
malke the through journey from Ottawa to
this point, which was reached at 11 o’clock.
Lt.-Col. Oswald had the honor of driving the
last spike fastening the rail that connects our
North-West with our seaboard provinces,
The ceremony was concluded amid the hearty
cheers of the men, both of the battalion and
the railway workmen.

Ouimet has rejoined his battalion, which ia
with Gencral Strange, cost of Edmonton,
marching on Fort Pitt, Col. Quimet having
made a forced journey across the prairio from
Calgary.

These facts
Governor Dewdney immedinteiy laid before
the Duminion government beseeching them to
tuke immediate action.

THE CRIMES ACT.

PARNELLITES INDIGNANT AT AN ATTEMPT
TO RENEW THE ACT.

- .New Yorx, May 16.—A Lendon cahle Jet-
ter says ;—Tho cabinet quarrel over the ad-
visability of renewing the Irish Crimes act
culminated this evening. A minority, head-
ed by Mr, Chamberlain, ndvocated the aban-
donment of the act, but the government de-
cided to propose a renewal, in a modified
fqrm. for two years. The Parncllites are in-
dirnant; They have warned the ministers
that any attempt to renew the act, even ina
greatly mitigated form, will throw the influ-
ence of the home rule vote in the English con-
stituencies with the opposition.

Another cause of estrangement between
the Parneilites and the Ministry is the inter-
ference of the Government through Ering-
ton’s agency ot the Vatican in the appoint-
ment of w Catbolic Archbishop for the
Diocese of Dublin, to succeed the late
Cardinal McCabe, United Ireland laments
the success Errington has achieved with the
Holy Father, and says the rejection by the
Vatican, through HNrrington's influence, of
Dr. Walsh's name, and the substitution of
Dr. Moran’s, is a blow at the independence of
the Irish episcopacy and Irish clerical rights.
The prayers and longings of the Irish
prelates, priests and people seem, says
United Ireland, unavailing at Rome ugainat
the secret machinery of the English Govern-
ment.

IVY AND WOODBINE.

Many ignorant people refuse to permit the
ivy und woodbine to clamber over brick
buildings, in the belief that its presence ren-
ders the wulls damp and creates unhealthi-
nees, Tne opposite is true. These vines
abaorb all moisture there is in the bricks and
mortar, aund the pressure of the folinge acts
as a shield, turning severe driving rains away
from the walls. The vines derive must of
their sustenance from the ground and do not
give-ott moistore from the rootlets that cling
to the walls.

RATHER EXPENSIVE.

The cost of the last Lord Maynr'a pageant
was $10,200; $8,570 on dinners, $5,125 on
the procession, $2,180 on decorations. $300 on
musio, $1,325 on yrinting, and $1,675 un gen-
eral expenmes. Of this sum the new Lord
Muyor contributed $10,000 and each of the
Sheriffs $5,000.

MILLIONS AT STAKE.

HOW ALEXANﬁER FRASER MARRIED AN
INDIAN GIRL.

QuEBsC, May 16.—In 175S a wealthy mem
ber of the Hudson Bay Company, named
Alexander Fraser, then living in the Canadian
North-West, married a darkeyed Indian
girl, Angelique Mendows. Notwithstanding
the fact that this union was never sanctioned
by any legal or religicus ceremony, it
constituted in the territory in which
it occurred a legitimate marrisge. At his
death Alexander Fraser left behind him an
enormoous sum of money, together with the
vuluable seigniorics of Temisconata, Mada-
wasks, River du Loup, and the séz milles
acres, yielding thousanda of dollars annually
in rents. After bis death, in 1843, Mr.
J. B. Bouliol, of River du Loup, was
appointed curater to his estate. Being called
to account for bhis administration of the
estate and sued by Mr. William Fraser, of
Biver du Loup, whoclaimed ta be a legal heir
of the deceased, Mr. Pouliot replied that he
was ready to render an account, but he did
not know to whom he had to pay. Mr.
Thomas Jones intervened in the case by an
opposition, which denied that William Fraser
had any right to any part of the successinn,
and clatming to be entitled to *ne same him-
self, on the ground that his mother,
Marguerito Fraser, was daughter of Alexun-
der Fraser, and issue of his so-called mar-
riage with Angelique Meadows. The validity
of the union wus attacked by William Fraser,
and Judge Caren, presiding in the Superior
Court, having given judgment in favor of the
pretensions of Jones and declaring the Indinn
marriage valid, the case was taken to the
Court of Appeals, which reversed the decision
of the Court below, Jones has instructed his
attorneys to appeal from this last judgment
to the English Privy Council, which he ex-
pzcts will decide that the marringe of his
grendmother, Angelique Meadows, was valid
and legitimate. The amount at stauke is be-
lieved to be $2,000,000.

PENAL SERVITUDE FOR LIFE.

THE PUNISHMENT INFLICTED ON BURTON
AND CUNNINGHAM,

Loxpon, May 18.—The trinl of Cunaing-
ham and Burton was concluded to-day. The
court was crowded, the Lord Mayor und
Minister Phelps being among those present,
also muny ladies. The prisoners wore an
anxious-look and followed Judge Haw-
king’ chargo with intense interest. The
charge wos clearly against the prisoners,
The judge explained (he nature of the charge
and expounded the law on the subject. He
then analyzed the evidence, calling the jury’a
attention to the fact that Burton’s statemont
was not made under onth, and therefore en-
titled to very little credence, if there was any
trath in thestatement, it was astounding that
no witness wus called to support it. The
judge drew attention likewise to tho fact that
Cunnioghsm and Burton had frequently
been seen together, and dwelt upon
their connection with the trunk, what
they had told their landladies concern-
ing it, and the unsatisfuctory explanation
Cunningham had since given of his relations
therotoe. The jury then retired and remained
out fifteen minutes, and returned a verdict of
guilty agninst both prisoners. Tho court at
once sentenced both men to penul servitude
for life, The announcement was received by
the spectators with applause, which the court

suppraaed.

