UNB To Host Central and Eastern 
Canadian Law Student Convention
SOVIET STUDENTS MEET SRC by DAN CROZIER

News Editor
Somerville House is the scene, this week-end, of the second 

annual convention of the Central and Eastern Canada Law Students’ 
Association. This is the first time that the University of New 
Brunswick has had an opportunity to play host to this new or­
ganization which had its inaugural meeting last year at Queens 
University at Kingston. At that time the first constitution 
drawn up and the election of the first officers took place.

Two UNB students received 
the distinction of being elected 
to office on that occasion. Robert 
Higgins, who has since gradua­
ted, was elected as President of 
the Association, and Alfred Lan­
dry received the office of Secre­
tary-Treasurer. Mr. Landry is 
presently at Oxford on a Rhodes 
Scholarship and in his absence 
George Bast in of the UNB Law 
School is acting in his capacity.

Representatives of the law 
faculties of Queens, Dalhousie,
McGill, Laval, U of T, Western,
Ottawa, and Osgoodc Hall will 
arrive today in time for a recep­
tion tendered in their honor by 
the members of the UNB Faculty 

’of Law.
The Law students have a full 

schedule on Saturday which will 
commence with an opening ad­
dress by Dean W. F. Ryan, QC,
Dean of the UNB Law School.
The president of the Association,
Robert Higgins, will then present 
his report on the activities of the 
past year. Beginning at 10.00 
am the meeting will launch into 
a discussion about the progress 
the Association has made toward 
realizing its purpose established 
at the first meeting. The 
under discussion will include the 
advancement of common inter­
ests shared by its members in 
professional, literary, academic 
arid social undertakings. Another 
topic is the promotioirof 
bond and a greater exchange 
of ideas between member law 
schools. Finally, the representa­
tive obligations of the Associa­
tion and the administration of 
fees and grants accruing to it.

Commencing at 11.30 am will 
be the mandate reports. As a
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result of last year’s meeting UNB 
submitted a brief to the Canada 
Council requesting that body to 
give serious consideration to the 
granting of scholarship and fel­
lowships for post-graduate study 
in law. The mandate report of 
the university of the Western 
Ontario Law Faculty will entail 
the results of their survey of the 
available law scholarships offered 
by the various universities, along 
with an examination of the law 
scholarship system. These, plus 
other mandate reports will be dis­
cussed at the sessions.
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At 1.30 Saturday afternoon 

three representatives will present 
papers on a serious critique of 
the teaching methods in their 
pective universities and the re­
quirements for the bar admission 
in their provinces. From the dis­
cussion following this presenta­
tion it is hoped that progress can 
be made at elucidating and elim­
inating the existing disparities in 
these two areas that presently 
confront aspiring young lawyers. 
This is part of the Association’s 
project, achieving a standardiz­
ation between the bar associa­
tions and law schools of the 
ions provinces.

Another symposium involving 
a discussion of the future of the 
Association Will be held at 3.15. 
The meeting will close after the 
mandates for 1960-1961 have 
been delegated and the new of­
ficers have been elected.

T he general public is invited 
to attend any of the sessions held 
at Somerville House during Sat­
urday.

On Saturday evening the rep­

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THE CORPUSCLE CUP
The basic purpose of the. Blood Donor Clinic is to give 

UNB students an opportunity to assist the Red Cross. To insure 
that every university across Canada would give complete support 
to this cause, the Forestry Department of the University of British 
Columbia established the Corpuscle Cup for annual competition. 
This competition is now sponsored by the National Federation of 
Canadian University Students.

The method of determining the winning university is on a 
percentage of registrations at the Clinic to enrollment of the uni­
versity. In 1959 Mount Allison won the Corpuscle Cup with 835 
registers at the Clinic. This fall Mount Allison registered 951 
students at the Clinic out of an enrollment of 1167 students. In 
order to beat Mount A’s record, UNB will have to register at 
least 1450 at the Clinic. How about it. Red and Black? Get out 
next week and give a pint of blood for the Red Cross and the 
glory of UNB !
