The Bithop of Kipgston delivered a
germon in his Cathedral last Sunday on
this important subject, He took his text
from St. Matthew, 5th ch., “Blessed are the
clean of heart, for they shall see God.”
He eald that Jesus Christ baving come to
regenerate our corrupt nature and restore
to our buman spirit its lost empire over
the passions of the flesh, established the
law of purity of heart as an eesential of
religlon and exhorted his followers to the
practice of virginity as a state of special
blessedness and more abundant reward.
He gave to all mankind the encoursgement
of His own example, chooring to be Him-
self a Virgin, born of & Virgin-mother and
nursed in the arms of the Virgin Joseph.,
He honored with special love His disciple
St. Jobn, and to him in the hour of His
final sgony, He bequeathed the gusrdisn-
ship of His most holy Mother, because, as
the Fathers of antiquity tell us, Jobn
was & model of virginal purity. Not that
virginal chastity is & virtue of higher
order than faith, hope and charity : but it
is the outcome of those and other virtues,
and is an evidence of their activity and of
the abidieg epitit of grece within man,
sustaining his naturally infirm will by
day and by night, from week to week,
and from year to year, in tho warfare
sgainst the fleeh and its corrupt propensi-
gies. This warfare shall never cease: it
admits of no tru 8?7 Ifthe spirit of man
should ever relinquish the fight
for mastery over his carnsl ap.
petites, the flesh becomes master of
the soul in that hour, and death ensues.
Itis written : “Walk in the spirit, and
ir“ shall not falfil the lusts of the flesh,
or the flesh lusteth against the spirit;

For which reason St. Paul
glories in baving kept bimself a virgin
and offers his example to the faithful of
Corinth as worthy of imitation, And St.
John, “the beloved ditciple,” proclaimein
his Apoulyau that a particular glory and
beatitude reserved in the heavenly
mansions for those who shall bave led a
life of virginity here below, They are
nearest to Jesus: “the name of his Father
is written on their foreheads: they eing a
new canticle before the Throne: and they
follow the Lamb whithersoever he goeth,”
Now this virginity, “for the sake of the
kingdom of beaven,” demands incessant
watchfulness over the beart, the mind and
all the senses, You know that Jesus bas
declared “Whoeoever looketh on a woman,
to lust after her, hath already committed
adultery with her in his heart.” And St.
Paul, in exhorting the Cbristian widows
and maidens of Corinth to vow virginity,
says, “the unmarried woman and the
virgin thinketh of the thinge that are of the
Lord, that she may be holy in body and in
spirit.” Thusholiness of spirit or cleanness
of heart is an indispensible condition of
Chrlstian virginity; and every member of
this congregation knows that, as they
grow up from childhood to maturity, the
Church bas never ceased inculcating this
truth upon them by the teaching of

PELEE 1SLAND {CHAPEL.

DEeAR Rrcorp,—Many of your readers
probably do not even know of the exist-
ence of Pelee Island, or if they do they
probably consider it a mere marsh, of a
few thoueand acres in extent, capable of
providing a living for only a few fisher-
men. Pelee Island, however, is anything
but & marsh, It is true we have a mareh
of some seven or eight thoussnd acres in
extent, which is now being drained at a
cost of twenty four thousand dollare.
But by far the greater part of the Island
consists of high and dry land, most euit-
able to all kinds of agricultural pursuits,
snd destined In a short time to be the
garden of Canada. We grow wheat, corn
and roots of all kinds, bat the soil and
climate sre particularly adapted to the
growth of fruit, especially the peach and
grape vine, Already thourands of barrels
of wine are shipped every year. There
are over one hundred familles on the
Island who are becoming independentl
rich, Oatholicity is the only thing whic
has not aprospered so far. But now
brighter days seem to Dbe in store for
us. Heretofore a priest would visit us
once in & long time, but for the future we
will be regularly attended orce a montb,
whi.k is as often as we could reasonably
expect under the circumetances. Very
Rev. Dean Wagner, of Windsor, under
whosa care we have lately been placed by
our good bishop, has been able by untir-
ing zaal and hard work to see his way to
build & chapel for us. The material for
the chapel, which had been prepared in
Windsor, was actually shipped here last
Monday by the eteamer “City of Dre:den,”
and the carpenters are now at work
putting up the ballding on a lot in the
very centre of the Icland, donated by the
veteran Oatholic, Mr. Jas, Cammings, for
over forty years light houre keeper of
the Island, We expect that by the firat
Sanday of June the chapel, though not
finished, will be sufficiently advanced for
the celebration of mass for the first tme,
The dedication service will take place on
Dominion Day, when we expect a large
tarn out of our fellow-Catholics from
Windsor and Amber:tburg.

