They are the juices which flowing through-
out the noble tree, lend to its outermost
branches aud its topmost bongh & beauty, a
greenness, a freshness, and a vitality which
make it a glory and delight in the earth;
which clothe it with a foliage of so rare and
graceful luxurience that the pations haste
to sit in the cooluess of its shadow. And
as in nature a sapless tree is a dead and
useless thing, so Methodism, stripped of its
institutions which are its life and power,
becomes inert and languishes into a dead
formality. Would it not then be a matter
of deep regret, if after a century of rapid
growth and woonderful development, of
Divine favor and uoparalled success, the
Jjuices should begin to run sluggishly through
the stem aund branches, and this tree of
Heavenly planting should show signs of de-
cadence aud withering? The beloved ivsti-
tutions of our beloved Methodism are losing
their hold upon the affections of the Metho-
dist people. The decided opposition which
has been manifested in many quarters to
‘* attendance upou class mectings as a test
of membership,”’ is suggestive and sigaifi-
eant. It will be well te understand, if pos-
sible,the groundwork of this growing anti-
pathy. It will be well also intelligently to
distinguish between the cause and effect,
aod to diligently enquire whether the in-
creased woridliness of the Church so bitter-
ly deplored, be a cause of this aversion to
class meetings, or a result of it. Certain
it is that the most devoted and useful mem-
bers of our churehes are those who love the
ordinances of God's house, and delight to
be found ia attendauce upon these means of
graece. I propose bri fly to look at the sub-
ject in a spirit of sincere and earnest desire
that the evil wherever existing may be
found and grappled with. KEvery intelligent
Methodist, acquainted- with the early his-
tory of our Church, knows the origin of the
Class meeting. Mr. Wesley gives an ac-
count of its formatiou in-the following
words : **In the latter end of the year 1739,
eight or ten persons came to me in London,
who appeared to be deeply convinced of sin,
and earnestly groauning for redemption.
They desired (as did two or three more the
next day), that I would spend some time
with them in prayer, and advise them how
to flee from the wrath to come, which they
saw coutinually hanging over their heads.
That we might have more time for this great
work, I appointed a day when they migkt
come together ; which from henceforth they
did every werk, viz.,, on Thursday 1o the
&vening.” To these, and as many more as
desired to juin them (for their bumber in-
creased daily,) I gave those advices which
from time to time I judged most needful
for them; and we always concluded our
meetings with prayer suitable to their sev-
eral pecessities.” And this plan was so
signally blessed of God that it became a
part of Methodism, widening as it widened,
But it does nogseem probable that it was
at the beginning the formal, monotonous
thing 1t too often is at the present day. And
bere, at this very point, may be found, I
think, the main cause of its decline of
power. It bas lost its attraction. It is no
longer sought after by the free will of the
people. It is regarded as a burden impos-
ed by the Church. It is a question worthy
the consideration of the whole Christian
Church, how this institutien, so horored of
God in the past, may regain its olden at-
tractiveness and power. - There are several
points of the greatest importance in connec-
tion with the class meeting.

First. The appointment of a suitable
leader is a matter at once of great difficulty
and of great import.

The first qualification for the office is de-
voted and undoubted piety. He who would
lead others must himself be constantly and
coneciously under the Divine guidance. He
should be a person of deep and large Chris-
tian experience. He should know the true
meaning of repevtance and faith towards
God, and should be actuated by the great
apistle’s enlarged motive, ** The love of
Christ.” He should bave a thorough, sanc-
tified knowledge of the Scriptures and a
comprehensive acquaintance with the doc-
trines aud disciplive of the Methodist
Church. And he should enjoy the confi-
dence of every member of his class. There
should ot be a shadow of reproach upon the
pame or character of one thus elevated for
a Leader of the people. This I held to be
a pre-eminently essential qualification.

But it is equally true that every individ
pal of devoted aud undoubted piety is not
qualified for the positisn of a class leader.
He should be a man of much wisdom and
superior judgmeut. A man whose opinion
will carry weight with it; whose natural
ability apd judicious government will com-
mend themselves to the approval of those
noder his spuitual care. lle sbould be a
man with power to discrimivate between
reality aud appearance; who will not be
dazzl'd by avy outward show of holiuess
while bumility, the first Christian grage, 18
utterly wanting. A man with a single eye,
kindled by a divine light and able to lead
otbers with him straigbtly along the nar-
row way. * Else, if the blind lead the
blind will they not both fall into a ditch #”

It will easily be understood how difficult
a matter, all this béing granted, it is to fill
worthily the office under consideration.
When their are eight or ten classes connect-
ed with each church, it must needs follow
that too often men are called to this respon-
sible pesition who are not competeut to the
work. They are often consciods of this un-
fitness and y'et dare not decline at the call
of the minister, because there seem to be

none more suitable. Could not then this
difficulty find a partialremedy in a decrease
in the number of classes? If our class
meetings could be condue'ed on a different
plag, to which I shall call special attention
immedistely, there would be no necessity
for more than three elasees in connection
with each church. Tn each of these fwenly

