I wish to say one thing in regard to the effect 

of going into minute details in prayer. It ia the 
only way to make prayer ratereating. When 
you attempt to prey at night, with a mind 
wearied and exhausted with the labor» of the 
day, you find your thoughts wandering. No 
complaint is more common than this. There ia 
scarcely any question which is aiked more fre­
quently of a pastor than this : “ How shill I 
avoid wandering thoughts in prayer V It would 
be asked, too, much oftener than it is, were it 
not that Christians shrink from acknowledging 
to their religious teschsrs, which seems to imply 
their want of interest in spiritual things. Now 
the remidy, in nine esses out of ten, is coming 
to particulars in your prayers. Have no long, 
forms! exordiums. Abandon the common phra­
ses of general confession snd request and corns 
at once to the particular circumstances snd mi­
nute wants snd trials of the day. Describe all 
particulars. Feel that you are alone, that tke 
restricts of publicity are removed from you ; 
that you may safely abandon the phraseology 
end the form which a proper respect for the cus­
toms of men retain in the pulpit and at the fam­
ily altar, end come to converse with your great 
protector as a man convene» with kit friend ; 
end nmember that if yeti fasten upon one word 
which you have spoken with ac improper spirit, 
end oonfaei your guilt in that one ein, mention­
ing all the circamstsnoee which attended it, and 
exposing the wicked emotions which dictated it, 
you Ash» more truly a eanfution than by re­
peating solemnly the beet expneeion of the (Re- 
trine of human depravity that creed or catech­
ism or system of theology ever gave—.Abbott.

.h. weekly meeting of his beloved Seminar»**,

The Day of Best.
No great man has left a more decided testi­

mony to his epprecistion of the value of the 
Christian Sabbath than did Wilberforce.

“ Oh I what a blessed day is the Ssbbath 1 ” 
he writes : “ give us a precious interval wherein 
to come oat from the thickets cl worldly con­
cerns, end give ourselves op to heavenly snd 
spiritual objects. What a blessing it Sunday, 
interposed between the waves of worldly busi­
ness,like the divine path of the Israelites through 
Jordan. I otn truly declare that to me the Sab­
bath has been invaluable.”

Who has not often felt, when Saturday night 
came, what a blessing to the weary world was a 
day of rest ? But in order to secure its bless­
ing in its highest form, we need something more 
then to spend it in idleness and recreation. 
Such an abuee of its sacred hours will call down 
upon us God’s displeasure instead of hit favor. 
As a general rule, we shall find that wa are pros­
pered' through the week about in proportion as 
we hallow the Sabbath day. A distinguished 
member of the bar said he could pretty neerly 
estimate the successes or failures of the week by 
notieg the manner in which the Sabbath that 
began it had been spent.

Sunday gains are almost invariably counter­
balanced by week-day losses.

“ If it bed not been for the Sabbath,” remark­
ed a distinguished merchant to Dr. Edwards, 
“ I hive no doubt I should have been a maniac 
long ago.”

Mr. Q. wee a great importer, end he used to 
say that “ the Sabbath seas the best day of the 
week to plan successful voyages.” He ended 
his career in the insane asylum, where, for many 
years, he was a marked example of the truth 
thet “ the way ef the transgressors it herd.”

A lawyer who was accustomed, when much 
pressed, to prepare for Monday’s pleading on 
the Sabbath, found that he uniformly failed in 
hit Monday’s efforts. He beesms convinced at 
last that Ssbbsth-bresking was unprofitable, and 
so left it off. After thet hit Mondays were as 
successful as any other deys, end God’s blessing 
followed him, leediog him st last to a high posi­
tion as a preacher of the gospel.

If we desire the highest success in our lawful 
pursuits, let ot “ remember the Sabbath day to 
keep it holy.” If we wish (o fit ourselves for an 
eternal Ssbbath of praise in keaven, let us honor 
God in hit sanctuary and in our homes upon hit 
holy day.—Sunday School Timet.

These tendencies already far advanced in 
England and thii country, are materially aided 
by a lubtier and lets clearly pronounced sacer­
dotalism, which finds expression among us in 
exclusive view of the Episcopal Church ; in un- 
scriptural conceptions of the sacr-meots in su­
perstitious ideas of tbs power- of the ministry ; 
sod in a legal rather than evangelical view ef the 
Christian Ufa.

The influence of these tendencies we believe 
to be eminently injurious to our Church, by the 
reoeooable prejudice which they excite ; fatal to 
the performance of tke greet mission to our 
Church in this land, by their contrariety to true 
liberty and the true progress of the age ; danger­
ous to seals by their hiding of the fret grace of 
the Gospel i and dishonorable'to Christ by their 
substitution of human medialorship in th* place 
of the “ one Mediator, Christ Jesus."

Under a deep sense of responsibility, we ask 
ourselves what, in this crisis, it it our duty to 
do ?

In the first place, we feel compelled to affirm 
that in many pulpits of our Church another Gos­
pel ii presetted which it not the Gospel of Christ 
The Church needs to b* awakened to its peril. 
A paramount duty it imposed upon our clergy 
and our miesioaary organisations, to it* thet, to 
for as they are able, the pure word of God shall 
be preached everywhere in our land. We can­
not yield this liberty end obligation to any claim 
of territorial jurisdiction, snd we hereby express 
our sympathy with the resistance which is made, 
in this respect, to the attempted enforcement of 
false constructions of canonical lsw.

We believe also, that the present crisis of Pro­
testantism demands a higher degree of sympathy 
and co-operation among the votions evangelical 
bodies Into which we are divided. An exclusive 
position, in this respect, we hold to be tojurtapa 
to our own Church, snd inconsistent wisriKur 
history and standards, at well es with the spirit 
of the Gospel. In the case of those “ chosen and 
called” to the work of the ministry by thoee ",who 
have public authority given unto them in the con­
gregation," and manifestly blessed in tneir la­
bors by the Holy Ghost, we believe that we can­
not withhold] our recognition of the validity of 
their ministry without imperilling the interests 
of evangelical religion, “ despising the brethren,’ ’ 
snd doing “despite unto the spirit ot grace.” In 
this matter also, we express our earnest sympa­
thy with the resistance which it made to those 
false interpretations of canonical law by which 
thia recognition end fellowship would be restrain­
ed.

This statement of our views it made under a 
fall sente of any responsibility which it may in. 
volve. The love and devotion which we bear to 
our Church, and the allegiance which we ewe to 
Christ, will not allow us to hesitate. With kind- 
nets and charity for all who differ from us, im­
posing no burden upon the consciences of others, 
as we are unwilling to submit to any imposed 
upon our own, we claim only thet in the Church 
of our dearest affection it is our inalienable priv- 
ege to be true, in these respects, to our sense of 
duty to God.

