heavy blow has fallen on this diocese. Ou
beloved Bishop, of whose restoration to
strength there were in the last week the most en
ouraging hopes, has been suddenly taken from
our midst. Leaving England, after the Pan
Anglican Synod, in a very enfeebled state, and
bringing back to Canada a distressing cough, he
ad just begun to give his medical advisers cheer-
ing expectations of recovery. The fine days
of the earlier part of last week tempted him to
ake a little exercise in walking; and in one of
hese walks he took a chill which brought on a
severe attack of erysipelas, to which he snccumbed
at half-past three on Monday morning.

To give even a sketeh of the life of our departed
Bishop would require us to go into the ‘whole his-
ory of the Church in Canada; for next to his
predecessor, the first Bishop of Toronto, he might
ruly say: ‘ Quorum, pars magna fui.” ' Begin
ning with the first years of his ministry at Grims-
by, now fifty-six years ago, Dr. Bethune has al
ays been a most active and laborious worker in
the vineyard. As soon as he had arrived at the)
age required by our Church for Holy Orders he
was ordained to the Diaconate by that venerable
gervant of God, Bishop Stuart; this was in 1828,
In the year following he was advanced to the
priesthood, having “ obtained a good report;”
nd in 1827 was presented with the living ‘of Ce
pourg, up to that time held by the late Rev. W.
Macauly, of Picton. Cobourg was at this time s
small and unimportant village, but by the assidu
pus labors of Dr. (then Mr.) Bethune, it betame
one of the strongholds of .the Church in [Canada.
In 1849, after the consecration of Dr. Strachan
to the Bishopric of Toronto, he chose his former
pupil and much valued friend to be his successo
as Archdeacon of York. But many years before
his Dr. Bethune had established and. ably con
ducted the first Theological College in Western!
Canada connected with our Church. The good]
work done for the Church by this Institution,
which supplied for the time the want of a Church!
niversity, is still seen in the number of ou
older clergy who had the benefit of Dr. Bethune's
