The third caufe fet forth, to wir, that the Mechanics firft employed, did notdo more-
than two thirds of the work the Architet calculated, does not produce any ma-
terial differencein the increafe of expenditure ; for out of £.2977 9 6%, charged
for Mechanics and Labourers, it appears from the vouchers, that upwards of £.1000,
had been paid to the Archite&, the Mafer Builder, or his Son, who could not
have been contemplated in that calculation ; a confiderable proportion went to the
