North Carolina Farmers = Furious

That Prices ‘Are Falling to Nor-

NEWBURN, N.C., Sept. 11.—With
five million p'qunds of tobacco ready
for American and foreign buyers on
the opening days. of the world's
largest loose leaf tobacco markets,
several towns im easiern North
Carolina closed their = tebacco ware-
houses in protest against the low
prices offered by ‘large tobaéco cor-
poratlons

Prices opemed twenty—ﬁve to forty
per cent. lower than last seaseon, the
hest grades selling from forty to
sixty cents per pound, while the poor
er-grades brought only eight to fif-
teén cents.

Farmers and bfisiness men in’ vari-
ous sections of this state are holding
ymass meetings to determine what ac-
tion further temporarily closing the
market shall be taken. It is pointed
,out that with a twenty-five pér cent.
(decrease in tobaeco production this
year and a big increase in consump-
tion, the market should be as high it
not higher than last year.

At Wilson, N.C., the largest single
loose ~ ieaf fobacco market in the
world, prices averaged twenty cents
per pound, against forty cents last
year. The farmers declare they will
burn their tobacco before they wxll
sell at these prices.
