A crew of five men started to work
Monday in the Evening Star on a con-
tract to continue work in the main tun-
nel past the point of intersection with
the shaft.

Lillooet-Fraser River & Oariboo Gold

City of Spokane, the company’s well
known property up Centre Star galch.

Mr. Barasch authorized the announce-
ment that it is the intention to resume
operations on an extensive scale on the
City of Spokane in about a month.
Probably 25 or 30 men, and perhaps
more, will be employed.

“ The company intends to start work
again on its properties all over the prov-
ince,”” said Mr. Barasch, “ and besides
reviving the development of its holdings
in this locality it expects to acquire fur-
ther properties in the camp, on ‘which
active work will be undertaken.”’ y

Struck a Body of Ore.. .

The tunnel on the Sovereign, en T00k-
out mountain, is now in about 125 feet,
and a two-foot body of ore has been
opened up. The mineral isan iron py-

Messrs. Rolt & Grogan are much

The main shaft that is being sunk on
the Gold Cup is now down a distance of
50 feet.

It has
also been decided to begin shipping ore
to the smelter just as soon as the road
leading from the mine to the railway be-
comes sufficiently hard to be good for
hauling over. On the strength of the
recent stiike of shipping ore in the mine
a number of offers have been received to
lease the property and pay the company
a good royalty, but these have been re-
fused.

THE SMELTER AT TRAIL.

It Is Practically Being Rebuilt so That
Smelting May Be Cheapened.

The Canadian Pacific railway, which
recently secured the smelter at Trail; is
preparing to spend $100,000 on improve-
ments which will permit of the reduc-
tion of Rossland ores at the lowest pos-
gible cost. W. H. Aldridge, the general

manager of the works, i8 now receiving
bids from some of the biggest manufac-
turers of smelter machinery in Canada
and the TUnited States, for the new
equipment that will be required. Ten-
ders have been submitted by eight dif-
ferent companies, and as soon as the
contract is let, which will be at once,
work will be commenced on the contem-
plated improvements.

The present reverberatories will be re-
placed by blasts, which will bring the
capacity of the works up to 500 tons per
day, and a complete new system of elec-.
trical machinery will be installed, so
that the whole smelter can be run by
electricity. At present part of the plant
is being run by electricity and the rest
by steam. ;

The comtemplated improvements in-
clude the best devices that can be se-
cured for reducing the cost of smelting,
and when they are installed the works
will practically have been rebuilt.

The company is now receiving ore,
and a considerable quantity is accummu-
lating in anticipation of the time when
smelting will be resumed.

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ALIEN LABOR BILL

Reason Why the Dominion Authori-
ties Turned It Down.

A PROTEST FROM JAPAN

It Is Thought That the Province Ex-
ceeded Its Authority in Passing the
Bill, as It Concerned the Citizens of
Foreign Countries.

Vicroria, April 14.—The correspon-
dence with Ottawa in connection with
the Alien Labor bill of the last session of
the legislative assembly, reserved by

Lieuteuant-Governor Dewdney for the
Dominion government’s consideration,
was laid before the legislature today. It
appears that no word was received from
Ottawa until after\the 25th of March,
1898, Lieutenant - Governor Mclnnes
telegraphed to Ottawa stating that the
provincial executive would like to know
what action would probably be taken,
and in reply the deputy-minister of
justice wired next day: °‘‘By an order-
in-council of the 15th of December last
this government declined to take any
action with regard to the British Colum-
bia Alien Labor act of 1897.”” The prov-
incial government subsequently received
a copy of the order-in-council passed at
Ottawa approving of the recommenda-
tion of Sir Oliver Mowat, minister of
justice, declaring that he was ‘‘not pre-
pared to recommend that the said bill
should come into effect by reason of any
action on the part of your excellency’s
government.”’

