IN HIS YOUTH.

Si. John Simon Tells of the First of
His Political Adventures.

Sir John Simon; the youthful British
Solicitor-General, is blessed with the
gift of the gab in,an especial degree.
He has established something of a
re¢ord by. speaking for nine and a
half days on the “telephone question.
According to a shorthand writer’s‘com.
putation the speech contained 410,000
words, and filled 631 pages, yet Bir
John only. used the briefest of notes.

To wind up an ahle lawyer and let
him ‘talk for this demngth 'of time is a
frightfully expensive business, but Sir
John Simon long ago proved that_he
is worthy of his hire. . He is not yet
forty years of age, and has attained
his high position solely by his own
abilities.

His father was- a Congregational
minister, .who ‘managed to send his
son to Fettes, College, Edinburgh, and
later to Oxford University. Sir John’s
rise at the Bar was remarkably rapid,
and in 1906 he entered Parliament as
Liberal member for the Walthamstow
Division of Essex.

He has combined politics with his
legal engagements in a manner whiclf
proves that his somewhat frail form

| and his career has been as lengthy as
it has been successful.

From his earliest years Arthur
Bourchier was’stricken with stage fev-
er., When a very small boy he was
‘sent to a private school kept by a Dr.
‘Hawtrey, the uncle of Mr. Charles
Hawtrey. He spent the greater por-
ticn of his pocket-money on toy thea-
tres, in which he produced fearful
melodramas. Even at the age of twelve
he was noted throughout his native
place of Newbury for the zeal with
‘which he produced plays and charades
during his holidays, and all the boys

| £ service for these dramatic triumphs.

But when young Bourchier began
to show signs of whiskers, his father,
Captain Bourchier, informed him that
‘his career was to be the army.

Just Moving Pictures.

Perhaps it is safe to say that the
large majority of the discoveries and
inventions which have benefited -and
blessed as well as instruected and
amused the world were the outcome
of experiments conducted for alto-

| gether different results. What we know

as moving pictures originated in a
question asked by Bir John Herschel

“of his friend John Babbage. ' This was_

in 1826, and the question asked was
how both sides of a shilling coulc:l}W be
seen at once. :

Babbage replied by taking a shilling
from his pocket and holding it before
a mirror.

This did not satisfy Sir John, who
set the shilling spinning on a large
table, at the same time pointing out
that if the eye is placed on a level

‘with a rotating coin, both sides can be

seen a once.

Babbage was so struck by the ex-
periment that the mext day he de-
scribed it to a friend, Dr. Fitton, who
immediately made a working model.

On one side of the disc was drawn a
bird, on the other side an empty bird
cage. When the card was revolved
on a silk thread, the bird appeared to
be in the cage. This model showed
the persistence of vision upon which
ali moving pictures depend for their
effect. ;
The eye retains the image of the ob-
ject seen for the fraction of a second
after the object has been removed.

This model was called the thauma-
trope.

Next came the zoetrope, or “wheel
of life. A cylinder was perforated
with a series of slots, and within the
cylinder was placed a band of draw-
ings of dancing men. On the appar-
~tus being slowly rotated, the figures
seen through the slots appeared to be
in motion.

The first systematic photographs of
men and animals taken at regular in-
tervals were made by Edward May-
bridge in 1877.

An Eccentric Chemist.

The Cavendish House estate, Clap-
ham, takes its name from the home of
the eccentric chemist, the Hon. Henry
Cavendish, whose famous éxperiment
for the determination of the earth’s
density, made in his Clapham garden,
gained him the title of “the man who
weighed the earth.” Cavendish, who
left over a million sterling on his
death, in 1810, lived all alone at Cav-
endish House, earrying his craze for
solitude to sueh an extent that, as
Lord Brougham iells us, he refused to
let himself be seén even by his ser-
vants and “used to order his dinner
daily by a note left on the hall table,
whence the housekeeper might take
it.”—London Mail.

The late Lord Brampton, better
known as Sir Henry Hawkins, refers
in his reminiscences to the scandals of
what he calls the “after-dinner” trials
of that period. It was then a custom
for the court to adjourn for dinner at
five o’clock, at which meal there was
no lack of conviviality, so that, when
bench and bar returned to their du-
ties, they were in no mood for pro-
tracted toil. In Lord Brampton’s own
words, “Judges and counsel were ex-
hilarated, and business was propor-
tionately accelerated.”” In confirma-
tion of this he notes that these “after-
dinner’ trials.‘did not occupy, on an

Date Pudding.

One pound of dates, 2 cupfuls of
bread crumbs, 1 cupful of sugar, 1
cupful of beef suet, onehalf cupful 6f
flour, 2 eggs, 2 teaspoonfals of bak-
ing powder. Beat the eggs separately.
c<ream he yokes and sugar, then stir
in the whites. Mix. the bread crumhbs
and finely chopped suet, and add to

the egas and sugar. Sift the baking !’

powder into the flour, stir into the
mixture alternately - with the millk.
Add the chopped dates and mi%
thoroughly. Place in a pudding bag
and steam for three hours. Serve
with hard or wine sauce.

Baked Tomatoes.

An excellent stuffing for baked to-
matoes is finely chopped sweet pep
pers. Put a lump of butter into the
tomatoe, season well with salt and
a little sugar and black pepper. Put
lumps of butter on top, add a itftle
water to pan and bake slowly foran
hour and a half.

Mustard Pickles.

This pickle receipe was obtainci
from ‘an ‘Eaggern woman who had
used it for years. This pickle com-
manded the highest market price and
was always in demand.

Put one-half peck of small cucum-
bers, two quarts silver skinned on-
ions and two heads of pickled cauli-
flower to soak in water to cover and
a cupful of salt overnight. In the
morning drain mix one desert spoon-
ful of tumeric powder with three-

To Broil Tomatoes.

To broil tomatoes just wash them
well, wipe dry and dut in halves. Cut
a slice away from the rounded part
of each and dip in crumbs. Beat an
egg and season with pepper and salt.
Dip’each piece of tomato in this, then
again in the crumbs.

Butter the broiler well and cook
from six to nine minutes.

Another nice way of of preparinz
tomatoes which have not thoroughly
ripened is to bake them. The skins
should be firm. A slice is cut from
the stem end of the tomato and the |
contents removed. The pulp is mix-
ed with an equal quantity of bread
or cracker crumbs seasoned with pep-
per and salt and a squeeze of cotton
juice. !

The tomatoes are refilled with this '
mixture and placed in a well-buttered
pan in about twenty minutes.

After the tomatoes are placed in
the pan thev may be improved bv
sprinkling. with cracker crumbs mix- |
ed with butter.
