When the hot weather comes there
is a demand for cooling drinks, and frozen
desserts, even the fruit sherbits and sorbets
are very acceptable, although they are
not much more than frozen drinks; yet
with the addition of egg-whites, nut-
meats and conserves of whole fruit,
they are not only delightful to the palate,
but ‘are nourishing, and suited to’the
needs of the system during hot weather.

Banana Cream

Scald the milk, and pour over
the well-beaten eggs, and stir over the fire
until smooth; then add the sugar to taste,
and cool, Pour into a freezer and partly
freeze, stir in the whipped cream and
the juice and pulp of the oranges, Com-
plete freezing.
