Southern part of Newfoundlond, &c., &c.; but as
soon as the same, or any portion thereof, shall be set-
tled, it shall not be lawfal, for the said fishermen, to,
dry or cure fish at such portion so setiléd, wilhou! pre-
vious agreement for suck purpose, with the InAabit-
antls, Proprietors, or Possessors of the grouad.”’
Having before stated that eleven Fishory Reserves
