“ The forests with their myriad 
tongues,” celestial music and un 
bounded beauty shining on the 
face of everything as presented in 
the delicious hours of slumber 
dread, cold and slimy snakes craw 
round and with their festering 
mouths kiss their horrified victims 
Demons loaded in chains, horrible 
phantoms clad in every conceivable 
horror, surrounded by everything 
that is revolting and sickening 
pass before the troubled mind 
one endless array.

An iron chain binds fast the vic­
tim. He feels he should act, sees 
that,
* * * “ the tide in the affairs of 

men,
Which taken at the flood leads on 

to fortune
passes on, on, and while he 
powerless to act. Miserable 
wretched, ruined morally and phy 
sically he curses himself and those 
who gave him birth. Almost 
superhuman effort is required 
break the habit of opium using.

Upon the pages of history are 
men of genius slaves of opium 
Who has not read the “Confasssions 
of an Opium eater.” by Do Quincy ? 
This genius was himseif the opium 
eater and the account he gives of 
it, i» interesting as far as it throws 
light on the delusion of the day, 
On first using it, his impression 
was that happiness might be bought 
for a penny, and carried in the 
waistcoat pocket; portable ecsta- 
cies might be had in a bottle, and 
peace of mind, send in gallons by 
mail. But this pleasure was short 
lived. True, under the influence 
of the drug he wrote some of his 
noblest works, but his suffering 
were the greater when the drug 
had done its work. Ho was in the 
power of a monster and suffered 
tortures than which those of 
Prometheus were not greater 
His dreams are written in such i 
way as to make the blood of even 
the casual reader curdle.

Another victim of this public 
destroyer was Coleridge, the cele 
brated poet. Rheumatic pains led 
to his first use of it. Though his 
friends sent a servant to watch 
him yet he would despatch him on 
some trifling errand and slipping 
into a drug store would purchase 
pleasure for a week.

The bitter with Coleridge as 
with De Quincy, followed the 
sweet, and to his use of this drug 
may be attributed perhaps the un 
finished character of his works.

The great peculiarity of the 
opium eater is his inability to finish 
anything. He has the intelligence 
but his energies are chaimed. In 
the outset he strides like a giant ; 
in the end he hobbles.

But we do not want any of 
our blockheads to think by eating 
opium they are going to turn out 
geniuses. We get not blood from 
a turnip, nor anything out of an 
empty head. All the opium in

While wc are not after any of 
the Government pap we lean to­
wards the party.

It is foolish for 
people to think because a party is 
fortunate enough to get astradle 
some hobby and sweep all before 
them, that superabundance of talent 
is the entire cause. We shbulc 
rather live in a little old shanty, in 
the middle of an unapproachable 
bog and be free to give honor 
where honor is due, and express 
an honest opinion, than to feast in 
a palace, the tool of some party, 
a convenient cur to bark or bite at 
every nod or sign given us. When 
will the press above all, learn to be 
candid in politics !

The Speakership,

Our information that Mr. B. R.
Stevenson is tobeappointed speaker 
of H. M. N. B. Legislature, is semi 
official. It is one of those things 
that does not at all please us. 
Mr. Stevenson may or may not be 
a very clear politican, but we do 
think he has had enough of the 
Honor and the pap to do him 
for a few years to come. He on 
this ground alone, we contend, 
should not be appointed speaker.

But there are thick and thin 
adherents of the Government, men 
who have generously lent a hand 
often to help it out of some not 
v^ry clean holes,—often soiling 
their own hands in the act,—men 
who possess ability and influence 
from which should be selected a 
speaker. We refer now to Mr 
Elder, thejjditor of the Telegraph. 
Mr* Elder we take to be a brilliant 
politician, and one who has ren­
dered good service to the party. 
If he erred at all, it was in too 
servilely following it. The good 
acts of the Government in his eye, 
covered up their misdeeds. Indeed 
he went so far as to try to defend 
the Chatham Branch Railway job, 
and to say that Messrs. Young and 
Kelly did not fill their pockets 
with the people’s money, and soil 
their hands and blacken their souls 
—if that were possible—in taking 
it. Perhaps, however ’tis Mr. 
Elder’s failing, to err on mercy’s 
side.

These little shortcomings except­
ed, Mr. Elder is the man to our mind 
fitted .‘or the speaker’s chair since 
no other office is open. Doubtless 
ie had an eye to one of those offices 
idled by our French and Irish 
Catholics, and the polite and dainty 
St. John lawyer. However, he 
was disappointed, and notwith­
standing that he considered himself 
slighted, he has since supported 
the Government. And though it 

now decided to give the last 
vacancy to Mr. Stevenson, he

still supports the party. Outside 
the injustice to Mr. Elder, we 
think the Government are making 
a mistake. To set aside Mr. Elder 
ignominiously is to call a thousand 
dangers about their heads, to 
appoint the other is not to bring 
much prestige or influence tô the 
party. The Government though, 
we suppose know their own bus­
iness best.

It is said that Sir William Young, 
Chief Justice, is to succeed Hon. 
A. G. Archibald as Goveanor of 
Nova Scotia.

