The minutes of the last Annual 
Congregational Meeting which was 
held dh January 27th 1919, were read 
and approved.

An extension of time was granted 
the committee, which was appointed 
to look into several matters in con­
nection with changes to be made in 
the Act respecting the election of 
Trustees etc.

The Annual Report for 1920, as 
published, was adopted.

The Pastor, Rev. L. H. MacLean 
addressed the meeting and thanked 
the congregation for the much ap­
preciated support and cooperation 
given him during the past year. He 
reviewed the past year’s work, which 
was to him, as well as to the con­
gregation, most encouraging, and he 
felt that if the present good work 
was kept up, 1920 would prove a still 
more satisfactory year than 1919.

A -resolution from the Board of 
Trustees for 1919 recommending 
that the Pastor’s stipend be increas­
ed from $1600,00 per year to $2000,00 
per year was passed unanimously.

Estimates for 1920, amounting to 
$5850.00 for current expenditures 
during the year were discussed, and 
it was the unanimous opinion of the 
congregation that the general sub­
scriptions for the year would re­
quire an increase of 50% to take 
care of the expenditures, which 
would be necessary during 1920.

Mr. Walter Sutherland, chairman 
of the Manse Com. gave a lengthy 
*rnort on the repair work which was 
i* "’•3 on the Manse during the year.

Influenza Is Spreading
Ottawa Jan. 27—(by Canadian 

press)—The following statement was 
issued here by the federal depart­
ment of health:

jWhlle the federal department of 
health bas as yet no information of 
the recurrence of the influenza epi­
demic in any part of Canada the re­
port of new cases in Chicago means 
that the people of Canada must fear 
the possibility of a return of the epi- 

iic. In view of this possibility 
the department of health is keeping 
in close touch with the United 
States public health service and Is 
receiving full information of the pro­
gress of the disease there and of the 
methods found valuable in the 
United States towards relieving the 
disease and combatting the epl-iemlc.

The Dominion council of health at 
its meeting in OcUbcr Vj19 through­
ly discussed the matter and mapped 
out a campaign to be carried out in 
case of the return of the diseuse In 
Canada and all provincial boards of 
health have been quietly and ef- 
ciently preparing for eventualities 

These preparations Include provision 
for rapid expansion of hospital thei- 
Utiee ; registration of all available 
nurses; wnergency training of volun­
teers and registration of volunteer

Sir:.;*,•>

In the Official Report of the 
late Session of the County Coup : il 
published in the Chatham "World” 
there is a statement not quite cor­
rect. When the Warden expressed 
the opinion that I was out of order, 
and 1 appealed to the Council, the 
Report states the Council sustained 
the view of the Chair. That state­
ment is not correct. The Warden 
did not put the question to the Coun­
cil to see whether he would be sus­
tained or not.

a point of Order.
Why was it supposed I was out of 

Order? Because I elected to ex­
plain before reading a Resolution I 
was about to offer. Now there is 
nothing in the Rules of Order to 
preclude a Member, offering a Re­
solution, from remarking upon it be­
fore he reads it. He may explain 
its aim and object either before he 
reads it or after. That is at his own 
option.

Every man 
who makes a motion speaks about its 
object in advance. A Resolution is 
only a motion more clearly defined 
by being reduced to writing.

It it were thought my remarks 
were too lengthy, that notion—were 
It’ correct —furnished no ground for 
holding me to be out of Order, for 
their is nothing in the rules of Order 
providing a time limit.

During the short time V occupied 
the floor as was my right, one o; 
two members got badly oui of Order. 
One Councillor so far forgot to res­
pect, himself, the company he was 
in, the Rules of Order, and the tra­
ditional dignity of the Council Cham 
her, as to make a gross and abusive 
exhibition of his coarseness. In all 
such cases the Rules of Order re­
quire the Warden to call the offender 
to order, and as he did not do so, 
he himself was out of Order and re­
miss in his duty.

Southwest Councillors never en­
gage in personal abuse, and never 
reply to It in kind, because they un­
derstand it is a field in which there 
are no laurels to be won. They 
know too, that personal abuse is the 
weapon, only of the coward and the 
vanguished. Councillor Watling 
ought to be old enough to realize 
these things. Blissfleld Councillors 
usually sit silent, when they do rise, 
they do not ask the privilege as 
favor, they demand It as their right. 
And while not inclined to demand 
more than their rights, they are by 
no means disposed to accept less. 
In offering my Resolution and re 
marks I was perfectly In Order in 
every respect While not wishing to 
impute a wrong motive, or to say 
an uncharitable word, I must still 
submit, that sometimes, those who 
can neither answer, nor abide an 
unpalatable truth, may prefer to 
choke It off. My Resolution was 
adopted by a large majority.

