Have We Been Sold?

We feel sure the statements
made by Mr Fieldingin the House
of Commons, on Thursday, else-
where reported in this paper, will
create surprise and arouse excite-
ment among the people of this
Province. The question ' under
discussion was, as our readers will
observe, winter communication
between this Island and the
mainland, and the obligations of
the Federal Government in con-
nection therewith;' obligations
assumed as part of ﬁxe terms upon
which this Island entered Con-
federation. Mr. McLean, member
for Queen’s County breught the
matter up in the House and
produced evidence to prove that
the Government, this winter, had
utterly failed to come anywhere
near carrying out the bargain
made between the contracting
parties at the time this Province
entered Confederation. After the
been discussed by
members. Mr. Fielding
Minister of Finance, took the
floor and astonished the House
by repudiating any obligation on
the part of the Dominion Govern.
ment to do anything more towards
improving winter communication
between this Province .and the
mainland. He intimated that the
Federal Government +had done
everything it was called upon to
do by the contract with this Pro-
vince. He went further than
that and specifically pointed out
that, a few years ago, “an extra
“subsidy,” had been given the
Island “in final settlement of all
claims under the Confederation
Act.” This is certainly astonish-
ing and unexpected information
regarding our claims upon the
Dowinion Government. If Mr.
Fielding is correctly reported and
if the documentary evidence in
the matter will prove his conten-
tion, all that can be said is that

Prince Edward Island has been
sold. The “extra subsidy” to
which Mr. Fielding refers is the
$30,000 added to our subsidy in
1901. The late Mr. Farquharson
was Premier of this Province at
that time, and it will be remem-
bered that after the Legislature
had been in session for some time
an adjournment of several weeks
was taken. - During this adjourn-
ment, Mr. Farquharson and some
of his colleagues went to Ottawa
to look for money. The addition
of the $30,000 to our annual sub-

Our Winter Service in
House of Commons.

Ottawa, March 17.—On the
item, $9000 for Winter Service
between Prince Edward Island
and the Mainland, the Islanders
again referred to the necessity
that exists for improving winter
communication between P. E.
Island and the Mainland.

Mr. McLean said that the agree
ment is not being carried out by
the Dominion Government. He
read letters stating that mail
matter had accumfilated at Cape
Tormentine and pointed out the
disastrous eflect of the delays
upon the business of the province.
He said that the service needs
suitable steamers.

Mr. J. J. Hughes said that the
conditions of this winter had
been particularly severe, and
there had been practically a
famine in cattle feed on the
Island, and there are cattle dying
by thousands. There was hay
available at Pictoun. But it could
not be got across for want of a
steamship service. The Govern-
ment could not he said, be blamed
for the severity of the winter and
the scarcity of feed.

Mr. Cookshutt of Brantford,
Ontario, condemned the Govern-
ment for not giving a better
steamship service.

Mr. McDonald of Pictou said
that Mr. Cookshutt
conversant with the subject if he
had considered the matter he
would have found that the pre-
sent Government haa doubled the
servige since 1896. For eighteen
years the late Government had
ignored the complaints of the
Island and had only given one
steamer to the service. The people
of the Martime Provinces are, he
said of the opinion that the present
Government had given a fairly
good service.

Sir William Mulock pointed
out that the government had done
all that it possibly could do to
fultil the terms of confederation.

Hon Mr Fielding repudiated the
suggestion that the Dominion
Government had not done every-
thing it was called upon to do by
the contract with P. E. Island; re-
called the fact that some seven
yearsago an extra subsidy was
given the Island in final settle-
ment of all claims under the con-
federation act. No portion of the
Dominion had been more liberally
treated in recent years than P. E.

At the same time if the
question was placed upon a good
basis of improving transportation
between the different poritions of
the Dominion; it was worthy . con-
sideration.

Mr Hughes said that the ser-
vice should be continuous.

