Since the -war began in 1914
up to March 1st, when S.S. Belgic
disembarked her returned sol-
dier passengers at Halifax 757;-
400 troops have been carried on
special trains over the Canadian
Goieanment. Railways.

The first train which carried
troops over the Government
Railways the year the war was
declared was numbered one - and
all special troop trains to and
from Halifax since that time
have been numbered consecu-
tively. The last train from the
Belgic was on Saturday N

1279. Each train averages about
twelve cars with an é.verage of 50
men to a car, which figures up a
total of 767,400 men carried.

They quite overlooked the fact that
we have manufacturers because
of protection, and not protection
because of manufactures.

At the present time there are
located in Canada 650 branches,
or organized companies, having a

parent organization in the United

States. The capital engaged in
these amounts to aboub $415,000,-
000, and emp]oyment is gfven to
npwards of 90,000 employes.
During recent years there have
been established in Canada about
60 branehes of manufacturers in
Great Britain, giving employment
to another 12,000 people. = Sir

George Paish, the famous British

financial expert, durin
visit to Canada, estimated that
the sum of 21,860,000,000 of
British capital was invested in
this country, a great proportion

being invested in manufacturing

o a recent
(=]

enterprises, including many that
are etirely under Canadian man-
agement. It will thus be seen
¢hat the combined British and
American invested
Canada,- as outlined above, 18
$2,275,000,000, or considerably
more than the entire national
debt of Canada.

It is perfectly obvious that,
were it mot for this country’s
. present tariff policy, this tremen-
dous amount of foreign capital
would not now be invested in
Canada, Mr. F. W. Field, Trade
Commissionr in Toronto for the
British Government, in his report

capital in

for last year on the Trade of
Capada, referred particularly to
this fact in pointing out that a
large number of United States
Branch Factories were now oper-
ating in the Dominion. He cited
four reasons for this industrial

development :

(1) To handle the Canadian
mark.et at close range.

(2) To grow as a Canadian
industry with the expanding mar-
ket and increasing purchasing
power..

(3) To enjoy-as &’ Canadian
industry the benefits of any
special trade arrangements made
for the units of the British
Eupire. i

(4) To handle the export or
ders veceived by the parent com-
pany in the United States for
shipment to the United Kingdom
and pther pointsin the Empire.

Commenting on this situation
Mr. A. G. Sclater, Manager of the
Statistical Department of the
Union Bauk of Canada, New
Yorks recently rematked that

Canadians see the logic
of the situation: “The ‘ Made in
Canada’ movement is daily gather-
ing strength in the Dominion.

“In this task of making her-
self self-sustaining,Canadais being
helped by the course of ‘events.
Canada is an exporting nation ofy
importance, and this
ment is making it increasingly
possible for Canadian manufactur-
ers to produce commodities in

quality and bring down initial
costs. The development of Can-
ada’s export trade has stimulated
the imagination of the Cabadian
manufacturer; he sees more clealy
his opportunities in the world’s
markets and he is filled with an
ambition to. make the most of
these opportunities. The  inevi-
table outcome will, of course, be
greater ability onthe part of the
Canadian manufacturer t hold
his own domestic markets against
outside competition, ¢even that
competition which he has most to
fear—American competition. This
will mean less buying in the
United States as time goes on.”

This constant attraction of for-
eign capital with its consequent
industrial development, providing
employment for millions of Cana-
dians and a home market for
millions of farmers, is emphatic

vindication of the country’s pre-

sent fiscal policy.

“ There have been whisperings
and misgivings that my hon.
friend, the Minister of the Interior
(Mr. Meighen) who as well as
being an able debater, is also a
skilful politician, had in mind the
permanent continuation of this
board in order that he might
hold out to the farmers of Western
Canada—who, I can assure him
and the House, are not in a very
friendly mood towards the hon.
gentleman—some counter-attrac-
tion to the requests that have
repeatedly been made to govern-
ments in this country for reduc-
tions in the tarjff. I do not know
what the Minisﬂher's intentions are,
but his speech today rather leaves
the suspicion in my mind thav he
is harboring such an idea. If he
is, I think that the House and
the people of the country are
entitled to know what the policy
of the Government is. Are they
going to\ extend* this principle
and establish a permanent policy ?
That, I submit, i§ something we
are entitled to have some infor-
mation upon. It i8 one thing
to interfere with trade because of
the exigiencies and conditions re-
sultant from war. It is another
thing to have that control woven
into the ' fabric of our laws as a
permanent policy of the country ;
and in that respect we are en-
titled to some information on it
from the Coverument.

«“ Personally I am opposed en-
tirely to,any permanent policy
that means: the control of the
marketing of grain this
country. I agree with my han.
friend from Vancouver Centre
(Mr. Stevens). ' “With him oc-
casionally I have differed in the
past ; but I am at one with him
in this respect, that this measure,
if adopted as a permanent policy,
will be a long step forward in the
divection of the socislization of
indusvry in this country. If my
hon. friend the Minister of the
Interior and other members of the
Government. contemplate embark
ing on the theories of Marxian
docialism in this country, well
and gogd ; but any permanent
control of wheat marketing in
this country means (hat and
nothing else, and for that reason
I do not think it is wise asa
permanent policy, either in the
interests of the consumers or in
the interest of the producers, and
I desire to state my position in
that regard in relation to this
bill, ”

That was Mr. Crerar's attitude
in regard to the Wheat Board,

generally in this and other coun-
tries, and is ready to take steps
to ensure the fajr gmarketing of
Canadian whear ,.Juld a situa-
tion such as last year’s develop
again.

In these words Sir George
[oster, Minister of Trade and
Commerece, in & statement issued
this afternoon sums up the atti-
tude of the Government towards
pleas for resumption of Govern-
ment control on the marketing
of wheat. This means that Cana-
dian wheat growers will have to
sell in the open market.

In his statement Sir George
says : ’

“ Demand has been made by
the United Farmers of Alberta
and the Dominion "Council of
Agriculture and various agsocia-
tions of grain growers for the re-
establishment of ontrol of the
Canadian wheat market through
a Board similar to that which
functioned. last year, and for
which legislative provision was
made at the last session of Par-
liament. The demand is made
because of the drop in current
wheat prices, as compared with
last year, and with the : thought
that in some way or other not
clearly shown a Wheat Board
could assure a higher price.

“ Mr. Wood, president of the
Dominion Council of Agriculture
in answer to the question, * What
reason is there for wheat this
year selling at a lower figare
than in 1919 7 is reported to
have said : ‘ From the standpoint
of the law of supply and demand
there is absolutely none; the
only reason in the world is the
inefficiency in the selling of wheat
this year. Great Britain and
other nations are working to-
gether and acting inan intelli-
gent manner to get this wheat at
‘the lowest possible price, whereas
Canada and the United States, as,
selling nations, are taking no in-
telligent action with a view to gt
the best possible price.’ ”

This states the case clearly
from the standpoint of those who
demand a re-eslablishment of
control, but an examination of
the real situation does not bear
out the statement above quoted.
The law of supply and demand
has in reality everything ta do
with the basic determination of
the world price for wheat. Cir-
cumstances of transport by sea or
land, financial exchange condi-
tions and methods of buying may
temporarily affect and vary -the
price, but the determining factor
is the relation of the supply to
the demand. The price will vary
from time to time by greater or
less pressure to buy érising from
the supply temporarily on hand
and readily available.
