Notes and Comments.
“Sir Edward is criticized for refer­

ring to the free entry of Newfound­
land fish into the United States, and 
we are told that he had nothing to do 
with it. Directly the assertion is 
justified.” So says the Daily News 
this morning in.answer to our com­
ments of Saturday.

The Daily News, however, evades 
the real issue we raised. We pointed 
out that Sir Edward Morris, accord­
ing to its own message, had referred 
to the free entry of our fish in the 
United States as an accomplished 
fact. We pointed out that the case 
was being misrepresented, and that 
Sir Edward Morris, according to the 
Daily News report, had stated that 
our fish was already entering the 
United States free of duty. This is 
not correct, our fish is not entering 
there free. Fish has not yet been 
placed on the Free List. The law has 
not yet been changeed, and no change 
is expected until July next. This 
charge the Daily News completely 
ignores in its relpy.

We pointed out that Sir Edward 
Morris, according to the Daily News 
report, declared that not only was 
our fish entering the United States 
entry had been to raise prices, and 
free, but that the effect of the free 
indeed he went further and gave 
price quotations with the object of 
buttressing up his avowals.

Harnessing 
Tides At Hand.

British Expert Wonders W’hy it Has 
Been Delayed so Long.

London April 30.—C. A. Battis- 
combe is to read at the meeting of 
the Institution of Electrical Engin­
eers next week a paper in which he 
will assert that the harnessing of the
tides is about to be realized at last. 
Mr. Battiscombe says:

“After a close study of the subject 
for years I am of the opinion that 
the use of the tides for power of all 
sorts may now be placed on a strict­
ly commercial basis by the Board of 
Trade. An electrical unit may be ob­
tained by this means at the cost of 
only about one-eighth of a penny 
(quarter of a cent), including every­
thing, as compared with from three 
and a half pence to two-pence (7 to 
4 cents) under the other power sys­
tems now in use.

“The tidal proposal is not so revo­
lutionary after all. I wonder how 
many people realize the use to which 
this tidal power is put every day of 
the year in propelling ships, and, in 
the case of tidal basins, in raising 
vessels of enormous tonnage.

“The installation would not be com­
plicated. and woiild follow the lines of 
three practical patents, taken out by 
Germans, for combined reservoirs and 
supply chambers. The main difficulty 
to-day turns on the question of em­
bankment walls—whether they can be 
built with sufficient economy to make 
such installations a practical success. 
The use of a ferro-concrete skin on 
the inner part, which is formed of 
cheaper materials, solves this diffi­
culty, in my opinion."

She fancied herself a 
young girl, unmarried and not long
out of school. We hoped that your 
presence and that of the children 
might restore her memory."

The 
mine managers declare the men have 
violated existing agreements, and will 
remain locked out until a new agree­
ment is concluded by an exclusively 
Canadian Miners’ Union. Not a pound 
of coal is being. taken out of the two 
principal mines in Nanaimo.

SAN RRAÇJCISCO, May 11.

Life of Roman Farmer.
Excavations Disclose Dwellings, Coins 

and Bones of Animals.
A Roman farm has been unearthed 

at Rockbourne Down, Dorset. The 
excavations, which were made by per­
mission of Lord Shaftesbury, dis­
close the remains of a small Roman 
faim or “villa” inside a low earthen 
enclosure. The farm was 96 acres in 
extent, and the buildings were en­
closed with a ditch, which surround­
ed a quadrangle 150 feet by 80 feet. 
The buildings found include the dwell­
ing house, bakehouse, and a granary 
with hypocaust (a system of hot air 
flues under the floor).

The remains of a good deal of corn 
were also found, as well as quantities 
of bones of horses and cattle. A 
large number of fragments of New 
Forest, Samium, and other ware, in­
cluding a perfect jug, pots, and Pur- 
beck marble vessels, were discovered, 
as well as knife blades, spindle whorls 
and coins from Gallienus of Constan­
tine, during the excavations. Inside 
the ditch is a burial mound belonging 
to the bronze age, and here was 
found an arrow head and a cinerary 
urn in its syst.

