From men 
dwelling within the Arctic circle -to
he swarthy Orientals of the Caucas­

us, all serve under a flag which to 
many of them conveys but little, so 
remote is all that it stands for from 
thei rown distant corner of the world. 
Nearly all the peoples constituting 
the Russian Empire come under the 
law of conscription. There are, how­
ever, strange as it may seem, some 
who are so uncivilized that they are 
not even pressed into service.

The standing Russian army does 
not appear very great in comparison 
to the population; but the real fight­
ing strength of Russia lies not only 
in her standing army, but also in her 
reserve forces, which are immense. 
These are so vast that to many thev 
appear almost limitless, and It is said 
she can put 20,000,000 in the field, if 
necessary.

The permanent Rhssian army is 
composed of such diverse elements, 
and is so unwieldy, that it. has been 
necessary to divide it into three sep­
arate armes: the army of European 
Russia; the Caucasus; and the Asi­
atic army. These are practically | 
distinct from one another, and even 
the terms of service vary slightly.

The army now devotes six months 
instead of three to manoeuvres; of 
these, three months, instead of six 
weeks, are spent In camp. Less time 
is devoted to parades, and more to 
proper drilling. The old guns and 
rifles have been almost entirely re­
placed by newer patterns, and the ar­
tillery . has been reorganized, the 
French artillery being taken as a

LONDON, Nov. 29. 

The Governor Newfoundland:
In France an enemy aeroplane was 

brought down in the sea near West- 
ende. A torpedo boat was launched 
from Ostend and attempted to salve 
the machine. It was sunk by Allied 
seaplanes and artillery. One enemy 
company attacked north of Laby­
rinth and was repulsed. An attempt­
ed enemy attack with poisoned gas 
near Bethencourt, miscarried. There 
were successful air raids on aviation 
sheds near Mulhausen and Noyon 
station.

In Italy, increasing successes arc 
reported near _Gorizia. About four 
hundred prisoners were captured.

In Serbia the enemy. claims that 
communication with Turkey and Bul­
garia is effected and their great op­
erations are closed.

In the Càmeroons, various success­
es are reported near the centre of 
hostile resistance at Jaunde.

SUCCESS IN THE KAMERUN.
LONDON, Nov. 29.

The campaign of Franco-British 
forces in the German colony of Kam- 
erun, Western Africa, has resulted in- 
further advances; following the cap 
ture of Tibati announced last week. 
The official statement of to-day says 
that the Puge River has been reach­
ed and that the French have taken 
Makonde.

BULGARIANS PREPARING FOR DE- 
FENCE.

LONDON, Nov. 29.
Telegraphing from Bucharest, the 

Times correspondent says: In view 
of threatened Russian intervention, 
preparations for defence,are actively- 
proceeding along the whole Bulgarian 
frontier under German supervision. 
Troops are. being brought up tp the 
Serbian front, and about four divis­
ions of General Von der Goltz are re­
ported to have joined the Bulgarian 
forces.

MESOPOTAMIA.
LONDON, Nov. 29.

Major-General Townsend, reporting 
the British campaign in Mesopotam 
ia, sends word that Turkish reinforce­
ments have withdrawn to a position 
lower down the Tigris river. The 
War Office officially announced this 
to-night.

DERBY’S PROPOSAL.
LONDON, Nov. 29.

The Earl of Derby, Director of Re­
cruiting, has decided on a further 
measure to supplement the steps al­
ready taken to augment the British 
Army without resorting to compul­
sion. In a letter to the Chairman of 
the British Red Cross Society he 
urges the necessity of releasing young 
and active men of military - age for 
enlistment, replacing them by men 
unfit for military service, on account 
of age or physical disability. “One 
cannot shut eyes to the fact that 
many- persons are doing work for the 
Red Cross whose proper, place is in 
the fighting ranks,” the Earl said. “I

Several thousand women 
gathered before the Imperial Castle 
and demanded the reeturn of their 
husbands from the front and the im­
provement of food conditions. The 
crowd was finally dispersed by the 
police. No confirmation of this Am­
sterdam despatch has been received 
here.

SERBIANS IN MONASTlR.
LONDON, Nov. 29.

The Serbians were still in occupa­
tion of Monastir on Sunday, accord­
ing to the Athens correspondent of 
the Times who reports that four Ser­
bian'-regiments were already in the 
town, and that another had arrived 
on that day.

STILL HOPEFUL OF SERBIA.
LONDON, Nov. 29.

The British public is. not inclined 
to grant the German contention that 
the Serbian campaign of the Central 
Powers has been brought to a suc­
cessful conclusion. The hope is ex­
pressed here that wintry weather will 
give time for transferring Anglo- 
French troops, until they are strong 
enough to assume the offensive before 
invadedrs have consolidated their 
positions in Serbia. Russia also is 
counted on to play a part in these op­
erations. In the meantime the only 
active military operations seem to be 
centering around Monastir, the fate 
Of which is obscure.

