Laying the Cable.

When we reflect that the world is
served by no less than 1,050 distinct
telegraph cables, sunk beneath the
waters, costing £120,000,000, and that
nearly the whole were made in Lon-
don, and belong‘to English capitalists,
it may be worth while to consider for
a momernt the operations involved.

First the route of the proposed
cable must be determined. In most
cases this can easily be done by re-
ference to the existing charts. If, how-
ever, no reliable charts of the region
exist, a special surveying expedition
is'sent out to determine a path for the
cable.

The object is to secure, at the least
possible depth below the surface, a
fairly level platform, free from ridges,
which might chafe and cut the cable;
and from hollows or ravines, across
which the cable might not be able to
support its own weight. At the same
time, it is of the utmost importance to
have the cable route as short as pos-
sible, for every extra mile means an
expense inround numbers of £200.

p Making the Cable.

Then the cable has to be made.
. This is a very long business. First
there are the copper wires—forming
the conductor of electricity—which

| are covered with four distinct coatings

of guttapercha. Over this are wound

two layers of tape—sometimes metal-

lic. tape is used where attacks from
insects are feared. Then come two
layers-of Russian hemp. After this
comes a covering of steel wire. And

of very great size, with their holds oc-
cupied by immense circular tanks. A
very large number of men are carried
—fishermen and the like—at low rates
of pay, for the rough, heavy work;
while for the electrical and navigating
work a large staff of highly paid of-
ficers are carried.

All being ready, the cable ship pro-
ceeds to the point where the laying
of the cable is to begin. The shore end
is landed, spliced on to the deep sea
portion, and connected up fo a set of
instruments in a hut on the shore.
Part of the electrical staff is left in
this hut, and a series of signals is
passed to and fro between the ship and
the hut all the time that the cable is
being paid out. As the cable cffen is
two thousand miles long, it may be
imagined what unremitting attention
is neccessary on the pa'rt of the elec-
tricians.

Landing the Shore-ends. "

Meanwhile the ship is steadily pro-
ceeding onward to her destination at
the rate of five miles an hour. It is
not possible to go faster, or else it
would endanger the lives of the men
in the cable tanks, who are handling
the cable, proceeds night and day.
Meanwhile the electricians take their
turng of testing the electrical qualities
of the cable, and exchanging signals
with those on the shore.

At last the farther shore-is reached,

and the second shore-end spliced on |

and landed.

Landing these shore-ends is very
disagreeable work. It may be that one
has to strip and wade up to one’s neck

in water infested with sharks while |

carrying or dragging the heavy cables
ashore.—Answers.

Pay Day in the Navy.

(In The Captain.)

To every day in the week the Brit-
ish Bluejacket renders its duties, and
there is- one day he likes above all
others. It is “Jimmy-0O’-goblins” day;
“Jimmy-O’-goblins” being Jack Tar's
term for sovereigns. On that day he
gets paid for the past month’s labors
of his hand and brains.

Pay-day in the Royal Navy is al-
ways on the first of the month, ex-
cept when that date falls on a Sunday.
This has been the custom for more
than a hundred years—the British
Navy is full of traditional routine.
Punctually, then, at half-past twelve
on the first of the month the men of
the lower deck gather on the fore-
castle and in waist of the ship for
their dinner-hour smoke, and there
wait for the call to form up in posit-
jon to go aft to the pay-table. As in
our great warships there are very
many men, and the business of being
paid has to be done orderly and quick-
ly, and with as little loss of the men’s
spare time as is possible, they are all
into what are called “hundreds,” and

in these hundreds the go aft when
required.
Meantime, during the forenoon the

paymaster and his clerks, the a.ssis-'

tant paymaster—and, beneath him, the
writers, as they are called—have been
busy in the ship’s office over the led-
gers, andgountmg out the money.
Each man’s cash is placed in a little
compartment beaning the man's own
number, and so many of these little
compartments form trays or shallow,
wide boxes. The ship’s stewards, too,
are also hard at it elsewhere, getting
up, and preparing cases of tobacco
and ship’s soap, that Jack calls “She-
bo,” or “pusser’s Vinolia.” Every man
gets enough tobacco and soap as is
requisite.

