So accustomed 
are we nowadays to the faet et the 
year commencing on the 1st of Jan­
uary. and being divided into twelve 
approximately equal monthly por­
tions, that few people, we imagine, 
think of the time when the year was 
reckoned as containing only ten. and 
began in March. However, it wag not 
until the legendary king Numa Pom- 
pilius (716-672 B C ) reformed the 
Roman calendar that the two addi­
tional months (January and Febru­
ary) came into being, and the year 
was considered to commence on the 
present New Year’s Day.

The very name ot the month is ap­
propriate; January, derived from 
Janus, an ancient Roman deity with 
two faces. The fact ot the god pos­
sessing two faces, one looking each 
way, is symbolical, typifying that he 
may look backward into the past and 
forward into the future.

In many medieval missals the

eeitces, till* com­
paratively recent times, for tamers 
amr their men to carry the Itessail 
cider-bowl Into the orchsrd Itself and 
drink whilst chanting , the following 
lines: '

Here’s to thee, old apnle tree,

Another Pagan custom which long 
survived, and has Its survival now­
adays la the Baddeley 'cake at one of 
the London theatres, was the Twelfth 
Night cake eaten by the Danes at this 
festival, at which they were wont- to 
dedicate their wheat and oxen. 
Twelfth Night, which, as Its name In­
dicates, is the twelfth night after 
Christmas, to known In the ecclesias­
tical calendar as Epiphany, derived 
from the Greek word Bpiphanela, 
meaning appearance. It is, of course, 
celebrated by the Church as the feast 
of the Manifestation of Christ to the 
Gentiles, and primarily to the three 
Wise Men who, led by the star, came 
from the east to worship him. 
Amongst the early Christians, Indeed, 
It was known as the Feast of the 
Star, er the Feast of the Three Kings, 
because ancient traditions accords 
this rank to the Magi.

The month ot January” contains 
three other festivals ; those of Bt. 

.'Agnes, St. Vincent, and St. Paul. The 
festival of St Agnes, which is held 
on the 21st, has from time out of 
mind been loked upon as tfce lover’s 
day, because on St. Agnes’ live tra­
dition says that by means of certain 
customs maidens might peep Into the 
future, and obtain visions of thslr 
prospective husbands. One ot the con­
ditions was that the inquirer must 

j retire supperless to bed—hence the 
; other name by which the night was 
known, namely, St. Agnes’ Fast.

"Rwolrsd, that Education to the
oaly satisfactory remedy for poverty,"'
waa the question debated at the Met­
hodist College Literary Institute last 
night Mr. Qramra presided daring 
the debate, and the leading speakers 
were, for the resolution, Messrs. H. 
B. Cow as, B. Buraey, and H. Leslie; 
against It, Mesere. A. Bean, Jos. 
Moore and Bdgeeombe, The discus­
sion hinged largely upon the meaning 
of education. The affirmative speak-, 
ere «are it Its broadest interpretation, 
while their opponents contended that 
so 'far aa the dehate was concerned, 
the word meant knowledge gained at 
school—book knowledge. ïhe sup­
portera of the resolution held that 
education was the basis of all activity, 
that It increased a desire for improve­
ment, that it opened new opportunit­
ies, that it was an enemy to poverty 
and therefore the only satisfactory 
remedy for it. The negative speakers 
contended that education, mental de­
velopment, the storing of book know­
ledge, did not prevent poverty; that 
many so-called educated man were in 
poverty whiÿs on the other hand 
many illiterate men had won wealth 
and position. Work and production 
provided remedies for poverty. The 
general discussion was lively, apd the 
debate throughout proved-of great in­
terest. When the vote was taken it 
was found that the members present 
were about evenly divided çn the 
question ; the affirmative side winning 
by a majority of one only. The at­
tendance last night was again par­
ticularly good, and all indications 
point to a most successful session.

brush. This is done in the spring 
preferably before the frost leaves the 
ground. Great care must be taken 
not to injure the roots of the plants 
from which new bushes spring. The 
lrst year after burning, the bushes do 
not produce, but they produce heav­
ily the second and third years, when 
they are again burned off to make 
room for a new stand of brush. Grad­
ually, after the burnings, the entire 
ground becomes covered with brush. 
Burning Tspreferred to harrowing to 
clear the fields of brush.

Blueberries do best in an acid soil 
of leaf, peat and sand, It is stated. The 
yield of blueberries on cultivated 
plains, It was ascertained, runs from 
twenty-five to one hundred and fifty 
bushels per acre. Many of the Maine 
blueberry fields are located on old, 
abandoned farms, or on cut-over, vir­
gin land, which, If once worthless, 
was found now not to be tor sale be­
cause of the profitableness of the 
blueberry crop which It yields.

The berries are gathered by the use 
of large berry combs twelve to forty 
inches across, having forty to forty- 
four spring-steel teeth, eight inches 
long. The berries are poured off the 
comb Into flat, deep, half-bushel 
boxes, and then carried to the fan- 
ning-mllls to remove the leaves and 
dirt Then the canneries put the fruit 
up to one-gallon cans, six cans to the 
case, which sold last year for from 
$9 to $9.60 per case, wholesale.

It was learned that the cost of the 
land ran from $1.00 to $2.00 per acre; 
of cutting and piling brush, $2.50 per 
acre; of straw and oil for burning, 
$2.50 pel* acre ; of picking, $1.00 per 
bushel. The profits which these 
figures reveal seem to explain why 
blueberry farms In Maine are not for 
sale. Frost and drought have to be 
reckoned with but blueberries do not 
winter-kill.—Family Herald.

A v,ery interesting comparison of

cline at the moment in the purchasing 
and debt-paying power of our farm­
ers.

Fishermen wearing long 
rubber boots, their oilskin trousers 
tied at the bottom leg, and with oil- 
jackets, Jumped into the mass of new­
ly-caught herring, helping to break 
away the great collection of scales, 
which were for years worthless and 
were washed away before the herring 
were ready to be strung and smoked.

Within the past three years fish scal­
es have been worth 76 cents per quart, 
being used in making pearl essence 
at Grand Manan island, Now Bruns­
wick, in the Bay of Fundy, and prev­
iously had been tried with success at 
Lubec; so that all herring fishermen 
now try to gather up refuse scales 
from every cargo of fish boated todhe 
wharves.

The big herring are Strung on point­
ed sticks, 25 to 35 fish on each, which 
are dipped into tubs of salt water to 
remove scales and dirt. Bach stick is 
then hung evenly on low wooden 
“horses,” on the wharves to be dried.
45 sticks to each horse, or one barrel 
of fish, five barrels being in each hogs­
head. One hogshead of herring will 
weigh about 1,000 pounds, but when 
dried and smoked there is a loss of 
60 per cent weight by evaporation, 
and later when the head, belly, tail, 
skin and bones are removed, there is 
another loss of fifty per cent, although 
this latter refuse is turned into profit- 
they are completely filled.

The boned herring are packed in 
small wooden boxes holding 10, 25 or 
50 pounds each, lined with oil paper, 
and when a wooden cover is nailed on 
they are ready for shipment in hulk. 
There are many coast producers of 
fancy boneless products who pack the 
appetizing and palatable seafood in 
bottles, Jars, pasteboard cartoons and 
tin cans with attractive labels, which 
are to he seen in city stores.
