Modern ships built of Iron or steel 
are not so long-lived as the old tim- 
ber-bullt vessels, and in the Baltic you 
will find quite a number of small 
wooden vessels still In use, ot which 
the oldest, the Constance, was built 
in 1723, and is thus 202 years old.

Sweden has a ship called the 
Emanuel, built In 1749, which began 
as a pirate, but now is engaged in 
carrying lumber. She has been owned 
by the same family for nearly a cen­
tury.

In 1919 there was sold at Cardiff the 
fine old. vessel. Good Intent. She Is a ’ 
ketch of about twenty-five tons bur­
den, and was built at Plymouth in 

’ 1790. In spite of her great age she 
fetched £200, which works out at the 
very respectable figure of £8 per ton.

World’s Slowest VesseL
Another very old ship that was at 

work a few years ago, and may still 
be afloat, is the Seal, which was built 
at Southampton in 1810. In 1823 she 
was caught in a tremendous storm off 
Poole and driven ashore right np into 
a turnip field. She was launched 
again, and the last that the writer 
heard of her was that she was sailing 
from Bideford, Devon, for Durban, in 
South Africa, a voyage of six thousand 
miles.
' But all the vessels mentioned are 

babies compared with the Italian ship 
Anita, which was broken np during 
the present century at Genoa. She 
was built in the days of Queen Eliza­
beth, and for well over three centur­
ies had sailed the world’s seas. She 
was not only the oldest hut the slow- | 
est ship in existence. No wonder, for 
her^hull was of oak twelve Inches 
thick.

Have a Care
Now that the surburban roads 

are in splendid condition and the 
motorist for the first time is ex­
periencing the pleasure of find­
ing a good surface under his 
wheels, he is sorely tempted to 
try out his machine to the limit. 
Some drivers, however, refrain 
from speeding through timidity, 
and others, out of consideration 
for the general public ; some in­
dulge in the exhilarating pas­
time without any infention or 
desire to make themselves a 
nuisance or a menace, while 
others again are “willing to take 
a chance anyhow.”

The latter class may be de- 
scriboi as fools or road hogs, it 
matters not which, for they are 
as insusceptible to censure as 
they are unmindful of the feel­
ings of others. To them the ter­
rified look on the mother’s face 
as she snatches her child out of 
danger is amusing, and they 
take no warning from the im­
precations hurled at them by 
the father as they rush past. It 
is useless to appeal to them in 
any way, but like others of the 
same type, who scoff at courtesy 
and are only encouraged to fur­
ther excesses by lenient treat­
ment, they are most sensitive to 
punishment, and it is for the 
purpose of dealing with them in 
particular that the law is pro­
vided with formidable teeth. 
what effect, however, if they are 
not applied ?

In the city of late speeding 
has been less noticeable, partly 
because of the regulation passed 
by the Municipal Council by 
which the rate of travelling has 
been limited to fifteen miles, 
partly because of the increased 
vigilance of the police, but 
chiefly because the streets al­
most without exception are in 
such a condition that excessive 
speed is altogether out of the 
question. In the country, on the 
other hand, matters are going 
from bad to worse, and so far as 
we can learn, no attempt is being 
made to enforce the law. But 
why are the authorities doing 
nothing in the matter? Are they 
waiting for the inevitable dis­
aster before taking precaution­
ary measures, or is it because 
their attention has not been 
called to the fact that reckless 
driving is being indulged in? 
Perhaps it may awaken them to 
a sense of their responsibility if 
we state that in the event of 
nocent persons being killed or in- 

\jured under such circumstances, 
the police will not be held blame­
less.

If speed is indulged in on 
those sections of the road which 
lie between settlements, no one 
but the occupants of the car are 
particularly concerned, but to 
whirl through, the villages at 
forty or fifty miles an hour is to 
subject the people who reside in 
them to unnecessary anxiety 
and danger and is an unwarrant- 
invasion of their rights.

Observers Story of the 
Shenandoah^ Fate

' UP 5JM0 FEET.
The story of the Shenandoah dis­

aster is one of heroism of'the crew, 
pioneers In the Interest ot the" devel­
opment of lighter than air transporta­
tions. It is best told by Colonel C. G. 
Hall, United States army observer 
aboard the ill-fated ship.

