they were not worth morethan the single
Township of Hast Garafraxa. He would
sssume that Mono was as goed as Gara-
fraxa. Thus, we weuld have four div-
isionsin the new County, and as Gara-
fraxa was one of them, there was little
difficulty in seeing that we would have to
pay one-fourth or at least one-fifth of the
taxes of the mew County, The new
County baildibgs would coet at least
fifty thousand dollars, and the fifth of
that sum would be $10,000, which would
be East Garafraxa’s share. This, how-
ever, was & small item when compared
with the yearly expenses. The expenses
of the County of Wellington for the pre-
sent year was fifty-five thousand dollars.
The fifth of this would be eleven thous-
and doMars. The gravel »eads were all
to make in the new County. The Treas-
urer would have a great deal of unoecu-
pied lands and arrears of taxes to look
after, and consequently would require a
high salary. The jailer, he presumed,
would ask a8 much for looking after one
criminal as ten. The new County would
be large, though poor, and he could not
see many reasons for swpposing that it
could be worked with less expense than
the old County of Wellington. But even
sippdting we were to make a reduetion
of fifteen thousand, it would still leave a
yearly expense of forty thousand dollars
on the new County,.and he thought that
the fourth or even the fifth of this would
be too much of an annual tax for the
Township of East Garafraxa. Another
thing to be conridered was the small
number of towns and villages in the new
County. Few had any idea of the value
of towns. Guelph paid more taxes than
the three T hips of Luther,A th
and East. Garafraxa, and ten times as
much as the ambitious village of Orange-
ville. Fergus paid neurly as much as
Luther. He then named about thirly
villages and towns in the County of Wel-
lington, and asked where we would find
the villages and towns in the new County
of Dufferin. Were they in the Luther
marsh or the Amaranth and Melancthon
forty mile swamp ? The present debt of
the County of Wellington was one hun-
dred and thirty ‘thousand dollars, and
Garafraxa need not think by separation
to be relieved from its proper share of
this old debt. It had been contracted by
our representatives and the statute ex-
pressly stated that in the event of separ-
ation each municipality must pay its
proper share of existing liabilities. In
the first place then this township would
have to assume a standing debt of eight
or ten thousand dollars for the purpose
of erecting new County buildings. In the
second place we would have to pay eight
or ten thousand more annnally to defray
current expenses, snd in the third place
we must. pay our share of the present
debt of the County of Wellington. He
could not see what interest we had in
common with Melsncthon. What good
would it be to the farmers of Garafraxa
to build gravel roads through these

Mr. Ghmholm was again requested to
speak, and was received with applause,
He said he had learned from Mr. Foley
that the notice in the Sun had been
changed, and that Adjala‘was also to be
asked for as part of the new County.
He was not therefore so much opposed
to the scheme as when he came to the
meeting. No person had disputed his
figures. They could not dispute them,
but look at Mr. Stewart’s statements,
which was founded -on the different ass-
essed values of the municipalities in the
new Ccunty. These assessments had
never been equalized, and therefore could
form no basis for an estimate. In one
county land was equalized at its real
value,in another perhaps only ata fifthjof
its real value. The words equahzxmon
of assessment were enough to scatter Mr.
Stewart'sstatement and argyments tothe
wind. MrStewart had said it wasnot a ques-
tion of separation or no separation from
the County of Wellington. 1t would be
noticed, however, that neither Arthur,
Mount Forest, nor Harriston asked for
East Garsfr»xu, and if a new county was
formed of those north-western townships
of the County of Wellington, East Gara-
fraxa would undoubtedly be allowed to
remain in connection with Guelph. It
was therefore simply a question of sépar-
ation or no separation from the
County of Wellington. In regard
to Mr. Stewart's argument that
small counties were miore economical
than large ones, it contradicted itself,
for the new county would be a large one.
He was surprised at Mr. Hunter's state-
ment ‘“that we gave a thousand dollars
to the County for every hundred we re-
ceived.” Mr. Hunter had often argued
in the presence of large audiences in
Garafraxa that we were making money
out of the County. He quite agreed with
Mr. Foley that the towns’ people were
worse than the country people. We had
an example of it here tc-night. The ad-
ministration of justice for the whole
County of Wellington was only $2,500,
therefore, he thought the towns were not
much logs, bad as their inhabitants were,
Two towns like Guelph would be worth
as mnch as tke whole of the proposed
new county.

Al
though unwilling to grant'all the
concessions asked for by the more ex-
treme Republicans of the Assembly,
the President has sent a message to
the House informing them that heis
quite ready to make certain altera-
tions, which he thinks should satisfy
all parties.
The principal changes he proposes
to make in the constitution are, the
creation of a second or upper cham-
ber, which 1 its functions would be
somewhat analagous to our Senate,
and would represent the conservative
element in the country. He is also
willing to have a Vice-President, and
concede ministerial responsibility,but
he reserves to himself the right to sit
in the Assembly,and participate in its
debates, which is something unusual
for a President, and which has met
with considerable opposition from a
portion of the members. Then in
order to conciliate the more extreme
tepublicans, he ofters a new election
for the Assembly which a good many
of that section believe would result
in securing a majonty for them.
These propositions, however, though
concurred in by‘ a portion of the
members,have met with much opposi-

Ho sat in Parliament as member for the
Clyde Borough from 1835 to 1837, and
for Bolton from 1841 to 1849, He was a
prominent member of the House, and

enue and commercial affairs of Great
Britain., Having made the economies
and literature of trade and commerce an
especial study, he acted at varions times
as commercial commissioner for Great
Britain, In 1849 he was appointed
British Consul at Canton, and in 1854,
after receiving in the meantime the honor
of knighthood, he was promoted to be
Governor of Hong Kong. In 1855 he
_proceeded on a gpecial mission to Siam,
and concluded a treaty with two kings in
that country. He had charge of the
European affairs of the Hawaiian Gov-
ernment for some years, and in 1851 was
sent abroad by the British Government
to report on the state of the commercial
relgtions between Great Britain and the
new kingdom of Italy, Sir John Bow-
ring was an ardent disciple of Jeremy
Bentham, whose works he published, ac-
compnuled by a biography, in twenty-
three volames.
