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A NEW ¥ORK EXPLOSION DEALS
DEATH IN ALL DIRECTIONS,
i i
Many Bodies Recovered From the Ruins
and More Thought to be Still Burled
—_Wonderful Escape of a Little Garl
Who Was Overwhelmed by the Mass
of Bricks, %
New YORK, Aug. 28.—A most disastrous
wad terrible accident occurred yesterday
afternoon at 12,80 o'clock in. Park-place, be

. twoen Greenwich-street and College-place.

At that time the street was filled with hurry-
ing people. and guvil_v laden wagons and
trucks.  Firsta , white vaporish clouds
purst from the ground floor of Nos! 70, 72
and 74 Park-place, then was heard & dull
deep sullen roar, as if some monster was try-
ing to break his bonds. The roar was fol-
lowed by an irruption and a mass of brick.
stone and timber was hurled thirty feet

‘heavenward.

The cries of terror of men and the almost
human sereams of horses wereonly & small
accompaniment of the terrible scene which
instantly followed. Not more than a second
could possibly have siapsed before the front
walls of Nos. 70, 72 and 74 fell crashing into
the street. To those who saw the sightit
was horribly attractive. The great walls

slowly rolled and swelled out with - an un-
slowly at first, but
then more rapidly, they gave away and in a
moment there was not a stick or a stone
standing above the first floor between the
dividing walls, The walls of the standing
buildings were jagged as the bricks were
torn out in places. There did not remain the
slightest semblance of what had been three
seconds before an apparently strong and
well-constructed building. The mass of
brick. stone and timber fell upon the
sidewalk and filled balf the width of the
street. X

In the meantimeé fire had broken out and
was licking the lower part of No. 68. At
Jeast 50 men had clambered up on the pile of
ruins, hoping to'rescue some of the unfortun-
ate people who were known to be buried in
the ruins. They were driven from their
posts by the tire, which was spreading
rapidly. It bad burst out on the other side
of the 1uins and ran rapidly up the elevator
shaft At the main entrance to. the block of
buildings of which Nos. 70, 72 and 74 were a

_part. For a time the bissing steam fought
the fire, but as that died out the element
made more headway. x

Suddenly. tve fire burst out in darkly
colored flames from the third, fourth and
fifth stories of that part of the building on
Park-place, next to Greenwich-street. This
part of the building was occupied by Lind-
say’s type foundry. The floors and other
parts of the place were saturated with oil or
some other inflammable material, which fed
the flames generously. A murmur ran
through the throng that the building was
lost, and the multitude shuddered at think-
ing of the fate of the occupants of the ruined
and burning part of the building. When a
full force of firemen did at last get to work,
the neadway of the fire was soon checked by
their skilled endeavors.

‘Working-people as well as those engaged
n offices and warehouses generally get their
luncheon at noon or a little later.

r over two hours this was almost the only
subject of enquiry. It was on the lips of
everyone. During the whole of those long
two nours the fire reigned supreme. It could
not be sufficiently subdued to permit the fire-
men to make any effort to extricate the dead
and wounded.

Description of the Building.

The building which was wrecked by the
pxplosion covered the city lots Nos. 70,72
‘and 74 Park-place and was five storys high.
Brick walls divided it into three parts up to
the second story. Leo Rosenfeld of No. 103
East Eighty-firstestreet occupied the first
floor and basement of No. 70. He was a
dealer in gold paint-and bronze. Eight
young women were employed in the base-
ment. Frederick W. Trippe of No. 128 West
Seventy-first-street. a dealer in drugs, had
his store on the ground floor of No. 72 and
occupied the basement for the storage of his
stock. Andrew Peterson’s restaurant was
on the ground floor of No. 74 and his kitchen
was in the basement.

The entrance to the upper part of the
building was at No, 76, and the entire second
floor was occupied by Ellis & Macdonuld,
printers, whose offices extended from No. 70
to No. 76. Liebler & Maass, lithograpuers,
occupied the upper part of the building,
~having their offices on the third floor, their
jithographic stones on the fourth floor and
their printing presses in the top story.

