Lowpox, Nov. 16.—Thomas Neill, other-
wise Cream, the murderer of Matilda
Clover and several other girls, paid the
penalty of his crime at 9 o'clock yesterday

At three minutes to 9 Billington, accom-
panied by an assistant who carried the pin-
joning material, entered the cell of the con-
demned man, where he found the prison
chaplain ministering to Neill

On arriving at the scaffold the white
cap, which had been previously placed upon
the head of the condemued man, was pull-

ed down over his eyes. Hangman Billing-

ton then guided him on to the trap dgor
beneath the cross beam, from which a rope
with & hempen noose at the end was dang-
ling. The white cap was then drawn so

that it covered the chin, rendering it im-
possible for Neill to see the final prepara-
tions for his death.

These took only a few minutes. His legs
were pinioned with a strap that was fas-
tened below the knees. The noose was
then dropped over his head and adjusted
around his neck. The ring was fixed be-
hind the left ear.

In another second the executioner stefped
a pace to the rear, pressed a lever an the
/trap tell. Neill’s body dropped five feet
into the pit.

death was instantaneous.

slept a few hours each night. Last night
he went to bed at 9 o’clock, but did not
have a single hour of unbroken sleep.
Without being called he arose at 7 o’clock
this morning and washed and dressed.

Then he sat down awaiting bis last meal.
He spoke hardly a word to his warders. He
partook sparingly of breakfast, which con-
sisted of tea, bread and eggs. At 8 o'clock
the chaplain arrived and was sonduncted to
the cell of the condemned man. Neill paid
respectful attention to him, but throughout
the three-quarters of an hour which the
chaplain spent in exhorting him to
repent of his sins and to prepare
for the future world Neill said scarcely a
word, listening with seeming apathy.

Wher the hangman and the prison au-
thorities entered the cell Neill was seated
on a chair at the foot ot his pallet; he arose
and advanced to meet them.

Billington at once stepped forward and
Neill greeted him with a bow as he began
%o pinion him. Neill took off his spectacles
.mf left them on a table in his cell. Mr
Metcalf, the under sheriff, told the repre-
sentative of the Associated Press that the
calmpess and self-possession displayed by
Neill throughout rendered the work of exe-
cution easy. He seemed resigined to his
fate. Neill told Mr. Metcalf that the last
two days had been the calmest and perhaps
the happiest of his life. He dec ined to
take wiue or spirit to sustain him in the
final ordesl.

Billington says Noill #was remarkably
eool. o required Lttle directing and al-
most placed himself in the exact position in
the centre of the drop. Neill had dropped
his prison clothes this morning and wore a
black morning coat and brown trousers,

The Features Betrayed No Violence,

Between the time of his sentence and his
execution Neill gained four pounds in
weight, scaling yesterday 127 pounds. His
physical build required a long drop.

At
noon a jury viewed the body and returned
a formal verdict in accordance with the
medical testimony that death "had been
gaused by a.fracture of the neck. The
body was then placed in a perfcra;ed coffin,
into which a sack of quicklime was
poured. The features showed o
trace of the man's violent end.
The only sign of what bad caused
death was & red line about the neck.

The body was buried under the flagstones
in the corridor through which Neill had

ssed a short time before on his way wo
the scaffold. The grave was n#t opened
until after the execution, when a tlagstone
was lifted close to the spot where Mrs.
Piercy, the murderess of her paramour’s
wife and child. was buried.

The corridor of Newgate is perhaps the
most ghastly spot in the world.  Under the
flagging of this corridor have been buried
the bodies of a long succession of notable
and obscure criminals, Initials or numbers
cut 1n the walls indicate, the more recent
interments.

BLAKE AT BRISTOL.

His First Object Fiad Been a solution of
the Irish Question.

Loxpon, Nov. 15.—Last evening Hon.
Edward Blake was present at ;the banquet
of the Anchor Society of Bristol and
responded to the toast of “‘The Government
and the Liberal policy.” Mr. Blake said
his life, excepting when wrong had been
done to Ireland, was in sympathy with the
Liberal party.

