R. J. McCobmicx’s Column

To the Electors oi the East Rid­
ing ol Lambton.

GENTLEMEN :—
I am before you as a candidate to 

represent the East Riding of Lamb- 
ton in the Ontario Legislature. I 
take this opportunity of soliciting 
your support at the coming election 
on June 29th. Owing to the short­
ness of the campaign it will be im­
possible for me to see you all per­
sonally, but will be grateful to all 
my friends who can mark their ballot 
for me on June 29th.

All mv interests are centered in 
East Lambton, and should you in­
trust me with your confidence to 
represent you in the halls of the 
Legislature nothing in my power 
will be left undone to merit the trust 
reposed in me.

As a resident of the riding for 
many years my record is well known 
to many of you, and is, I trust, a 
guarantee that I will use my utmost 
endeavor to further the best interests 
of the country as a whole and East 
Lambton in particular. If returned 
as your representative the agricul­
tural interests of the country will re­
ceive my best attention.

My record as a life long temper­
ance man is known to many of you. 
I am a firm believer in the good old 
British maxim, “The Majority 
Rules," and will support any legis­
lation for the repeal of the three- 
fifths clause now governing the vote 
on local option.

In regard to educational matters 
I consider the people are the best 
judges of their requirements, and am 
unalterably* opposed to dictating to 
them what course they must pursue. 
“Trust the People," they seldom 
make a mistake.

Schools, and declared that children 
were being sent out for education 
every day with incompetent teachers1 
to instruct them.

ON THE BUDGET OF 1914
Mr. McCormick, M. P. P., for 

East Lambton in the debate in re­
ply to the speech from the Throne 
in March, 1914, said he had the 
honor of presenting from his con­
stituency the largest petition ever 
presented in the Legislature in favor 
of Tax Reform. Speaking of the 
necessity of this reform he instanced 
the old shacks in the best part of the 
city of Toronto, which were a dis­
grace to a progressive city like Tor­
onto. The only way to remedy this 
condition of affairs was to apply the 
single tax principle to a large city 
like Toronto which would compel 
the owners of these shacks to pull 
them down and erect decent build­
ings or sell the property to some one 
who would erect buildings that 
would draw large rents. The present 
assessment system was opposed to 
the progress of any growing city.

In regard to assessment of farm 
lands he advocated a change in the 
Assessment Act whereby lands 
would be assessed at their full value 
and improvements at say 50 or 60 
per cent, of their value which would 
be an encouragement to the pro­
gressive farmers, whereas the present 
system imposes a fine on him for be­
ing progressive by having up-to-date 
buildings.

Mr. McCormick also put up a 
strong plea for the Model Schools 
which were the poor man’s school. 
The present system tended to handi­
cap the poor man in preparing any 
of his family for the teaching pro­
fession.

The member for East Lambton 
has introduced in the Legislature a 
Bill along these lines, in regard to 
assessment reform by leaving it to 
the ratepayers of any municipality 
to settle by their votes how they 
shall assess lands and improvements.

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Dominion Day

On Wednesday next forty-seven 
years will hare passed since the 
Confederation Act became of full 
force and effect, and the Dominion 
of Canada entered upon its career as 
a free self-governing nation. It was 
the first of the British oversea com­
munities to attain that distinction, 
end it has led the way in the evol­
ution of that new imperial idea 
which now dominates the British 
peoples. That idea did not come ar­
bitrarily into existence. It was the 
natural result of the conflict between 
tbe increasing national consciousness 
of the overseas communities and the 
traditional conception of the colonial 
status. For tbe reconciliation of these 
contradictory forces, statesmanship 
of no ordinary kind was and is re­
quired, and tbe important share tak­
en by the Dominion in tbe develop­
ment of harmonious co-operation, 
without impairment of local auton­
omy, will ever redound to tbe credit 
of the Canadian people and govern­
ments.