To the Editor of Lur Post and T'wur \WieNess

Dran Sin,—Is it not a most remarkable
thing that no proclumation by any recog-
nized authority of the Dominion has as yet
appearcd adidressed to the Indinng or half-
breeds in tha North-West? I supposed
hoatilities  should  be  preceded by
declarstion of war, ss ngaijost forcigners,
oc  proclamution  against  our  fellow-
citizens in revolt, and which proclama-
tion should recite tho causes forcing the Gov-
ermnent to such incasures, and culling back
those who are in revolt to their duty ; then
every possible means should be adopted to
bring such proclamation to the knowledge
of those implicated. They should ai-
g0 be wotiicd what action will draw
upon  them  the  punishment accord-
el to public enemies, and to what
extent acts already done will be condoned.
Hitherto our action sppears unfortunately in
such & way us to jacito to continuance in
rebellion.  Men who have no terms offered to
them may well presume it s not
intended to show them any mercy if defeated,
and will, as the best alternative, continue
to fight.  And then aguin, there is no official
uccount an yet before the public of the Duck
Lake fight ; the merits of the whole case are
very much involved in that affair. A few
monthe ago thoe American Government had a
ditficulty on hand very analogous to ours, in
the Oklahoma  Boomers, and  how
did they proceed? They aent one
of their generals and a fores of cavalry to the
neighborhood of the Indian reserve illegally
occupied by the Boomers, and there issued a
proclamation clearly stating the case on the

part of the public and what they
expected the Boomers to do. If
not, the whole force of the VUnited

States would be broughtto bear and forcibly dis-
possesses them. Such acouree looks like com-
mon sense, and a8 a consequence the Boomera
have either vacated or are about to vacate the
land in diepute, and not a shot fired.

plan of operations in Central Asia has beon
drawn up bv General Gourko and will bo put
into execation in the event of war :—¥irst, the
principles of the campnign would be those
of the Moscow campaign of 1812 agninet
Napoleon. Second, the Russian commander
would strictly avoid any general engagement
until the Anglo-Indinn army was drawn into
the interior at least GO0 miles bayond Candnliar.
Third, three Russian corps d'armee, ocuch of
30,00 strong, would await an Anglo-Indian
ndvance in strongly defensive position, echelon-
ed along the Kushk aond Murghab rivers.
Fourth, 23,000 Coseacks at the first signol a
British advance would swarm through Afghan-
istan, arouse the whola country, proclaim
Ayoub Khan Ameer, and larass Brit-
ish communications, burning supplios, raiding
round the British army, stanpeding camp fol-
luowers, &c., but avoiding o serious engngement,
IPifth, o corps of sbaervation of 23,000 men and
15,000 Cossacks to Le stat oned at Chikish Lar
on the Caspiun, ready to march to Thernn the
instant the Shab of Persis should show the
alightest sign of aiding the English. Sixth,
whon tho Auglo-Indian army has been drawn
far into the interior, worn out by the difficult
country and worried night and day by Cossacks
it would be attacked siinultancously by 90,000
men, ' foriuing thres LRussian corps d’armee.

TIHE DROWNED MOTIER AND
LABES.
WHAT MIGHT HAVE BEEN A MORE TERRI-
DLE TRAGEDY—4A BOY'S TEROISM,

Liritz, Da., May 15.—The full details of
the suicide of Mrs. Hiram Pfautz and her
determined effort to drown her five children,
show one of the most heroic efforts
to save life on the part of her ten-year-old
son Harry on record in this section
of the State. The mother, who was the wile
of a rich farmer and an educated woman, had
become melancholy and demented through
religious matters, Yesterday she wanted her
seven children tc go with her to a mill dam a
mile and a half away to gather flowera. The
oldest did not go, their father being away
from home. Mre. Pfautz and her two sons,
two daughters and a babe went to the dam.
The boy Harry led the way. They sat
a while pear the deep ‘water, when Mrs,
Pfautz asked Harry to pick up o stick near
the dam. He stooped to do so, when the
mother swiftly and noiselessly rushed up be-
hind him and pushed him in, She then
rapidly seized the other three children aund
tossed them in one by one, and then jumped in
herself, babe in arms. Harry, an expert awim-
mer, quickly got out and hauled his brother,
aged seven, who had clung to a board,
ashore. Harry then jumped in and safely
brought his sister, aged nine, ashore. Nothing
daunted, he once more plunged in, grasped
his moether, who stitl held the babe, The
mother exclaimed she wanted to die, but the
boy bravely held on and begged her not to
resist, By almost superhuman effort he suc-
ceeded in getting the mother and bube safely
out of eight feet of water to the shore,

Meanwhile the other children stood speech-
less on the bank. The next moment Harry
dove in for his three-year-old sister, who had
sunk the third time. Harry found the body
at the first dive, and brought it up and out
to the bank, closely pressing the little one to
his breast. He at once commenced rolling
the body of the girl, but finally burst into
tears when he realized that his little sister
was dead, His mother, who stood shivering
on the bank with the wet children, im-
plored Harry to run back to the farm togeta
waggon to bring them home. Suspecting his
mother he implored her not to do anything
rash, She promised not to, but the boy con-
cluded to take the three children back with
him, leaving the mother and babe alive with
the dead child. The three children went
home in their wet clothes, and there told the
horrified father what occurred. He quickly
drove to the scene, but there found no one,
The moment that Harry and thechildren had
gone the mother seized the dead child and ber
babe and again leaped into the water and
sank to rise no more,

The water was drawn from the dam and
the bodies recovered. Coroner Hone, of Lan-
caster, held an inguest this aftexnoon and re-
turned a verdict in accordance with the above
facts, The three children, who 8o narrowly
escaped death, nre confined to their beds.
They were coneiderably bruised by striking
rocks on the bottom of the dam. The wife
was formerly a school teacher, but during the
past few years became melancholy and finally
deranged.