We owe a debt of gratitude to our Pro-
testant fellow islanders, nearly all of
whom have contributed their mite to-
wards the erection of our chapel, and we
pray that God ml{ reward them for the
good will which they have manifested in
this particular.

The number of Catholic souls on the
{sland is about 75 as far as known at pres-
ent, May God bless our good Bishop for
the interest he has taken in this good
work, and may all concerned in it each
recelve their proper reward and finally
may this new centre of Catholic Christian.

CATHOLIC COLORED MINSION OF
WINDSOR,

Dear Recorp:—In my last I gaye
you in connection with the Catholic col-
ored mission of Windsor, an interesting
account of the martyrdom of a number of
colored Catholics in Central Africa,
Since then I have received further and
more ample details of this terrible pereecu.
tion, the most interesting particulars of
which [ will translate from the “Nissions
Catholique”’ for the edification of your
readers, The Kingdom of the Onganda,
where these eveuts, so fearful to relate,
yet 8o coneolivg, took place, is situated on
the east of the great lake, “Victoria
Nyanza,” Here the French fathers of
the African miesion had eucceeded in a
comparatively short time, in founding a
flourishing mission, But this succees
could mot but excite tha jealonsy of the
Evil One, who had held these poor people
in bondage for so many centuries. Kin
Monangs bad already put to dentg
bis favorite Joseph,
two or three other Cbristians, who
died  forgiving their executioners
The next victims were the daughter of
King Metecs his predecessor, who,
together with her husbaud, who was as
yet but a catechumen, were burnt to
death. Next in order came the martyr-
dom of one of the king’s pages, as related
in my last communication, -and in refer-
ence to which I will give you some addi-
tional details. Amongstthe glgel Was one,
a mere boy, named Ksito, Several of his
brothers had embraced the faith and he
aleo longed to be & Christian. He had on
different cccasions gone to the miseloners
and ¢ntreated them to glve him holy bap-
tiem, but as yet they had not found him
sufficiently instructed, However, shortly
before the persecution broke out, he had
been promised that very soon the longing
of his heart would be realized. He was,
however, not to receive the baptism of
water, but was to be cleansed In his
own blood, which he freely and
herofcally shed for the sake of Jesus
Christ, When the king, as I eaid
fn my lest letter, had ordered all
those who prayed like the white people
to rapge themselves on one side, Kisito
was the first to follow the chief of the
sges, Louangs, aud touching to relate,
Ke took Louangs’s hand and clung to him,
as if he felt the need of one stronger than
himeelf to sustain his coursge in the death
struggle that was before him. However,
Charles Louangs was shortly after separ-
ated from his companions, in the hope
that this might poﬂnﬁi serve to make
them deny the faith. In this, how-
ever, their persecutors were disappointed,
a8 not a siogle one of the band, composed
of over one hundred, wavered for a
moment under the most cruel tortures.
Charles Louanga was the first to be ex-
ecuted. The executioner Senkote sub.
j:cted him to the trial of fire, burning bim
slowly aud by degrees, beginning at his
feet. As he applied the torch he said, “let
your God now come and deliver you
from these flames,” *Poor foolish man,”

together  with

says Louan “your know not what
you ray; the fire which you apply to
my body ap| to me as if you were