To these meetings every serious
member of the congregation might be ad-
mitted. Those who have no religious ex-
perience to relate, but who desire to have
their views eulightened and their impres-
ious deepened, might thus be led by the
Jjudicious iustructious of the leader and the
conversation of these of a deeper experience
to a saving faith in the Lord Jesus Christ,
and to fellowship withthe church. No one
need be required te speak, yet each feel
perfectly free to ask a question or relate an
experience, to counfess his doubts or lament
bis failings, and find each member of the
class free to sympathize with him, to coun-
sel andte aid. We never find meetings for|
any other purpose conducted in the same
formal manner of the present class meeting.
Is there a scientific question to be discuss-
ed, or is there a sabject of moral reform
under eonsideration? Do the various mem
bers of the Sooiety range themselves in a
formal row around the rcom, each, in re-
sponse to his name making a set speech, in
which he delivers his views without let or
hindrance. Do they not rather discuss the
matter io a friendly spirit, ove asking a
question, another relating what he bas
proved, another expressing a deubt, another
dispelling it with a fact, and afl thus becom-
ing acquainted with each other’s views and
acquiring more real knowledge of the sub-

In the religious world, why is priestly
influence so arbitrary as it is? Because
the right of conscience to judge in matters
for which all alike are held respensible is
not recognised oo the one hand nor claimed
on the other. It is feared that if * the
Gospel of Salvation” were open to every
curious enquirer, the ignorant might fatally
mistake its hidden meaning. Away with
such a needless fear! A manly independ-
ence in the discovery of the Divine will is
oune of the best guarantees for a conscien-
tious adherenee to its requirements.
However its value is felt chiefly in the
sphere of experimental godliness. When
our heavenly Father chastens it is hard to
close the lips in submission. When he lays
a weight upon us we find it difficult to bold

ject in question than they could have ob-
taiped in a doszen formal meetings. And|
in the infivitely more important matter of
religious experience, where it is so hard to
tell to human listener the intercourse which
takes place between God aud the soul,
where the timid Christian can scarcely
frame in words the hope Le hardly dares to
indulge, the more freedom from all formal-
ity and reserve the greater uundoubtedly
will be the profit and emjoyment. I am
aware that this plan may be regarded by
some as an innovation upon the old time
ways and as a departure from Methodist
usage, and on this account it will not com-
mend itself to the mind and heart of many
well-meaning and sincere but conservative
members of our Church. Aund yet, I take
it, that it is not a question to be negatived |
tor this reason. It the original class meet-
ing has lost its attractiveness, and conse-
quently the power for good, it can be no de-
parture from the spirit of our Founder, at
least, should we seek to re-model it and ren-
der it more efficient in the present exigency.
Perbaps if Mr. Wesley were alive at the pre-
sent day, his wise in‘ellect and superior judg-
ment might recognize the necessity of some
changes in the discipline of the chnrch which
bears Lis honored name.

Everything changes with time. The
Methodism which a century ago was ‘ de-
spised and rejected of men,” is to'day a
mighty inflaence in the earth. The tiny
sappling which needed to be carefully splio-
tered and watered and tended by tireless
hands, spreads out to-day a giant tree, a
glorious monument to the self-sacrificing
labors of the noble men who under the kind
protection of a favoring Heaven reared it
to its grand proportions. The spirit of
Methodism must be essentially the same io
all ages; but that is not an elightened nor
Scriptaral religion which clings in spite
of every argument to the old customs mere-
ly because they are old, long after the heart
and soul have gone out of them. We may
love our class meecting in its present form,
but if it can be demonstrated to a certainty
that another mode of conducting it will Let-
ter subserve the interests of the Church we
should be glad to relinquish our preference
in favor of that other.

I submit these views, Mr. Editor, to your
careful consideration,and to that of all who
are interested in the subject, and who feel
as I do that every effort made in the inter-
est of religion will be eitber sanctioned or
overruled by the great Head of the Church.

And just what a spirit of independence
enables us to plan, courage endeavours to
execute. Courage nerves the beart. What
can it mot accomplish? It has already
erected pyramids to its homour. Bleeding as
a patriot on the battle field, it has broken
off the shackles {rom the hauds of them that
were bound, and made the oppressed dance
for joy. To the brave who have bled, we,
owe, through God, our most valued liberties
of conscience and country, and as a tribute
of sincerest gratitude, while there remaius
a niche in the temple of the heart, the
tragrant memory ot the brave shall fill it !
Bat bappily the battle field has not
monopolized the courage that burns iu-
stinctively in the human breast. FPhilan-
taropy has shared in its honours and its
deeds. While the name of Howard adorns
our language, the heart will never lack a
charm 1o kindle its courage. The prisons
of Europe, in which criminal and debtor,
and some times the innocent pined to death,
felt the sunshine of his presence, and having
completed his circum-navigation of charity,

THE CHURCH AND THF. COLLEGE.

BYDRG@. M. STRELE, OF LAWRENCE UNIVERSITY.

The seminary or acadeniy in its religious re-
lations bas been discussed. What was said
concerning that is ‘true of the college, only, if
possible, more intensely. The latter should be
pervaded by religious influences, and must be
80 pervaded if an barmonious development of
all the faculties according to the proper intent
of such an institation is to take place. But this
religious feature of the college is impraetica-
ble exeept it be under denominational control.
To make it solely secular is, as we bave seen,
to make its educational effect one-sided and
fractional. To combine several denominations
in its management is to lead to endless jealous-
ies and s neutralization of all religious culture.
There is in the public mind a large misunder-
standing of the proper husiness of a college.
It is not te make ministers, or doctors, or law-
yers, nor to train for professional lite generally
or particalarly. Its object is not special in any
sense, but broadly general. It is the culmina-
tion of the process of gemeral training which
begins with the primary school, and a thorough
course of which characterizes ‘a person as
liderally edueated. 1Its end is to develop in the
largest possible manner the manhood ot the in-
dividual. To make men and women is the
business of the process of which this is the ter-
mination ; aod to make men and women, it
must be steadily kept in view—is something
grander and better than to mmke lawyers, or
dectors, or farmers, or blacksmiths, or school-
masters, or congressmen, or even clergymen;

BSurely to this end religion is
an indispensable requisite.