TESTANT EPISCOPAL CHURCH IN THE UNI­
TED STATES.

The subscribers of the following Declaration, 
deeply moved by what they believe to be the 
present danger» of our beloved Church, in the 
open and secret tendencies which exist in it to 
conformity with th* Church of Rome, and hum­
bly trusting in the guidance and blessing of th* 
Holy Spirit, would make this statement of their 
views and feelings, for the purpose of mutual en­
couragement end support.

The essential principle ol these tendencies is 
an entire subversion of the Protestant and Evan­
gelical character of our Reformed Church. It 
transforms the ministry of the Gospel into a 
Priesthood | Baptism into a magical rite ; the 
Lord’s Sapper into the Sacrifice of the Maas ; 
evangelical liberty into bondage to manifold oh-

Progress of P ro testant Christianity
Notwithstanding th* intolerant legislation 

which still prevails in the Pepsi States, in Spria, 
and in some of the republics of South America, 
Protestantism is rooting itself in every Roman 
Catholic country ot the world. The fiercest 
persecution in Spain has not been able to reduce 
the number of the native converts who continue 
to meet secretly for divine worship. The Eng- 
l.sh residents in Spain obtained permission from 
the Government to receive s pastoral visit from 
on* of the English bishops. The efforts for giv­
ing to young Spaniards an evangelical education 
are actively continued in Swilierland and Sou­
thern France, and some program toward orga- 
nixieg Protestant Spanish congregations ht* 
been made in Algeria and in the United States. 
The last census of the Papal States shows a 
Protestant population of about 1000. In Latin 
America, regular services in the Spanish and 
Portuguese languages are now in Chili, the Ar­
gentine Republic, Brasil, and the United States 
of Columbia, end the formation of native 
churches mikes satisfactory progress. Id con­
sequence of the steady immigration of Protes­
tants from Europe and America, the Protestant 
population of Latin America is already coceide- 
rsble, being estimated in 1867, at about 120,000. 
In Portugal, a Protestant congregation has been 
organised in the Azores, and another, consisting 
of sixty members in Lisbon. They cannnot yet 
meet openly ; but public opinion seems to be­
come favorable to religious toleration. In Italy, 
all the large cities have now Protestant congre­
gations. In Austria, the principal grievances of 
the Protestants have been redressed.

Ï3 the pagan counties, the numerous Protes­
tant missionary societies labor with unflagging 
seal and with cheering success. There ere now, 
st far as known, 86 different Protestent societies, 
which sustain missionaries in non-Christisn 
countries. In China, the Government continues 
to protect the Christians ; and several remark­
able awakenings have largely added to the num­
ber of converts. In 1867, the 26 missionary 
societies which labor in China had together 97 
ordained, 14 lay, and 93 female—in all, 204 
missionaries, 202 native assistants, 608 commu­
nicants, and 3142 members in the ooegregstions. 
Op India, we have the importent testimony of 
Mitt Carpenter, who made the influence of mis­
sionaries upon the education of the natives the 
subject of every careful study, and who reports, 
os the result of her observation», thet the pro­
gress ot Christian education ia remarkable.— 
Twenty-five Protestant missionary societies labor

in India, of which 3 are iu Scotland, 8 in Eng- all its attendant planets end satellites, the earth 
land, 1 in Ireland, 4 on th* continent of Europe included, would be destroyed 
and 9 in America. There ire rise 7 societies 
for literature and education.

The societies maintain over 660 missionaries, 
snd, with the Bible snd Tract Societies, expend 
about £250,000. In India, Government ex­
pends on secular education over £700,000 annu­
ally. There tie in British India, including 
Burmth atd Ceylon, upward of 190 nstivs Mis­
sionaries, 1800 nstivs catechists, 1660 native 
churches, 60 000 native communicaati, and pro­
bably 100.000 boys and girls receiving Christian 
instruction. The present number of church 
members connected with all the missions in Bur­
nish is 15,623. The operation» in Japan have 
still to be secret j but the missionaries report 
that the results which have beta obtained are 
most satisfactory. The opening of two more 
ports in January, 1868, will «creese the influ­
ence ot the Christian nations apon Japan, and 
thus, indirectly, the influente ol Christianity 
Turkey has now two Protestant colleges io sue- 
ceeeful operation ; and the American mission­
aries have begun to train th* native congre­
gations in the principle of self-support. In 
Madagascar there are 4374 persons in church- 
fellowship, who represent e total Christian popu­
lation, old and young, of more than 16,060.
This island continues to bo one of the meet 
promising missionary fields of the Protestant 
churches.—Methodist.

Signs in India.
A missionary writes :—The Gospel bet been 

preached almost every day, and sometimes two 
or three times a day, in the city and surround­
ing villages during the year. And as “ the hus­
bandman waiteth for the precious fruit of the 
earth, and hath long patience for It, “ to we 
wait for the Lord to water the seed of the word, 
that it msy, indeed, bring forth precious fruit 
We think, however, that the eigne of the com­
ing harvest are visible. First. The numbers 
are rapidly «cresting who have no confidence 
in their own religion ; especially it this the cue 
with the more enlightened pert ol the Hindoos. 
Second. The numbers are increasing who ad­
mit the sufficiency end superiority of Christian­
ity, and in secret love to inquire concerning the 
way of life. Third. The greatly increased 
crowds of attentive hearer» during the recent 
visitation of cholera, when all ranks and classes 
were being out down by it. The Bazar congre­
gations were more than doubled, while discus­
sion snd dispute, which before often ran very 
high, were almost unknown. Fourth. There 
are few who appear to be reel inquirer» after 
the truth. We era sorry that we have to con­
fine ourselves so closely to the mere enumera­
tion of signs. “ Thy kingdom corns.”

The Mission Cause.—The circular from 
the New York Mission Rooms gives an affect­
ing view ot mieaioBi : * We were jut listening 
to t beloved pastor while he told of another pu- 
tor who had, by persistently visiting three most 
miserable culprits in a prison thirty mike dis­
tent, succeeded in winning them to Christ, and 
after the period of incarceration bed cloud, re­
ceived them into his Church. This story charm­
ed our dear pastor, and so it did a great com­
pany of others to whom it had bean told. Hear 
now another : There is a letter before us from 
the wile of a missionary who, with her husband, 
has gone more than 10,000 miles to 30,000,000

Central gtisttUanjj.
The Burning Star.