Sir Oliver’s report is dated October 15,
1897. He acknowledges the receipt of
the bill and the report of the lieutenant.
governor of British Columbia to the sec-
retary of state, in which his honor re-
ports that he has though it advisable to
reserve the bill for the pleasure of his
excellency, the governor-general in
council, because its provisions appear to
his honor to be exceptional, and he is in
doubt whether they come within the
competence of the local legislature. His
honor further states that sections four
and five of the bill appear to affect the
standing of aliens in the province after
becoming British subjects, and should he
be correct in his conclusions, legislation
of this character, should it become
law, might seriously interfere with
international relations and federal
interests. There has also been referred
to the undersigned in connection
with the bill a copy of a communication
addressed to your excellency by His Im-
perial Japanese Majesty’s consul-gen-
eral for Canada, in which the consul-
general states that he has been instruct-
ed by his government to protest against
assents to the clauses of this bill con-
taining the word ‘‘Japanese’’ upon the
ground that ghe bill, so far as it con-
cerns the Japanese, is the most unjust
and unfriendly measure ever taken
against a nation friendly to Great Brit-
ain and her dependencies. The consul-
general also refers to the new treaty
between Great Britain and Japan, and
some matters connected with the pas-
sage of the bill through the house.

The minister of justice, zfter referring
to the fact that the right of the province
to pass similar legislation in the matter
of the coal mines regulation act is now
before the supreme court of Canada on
appeal, says:

““The dersigned considers also that
there are reasons affecting the authority
of the Tegislature to enact the present
measure, which may not apply to the
¢ Coal mines regulations amendment act,
1890. The legislature in adopting the
short title for the bill in question has
considered ¢ Alien act, 1897, to be an
appropriate and comprehensive descrip-
tion of the bill, which, if allowed to go
into operation would affect principally
the right to the employment of
Chinese or Japanese who  are
aliens. The main intention appears to
be to diequalify Chinese and Japanese
aliens from employment. The legisla-
tion may therefore be regarded as affect-
ing aliens, but the subject of the natur-
alization of aliens has been referred to
the exclusive legislative authority of the
parliament of Canada, and the under-
gigned apprehends that unless the-meas-
ure in question can be more appropri-
atelv classed under the category of pros-
perity and civil rights, or some one or
more of the other enumerations con-
tained in section 92 of the British North
America act, it may be regarded-as in-
cluded in the object belonging to the
exclusive authority of the Dominion.
The undersigned does not, however,
consider it is necessary at present to de-
termine whetkLer section 92 contains any
better fitting classification becauseof the
doubt which must exist in such an in-
quiry constitutes sufficient ground for
your excelleney declining to take any
action with regard to the bill, which, if
assented to by your excellency, would
operate if at all, by reason of
the authority of the provincial
legislature under section 92. There are
other considerations referred to by the
lieutenant-covernor and by the consul-
general affecting the propriety of the
legislation, assuming it to be intra vires.
It is stated that the bill, should it be-
come a law, might seriously interfere
with international relations and federal
interests, and that the measure is unfair
and unfriendly, and will lead to disagree-
ment between residents of the province.”’

It seems that a great deal
of rock work is to be done some six miles
from this town, up the North Fork, and
it is understood that operations will be
begun there within 30 days.

THE CORBIN CHARTER.

It Was Defeated in the Dominion
House of Commons.

OtrAwa, Ont., April 15.—After a con-

test in which the Canadian Pacific rail-
way and the Corbin contingent lobbied
with considerable persistence the
Kettle River ey railway bill was
defeated tonight in the ‘house of com-
mons by a vote of 44 to 64. The vote of
French Canadian members from Quebec
was cast almost solid against the meas-
ure. When the second reading of the
bill was called, Mr. Oliver took the posi-
tion that the only possible competition
to the C.P. R. would come from the
south. It was his impression that the
opposition of the C. P.R. to the measure
was sufficient to justify its passage. He
said that the evidence before the com-
mittee revealed that the question in-
vo}ved was a large one and was one of
railway competition in Manitoba, the
Northwest territories and British Co-
lumbia. If the bill was not passed it
would also give the 0. P. R. a monop
aly of the smelting industry in B. C.
John Ross Robertson spoke on similar
lines. A division was then taken and
resulted in the defeat of the bill, a