Mr. Young is a son of the late 
John Young, Esq., who gave such 
an impetus to the science of Agri­
culture in N. S., by his series of 
letters published in the Chronicle 
over Agricola.

Sea Monster.
These days are as wonderful as the 

times of Jonah. The following descrip­
tion will ba read with interest. Wc 
clip if from the Bay Pilot.

From the Log-Book.
“ Noon, Oct. 9th, Moonbeam bearing 

N. E. 20 miles, sighted an object which 
we at first supposcd4o be a vessel hot- 
tom-up, but on approachihg nearer it 
proved to be some strange sea monster 
its shape was something like the half 
of a baloon, black around the lower 
part, and white on top, as though it 
was white washed—it rose and fell 
with the motion of the sea as if it were 
indiarubber inflated. Two long arms 
ortcudrils were attached to it ; one on 
each side of its head ; said arms being 
about 20 or 25 feet long, and about two 
feet in circumference. There were 
about fifty feet of the Monster’s length 
out ot water—how much there was of 
it under water we could not tell. We 
passed within a hundred feet of it but 
could sec no eyes nor mouth—indent­
ed circles ran all around that part o f it 
out of water, which made it look like a 
lap-streak boat, only far larger. If 
there whre as much of it out of water 
as above water, we should judge its 
circumference in the largest part to be 
not short of fifty foet. Some kind of 
slime or oil exuding from its body kept 
the sea smooth tor a long distance be­
hind it. It was a marine monster of 
strange shape and gigantic propor­
tions ; but whether it was alive, or 
dead, or sleeping, we could not say.

Reply to Liquor Dealer.
To the Editor of the Star.

Sir,—In your issue of the 24tli inst., 
appeared a letter referring to the coming 
vote on the Temperance Bill. The 
writer claims to be a “ Liquor Dealer,” 
and being such, wo may consisten tly 

’ hold that he utters the sentiments of his 
fellow dealers. I shall not here refer to 
the manner in which he has presented 
his views, but content myself with say­
ing, for the encouragement of his 
friends, that he has certainly not “ made 
the best of a bad cause.” The meekness 
with which he asserts his readiness to 
vote for “ a fair bill against intemper­
ance ” is scarcely compatible with the 
boidness of his other statements. But 
the admission is important; first, that 
he considers the present bill unfair; 
and secondly, he implicitly admits that 
the, business he seeks to defend is an 
evil, requiring to be condemned and 
punished by law. But if this evil is to 
continue until the men, who by its ex­
istence have socially and politically 
grown rich and powerful, support “ a 
fair bill against intemperance,” it will 

t for ever. If not, will your co>tcs- 
nt inform the public at what 

e hour in the history of the liquor 
trade will its supporters and defenders, 
having through its tender and humaniz­
ing influences risen to a higher philan- 
throphy, approve of or submit for the 
approval of the people “a fair bill 
against intemperance.?” An unpre­
judiced public, as well as temperance 
men, know what in the opinion of 
liquor dealers would be a “ fair bill ”— 
a bill that would loosen every restraint, 
and level every barrier against their 
business, and place upon the unfor­
tunate drinker that odium and disgrace 
which even now the law imputes to the 
trade.

He says, “ this bill will be mischie­
vous in its every operation.” That 
sir, is a sweeping declaration, yet made 
without a shadow of proof being* given 
to convince us of its truth.
The wish is father to to the thought.” 
And,
“ No man e’er felt the halter draw 
With good opini on of the law.”

Such a statement coming from the 
source it does, without modification or 
proof, reveals its author as a man of un­
bounded presumption (or ignorance) 
and who estimates by the standard of 
self, the intelligence and judgment of 
his fellow citizens.

Perhaps he intends his reference to 
the Maine law as proof that the’Canada 
Act will also fail. lie declares that 
law a failure; but evidently desires to 
avoid discussion of that point by antici­
pating contradiction from the platform. 
He bases his statement upon personal 
knowledge. AVitli all respect for his 
knowledge and opinion, let us compare 
them with those of men, whom all 
must admit, are as competent to form a 
correct judgment of the working of 
that law as a Fredericton liquor dealer. 
The late Horace Greeley after making 
the matter a special subject of investiga­
tion, says, “ the pretence that as much 
liquor is sold in Maine now as in former 
years is impudently false.” Let that 
suffice for the State, —now let us con 
eider his particulor reference to the 
City of Portland. In disproof of his 
statement that liquor is sold there “ in 
almost overy house,” here is the testi­
mony of all the prominent clergy of 
that city in 1872.

“ AVc say without hesitation that the 
“ trade in intoxicating liquors has been 
“ greatly reduced by it. In this city

the quantity now sold is buta fraction 
“ of what we remember the sales 
“ to have been.” The Mayor and 
four ex-Mayors’ united in saying 
“ that “ As the result of the adoption of

Turkish Preparations for War—The Afghanis­
tan Matter.

London, Oct. 25.
A Vienna correspondent says if the 

latest news be true, affairs near Con­
stantinople are more and more assum­
ing the same semi-hostile phase as 
before the meeting of the Berlin Con­
gress.