What Are You Doing 
For The Returned Man

The discharged soldier demands a 
job for the future and has no desire 
to wander along in the same old rut. 
Life in the Army hao broadened his 
views; that is why the different em­
ployment agencies of the Govern­
ment are having trouble to place the 
returned man in a decent job: a 
place whire he can earn a living 
wage and at the same time learn a 
trade. He has no taste for bis for­
mer trade or calling and feels now 
is the time to decide. A year or 
two in the Army has opened his 
eyes and this, you will agree, is a 
good sign. What we are looking for­
ward to is a better citizon tor Canada 
and now is the time for the employ­
ers to step in and assist the different 
Government organizations to this end.

The Department of Soldier* Civil 
Re-Establishment has done splendid 
work in fitting the returned man in 
the niches and grooves of civil lift*. 
Although they are doing all they canx 
for these men, what they need is the 
co-operation of employers. Take 
the case of Smith for instance who 
before enlisting occupied a mediocre 
position in a local warehouse and 
earned about fourteen dollars a 
week; had four years service over­
seas; rose to the rank of sergeant 
and had one or two decorations. This 
man acquired a now confidence in 
himself and in his ability. Just after 
his return he met the boss who had 
employed him before the war and 
who said as he shook him by the 
hand, “You can have your old job 
back again." “You don’t think that 
I am going back to that again? No, I 
am worth more than that." There 
wasn't any future in it fer him. 
There had been opportunities for 
him in tho Army. HE HAD GRASP 
ED THEM; now that he was home 
he did not want to get back to the 
old style of living. He wanted some­
thing to fight for a job with a future 
and the chance to learn a trade.

HOW TO GIVE
HIM THE CHANCE

There are a number of American 
firms who are employing such a re­
turned man; running a training 
school in connection with their 
works and at the same time paying 
him a living wage. A large number 
of American manufacturing plants 
have installed such schools and 
hivestigatore from the Government 
Reemployment Bureau report that 
they have increased the average 
working output of the unskilled lab­
orer from thirty five per cent effi­
ciency to as high as sixty and sixty 
five per cent. Increase in a worker’s 
efficiency means increased produc­
tion which in these times of great 

demand means more business and 
prosperity when such things are 
needed. Only by increased produc­
tion can the cost of living be reduc­
ed in the opinion of many students 
of that question. The increased out­
put is not, however, the greatest 
benefit that springs from the enhan­
ced efficiency of the workmen. The 
big aim is for the worker himself. By 
increasing a man’s efficiency you 
increase his own estimation of him­
self. Consequently, proponents of 
this scheme advance its claims as a 
remedy for the ills springing from 
the present Industrial restlessness. 
What our returned man is looking 
for is a chance. He might be a lab­
orer but what he wants is the oppor­
tunity-give it to him, TRY HIM OUT, 
and should he be a failure I am sure 
he will be the first to admit it and 
make way for a better man. But 
you will find that if he is the nun 
who la struggling to get out of that 
you will not be able to keep him 
there TRY IT FOR AN EXPERI

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A. G. McKay
Drops Dead

..No III—The Violin 
The violin is the principal Orchest­

ral instrument. It is the soprano of 
the string quartette, the quartette of 
instruments being, violin (soprano), 
viola (alto) cello (tenor), contrabass 
viol (bass). The quartette rtiore of­
ten used is Tst <md 2nd violin, viola 
and cello.

The face value of the material in a 
violin ^nay nu\ exceed many cents, 
but that same little instrument may 
be valued at severil thousand dollars 
I quote from the catalogue of aa 
American violin dealer of the better 
known makers as follows: Guarner- 
ius $18000; Bergonzi $9000" Guamer 
ius $8500; Stradivarius $7500 etc.

Everyone is familiar with the shape 
of the violin which is entirely hand 
made, its weight being 8% ounces, 
has 4 strings and is played 
with a bcw. The tone of 
the violin resembles the 
human voice. It was formerly larger 
but to “Gasper da Salo" we owe its 
present shape. A well-made violin 
consists of 70 parts, and is generally 
understood that the Italian makers 
used such a delicacy in the making of 
violins, that it is often spoken of as a 
Violin secret which died with the mak­
ers of that period. Violinists are 
familiar with such names as Stradi­
vari, Stainer Guarnerius Cremona 
Amati etc. Molart says to choose a 
violin by its looks Is like choosing a 
singing bird by its feathers.