Progress of. the war

London. March 15.—By delay in
pressing his pursuit of the Russian’s
defeated and demoral.zsd army to Tie
Page, Oyama has afforded Kuropatkin
time to mort ont tbe di-ords:xd units
under his command, and to restore his
force to at least & semblance of order.
So far a8 known there is no force of
Japs nearer Tie Pass than six or eight
miles. From Japs sources it is reported
that many straggling parties of
'Runlsnl out off from their commands
in retreat from Muokden were surrender-
ing. A council of war summoned by
Emperor Nicholas is reported to have
decided yesterday that the war must be
carried forward. On all important
questions, respectiug finances and
means, however, it is said they reached
no solation. The probability, as
regarded in St. Petersburg, seems to be
thef when Kuropatkin has completed
the task of re-organizing what is left of
his army, he will be permitted to return
to Rassia, and the command in
Manchuria will be entrasted to
Sokbomlimoff, whose war apprentice-
ship was sesved under Dragomiroff,
who has been regarded as the foremost
Russian scientific soldier. ‘It is possible
that the command may go to Grand
Duke Nicholas Nicholaievitch.

The Paris correspondent at St. “Peaters-
burg of Petie Parisenne says Karopat-
kin’s resignation has been accepted,
and that Grank Doke Nicholas
Nicholasaivitch, has censented to take
the chief command in Manchauris.

London, March 16.—Meagre reports
bave been received from Russian
sources of the fight eight miles north of
Tie Pass, between the Russian force,
under Mistehenko and the Jops column,
the identity ol which is unknown.
The latter were repuised it is said with
a loss of & hundred killed. The rumor
that after the evacnation of Mukden
eighty foreigners, including American
correspondents had been murdered by
the Chinese is discredited by the fact
that a correspondent in question
reported to his paper on March 14th,
that be had been captured by the Japs
and was being taken to Kobe.

A steamer arriving at Singapore ré-
ports having pasted a squadron of
twenty-two Japs warships about twenty
miles east of the entrance to the Straits
of Malacca. Thbe Japs cruieers and two
anxiliary cruisers are on . their wWay
westward in search of the Roussian
second Pacific squadron, last reported
in Madagascar waters.

A despatch to Idoyds dated at Singa-
pore 8ix p. m., yesterday says the
British steamer Bongwan reports
having passed 22 Japs warships off
Horsburg, Jiweoty miles esst of
Singapore at the entrance to the Straits
of Malaces.

London, March i?.—A 8t. Petershnrg
deapatch to The Time Fives an
oncosfirmed report that the Russians
sustained a severe reverse at Tie Pass,
involving the abandooment of the
remaining artillery and that the Japs
Lave cat the railways north of Chanpgtuf,
forty miles above Tie Pass.

St. Peterdburg, March, 18.—Decided
enxiety is fell here regarding the fate
of the army in Manchuria under the
uew cammander. No news of military
developments, has reached here for the
last two days, only in the daspatches
from front was & brief announcement
yesterday that General Linevitch has
assumed command and Kuropatkin
was departing for St Petersburg, which
disposes of the rumor that the latter
had committed snicide. An Associated
Press Changtafu despatch, filed oo the
morning of March 16th, and written at
the station of Kaiyun, which was then
held by the Russians says ; —

‘“Althrugh Karopatkin’s downfall
was inevitable from a military stand-
point, nevertheless it arouses sympathy
in circles familiar with the long cam-
paign that has been waged against
bhim by the general staff. General
Sskaharoff was his open enemy, and
Genersl Dragomiroff his most severe
criticc ‘'and many of his own sub
ordinates were jealons and grudgingly
obedient. Many epigrams abont
Kuropatkin’s shortcomings were at-
ributed to General Rugonuroff, and
the supercession of the formar at such a
critical moment, is largely and directly
attributed to Dragomiroff’ advice.”

London, March 18.—All the B8t.
Petersburg correspondents of London
newspapers are most peasimistic. The
Mail’s correspondent thinks in fact the
truth of the situation is that since the
blessing of the Neva on January the
19th, the Emperor hax heeg a prisoner
at Tsars Koeseloe and never once has
ventured tothe capital. The Post’s and
other correspondents make gloomy
predictions that the internal troubles
will prevent the continnance of the war
It is reported thet steamers are veing
chartered in London for the Russians
accoguts, for Nikolaievsik on the Amur
River, which port wi]l be ased to run
supplies into Manghgria, nowy that
Viadivostok is closed by the Japs.

Hospital, where he died an hour after
being admitted.

Two prieste, four lay brothers and
several nuns from Germany have
gone to the Bismarck Archipelago in
the Pacific, to replace the ten de-
voted missionaries who were killed
there last August. They bad de-
veloped in five years one of the moat
flonrishing centres of civilization in
that region. = Many thousands in
Germany were interested in their
work and were thunderstruck when
they heard of the tragedy.