LONDON, To-day.
Another suffrage riot occurred in

Hyde Park on Sunday. The Men's 
League for Women's Suffrage had been 
given permission to hold a meeting. 
Several prominent workers addressed 
the crowd of several thousands from 
a truck, but the crowds kept up a 
fin ntng fire of interruption, shouting. 
“Go home, make bombs." and making 
remarks about burning churches, the 
attempt to blow up St. Paul's. After 
half hour’s endeavour to get a hearing 
the League gave up and the speakers 
were about to withdraw when the 
crowd broke through the ranks of the 
police, the waggon was overturned 
and partly wrecked. The police had 
difficulty in protecting the speakers 
arid eventually had to escort them to 
the station for protection. Meantime 
the Suffragettes planted flags in Park 
Lane and at the side of the Park 
where fashionable people promenade 
and started speaking.- The men de­
stroyed the flags and jostled a woman 
until the police rescued her. Rev. 
Truscott, Vicar of St. Catherine’s, 
Hatcham, dêstroyed by fire, recently, 
held- services in a public hall on Sun­
day and spoke lengthily regarding the 
fire. He said: "There is no use to talk 
to me about flashes of lightning or gas. 
Some persons did this with malicious 
intent." He said he had received hun­
dreds of letters, some of them from 
suffragettes, who repudiated such das­
tardly acts. A fire at a large unoc­
cupied house in Beckenham, outside 
of London, last evening, was extin­
guished after three hours. The fire Is 
attributed to the Suffragettes. The 
firemen were alarmed at finding a 
bulky parcel in one of the burning- 
rooms. They thought it contained a 
bomb, but the examinaton revealed it 
was merely a cylinder.

Fort William, May 5,—On his way 
to attend the royal geographical soci­
ety convention in London, Eng., Capt. 
Tryggve Gram, passed through this 
city from the ■west to-day. Capt. 
Gram was a member of 'the Scott ex­
pedition to the South Pole and was 
one of the party which discovered the 
remains of the heroic commander and 
the others who perished on their re­
turn journey from the Pole. Capt. 
Gram denied emphatically that the 
loss of Capt. Scott and his compan­
ions could be blamed on any of the 
others of the party. The cause of the 
disaster, according to the Norwegian, 
can be laid only at the door of dame 
fortune, who, while apparently camp­
ing on the trail of Capt. Amundsen, 
left the British party to the mercies 
of the elements and piled obstacle af­
ter obstacle in their way, until at last, 
after having reached their goal, the 
party that made the final dash was 
forced to give up the fight when prac­
tically within sight of the depot at 
One Ton camp on the return journey. 
In speaking of the finding of the three 
bodies in their tent, Capt. Gram said 
that Capt. Scott, who was the last of 
the party to die, had wrapped Wil­
son and Bower ih their sleeping bags 
and both of them looked just as they 
had in life. One of them even wore a 
smile, which Capt. Gram said he had 
often seen on his face during life, 
Capt. Gram expects to leave with a 
party to explore the Hymalayas after 
the meeting in London

It is so hard 
to realize that Doctor Art is gone. It 
seems like a tree that has been cut 
down in the full bloom of summer. 
He was always at the call of every 
sufferer and in his ministrations he 
seemed not only the Doctor but the 
Fried. nA man of marked ability, 
and a splendid speaker, he preferred 
to work quietly at his profession, ra­
ther than accept honors which would 
bring duties that would interfere with 
his work. He has always been of 
great service to the local paper, and 
unostentatiously has helped it along 
in a measure that perhaps only the 
publishers can fully appreciate. He 
graduated in medicine from New York 
and Philadelphia and in all branches 
of his profession has shewn a skill 
that places him in the forefront and 
makes it extremely difficult to replace 
him in Trinity.

As a man he was respected and ad­
mired by all; he held high office in 
the local societies and was a prom­
inent member of St. Paul's Church, 
Trinity.

And if his death shocks us; if it 
makes us pause to drop a tear on the 
slab of his memory, what must it 
mean to his poor wife and children? 
Alas, how weak words are to com­
fort them. May Grief as it often 
does, bring its own comfort, till Time, 
that great healer, brings the calmness 
of a patient waiting for the hour to 
come when they too. and we, shall 
meet “Death, the gentle end of hu­
man sorrows.”—Com.