READY TO DISCUSS PROPOSITIONS
LONDON, Nov. 29.

The Greek Government is ready to 
discuss the propositions made by the 
Entente Powers and to satisfy all de­
mands which will not compromise its 
neutrality, says an Athens despatch 
to the Exchange Telegraph Company.

HARD TIMES IN POLAND.
WARSAW, Nov. 29.

Hundreds of thousands of the civil 
population of Warsaw district in Po­
land, are suffering for food. A con­
siderable percentage of the number 
are still homeless, living in huts, 
caves ;and abandoned trenches. The 
situation is more serious because of 
the immense number of unemployed 
thrown out of work by the almost 
complete paralysis of Polish indus­
tries. Prominent Poles of all walks 
of life maintain that drastic relief 
measures are necessary if wholesale 
deaths from starvation are to be pre-

AMSTERDAM, Nov. 29.
Warships of the Allies have heavily 

bombarded Turkish positions on the 
Gallipoli Peninsula and inflicted dam­
age, according to an official statement 
from the Turkish War Office, received 
to-day. The announcement says: On 
the Dardanelles front, artillery effect­
ively bombarded enemy positions, 
near Anafarta. The enemy’s artil­
lery replied, assisted by two armour­
ed cruisers. Enemy monitors unsuc­
cessfully bombarded several of our 
positions. During the afternoon two 
armoured vessels bombarded Kemekli 
Liman. One cruiser bombarded Avi 
Burnu. No important damage done.

Partisanship
Running Amuk.

Since the war began, the 
London Morning Post has 
done much disservice to 
the Empire. It breathes 
the spirit of certain of the 

Tory Die Hards, who gained notoriety 
in the conflict with the Lords some 
years ago. It represents those few 
Tories, who in practice place partisan­
ship before patriotism, although they 
are loud-mouthed about the latter. 
They do not represent any consider­
able body of the Conservative Party, 
or of those members of the House of 
Lords, who have given themselves 
and their sons without stint for the 
service of the Empire. In the last 
issue of Truth, which arrived here 
yesterday, there is a pertinent criti­
cism of the type of opposition to 
which we refer. We give an extract 
from it, in which the Morning Post 
is specially mentioned: “It is largely 
inspired by a small band of habitual 
mischief makers, not at all difficult to 
identify, who ■ cannot conceive any 
higher duty to their country than to 
elect from office men against whom' 
they cherish partisan grudges. The 
publication of malignant libels, such 
as appeared the other day in the 
Morning Post, proves the libeller in­
capable of serving any useful purpose 
as a critic at. a time like this, what­
ever use he may be to the enemy.
...................................... and the comment
most frequently heard on the sup­
pression of the Globe is that it is a 
pity a bigger and more conspicuous 
culprit was not selected." The worst 
case of all appears in the editorial to 
which reference is made in the de­
spatch of to-day, by which it appears 
that the Morning Post has joined the 
Peace-Mongers in advocating the for­
mulation of Peace terms because the 
authorities don’t know how to conduct 
a war and will conduct it to disaster 
and defeat. We have seen nothing so 
insensate, futile and stupid since the 
war commenced. It is plainly the 
emanation of bitter partisanship run- 

■ ning riot over patriotism. The same 
despatches tell of Colonial soldiers

turning the Morel Peace-Mongers 
meetings into a recruiting meeting. 
They might well turn their attention 
to the Morning Post, which is infin­
itely worse than all the Morels, 
Trevelyans and their associates. 
Premier Asquith has already defined 
conditions of peace sufficiently at the 
beginning of the war, and it is on the 
lines of the Resolution passed at the 
Morel meeting, captured by the Col­
onial soldiers.

THE LONDON BUDGET.