About two bells in the afternoon
watch the men see the carpenters
come along with the pay-tables. Us-
ually there are three of them—one for
the paymaster and the money boxes,
one for the assistant paymaster, who
has postal orders, and one for the
seving’s bank, which is in charge of
a lieutenant of the marines. Quickly
the tables, the boxes, and all the rest
are arranged by the quarter deck.
The order is given, “Pipe payment,”

A compartment in one
of the pay-trays bears hig number, and
into it the paymaster thrusts his fin-
gers, takes the chief petty officer’s
wages out, and cleverly throws the
money into the middle of the cap be-
fore him—or, again, he may place it
on the pay-table, and C. P. 0. sweeps
it into his cap he then turns smartly
to the right, and marches quietly a-
way.

And so it goes on at the pay-table
till every man has got his pay. Some-
,times a man is ill in the sicis-bay,
and the sick bay attendant standing
at the side answers for him, or, again,
a man may be on duty, and then the
reply is “Duty, sir.” The men as they
are paid go to the postal-order table,
and those wanting orders to send
away are quickly satfisfied by the as-
sistant paymaster. Some put their
money in the savings bank, where the
marine lieutenant attends to them;
and sometimes there is a collection
box for the bereaved relatives of sail-
ors.

In the other battery, across the up-
per deck, are the stewards serving
out the tobacco and soap; and here,
also, the bluejacket has to take his
turn according to his ship’s number.
Having ‘got his tobaceo and soap he
goes forward and pays aM his little
accounts—and as often as not he has
but very little over for his pocket-
money.

A despatch from Hamilton says
that sugar jumped -on many stores
‘there from 12 1 cents to 15 cenis a
pound on Saturday, and that retail-
ers predicted an advance of 18 cents
when they purchased new stock. The
report calls for an investigatlon by
the Board of Commerce at once. Sugar
'selling at 15 cents should be
traced through the wholesaler to the
refinery so as to locate the profit-
eering link or links in the chain. The
whole sugar situation in Canada
should be cleared up. There. is . a
good deal that calls for explanation.
The average import price of raw su-
gar in 1913 was 2,641 cents. In 1918
it was 4,836 cents. The average
wholesale price of refined sugar in
1913 was 4,596 cents. The average
in 1918 was 9,324 cents. The differ-
ence between the price of raw sugar
and refined in 1913 was 1,955 cents,
and in 1918 4,488 cents. These fig-
ures are very suggestive. They show
an increase on the part of the refin-
eries of 129 per cent. as between
1913 and 1918, Of coures the cost of
refining had undoubtedly risen, but
it would be difficult to show that any
labor conditions or other factors fu\lly
accounted for the enormous difference
which accrued to the refineries .be-
tween 1913 and 1918. In the, United
States the wholesale price of sugar
has been fixed at 91-2 cents, and the
retailers are allowed a profit of one
cent per pound. In Canada the Board
of Commerce permits by its recent
ruling a maximum price of 11 cents
a pound to refiners, which, the Boaxrd
says, will cut a net profit to the re-
finers of two-fifths of one cent a
pound and a commission of not more
than five per cent. to wholesalers or
other distributors for the service of
distribution to retailers and others.
All sales by wholesalers may produce
not more than ffive per cent. commis-
sion mentioned. It must ke paid by
the wholesaler to the refiner, and will
be included in the refiner’s list price,
which will be that at which the whole-
saler will sell to the retailer. All
sales by a retailer may be made at
a price not greater than the last listed
retail price of the refiner who produ-
ces the sugar, plus the actual freight
paid or payable and plus cne cent a
pound as the retailer’s net and only
profit. A wholesale price of even 11
cents seems too high, but a retail price
of 15 cents in any point in Ontario
reached by a railroad is a challenge
to the Board of Commerce which it
cannot overlook.

What’s Ensilage ?

UP-TO-DATE FACTS ABOUT OUR
HAY CROP AND ITS TREATMENT.

Some forty years ago we had a ter-
rible series of wet summers, during
which it was almost impossible to
save hay. The result was a boom in
ensilage.