“We were travelling west at an 
altitude of about 3,000 feet when we 
encountered a storm," Cal Hall said 
In describing the accident. “By 
changing our course a dozen or more 
times, we dogded it, only to encoun 
ter the line squall, which sent us to 
an altitude of 6,600 feet, before we 
realised what had happened.

“We .opened the valves, to let out 
gas and lowered the ship and were 
drawing away from the storm at 50 
miles per houp rate, when the storm 
enveloped us and broke the ship into 
three pieces. I exclaimed to Com­
mander Lanadovné; ‘Everyone beat 
it. When the crash cams I was on the 
ladder leading from the control cabin 
to the rear portion of the ship. As I 
started to fall, I clutched a girder to 
which I hung suspended finally 
swinging my body over it and crawl­
ing 40 or 60 feet back into the ship."

GONE ON WATCH.
Lieut.- Commander E.^C. Rosendale, 
ranking officer surviving of the dirig­
ible Shenahdoah, to-day told his story 
of the airship’s destruction.

As the ranking officer, he had taken 
charge of the wreckage and of the 
work of caring for the dead and in­
jured.

“I had just gone on watch,” he said. 
“There was a heavy electrical storm 
in progress.

"We must have been between By- 
ersvllle and Pleasant City at the time.

The ship was making no headway. 
She had been blown about 90 miles 
out of her course. We were headed 
due north when the twister hit us.

“We were flying at an altitude of 
2,600 feet. The twister shot us up 
about 7,000 feet, I should say. „ 

“The ship made two violent plunges 
and broke near the middle. The for­
ward end shot up Into the air like an 
airplane soaring from the ground.

"The control car, in which all the 
passengers were officers, was on this 
forward end. The struts supporting 
the cabin snapped. The cabin dropped 
to the ground like a chunk of lead.

"You know now the result of that 
sickening drop.”

Lieut. W. L. Richardson, chief aer­
ial photogra'pher of the Shenandoah, 
who escaped uninjured, told this story 
of the disaster:

"We were up 3,000 feet and I was 
in my bunk. We were caught in 
squall. We immediately beaded the 
ship upward and ascended to a height 
of 5,000 feet.

"We thought then that the ship 
was under control, but it was soon 
side-swiped by a terrific wind. The 
control car was broken off and the 
ship nosed up to an angle of 45 de­
grees. Frame No. 90 buckled and 
snapped and the craft broke in two. 
Then the front section split again.

“The rear section grounded in a 
field. The centre section drifted and 
landed in' a woods. It was gin that 
section that all the deaths occurred.

“The fore part had so many gas 
cells that it drifted about and finally 
landed safely like a balloon near 
Sharon.”

Commander Zachary Lansdowe 
perished with his ship.

In addition to the 13 dead, two are 
injured and four of the crew are un­
accounted for. The remainder of the 
crew are safe.

Members of the crew were scattered 
over an area of ten miles as the giant 
airship whirled and twisted in the air, 
tossing them from the cabins swung 
beneath the gas bag.

Those who witnessed the disaster, 
from the ground described the Shen­
andoah as “spinning like a giant re­
volving dopt” before she finally broke 
in two.

FRONT HAL/ OF REEL DROPS ON^ 
TO FARM WHILE REAR HALF 

FLOATS TEN MILES WITH 
8 OF- CREW.

The front half of the keel dropped 
onto the Hartley Hickle farm, four 
miles south of Pleasant City, while 
the rear half floated with eight mem­
bers of the crew aboard It, ten miles 
to a point near Sharon, Ohio, where 
it landed without any of Its eight pas­
sengers being injured.

A survivor told how the dirigible 
floundered in the storm out of control 
despite desperate efforts of officers 
and men.

"Then, without warning,” he said, 
"the giant bag emitted a rending
sound and burst.”

“Men were thrown from the drift­
ing Shenandoah like shot from a gun 
when the big bag commenced spinning 
In the storm.

BREAKS IN TWO.
The big dirigible broke Into two