The building was said to be owned by a
Mr. Crane, who recently bought it. and was
said to Le insured for $75,000. FProperty io
the building was said to be worth not less
than $125,000.

How It Occurred.

There are all soris of theories as to the
cause of the disaster. Chief Reilly of the
Fire Departmeat was of the opipion that a
boiler supplied by the pipes of the Steam
Heating Company exploded, but the officers
of the company denied that tbeir supply
pipes connected with any pipes leading into
the wrecked building. Another theory was
that the boiler in the restaurant bad ex-
ploded. Then it was said that some chemi-
cals had exploded in the drug store. The
most plausible theory of all, however, is that
the wreck was caused by the shaky condition
of the building and the vibration of the
heavy presses running in the lithographing
and printing establishments on the upper
floors. It-is generally admitied that there
was an explosion of some kind, but the col-
lapse is accounted for in no other way than
the one mentioned.

Recovering the Bodies.

As soon as the flames were under control
the work of recovering the bodies of the un-
fortunate persons who were buried beneath
the rims was begun. About 40 manly fire-
met climbed up on the great heap of bricks
tuat filled the street and began the search
for bodies. They worked like fiends,. every
oneof them. They j;emed to realize per-
fectly that on their efforts depended the lives
of many of the poor wretches who were
puricd teueath the beap of bricks ~ One
minute’s delay might decide the fate of some
poor fellowz

After 20 minutes’ work the men saw the
dead body of a man down in the heap of
brick. Then every man worked for all he
was worth. The firemen loosened their
clothing and cleared away the mass in an
astonishing short space of time.

At 2.20 o'ciock the body of a man was
found. It was burned and charred so that
the foatures were unrecognizable.

After working heroically for nearly 20
minutes, Edward 8. Mulligan, driver of
Hook and Ladder Company No. 8, raiseda
littie girl in his arms. That she was alive
and conscious after being buried ‘uuder the
mass of brick seven feet deep, wap almost a
wiracle, The little girl’s face and arms were
bleeding from cuts and burns, bt she was
able to talk. h

As soon as Mulligan - raised jher up she
lifted her ey¢s to a window oul the uppel
floor of a bu.ldiug across the stre¢t and called
in piteous tomes, “There’s my m: mma.” The
mother upon seeing her child ame so fran-
tic with j@- that had it not been for the
cenbined efforts of four me: Standing vLear
&y she would have jumped tro"n the window.

When the little girl was rescued the crowd
yelled and cla their hands in joy. It was
a touching sight.and one that 1 not soon
be furgct en by those who saw it.

The little girl was carefulléhplaced in an
ambulance and taken to the Chambers-street
Hospital. The mother, whose name is Mrs.
Mary Heagney, rushed through the streets
g:ryiu%l iteously, “‘Oh! my darlin
ing child, rescued, rescued!” G

g told the men as they were placing ber
jo the ambulance tbat her 'brother and
sister were -both dead under the bricks,
Three-quarters of an hour later the bodies of
the two were recovered. They were play-
ing in front of the building when the ac-
cident occurred,