In public and private, no matter what
trade measures he had advocated, his first
object had been to achieve a solution of the
Irish question. Any alliance between Ire-
land and Eogland must be cordial, and that
cordiality must be emphasized by attention
to the legitimate aims of the Irish party.

England’s differences with the United
States had largely been the result, of the
Irish question, and the same might be said
of Canada. In the States this feeling had
been modified on account of the election of
the Liberals in England.

It would not do, Mr. Blake went on, to
have no regard for the monstrous absurdity
of having a country'slocal laws interpre
by another community. A military force
was kept in the country under the name of
police. The minority in the respect of
schools shou!d be efficiently protected. He
spoke as & Protestant, with profound re-
spect for the rights of minorities. The
Ulstermen, he was convinced, would in time
abandon therr attitude.

VANcouvERr, B.C., Nov. 15.—Mrs, Simp-
son, an Indian woman, wife of a white man
living at Alert Bay, was one of the passen-
gers down on the steamer Barbara Bosco-
witz. She related this story of some trouble
at Alert Bay which she said she desired
called to both public and official notice.

It seems that some time ago Con-te-les,
the chief whom she charges is not a true
tyhee, borrowed 800 blankets from an or-
dinary Indian named Ar-min-lar, giving as
security a small piece of copper. The latter
is & sort of symbol of rank, and increases in
value with age. The original piece of cop-
per came from the north.

In late years, however, many have been
made, and they, too, seem to have been
accepted as original and aged. This par-
ticular piece of copper came from Queen
Charlotte Islands and is highly prized.

Theé tyhee recently returned 100 of the
blankets and demanded the surrender of
the copper, but this the subject refused to
give up until the other 700 blankets he
claims were returned.

Con-te-les appealed to Constable Wolcott,
who arrested Ar-min-lar and took him
fore Indian Agent Pidcock, The latter
sentenced him to six months in jail. The

ndian still refused to give up the copper,
and after spending a month in jail escaped
and fled to the mountains,

The Indian woman says that the case is
not for eriminal,but civil ac ion, and that a
majority of the Indians believe that an in-
justice has been done the man.

On arriving in the city Mrs. Simpson
called on Crease, a barrister. and solicitor,
and placed the case in his hands. The
woman says that Ar-min-lar is willing to
%ive himself u?‘ if he will be brought to

Victoria for a hearing or to serve his sen-
tence ont.

THE BOARD MUST HAVE MONEY.

A Deficit At the House of Industry- A
85000 Grant From the Cily Asked
P For,

Unusually important was the business
discussed at yesterday’s meeting of the
House of Industry maunagers. Iv was the
monthly meeting of the board. Chaiirman
Samuel Alcorn presided. The other miom-
bers present were: Revs. D. J. Macdonnell .4
Canon Cayley, John Gillespie, Hugh John -
ston, A. MaeMurchy, A. J. Broughall,
Messrs. T. H. Ince, H. O'Hara, Baverly
Jones, William Wilson, J. H, Paterson,
John Baillie and James Scott.

How the Funds Stand.

Treasurer James Scott read s financial
statement, showing that there is at present
a balance of $800 for outdoor relief. At
the end of igheir year the treasurer said
there would be a deficit of $10,883. This
statement. provoked a lively discussion.
Rev. Dr. Johnston said the deficit had been
incurred at the City Council’s bidding.
Last year, he said, when the board had ex-
hausted its funds for outdoor relief, the
state of affairs was reported to the council.
The aldermen, although they did not grant
' the additional funds, gave the board to un-
derstand that the money necessary for
carrying on the work in the usual manner
would be forthcoming in the near future,
On this understanding a deficit of $7000
was incurred. The civic grant for theoir-
rent year had not been increased to cover
the amount, and as a consequence the board
was now compelled to ask for an additional
$10,000 to tide it over the remaining months
of the year. In concluding bis remarks,
Dr. Johnston proposed a resolution provid-
ing that the outdoor relief committee and
the visitors be instructed to give no assist-
ance to the outside poor until the board had
§j assurance from the council of the amount
to be granted for that object.