British political genius has never 
much concerned itself with the pro­
mulgation of logically correct theories 
or the demands of constitutional au­
thorities. Difficulties have been met 
and overcome as they arose without 
regard to real or supposed incon­
sistencies and the process has always 
been one of conference and com­
promise. The result has not satis­
fied ardent imperialists impatient for 
a closer and more formal bond of 
union. But the way of cautious 
advance is the safer and the passing 
of. the Dominion Days finals each 
year a fuller recognition of the ben­
efit attending mutual support among 
the nations of British stock. This 
loyalty to the imperial co-partner­
ship has helped, not hindered, nation­
al development. It has brought tbe 
wider outlook that prevents provin­
cialism, and has made Dominion Day 
Bet cnly the celebration of the com­
ing of federation, but the opening of 
a new era for tbe empire and the 
world.

The official proceedings being over Mr. 
John Farrell was appointed chairman and 
while the candidates were agreeing upon 
a program, put in a few words about - 
immigration.

The candidates agreed to take one and 
çne-half hours each, Mr. McCormick to 
speak first and to have five minutes at 
close to reply.

Mr. McCormick said that it seemed to 
him that whenever it suited a few minis­
ters they sprung an election on the 
people. There was no need of an elec­
tion at the present time. It was the 
height of nonsense. Things were work­
ing in favor of the Reform party in 
Toronto so the government sprung an 
election, which they have no right to do. 
It was squandering money—like throw­
ing $30,000 into the ditch that shonhl 
have been given to good roads. There 
was no issue before the electors. The 
speaker said he was the only farmer on 
the Liberal side of the house and on the 
other side there were only six—the 90 
others were all lawyers and doctors. It 
would make you mad to think of it— 
farmers can make as good laws as were 
ever made. He thought that the people 
were legislated to death. Regarding the 
Assessment Act he thought that taxes 
should be placed exclusively on land and 
not on improvements, but advocated 
local option in this matter. He com­
plimented Mr. Rowell as being the finest 
man you ever saw, and said he was much 
in favor of tax reform. He quoted the 
New Zealand law and thought it all right. 
The model school system was praised as 
being what the poor imi wanted, and the 
speaker claimed credit for the establish­
ing of the schools now in use. He con­
demned the government tor raising the 
interest on tile drainage loans. He was 
in favor of the abolition of the bar, and 
lauded Mr. Rowell as the finest leader in 
the world, that he went preaching on 
Sunday and was as honest as the day is 
long. The speaker condemned the three- 
fifth clause in local option. Speaking 
of the salary grab he bad refused to sign 
the round robin. The Hardy Creek drain 
grant of $225 he claimed credit for. The 
redistribution was branded as a gerry­
mander. He thought there were too 
many seats in the Legislature and said, 
“What is to hinder me from representing 
the whole county of Lambton ?” He 
scored the new government house as a ! 
gross extravagance and said it was likely 
to cost two million dollars. He claimed 
that the expenses of the province had 
increased in an extravagant manner from 
4Yz millions 9 years ago to 22 million 
last year, five of which were for hydro 
and one for railways.

Dr. Martyn was greatly pleased to be 
at the nominations again. He had listen­
ed with interest to Mr. McCormick’s 
speech. They had always been the best 
of friends and h8ped they would remain 
so. He thought the time for holding

general election most opportune. Sweep­
ing legislation had been passed, includ­
ing the Workmen’s Compensation, pro­
vincial roads and highways, hydro-radial 
and other advanced acts and that it was 
right to have a general election and go 
to the people for confirmation. With 
regard to the abolition of the liquor 
traffic he was with the people tooth and 
nail and would take off his hat to no 
man in pushing advanced temperance 
legislation and any acts of that nature 
introduced would have his support. He 
believed that the policy of local option 
was best for this advancement. It was 
sure and permanent. Both parties were 
working for the same end and he was 
just as anxious to get rid of the liquor 
traffic as the Liberals claimed to be. He 
approved ot the way the revenue of the 
province had been raised by taxing rail­
ways, express companies, stock transfers, 
race tracks, etc. He showed the large 
increase in subsidies Sir James had ob­
tained from the Dominion government. 
Regarding the educational policy he 
showed that the present government had 
given last year nearly two million dollars . 
for schools, while in 1904 the total amount • 
was only $949,000. It had increased the I 
grants for hospitals and charities $180,-1 
000, to agriculture $477,000, to education 
over $1,000,000, to good roads nearly 
$200,000 a year, besides wiping out the 
deficit of the Liberal government and 
creating a surplus of over one million 
dollars. He praised the action of the 
government in placing graduates of the 
Ontario Agricultural College as District 
Representatives of Agriculture to inform 
the farmers of the district, and the intro­
duction of courses for young men, school 
fairs, demonstration schools, field crop 
contests, drainage demonstrations. The 
O. A. Colleges had grown and prospered, 
also the Women’s Iustiutes, farmers’ 
clubs, etc. Pure-bred sires had been I 
furnished free, and wet weather in­
surance for fairs had worked well. 
In educational matters he thought we 
had advanced from a six weeks training 
system to something more substantial 
and satisfactory. He reviewed the school 
book question and showed how the 
scholars now got for 49c,what the Liberals 
made them pay $1.53 for. Hydro power 
given at cost was one of the ideas of the