% DUBLIN-CASTLE JUSTICE
Lecture. -by Ex-Distriot - Tnspector
Murphy.

A SCATHING INDICTMENT.

A leature on ** Dublin Castle Justice” was

delivered in the Round Room Rotunda, Dub.
lin, by Mr. Thomas Murphy, ex District In-
spector of the Royal Irish Constabulary.
’J?;ere was & large attendance and the audi-
ence wan extremely enthusiastic. On the
platform were several members of Parliament
and other representative citizens, Mr. Wm.
(’Brien, M., P., presided,
The Chairman, in introducing the lectnrer,
said : I do mot think it necessary in any
audience of Irishmen to tell them who Mr.
Murphy is, or to bespeak for him & hearty
and generous Irish welcome (hear, hear). Not
merely Ireland, but humanity, is indebted to
him for the courage he displayed in face of
all the dark powers of evil in exposing the
heinous sink of Dublin Castle. Mr. Murphy,
for doing this, had borne his sentence and his
degradation, but when all is over I venture
to think it will not be a sentence or a degra-
dation to Mr. Murphy.

TRE VINDICTIVE POLICY,

Ex-District Inspector Murphy then came
forward and received a most enthumastic
reception, He said: Lord Spencer (great
groaning), true to that policy which had,
consigned innocent men to the scaffeld,
true to that policy that bad consigned men
to long terms of imprisonment and jail dis-
cipline, to find out after the lapse of weary
months, or perhaps years, thet they were
innocent of every offense ; true to this vin-
dictive policy of repression and persecution,
hed thought proper to deprive him of the very
small appointment which he had held. Not
only that, but Lord Spencer had assailed his
character in every conceivable way, end from
almost every posible direction, in the House
of Commone, in the public press, in official
documents and in private ones as well, A
charge was preferred against him (Mr.
Murphy) in a manner wholly unprece-
dented and contrary to the rules of
the constabulary force. The regulations
required that when any member of the
force had been guilty of an offense
against discipline, a day should not neces-
sarily be permitted to lapse until two courses
were adopted. Ip the first place, the offend-
ing member was verbally informed that he
was to be reported. In the second place, a
charge in writing was framed against bim,
which he was calied npon to admit or deny.

All that was done officially and
above board ; but in his (Mr. Murphy's)
case not lees than seven days were

allowed to lapse, and during all that
period he had been attending to his duties,
thoroughly unconscious that it was the in.
tention to accuse him of any breach of dis-
cipline, 1t was only on the 16th of Septem-
ber, three weeks after the alleged occur-
rence, that he for the first time learned the
mean, underhand and disreputable live of
action adopted in his case. County laspec-
tor Sheehan {groans) had then admitted that
on the 31st of August, 1854, he entered into
a private, secret and confidential corre-
spondence with Col. Bruce (groans) in
refevence to him (Mr, Murphy). He admit-
ted that he had received a private letter frem
Col. Bruce in reply, and that in consequence
of that letter he wrote a long and meander-
ing sort of report—that he had watched him
{Mr. Murphy) until his appearance was no
longer clear in the darkening evening, and
that during this interesting vigil he saw him
staggering three times, and therefore
concluded that he was intoxicated (langh-
ter,) In the case of a man whoso
ruin  had been determined wupon, it
would be, of course, absolutely impossible
for him to stagger through any accidental
physical cause whatsoever, and assuming
that he had slipped upon an orange peel and
come down suddenly all in a heap—a cou-
tingency to which the most rigid abstainer
was liable (laughter)—this would be, nceord-
ing to the views and liberal theories of Col.
Bruce and County lnspector Sheehan, con-
clusive proof of the hopeless and deplor-
able state of intoxication to which he (Mr.
Murphy) had reduced himself

JUDUWE AND ACCUSER.

TWhen Colonel Bruce received this commu-
nication on the 4th of September, he wrote
and despatched to the County Inspector the
identical charge which he was to bring
against him (Mr. Murphy), and which the
County Inspector reproduced in his own
handwriting, and called upon him (Mr.
Murphy) to admit or deny (groans). Now,
the conduect of Colonel Bruce in this respect
wag simply scandalous (hear, hear). Bruce
was to be the principal and final judge of
the proceedings, and notwithstanding that,
he constituted himself accuser as well. But
this model colonel did not stop there. He
E&tted County Inspector Sheehan on the
ack, and told him the eviderce was
clear and presumably sufficient, but still he
should look out for corroboration—ndvice
which he (Mr. Murphy) would show was not
lost on the mind of the County Inspector.
An investigation was held in the Constabu.
lary barracks, Nenagh, on 16th September,
1874, and when the County Inspector dis-
covered that all the witnesses who were
produced for the prosecution were, one after
the other, swearing that he was perfectly in-
nocent of the charge imputed, he applied for
& summons to obtain the evidence of a man
named Simon Pyne (langhter), a decayed,
old policeman who spent his evenings
in the Connty Inspector’s kitchen, and when
he was not in that odorous locality he was
to be found with his back against the
gable-end of a public house (laughter), It
was only when he wanted corroboration,
which in this unfortunate country is often a
synonym for perjury of the foulest and
blackest dye, that he applied for a summons
to procure the attendance of the man Pyne,

AN ORDER TO CONVICT.