pouring cold water over me; but for you,
the God whom you insult will one day
plunge you into the fire of hell” Bat
recollecting himself, he spoke no more
and endured his torments witheut utter-
ing a single complaint, Amongst the
victims was also the son of the execu-
tioner named Mbaga, The unfortunate
father bhad tried every means to obtain
from him even one word that could be
construed as on act of apostacy from the
faith, but in vain. Finally meking a
supreme effort, “My son,” said he, “con-
rent at least that I hide you in my hut, I
promise that mone will discover your
Whereabouts.” “No, father,” said the
boy, “I don't wish to hide myself. You
are the Kiog's slave and he has ordered
you to kill me, do then as you have been
commanded. I wish to die for my holy
faith.” His father, to spare him the
terrible trial of fire, dispatched him on
the spot, by & blow on the head with a
bludgeon, ~ Atter this the execution of the
other psges, who bad been bound up in
bundles of reeds, began, The executioners
set fice to the reeds nearest their feat, in
order to prolong their sufferings aund in
hope that some of them might apostatize,
when the fire commenced to burn their
flesh. Vain expectations, They unite
together in prayer snd mutually encour-
sge each other to persevere. In half an
hour the fagots were consumed, and all
that was left of this noble band was a long
row of charred bones,

Amongst those found worthy to cement
with his blood the foundation of the
nascent church of the Oagunda, was a
certain Mathias Mouroumba, who bhad
been baptized in 1552, and had ever
siuce been an auctere observer of the laws
of Christianity, and had therefore been
singled out as a victim by the enemies of
the Christian name. He was a sort of
jastice of the P”“ in one of the princi-
pal districts of the country, and occupled
his leisure hours in teaching the cate-
chism to the neophytes.

Thou hast abandoned even th
wives, thou art therefore thine own coo
and housekeeper, said the minister,
sarcastically. I wish to know, eald Mathias,
in return, whether it is on account of my
leanness or my religlon that you have
dragged me before the king's tribunal.

But they say that the missionaries cast &
epell on the neophytes which renders the
epjoyments of life contemptible in their
eyes and sweetene for them the horrors of
death,

From the above abbreviated details of
the martyrdom of more than one hundred
colored Catbolic Christiane, we must
necessarlly infer that if the «¢fforts made
by the church to convert the colored race
to the faith proves successful these people
will be apt to display to the world
examples of rare Christian virtueand forti-
tude as well as people of other races, It
is also a singular coincidence, that the
efforte belng put forth for the conversion
of the colored people in this country bas
received a new impetus since the heroic
martyrdom of that faithful band of young
men in Ouganda which leads us to believe
that these heroee of the infant African
church bave gone to heaven, where they
are now interceding for the conversion of
their race to the church of God, where
alone ealvation {s found. And it is pro-
bable that the words of Tertullian will
now be realized as they were in
the first ages of Christianity, ‘‘Sanguis
martyrum semen Christianorum,” “The
blood of martyrs is the seed of Christians.”

We have here certainly a combination
of contradictions well worthy their disin-
genuous souree. The writer admits that
upon the Times rests the onus of proof
and yet calls upon Mr. Parnell to bear
himeelf that very onus by bringing the

» matter before an Englsh jury, Mr,
! Parnell has ‘no fear of an English jury
yproperly constituted. But to secure a
verdict against the Times the jury would
have to be unanimous. In political cases
unanimity in & jury is not to be looked
for. Then the composition of the jury
<could be altogether in the hands of Lord
Salisbury’s officlals, adepts in the noble
art of jury-packing. No one, as United
Ireland bas very jastly said, no one but a
.fool or en enemy would suggest an appeal
by Mr, Parnell to an English judge or