The instincts of our fathers who laid the
foundatiea of our civil system led them in the
nght direction in this respect. The common
schools were under the public control and at
the public cost. The colleges were at the ex-
pease and under the direction of the church;
and this too without the least discord or anta-
gonism. So it bas come about that down to
this day out of about three hundred colleges in
the United States some two hundred and sixty-
five are supported by religious denominations
and those who sympathize with them. Itis not
pecessary to show, nor perbaps even to say,
that the most powertul of all our educationsl
forces bave been these denominational colleges.
Very few others bave been in any sense success -
ful ; some which started under the best auspices
otherwise, and with brilliant promise of ruccess
bave proved greal failures. Even the state
universities, founded by the munificence of the
nation, and in some cases receiving large local
support, bave only in a single case proved
eminently successful. The degree ot efficiency
to which any of them bave attained has doubt-
less been owing to the features adopted from
the demominational colleges. The experiment
now being made in Caornell University, which

Tbere is another point of view trom which
we may look at the subject and receive equally
valuable impressions, though of a slightly dit-
ferent kind. I refer io the small number of
liberally educated men, and the extraordinary
power they exercise. It is a subject mot un-
frequently discussed, and by some the estimates
made may seem to be extravagant. Batl
doubt it any writer ever made an estimate
which comes up to the facts of the case. Take
for instance the State of ‘Wisconsin. It bas a
on & rough estimate about seventy thousand
boys and yonng men between the ages of fif-
teen and twenty-five, which comprise the years
nearly within which students are in college if
at all. There are in the regular college class-
es of the several colleges of the state not far
from three bundred and and fifty students, or
about one in two hundred of those of the prop-
or college age. Perhaps not more than one in
three bundred will graduate. Now this seems
like a very diminutive prorortion; only one
liberally educated out of each three bundred in
the whole population. It may be asked by
some economical devotee of a free gospel glad
of an argument against giving to aay benevo-
lent cause, ‘‘Is it worth while to make so
large an outlay for so small a fraction ot the
population ?” To a superficial observer it
might seem not. But we shall see far other-
wise il we Jook at the subject steadily and
thoughtfully. We shall see that the influence
exerted by this small number is mighty and
utterly incalculable. The extent to which
these very few liberally educated men give
character to our vast community would be ie-
credible’ were it an announced om mere con-
jecture. From among this numerically insig-
nificant fnclioﬂ’ﬁhnu the large population of
those called te all the great offices of life. The
professions the places of political power and
influence, statesmanship, jurisprudence, diplo-
macy,.the walks of literature, the arts, scientific
discovery, and inventions are largely supplied
by the small oumber who graduate from our
colleges. I do not forget nor belittle the great
army of powertal men edu:ated, but not in] the
college. Yet even these men owe their devel-
opment, little as many suspect it, to the cel-
leges. Mr. Greeley, whose many great qual-
ities make us lament his too early death,used to
profess sometimes a great contempt for colleges
and college men. But evea be would probably
never have been heard ot but for the colleges.
His early and diligent reading was both the
stimulus and means of his subsequent culture
and intelligence and power. But the best and
most influential of those books were written by
college men,

I must reserve to another time further illus-
tration of the prodigious proportion of power
exerted by liberally educated men ; but enough
has been said to indicate the vital importance
of the relation of the church to the educational
agencies by which this power is generated.—

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LATE ATTENDANCE AT DIVINE
WORSHIP.

‘A bad practice prevails in scme Eoglish
Methodist congregations of coming late to
Divine service. Perhapsthe same practice
prevails more or less in some of our con-
gregations. It is a practice that ought to
be abandosed. It is attended with evil
consequences. It disturbs the minds of de-
vout worshippers whe do not indulge in it.
It distracts the attention of persous pre-
viously assembled, who at best find it diffi-
cult to sustain their part properly io the
solemnities in which they are engaged, It
tends to cause the services of the sanctuary
to be held in low repute. It promotes the
spread of lax views as to the proper nature
of public worship. It seems to suggest a
performance to be witnessed rather than a
solemn exercise to be participated in, or &
‘recreation to be enjoyed in whole or in part
as inclination may dictate, rather than a
duty which men are under a strong obliga-
tion faithfully to perform. Its effects upon
the mind of those who habitually indulge
in it must be detrimental. It is iocompati-
ble with the cultivation of that devoutness
of thought and feeling in the absence of
which worship i any form is but a - profit-
less exercise.

Where it does not spring from want of
punctuality, promptityde and forethought,
it is probably mostly caused by utterly in-
adequate views of the true character of the
service of the sanciuary which we are re-
quired to render to the Most High. Itis
to be feared tbat such views obtaio to an
extent truly lamentable even amoong Chris-
tians of an average degree of piety. Much
would be accomplished in the way of recti-
fying such views, were all, accustomed to
attend Divine worship, punctual in their at-
tendance and earnest in their endeavor to
to derive the largest possible degree of ben-
efit from the use of this precious means of

grace. )

BERMUDA CORRESPONDENCE.

Dear Mr. Eprror.—The Alpha aFrived
early on the morning of the 3rd inst. Two
and a half hours after the landing of the
mail, we bad our letters and papers—the
history of the world for a month. One
goes 1o the Post Office witha certain feeling
of awe when weeks have passed sineehe
has heard of nearest of friends, and welfare
of church abroad. If your correspondent
were not one of them, he would be tempted

upou such occasions, await with a little
impatience the opening of the office door.
For in these Islands hundreds of miles from
the nearest land—a world in miniature—
men, from many countries meet, while from
them, Bermudians wander abroad * wide as
the water's be_&c.” On several Sabbaths
during the winter of 1871—2, the national
flags of Britain, the United States, France,
Germany, Russia, Italy, and Sweden, were
floating at the masthead, at the same time
in the harbor of St. Georges.