The following account of an event more awful 
and sublime than the most vivid imagination can 
fully conçoive it given by Edwin Dunkin, of tbo 
royal Oburvatory, England. It is only one of 
several similar caaea on record. In May lut a 
star blued forth in the Northern Crown and wu 
of the second magnitude. The utronomere gave 
it immediate scientific observation end recorded 
the results in technical terms which need not be 
repeated t V

« There can be little doubt thet, from some 
cause unknown to us, it must have been the sub­
ject of o terrible eetutrophe at a period perhaps 
distant ; for it mual be borne in miad.that, owing 
to itt immense distance Jron ut. we may be only 
witnetting the calamity of a patt age. From the 
sudden biasing forth of this star, snd then its 
rapid fading sway, Mr. Huggins aad Dr. Miller 
hove sugguted that, in consequence of » greet 
in'eraal convulsion, probably o largo quantity of 
hydrogen end other gaue were emitted from it.”

During a discussion on thia star, at a meeting 
of the Royal Astronomical Society, en June 8lb 
the utronomer royal expressed bis firm belief 
that this wonderful object wu actually in flames.

If we were inclined to speculate en this unique 
utronomicsl phenomenon, or the probable con­
sequences arising from such a sudden oqjburst 
of fiery gss, what an extensive subject of con 
temptation is open to us ! Astronomically wi 
have known this minute star for years without 
suspicion ; it hu been classified with others of 
similar magnitude ; it hu been one of many 
millions of such ; while now it will be remem' 
be red by ell future generations u one of the 
most extraordinary among lb* most celebrated 
start of the univers*. Or, 1st our speculation 
be carried on a little further, and let ut reason 
tbly suppose this smell and hitherto nearly in­
visible object to b* an immsnu globe like our 
own sun,* and surrounded probably with plan*ta 
and utaUites depending on their centre for light 
end best ; whet would be the effect of this sud­
den conflagration on them f It makes one al­
most shudder st the idea of a system of worlds 
being annihilated at once without warning. But 
such must doubtless be the fact We, however, 
in thia quiet world of ours, can scarcely, perhaps, 
realist such a catastrophe -, but were our sun 
which it only a star analogous to thou in the 
heavens around us, to be suddenly ignited in n 
simitar manner to this distant and unknown san,

Honor yonr Business.
It is a good sign when a man is proud of his 

work or calling. Yet nothing is more^common 
than to hear men finding fault constantly with 
their particular business, and deeming them­
selves unfortunate because fastened to it by the 
necessity of gaining a livelihood. In this spirit 
men fret, and laboriously destroy all their c< m- 
fort in the work ; or1 they change their business, 
and go on miserably, shifting from one thing to 
another, till the grave or the poor-house gives 
them a fast grip. But, while occasionally a man 
fails in life because he is not in the piece fitted 
for hie peculiar talent, it happens ten times of­
tener that failure results from neglect and"even 
contempt of an honest business. A man should 
put hie heart into everything that he does. There 
is not a profession that has not its peculiar cares 
and vexations. No man will escape annoyance 
by changing business. No mechanical business 
is altogether agreeable. Commerce, in its end­
less varieties, is effected, like all other human 
pursuits, with trials, unwelcome duties, and 
spirit-tiring necessities. It is the very wonton- 
ness of tolly for a man to search out the frets 
and burdens of bis calling, and give hie mind 
every day to a consideration of them. They 
belong to human life. They are inevitable. 
Brooding then, only gives them strength. On 
the other hand, a man has power given to him 
to ahed beauty and pleasure upon the homeliest 
toil, if he is wise. Let » man adopt his busi- 
nesf| and identify it with his life, and cover it 
with pleasant associations ; for God has given 
us imagination, not alone to make some poets, 
but to enable all men to beautify homely things.

Brain Work.
The “ Health end Longevity ol Brain Wotk- 

ers,” by Dr. George M. Beard, an article in 
Harper's Monthly, presents some curious statis­
tics with regard to the physical effects of intel­
lectual labor, showing that constant activity ol 
mind forms the most favorable condition for the 
attainment of old age. It is true that many 
whose names shines brightest in the galaxy ot 
the world’s thiaksrs walked all their lives in 
sorrow snd pita,and sunk into premataregrates. 
But on th* other hand it it just is true that the 
logical cause of the suffering snd early decease 
of these men is to be found, in most instances, 
not in thsir intellectual activity tt authors so 
much os in thsir native feebleness of constitu­
tion, in their dissipated habits or in their ex­
ternal circumstances. Msny delicate, finely 
strung natures are irresistibly impelled to author­
ship by the force of their genius, and, if such 
are doomed to * lifa-long battle with disease, 
surely their uniting should not be held responsi­
ble for their misfortunes. Soma worry them­
selves to death, others hsiton it by over indul­
gence of the passions, snd others die simply 
because nature does not allow them sufficient 
capital to sustain life i but very few die «imply 
from over-exertion of the mind.

Contemplate wbat wondere ef toil, as well is 
of snff.ring, have been endured by many authors 
who nave yet attained a good old age. Sir 
Waiter Scott, overwhelmed with debt, lonely 
through bereavement, persistently writing and 
planning until he was past sixty ; Dante, fight­
ing with poverty end hi* own weaknesses plung­
ing into all mysteries and acieaoet for three «core 
years and ten ; Edwards establishing a reputa­
tion as a theologan and philosopher that shall 
stand for ever, while he wee obliged to measure 
out bis plain food according to the caprice* ol 
hi* delicate stomach ; Irving, working st his 
dsek for ten and even fifteen hours n day, riling 
often tt midnight to resume hit task, snd yet 
not compelled to lay aside bis pen until he wee 
•evanty-eix . Besidei these, eeores of name» are 
at once suggested of men of genius and letters 
who have struggled with poverty and various 
forms of ill, snd yet hive thought on end writ­
ten until put the allotted term of human life.

College Undents are referred to os affording 
examples of vigorous sad bounding health, not 
inferior to tbit of any other body of young men 
in the country. Intelligent farmers form in im­
portant dut of brain-workers, nnd it it gene­
rally known that they reach a high average of 
loegevity. “ Bat this green old eg» it not due 
to their muscular exercise alone, for mechanics 
and laborers,who work svsn harder than farmers 
do not live u long by many years ; it is not dun 
to the pare air they breathe, for many not of 
door laborers are mush lower in the scale of 
longevity than they t nor lutiy, is it due to the 
eslmaeu of rural lilt, for the firmer, ii a free­
holder, ia hardened with grave responsibilities 
end oppressed by weightier cum than the but-

I cher in the marker, the teamster on the highway, 
or the workman he employ s by the day—all of 
whom die much younger than he.