When the work is completed it
will be one of the best equipped smelt-
ing plants in the country. Withthe idea
of smelting at the minimun cost all the
latest improvements in the reduction of
ores by the fire process are being put in.
The idea of the great railway corpora-
tion that now owns this property is not
to make much of a profit on the actual
gmelting of ores, but rather on the haul
from the mines to the smelter. With
that end in view the capacity of the re-
duction works is to be doubled sothat
large-quantities of ore may be daily
hauled to Trail for treatment, With the
O. P.R. and its immense resources be-
hind the smelter there is good reason to
suppose that Trail will become one of
the most important points on the Co-
lumbia river.

Tae dispatches announce that Rev.
Stephen Gladstone on Sunday at Hawar-
den, England, asked the prayers of the
congregation for his father, Mr. Glad-
stone, England’s grand old man. This
indicates that the end is near, and that
it will not be long ere the great English
statesman will cross the dark river.

Councilmen Recognize the Trades &
Labor Council.

30c. AN HOUR FOR LABOR

Skilled Mechanics on City Work Will
Get Union Wages, and Printing
‘Must Bear the Union Label—A Div-
ision in the Council on Ehe Subjcct.

The city council after a lively session
Tuesday evening,adopted the resolutions
favored by the Trades & Labor council,.
binding the city to pay laborers on’ civic
work 30 cents an hour, and skilled
laborers the union scale, and to have the
city printing done only by union houses.

The resolutions, as finally adopted,
were as follows:

‘“ Moved by Alderman Lalonde, sec-
onded by Alderman Goodeve:

¢ (1.) That the the label of Rossland
Typographical union be placed upon all
city job printing, and that city advertis-
ing given only to those papers em-
ploying union labor.

¢(2,) That in all works done by the
city or by contracts to which the city
will be part, the following clauses shall
be inserted :

‘(a) The minimum rate of wages paid
to laborers shall be 30 cents per hour.

«“(b) That mechanicsand other gkilled
laborers be paid the union regulation
wages. :

‘‘(¢) That all operatives employed
upon said works shall receive their
weekly wages in lawful Canadian money
at the city offices on Wednesday of each
week.

(d) That the tax on all traveling
merchant tailors or their solicitors, not
having work done in the city, shall be as
provided in bylaw No. 5, known as a by-
law regulating licenses, etc., and that
union label be upon all city work.””

The discussion which followed the in-
troduction of the motion was an ani-
mated one. Alderman Edgren opposed
the 30 cents an hour rate for laborers,
gince the average paid to miners was
only $3 day, and it could not be con-
tended that the common laborer should
draw as much as miners, when the occu-
pation of the latter was not only as hard,
but was also more hazardous. Alder-
man Clute objected to the motion since
it did not speeciiy the scale of union
wages to be paid skilled laborers, “and
left the city in the hands of a clique,”
which could raise the scale to suit itself.

The resolution was vigorously defended
by Aldermen Lalonde and Goodeve, who
introduced it, while it also received the
approval of Mayor Wallace.

When it came to ballotting, the ayes
and nays were called for by Alderman
Lalonde, and the result showed a divis-
jon—the first 6ne in the history of the
new council. The vote was as follows:
Ayes: Aldermen Lalonde, Barrett and
Goodeve; mnays, Aldermen Edgren,
Thompson and Clute.. The decisive vote
was cast by Mayor Wallace, who:voted
in the affirmative, whereby the resolu-
tion was adopted. : st

An opinion._on the suit for ages
brought against the city by the Guaran-
tee Loan & Trust company, of Toronto,
was received from the Toronto corre-
spondents of J.L, G. Abbott, the city
solicitor, in which they expressed them-
selves satisfied with the city’s case. In
this connection Alderman Clute made
the interesting announcement that
Robert Scott, formerly mayor Rossland,
intends to leave soon for Dawson City,
and if his testimony in the suit now
pending is desired, it must be secured
quickly.