Modem violin students smile to 
think of the great violinists playing 
with the chin on the right hand aide 
of the tail-piece. Now we play with 
the chin on the left hand side of the 
tailpiece.

Violin compositions were in evid­
ence around 1630. About that time 
the art of violin playing was gener­
ally understood.

Two notes at one time may be play 
ed on a violin and with a quick sweep 
of the bow four notes may be played 
almost simultaneously. The violin 
and its music hardly bears descrip­
tion. Hear the great violinists of to­
day and the execution and interpreta­
tion forms will simply amaze one.

Let us review tim career of the 
greatest violinist tnli ever lived, 
Niccolo Paganini, an Italian born 
1784; died 1840. Although Niccolo 
was very delicate his mother dream­
ed that ho would become the greatest 
violinist. This inspired him for^aty 6 
years he was a remarkable player 
and at 9 years he played at a concert 
playing his own original variations. 
It must be remembered that the 
ncted Paganini played only hip own 
compositions. At eleven years of 
age his father took him to Parma to 
take lessons from the great teacher, 
Rolla, but Rolla, was sick in bed and 
while Niccolo waited in an adjoining 
room, he saw a violin and a music 
compoi.ition laying on the table; and 
taking the violin he played the 
composition so perfectly that Rolla 
inquired what master was in the 
house. On seeing a mere boy he 
could hardly believe his own eyes 
and protested that he cculd teach 
him nothing.

Paganini played astonishing feats 
on one and two strings to imitate a 
conversation between two lovers. 
He took off the two. middle strings 
D and A and played the duet on the 
remaining strings. So well was 
Paganini received and appreciated 
that Pope Loq XIII decorated him 
with the Order cf the Golden Spur. 
Reports were abroad that he was a 
child of Satan; whom one man de­
clared he saw directing his bow at a 
concert. Paganini frequently visit- 
an old Florentine castle and people 
declared that he held intercourse 
with the Devil for they heard all 
manner of queer noises coming from 
the place. When he made his first 
appearance in London throngs follow­
ed him in the streets, even pinching 
him at times to see If he wore real, j 
In his playing he combined the arco 
and pizzicato together, plucking the 
string with his left hand and at the 
same timo using his bow with his 
right, making most astonishing f jets 
He tuned his violin to produce differ­
ent effects, his system being mostly 
his own even though he had much 
training. Pagalnni was much op­
posed to the-wiles of society leaders 
On one occasion they tried to secure 
from him $1,000 worth of Violin mus­
ic in return for the price of a dinner 
On another occasion while concertlz- 
ing in Paris he received 
a pressing invitation to 
dine with notable company 
and a postscript adding ‘Do not foil 
to bring your viollji.” Paganini re­
turned the invitation card with fol­
lowing written on it “My Violin does 
not dine." Paganini wrought a re­
volution in the Violin world. Vten- 
temp the renowned Violinist who had 
hfard the wonderful Btrtueo said 
“He Is the greatest of us al!."

There was enthusiasm shown and 
everything pointed to the horse rac­
ing season being the most successful 
ever experienced in the Maritime 
Provinces and Eastern Maine.

The circuit will open at Houlton, 
Maine, in the week, of July 5th, and 
will close at Moncton at the end of 
September. July 1 is left open for 
anytrack io run an independent meet

PROVINCIAL FINANCES 
The third report of provincial fin­

ances issued by the present govern­
ment discloses a deficit on the year's 
operations of $327,686.22. Added to 
the $38,000 deficit of last year, this 
makes $365,000.00 in two years. 
These deficits, with revenues the 
moet buoyant In the history of the 
province, are matters of serious con 
cern. They say plainly that we are 
living beyond our Income, although 
that Income Is Immensely greater 
than enjoyed by afiy previous govern­
ment. They mean heavy additions 
to an Interest account which Is 
steadily climbing. For 1918 the In 
terest demand was $462,968.40. exclu­
sive of the Valley Railroad guarantee 
This year It la $581,300.70, practically 
one fourth of the revenue from all 
sources. Including the federal subsidy 
The Inability to make revenue and ex 
pendlture balance Is attributed to the 
excessive cost lor work done by the 
Forestry department and expenditure 
on roads and fridges In excess of, 
expectations, heavy automobile traffic 
compelling unforeseen repairs to 
wooden bridges in many localities. 
If this year’s deficit Is funded there 
will be a corresponding Interest In 
qrease for all time to come. If, on 
the other hand, « Is carried forward 
to be recouped from this year’s re­
venue, there must be heavier >«■*«- 
tkra and, be It remembered, the gov­
ernment Is already tapping some 
sources of revenue which It should 
leave to the municipalities or share