Just one week before these ten
missionaries were killed a visitor at
their station wrote an account of the
remarkable trapsformation they bad
wrought in five years, and the. ar-
ticle was read with great interest in
Germabpy.

When the plotters ap-
peared at the new gettlement the
whitea were ready for them, the in-
sarrection was soon suppressed and
the ringleaders were in prison or
dead.

Only one of Father Raschei’s nae
tives is known to have been impli-
oated in the massacre. His pame
was To Maris, & married man who
had been punished for running off
with another man’s wife,

On the morning of the fatal day
set for killiog all the whites, To
Maria took one of the mission shO!
guns, osteusibly to shoot wild pi-
geons for the missionaries, s he had
often done. His first shot killed
Father Rascher, and this was the
sigosl for the other plotters to take
part in the massacre.

Sister Anna fled into her room,
but an axe burst open the door, and
she was shot. Sister Sophia was
ministering to the sick natives in
the bospitsl, and her torn garments
showed that she tried to defend her-
self egainst the savage who killed
bher.

Brother Bley was at work near
the house when he hesrd the first
shot and eaw To Maria come around
the corner. He asked the nause of
the firing. The savage levelled his
gun, when a native boy sprang in
front of the missionary.

Len en fast; aud, long before S
Jerome, St Irenaens mentioned some
sort of a fast ps pracepdirg Raster,
As we well know, this fast is pow
of forty days, beginning with Ash
Wedneeday: for the Sundays inter-
vening are pot reckoned as fa-te

We know from FHoly Soripture
that Moses, Elias, and. our Divise
Lord Himself, kopt each a fast of
forty days. I[n the book of Dauter-
onomy, ix. 9, we read bow Moses
eaid:—*When [ went up into the
wount to receive the tables of stone,
the tables of the sovenant which the
Lord made with you; and I continued
in the mount forty days and nights,
neither eating bread nor drinking
water,” Agaio, in I1L. Kiogs, xix. 8
we read how Elias arose, and ate, and
draok, at an angel’s bidding, and then
“walked in the strength of that food’
forty days and forty nights is familiar
to us all,

There is, in Holy Seripture, some-
thing singular in this recurrence (¢
the number forty. “Forty days the
flood was upon the earth, and th
waters increased, and lified up the
ark on bigh from the earth” (Genesis
vii. 17); and again, when the deluge
ceased, and the tops of the mountains
appeared, “after that forty days were
passed, Noe, opening the window of
the ark which he had made, set forth
a raven ’ St Luke tells usim the Acts,
i 3, that our Divine Lord “showed
Himseif alive after His passion, by
many proofs, for forty days appearing
to them, and speaking of the king—
dom of God.” Thus a certain sacred-
ness is set about this special length
of days, as if it were hallowed in the
sight of God in a -peculiar way; and
the Church bas shown her usual keen
sense of fitness and propriety. her
acate realization of the fact that
“times and seasons are in the band of
God,” when she has thus finally
marked out a period of forty days to
be solemnly given by her children to
God’s more special worship, to longer
devotions, to fasting, and to seclusion
from worldly entertainments, each
year, as the anniversary of our Lord's
passioa, death and resurrection reap-

pears.

It is proper, then, that we should
show our own understanding of all
these things by our own appropriate
bebavior. Forty days is not a loog
time, surely, for us in our small meas-
ure to do what Moses and Elias and
our great example, Jesus Christ, did
in ways so far beyond our feeble
powers. God asks lighter thiogs of

us. .
But one thing he does wish us to

attain in this holy season; and that is,
a clearer knowledge of Him, a closer
approach to Him. From the first
Sunday in Lent to Trinity Sunday
inclusive is the time set, in this coun
try, for us to fuolfil what is known as
“our Easter duty,”—the season to
approach, with reverent and cleansed
hearts, the Sacrament of the Body
and Blood of Jesus Christ. Of this
let us often think during these Lenten
days, asking God to help us to make
ready for a good confession and a
happy Holy Communion. Then, in
the strength of that divine food, may
we all of us walk, not for forty days
and nights only as Elias did, but for
all our lives on earth, uniil at last we
too *‘come unto the mount of God,”
and, with all the company of the
saints of ancient days or pew, we see
Christ Jesus face to face eternally,—
(Sacred Heart Review.)