LONDON, To-day.
The campaign in the Near East is 

about to enter a new phase. The vis­
its of Lord Kitchener to Paris and 
Emperor William to Vienna, it is be­
lieved. will have an important effect. 
Lord Kitchener, after visiting the Bal­
kans and Italy, arrived in Paris on 
an important series of conference 
with the French Staff; while the Ger­
man Emperor has gone to Vienna to 
see Emperor Francis Joseph and to 
discuss with the Austrian Generals 
what thé next move will be. Pre­
sumably it is a question whether the 
Central Powers will attack the Anglo- 
French forces in Southern Serbia or 
concentrate in Western Bulgaria to 
meet the threatened Russian invasion 
from the East and the possibility of 
Roumania taking sides against her old 
enemies, Bulgaria and Turkey. As 
far as Serbia is concerned, winter ap­
pears virtually to have put an end to 
any important movements, although 
the Austrians are proceeding to deal 
with the Montenegrins, whose front­
iers they have crossed, while the Bul­
garians are attempting to advance to 
Prisrend and Monastic. With heavy 
apd continuous snowstorms reaching 
the proportions of a blizzard, these 
operations must be slow, especially as 
the Serbs and Montenegrins are still 
offering stubborn resistance. Mona­
stic. it is admitted cannot be saved, 
but the Serbs who are defending the 
city are determined to resist to thé 
last, and give the civilians a chance 
to escape. They hold a front of some 
five miles from the town in the di­
rection of Prilep, from which point 
the Bulgarians who have crossed 
Carassou River are advancing. Snow 
has completely stopped the operations 
on the Anglo-French front in Serbia. 
The opposing forces who are separ­
ated by a valley a mile across having 
lost sight of each other. There are no 
details of the Greek reply to the col­
lective note of the Entente Powers, de­
manding facilities for the Anglo- 
French forces, but a despatch from 
Athens says it is couched in friendly 
terms and is regarded as paving the 
way for the desired settlement, which 
would enable Greece to maintain her 
neutrality, and not interfere with the 
intentions of the Allies. Desperate 
fighting is continuing on the sum­
mits around Gorizia. The Italians 
claim to have captured more Austrian 
trenches, but the Austrians declare 
that the attacks all along the Isonzo 
have been repulsed. Artillery and 
aerial fighting has marked the pro­
gress of events in France, while in

Russia an almost complete lull pre­
vails. In the Caucasus a recrudes­
cence of activity however is reported, 
Petrograd recording several scouting 
expeditions. After clearing the bat­
tlefield at Atesiphen near Bagdad in 
Mesoptamia, the British have again 
withdrawn to the river. The Turks 
report that the British were forced to 
retire by reason of counter-attacks 
after suffering very heavy losses in 
artillery engagements in which the 
British monitors took a hand on the 
Gallipoli Peninsula. It is reported 
from Rome that Austria is seeking a 
separate peace with Italy. This is 
hot generally credited, although in 
some quarters the German Emperor’s 
visit to Vienna is believed to lend 
some color to the rumour. The re­
cent successes of the Allies in Kam- 
erun are considered likely forerun­
ners of the complete defeat of the Ger-, 
mans there. They are now concen­
trated at Jaunde, and although well 
supplied with guns, find it difficult 
owing to the British blockade of the j 
coast to get munitions. The Allied 
forces are now converging on Jaun- 
do, while other columns are being sent 
to cut off any attempt at retreat from 
that town.

THE HORNING POST LUGUBRIOUS.
LONDON, To-day.

The Morning Post to-day in a lugu­
brious editorial urges the Government 
to prepare for peace by formulating 
the conditions now. After stating that 
victory is a large assumption, unless 
the war is carried on with more skill 
and resolution than hitherto. The Post 
advises that there must be no attempt 
to satisfy Germany, as England did 
with South Africa, but the object 
should be to leave Germany in a posi­
tion to do as little harm as possible 
on land, on the sea and in the air. 
The Post goes on to say that as the 
Dominions have voluntarily taken a 
part in the war, it is obvious they 
must be consulted before any peace 
terms be arranged.

FIELD MARSHAL FRENCH’S RE­
PORT. — SUBMARINE DESTROY­
ED—MANY AERIAL FIGHTS.

< LONDON, To-day.
A German submarine was attacked 

by the British off Middlekerke, on 
Sunday and was sent to the bottom. 
According to an official report of 
Field Marshal Sir John French, which 
was given out to the press bureau 
last-night. The submarine, says Field 
Marshal French, was seen to break in 
half. The British commander further 
reports much activity on the part of 
artillery and air craft, no less than 15 
encounters in the air taking place on 
the 28th. The text of the report fol­
lows:—“On the night of November 
25th, a party of our troops forced an 
entrance into the enemy's trenches 
near Gommecourt wood, several dug- 
outs full of Germans were bombed 
with hand grenades, the party then 
withdrew back to our trenches. A 
mine was sprung by us in front of 
Givenchy the night of the 25th, which 
destroyed two of the enemy galleries 
and caused a considerable number of 
casualties amongst the hostile bomb­
ing party. During the last few days 
we have carried out bombardments on 
various portions of the enemy’s tren­
ches. Hostile artillery has been ac­
tive east of Avling, east of Loos, east 
of Neuve Chapelle, east of Armentiers, 
and east of Ypres. The enemy’s aero­
planes were active on the 28th. Dur­
ing the day there were 15 encounters 
in the air as a result of which one 
hostile machine was brought down 
near Cequebi. One of our pilots 
fought with no less than five hostile 
aeroplanes during ,a single flight. 
Bombing attacks were successfully 
carried out against the German aero 
drome at Gips, and an ammunition 
factory at La Chapelotte. Fourteen 
machines were attacked at the former 
place and nine at the latter. Consid­
erable damage was done in both in­
stances. All our machines returned