Ensilage, let us explain, is grass,
packed green and wet in a pit, or in
a solid building of some sort. Thous-
andg of pounds were spent all over the
country'ln building silos, or pits, and
for a time it was thought that the
problem was solved, and that farmers
could set at naught wet Junes and
Julys.

The craze did not last, and before
1890 hardly any of the silos remained
in use. The fact was that a great
deal of the grass piled into them went
sour, smelt abominably, and was re-
fused by cattle.

When They
Went A-Looting.

Thes 12th Lancers observed, until
1914, a regimental custom which was
said to have its origin in the Penin-
snlar War. According to regimental
tradition, certain members of the 12th
found themselves, after an engage-
ment with the French, detached from
the main body, and, there being no
officer with them, they deciued to go
a-looting.

Unfortunately for them and for the
high reputation of the regiment, the
first building they came to was a con-
vent. How much looting they did is
unrecorded; but when their offience
was discovered ‘not only were they
condemned to be shot, but the whole
regiment was sentenced to have hymn
tunes played to it every night for one
hundred years.

This custom was continued wuntil
the outbreak of war; and we hear
that, although the alleged sentence
expired some years ago, it will be re-
vived as soon as the 12th once more
get to their peace footling.

Evidently, whatever stigma origin-
ally attached to the regiment on ac-
count of the Peninsular incident has
long been forgotten in the splendid
achievements of the 12th in almost
every war cavalry have been engaged
in since, and the custom is regarded
nowadays as an honour rather than
as a punishment. This is a good ex-
ample of the war in which regular
regiments cling to their old traditions

(and customs, no matter what may be

the origin of the latter. The effect
which such old customs have on the
esprit de corps of a regiment ¢annot
be over-estimated, and the 12th are
therefore to be congratulated on their
decision _that the hymn-playing cus-
tom shall be revived.

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It is probably true that the
large majority of the wealth
that now exists in this country,
has been amassed, not by injutr-
ing our people, but as an inci-
dent to the conferring of great
benefits upon the community;

WILL LARKINS, . THE GREAT
STEEPLEJACK.

If  there has been one man in the pub-
lic eye more than any other during the
last few weeks he is undoubtedly Mr.
Will Larkins, the famous steeplejack,
of whom 4t might be truly said that
he has had more hairbreath escapes
than any other man in the kingdom,
barring, perhaps, some of our flying
men.

Mr. Larkins it was who undertook
the perilous task of climbing and de-
corating Nelson’s column in conpnec-
tion with the great Victory Loan cam~
paign with excellent results.

Larkins has no nerves. He never
seems to move so much as an eyelid.
In talking with him you get an im-
pression of a man who is absolutely
fearless, a rare enough phenomenon
in these nerve-exhausting days.

Like most men who achieve big
things, he is modest. He likes to talk
—about other people. His voice, com-
ing as it does from a massive frame,
sounds strangely quiet, and his man-
ner is courteous almost to a fault.

Started Climbing at Seven.

He has always been a climber. “I
mounted my- first chimney-shaft when
I was seven,” he will tell you in one
of his expansive moods.
been climbing ever since.

Nelson’s Monument is his Matter-
horn. It took him something like a
day to climb it when he decorated the
great structure for the Navy League
in 1905, and he afterwards described
it as the toughest job of his life.

But he profited by the experience,
cent, he will tell you, is the negotia-
toin of the plinth on which the statue
proceed with the same task some
weeks ago, a cpuple of hours later saw
him standing, a diminutive figure, by
the side of the statue of the great sea
hero.

“I think I have -smapled falls of
every height up to a couple of hun-
dred feet,” he once said; “and here I
am, as sound as ever. Luck? I should
just think so!”

His most amusing tale concerns an
American journalist who worried him
daily for a month for an interview.
At first Larkins was adamant, but the
interviewer was not to be put off by
a mere refusal or two.

At length Larkins agreed.

“I will give you five minutes,” he
said. “Come along and see me at
naming the site of his labours, “this:
afternoon at three.”

But the newspaper-man failed to
heep the appointment. Later on there
came a note of apology, saying that
the would-be interviewer had been
suddenly taken ill.