Seventy-five Italians were en, ed all
throughb last night and to-day removing the
debris from the burned buildings on Park .
place. Two companies of firemen kept at
their dreary task of searching for bodies.
Their efforts resulted in the finding of five
badly burned corpses. The bodies were taken
to the morgue immediately. These were all
that wei® recovered up, to§i o'clock
‘Two of the bodies were recovered shortly
after 1 o'clock this aftermoon. They were
both males. The first removed was that of
aman of about 30 years old. The second
was burped beyond recognition, the flesh
being in shreds and the intestines hung over
the spine as the body was carried to 8 coffin.
John Low of Brooklyn called at the morgue
this morning and identified one of the bodies
as that of his son George, 15 years old. Two
other hodies were identified later on as Gus-
tav Zickier of Hoboken and Leonard R.
Cole of Brooklyn. From a few shreds of
clothing = the body of Otto Walser, 24
years old, of 108 East Eight-street,
was identified. The body was charred be-
vond recognition, Joseph Low, a broker, and
brother-in-law of Louis Rosenfeld, the bronze
powder dealer, called at Police Headquart-
ers to-day and said he' was positive that
Rosenfeid was one of the victims as he was
known to have been in the buildings. The
work of identification continued all evening.
Up to 9 p.m. two more identifications had
been ade: Charles Breitner, 15 years old,
employed 2::{ Leibler & Mass; Frank Hach,
33 ;ears old, of 121 First-street, was identi-
fied by his brother. The scenes about the
morgue were heartrending.

D0 W EA INFECTED PORK?

AN UNPLEASANT D1SCOVERY BY 4
HEALTH INSPECTOR.

The Flesh of Animals Tainted with Hog
Cholera Said to Have Been Sold in To-
ronto—What the Malady is Like—The

° Cause of it—Requires Prompt Atten-

tion.

The Health Department has brought to
light a sanitary danger that will be read
with appreciation by everyone whose
palate is tickled with the ‘tender flesh of the
bog. Mr. Frank Hague, an official of the
department, whose fifteen years' experience
in the commission business give him gan ex-
cellént idea of what a good piece of meat,
whether of swine or cattle, is like, has re-
cently, in the course of his investigations,
observed pork on sale that did not seem to
him to be altogether proper.

Somse of this pork he found to possess a
peculiar appearance that was altogether
absent from healthy meat. He found tuat
the skin had a suspicious redness and in the
flesh he saw stripes thatare not usually found
in pork fit for food. In short, his suspicions
were roused to such an extent that he deemed
it his duty to investigate, -He laid the mat-
ter before Dr. Allen, who immediately gave
bim instructions to sift the matter to the
bottom. .

Tracing It Up.

With this authority, two or three days ago
he set out in company with Detective John
Cuddy to make a thorough enquiry, and has
succeeded 'in establishing facts that’ should
receive not only the attention of the local
Board of Healt.i, but also of the Provincial
authorities.

Among the herds of several swine-raisers
in the vicinity of Toront: an infectious dis-
ease has broken out that threatens to become
epidemic,

Every symptom
show that it is hox
thing akin to it. In the first place
it is ‘bigbly infectious, as the several
farmers who were seen aver to their
sorrow. So infectious is it indeed that in
some instauces it is known to have affected
a lot of 50 hogs in less than two- days. That
is, & hog suffering from the disease has been
placed among 50 healthy ones, and in the
time stated every one of them showed symp-
toms. Then, the symptoms proper are: Be-
fore death the hog freely emits a mattery
substance from the nose. It suffers from a
sort of cough coutinually, like a person with
bronchitis,. A blue strive is observable
down the belly. The eyes become so
covered with film that it renders the animal
blind. The ears turn black. When killed
the blood runs like water and leaves no stain.
And whenever the carcass touches water,
which is necessary for the purposes of scald-
ing before being scraped to remove the bhair,
the skin turns a peculiar red color, the color
being only skin-deep.

- Scores Dying.
. It is stated that scoresand scores of hogs
have already died of the disease. They have
been buried, Nothing has been said, simply
because nothing was known of the exceed-
ingly dangerous character of it.

But this is not the worst aspect of the case.
Farmers who have had serious-Tosses from
the disease among their hogs, have of late
been killing the animalsa$ soon as they
noticed the first symptoms,” Even then,
however, all the blood has become tainted
and the meat is therefore altogether unfit
for food. There isevery reason to believe
that some of the flesh of animals thus in-
fected hase been sold in Toronto.