A Special Grant Will Be Asked For,

A majority of the members seemed to
consider Dr, Johnston’s motion too severe,
and after a great deal of discussion a reso-
lution by Rey. D. J, Macdonnell was
adopted in preference to the first resolv-
tion. This motion provides that applica-
tion shall be made to the City Council for
a speciul grant of $5000, and also that an
effort shall be made to raise another $5000
by voluntary subscriptions. This met the
views of all the members and a committee,
comprising the chairman, secretary-
treasurer and Revs. Macdonnell, Johnston
and MacMurchy, was appointed to carry
the resolution into effect.

The Sensitive Secretary,

Rev. John Gillespie, the secretary, read
a copy of the statement sent to the City
Clerk in accordance with the council’s
order. Mr. Gillespie took occasion to state
that much that had proved detrimental to
the interests of the House of Industry had
been said at the Associated Chari-
ties and the  Charities Commis-
sion. He though full publicity should
be given to all facts in connection with the
institution, that being the best way to dis-
abuse the public mind of false impressions.

A préposal to hold a :special meeting in
two weeks was overruled, provision being
made for any emergency.

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Bookkeeping and Insol y

The late Chief Justice Spragge, after
bearing the evidence of several expert
scdountants, whose. evidence was so con-
Ricting as to prove their lack ot practical
knowledge, leaned back in his seat and ex-
claimed: ‘‘Bookkeeping is the greatest
mystery on earth.” “This estimable jurist
would have been more correct had he said
that the books kept by some persons were
too mysterious to be fathomed.

It may seem a sweeping assertion, but
those most familiar with such matters will
aceept our dictum as sound, that the vast

“ bulk of insolvencies are, if not directly

cansed by bad bookkeeping, at least largely
the consequence of defects and irregulari-
ties in the accounts of bankrupt traders.

The modern craze for storekeeping has
brought into business life a large number
of persons who have had none of the neces-
sary for a successful mercantile
career in this respect. Youths are placed
in charge of departments in ware-
houses or in retail stores; they are
thoroughly familiar with the handling
of goods;, as they enter or pass out,
or with the details of retail sales. But
with the office work of a merchant or the
bookkeeping of a store they never acquire
any knowledge beyond a geueral idea.

After some years they become weary of
this service; they acquire a little capital,

‘usually by borrowing from relatives or
friends and p d to do busi on their
own account. As » general rule thgrare
pelled to give p 1 tion at the
counter, they, properly emough, wish to
- ¢ome into direct cemtact with customers,
thus their time is occupied through the day
with the mechanical details of a salesman,
which leave no time for general manage-
ment and thorough attention ‘o their books.

Few, indeed, know enough to keep a sev
of accounts properly, even if they had time
to do the work. They go on buying and
selling without careful records of théir
transactions day by day. Not having an
accurately kept stock book, relying on
memory as to the fluctuations in and as to
the variations of their sales and purchases,
they begin to overload themselves with
goods, to which they are.too much tempted
by the facilities afforded for long and re-
newable credits.

As each quarter or half-year comes round
they make a guess, rather than an accurate
calculation, as to their position, = This

__netessarily is always a more sanguine one
than would be shown by a strictly kept set
of books. Rule of thumb, like hope, tells a
flattering tale.

Those who never ‘‘face the music” of
careful bookkeeping when their ears are
opened usually have them distressed by dis-
cord. They find their debtors’ accounts
not worth their face value, their stocks ex-
cessive or badly sorted, their net profits to
bave been below their domestic spendings
or other personal outlays, and so frequently
while doing a fair business, equal, if it
well managed, to keep them in comfort,
they find themselves in a tangle of difficul-
ties which end in an assignment. In the
vast majority of such cased the bankrupt
has beén all along under the delusion that
e was solvent, and the investigation of his
affairs results in as great a surprise to him-
self as disappointment and vexation to his
creditors.