present government, and the other 
systems added would give the people 
light at cost, cheap transportation, cheap 
telegraph and telephone. He defended 
the action of the government in building 
a substantial government house 
would be a credit to the province for aR 
time to come. The compensation act. 
social and moral reform, and prison 
farms were touched on by the speaker 
all of which helped to improve the con­
dition of the people. He advocated a 
demonstration farm for East Lambton 
and thought it could be made self-sus­
taining, and if elected he would do his 
best to get it

Mr. Alex. McGregor, of Toronto, 
spoke in favor ot Mr. McCormick and 
J. B. Armstrong, M. P., filled in the 
balance of the time allowed Dr. Martyn,

The meeting was a large one and got 
quite noisy at times.

The greatest thing that is going on 
in Canada to-day, for her future 
material welfare, is the growing of 
the crops, and the general report is 
that, so far, the conditions have 
seldom been better, and that the 
acreage is the largest that has ever 
been sown. The 3 western provinces 
report an increase of one million 
seven hundred and fifteen thousand 
acres under crop. Of this, nearly 
one million is in Manitoba. If noth­
ing goes wrong during the next four 
months, this crop will go a long way 
to rehabilitate business, and renew 
the stream of emigration that alone 
will warrant the high prices that 
have been set on land throughout 
the country.

New Speed-Lock For 
ou Automobiles

A new device by which a mechani­
cal check may be put on excessive 
speed, and will also curb “joy riding” 
and other unauthorized borrowing 
of oars, is described in the New 
York Sun :

A new device has been invented 
by S. Keith Evans, which places 
the control of his oar in the hands 
of the owner under all conditions. 
It is a speed-lock, which operates in 
combination with a speedometer. It 
consists of an adjustable dial which 
can be set at any speed from zero to 
seventy-five miles an hour, and 
locked in that position with a Yale 
key. When the speed indicator 
of the speedometer reaches a figure 
corresponding with the figure shown 
in the slot of the speed-look a con­
nection is formed which “outs out” 
the ignition spark and stops the 
motor. But as soon as the speed is 
reduced below the point at which 
the dial is set the spark is released 
and the motor starts automatically.

When a ear equipped with this 
device is left standing at the curb 
the speed-lock is placed at zero, 
which makes it impossible to start 
the car until unlocked with the same 
key. When locked at from five to 
ten miles an hour in a garage atten­
dants may move the car about on 
first speed without the eligheet 
possibility of “joy riding.”

Synod ot Huron Defeats. Votes 
For Women

London, Ont., June 18.—As was the 
case last year, the Anglican Synod of 
Huron, in annual session here, again to­
day denied women a voice in the vestries 
of the Church. A motion providing for 
the enfranchisement of women, so far as 
vestfy deliberations are concerned, was 
introduced by Mr. John Rausford, of 
Clinton, but was defeated by the follow­
ing vote Clerical vote, for 77, against 
46 ; lay vote, for 55, against 37. A two- 
thirds vote was necessery to carry the 
motion.

An amendment introduced by Mr. 
Charles Jenkins, of Petrolea, who spoke 
against the motion, providing for its 
reference to a special committee, which 
would report upon it at the next Synod 
meeting, was also defeated.

Rev. R. W. Norwood, rector of Cronyn 
Memorial Church, this city, and one of 
the most brilliant preachers in the 
diocese, urged that the motion be ad­
opted, declaring that it was only just and 
fair that women be given the vote.