On the second day of the inquiry he ob-
served that the president received o letter
with the usual Castle marks on the envelope,
He read it, hand handed it to the other mem-
ber of the court, who read it and returned
it to the president with a brood grin, saying
in an undertone, *‘It is satisfactory to know
what we have to do.” Laughter and ap-
plause.) It at once occurred to him that
they had been directed to cenvict him, and
having regard to their subsequent demesnor
be was satisfied that such was the case, [A
Voice—So is everyone (applause).] Thay
might think such action as this on the part
of o government improbable; but he him-
self, when serving in County Limerick, was
compelled to bear a message to a certain
bench of magistrates in the County Limer-
iok telling them %o convict certain persons
who were arraigned before them for riot.
and not to send them for trial to assizes or
quarter sessions, when they would have had
some chance of obtaining justice at the
hands of a jury of their peers. Surely a
Government that i capable of sending an
order of this kind to a bench of local magis-
trates, who are angposed to be independent
of them, and to administer justice uninfin-
enced by any bias between the Crown and

are dependent upon,them for. their daily
bread, to ‘corimit, ' irrespective’ of the evi-
dence, an official .against, whom they enter-
tained a mean and cowardly grudge (hear,
hear.) On’ the one side there were several
witnesses to prove'that he was perfectly inno-
cent, and on the other gide there wea one
witness, Notwithstanding this vast prepon-
derance of evidence in his favor, the court,
in the exercise of their discretion—he did not
think it was a wise one (loud laughter)—
fonnd a verdict against him, and on  the re-
ceipt of their finding, Colonel Bruce wrote a
minute teeming with misrepresentations.

CAREY AND SPENCER,

The result of all this was that he was re-
moved, as it was emphatically termed, from
the force. [A Voice—And bad company
(loud laughter).] Itis not a little remark-
able that Lord Spencer had used in
his case the very word which the in-
famous Carey rendered 8o notorious
(groans). Carey removed his victima by the
knife without the intervention of any form
of trial ar inquiry, but he thought the im-
partial historian would be constrained to
relate that Lord Spencér occasionally re-
moved them by the rope (loud and continuous
applause) first having subjected the uob-
fortunate creatures fo all the tortures inci-
dental to a protracted legal investigation,
but from the judge who wept as he pro-
pounced the fatal sentence to the hangman
who, with a curse upon his brutal lips, kicked
the poor wretch into eternity, the whole pro-
ceeding was, as far ag strict justice was con-
cerned, a delusion, a mockery and a snare
(loud applause).

SPENCER’S WELL BELOVED,

The renl cause of hig (Mr, Murphy’s) re-
moval, and he gloried in it, was that from
him emanated the information which re-
sulted in ‘the exposure of James Ellis
French (louci cheers) ; that obscene bird who
revelled in filth in Dublin Castle ; that fetid
scoundrel on whom Castle honors were liber-
ally showered ; that confidant of success-
ive Viceroys, Lord Spencer was plunged in
desolation at being deprived of the services
of his trusty and well-beloved James Ellis
French (loud laughter), accordingly he had
wreaked his vengeance upon him (the speak-
er), who in some way or other he suspected
of being the cause of bringing about results so
very intolerable. Communications had been
made to him which left no doubt upon his
mind but that French was the monster that a
judge and jury had recently pronounced him.
FRENCH IROMOTED,

He was reluctantly forced to the conclu-
pion that French's habits were equally well
known at the depot and in the Inspector-
General’s office, Dublin Castle. He sent
two communications in the nature of round
robins, one to Lord Spencer and the other to
Calonel Brackenbury, the Under-Secretary
for Crime, and he posted them at Clones.
He waited patiently, but the only result that
he could see from these documents was guite
the opposite to what lie expected, for James
Ellis French was suddenly appointed o
county inspector over the heads of men long
genior to hir in rank and service (loud ap-
plause).

THE JUNT MAN,

In August, 1553, he addressed a gentleman
of whom the Irish race had good reason to be
proud, he referred to Mr. Healy (loud cheerel.
This was followed by the appearance of an
article in [nited Ireland (cheers), the editor
of which, Mr. O'Brien, had a lasting claim
to the gratitude of every Christian
(anquse), and James Ellis French, the
darling of Dublin Castle, who went
up like a rocket, came down like a
stick (laughter). They were forced to pro-
secute French, but from the judicial bench
he was deseribed as a just man thst had
fallen (loud laughter). He (Mr. Murphy)
would like to ask when was James Ellis
French & just man? He clung to the idea
that French wes a born ruffian, that he pro-
gressed in wickedness as he advanced in age
and maturity, and every day became more
and more accceptable to the gang who ex-
erimented in the science of government in
Dublin Castle (applause). Lord Spencer
screcned, sheltered, and protected the vile
officinl performers in every way he could,
All the vengeance of the law, all the Vice-
regal wrath were poured forth on what he
might term the mere stage supernumeries,
wretches like Pillar and the blind basket-
maker ; but the principal villians—the stars
of infamy—were allowed to escape scot free
{hear, hear),
FRENCH SCREENED BY GOVERNMENT,

On the day after the article appeared in
United Ircdand every officer named in the
round-robin was telegraphed tor. Mr. Ma-
guire and Mr. Bell gave conclusive evidence
against French at this private inquiry ; but,
inatead of honding French over to the Crimi-
nal law, the Government screened him and
used him as a species of battering ram against
United Ireland (cheers).

On the day of French's arrest he addressed
a communication to the Inspector-General,
and received a telegram summoning him to
Dublin. He was there received in a surly
manner by Colonel Bruce, and then sent to
Mr. Harrel, who said *‘there was no know-
ing wheore these inquiries might end” (hear,
hear). He retired perfectly satisfied that his
disclosures met with the disapprobativn of
Colonel Bruce and Mr., Harrel, Colonel
Bruce had full evidence of the crime, but he
made himself an accessory after the fact, and
did not produce a single Copstabulary, wit-
ness againat French—on the contrary, he had
the audacity to go into the witness box him-
gelf and give him a good character (hear).