Here, In the total absence of proofs,
Truth condemue, by implication, the Irish
leader. What does that j>urnal mesn by
treasonable meetings in New York ! Are
meetings of sympathy with Ireland to fall
under that classification ? With no other
amsemblages in New York or elsewhere in
America but those in open, honest, and
unmistakeable sympathy with bis consti-
tutional and Pazlismentary polisy bas Mr-
Parnell had any communication whatso
ever. None of the communications he has
had with American meetings or assocla
tions of any kiod or character whataoever
breathe ought of conspiracy, treasom
or sympathy with violence, The
murder of Lord Frederick Cavendish
was to Mr. Parnell the severest blow he
had ever recvived: No donbt now can
there be that bad pot that awfal crime
taken place, an Irish Home Rule Bill
would before now have passed the British
Parlisment, By that foul deed the ener
gles of the Liberal party were broken
and much of its sympathy with Ireland
obliterated. No man, not even Lord
Hartiagton himself, suffered mora keenly
from the foul aad unspeakable outrage of
May the 6:h, 1352, The enemics of Ire-
Jand bave never since ceased endea
voring to connect him in some manner,
however remote, With the crime which on
that day brought shame and sorrow to
Ireland. The Times' latest attempt was
made to facilitate the passage of the
coercion Biil, Its alleged letter from
Mr. Parnell was too clearly the work of
an informer in Dablin Oastle pay. Hence
the fear and refusal of the government.to
permit Parliamentary enquiry. The truth
will, however, out. A despatch from
Lincoln, Naebraska, lately gave the world
the following facts;

“Mr. John Fitzgerald, president of the
Irish National League of Americs, recently
submitted the London Times fac vimile of
the alleged Parnell letter, together with
documents in possession of Mr, Patrick
Egan, in the bhandwriting of Mr. Richard
Piggot, formerly proprietor of the Dablin
Iuhman, to a committee consisting of
Gov.

“We, the undersigned, have carefully
examined the fac simile published in the
London Times of the 16th ult, alleged to
bave been written by Charles 8, Parnell,also

letters ﬂnod Richard Piggott, addressed
to Patrick Egan, dated June 25th, 1875,
December 6t!

and 22ad, 1880, Jan
14th, 1550, and March 9th, 1881, also an
enclosure contained in said letter of March
Oth, 1881, and we have no hesitation in
saying that the alleged fac eimile of the
letters and enclosures wese written by the
same hand.  The documentas referred to
were letters from Piggott, wherein he tried
to blackmail the League through its treas-
urer, under the llmstenee he bai been
offered mouey by alleged agents of Dublin
Caatle to publish fictitious articles in rela-
tion to the League fund, prepared for the
purpose of discrediting t.{ao League,and the
letter to him from these agents which he
enclesed as proof of hisstatement. 1In his
letter to the treasurer of the League Pig-
got said he was on the verge of financial
ruin and must have money. He would
suppress the Dublin Castle article if the
Lufuo would auppl{'him with a tempor-
ary loan of $300. hese lotters and fac
simile of Parnell's alleged letter the com-
mittee above named believes to be in the
handwriting of the same man,”

Whether or not Piggott be the author
of the Times forgery, there ia mnot the
slightest room for doubt that the letter
published by that paper is the handiwork
of some criminal of the James Carey type.
Were the Times or the government in
possession of any substantial proof attach-
ing Mr. Paraell to the authorship of that
document, that proof would bave been at
once forthcoming. Tae complete anni-
hilation of the Irish leader is an object
too dear to the soul of Salisbury to leave
room for doubt on this point. The states
man who could advocate twenty years of
coercion for Ireland as the cure of all its
ills, would not for a moment hesitate, had
he it in his power, to inflict on Charles
Stuart Parnell a political death as « ffectual
as the physical death visited on Lord
Frederick Cavendish on May 6.h, 1852,

“undenominational.,” It is, however,
thoroughly Protestant, The statement
made, coming from such & source, is a
remarkable one. It is undoubtedly true
in substance, and being trus it is sn ad-
miaxion that the Catholic view of Church
authority is correct, and that the principle
on which Protestantism is based is ervone.
ous, inadequate ard absurd.

There i no Peotestant sontroversialist
who has not dinned into our ears that it is
by the Bible only that faith is to be found.
There is no room for the authority or
example of the recognized teachers of
Christianity. Every one must take his
Bible, and discover for himself the doc-
trines revealed in it, gaided by his private
jaodgment only. It is therefore a remark-
able acknowledgment that the Madagescar
natives were not led to become Christians
by reading the Bible, but by the good ex-
ample they were supposed to have
bhad before their eyes in the lives

Good exvmple is teaching in action. The
principle is therefore the same as in the
case of teaching in words, and if, as is
conceded in the above extract, good
example has more effect than the mere
reading of the Bible, in impressing on
unbelievers the truth of Christianity, it
follows that oral teaching must also make
a greater impreesion than reading.