From a spot where trees and shrubbery
are always green and where the thrifty
farmer is constantly planting and gatheriog,
winter in the Dominion seems to be a
bitterly cold season. This morning, bow-
ever, under the influence of a strong north
wind, Bermudiaas are literally * Blue-
noses.” Though while I write, there is an
inclination to rub my hands, aod ask for
fire, and though a sudden shower, now
falling, seems like the fag-end of & snow
squall from the north-west, I cannot resist
the temptation of telling you that we
gathered at our Christmas morning service,
beneath sunshine as warm as that of a June
morning in the Provinces, and that on
New Yeur’s Day, while returning from a
wedding across the harbor, we landed with
several friends, on one of the Islands, in
the harbor took tea in pic-nic style and
reached home at dusk of an evening, thao
which no summer evening at home could
be more soft and pleasant.

Ties which bind me to friends at home,
and brethren in the ministry and to the
various institutions of my native land are
strong and at times cause longings not to
be easily repressed, but I have never for a
moment regretted my appoiutment to Ber-
muda.

Serious difficulties, it is true, face a

minister to whom Bermudian customs and
modes of thought are strange : difference in
Church position, relatively considered and
jealousies of race,lying too deep to be easily
removed, meet him at the very outset and
tend to drive him often to his knees, to ask
for wisdom from above.
Yet, if humaoly speaking—there is on
the ove hand something to perplex a strao-
ger on his arrival, there is on the other the
sympathy and aid of old aund well-trained
triends, whose firmness has been tried by
temptations, arising from social positions,
0 which the Methodist$ of the Dominion.
happily are strangers. A debt of several
bundreds of pounds upon our church, one
of the fiuest buildings in St. George’s, was
paid off some years since by the continued
efforts of certain * elect” ladies, who will
never be at rest till they shall have in like
manuer, conquered a debt of three hundred
pounds and more, remaining on our Parso-
nage, one of the best in the Conference.
And we have a small band of young men
whose hearts * the Lord hath touched,”
whose hearty co-operation gives effective
sid at present, and promise of a strong
church in the future. The formation about
tkree years since, of a branch of the British
Methodist Episcopal Church of Canada, a
coloured church, drew away a number of
members from the Wesleyan Methodist
Church, and a still greater number from
the Episcopal Church, but in spite of a cer-
tain sympathy of race there remained with
us not a tew strongly attached to the church,
whose first ministers in Bermuda suffered
8o much from contempt and imprisonment,
in their attempt to lead their fathers to
Christ. The presence and prayers of these
we should sorely miss, were the Master to
call them hence. ®
We have spoken of earthly workers,
“There be higher than they.” We have
looked up as we have labored, for the pre-
sence of the Father, the Son, and the Holy
Ghost, and have not looked in vain. Dur-
ing the last eighteen months, twelve have
been added to eur church at St. George’s.
Some of these had formerly been with us,
others have but lately come to Jesus. At
&t. David’s the reception on trial several
weeks since often peisons, nearly all youth-
ful, has cheered tae hearts of the faithful
few there, who have long waited for some
to whom to entrust the work, which advanc-
ed years warn them they must soon lay
down. I write with special feelings of
thankfulness respecting Bailey’s Bay, that
part of the citcuit to which mny earnest col-
league, A. R. B. Shrewsbury, principally
devotes his labors. The membership there
was small, and of the few who composed it,
several had passed the period of active
work. You published a few weeks since a
potice of Mary Seon’s death ; Sarah Outer-
bridge who was led to Christ many years
ago, under the ministry of John Crofts, and
beeame a member of the church, when to
become a Methodist was to take a long
step downward in a social point of view,
according to many, a few days since follow-
ed her.

The italics are ours for astonishment's
sake. Add to the above the loss of time by
other Michigan Baptist pastors without
churches, and the loss of invested capital,
not to say souls, by churches without pas-
tors.

On top of all this pile the suggestions
made by a writer in another Baptist paper.
The Watchman and Reflector (Baptist) has
an article deploring 1he usual baleful effects
of bickering in & church caused by
« troublesome minorities.” The trouble
usually concerns the pastor question. Who
does not know the satanic power of a few
ungracious tongues ! The writer says :

I know of churches whose reputation in the
the community has been greatly tarnished, and
prejudices awakened that years will hardly
efface, because they would allow such minori-
ties to rule, and Jet their pastors leave, when
they ought to have said to the wminority,
** Behave, or you must leave.” I know of other
churches that have been kept pastorless month
after month, constantly losing ground, when
they could have secured the services of good
men, men who bave been' successful leaders of
Christ's flock, but a small minority was not
pleased, or were determined to have their own
way, regardless of right or the best interests of
cburch. Such instancey are not so rare as we
might suppose or wish thgm to be. It is the
ulcer that is eating out the life of mauy & church.
If it cannot be cured, ought it mot to be cut
out?

Meantime, Methodist itinerants _remain
on an average as long in each charge as do
our Baptist friends, and get better salaries.
Yet if you meet one of the latter, he is apt
to fall into & discussion about immersion,
or the horrors of an * itineracy.” Let it
be said for the hundredth time: Our
system is best ; changes of pastors make no
trouble ; churches do not suffer from trouble-
some minorities ; all pastors have work,
and all churches have pastors. Young
Methodist ministers, mark that!