“ Farmers are long-lived cot only because of 
pure sir, moderate exercise and country quiet, 
but more especially « fleet» of merely physical 
labor varied by activity of mind. Of nearly 
twenty thousand of this class who died in Mas­
sachusetts, the average was over sixty.”

In our large cities, also, the best physics! de­
velopment is found in the most highly favored 
elutes as regards material pfoaperity, and whose 
habitual pursuit» demand constant activity of 
mind. Merchants and manufacturers live longer 
than artisans snd laborers, but not so long at 
professional men. Restoring from analogy snd 
from the facts of biography, it would seem that 
those who are endowed with unusual intellectual 
powers ctn work harder and longer, ell things 
•being equal, than the rank snd file of humanity.

Hints to Skaters.
The following timely and excellent advice is 

given in //all's Journal i/ Health, a periodica 
devoted to the preservation of the human body 
from the attacks of disease, and acknowledged 
u a competent authority in such matters. Our 
friends, young snd old, and of both sixes who 
delight in the exhiliratiog pastime cf skating 
would do well to take heed of the precautions 
here laid down :

1. Avoid elutes which ere strapped on the 
feet, u they prevent the calculation, and the 
foot becomes frozen before the skater ia aware 
of it, because the tight strapping benumbs the 
foot aad deprives it of feeling. A young lady 
in Boston lost « foot in this way ; another in 
New Ywrk. her life, by endeavoring to thaw 
her feet in warm water after taking eff her 
skates. Th* safest kind are thou which receive 
the forepart of the foot in a kind of a toe, and 
•tout leather around the heel, buckling in front 
of t^e ankle only, thus keeping the heel in 
place without spikes or screws, end siding 
greatly in supporting the ankle.

2. It it not the object so much to skats fast 
as to ekete gracefully ; and thia is sooner and 
more easily learned by skating with delibera­
tion ; while it prevents overheeling, and dimi­
nishes the chances of taking cold by cooling off 
too soon afterwards.

3. If the wind is blowing, s veil should b* 
worn over the face, st toast by ladies and by 
children, otherwise, fatal inflammation of the 
lungs (pneumonia) may occur.

4. Do not sit down for a single half minute, 
nor stand still if there ia any wind ; nor atop 
a moment after the skate» are taken off; but 
walk about so as to restore the circulation about 
the feet and toes, and to prevent being chilled.

6. It ia safer to walk home than to ridai the 
latter ia almost certain to give a cold.

6. Never carry anything in the mouth while 
skating, nor any hard substance in the hand, 
nor throw anything on the ice | none but a 
careless, reckless fellow would thus endanger a 
fellow skater a fall.

7. If tba thermometer is below thirty, and 
the wind ia blowing, no lady or child should ba 
skating.

8. Always keep your eye» about you, looking 
ahead and upward, not on the ice that you may 
not run against some lady, child or learner.

9. Arrange to have an extra garment, thick 
and heavy, to throw over your shoulders tke 
moment you cess* skating, snd then we!k 
home, 8r at least a half a mile, with your mouth 
closed so that the lungs may not ba shilled by 
the cold air dishing upon them through the 
open mouth ; if it passes through the now and 
head, it it warmed before it gets to the lungs.

10. It would be a safe rule for no lady cr 
child to be on skates longer than an hour at a 
tme.

' Christian (Etperimtt.
Hold up the Light.

Early io my Christian life 1 was taught tbit I 
must come out from the world, end be 'willing 
to be singular ; “ that this vile world wm no 
friend te grace to help me on to God that 1 
must bear the cross in praying in prayer meet­
ing» ; that 1 must bear testimony for Jesus when 
the opportunity was given j that I must be active 
io praying for and trying to persuada sinners to 
come to ChrisL 1 must lay aside every weight 
and be willing to be singular in drei», and 
my conversation must be such as Lvcom- 
rth godline»». But 1 found in me a heart 
that wa» prone to leave God. Often 1 mourned 
to secret before the Lord for departures from 
the narrow way, and tba language of my heart 
was:

" Prone to wander. Lord I feel it,
Ft one to leave the (iud 1 love,
Here's my heart, O take and seat it, 
beat it for thy courts above/’

A few months after my conversion, a friend 
gave me that precious little book. “ Toe Christ, 
iin'a Manual,” by Timothy Merritt. How it 
magnified the promises and set my soul athirst 
for God. My conscience was quick and tender 
to the least approach of ein. But when I would 
do good, evil was present. Ou how 1 felt ill 
cruel power and cried out in the language of,-th* 
apostle, “ Who will deliver me from the body of 
this death.” Often as I retired to reel these 
lines were in my heart :

“ With thee all-night I mean to stay.
And wrestle till tne break of day,"

Every act of my life seemed »o full of eelf 
that I abhorred myself at infinitely unworthy of 
such forbearance on the part o^God. Yet in all 
this I was not in that state of condemnation al 
when seeking pardon. But the light of the 
Holy Spirit was ahinirg on my naked heart, snd 
I could not bear the sight. 1 abhorred myself 
as in duet and ashes. “ At the heart panteth 
for the cooling water brook», so panteth my soul 
for the living God.” Months passed in thia 
frame of mind because I did not comprehend 
the way of faith. I often consecrated my entire 
all-, and somehow expected tbst Jesus would 
meet me in the set and witness to my inmost 
soul tbst He accepted my off-pring. Then, and 
not till then, could I accept Him as my coaplele 
Savior from ein. I would plead the promîtes ; 
and this “ I will receive you,” and yet He does 
not : and why ? Then 1 would go over the ground 
again and lay all on the altar and wait in ex­
pectation of a glorious manifestation. The



thought WM pretented, perhapa, by this thirst- 
ing for God, end this ebendonihg ell hope in 
anything but the blood of Seen* the noth is bo 
ing done for my eouL My iaith took hold oc 
Jeent, and by looking to Him I lot go of self, o> 
rather stopped looking at my offering. I eeem- 
ed to sink into a depth of love unknown before 
The Saviour wu to infinitely near that 1 fell 
what He meant when He eaid “ My peace 1 
give unto you." Hie preeenoe wu a living re- 
ality and I feared the IsMt omission or commis­
sion that would grieve the loving, tender Spirit 
awey. Now I could not My •• Prone to wender," 
for Jesus Vet the sun of my existence. By 
night 7.nd day I reposed on the bosom of infinite 
lev... Twenty-eight years have passed since tbst 
solemn transaction in which I let go of self and 
everything.aod by faith took held ot Jesus at my 
all in all. God set hie seal upon me when 1 
took hold on Him. As I received the Lord 
Jeeue, so I retain him, vis : by entire consacra- 
sad faith.