A petition requesting the grading and
the building of sidewalks along Butte
‘street from Columbia to Kootenay ave;
nue, along Le Roi avenue from Butte to
Georgia street, and along Georgia street
from Le Roito Kootenay avenue, was
received and sreferred to the board of
works.

The Rossland Warehouse & Transfer
company asked permission to install a
wagon scale at some point convenient to
ore haulers. . The subject was referred to
the board of works. :

Memories of the winter carnival were
revived by a ietter from the New West-
minster council thanking the Rossland
corporation for an invitation to attend
the festivities. The reply was dated
February 8, but was in the mails stolen
some time ago and only recently recov-
ered.

The petition from the Sunday Obser-
vance league, requesting that a Sunday
closing ordinance be adopted, was in-
formally . discussed but no action was
taken, although Alderman Goodevegave
notice of his intention to introduce such
a bylaw at the next meeting,

An urgent letter was received from

No
action was taken, especially in view of
the fact that the city solicitor has ad-
vised the council that Mr. Woods’ con-
tract is illegal, as in passing it the old
council exceeded its authority.

Dr. Longstreet will discuss is “Working
Men and Wages.”” The other subject
has not yet been selected. Dr. Long-
street has no little reputation as a
speaker on single tax gsubjects, and he is
stumping the mnorthwest under the
auspices of the national single tax com-
mittee. W. J. Walker, editor of the
Freeman’s Labor Journal of Spokane,
has charge of Dr. Longstreet’s campalgn
and will be here with him.

How Thev Got Their Names.

W. C. McCord, a surveyor of the
Boundary commission, which ran the
boundary line between British Columbia
and the United States during 1859 to
1861, has been giving an interesting ac-
count of the work on that commission in
these early times. Part of it is interest-
ing to people in this vicinity, as it gives
the reason of the names given to the
Arrow lakes and Death rapids.

MeCord prospected on Upper Arrow
lake, the lake being frozen solid that
winter. While there some Indians
pointed out to him the object from which
those lakes get their name. A perpen-
dicular cliff or rock at one place rises
high above the water. In the crevices
or seams of the rock,trees had at-
tempted to grow, but there not bein
sufficient nourishment they had di
when very small. Looking at” them
from the water, they had every appear-
ance of being arrows. The Indian legend
was that when the rock was soft Indian
braves had fired arrows against its side
and they had stuck there.

Mr. McCord also saw a large grave
about six miles up the river from Upper
Arrow lake, the headboard of which told
the sorrowful story that eleven men and
one woman were buried there. They
had met their death in 1837 by being
drowned in Death rapids. All were
Hudson’s Bay people.

A PARK NEEDED.

In the hurlyburley and excitement of
turriedly building a city here on the
tops of the mountains, a few things of
importance have been overlooked. On
the start all that was intended or hoped

for was a small mining hamlet, but the

inhabitants woke up one morning and
found that they were residing in a city.
Oneof the things that always graces a
town is a public park, and this is a fea-
ture that the pioneers of Rossland forgot
to provide when they were platting and
laying out this city. This is an omis-
gion that should be remedied by the city

authorities at the earliest possible mo-

ment. There are some 600 chil-

dren here of school age and they

are compelled to use the
streets for playgrounds, when there
should be a public park in which they
could indulge in the pastimes of youth
without interfering with anyone or be-
ing interfered with. The park should
be large enough so that there would be
room for lacrosse, hockey and baseball
games. There should be swings and
other devices for the use of both
old and young. There should be
walks, trees, etc. A site that Lad within
its limits, both level land and sidehill
would in our opionion be the best
suited for the purpose. Such a
gite can be secured now, fwhile the
city is comparatively young, much
cheaper that we can when the
city is older and the population_ has
increased. The cost of real estate will
then of necesgity be higher than now.