Young Lunenburg 
Seaman Drowned 

in the Harbor.
The body of Bennett Knicl(le, a 19- 

year-old seaman of the schr. Mary D. 
Young, of Lunenburg, was found in 
the waters of the harbor this morn­
ing. The young man was evidently 
drowned while attempting to board 
his vessel at Tessier's wharf last 
night. The young man spent all day 
yesterday on shore and at 6 o’clock 
last evening returned to the vessel. 
He did not take any tea, and left the 
ship again about 6.15 p.m. Nothing 
further was heard of him until his cap 
was found floating in the harbor by 
one 6f his shipmates at 10 o’clock 
this morning. Early this morning 
when it became known that Knickle 
had not been on board during the 
night, Capt. G. A. Lohnes, the mastei 
of the vessel came on shore to search 
for him. While on the way to the 
police station to make enquiries, he 
was informed that the young man’s 
cap had been found, and a little later 
that the body had been recovered. 
Some of the crew of the Mary D. 
Young say that during the night they 
heard a noise on the deck but on go­
ing up to investigate they saw no­
body. The body now lies at the 
morgue where it is being coffined by 
Undertaker J. T. Martin. The deceas­
ed was a native of Lunenburg, and 
the remains will be sent home for in­
terment.

Lecture by Rev.
J. W. Bartlett.

Notwithstanding the fact that this 
is our busy season, a large audience 
assembled in the basement of George 
Street Church last evening to hear the 
Rev. J. W. Bartlett deliver his lec­
ture on “The Surprises of the Great 
War.” No one was disappointed. The 
lecturer blended knowledge, patriot­
ism, wit and humour in a way which 
delighted every listener. Time and 
space will only permit a brief refer­
ence to his lecture.

The speaker began by saying : “To 
the English mind the great surprise 
was the war itself. The evidence of 
this is the fact that when war did 
come, Britain was unprepared. To 
the German mind, however, this war 
was no surprise, as it was the natural 
outcome of her rejection of the great 
principles of Democracy in her nation­
al policy. The Kaiser, nevertheless, 
had his surprise. The resisting of 
heroic Belgium, the participation of 
England, and the unity of the British 
Empire was to him very rude awak­
enings. But perhaps the greatest sur­
prise of all to him, was the rapidity 
and efficiency with which Kitchener 
could place in the field an army, be­
fore whom the finest regiments of 
Germany went down to defeat.

The methods of everyone employed 
by the Germans in Europe and Africa, 
have been a surprise not only to Bri­
tain, but to all the civilized nations 
of the world.

The Lecturer spoke of the use the 
soldier is making of light armor in 
this war. In early wars, soldiers were 
protected by armor. The Napoleonic 
wars, however, discounted the use of 
it. Napoleon did not regard it to be 
so important to have bullet-proof ar­
mor as to have his troops at the criti­
cal place at the critical time.

Again, with such improved artillery 
and high explosives, we should expect 
a greater proportion of killed to 
wounded than in former wars. It is, 
therefore, a surprise to find that the 
ratio is about the same as formerly, 
viz. :—1 killed to every 4.25 wounded 
and missing.

The immense number of prisoners 
taken on both sides is almost stagger­
ing to the imagination. There is at 
the present time a greater number of 
fighting men prisoners of war than we 
ever put in the field at one time dur­
ing any previous war. A Japanese 
officer, to whom surrendering is al­
ways dishonorable, on hearing that 
50,000 Russians had gone to Berlin as 
prisoners, remarked rather contempt­
uously, “this is not war, this is emi­
gration,"

The lecturer in eloquent language 
spoke of the surprises which the sac­
rifice of Belgium, the endurance of 
Serbia and the awakening of the na­
tional of Russia had given to the 
world.

But wost wonderful of all in the 
experience of this v,;ar is the mani­
fest Presence of the Prince of Peace 
in the midst of the conflict. Christ 
has been at the front and in the tren­
ches, assuaging the grief, comfort­
ing the suffering, cheering the dying 
and removing the sting which we| 
call death.

An instrumental by Mrs. Reuben 
Horwood, a reading by Miss Florsi 
Curtis, and a solo by Mr. Courtenay! 
all of which were beautifully rendereq 
delighted the audience and increase 
that feeling of patriotism which the 
lecturer inspired. At the close the 
performers were entertained by the 
George Street Epworth League.

The Dunelm 
was a vessel of 1,481 tons register, 
and was commanded by Capt. Bar- 
hour.”

Capt. Barbour is one of the most 
daring and skillful of our Newfound­
land master mariners ; and although 
hope seems almost abandoned, there 
is still a possibility that the crew may 
have escaped, and been rescued by 
some passing ship.