“I think I can guess what was the
matter with him,” says Larkins, in
relating this story.

Nothing is Wasted Nowadays.

In preparing hides for market large
quantities of scraps remain over, but
these are no longer wasted. It has
been discovered that they contain no
less than six hundred and fifty pounds
of grease to a ton.

This grease contains both tallow
and stearine, which, when purified,
can be used in manufacture of some
of the coarser forms of margarine. It
is posfible that, during the war, you
may have butterd your bread with
the refuse of hides from which your
boots were made. .

The grease is usually extracted by
means of a naphtha solvent and the
six hundred and fifty pounda are
worth a ten pound note.

The residue left over, after the
grease has been got out, cotnains six
per cent. of nitrogen, which is valu-
able as a fertilizer, and to make this’
available the waste is tréated with
sulphurie acid.

If this treatment is not adopted, the
greaseless residue can be worked up
for a cheap soling material, an insul-
ating substance, or for agricultural
belting, for washers, car straps, and a
variety of other purposes.

During the war the Germans saved
every atom of scrap leather for such
purposes, and by mixing the scrap
with asbestos, produced a very useful
insulating substance. None of it was

MAKING THE MONTHS EQUAL.

Many people have thought that it
would be a good thing if our present
calendar weré changed for a new one.

Christmas Day comes on any day of
the week, and so on.

To mark the end of the war the
United States Congress is considering

the Liberty Calendar. If this is car-
ried into law all the months will be of
the same length of four weeks, so that
there will be thirteen months in the
year instead of twelve as now.

A movement for payment of part of

fsemble on Wednesday. Several of the
!leading newspapers, headed by the
}Times, and financial journals, have
i taken up the idea. Financiers and
citizens of all classes are flooding the
press with letters. While the project
may seem revolutionary finance, the
country appears to be gaining con-
viction that some radical measures
other than mere attempts to economy
must be adopted to meet the financial
gituation. This proposal has super-
seded that of a general levy on capi-
tal, which was much discussed dur-
ing the past year. . The pith of the
new plan is to take away from manu-
facturers, merchants, contractors and
others who made fortunes in the war,
sums representing the difference be-
tween their war time gains and their
normal gains. Through war excess
income, taxes took eighty per cent. of
extra profits, and it is now proposed
to take all.

Now, my own dear wife, for such
you are in my eyes and in the face of
Hegven . . . you know, my dearest
Emma, there is nothing in the world
that I would not do for us to live to-
gether and to have our own dear little
child with us. . . . I never did love
anyone else; I never had a dear pledge
of love till you gave me one.

That Nelson, however, was not al-
together. proud of his worship and
passion for Lady Hamilton is evident
from his appeal to her to burn his let-
ters.

“I burn all your dear letters,” he
wrote ori March 1st, 1801; “because it
is right for your sake, and I wish you
would burn all mine—they can do no

seizure of them, or the dropping even
one of them, would fill the mouths of
the world sooner than we intend.”

Frequently Nelson tortured him-
self with jealousy.

“I have read your
resolution never to go where
fellow is,” began one. letter
reference to a royal admirer, “but
you must have him at home. Oh,
God! but you cannot, I suppose, help
it, and you cannot turn him out of
your own house. He will stay and
sup and sit up till 4 in the morning,

Oh, God! why do I live?”
The letters, however, show how
devoted he was to his daughter.

“Kiss and bless our dear Horatia,”
he wrote. 4

“I admire deag Horatia’s writing. I
think her hand will soon be like her
dear mother’s, and if she is8 but as
clever I shall be content.
I love you beyond any woman in
this world, and next our dear Hora-
tia.”

What a tragic contrast to the let-
ter which shortly before her death,
Lady Hamilton wrote to her daugh-
ter, who had ceased to be a comfort
to her! It is full of reproaches:

“Horatia, your conduct is so bad,
your cruel treatment to me such that
I cannot live under these afflicting
circumstances; my -poor ‘heart ‘is
broken. You havé helped me on
nearer to God, and may God forgive
yoR" " .

This was in 1813. Twelve months
later Lady Hamilton finished her ad-
|venturoui career at Calais.—Tit-Bits.