No guilt bas so far been fastened on any of
the dealers. It rests and rests solely on those
who supplied the dealers, those, in fact, who
dressed the meat for market knowing all the
| time that the animals were either affected

“the™disease or died - Lrom matural
couses,” and that the meat was not therefore
fit under any circumstaices for human food,
but infinitely less fit when the animal died
from @& discase that produces a degree of
mortification even before death.

It is further stated that there are several
cases of sickness that have arisen from the
eating of this tainted meat.

What Prof. Smith Says.

A World reporter interviewed FProfessor
Smith, principal of the Veterinary College,
at his home yesterday afternoon. The symp-
toms of the disease were minutely described.
Mr. Smith stated that the symptoms resem-
bled those of hog cholera, but he was not
prepared to state that that was the disease.
He was inclined to think that it was another
disease which is very fatal to hogs, but is not
at all infectious. This disease iscausel by
teeding hotel swill, and vanishes as soon as
the diet is changed.

“Well, Doctor,” asked the reporter, “isn’t
it just possible that ‘an iofectious = disease,
amounting almost to an epidemic, might be
caused in this way?”

©Q, yes, certainly! just like typhoid in
men, which may, and often does, arise from
some impurity and then becomes an epi-
demic.”

“Well, I, suppose the meat of animals suffer-
ing from(this affection is hardly fit for food?”’

It might not do any tarm, but to say the
least it is undesirable, and there is no reason
why it should be used in this country,”

FAMINE IN RUSSIA.

Parents Selling Their Children in Order
to Buy Bread. .

LONDON, Aug. 23.—The stories of ml_sery
received from Russia are almost incredible.
1n Bessarabia parents are actually offering
their children for sale in.order to buy food,
and dealers at, Constantinople hearing of this
bave purchased through agents in the
Russian villages a considerable number of
female children. Many deaths have resulted
from famine, and families may be found
actually perishing - from: - bhunger end
huddling together in their common misery.
The stewards of crown lands and forests have
been instructed to allow the peasantry to en-
joy free pasture and freely to gather mush-
rooms, which are largely ~comsumed emong
the lower classes of Russians, and to .gather
wild fruits in the forests and woods of the
state. This, however, does not answer the
demand for substantial food.. Among the
applicants at Marinpol were noblemen and
tradesnien, the latter ruined in bnsiness
through the loss of custom on account of the
famine, and the former deprived of the mar-
gin between their debts and their income, on
which they bad depended.

MARTINIQULE'S DISAMd .‘I'EB.Y

The Number of Dead Being Counted by
Hundreds, and All Not Yet Known,

Paris, Aug. 23 —Additional details re-
ceived here from St. Pierre, capital of Mar-
tinique, the French West: Indian possession
which was visited by a terrible hurricane on
Tuesday night last, show that the facts
 sready published are not only in no way ex-
aggerated, but that they did not tell the full
story of the disaster. The: latest despatches
received here announce thes 218 people are
found to have been killed in the coast towns
alone, the townsin the interior not having
been heard from asyet. Thereis no doubt
that the loss of life in the interior towns may
have been as great as, if notgreater, than in
the coast towns.

The death list by towns as forwarded by
Governor Casse up to date is as follows:

Perhaps a rough estimate of 800 killed "and
1000 injured will about ecver the ground.
The wounded peopls received their injuries
from being hurt by fallin, buildings or fall-
ing trees. Of course, much suffering among
the poor has resulted from the démage doune
and its attendant loss of life. In fact, it may
be said that the majority of the inbabitacts
of Martinique are practically without any
shelter but that afforded by the temporary
huts which they have erected for themselves
upon or near the.spots where their homes re-
cently stood. The governor and the colonial
authorities are doing everything possible to
relieve the sufferers.

Russian Rye Exportation.

BERLIN, Aug. 22.—The exportation of rye
fromr Russia to Germany goes on with fever-
ish haste. All frontier stationsare congested
with wagons, Between 300 and 400 arrived
at Weirbalen yesterday and are waiting to
transfer their contents to German wagons.