The remedy is not easy to prescribe, but
we are satisfied that wholesale houses,
where systematized bookkeeping is now so
general, being so much more neces:
sary for daily business than in a retail
store, would do well to make their
extensions of credit contingent upon their
customers showing periodically that their
books were efficiently kept. A man’s hat
is good to cover his head, but the worst
possible place for a tradesman’s accounts,
although much used for this purpose.

The proposed Bankruptey Act should
place a penalty on those who fall under its
operation if their books have not been sys-
tematically and atcurately kept.

The celebrated store of the late A. T.
Stewart, New York, was full of men who
had failed owing to their bad habits in this
respect; they were excellent salesmen and
buyers, but incapable of managing a busi-
ness. Thosehuge stores now becoming so
general are the outcome to & large extent of
small.mefchants failing to keep a close
watch on their affairs and spending. not
actual net profits, but thoss they ignorant-
1y imagined were being made. We advise
retailers to havo their books opened by
someone who has had experience in their
clags of business, to make a daily record of
#ales, receipts and payments, all simply
classified and posted to ledger accounts, so
that any day they can tell how their stocks
stand, what their business aud private ex-
penses have been up to date and to keep a
close watch over credit accounts.

Alg. Small: I wish that Ald. lLamb
would, in & nightmare, tumble over the
bridge into the river. [Laughter.]

Ald, Lamb: O, pull down your vest! He
moved in amendment that the Engineer be
requested to prepareplansand the estimated
cost of & level bridge.

The wordy warfare was being resumed
without any prospect of the immediate
cessation, when His Worship the Mayor
appeared on the scene and threw oil on the
troubled waters by suggesting that Ald.
Small’s resolution be adopted snd that the
amendment be subsequently dealt with.
The Mayor's suggestion was concurred
in, and as the chairman romis-
ed to call a meeting o the
council for Friday to further consider
the bridge matter, Ald. Lamb allowed his
proposition to lie over till then,

Ald. Lamb says thereis a ni%‘ger in the
fence and he promises to pull him out to
the public gaze.

Encourage Local Work,

Ald. Bailey got a motion through stipu-
lating that all blocks of stone for street
pavements be cat in the city only. X
think it is only right and fair to those
people who are paying taxes,” he added.

The engineer was instructed to advertise
for tenders for all the pavements required
to be constrncted in connection with the
Toronto Railway Company’s electrie
system. Ald. Bailey, who {ath_’ d the
suggestion, pointed out that if works
were let out this  'season of
the year contractors could arrange for
procuring their material during the winter
and thus do the work much cheaper.

It was decided on the rezommendation of
the engineer to increase the salary of Street
Commissioner Jones from $1800 to $2500
per annum.

It was decided to asphalt Leader-lane at
a cost of $1790, the city’s share of which is
estimated at $1165, while the property
benefited will only contribute $625. - The
flankage system is responsible for the large
share the city will have to contribute to the
cost of thework, Leader-lane being oxily some
150 feet deep, while there is a flankage of
60 feet on each corner.

He had
sought the opinion of the City Solicivor on
the matter, and he. had given it as his
opinion that the city would be acting with-
in its powers to go on with the work after
the Board of Health had recommended it.

The matter will be further dealt with at
a special meeting to be held Friday, and if
in the meantime it is ascertained that the
Board of Works zannot obviate the neces-
sity of going to the people for tunds then
the question will be handed over to the
Board of Health, which Chairman Graham
has promised to call in time to pass upon it
before Monday’s meeting of council.