BLOOD MONEY,

When murders were perpetrated in the
country, when secret societies were alleged
to bein full swing and in active operation,
they remembered the extraordinary snd in
some case highly censurable means that
were adopted to get convictions, Protract
ed inquiries, such as those held in Dublin
Castle, were held throughout the country.
Thieves, perjurers, ard many leading in-
famous lives, even murderera themselves,
were ostentatiously paruded in the witness-
box (hear, hear), and when innccent men
were doomed to death and penal servitude,
what was the action of Earl Spencer ? He
scattered blood-money in every direction.
Every district inspector, every head consta-
blo, every sergeant, and every constable who
assisted in the hanging of his fellow-coun-
tryman, or sending him to penal servitude,
was the recipient of money rewards. Con-
fidential ciroulars were sent broadcast,
and His Excellency was even pleased to send

The national lottery of colonization, nnder
the patronege of Rev. Father Lavelle, hus
another grand drawing of prizes on Wednesday,
July 13th.

The tract of country which this rail-
way proposvs to traverse can be conifidently
stated as equal in fertility to the best parts of
the Province of Queboe. It is covered as a rule
with hardwood, maple, elm, oalk, birch, &ec., a
aure sign of a rich soil.  Already a strong
current of culomization has set in through
this tract of country; over 10,000 souls
have established themselves there since fiva or
gix years, and twenty-five townships and
parishes have been partly settled. DBut this
novement cannot continue without the aid of a
railway, The last settlers are now at eighty
wiles from St. Jerome, the nearest railway
station ; they cannot be sxpected to go any fur-
ther i€ they have not railwnﬂ facilities. Besides,
it is necessary to increase the width of thein-
habited portions of the Province, in order to en-
sure in tﬁe future and maintain for ever the im-
portance of the route of the river St. Lawrence
as the main commercial highway of the Domin.

This bedy, not e]ectedv by
the taxpayers snd irresponsible in its actions,
lovies the county cess for poor rates, road im-
proverpents, ste, It has all the functions of &
county council ; but unlike n county council it
cannot be impeached. From the covstitution of
this body is is not hard to surmise in what direc-
tjon the taxes are spent, The improvements
are nll for the benefit of the landlords’ property,
and while public roads are neglected, semi-
private avenues leading to castles and mansions
are kept in the best condition,

Haxgauay :—Your es-
teemed lcttor of the 4th iust. has reached me,
and I have to thank you, not only for your
promise to forward the League movement in
your State, but also for the manly candor
with which you inform me of the slanders

that are in circulation regarding the
officers of the Loague, The fact that such
o charge as that of having ‘sold

out ” to the Republican party—or any other
party—being made against the reapected
Treasurer of the League, the Reverend Dr.
O’Reilly, of Detroit, againat my predecessor,
Mr. Alexander Sullivan, and, ]P may add,
against myself, is proof of the utter unscru-
pulousness of a certain set of political
bummers, and of the lamentable ignorance
and prejudice of a certain other classof our
countrymen who believe them—if indeed any
there be who do believe them.

The Reverend Dr., O'Reilly and Mr. Alex-
ander Sullivan need no words of mine in
their defence. Their antecedents, their pure
and devoted patriotism, their utter unselfish-
ness of character—so different from that of
the creatnres who attempt to malign them—
are 8o well known throughont the length and
breadth of this land, that no man of ordinary
intelligence, no Irishman worthy of the
name, could be got to give ear to their
slanderers.

For myself, I took no part in the Presi-
dential campaign beyond casting my indi-
vidual vote, I did write a letter, replying to
attacks directed against me by the democratic
organ of this city, attacks too, which were
entirely anwarranted inasmuch as I had up
to the time of their appearance made no pub-
lic pronouncement of my political views what-
soever. This letter I submitted, hefore gend-
ing it to the press, to one of the most promi-
nent Democrats in this State, and he consid-
ered that the cireumstances justified itspubli-
cation.

The fact, however, that I, an Irishman,
dared to have an opinion of my own and that
that opinion was not of the regulation pat-
tern, dictated by certain conventional party
bosses, was sufficient to bring dowa upon me
the venemous malignity of a class of Irish-
Americun politicians and of certain prints
that call themselves Irish-Amecrican, solely
that they may trade in Irish votes, But for
that spirit of resistance to tyranny and dicta-
tion which is ingrained in my very nature I
would not to-dny be an exile from home and
friends, Without egotism, I think I may
say that I have made sacrifices and incurred
risks in my opposition to English tyranny
and dictatien in Ireland that few persons
have faced, sacrifices and risks that the
persons who go around slandering the
workers for Ireland are by nature incapable
of understanding ; and whatever part I may
take in public affairs on this side I shall, I
trust, always be found ap uncompromising
enemy of tyranny and dictation from what-
ever quarter they may be attempted.

For men who honestly differ from me on
questions of politics, whether Irish or Ameri-
can, men like my friends Mr. John Boyle
O’Reilly, Hon. P, A, Collins, Hon. M, A,
Foran, Hon. M, V. Gannon, my townsman,
Mr, John Fitzgerald, your good self and many
others I could name, I trust I shall always
entertain the most profound respect, but for
those who would by their unscrupulous intol-
erance drag the cause of Ireland in the mire

The jurymen do not look like men to be in-
timidated. They seem profoundly interested
in the case, Each has paper and a quill pen
and takes copious notes, one juryman especi-
ally questioning witnesses for himself ufter
the lawyers for the defence. It is believed
that this inquisitiveness promises a disagree-
ment of opinion. The prosecution will prob-
ably finish to-morrow, when the defence will
bepin, and occupy perhaps & day and a half,
It is hoped that the case will go to the jury
on Saturday.

Three good points were made for the de-
fence to-day. Several of the police who were
on duty at the Tower on the day of the explo-
sion were examined. One admitted that be-
tween the time when Cunningham visited the
room where the explosion occuired and when
the gates were closed ten minutes elapsed, and
he could easily have gone out in the meantime.
It had also been sworn before that Cunning-
ham bought an overcoat at Shoreditch large
enough to wear over his other overcoat, the
theory being that he carried the dynamite to
the Tower in that way. A sensation was
caused in court when the prisoner asked to put
on the greatcoat and it was found that jt
would not go over the amaller overcoat. On
the contrary, it fitted him neatly when hehad
not the smaller one on.