All the Protestant Confessions of Faith
refer us to the reading of the Bible as the
ultimate judge of controversy, though
some usze language more explicit than
others, This implies that the Bible is 8o
clear that every reader is fully competent
t> understand it; for otherwlse there
would be a large portion of mankind,
even the vast majority, who would be
beyond the possibility of attaining to the
knowledge of eaving truth. Oa this sub.
ject the Preabyterian (Westminster) Con-
fession is particularly positive :

“The authority of the Holy Scripture,
for which it ought to be believed and
obeyed, dependeth not upon the testimony
of any man or church, but wholly u
God, (who is truth itself ) the Author

of those who were already Christians, |

thereof; and therefore it is to be received,
busm’tt is the word of God.” Chap. 1,

It may well be asked here, “How are we
sssured tbat Scripture is really God’s
word ” The only zeasonable answer to
this is, “We koow it from the authority
aud testimony of the Catholic Church,
which bas in all sges held this to be the
case, Pre.isely for the purpose of giving

Church was instituted, as St. Paul
tells us: “He, (Cbrist,) gave some
apostles, and some prophets, and some
evavgelists, and other some pastors and
dogtors, for the perfecting of the saints,
for the work of the ministry, for the
edifying of the body of Carist, (that is for
the instruction of the members of His
cburch,) until we all meet into the unity
of faith and of the knowledge of the Son
of God, unto a perfect man, unto the
measure of the age of the fulness of Ohriat,
that heuceforth we be no more children
tossed to and fro, and carried about with
every wind of doctrine by the wickedness
of men, by cunning craftiness by which
they liein wait t) deceive.” From all
this it appears that the unity of faith is to
be preserved by listening to the teachings
of the Church and her lawfully consti.
tuted pastors, By this means alone can
we be saved from being deceived as little
children, by the craft of wicked men, All
thisis borne out fully even by experience,
for do we not know that the mass of
mankicd are liable to be led astray by
cunning imposters ?

In direct contradiction to these words
of the inspired Apostle, the Westminster
confession instructs all to rely rather on
an inward testimony of the epirit of G.d
given to each individual. The testimony
of the Church, it says, can only move and
foduce use “to an high and reverend
esteem of the holy scripture.” The full
pérsussion and assurance which each one
of us possesses “of the infallible truth and
divice aunthority thereof is from the in
ward work of the Huly Spirit, bearing
witness by and with the word in our
hearts.”

Of course, once the infallible authority
of the Church was denied by Protestants,
it was necessary to invent some other tri-
bunal which should adjadge all matters of
faith, and here is the result ! A tribunal
was invented within the consclousness of
each individual ; and Protestantism pre-
sentas this to usas theSupreme Judge from
whom there is mo appeal. This serves
indeed to foster the pride and arrogance
of individuals, but it opens the dogg to all
the vagaries, absurdities and impieties
which the erzant intellect and heart of man
can construct, and pesses them c¢ff on
maukind as the teachings of the Spirit of
God.

The articles of the Church of England
are somewhat less plain-spoken than the
Preabyterian Coxfesslon, so tha! they give
room for somewhat more varlety of opln-
ion among the different sections of
that denomination, The #o-called Evan
gelical party, whose business it is to leave
as little as possible to authority and as
much as possible to the individual, incline
to the Presbyterian view, while the High
Churchmen clalm for the Church consid -
erable judicial powers, The logical conse-
quence of the 20:h and 21t Articles of the
Church, however, {s that the individaal
is the ultimate supreme jadge, The 20:h
Article says, ‘it is mot lawfal for the
Church to ordain anything contrary to
God’s word written,” and “besides the
same ought it not to enforce anything to
be balieved for necessity of ealvation,”
The error in this is rather in what is
implied than in what is asserted. It is
implied that the Church may teach
error, and in the 21st Article it s
expresaly sald that General Councils,
which certainly zepresent the Church
Universal, “may err, and sometimes have
erred, even in things pertaining unto
God,” As a logical consequence, there-
fore, the individual must sit in judgment
on the decrees of the Church and of Gen.
eral Councils, and s0 this same 214t article
implies by the words immediately follow-
ing: “Wherefore things ordained by them
a8 necessary to salvation bave nelther
strength nor suthority unless it may be
declared that they be taken out of Holy
Scripture,”