A writer in the New York Observer
(Presbyterian) says, and his remarks apply
to the Methodist Episcopal Church, as well
as to the Roman Church:

The Church of Rome wastes no men. No
‘‘ unemployed " ‘priest ever turns away with

position may be lowly, but every man finds &
place; the preacher, a pulpit ; the confesser,
a stall; the pastor, & flock; the teacher, a
school ; and the ready writer type and press for
the product of his pen. We repeat no honest
priest seeks cmployment iu vain. No man is
obliged to dawdle away his days around ec-
clesiastical centres and literary resorts, for the
purpose of pickiog up some bit ot work that
shall win bis scant bread. Herein the Protes-
tant Episcopal Church at least enjoys an
enviable distinctioa, leaving ber clergy, in the
main, to shift for themselves. Rome knows
bow to preserve not only her own dignity, bat
that of her clergy. In this respect at least, we
might profitably learn something from the
enemy.

To round out the matter, add the stated
facts that the Presbyterian Charch, at last
accounts, had 1,174 vacant churches, and
1,156 unemployed pastors. Why unot or-
ganize about five Methodist anoual counfer-
ences out of this raw material, and so set
in motion those rusting wheels ?

It is & recent report that New York city
has sixteen churches without rectors.—
North Western Christian Advocate.

NO CHURCH WITHOUT IMMERSION.

The following catechism, found in the
Western Recorder, is rather outspoken.
The bigotry of some Baptists, is as great
as that of some KEpiscopalians, who say
‘ there is no Church without a Bishop”—
or that of the papists, who say there is
no Church without a pope ! ”

Q. Do Baptists generally regard pedebaptist
denominations as not gospel Churches ?

A. Very generally they do. At any rate,
they ought so to regard them, for truth so de-
mands.

Q. Do not Baptists very often speak of pedo-
baptists as * Evangelical denominations " ?
A. They do; but this is not true, for ** evan-
gelical” means ‘‘in accordance with the
Scriptures,” and these Churches are not built
upon the laws of Christ, but upon those of
Catholicism. .

Q. Ought Baptists ever, by word or deed, te
make the impression that pedo-organizations
are true or gospel?

A. Of course not, as such impressions are
manifestly false. Baptists ougbt always aud
everywhere to make impressioas for trath. If
they believe their own définition of a Church—
that it is & congregation of baptized (immersed)
believers—they ate compelled to believe that
pedobaptist orgamizations are bumaa institu-
tions, and if they believe them to be such they
ought, by-word and deed, to show it.

Me tully adopted Bishop Simpson's declara-
tions of catholicity. He was going to help all
—'0 hinder none who work for the Master.
His dearly-loved friend, Dr. Riley, the bonored
instr t of the preci work in Mexico,
was present, and without doubt knew and ap-
preciated the spint in which the speaker would
go. The Doctor made an earnest plea to be
remembered in the prayers of all present.

A staoza of the * Missionsty Hymn " was
sung, and Bishop Harris called {Dr. Butler to
lead in prayer, and Dr. Eddy to offer ‘special
prayer for the missionary aod bis family.
There were marked manitestations of the Divine
presence during the season of supplication.

Bishop Harris called to the platform Dr.
Riley, who gave a thrilling, electrical talk.
He said that when the telegram announced the
death of the noble Mamuel Agnas, be turned
to the Methodist Episcopal Chureh and in his
beart desired the sending ot Dr. Butler. He
welcomed his accession to the ranks of Mexi-
can evangelization, and felt that in bim the
congregations of ** The Church of Jesus "
would bave a proved and tried friend. He
then spoke for Mexico in tomes and Wwords
thrilling all heatts. After the close of the ex-
ercises many lingered for nearly an bour, say-
ing words ot affectionate parting to Dr. Bat-
ler and wife.—N. Y. Advocate.

A NEW VIEW.

American visitors do not very often see any-
thing particulary tavorable in Canada; nor do
Americaa visitors very olten say a good word
tor us. Rather a poor country, and a poor
people, with little enterprise and little money,
whose only prospect of improvement lies in the
direction of annexation_to the States. Such is
a somewhat prevalent opinion of us held by our
cousins across the lakes, or, if they do not
really bold it they take delight in expressing it.
But we bave had a remarkable exception with-
in the last few weeks. The New York Herald,
baving discovered Livingstone, has sent ano-
ther reporter on a more difficult task, and that
is the discovery of any annexationists in Can-
ada. In bhis efferts to obey orders, he bas
travelled all over the Dominion, interviewed
everyone that be could, from the Governor
down, seen pretty much all that was to be seen,
and done bis best to post himselt on the situa-
tioa.

The result is rather s*artling. Not that the
correspondent abuses us, or belittles us: on the
contrary he seems to view everything in the
most roseate hue. Never was there such a
ceuntry ; people generous and hospitable ; gov-
ernment excellent; judges pure; commerce
flourishiug ; dufficient money ; great energies ;
and brilliant prospects. No wonder that with
such s condition of things be could find scarce-
ly any anpexationists. It would certainly be
the beight of folly for us to desire a change
when we are already as near perfection as can
be: least of all we should we desire any close
political relationship with a country like the
United States, which aceording to this gentle-
man's own showing, can present no attractions
for us. Here is his opinion of us—too flatter-
ing mot to be noticed :

« Taken wholly, the people of Canada are
abead of our great Yankee nation in the gual-
ities of bonest kind trank speech, and
genial hospitality. It must be like plunging
into a cold bath to pass from the warm, buman
atmosphere of Canadian society into the hollow,
freezing vanities of New England life.’