I have ever found that He blesses me in my 
efforts to held up the light. To confeu the 
whole truth.that Jeeue can and will save hie 
people from their sine. That there is no mid­
dle ground. After we see our privilege, we 
mutt come up to it, or wander back in the wild­
erness of tin, end doubt, and darkness. God 
it dishonored by this course. Wounded in the 
house of hie friends : and, oh, the lost eternally 
to ourselvee and others. May the light of the 
Spirit shine cn the work, until none shall be in 
doubt on this important subject.

7 A* Methodist Recorder in noticing his death 
speaks of him as one of “ the most learned, 
estimable, and faithful of men, whose name has 
for half a century been an ornament to the 
Methodist ministry, and whose abilities and vir­
tues will be remembered with admiration and 
love so long m the present generation exists.”

-Dr. Hannah's full services as a Methodist 
Minister bad been continued for fifty-three 
years, from 1814, when he received hie first 
appointment, until the Conference o< 1867, when 
be resigned bis trust as Theological Professor, 
which poet he had honorably and successfully 
occupied since 1834. On two occmions, in 
1842 and 1811, he wm honoured by his brethren 
by being elected to the highest poaitioo of our 
Church, that of President of the Conference, 
and twice wm he chosen to represent British 
Methodism at the General Conference of the 
Methodist Episcopal Church of the United 
States.

Prom a sketch given in the Recorder we make 
an extract :—

“ Throughout all our churches, and particu­
larly with the hundreds of ministers at borne 
and abroad whom hie professional instructions 
have laid under a felt and enduring obligation, 
there will be mourning as for the loss ot a fa­
ther. Beyond our own ecclesiMtical bounda­
ries, among members of other sections of the 
universal fold, by inborn hie catholic and gentle 
spirit wm not unknown or unappreciated, the 
lament will pass from one to another, • Know 
ye not that a prince and a great man hM this 
day fallen in Israel ?’

“ Dr. Hannah wm a native of the city of Lin­
coln. From his boyhood he wu distinguished 
for bis love of study ; and when he entered the 
ministry, being then about twenty-one years of 
age, confident expectation wm entertained, not­
withstanding his extreme and embarrMsing 
timidity as a youth, that he would rise to dis­
tinction in the service of the Church. In 1834 
he wm appointed Theological Tutor in thé-Wes­
leyan Theological Institution, then newly com­
menced. It wm a remarkable circumstance 
that a ««an so young should have been selected

We are not awire how many pupils art in

for the establishment of a Theological Institution 
had been strenuously opposed, and it wm well 
known that all the proceedings of the new col­
lege, and particularly the instructions given by 
the tutors, and the doctrine, style, and deport­
ment of the students, would bare to undergo 
the closest and keenest scrutiny on the part of 
the public. The result completely justified the 
choice which had been made ; and when, after 
the first two or three years of labour, Dr. Han­
nah wm enabled to turn out such men m John 
Hunt, James Calvert, and William Arthur, it 
wm felt that his position wm established, and 
that further opposition to the institution would 
be nugatory.

It is difficult to estimate how much our 
Church owes to the venerable man who has 
just ceased to be amongst us. It is no light 
matter to have been engaged for thirty-three 
years in forming the theology and in guiding the 
early studies of the rising ministry. Nor is it 
too much to say that the remarkable steadiness, 
clearness, simplicity, and evangelical orthodoxy 
ot the Wesleyan pulpit during,the last quarter 
ot a century, when conflicting theories and 
doctrines unknown to the Gospel have rent and 
agitated other Churches, are owing in great 
meMure to Dr. Hannah, and to his colleague at 
the southern college, Mr. Jackson. Reverence 
for the Inspired Word, and respect for the an­
cient landmarks, pervaded all Dr. Hannah’s 
productions, whether in the lecture-room or in 
the pulpit."

•re ready to give if only they know what they 
are giving for, and Mtiafied that their contribu­
tions will do good. Now we believe that a min­
ister too often underrates both the intelligence 
and the liberality of bis people—he places too 
low an estimate upon their character, and makes 
them more selfish end sordid than they are. At 
'east he underrates their capability of becoming 
generous and large-hearted under a proper 
training. And worse than all he actually mie- 
represeats that Christianity which in its very na­

The people who are taught to 
git liberally to all the great benevolent objects 
of the Church, ‘will invariably show a corres­
ponding enlargement in every other respect— 
They will rise to a more intelligent type of piety, 
and enjoy a broader horixon of interest sad 
sympathy towards Christ’s whole Kingdom.— 
They will be more earnest and more united in 
all home tfforts. Church debts will be paid, 
and timely improvements made in all the con­
veniences cf worship. The Sabbath-school wUI 
keep pace with the quickened spirit of the 
times, the pMtor will be more generously sup­
ported, more deeply rooted in the effectin' is of 
his people, more highly respected, and t here- 
fore more influential for good in the corns ounity 
in which be lives. On the other hand w ho has 
ever known an instance in which a ah linking 
and timid policy has not mote and mo re belit­
tled the whole spirit of a congregati on s nat 
rowed its sympathies, dwarfed all its energies 
cut short its self-development—in a word 
shrunken and with ered up the church and pas­
tor together ? T'ne process may be gradual and 
alow, but it is tv re.

When charity is dead, debts also remain en 
paid, needed ir iprovementa will pats in neglect, 
salaries will b« • paid only with difficulty or not at 
all, and ere many months or years the pelpit 
will be writte o vacant, and a despairing mini 
iter will be I eft to the sole occupation of writing 
letters of in quiry for a place.

Ministère’ Wives.

Mission Sabbath schools ; but it affords us pie 
sure to be able to say, that an Industrial school 
hM been lately opened under very auspicious 
circumstances ; tbit there are 17 day schools 
well attended ; and that the objects of these 
schools, gttd that of the missionary work gene­
rally, are greatly promoted by the labours of 17 
Teacher- and 14 Interpreters.

The Missionaries and other agents of this 
Society are labouring in Hudson's Bat Terri­
tory—on the Shores or the Pacific—in 
EADTipN Canada, from Gasfe, to the Eastern 
townshh’S ; and through the Franco-Can*, 
dian settlements ; and in Western Canada, 
from the Joot of Lake Ontario, to the head 
waters oj Lake Erie, and Lake Huron.