“Provided that when a fractional
claim has been located between previ-
ously located and unsurveyed mineral
claims, if when any such previously
located mineral claims are surveyed, any
of the posts of the fractional mineral
claim are found to be on the previously
located mineral claim, the location of
such fractional mineral claim shall not
be inyalid by reason of the location posts
of the fractional mineral claim being on
such previously located mineral claims,
and the owner of such fractional mineral
claim may, by obtaining the permission
of the gold commissioner of the district,
move the posts of th , fractional mineral
claim and place them on the surveyed

mineral claim.”

Provisions are made by which a free
miner, if he has finished his assessment
work within the year, may have 30 days
more in which to obtain and record his
certificate on payment of $10 additional
fee.

It is proposed to allow a miner to do
several years’ assessment work in one
and get a certificate for such work to
cover. In getting a crown grant, too,
the miner is allowed credit for the as-
sessment work done, the amount of such
assessment being deducted from the $500
necessary to secure a crown grant.

In making an application for a crown

the present year, because all the funds
that can be raised are badly required for
public improvements that are imperi-
tavely needed. The park matter can be
kept in mind and, later on, perhaps some
time next year, it could be taken up and
carried to a successful issue. In the

meantime if some public spirited
citizen, who has a desire to have his

name keep green in the memory of a
grateful people, should make the city a
donation of ground sufficient for a public
park, THE MINER is certain that the
council would be so well pleased that
it would name it after him. This is an
idea that seems to be worthy of the con-
gideration of some of our more wealthy
residents.

THE LEAD QUESTION.

Rossland is vitally interested in the
efforts that are being made in other
parts of the district to foster the lead
industry of the Kootenays. To her the
establishment of local lead smelters
means the creation of the best possible
market for her pyrrhotite ores carrying
low-values in gald. - .The Kaslauhoard of
trade has compiled a statement oncern-
ing the lead industry, which we recently
published in full, that gshows conclusive-
ly that the imposition of a high import
duty on lead bullion and lead manufact-
tures would result very beneficially to
the country at large and this district in
particular. Kaslo has gent a delegate to
Ottawa to confer with the government
on this subject, and the Nelson board of
trade, not desiring to incur the expense
of sending a delegate, but endorsing
Kaslo’s move, has deputed the Kaslo
delegate to act in its behalf. This dele-
gate should be given all the support
possible. If the Rossland board of trade
should decide not to send a deputation
to Ottawsa, it should lose no time in fol-
lowing the lead of Nelson and empower
the Kaslo delegate to also act for us.

AMENDMENT TO THE MINERAL
ACT.

The mining committee of the legisla-
tive assembly has reported a number of
amendments to the Mineral Act. One
of the principal features of the report is
an important change in the method of
locating fractional claims. It is pro-
posed that a location of this kind may be
made without confining the boundaries
to rectangular form. At present'there
is no provision in the Act to take in ir-
regular iractions and the provisions pro-
posed are to remedy this matter. The
amendment provides that ‘‘such frac-
tional claim need not be in rectangular
form and none of the angles need neces-
garily be right angles nor the lines be
meridianal and the lines of the previ-
ously located mineral claims, (whether
surveyed or not), between which the
fractional mineral claim is located, may
be adopted as the boundary of the frac-
tional mineral claim.”

The distinction between a fractional
and full-sized mineral claim is made by
always prefixing the words ‘‘tull-sized”
or “fractional’’ to the word claim.

In locating a fractional claim the fol-
lowing provisions are made :

«A {ractional mineral claim shall be
marked by two legal posts placed as near
as possible on the line of the previously
located mineral claims, and ehall be
numbered 1 and 2, and the distance be-
tween posts 1 and 2 gshall not ex:
1,500 feet, the line between poste 12+ 2
to be known as the location line, and
upon posts Nos. 1 and 2 shall be written
the name given to the mineral claim,
the name of the locator and the date of
the location. Upon Nojy1 post there
shall be written in addition to the fore-
going, initial post, the approximate com-
pass bearing of No. 2 post, and as full a
description as possible of the land
bounding the fractional claim:

“The Provincial Land Surveyor, when
surveying a fractional mineral claim,
whether located before or after the pas-

grant the applicant, it is proposed, shall
file the copies of the British Columbia
Gazette and newspaper containing the
notices of his application.