Calls Attention to Gov­
ernor’s Instructions.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Sir,—The question of the val­

idity of the Prohibition Plebiscite Act 
has been raised. In this connection 
please allow me to call your readers’ 
attention to the following extracts 
from the Instructions given by Queen 
Victoria to the Governors of New­
foundland, which form part of our 
Constitution :—

“XVII. Our said Governor is 
“not to assent in Our name to any 
“Bill or any of the classes here­
inafter specified, that is to say:— 

“7. Any Bill of an ex­
traordinary nature and im- 
“portance whereby .... the
“rights of our subjects not 
“residing in Our said Colony 
“...... -may be prejudiced.

“Unless such Bill shall contain a 
“clause suspending the operation 
“of sifeh Bill until the significa­
tion in Our said Colony of Our 
“pleasure thereupon.”
If there are any British subjects re­

siding outside this . Colony whose 
“rights and property” have been pre­
judiced by the Prohibition Plebiscite 
Act 1915, then that Act is void and 
cannot be enforced in law, because it 
does not contain a suspensory clause.

Any of our readers can see the ex­
tract in the Draft of Instructions to 
the Governor published in the Con­
solidated Statutes (second series) 
pages 1105 and following.

Blanche M. Rose.

Shipwrecked Mariners Arrive 
Home by Yesterdays Express, 
and Are Warmly Greeted by 

Their Many Friends.
Capt. William Clements, the crew, 

and passengers of the Blanche M. Rose 
who were rescued by the schr. Mary 
Duff and brought to North Sydney, as 
previously reported in the Telegram, 
arrived in the city by yesterday’s ex­
press. From Capt. Clements, who was 
interviewed by a Telegram represen­
tative shortly after arrival, we lmirn 
the following concerning their Ex­
periences:—

The Blanche M. Rose left Groais 
Islands for this port on Thursday, 
Nov. 4th, and met fair weather until 
Seldom was reached on Saturday af­
ternoon, the 6th. She was obliged to 
spend the night at Sjeldom but left 
there the following morning, Sun­
day, and reached Shambler’s Cove the 
same afternoon. After reaching the 
latter placf^h gale sprung up from the 
eastward and both anchors had to be 
put out. The storm continued for 
seven days during which time the 
wind shifted to almost every point of 
the compass. A mountainous sea was 
running and the schooner was de­
tained at Shambler’s Cove until Sun­
day morning, the 14th, when she put 
to sea again. At 2 o'clock that after­
noon she was obliged to put into 
Catalina where she remained until 6 
o’clock Monday evening, the 15th. 
Leaving Catalina the vessel was 
headed for Baccalieu Light and a fine 
run was made across Trinity Bay. 
From Baccalieu the course was shap­
ed for Cape St. Francis. A strong 
southerly breeze sprung up but the 
vessel forced her way,along and at 5 
a.m. on Thursday, the 16th, was off 
Cape St. Francis, the light bearing W. 
N. W. By this time there was a heavy 
sea running and as the barometer was 
falling considerably Capt. Clements 
decided to run for Carbonear. While 
running towards the land a sudden 
squall from the westward carried 
away the foresail and jib. A little 
later the mainsail had to be lowered 
or that would have been torn in 
shreds. With only the jumbo, or in­
ner jib, standing, the craft ran be­
fore the gale and at 10 o’clock on 
Tuesday morning anchored to the lee­
ward of Western Bay Point. When 
both anchors were put out, signals of 
distress were hoisted in the rigging to 
attract the attention 'of the light 
keeper, with a view to having him 
send off a line from the shore. The 
vessel was only a little over 200 yards 
from the shore and Capt. Clements 
and his crew think that it would haVe 
been an easy matter for a person on 
shore to send off a buoy with a line 
attached. Having received no re­
sponse (b their signals they launched 
their boat and two of the crew made 
an unsuccessful attempt to get a line 
ashore. From the boat they could see 
a man moving about near the light 
house but all efforts on their part fail­
ed to attract his attention. If a line 
had been got on shore the safety of 
the crew would have been assured. 
But fate decreed otherwise. The 
strain on the hawsers, caused by the 
heavy cross sea running in from the 
Point caused them to part and at 6 
o’clock on Tuesday evening the ves­
sel was driven to sea.

The riding sail and jumbo were 
hoisted after some difficulty and the 
vessel w.as headed for Cape St. Fran­
cis again. She held the shore all the 
way along and at 7 o’clock the next 
morning was within three miles of 
Cape Spear. Capt. Clements signalled 
for a tug and waited for a considerable 
time but without avail. They were so 
near home that they saw a tug come 
out and tow a three-masted schooner 
in the Narrows. In the. meantime tlje 
.Blanche M. Rose was laboring heavily 
and the Captain -decided to wear her 
and put to sea again. With only a 
riding sail and jumbo the vessel was 
almost unmanageable, but during the 
whole day she was kept tacking back 
and forth. In the meantime she was 
slowly driving off. On Wednesday 
night the wind veered north and it be­
gan to snow heavily, and all that 
night and the following day the ves­
sel was running to the southward 
though every effort was made to 
“hold the Bay.” On Thursday night 