FATHER HAYDEN RODE IN NEW
YORK WITIH EMPTY POCKETIS,

After Taking “Medicine” for Sickness He
Sees the Lion and Several Elephants
in a Cab—Locked up for Non-Payment
—His Irrelevant and Unbiblical Re-

marks to the Police, .

NEw YoRk, Aug. 24.—A one-horse cab
rattied through East Fifty-first-street about
3 o'clock yesterday morning, and stopped in
front of the Twenty-third Precinct Police
Station. The horse was flecked with foam
and the driver was excited. [Policeman
Boyle was sent to investigate the case.
Frank Courtney, the driver, said he had a
passenger inside whom he had been carrying
around the city ever since 11 o’clock. He
had tried to collect his fare, but the man had
at first disputed the amount and finally bad
refused to pay at all. Courtney wanted him
arrested.

Officer Boyle opened the door of the cab
and found a short, fat man snugly curled up
on the seat and sound asleep. He had to
shake him in a pretty lively fashion before
be could wake him. The man was taken into
the station, where his priestly garb attracted
attention. He gave his name as the Rev,
Francis Hayden, and said he lived in Toron-
to. He had just returned from a trip to
Ireland, he explained, and bhad hired the
cabman to take him to a hotel. He had
endeavored to find accommodation at
soveral hotels, but they were all full. The
cabman asked $4.50 for the trip, but as he
thought the charge extortionate he had re-
fused to pay. i

Courtney told a different story. He said
the priest had hailed bhim near the Grand
Central Station and asked to be driven to a
house in Thirty-first-street. The priest re-
mained there some time and when he reap-
peared he was jovial.

The obliging cabman
place to auother until long after midnight,
und then his. fare asked to be taken to the
Grand Central Hotel. There aecommodation
was refused as well as at other hotels. The
priest was then driven to Father Reveil’s at
the cathedral, where admittance was also de-
nied him, Cabby became suspicious and
asked for his pay.  Failing to get it be had
driven his passenger to the station-house.

As the Rev. Mr. Hayden was evidently in
s muddled condition the police decided to
hold him. On being searched not a cent was
found on his person. -All that his pockets
contained were a string of beads, & crucifix,
several visiting cards and an old wallet
which had been padded out with a piece of
newspa r.

The f{eev Francis Hayden was not very
presentable when be appeared in the dock at
the Yorkville Police Court. His eyes were
bloodshot, his face was covered with several
Lfiays’ growth of beard, and his linen was
soiled, Justice McMahon, after listening to
the story told by the cabman, decided to
hold the prisoner in &30 bail for trial, in

For three years I was assistant
pastor of St. Mary’s Church in Toronto,
one year in St. Paul's parish, Tower
street,- Toronto, Besides this I have been
sent by the archbishop into many country
places where I have remained from three to
six months each. I was curate for two years
and a haif to Dean Northgraves, now editor
‘of The Catholic Record of London, Ont.

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The Philanthropy of Low Taxes,
There is much to recommend the sugges-
tion coming fromt the Canadian Institute
that museum aud art galleries should be
opened to the public in this eity. Where
such institutions exist they exercise a subtle
influence. But to grant 50,000 annually
from the city treasury for the erection of
- such buildings is out of the question for the
next few years. Taxes are too high now and
s0 many demands’ are made upon the
treasury for substantial necessities that
the corporation cannot afford to furnish ex-
pensive delectation for the people. You
cannot amuse a man who is groaning under
a heavy tax bill by giving him a free view
of stuffed storks and preserved snakes, nor
can a hungry man be satisfled by putting his
ear to a musical sea shell or casting his eye
on: a repr tation of Beish '8 y
however well the artist may have depicted
the roast beef and the wine. The man who
isreducedto an ill condition through the
unsanitary state of the city is in no trim to
value or visit an art gallery or a museum.
Just how far the corporation is justified in
going in these matters, even when money-ac-
cumlates upon its hands, we do not fel
; called upon to say. When money does
“eumulate upon its hands we will advavce a
suitable theory. - But with a 163{ mills on
the dollar rate and a local improvement tax
thgt has sought and found almost every
pocket in the city it seems clear that the cor-
poration should confine itself to the material
interests of the people. Many imagine that
grants secured from the municipality and
expended in free amusements for the masses
are so much gained from the wealthy
and distributed among the poor. - The fact
is poor people, and the worthiest and best of
them, pay taxes in this town that reach a
tremendous aggregate. Wholesale muni-
cipal charity is unjust to these, for their
share of it oppresses them more than does the
larger share paid by the’ great merchants
and retired gentlemen. Philanthropy that is
just and wise will neither feed nor amuse
the poor at the municipal expense, unless as
a last resource, for there is a broad honesty
and a far-reaching relief for the poor in low
taxes, o