From the talk of the district one would
be induced to believe that a bear is one of
the most formidable and savage animals in
the world. Many women and children and

“stencerfeet,” to use a western phrase, are $

scared for their lives. to walk through a
piece of bush or a lonely road, especially
after nightfall. We have heard of one
good woman, not long from the front, who
used to keep her courage up by whistlin
along the road that the bear might thin
she was a man. The lady did not
know she had more pluck than some who
call themselves’ mer. To listen to some
people talk you would think there were
more bears to the square mile in our sec-
tion of the country than anywhere in this
globe. The number of bears near the
settlements is grossly exaggerated. The
writer has fors eight years traversed most
of the districts, often at night on foot
through lonely bush roads, and yet never
once encountered & bear. He has gone
along bush paths said to be frequented by
bears and yet never once caught a glimpse
of brumn, A pretty thorough acquaintance
with the habits of bears gained in the wild
west authorizes the statement that the
bear is a timid animal, usually sees a
stranger passing through the bush or along
the road before he can catch a sight of it,
and then commonly slips away and is very
difficult to trail. “The ghastly picture of
the bear, standing on his hind legs, pur-
luinf the hunter with terrible roars and
howls isa fancy sketch for sensational
novels. When hunted the bear is shy and
difficult to approach, shows no disposition
for a fight with human beings, and is very
hard to reach and kill without resorting to
trapping. Even the grizzly, unknown in
this section of country, and by far the
strongest physically of all the animals on
the continent, shows no keenness to assail
and will almost always run rather than
fight. Wounded or cornered he is a dan-
ﬁeroul a.nugonist and will rush, head

ownward with a swinging gallop, on the
hunter, determined to kiﬁ or be killed.
Distance lends ‘enchantment or terror to
the view. The more familiar acquaintance
one has with the ways of wild animals the
more confident will he be that, they act on
the maxim, “You let me alone and I will
let you alone.” The bear is more afraid of
the presence of man or woman than the
most timid are ot him, ’

THE SPORTING SEARCH-LIGHT.

The  contest for the trotting stallion
championship of the world between Stam-
boul and Kremlin is a hot one. Scarcely
had the Californian put the record at 2,08
flat, when Kremlin went out on the Nash-
ville track Saturday and made the mile in
2.07%, the fractional time of which was:
.32%, 1.03}, 1.35 and 2.07%.

The new champijon was bred at Wood-
lawn farm, Kentucky, and was foaled
April 8, 1887. His original name was
Effendi, meaning ‘“My friend.” Kremlin
was sired by Lord Russell, full brother to
Maaud 8., first dam, Eventide, dam of Even,
2.243, Evermond, 2.24}, and Erelong, sire
of So Long, 224}, by Woodford Mam-

' brino, 2.213; second dam Vara, dam of

Vatican, 2.29}, by Rysdyk’s Hamble-
tonian; third dam, Venus, by Beely’s
Amerigan Star. William Russell Allen of
Boston bought Kremlin as s yearling with
several other youngsters, paying $60,000
for the 8 horses.

Kremlin started three times as a 3-year-
old. His first race was in the 2.32 class at
Washington Park, Chicago, Aug. 22, 1890.
Chief Medium won the first heat in 2.30%,
Navidad the second and third in 2.234 and
2.243. Duke won the fourth heat in 2.25
and Kremlin the fifth and sixth heats in
222} and 2.23}. Navidad took the race by
capturing the seventh heat in 2,22}, Krem-
lin’s second start was at the Kentucky
Breeders’ meeting at Lexington, where
he attempted to lowor his record
of 2.22% against ‘time, but failed,
going the mile in 2.24}.  His third, at-
tempted in 1890, was for the 3-year-old
stake av Cleveland, O., in which he had a
walk-over. Kremlin was not started in
any race in 1891, . This year he won the

¢2.22 class at Narraganset Park, Sept. 23,
beating Constantine, Virginia Evans, Illi-
nois Egbert, Soudan and Sappo, and get-
tiug & record of 2.11§.  Constantine won
the first heat in 2.13}. His next encounter
was in the Transylvania Stake at Lexing-
ton, which he took in straight heats, the
phenomenal time of which was 2.11}, 2.13
and 2.113.

‘Kremlin has shown more speed in a mile
than any stallion living, and has done all of
his work on regulation tracks.