Agaip, about the detonator found in the
coat, it was admitted by Ibspector Alber-
vine that he did not find it till two daye after
the effects had been takea to the police sta-
tion. The defence’s genesal theory will be
that anybody might have put the detonator
there and that Cuuningham was not in the
Gower street train, but another man was,
whose photograph was exhibited in court.
The case is one of mistaken identity, they
will say.

The defence will prove an alibi for Burton,
and hope to show that he had no connection
with any of the explosions. The prosecution
tried to show that nobody but one gentleman
and lady with a child got out of the Tower
after the explosion took place and before the
gotes were closed. The defence elicited on
cross-examination that many others got out.
There still remajn points against both pri-
soners, such as their equivocation when ar-
rested, their having identified the bags, their
failure to account for their movements, their
inability to show reason for being in London.
Solicitor Quillian and Mr. Meany are most
industrious workers for the prisoners’ ac-

quittal,
{ Latest)

In the trial of Cunninghom and Burton
this morning Mary O’Brien, a newspaper
vendor, swore Cunningham was in Miss Con-
nor’s lodging house where he hada room ot
the time of the explosion on the Metropolitan
railway between Gower street and King's
Cross, She sold Cunningham a newspaper st
his lodging house on the night the explosion
occurred and saw him there from 7,30 to 10
o'clock, The explosion oceurred at 9 o'clock,
Katherine White, who lives at Miss Connor’s
house, confirmed the testimony of Mary
O’'Brien. The counsel then submitted that
no evidence had been adduced showing the
existence of conspiracy. The judge declarad
the question must be decided by the jury.

THE REGISTRATION ACT.

LoxooN, May 12.—In the House of Com-
mons this afternoon on the motion of Mr.
Lope {liberal-conservative) to insert a claus®
in the Registration act charging the ex-
penses of registry on the genersl treasury
being called up, Mr. Gladatone stropgly
opposed it, The motion was rejected By &
vote of 250 to 258, a loss of ten votes bY
the government from last night's tally,
and of but two for the opposition.
The government’s majority waa obtained, it
is thought, by a threat that they would re-
sign if defeated. A number of liberals, who
desired to abstain from voting, were com-
pelled to voie on the appeal of the liberal
whips, Mr. Gladstone announced his inten-
tion to introduce a bill to authorize a general
election in November, 'The registration bill
wad 1ead a third time.

LONDON GOSSIP.

LABOUCHERE'S PLACE AND INFLUENCE—
THE IRISHE TOUR A FAILURE.

Loxpox, May 12.—One of the most singular
facts in politics and journaliem in the United
Kingdom is Henry Labouchere, editor and
proprietor of 7ruth, Epglishmen have a
koack of abbreviating or altering nnmes of
persons and things much on the public

tongue, Thus they have made the rather

Frenchy name of Labouchere plain ¢*Labby.”
I remember the time (not very long ago)
when no true Briton would think of making
up his mind on any subject without firat con-
sulting the heavy editorial pages of the one
potent ‘* Thunderer.” Bat now it is all
changed. The question one hears now is,
“What does Labby say®’ ¢ What does he
think of the new opera, ar the new play, or
the new style of Iadics’ undergarments
* How does he treat the Prince’s Irish tour 3
or ‘“ What view does he take of Her Majesty's
visit to the Contineunt %"

In plain truth, ‘¢ Labby” has not only
effected a marvellous revolution in journaliam,
but he has gradually changed Englishmen’s
habits of thought.

The
old saying, bene inlellectum bene cxpressum, is
very pluinly veritied by this extraordinary
man, Of highly cultured mind, remarkably
sound judgment, thorough knowledgo of the
history of hia own country and timncs, inti-
mately acquuinted with all the leaders of
thought and action throughout Europe, o
master of the art of what Disrneli zulled

“social diplomacy,” und an unsparing
dissector of the sing and follies of
corrupt or brainless society, le is at

once the terror and the delight of the
Rritish public. A sincere hater of pretentious
sham, humbug and hypocrisy, he has the
pluck to expose them unmercifully wherever
they appear ; snd to do him justice hia pen is
more veady to sttack the great and rich than
the wenk and fortuneless, Hence * Labihy™
has Dhecome a great power here, an *¢insti.
tution ™ in himsclf nbout which there exists o
most singulur curiosity, on the part of strang-
ers as much almost ns of native Britisliers.

When one man commands such extraordi-
nary power und when he spenks to sucha
large audience his words should be well
weighed beforo they are committed to the
public. I am led to these remarks Dy the
evident fast that ¢ Labby” is very much dis.
posed to pooh-pooh the I'rince’s visit to lre-
land and to thraw cold witer on the budding
hopes of those whe preiict grand results,  In
the lnst number of 7'rvth he alludes thus to
what he calls, justly perhaps, the much
uver-written' visit :—

As the general question (apart from the ex-
clamations of beggura) of the success or fail-
ure of the royal expedition, the truth is
the visit has not been o succers, from
a generild point of view, atull.  The “loyal,”
no doult, us was to be expected, have heen
desperately loyal and enthusiastie, and there
has been a great deal of money Hlying wbout,
Rut the people on the whole have been apa-
thetic, with a shight inclination to Le hos-
tile. The hostility woull probably have
been more marked but for the fuct that
in Ireland us elsewhere, all sane people
are of the opinion of Thackceray’s footman,
that a *¢ haltercation with u party in the
street is never mo good,” more especinlly
when there is nothing particular to tight
about and when the * purty” happens to be a
counstable with a fixed Loyonet and w pouch
full of bull eartridges. If the P'rince of Wales
wants to find out whether up to this he has
been enthusinsticaliy received or not let him
tuke an oppertunity before leaving Ireland to
suy that, from what he hus scen while in the
country he has hecome convinced of the ne-
cesgity of home rule.