The Methodist Articles of Religion,
though somewhst less explicit than those
we have quoted, are meant to convey the
ssmedoctrine, - Luther said, “O Pope, you
have drawn your conclusion with the
Councils; now I have the judgment
whether I can accept it ornot.” Melanch.
thon seems to give some authority to the
Charch, but in reality all is given to the
individual: “Who will be the judge when
a difference of opinion arises concerning
the sense of Scripture? ., .. . I answer
the word of God is the judge, and to this
must be added the confession of the true
Church,” But in explaining his idea of
the true Church, he states that it conaiats
of those plous persons who agree with the
word of God, whether they be many or
few: a0 that he too denles any visible
tribanal of the Church which has author-
ity to' decide matters of faith, but leaves
all to the judgment of the plous individ.
ual.

EXILES OF ERIN,

From New York came last week the
news that the thirteen stalwart young
Irishmen who hed resigned from the
Royal Irish Constabulary, rather than take
part in the late cruel Kerry evictions, had
arrived in that clty. All young men,
mostly sons of farmers or farm laborers—
healthy and active looking, they were,
says the despatch, stationed at Caatle
island, in county Kerry, and resigned from
the force 1ather than ald in carrying out
some heartless evictions that a landlord in
that neighborhood undertook some weeks
ago. Encoursging resolutions were passed
in relation to their action by several
branches of the National League in the
south of Ireland, especially by the N enagh
branch, & portion of the organization in
Tipperary, a peighboring county, until an
official intimation came from Dublin
Castle, threatening its officers with prose-
cution for alding and abetting what they
called “treason felony.” They are all
vigorous and intelligent men and are
anxious to work,

The strain of parting with friends in
Ireland and the thought of the work which
they had engaged in before they resigned
—arresting priests, watching their move-
ments, spying on prominent National
leaguers, and throwing out of their homes
people who were already starving, and old
women who were lying on sick bedsat the
time—caused Patrick McDonough to'lose
his reason during the voyage, so his com-
panions say.

—THE FOUNDER OF A SOCIETY WHOBE

truly great and good men—those whose
works entitle them to the reverence and
gratitude of mankind. It is of one such
that I propose to rpeak, whose noble life
was dedicated to the servise of humanity,
and whose labors produced results the
mast bene fisent and far-reaching.
Charles Joseph Eugepe De Mezenod—
for such is the name of him whose life
and works shall form the subjact of theee
rematks—wae born at Aix, i Provence,
August 1, 1782. It is not theintention to
enter upon the details of his life nor to
recount at length the deeds which woen
for him enduring fame, since to do g0
would require volumes and ability of the
highest order.

A CHARACTER OF IMPOSING GREATNESS,
whose grand traits, however feebly out.
lined, cannot fail to elicit admiration, if
they do not inspire feelings of religious
awe and veneration.
Eugene De Mazenod was descended
from an fllustrious family, distinguished
for the prominent part some of its mem-
be-s bad taken in the affairs of the nation,
and not less eo for the virtdes which
adorned their lives. From an early sge
he menifested the qualities and virtues
which gave promise of the greatness ke
afterwards attained. In his youth, says
his biographer, he had a grave and no!
bearing stamped upon him which forcibly
struck beholders. He was tall beyond
his years, and a cbaste bunt{, which dis-
tioguished him through after life, was
marked upon his features, He was also
remarkable for his tender charity; and
many beautiful instauces of how he exer-
cised this virtue might be cited did space
permit. Thue gifted, the work of his
education was eaeily sccomplished under

sgreement was ¢ntered into which pro-
vided for the scceptance by the Govern:
ment of the work executed by the com-
pany as fulfilling the coxditions ot the
contract, and for the tranefer to and the
scceptance by the company of 1he portions
of the road comstructed by the Guvern-

ment, subtjict, bowever, to the
acjustment of certain  deficiencies
in the Government section in