 Canada is at this t the happi
country on the face of the globe. Sbe has
neither a standing army sor navy, and yet
she is as abundantly protected as if she owned
the power of Russia. She has no taxes to pay,
or they are so insignificant as to be barely ap-
iable. She discriminates fifteen per cent
on her imports, and thus, while raising a re-
venue, fosters the growth of home industries.
Crime is rigidly punished. Murderers never
escape the gallows. The morale of the public
service is far bigher than our own. adges
are not commonly bribed, and public opinion
bas not yet lost its influence in exercising a
wholesome restraint on the conduct of those
who have important trusts to those committed
to ther charge. The Legislative branch of
the Government is carried on with great econ-
omy. Cases of corruption are rare, and when
they do occur the offeaders are shown no clem-
ency by society. The resources ot the country
are now being rapidly developed, and when
the Pacific Railroad is completed the Domin-
ion cannot belp being a great field for emigra-
tion. For these and for many other reasons
100 numerous to detail, Canada prefers remain-
mng as she is."”

This really looks as though some good -na-
tured people bad got bold of the newspaper
man and treated him to unlimited oysters dur-
ing his tour. For a Canadiau to bold so
favorable an cpinion of Canada'’s preseat and
future, would be no more than natural, but tor
an American, this is something inesplicable.
Praise from” Sir Hubert Stanley indeed! It
is to be hoped that the reports of this gentle
man, who could have no interest in putting us
in too favorable a light, will be credited by
his countrymen. It might tend to eradicate
some of their ideas of the ** manifest destiny ”
of this entire continent to come under the
sway of the Republic; and it it gives them
trver views of our character and sentiments,
will be apt to make our future intercourse
more cordial.

We are not disposed to believe that Canada
bas hed anything like pertection yet. Our
Go ent is not quite as pure or as econom-
ical, as it might be; the rogues are not all
banished, nor the murderers all bung. But we
compare favourably with otber nations, and
bave nothing to gain by entering into new re-
lations with the American Republic. The
Herald's correspondent expresses the general
beliet when he says of tbe Canadians that
* they prefer being as they are to running
the risks of annexation,one of which risks they
firmly believe would be a compulsory measure
saddling on them a share in the payment of
the publicdebt. They bave no faith in Ameri-
can politicians in negotiating for annexation,
and would distrust the most solema promises
of exemption from federal taxation to pay the
national debt. They say, ‘ We cannot tel-
but that the party in opposition to the one
under which annexation might be accomplished
would come into power on the cry of *Tax
the Canadas? We should bave no remedy
when once eut loose from Eagland and within

DESTRUCTIONISM.

Some weeks ago, s report was circulated
throuflb the papers, that there had been 8 warm
and somewhat disorderly debate at the New
York preachers’ meeting, on the subject of the
destruction, or annibilation of the wicked. It
was alleged that Dr. True, a scholarly Metbo-
dist divine, being asked to give his views, read
a paper against the eternity of futore punish-
ment, and/in favor of the Destructionist theory ;
and that be was frequently interrupted, and
some sharp things said to bim, by some of
those present. We took no notice of the affair
at the time ; not knowing how much exaggera-
tion there might be in those reports. How-
ever, since that time, most of the American
Methodiet-papers bave alluded to the matter;
and it appears that the first reports were sub-
stantially correct. Nearly all the Methodist
papers seem to think it inconsistent that Dr.
True was not treated very courteously, after
being asked to give his views, it being known
that be beld lestructionist opinions. It was
reported that Dr. True said at this meet-
ing, that Dr. Warren, of Boston, beld views re-
specting the destruction of the consciousness ot
the wicked after death similar to what he him-
self beld. The Noith-Western Christian Ad-
vocate gave a tangible form to the rumor, in
reterring to the discussion. Speaking of the
affair, the North- Western said :

* Dr. True bas a right to investigate, but 1s
under corresponding obligation to give up his
parchments, just as soon as be has fully settled
bis theory and accepted doctrine inconsistent
with that which be-beld when be accepted or-
dination. It is widely stated in the West that
in that debate Dr. True asserted that Dr.
Warren, of the Boston Theological Seminary,
holds similar * destructionist * views. Of course
Dr. Warren is not to be arraigned on a charge
so made, but the church will be glad to be de-
livered from unnecessary speculations if Dr.
Warren is misrepresented.”

* This bas drawn an explanation from Dr.
Warren, in the last number ot Zion's Herald.
After referring to some evidently false versions
of the report respecting himselt, which bad ap-
peared io print, Dr. Warren says: *‘ Sofar as
I understand Dr. True's eschatological views
from certain curbstone interviews and a Broad-
way omnibus conversation, I can only say, that
1 have not the slightest confidence, either in the
good Doctor’s conclusions, or in bis scriptural,
psychological, and ethical argument in, their
support. I supposed that he perfectly under-
stood this. If, because I have never said it to
him with equal plainness, be has assumed that
I agreed with him, be need no longer labor un-
der the mistake. If I kave failed to publicly
protest agaifist his teachings, I bave not failed
to publicly and empbatically inculcate the
teachings which be bas abandoned. Any more
personal form of opposttion would bave been
indelicate and painfunl to me from the fact that
our earliest relations to each otber, were those
of an impressible pupil to an esteemed and
honored University Professor, and that ever
since that time it bas been my grateful duty to
look to him as one of thc fathers iu our min-
istry, my earliest class-leader, a gewerous per-
sonal friend.