The Evangelical character ot this Missionary 
Institution—the catholic spirit for which it has 
always been distinguished—the magnitude of its 
operations—and the succesa it hM achieved, 
appeal to our sympathies, excite our emulation, 
and constrain us in the language of the Royal 
Psalmist, to invoke the divine blessing upon 
every such Christian Missionary Societfthrougfl­
out the world, “ God be merciful unto us, and 
bless us, and cause his face to shine upon us ; 
that thy wsy may be known upon earth : thy 
saving health among all nations.” Psalm Ixvii. 
1-2.

The income of this society amounts to about 
$70,000 per annum, but although the most rigid 
economy it adopted in every department of the 
work, it is deeply in debt, which must of oourte 
impair its energy, and retard its progress; but 
this incubus will soon be liquidated, if not en­
tirely cancelled by an appropriation from “ The 
Jubilee Fund ; ” and then it will go on iu way, 
with renewed strength, and with augmented 
prosperity, owing no man anything but love ; 
laboring to extend the borders of Sion, and to 
promote the glory of God in the salvation of the 
souls of men.

Timidity of Pastors.
A year since, two friends of e pastor were 

discussing the liberality of bis people in pro­
viding for his comfort. " Why is it,” said one, 
“ that they are so much more generous toward 
their pMtor then other churches, in proportion 
to their means ?” “ Because,” eaid the other, 
“ be bee schooled them to such liberality toward 
the various benevolent ceueee of the day, that 
they have come to apply the earn# ecaie of giving 
to himself and hie family." The answer was 
correct, and the principle is one of universal 
application.

Another pastor, at a meeting held in hie own 
church end with many of hie people present 
gave a timid apology for having neglected an 
important collection in which other churches 
had joined. His people were indignant. " It 
is not true" said hie leading men after the meet­
ing. " It is not true that the money could not 
have been raised. Our pastor knows that he 
had but to atk for it, and it would kave been 
cheerfully conliibuled. We never knew of Ibis 
matter, and are Mbaosed that such an impieaeion 
of m should go abroad.” The principle here 
involved is also of universal application.

Will it not be found to be true that one of the 
greatest obstacle! to the beneficence of the 
churches is the timidity of pMtera ? Ministère 
are afraid to ask them to give. It is to be 
hoped that the in* tance» art few in which a

More fre­
quently it is mere timidity. The pMtor does 
reeliy do hie people injustice. He thioki they

It it one of the commonest prtctical heresies 
iu our CongregationalChurches that a minister 
wife sustains a semi-official relation to her bus 
band’s people, and that they have certain claims 
upon bar time and strength which she cannot 
overlook without incurring blame. A doctor' 
wife owes no duties to her husband's patiente 
a lawyer’s wife no duties to her husband's clients; 
but, a minister’» wife is regarded m a kind of 
lady-bieliop, or at least an unordained curate, 
who, by virtue of her poaitioo, is bound to dis­
charge innumerable Mrvices to the congregation 
She may be a young girl, with no experience of 
human life and church butine as, but is expected 

' to become the active president of all the benevo­
lent institution» supported by the ladies of her 
husband's charge. She may have three or four 
little children whom she has to teach herself, and 
whose dresse', must be made and mended by her 
own bande, but she is expected to visit all the 
tick and Ik a poor. She has her natural sympa­
thise, and however warm her heart may be to­
wards ev ery one who like» her husband’s preach­
ing, the cannot be the intimate and confidential 
friend of every lady that belongs to the church ; 
end people, who themeelvee are far from being 
distinguished for a universal charity, are indig­
nant if the finds one bouse pleasanter then an­
other and if she naturally associates with ladiea 
of her own age and with kindred tastes.

All this is unreasonable and absurd. Her 
buiband may have been a “ candidate" for the 
pulpit when it was vacant, but aba did not 
come to the people on “ probation." Her hue- 
band receives an income in acknowledgement 
of hie services, but she receives none. She may 
be a good and win Christian woman, and yet 
have no faculty for presiding at committee», 
and may even be too sensitive and shy to pray 
with the tick.

Must a minister never lose kis heart to a 
bright-eyed women whoee goodness, and sense, 
and humor, and graoe take his fancy ? Muet he 
always inquire, first, whether she is clever at 
managing a Dorcas Society and can hold her 
own in a committee ? Must he ask her to spend 
a month on trial among his people, and get, “ n 
majority pi two thirds,, of the ladies in her favor, 
before he venture» to propoie ? He may cor­
dially admire and honor women who have 
the special faculty, as well as the religious 
earneetoeae, for taking the lead in every kind 
of Christian work ; but ia be unfaithfal to 
the church and to his Master if he thinks 
good to take for a wife a woman ot a ehy and 
timid spirit, who would be ill for a month if she 
had to “ take the chair” at a ladies’ meeting, 
but who knows how to charm him into oblivion 
of his anxieties, can win hia wearied mind awey 
from ineesMnt thought about his work, and 
can wander with him in the pie leant paths ot 
reading and speculation, which refresh and re­
generate the exhausted strength t

the useful things of the world mostly, if not sole­
ly, on their senhetical ri le. These, in matters 

dress, are intent only on the display at their 
persons and the admiration of fools. Their very 
stable» aod other outhouses, to say nothing of 
their dwellings, tell the story of their exaggerat­
ed tastes. In the beauty of the world they for­
get the munificence of the Creator, and in the 
Choreh|they incline to run into surplices, wax 
candles, and dainty responses and genuflex'ons. 
The solid food of the Gospel révolu them with­
out e lisp, and even tears are voted coarse, un­
less artistically shed. Use is nothing. It is 
almost a pity that the coarser wanU of the body 
require to be met by eating and drinking : fhe 
beauty of the table and iu furniture shows the 
month and cheeks in ugly contrast ; prose ought 
to be poetry, speech ought to be music, music 
ought to be angelic, I be Church ought to be a 
sacred show, and men and women ere st fault 
for not being angels.