Another amendment is that an ad-
verse claimant must file a plan made by
a Provincial land surveyor showing the
claim.

Instead of as at present, only allowing
credit to be given for the survey as work
on the claim, when such survey is made
within one year of the record of the

¢ two '’ years be inserted instead of
“One.’,

At the foot of the bill, as a recom-
mendation, comes the following import-
ant section, providing that a free miner’s
license shall be issued only to British
subjects or those who have declared
their intention to become such. It
reads: ‘

«« Every person over, but not under,
18 years of age,and every joint stock
company, shall be entitled to all the
rights and privileges of a free miner, and
be considered a free miner, upon taking
out a free miner’s certificate ; provided,
however, that no alien shall be permitted
to record a mineral claim unless he has
previously, and in accordance with the
provisions of the act regulating the same,
declared his intention to become -a Brit-

ish subject; and no crown grant shall-

be issued upon any mineral claim re-
corded after the passage of this act, to
any person other than a British subject.
A minor who shall become a free miner
shall, as regards his mining property
and liabilities contracted in connection
therewith, be treated as of full age. A
free miner’s certificate issued to a joint
stock company shall be issued in its cor-
porate name. A free miner’s certificate
ghall not be transferable.” :

The proposed amendment affecting
the location of fractional claims is not
withont merit "and, if passed by the
assembly, will be an improvement on
the Act as it now stands. Tar MINER
heartily endorses the suggested provision
concerning the right to do several years’
assessment work in one and the proposal
concerning the issuance of a certificate to
cover such work. We have repeatedly
recommended this, for the reason that it
would undoubtedly be the means of
increasing the amount of development
work on claims. The wise and just pro-
vision for 30 days’ extra time for the
recording of -assessment work, done
within the year, is spoilt by the proposal
to impose a charge of $10 for the
privilege. There is no excuse for the
imposition of this extra fee. If this be-
comes law it will look as though the
government had discovered and taken
advantage of another opportunity to
“milk’’ the mining industry. Claim
holders will not ooject to the provision
of compelling an adverse claimant to
file a plain showing of his claim. The
provision concerning the allowance of
credit in the matter of surveys is a good
one.

The narrow jingo spirit. which would
reserve to British subjects the right to
'locate mineral claims should be frowned
down. It is to be hoped for the good of
the mineral industry of British Columbia
that some member of the assembly will
not fail to clearly point out the mistake
of the Province pursuing such a sense-
less policy. The quicker our mineral
resources are developed the better it will
be for the country. Nothing should be
done to hinder the pioneer, be he Brit-
ish or foreign born. Nor do we want
the magnificent opportunities that exist
here for the prospector to act as an in-
ducement to men of un-British princi-
ples to become naturalized and take
part in the government of the country
and in the moulding of the destinies of
the Empire.

A GENTLE HINT.

Their
mission here is to take pictures of the
interesting features, anc to write up our
mining and other resources. As both
publications are ot the highest standing
and have world-wide circulation, the
benefit to be derived from the visit of
these gentlemen promises to be very
great. After they have made a tour of
the Kootenay country they will visit the
Klondike region.

These gentlemen have in a similar
capacity to the one they are now en-
gaged in seen other mining regions
besides Kootenay. They have visited
the celebrated mining districts of South
Africa and are familar with the mines of
West Australia and other parts of the
world. If they elect they will be shown
ore bodies here which in extent and
richness rival the famous deposits of the
Rand and Coolgardie.
can be shown at least three distinct
properties in each of which oreato the
value of nearly $3,500,000 is blocked out
and ready for extraction. They can also
be shown on the dumps within sight of
Rossland a million and a half dollars
worth of low grade ore that is simply
awaiting some cheaper system of
reduction than the one at present in use
here. They should bear'in mind that
they are now in a mining camp which
can justly claim the greatest ore showing
for its age and the amount of develop-
ment work done that was ever known.