’Cape Race was sighted, the light bear­
ing N. N. W. The wind then sud­
denly veered to N. W. and continued 
until Friday evening. A -mountainous

sea was running and very little pro­
gress was mad6 during that night. 
Shortly before daylight on Saturday, 
the 13th, they sighted a large passen­
ger steamer bound west, presumably 
for Montreal. The crew of the Blanche 
M. Rose made a flare torch to inform" 
the ship of their distress but the cap­
tain of the steamer evidently mistook 
this for a guiding signal. It is sup­
posed that those on board took it simv 
ply as an indication of their position, 
as the craft carried no sidelights, the 
latter .having gone out during the 
storm. At 10 o'clock the same morn­
ing the Mary Duff was sighted. Dis­
tress signals were hoisted in the rig­
ging and the vessel bore down upon 
them and launching a boat took off 
the women and children. This work 
occupied several bouts owing to the 
heavy sea. The. ladders of the Mary 
Duff could not be used and the wo­
men who were taken in turn had to be- 
hauled up over the side with a rope 
fastened around the waist. When the 
women and children were safely on 
board, the Mary Duff again bore down 
oh the Rose and the crew of the lat­
ter jumped aboard when the vessels 
came together. In the collision the 
hails and staunchions of the disabled 
vessel were carried away and her 
waterways opened so it is thought 
that she must have sunk soon after 
being abandoned.

The vessel was abandoned about 30 
miles E. S. E. of Cape Race, and as 
previously mentioned the crew and 
passengers were taken to North Syd­
ney by their rescuers. At North Syd­
ney they were comfortably housed at 
the Central Hotel where they received 
every kindness. They took passage 
from North Sydney by the S. S. Kyle 
and arrived at Port aux Basques on 
Sunday morning leaving there by the 
express and reaching here at 4.30 p.m. 
yesterday.

THOSE ON BOARD..
The following are the names of 

those oh board the Blanche M. Rose 
all of .whom exçept Annie Barnes who 
secured work in Sydney, returnee! to 
the city yesterday: —

William Clements, master; Joseph 
and Michael Clements, his brothers ; 
Thomas Clements, aged 13 years, an 
adopted son of William Clements, Pat­
rick Gardiner, Anthony Gardiner, 
brothers; Bernard Gardiner, son of 
Patrick ; James Penny, Nicholas Fur­
long, Robert Foley, Mrs. Ellen Tobin 
and three childreto, albert, aged 8, Ju­
lia, aged 4 and John a baby only 13 
months old; Mary Lock, Annie Foley, 
Lucy Foley, Alice Duke and Annie 
Barnes. The last two were servants 
with Capt. Clements and the other wo­
men and the children were passen­
gers.

A HEAVY LOSS.
The Blanche M. Rose was a schoon­

er of 50 tons register and was 12 
years old. She had on board 1,100 
quintals of codfish, 36 casks of oil, 20 
barrels of herring and a motor en­
gine valued at about $300. Nothing 
was saved and only the hull of the 
vessel was insured. There was no 
insurance on any of the cargo. The 
loss to Mr. Clements and the others of 
the crew and passengers is a v£ry 
heavy one, but they are grateful to 
have escaped with their lives. They 
only saved the clothes in which they 
stood.

SUFFERED GREAT' PRIVATION.
Throughout the whole trip until 

rescued by the Mary Duff the crew and 
passengers suffered great privation. 
For two days previous to their rescue 
they were without water and the even­
ing before thé Mary Duff was sighted 
they ate their last morsel of food. 
Speaking to the Telegram as to how 
the women and children fared, Capt. 
Clements said they bore up bravely, 
due no doubt, to the fact that they 
did not fully realize their danger. 
They were battened down in the cabin 
and though they were without fire 
there was not a murmuf. Their suf­
ferings can be better imagined than 
described. For several days their 
only food was a few crumbs of bis­
cuit and some prunes. The children 
greatly enjoyed the latter, which were 
only on board through accident, as 
the package was being returned to its 
owner because of some mistake in its

landing whin the schooner went 
north. The men behaved like true 
Britishers and made great sacrifices 
où bëhalf of the women and children.:

PRAISE FOR-RESCUERS.
Thé rescued are loud in praise of 

the captain and crew of the Mary 
Duff. The excellent manner in which 
the boatswain of the Mary Duff, Reu­
ben Coles, managed the work of res­
cue, is says Captain Clements worthy 
of special mention. Reuben Coles has 
on more than one occasion proved his 
worth in rescuing wrecked crews on 
the Labrador. To Capt. Oeorge James 
and the other members of the crew of 
the Màrÿ Duff the rescued people are 
very grateful for the great kindness 
shown them during their passage to 
North Sydney.