The Future Water Supply.

1t looks very much like “‘carrying coals to
Newcastle” to bring the relatively impure
water of Lake Simcoe to a city whose feet
are bathed in Lake Ontario. The special
committee of council in its report admits
what all men know—that the water of our
own lake is naturally purer than that of
Simcoe—but points out that it #8 at the mercy
of sewage. There are two considerations in
determining between the present and pro-
jected sources of supply—that of expense as
between gravitation and pumping, and that
of purity as between the Simcoe water and
the naturally purer but sewage-threatened
water of our own lake. Asregards expense,
in this inventive age, pumping may in time
become simpler and cheaper and we would
profit by the ramifications of all-conquering
science. ~ As regards purity, science
will soon overcome sewage and give
us the purer waters of Lake Ontario
untaint-d. In the meantime the expense of
the preliminary investigation into the gravi-
tation scheme would so perfect the pumping
system as to make it suffice for ten years to
come, Then, too, the Simcoe scheme would
require an immediate outlay, according to
the committee, of over five million dollars,
which would probably grow to ten millions
as the work progressed. Usually it is wise to
permanently solve such problems as this, but
when the solution involves such an outlay
financial considerations may well reconcile
us to a temporary arrangement. It is out of
harmony with the laws of human progress to
suppose that the multiplying millions of
earth must depend upon gravitation for a
water supply. We have faith in human in-
vention and the vast sheet of pure water
that rolls before the city.

A Cauatious Mcountebank.

It would be well if the quiet in the Park
yesterday caused by the drizzle were allowed
to continue, for the police are resolved to be
strict and those §30 fines will speedily im-
poverish the class of people who thus fall
foul of the law. The man Campbell on
Saturday put several placardsin his window,
one of which asked **Will there be murder in
the Park ' to-morrow? If there had
been murder the man Campbell
took reasonable care - that he would
neither be the corpse nor the. assassin, for he
did not go near the Park, nor has he gone
near it since the first appearance of danger.
‘While collections could be taken up he was
there; when knocks dnd fines crowded his
collection plate from the scene, he retreated
from the unprofitable spot and urged other
people’s heads under the baton and other
people’s purses into Colonel Denison’s ex-
pensive presence. A nice leader this,
for whom fools fight! A leader who
would shed the last drop of his
followers blood ir defence of his
Protestant privilege of taking up a
collection! Surely the young men who visit
the Park and treate disturbance must des-
pise the craven who led them into danger
and then fled to cover—a man who adver-
tises cheap soap with his Protestant princi-
ples, who ever was and always is a penny-
chaser.

Last evening at Elm-street Methodist

our history has there heen thrown out upon
the surface of the body politic so much rot-
tenpess and corruption.

“People sometimes talk,” be continued
“about the Government assuming the con
trol of railways, telegraph lines and the
steamboats. But the revelations at Ottawa
would appear to make it a poor experiment,
What is wanted is the application of com-
mereial principles to the management of
public affairs.”

“More than ‘that the punishment
ought to be more _than dismissal
from the'public service. No thief ought' to
be allowed to escape the penalty of the law
simplv because he has ceased to be a public
official.