SCUTTLING OoUT oOF
DAN,
WILL GENERAL WOLSELEY RESIGN '—NO

LONGER ANY HOPES OF FRANK VIZITEL:

LY'S SAFETY,

Loxpox, May 15,—There isan avident. want
of harmony between Gen Wolseley and  tho
Government regarding the Sondan poliey.  As
announced in the two Chanbers this afternoon,
the troops will b withdrown as soon as pos
sioley,  Khartoum  abandoned, and  Wady
Halfa retained as the British advanee post.  In
contradistinetion to thix Gen, Walseley, while
reviewing the Camel Corpy at Suakim, nrged
the men to perfect themselves in their novel
duties, as they would be wanfid on the Nile in
the autwnn. The fuet w, tho Government, no
longer ureed by public sentiment to eontinne
the war in the Sondan, is glad to scuttle, while
General Wolenley, having so far failed in his
c¢ammand, is anxious to redecm his status as a
commander next autumn. Lord Hartington’s
laborerd explanatious were received with a great
Qeal of derisive langhter.  Every poiat sought
to be made by the Sceretary for War,
whether it was intended to be pathetic or
severo, was greeted in the smne ironiec man-
ner, The genecral feeling left by the speech is
that the Egyptian campaign wae the most sig-
nal failure of modern times, Tt js known that
Gen, Wolseley himself admits the justice of
this view, and that in default of & Russian war
he longl for an opportunity to renew the Soudan
campaign, in the hape of retrieving his reputa-
tion. To-day’s utterances by the Ioreign and
War Secretaries, however, make it certain that
the Government is determined not to prolong
the conflict, and everybody is asking whaether,
in view of this plain expression of distrust, Lord
Wolseley will not be forced to resign. Each
additional fact which leaks out concerning the
situation of the British troops in the Soudan
reveals more of the misery which has been
caused by the bungling plan of the campaign,
and which haa been sedulously concealod {)y the
military censors,

him up for lost. Mr, Vizitelly was a war cor-
respondent of great experience, and hitherto of
wonderful luck.

senteacing the prisoners the judee said they
had beea covieted of acrime as bad, cruel and
wicked as had ever cutered the heart of man.
Tt could not be too well known that the Queen
nor her sdvisorsconld by intitnidated byanysuch
means,  The humanity of thosein charge of the
prosecution alone provented them from indict-
ing the prisouers for high treason, on conviction
for which their lives would have been for-
feited.

Cunningham and Burton maintained a cheer-
ful appearance after being takea back to prison,
and chatted freely with the wardens, They
still insist they are innocent. Lxtra puards
have beea stationed at Newgate. The prison-

to tire me so!” Next there it occasional
coughing after a full mesl, and sometimes
¢ custing up.” Even before this, persons
begin to feel weak, while there is an al-
mest imperceptible thinning in flesh, and a
3ol dimioution in weight—harrassing
wough, loose bowels, difficult briathing,
swollen extremities, daily fever and =
miserable death, Miserable because it is
tedious, painful and inevitable, How much
it is to be wished that the symptoms of this
huteful disease were more generally studied
and - nnderstood that it might be detected in
its firat ineidious approaches, and application
be made at once for its arrest and total eradi-
cation ; for certain it is that in very many in-
stances it could be accomplished.

16 must be. remembered that a cough is not
an invariable attendant on consumption of
the lungs, inapmuch as persons. have died
and on examination a large portion of the
Jungs was found to have decayed away, and

themeelves, until within' a few days of
death. But such instances are rare; and &
habitual cough, on getting up and on
going to bed, may safely be set down a&s
indicating consumption begun. Cough, as
jast stated, is originally & curative process—
which offends, that which is foreign to the
system and ought to be out of it ; hence the
folly of using medicines to_keep down the
cough, a6 the cough remedies sold in the
shops merely do, without taking means at
the same time for removing that state qf
things which makes cough necessary.—Hall’s

17E FARM.

The present spring there is an unusual
acarcity of early varieties of potatoes. Seeds-
men report that the early kiuds are going off
rapidly, and in some ceses they have ad-
vanced prices to retain a part of their stock
later.

Salt has from time immemorial been re-
commended as a mupure for asparagus. Un-
doubtedly it is good, for one of the effects of
8alt on rich soil is to muake all its plant food
available. Market gardeners find that heavy
coverings of manureure very important. They
add salt later, and in doses heavy enough to
aid in repressing weeds.

The change from dry to green feed ehould
not be made too suddenly in spring. Cattle
turned from the barnyard on full feed of
grass will be liable to eat too much and die.
For this reason it is a good plan to let cows
pick a little grass daily as soon as it affords a
bite, though they will need extra rations of
meul or grain to keep up their flow of milk.
Grass and clover seeds may he made a good
catch with oats provided the latter are sown
early and thinly. This grain, however, is
not as favorable for seeding with as barley,
which is off the land two or more weeks
carlier, giving the young plants a better

chonce to grow. It often happens that
clover in oats is all right until a few

days before harvesting, when the oat roots
suck out all the moisture and leave the clover
cutch to perish.

The potato und tomato, being both members
of the sume family, may be grafted into cach
other with snccess so fnr as growth is con-
cerned, A gardener who tried grafting the
tomato on a potato plant had a crop of tomu-
tues above ground and one of potatoes under-
neath, The latter, however, were not good,
as the potato leaves were needed to give
character and maturity to the crop.
Considerable complaint is made by West.
ern fruit growers of the ravages of the apple
curculio, This insect i8 similar in its work
to the plum curculio, but is distinct from it.
Jurring the trees does not dislodge it as it
will the plum curculio, aside from the fact
thut  upple trces, after n few years,
uttain o size which makes jarring im-
possible. Keeping pigs in orchards to eut
the fruit as it falls is the beat remedy for this
a8 it is for the apple maggot.