Britsh Columbia.” sgreement,
says the report, provided for the paymeut
to the company of the balance of the cash
subsidy, and for the release of $4.000 000
of the $5,000,000 of the compapy’s land
grant bonds held by the Government
under the original contract. The $4,000~
000 Jand grant bonds are now held by the
compsny. The gross for the year
were $10,081,803, the working expenses
(63.26 per cent.) $6,378,317, leaving net
earninges (3674 per cemt.) $3,703,486,
Deductivg fixed $3.068,041,
there is left & surplus of $635444, The
to tal amets of the company at the end
of 1886 amounted to $226,405,231, in.
cluding 14,959,718 acres land valued at
$2 per acre. The total liabilities, fnclud-
ing capital stock, funded debt, accounts
peyable and land grant bonds outstanding,
smounted to $117,099,515, leavig &
nominal surplus of amets over liabilities
of $109805716. On the 1st July next,
when the St. Lawrence bridge and the
extension of the Ontario and Quebec rail-
way from Smith’s Falls to Montreal and
from Woodstock to London will bave been
turned over to the Company and provis-
ion made for the new terminals in Mon
treal and Toronto, the total capital
liabilities of the Compasry will amount
to $134484019, and the annual
fixed charges to $3,492600. To re.
present this liability the compsny
will have 4,651 miles of railway, their
commercial ul;fupb lrum, 15,000,000
acres of -grlc tural lands, subject to
certain bonds; & cash deposit in the Gov-
ernment’s hands for the payment of the
Tnnltud 3 per cent, dividend until
uguat, 1893, ete. After describing the
construction operations of lest yesr, the
report states that & temporary atesmship
service for this year bas arranged, to
be performed by three steamersbetween
Vancouver and Yokabams, Japan, and the
company anticipates a favorable result to
negotiations with thelm Goverament
for the establishment of a first.elam per-
manent line on this route; and,there is
under the comsideration of tbe Dominion
Government the question of establishing
s line of mail and pamenger steamshi
between Canada and the United Kingdum
ual to any now cromivg the Atlantic.
The company “confidently expect that the
necessary steps to this end will be taken
inmediately.” The report states tbat
settlements have advanced on the main
line far beyond Lake Nipiming; that the
trade of the road is ily increas-

g the elevator storage capacity at Mon-
treal having been increased to 1,209,000
bushels; that the general traffic has about
doubled since 1884; that the mining and
graziog interests on the line have shown
wonderful developments, etc. The report
states that the St. Lawrence bridge will
be open for traffic four or five weeks
hence, and the line from the bridge to St.
Jobns, P. Q, will bave been extended to
a copnnection with the South Estern rail-
way, thus connecting with the Boston and
Lowell, “‘affording the shortest possible
line to the Atlantic seaboard,” e con-
tract with the Government for building
the Short Line via Sherbrooke and Lake
Me&nntie to connect with the New Bruns-
wick and Nova Bcotia rallway system,
is described. For this line permanent

trackage rights have been secured
over the Main Central to Vamceboro
over the New Brunswick boun-

dary, where counection is made with
the New Brumswick Rallway. The
tame contract provides for the construc-
tion of & line from Fredericton to Monc-
ton, The lines from the St. Lawrence
bridge to the Maritime Provinces are
owned by the Atlantic and North-Weat,
which has been leased in perpetuity to the
Canadian Pscific. The saving in distance
between Montreal and St. John, N, B., as
compared with the Intercolonial, will be
279 miles, and this line will be completed
by the end of the present year. Be-

fore the next snnual meeting, eays
the report, Canadian Pacific trains

8t. Paul will be opened; the Boston line,
affording connections with all New Eng-
land will be (ul!g established; “and it is
expected that the Ontario and Quebec,
which is of almost equal importance to
the main trans continental line iteelf, will
have secured an independent working

tion with Chicago and the United
States, making a new trunk line between
Chicago and the Atlantic sea-board at
least equal to its older competitor.” The
report on the whole ls fitted to inspire
the highest hopes of the future of this
great enterprise.