We are glad to bave this explicit statement
from Dr. Warren. It would indicate an unde-
sirable theological looseness, it one occupying
the position of President of a Theological In-
stitution was unsound in the faith. It bas been
the special boast of Methodism, all over the
world, that amid all the disturbances of scept1-
cal speculation and beretical opinions, that bave
visited and troubled other churches, we bave
as a people 1emained unshaken in our loyalty
to the gospel. This stiong faith in the great
truths of the Christiaa Scriptures is an essen-
tial element of power. These subtle specula-
tiony- may fascinate certain minds, but are a
source of weakness and irritation, when they
fiod a lodgement id a church. The doctrine of
thé destruction of conscious being has always
seemed to us to be based upon a false Psychol-
ogy. and defended by a strained interpretation
of a tew texts of Scripture.

A Correspondent of the St. Louis Christian
Advocate writes :— The Golden Age, edited and
owned by Theodore Tilton, contains some
words in reference to editorial arrangements in
the management ot the Christian Union. It
states that Oliver Jobnson, the discarded
managing editor of the New York Independent,
has been engaged in the same capacity by the
proprietors of the Christian Union. Oliver
Jobnston is well known to be a disbeliever in
Christianity or a Christian system, and even
Mr Bowen, of the /ndependent, considered him
too heterodox, too notoriously and glaringly
beterodox, to be connected with his paper.
This dismissed unbeliever from the tripod of
the /ndependent has been picked up by the pro-
prietors ot the Christian Union and installed
in the editorship of their paper. Comment
upon this is needless. It is & proof that the
Unien is becoming consistent ; but to be alto-
getber consistent, it should change its name %
the Free Religious Union, and should sssociate
with Henry Ward Beecher's same as editor-in-
chief that of Mrs. Woodbull. Then both its
columns and inscriptions would be true.

Dr. Wwu. F. WagrreN gives to Zion's
Herald the tollowiog ootice extraordinary of
Hodge's ** Systematic Divinity ": ** Happily,
Methodism has little tocriticise in his state-
ments of her doctrine, for the reason that be
gives next to none. In a work iof two thous-
and two bundred and seventy-three pages,
covering about every question that can be
brought into any kind of relation witbChristian
truth. be alludes to Methodist views, or writ-
ers, some four or five times, occupying less
thas that number of pages with their discussion,
Nor need we regret this scanty appreciation.
His briet representation of our Metbodist doc-
trine of justification, taken in connection with
its authenticating citations from Fletcher and
Peck, is, in its way, a perfect gem-—a match-
less masterpiece of blundering caricature. The
very perfection of its deformity excites in an
unprejudiced mind a pleasure closely akin to
that evoked by the opposite pertection of
beauty and truth. His portraiture of our doc-
trine of entire sanctification is entitled in a less
degree, to the same high compliment. No
band but that of a master could ever bave
painted so unrecognizable a portrait.”

As the
Globe says, it operates simply asa protective
tax, and benefits two or three manufactu.ers
in Ontario, while the press of the country bhave
to bear the burden; foreign paper is excluded
from the market, and an inferior article is pro-
duced and sold at an extortionate rate, whea
competition would compel the production of a
good article, at a low price. We feel certain
if 8 committee of two or three intelligent men
were appointed to look into the question when
Parliament meets, they would very soon see
the injustice that is at present being inflicted
on the press and the people of the Dominion
in this matter. We bave no doubt if the
newspapers generally were to unite to urge
the repeal of both these obnoxious taxes their
demaad would be complied with.—Citigen.

EDUCATION AND MONEY-GETTING.

The people who decry academic culture have
one invariable argument Which they use over
and over again, putting it forward with an as-
surance which scrves at least to sbow that they
thiuk it unanswerable. They find balf-a-dozen
men who bave strikingly succeeded in business
without any education beyond tbat of the com-
mon schools, and balf-a-dozen otbers who with
the best of education bave failed to make mo-
ney—and immediately their case against the
colleges is made out to their satisfaction.
Sometimes they goa little furtl er into the sub-
jeet, and norniua"y ask bhow anybody is to
make Greek and Latin and pbysical science,
and the higher mathematics and intellectual
philosopby pay, and they always assume that
such a question answers itself. -

Now to all this there are just two replies to

be made. First, that even in the matter of
money-making, the bigher education is of very
great value; and secondly, that the culwure of
the colleges, and the atter-culture for which it
lays a toundation, are worth infinitely more
than money. [alf-a dozen cases or balt-a-hun-
dred cases on one side and as many on the
other prove just nothing whatever Success
in the matter of getting money is dep:ndent
upon many things ocher than education, as any-
body may discover with very little trouble.
One man bas a keener desire for wealth than
another, and will sacrifice more of comfort and
convenience for its acquisition. Pure accident,
in very many cases, forms an important factor
in the problem, aod there are rich men by the
score, in this country, whose wea'th bas come
to them in spite, rather than by reason of their
sets. A writer in a Chicago paper, a year or
'two ago, traced the history of that city's lead-
ing property holders, and of the whole list there
was but one who bad deliberately planued his
wsuccess , while one of them, in a personal ip-
Rerview, stated the fact that he bad in former
years spent many a sleepless night over his in-
ability to sell for a song the marsh lands on
which bis bundred buildings now stand. And
there are many otber conditions to success in
money getting with which edu-ation or the
lack of it has nothing whatever to do.

Bat the fact is patent enonghb, that, with
other things ¢qual, the man whose intellect has
been disciplined makes money more easily and
more surely than his neighbor who is without
culture. We all know well enough that the
laboring class, the one most absolutely without
edacation, is the one whose exertions yield the
smallest pecuniary returns. We know per-
fectly well that both cuiture and inlormation
—the two results ot education—serve to open
many avenues of business to their possessor,
which, wanting these he could never enter.