Both of these claseei ere extreme* gone to 
seed. The men of mere nee would strip ofl 
the blossoms from the peach and apple trees 
they would level the world to a vMt plain ; they 
would have the grass grow up already hey, to 
save the trouble of drying it ; they would destroy 
fragrance, and reduce the infinite variety of fie 
vor to the dead level of utter insipidity. All 
life would come to coneist in a monotonous oscil­
lation between deep, dreamless sleep and bard 
and productive labor. Such a world ia not at 
all akin to the one we behold around ns, and the 
tendency which it represents ia the spirit of old 

King Log"—a dumb and futile reproach to the 
troth of nature. The man of mere taste, on the 
other hand, would never allow the trees to drop 
their blossoms: the fruit might perish, if only 
flower and fragrance might endnre He would 
almost have the landscape painted on the earth’s 
surface, instead of growing, so that foliage and 
grass might never become ugly in decay. Such 
a spirit we sometimes see represented in cmcs 
where dainty culture is further attenuated by 
extreme vanity ; what nature meant for a man 
or woman hM become a butterfly.

For this class there is but little hope. It is of 
no use to argue when there is no longer a soul. 
They are refined into mere nonentities, and the 
best aimed exhortation must fail to strike an ob­
ject of such extreme thinness. Bat is there not 
some hope for the other else* ? Surely the men 
who dig the world's wealth out of its bosom, who 
make the earth’s great crops of corn and wheat: 
and other forms of vegetable riches ; who invent 
the machinery of the world, and spin its cotton, 
wool and silk ; who bnild its barns and factories| 
and wharves, and railroads—surely the great 
workers ot the world, who understand so much 
can be brought to see that many of the things 
which are useless in their sense are, in another 
sense of the highest utility. The great factories 
sre built, frequently, in eight of terreetial mag­
nificence ; railroads take their way through the 
glory ot mountains and the gentle beauty of val 
leys. The wool and silk which they spin take 
colors which vie in brilliancy with the stare. In 
the trees which fall before their axes lie bid­
den the beauty of the finest grain and the most 
varied tints ; while in the quarries slumber all 
the perfection of a thousand statues. Upon all 
their toil and its VMt accumulation of results 
shines down the witchery and enchantment of 
the blue sky. The coarsest utilities Of nature 
are like the well-blacked shoe, which, from its 
humble position, sends up its sable glitter. Sure­
ly it is worth while to see the beau’.y of things— 
to cultivate that upon which the Creator his 
spent such a wealth of loving ingenuity. This 
beauty, let into oar souls, and ordering and ar­
ranging, and presenting all our utilities, must 
make them still more useful- We were not 
made to be either boors or butterflies. The po 
lish of utility by beauty is another use, whether 
in manners or morals, in church or in the house, 
Heaven will be the consummate flower of beau­
ty ; but holiness, truth and love will be the eter­
nal substance ont of which it shall bloom.—Me 
thodist.

Useless Things that are Useful.
There is a class ot people wholly absorbed in 

the idea of work and profit. Tkeir test of every, 
thing ia tonnd in the question : Will it pay ? 
They see only the hard and solid side of life, and 
believe in nothing so profoundly as hard work, 
The earth is useful tor its mines of iron, of silver 
of gold, and for its capacity of producing grain, 
cotton cr tobacco. The sea is of great value 
because it is the highway between the nations 
and is rich in fisheries. The sky is not to be 
overlooked, for it pours out fruitful rains, and 
yields the needful heat for the teemiag crops, 
while at the same time it furnishes the lamps by 
which the mariner carries on the world’s en­
riching commerce. Such people believe in no 
carriages except carts and drays ; they bold to 
no paintiug except of houses and farming ulen- 
i Is as a means of preserving the wood ; dress 
with them hM no relations to pleasure or taste, 
but is a mere protection against cold and beat. 
In a word, they are lost in the idea of labor and 
its uses. They have never dreamed that any­
thing is of real, solid value except work and its 
results.

These men are found even in the Church, and 
their favourite idea rules them there just as it 
does in business. They see no use in a carpet 
on the church-floor, or in a cushion on the 
benches ; and to them it is worse than folly to 
have cither the one or the other handsome. The 
organ spoils the music ; science in singing must 
destroy devotion ; a tower on a church is an un­
meaning addition to a building after it is com­
pleted, and an architectural portico is as useless 
an expense m it would be for the same head to 
wear two hats. They believe in hard knock», 
without poetry or rhetoric. Human nature ia 
to be converted by compass and square, or ra­
ther by hammer and anvil, and not by humor­
ing its esthetic caprices.

The Offensive Plate.
The Examiner and Chronicle givM the follow­

ing letter, received from the Baptist Home Mil­
lion Rooms :

I have in my Church a member who cannot 
“ bear sound words,” or words that have in thei 
the sound of benevolence. I Nelly think the 
presence of an agent is more offensive to him 
than the preeenoe of a Sabbath-breaker or a pro­
fane «wearer.

It wm because of hia determined opposition 
to all “ subscription papers,” contribution 
plates, etc-, that I failed to Mod you anything 
for home missions during my flrit year of labor 
here m your missionary.

You will never know how mortified I wm all 
the year to be Mnding my report* end receiving 
your drift* for my support, and not a single ex- 
prsMion of appreciation from my people ia the 
form of a contribution to year treasury. They 
were willing to do, but they were all afraid of 
Brother Little. At the beginning ot the preeent 
year I told them plainly that 1 could no longer 
receive support from yon anises they would do 
more for tbemrelvM, and make a quarterly con­
tribution to your treasury. Some said that 
would be too often. I replied, that would be 
but making np lost time, m we did nothing Uet 
year. Others said that we should drive Brother 
Little away if we went to talking about money 
or passed the plate* tor a collection. 1 replied 
tbst I did not wish to drive any one awey ; but 
if Brother Little would leave them if they passed 
the piste, and their pMtor end the Home Mil­
lion Society would leave them if they did not 
paM it, they bed only to choose between the two. 
I bed Mked God’s lorgivenen, and now I asked 
theirs, that I bad labored with them for a whole 
year, while they did only the preying, end let the 
Home Miasion Society do the giving. If I re­
mained longer it must be with the exprro un­
derstanding that their prayers and their alms 
were to go "up together before God.” It wm ac­
cordingly agreed that the plate should be passed 
on every Lord's day, to receive the offerings of 
those who bad it in their heart to give. Brother 
Little wm not present, but be soon heard of the 
decision of the Church, end was loud in condemn 
ing it He «topped me in the street to condemn 
it, end to warn me of the consequences. He 
said, " The man 'who put a plate under hie 
nose on the Sabbath intuited him and desecrated 
the holy day." The Sabbath came. The Church 
and congregation bad assembled. I read the 
eighth and ninth chapters of 2d Corinthians, 
never before saw so much in these chapters, and 
do not think the people ever did. All united in 
priyet6and eonga.of praise.