It is hoped that the visitors will ap-
preciate the fact that preparations have
already been made to sink to a depth as
great as has been attained in the Rand,
in the Comstock and in the Calumet &
Hecla copper mine—the deepest work-
ings in the world. Theyshould be made
to understand, too, that as depth is at-
tained in the peculiar formation here
thut the ore bodies are larger, ,richer,
less refractory in their composition and
better defined.

In making up the case of the camp for
their papers ivis hoped that they will
take into consideration -the fact .that
mining is only in its infancy here and
that the mining section of British Col-
umbia is the largest and contains more
valuable minerals of various kinds than
the'same area elsewhere. It is true that
much of it is remote from transportation
lines and reduction works, and is there-
fore not as vet available, but which,
with the immense strides that the coun-
try is now taking, will not remain long
undeveloped.

They can truthfully say to the thousands
of young Englishmen among their read-
ers that for the industrious, the enter-
prising and the skillful there is no bet-
ter field for their talents than is offered
in the Trail Oreek division and the
Kootenay district. This is the fact
whether or not they are provided with
capital. Itis true that the chances for
success are greater where the new ar-
rival is provided with funds, and still
it is true that many of our most success-
ful men made a start here without any
more capital than was afforded by their
health, strength, energy and determina-
tion to succeed.

GreAaT Britain is a factor that cannot
be overlooked. This is especially the
case when there is any intervening to do
on the part of the powers of Europe. A
proposition on the part of the nations of
Europe to make a demonstration in
favor of Spain at Havana was ruthlessly
nipped in the bud yesterday, because
Great Britain refused to take a hand in
the game.

It wiLL be a great day for the Koot-
enays and the rest of Canada when the
cost of ore treatment is so reduced that
the product of the mines in the United
States near the international boundary
is brought here for reduction and refine-
ment. It is quite probable that the day
is not far distant when this condition of
things will obtain.. The natural advan-
tages for smelting here are excep-
tionally good. .

Wiar does the Rossland board of
trade intend doing with regard to the
lead question? This a maiter that con-
cerns Rossland as much as it does Nel-
son and Kaslo. The boards of trade of
the two last named places have sent a
delegate to Ottawa to make demands for
a revision of the present import duties
on lead. Rossland should make her
wishes in this matter known without
further delay.

Tue suggestion from Nelson that a
Kootenay lacrosse league should be
permanently organized is worth favor-
able consideration. There are in the
district some very fine players of the
national game, and all the principal
towns have grounds on which matches
can be played. Local lacrosse enthus-
iste should lose no time in organizing a
Rqssland lacrosse club, and steps should
be taken to make it a part of a district
league.

G. O. Bucaanan, of Kaslo, has been
appointed by the Kaslo board of trade as
a delegate to proceed to Ottawa and
place before the Dominion government
the demands of this district for legisla-
tion having for its end the fostering of
the smelting and manufacture of lead in
Canada. Mr. Buchanan is admirably
fitted for this mission. He thoroughly
understands what is required in this in-
stance, and his convincing way of pre-
gsenting a"case insures success for the
cause he has been called upon to advo-
cate. :

Eace year when the legislature is in
gession there is a feeling of uneasiness
among mining men of the Kootenays
thatis not dispelled until that august
has ceased to tinker with the Mineral
body. This feeling is born of the fact that
the mining committee and the House asa
whole do not fully understand the needs
of the mining industry of this Province.
1t would be a good thing for the country
if the revision of our mining regulations
were left to a board composed of prac-
tical, experienced and intelligent min-
ing men.