Germans on Trial 
ift New York 

for Conspiracy.
Counsel for State Charges that Cap­

tain Boy-Ed, German Naval Attache 
- Directed Chartering and Loading 

of Steamers, and that $750,000 for 
Relief of German Warships Was 
Spent Under His Direction.
New York, Nov. 23.—In the United 

States Court to-day to the selection 
of a neutral- jury for the trial of Kari 
Buenz, Thanaging director, and em­
ployees of the Hamburg-American 
Line on charges of conspiracy to vio­
late customs laws in sending supply 
ships to German warships, was con­
cluded within an hour.

William Rand, of counsel for the 
defence, notified Assistant Attorney 
Wood that the defense would with­
draw that part of the previous ad­
mission pertaining to the alleged con­
nection of Captain K. Boy-Ed, German 
naval attache, with the acts charged 
by the Government. This part of the 
admission made the defendants state 
that Captain Boy-Ed had been con­
sulted regarding the sending of stea­
mers with supplies to German sea- 
raiders, and that the work had been 
carried on largely under the naval 
attaches’ direction. No reason for 
withdrawing the admission was giv­
en. It became known to-day that an 
important witness for the Govern­
ment had left the jurisdiction of the 
United States a week ago, and is at 
present in Bermuda. The name of 
this witness and what cpg he was in 
the ,Government’s macmnery in the 
case were not disclosed by the pros­
ecution.

In almost the first words of his 
opening address to the jury Mr. Wood 
charged that Captain. K. Boy-Ed, Ger­
man naval attache, directed the char­
tering and loading of some of the ves­
sels, and that $750,00» for relief of 
German warships was spent under his 
direction here.

From Coast to Coast.
“We expect to show,” Mr. Wood 

said, “that this conspiracy extended 
from New York and Philadelphia to 
San Francisco and New Orleans. We 
expect to show that Dr. Buenz em­
ployed a man named Kutenkampf to

clear two vessels in a hurry from 
Philadelphia at the very opening of 
the war, telling him that this was de- 
.sirable, because the Hamburg-Ameri­
can Line, should not appear in the 
transaction. We can prove that one 
of the vessels—the Berwind—was 
loaded with coal bought from the 
Berwind Coal Company, and we un­
derstand that Dr. Buenz wanted Mr. 
Berwind, of the coal company, ^to 
clear the steamer, but that Mr. Ber­
wind demurred and Kutenkampf was 
called in to do the work.

“W’e shall prove that not long af­
terwards, Kutenkampf received $175,- 
000 from some place in Germany—he 
did not know where or from whom— 
that he put this money in two New 
York banks, and that'soon after Cap­
tain Boy-Ed came to him and told him 
that the money was to be spent un­
der his ( Boy-Ed’s) direction. We 
shall show that $500,000 to 
of this money was sent to San Fran­
cisco, where it was spent. to charter 
and supply three ships wÿh coal 
and provisions, and that these ships 
sailed out and met the German cruis­
ers Leipzig, and peVhaps the Dresden.

“One hundred and thirty-five thous­
and dollars of his money, we will 
show, was spent for the purchase out­
right of one of these three vessels, 
and all of the $750,000 was spent un­
der Captain Boy-Eed’s personal direc­
tion and instructions.”

Supplies for German Warships.
“Sixteen or seventeen ships wrere 

used,” Mr. Wood continued, “by the 
defendants to carry coal, water, wine, 
saur kraut and other needed supplies 
tp the Leipzig, Dresden, Cap Arafal- 
gar, Eba, Santa Lucia, Eleanor Woor- 
mer, and other German men-of-war. 
These steamers all carried super-car- 
goes, placed aboard by the defend­
ants, each super-cargo bearing sealed 
instructions, which were opened after 
the vessel steamed away, some times 
within the three mile limit.

"The defendant, Kotter, we shall 
show, signed letters which the super­
cargos carried and these letters, ad­
dressed to the captains of the steam­
ers supplying German warships, in­
structed the captains to obey the su­
per-cargoes and promised them liber- 
el gratituties for doing so.

“We shall show that after these 
vessels sailed for Buenos Ayres, Lag- 
uyra. Cadiz, Monrova and other des

tinations, the super-cargoes instructed 
the captains to go elsewhere and that 
the captains obeying these instruc­
tions took their vessels to meet Ger­
man warships at sea and to deliver 
to the warships the supplies aboard.

“We shall show that these defend­
ants, conspired, at various meetings, 
to do all these things ; that in so do­
ing they rode roughshod over the laws 
and treaties of the United States as 
contemptuously as if those laws and 
treaties had been mere scraps of pa­
per.”

Mr. Wood’s address lasted less than 
forty minutes.

Admission by Germans.
W. M. Rand, counsel for the defence 

opened with these words:
"So far as certain facts are con­

cerned, we concede thgt they are just 
as Mr. Wood stated them to be.