Good ripe fruit should form part of the
daily diet of all. It is especially a specific
against worms from which so muny children
die. A youngster who has a plentiful supply
of fruit in its scuson will make his stom ch e
most inhospiteble place for those parasites.
It is not generally known that the juices of
fruits, and especially those of acid character,
are more speedily fatul to stomach worms
than are medicines really porsonous, and which
injure the child in the effort to relieve him.

Much is said in the papers about breeding
pure fowls ; but probably the most desirable
us well as the chenpest improvement may be
made by farmers themaselves in selacting eggs
for setting from the hens which are known to
be the Dest layers, Iun the same breed thare
will be wide differences in this respect, as
every observing farmer knows. Often the
cross-bred fowls will produce specimens of ¢x-
teaordinary laying qualities, and by breeding
{rom these this desirable characteristic may
be perpetuated.

One of the disadvantames of a side-hill is
that in drilling it up and down the seed is
almost inevitably buried at different depths,
We hove seen wheat in which the alternato
drill marks were plainly visible ; those in
which the seed was buried deeper going up
the hill being winter killed, while the next
width of the drill covered more shullow
escaped. Barley covered uneveuly will ripen
uncvenly, so thet it will be difficult to cut it
when some is not too ripe or other portions
too green to muke the plumpest, brightest
berry, -

INexreNsive PLom Caxk.—One half pound
of butter beaten to a eream, then mix a haif
pound of moist sugar, one pound of currants,
B quarter of a pound of mixed peel {or less to
taste), cut very small, one-half pvund of flour
acd four eggs well beaten. Bake in a
moderate oven for two hours. The cake
should not be eaten now, and is better kept
some days,

OysTer Sauce.—Knead together into a
thick paste three ounces of butter and two
ounces of flour, add gently one gill of the
liguor of the oysters and one gill of milk.
Stir this with care over the fire until it
thickens. Blanch nine large aysters, if pre-
ferred cut them in half ; put them into the
sauce and let them simmer gontly for about
five or ten minutes, depending on size of
oysters.

Essexce oF BEEF.—Cut one pound of lean
beef into small pieces, put into a covered jar
without any water. Set the jarin a saucepan
of water to simmer for six hours; take it
out and there will be about a teaspoonful of
the strongest beef juice.

LemoNapE. —Take the rinds of four lemons,
pared very thin, three-quarters of a pound of
loaf sugar, pour on them one quart of
boiling water. Take the juice of the lemons
in another vessel and pour on it one pint
of boiling milk ; let both remain till the
next day., Then mix the whole together,
adding half a pint of raisin wine; strain all
through a jelly bag until clesr, The milk
should be removed from the fire and used
before the froth rises,

Rica Pounp Cakk.—One pournd of raisins,

one pound of four, one.quarter of a
pound of flour rice, three-quortors of
a ,pound of butter, nine eggs, one

pound sifted white sugar, some almonds
and pieces of lemon peel. Melt the butter to
a cream, but do not let it oil ; add the sugar,
leaving some to add to the eggs., Whisk the
whites and yolks of the eggs separately (the
whitea should be beaten for at least twenty
minutes) ; then gradually pour the eggs on to
the butter and keep whipping all the time,
adding the other ingredients by degrees.
Bakein a slow oven,

Sroxce Caxz PuppING.—Butter a plainoval
tin mould, cut in half eight to tef penmy
sponge calkes, placing them upright round the

mould ; lay » fow ot the bottom, Add one-

with four eggs and yolks of two more,
flavored with & little brandy and noyeau.
Fill up the mould by degrees until the cakes
are well soaked, which takes some time. Then
steam it for two hours, turn it into a deep
dish and make a sauce of red currsnt jelly
dissolved, adding a little brandy and neyeau
to flavor it, and pour round the pudding.

THE SPREAD UF SCARLATINA.

The great difficulty of stamping out scar-
latina Wwhen it has once gained ontrance
into an elementary school is woll illus-
trated by Dr. Spottiswoode -Cameron in a
recent report on the health of Huders-
field, Scarlatina broke out among the
scholars at a particular school in that
borough. Every case at school was isolated
as soon as it came to knowledge, and, so far
as practicable, the clothing of every member
of tho family, the sick-room, and the bedding
diginfected, and yet new cases kept from time
to time appearing. The school was visited
twice, by different persons, and although
acase was brought to light by the sse-
ond inspection of n child whose illness

had been concealed, still there was no

from the mother- of .two quite recent cases,
that.two elder children of hers - had been ill
of this disease several weeks before, that no
medical man attended them, and that they
went back to this very achool assoon as
they were well enough—that is to say,
of course, while they were shedding their
poisoned skin—and this without any at-
tempt at the disinfction of their clothing,
The people were exceedingly dirty, and
to the want of proper isolation and disin-
fection of these twe boys is sttributed the
spread of the disease to no fewer than fif-
teen persons. There is also a strong sus.
picion that two other children, attending
unother school, took the disease from play-
ing with these children, who lived near,
There seems no room for doubt that the
poison of scarlet fever imay lie for o long time
dormant in the clgthes, and, perhaps, also on
the persons of those who have been iu contact
with or in the neur ncighborhood of those
suffering from the disease, as well a8 in the
clothes aud on the persons of those who have
themselves hal the ailmeat. A case similar
to this occenrred in the wame borough a few
years ago, where a child,—aftor attending the
Aldmondoury Board School,—was taken with
scarlet fever, allhough every case was isolated
as it occurred. At leogth it was found that
a girl, whoze brother's skin was peeling from
n slight attack of acarlet fever in the common
room of the house, was actuslly goiag to and
from school. When her attendaace at schnol
was dispensed with no further case of scarla-
tina occurred. —British Medical Journal,