But the second arswer is the bigher one.
Money is not the only good. It is not even
the chlef good to be sought in lite. Its pos-
session, in considerable quantities, is a bl ssing
or a curse, according to the use made of it;
and it has no power whatever tor good which
is not equally a power for evil.: Asa means,
it is exceedingly valuable, but as an end, it is
worse than worthless. In the bands of a man
or woman who esteems it only lor its uses, its
value can bardly be overestimated; but to the
man or woman to whom it is an end, it is the
worst of all possible curses. Wealth, proper-
ly used, greatly widens the ¢ phere of its pos-
sessor’s usefulness. It enables Lim to help
others in the life struggle ; and there is no bap-
piness so pure, 80 la:ting, or so perfect as that
which is born of benefiis conferred upon our
fellows. The possessor of wealth may give aa
sducation bere, a dincer to bungry mouths
there ; be may furnish work and wages to wil-
ling and needy bands, and the doing of this
alone is a worthy life-work. le may endow a
schol rship in a college or found a hospital,
and thus extend the worth of bis living to com-
ing geoerations of men and women. All these
and many other excellent things one may do
with money, but the money itselt, undirected
by & generous impulse or a wortby purpose,
ean do nothing except to make of its possessor
a marrow worshipper of selt, a lover of lucre
for its own sake. Used, 1t widens and deepens
the channel ol its owner's life ; it ennobles him,
and makes the fact ot his living a benefit to his

Kind ; but unused, it dwarfs whatever of good
there may be in him, and makes of him some-
thing which the world would bave been far bet-
ter without.

With anything like true culture, the case is

very different. The man who bas it can not,
if be would, belp using it for the benefit ot
others. Its influence goes with him wherever
he goes; and so long as he meets and talks
with men and women, of whatever station they
may be, just so long will his culture communi-
eate itselt, in greater or less degree, to others,
while its influcnce upon bimselt can not poss-
bly be other than an uplifting one.

There is o commoner cant in our utilitarian
ege and countrv than this dzftr)ine of liberal
ecueition, and certainly there never was a more
illogical one.— Hearth and Home.

The laws which have so long
prevailed regulating, or rather attempting to
regulate the rate oi interest, are in direct oppo-
siidh to all right, commercial principles, and
bave proven of the greatest injury to business.
Ibey were founded in ig morance and prejudice,
with the intention of protecting the poor man
from the avarice of the rich, but they have
driven him ioto the clutches of a class of men
destitute of all mercy. These laws bave en-
tirely failed to accomplish the end which they
sought. For, being contrary to right, men
bave justified their consciences in evading them,
and bave practiced extortion to secure gain in
the risks of an illicit traflic. We have in near-
ly every community all manner uf dishonest
evasions, and the sanctities of the law are de-
stroyed, and the moral tone is lowered. As
Methodists we are commanded not to take an
unlawiul interest; that is, we are to obey the
law of the land. But there is no foundation
for the notion that justice and charity require
a rate of interest to be established by law.—
Central Advocate.

STONE-COLORED WASH.

I painted a board fence and a rough out-
building two years ago, and it is nearly as good
to-day as it was when finished, and it costs com-
paratively nothing. The fence is a common,
rough board fence, with a cap-board nailed on
the top; and I bave leaned on the fence a
handred times, and it will not soil a black coat,
or any garment, by so doing, but appears sla-
ty, with no disposition to crumble. * Take
two pounds of flax seed and boil it in a com-
mon wash boiler for an hour or more, in four
pails of water ; after thoroughly boiling strain
it into an old, tight barrel ; put in one peck, in
bulk, of common land plaster, one peck of
nicely sifted wood ashes, one quart of wheat
flour, and one quart ot salt. Put in your bar-
rel a good stick as large as a bandspike, and
stir it until it is thick as cream ; let it stand in
the sun tor a week, and every time yoa go by
the barrel, stir it thorougbly, and by the end
ot a week it won't settle, but will remain incor-
porated, and is fit for use.” The above was
made in quite warm weather, and worked up
like sponge batter, two or three times, before
putting it on; but a good stirring would, in 8
minute or two, reduce it again to its creamy
consistency. It is now as hard as slate, snd is
certaioly valuable in preserving the wood, and
is a cheap luxur§ in good looks for femces or
second-class buildings, and I know it is no bum-
bug.—Rural Home.

HON. JOHN H. RYAN.

Hon. Jobn Henry Ryan, of Millstream,
King's Couaty New Brunswick, died at his re-
sidence, on the twenty-fimt of Jlnurf 1873,
in the sixty-fitth year of his age.

He was born at Point de Bute N /£ ., Janu-
ary 4th, 1809. His father James Jyan, Esq.,
removed to Millstream, near Sussex Vale, in
the year 1814, and was one of the earliest
Methodists in the County of Kings. Through
the influence of James Ryan to a large extent,
Metbodism was figst introduced into that part
of the country.

The Hon. Mr. Ryan inherited a large share
of his father's love of Methodist doctrines and
disciphoe.

For the last
twenty years he was a member of the Legisla-
tive Council of New Brunswick. He ofien
made his wide-reaching influence felt to a con-
siderable extent, as a supporter of t he mora)
and Christian'movements of his time.
After an illness of about a fortnight, he
peacefully fell asleep in Jesus. The Superia-
tendent of the circuit was ably assisted on the
occasion of the funeral by Rev. John Prince,
who preached an appropriate sermon from He-
brews , xii, 1.