Lecture in Windsor-
It wm our privilege last evening to listen to
lecture of the most choice kind, delivered by 

the Rev. H. McKeown. The subject was,—
“ Ireland and the Irish." We have on former 
occasions been interested and delighted by the 
wit and vivid illuetratlons of this gentleman, 
who can compel an audience to laugh or weep as 
be may wiHJ; but Uit evening be eeemed to be 
endowed with more than hie ordinary power.

Hia discourse gave us a complete sketch of 
the history of Ireland, from her infancy to the 
disturbances of her lawless Fenian band. Roll­
ing back the tide of lime for centuries, be pre­
sented to our view the Emerald Isle M visited 
by the eastern explorer, hundreds ot years be­
fore the laws of Moses had yielded to the mild­
er dispensation of the woild's Redeemer ; how, 
even then, the turf wm as green and beautiful 
in her smiling values as it now ia We heard 
how this wonderful island grew fiom infancy to 
vigorous manhood, enjoying all the privileges 
of a free-born people ; powerful, m anation, in 
war ; hospitable, and pure in morals, as citi­
zens ; devoted and zealous, m religious wor­
shippers ; and commanding the highest position, 
as « civilized and educated people. Happy wm 
the peaceful home, in the green isle, besieged 
by the ocean, until the cupidity of the ruthless 
warrior tempted him to plant upon her shores 
the invader's standard, making her bills and 
vales re-echo with the shrill blast of the trum­
pet, and the clash of hostile arms. Many a poor 
son ot Erin, who never before had wielded a 
more offensive weapon than the cudgel used at 
the fair to bid good morning to bis friend, was 
called upon to defend his freedom, hia religion, 
and all the sacred right» ol home.

The lecturer then directed our attention to 
“ Fair Erin ” as a conquered nation, the scene 
of bloodshed and tragedy. While England is 
changing monarch», Ireland is often the land 
afflicted by sanguinary contest. It wm over 
her fair fields that Cromwell marched with his 
iron legions ; while by generous Englishmen 
her misfortunes are termed crimes ; but we are 
happy to state, that the Revd. gentleman, in hie 
faithful description, failed not to present her 
tfferita in their true light, telling of her ancient 
literary fame ; how, in her institutions and 
monMteries, letters were cultivated, and pre­
served from the rude hands of the spoiler. We 
heard from him the tale, that shall never 
grow old, of Irish blood commingled with En­
glish on that field ot battle that decided the fate 
of the world, and sent into exile a warrior who 
had bathed Europe in blood, and at whose bid­
ding monarch» resigned their thrones.

Irish eloquence wm not forgotten ; Burke and 
Sheridan, with many others of renowned talent, 
that have shone like stare of the first magnitude 
in the firmament of ancient and modem fame, 
had their place justly assigned, as second to 
none in all the powers that can thrill an 
audience, or away the human mind.

Feminism, which hM convulsed Ireland with 
commotion, and hM rolled its restless wavee to 
one side of the Atlantic, formed part of the 
speaker’s discourse. He set forth the follies of 
the whole scheme, and recommended as a cure 
for the Irishman’s ills, the enlightenment which 
education brings, and the sweet peace ot the 
Gospel.

We understand that there is to be a series of 
lectures in this village, of which this is the se­
cond, the first haviog been given by the Hon, 
Joseph Howe ; and from such a happy com­
mencement we hope much for the future.

You know it is very right and Christian- 
like to lay by something according as tbe Lord 
bas prospered us, for the support and extension 
of his Gospel. 1 want you to promise to give 
this year the proceeds uj one fun to the cause 
ol missions."

Why, I never thought of tba',’’ said Aunt 
Janeway ; 11 1 supposed it was money they 
wanted.”

“ To be sure, aunty," returned the ministi r,

They talked the matter over at the meal, and 
when at length l’arso l Warburten took bis 
leave he carried with him Aunt Janeway’s pro­
mise of a year's profit cf one ol her liens.

Full of his new idea, and stimulated by the 
eucceii of hie first experiment with it, he now 
called, at hie earliest convenience, on every one 
of hie parishioners, and skillfully varying hie 
approaches according to the peculiarities of 
each case, iatroduced the subject of the “ one 
hen” contribution.

He then drove the nail in the sure place 
by proposing that every boy end girl should 
take stock in the millenary fund by contribut­
ing a chicken.

The plan pleared the children mightily, and 
before Monday had passed neatly every coop 
in the parish had at least one marked mission­
ary chicken in it.

The atir caused by the playfully practical 
turn given to its benevolence by the inventive 
pireon, was beyond all that had happened to 
that quiet Church for unremembered years, li 
was amusing (considering iu cauee) to witness 
the growing intbueiMm for the cause of mil­
lion»—unprecedented numbers came to the 
monthly concert to hear the Missionary Herald 
read and tbe pupa explained. The sewing so­
ciety began to feel the healthful influence.— 
Gossip forgot her email slander and quoted poul­
try. The sleepy parish bad found juat what ;t 
needed—a way to do iu duty and get whole­
some fun out of it. On the whole, Parson War­
burton, m he went his rounds and raw what e 
“ hen fever ” he had exciud, felt notât all re­
luctant to take tbe responsibility of it.

Time rolled on. The fowls grew—as every­
thing muet when fed in the regular wsy—magni­
fying, weak by week, the promue of their “ pro­
ceed e,” until the child contributor» to the heathen 
fund, who had graded their philanthropic gene­
rosity by the eise of a four ounce chicken, sup­
posed to represent a cash value of about one 
esnt, opened their eyes wide to find themselves, 
each one, the relf-Mcrificing proprietor of a four 
pound cockerel or pallet worth a dollar. Tbe 
older subscribers, watching the {norsese of their 
broods began, (soma of them) to thiak the Lord's 
mortgage a pretty large one.

The remains of Maximilian we/e landed at 
Trieste, from the Novaro this morning, with the 
most solemn ceremonies end in the presence of 
immense crowds of eilent people gathered on 
buildings, piers and shipping. The cortege was 
escorted by a body of cavalry and consisted of 
the municipal government of Trieste, the Clergy 
in their vestments, and the hearse decked with 
flowers. The Duk»e of the Empire, Admire! 
Tegethoff, Ambassadors of Foreign Nations, 
Austrian officials of high rank, Foreign Consuls, 
the various Corporation» of the City and the 
people generally. A division of Infantry bring­
ing up the rear. Profound respect was shown 
everywhere by the vest multitude who lined the 
streets and thronged the houses along the route 
of procession.

London, Jan. 16th.—Considerable excite­