SrowLy but surely the local smelting
problem is nearing a satisfactory solu-
tion. With the Trail smelter reducing
ore at cost, the advent of cheap fuel for
reduction works to be built at other
points in the Kootenays and the Bound-
ary Creek country, and the growing
agitation for an import duty on lead, the
outlook for the reduction of British Col-
umbig ores in foreign smelters is decided-
ly poor. Let us continue to foster
and encourage this important industry so
that the cost of ore reduction is reduced
to a minimum.

GREAT BrrTaIN intends to ‘‘be very”’
neutral in case the trouble between the
United States and Spain assumes the
acute form of war. Yesterday orders
were sent to Jamaica directing that coal
be considered a contraband of war in
case: of hostilities between the United
States and Spain. It is said to be prob-
able that similar instructions will be
sent to other British ports. If the
Spanish navy is unable to get coal on
this side of the water it will reduce its
effectiveness to a considerable degree.
It begins to look as though John Bull
is favoring Uncle Sam just a little.

TrE Victoria Colonist labors under the
impression that ‘¢ Victoria merchants
have secured a very fair share of the
Kootenay trade, considering how they
are handicapped for want of direct
means of transportation.” If the Coast
merchants are handicapped in this mat-
ter the fault lies solely with them and
the newspapers of Victoria and Vancou-
ver. If the Coast cities had worked as
diligently for the past two years for the
construction of direct railway communi-
cation between tide-water and Koeotenay
as they have for the development of the
Klondike boom during the last nine
months, it is safe to say that they would
now almost monopolize the jobbing
trade of Southern British Oolumbisa.
As it is, a vast velume of business from
this district now goes to Eastern centers.

SATURDAY morning, under the im-
pression that the Le Roi company
gshipped in most of it8 boarding house
supplies from Spokane, Tee MiNBr con-
demned the practice. We are very glad
to state that since then it has been
proved that local merchants are enjoy-
ing most of the trade of the company.
This explanation is, in all justice, due

not hesitate to make it. The fact re~
mains, however, that the charge of $7
per week is made for board atthe Le
Roi cook house, and all the men em-
ployed at the mine, except those who
have families, are forced to board with
the company. It is not optional with
an unmarried employe to board where
he pleases.

StuaRT CuMBERLAND in the London
Empire has the following to say concern-
ing the British America corporation:

THE MINER says that
no one wants to take upon himself the
prosecution of the offending companies.
We suggest that the attorney-general’s
department might give this matter its
attention. Doubtless a circular note to
the delinquent companies would have
the effect of leading them to comply with
the law. While we agree with THE
MiNER about the unwillingless of indivi-
duals to set the law in motion for the
recovery of the penalty there can be no
possible objection to any one furnishing
the attorney-general with a list of such
companies.

Correspondence Between the Two
Premiers on the Yukon Railway.

Orrawa, Ont., April 29.—The action
of the federal government in the matter
of the Yukon raillway question since the
defeat of the measure in the. senate, is

awaited with interest. The following
correspondence has taken place relative
to the provinee of British Colombia and
the federal government: .

“VicroriA, B. C., April 10.—A railway
from the ocean to Teslin lake is of im-
mediate and paramount importance to
this province at this juncture. We are
prepared to assist. May I ask how far
your government will contribute.

Resolution Yesterday.

Spanish Minister Asked For His Pass-
ports, Received Them and Then
Left Via Canada For Spain.

WasHiNgroN, D. C., April 20.—This
was a day of events in the history of the
Cuban question. The signing by the
president of the joint resolution requir-
ing intervention in Cuba; the notifica-
tion of the action to the Spanish minis-
ter here; his demand for passports, the
department’s prompt reply to the de-
mand; the departure of the minister
and the transmission of the ultimatum
that Spain must evacute and must make
answer by Saturday through Minister
Woodford, followed in rapid succession.
The next step is Spain’s answer, if she is
to make any, followed by the movement
of the United States army and navy on
Cuba, if necessary. Early in the morn-
ing the execution of the program for
today began with a conference between
Assistant Secretary Day and ex-Secretary
Foster, in which the wishes of the
president and cabinet as to - the ultima-
tum were reduced to diplomatic form.