“We concede that certain ships 
sailed from .American ports to supply 
German warships, and admit that 
these ships were outfitted by Dr. 
Buenz and the other defendants, but 
deny that the acts of the defendants 
constitute conspiracy,” Mr. Rand ad­
ded.

“On or about August 1, 1914, Dr.
Buenz received from his home office 
in Germany orders by cable directing 
him to charter a number of steam­
ships here, place provisions, .coal and 
other supplies aboard and send them 
to a designated place in the Atlantic, 
there to await the appearance of Ger­
man warships, to which the supplies 
were to be delivered. He was acting 
on those legitimate orders in charter­
ing these vessels.”

Chartered the Ships.
The first witness was Richard D. 

Wrigley, a steamship broker of this 
city, Who testified that he chartered 
on August 3rd, 1914, to the Hamburg- 
American Line the steamers Lorenzo 
and Berwind, the first two vessels 
which sailed for the German Atlantic 
fleet. John H. Cans acted for the 
liner. Mr. Wrigley said, in the 
transaction, giving indemnity bonds 
to the owners for full value of the 
vessels, $350,000 and $260,125, re­
spectively.

“This was done in case anything 
should happen, and the vessels not bo 
returned to us,” he' said.

“We could not get war insurance

at the time, and some guarantee war, 
necessary.”

Wrigley also testified that the 
steamship Lorénzo was chartered for 
$15,500 a month; the BerWihd for $12,- 
500; the Atina, Nepos and Mowinckle 
for $13,750 each. He said that he 
wrote letters to the captains of these 
vessels to the effect that super­
cargoes would be placed " aboard to 
take charge, and that “liberal gratu­
ities” would be paid the masters for 
attending to the super-cargoes’ inter­
ests.

The Berwind and Lorenzo cleared 
August 5 and 6, two days after they 
were chartered, for Buenos Ayres.
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They were later captured in the East 
Indies and sold under prize court or­
ders. The Mowinckle and the Nepos 
were likewise captured.

The Atina was also seized and sold. 
Her owners, Norwegians, were not re­
imbursed for her value by the Ham­
burg-American Line, the witness said, 
and when the Mowinckle and Nepos 
were taken into Teneriffe _ the Ham- 
burg-American Line promptly can­
celled their charters, so that there 
would bp no expense while they were 
tied up.

The next witness was . Gustave E. 
Kulenkampf, who, the Government 
charges, received $750,000 from an 
unknown source in Germany, which 
was spent under Captain Boy-Ed’s 
direction. He testified that he was 
summoned to the office of the Ham-

burg-Ai: rican Line on August 5, 
1914, and requested by Dr. Buenz, Ko- 
ter and Hochemiser to clear the car­
goes of the steamers Lorenzo and 
Berwind, one of which sailed the 
same day and the other the following 
day.

They said they did not want the 
Hamburg-American Line to appear in 
the matter.

“Did you clear them?”
“Yes.”
“Did you get some money later?” 

asked Mr. Wood.
“Yes, about $750,000.”
“Where did it come from?”
“It came from the Deutsche Bank 

of Berlin, through Speyer and Com­
pany, of this city.”

“What happened then?”
“Well, a few days laater—early in 

September—Captain Boy-Ed told me 
the money was for him.”

“Did you disburse any of the money 
under Captain Boy-Ed’s instructions?”

“Yes, I sent $350,000 to the Nevada 
National Bank at San Francisco.”

“What was done with the money?”
“I don't know.”
“Did you disburse any more of the 

money under Captain Boy-Ed’s in­
structions?” *

“Yes, I paid over $150,000 to the 
North Ggrman Lloyd Line, September 
21, 1914, and $63,000 more to the same 
people, September 28.”

“What was done with the money?”
“I don't know.
“Did you pay out any of what re­

mained ?”
“Yes, I paid out various sums, in­

cluding $24,000 to the Hamburg-Am­
erican Iine^’

“Was this money paid upon Cap­
tain Boy-Ed’s orders?”

“It was.”
“How much have you paid out to 

the Hamburg-American Line alto­
gether?”

“About $750,000, I should say.”

Wounded in Knee.
We take the following extract from a 

letter to his wife written by Sergt. E. ' 
Butcher on board the hospital ship S. 
S. Dover Castle. '

“I am as well as can be expected 
under the circumstances. I daresay 
you knew officially before you re­
ceived this letter that I was wounded 
through the left knee about 8 p.m., on 
Tuesday, the 19th. As you know, it 
was my birthday and so the Turks 
gave me a present. It is not serious, ' 
as it is a clean wound, and I don’t 
think It will take long to heal. Don’t 
worry. I am well looked after. We 
mean to fight to a finish. Hoping it 
will be. soon that I may get back to 
my little wife and three bonny boys. 
Corporal Marrs and I were wounded 
about tlfe same time and place. Alt 
was hit in right leg.
