Among 
other things, they require that every 
dealer shall post in a prominent place in 
his office a type-written or printed notice 
containing a list of prevailing retail prices 
of all classes and sizes of coal handled by 
him, including discounts, if any.

On another page will be found a 
Government proclamation regarding de­
serters and absentees from the army. All 
those those who have either deserted 
from the army or failed to report as or­
dered in previous proclamations are giv­
en the chance to surrender themselves 
to the military, and escape publishment 
tor their offences, if they do so on or be­
fore the 24th pf August,

As the result ot an agreement be­
tween the American and Canadian Gov­
ernments, thousands of American men 
and boys who have been instrumental in 
saving the banner wheat crop of the 
Central West, are preparing to crossover 
to the Canadian Northwest to aid Canada 
to garner the wheat crop there.

A bag of 
potatoes must weigh 90 pounds and a 
barrel must contain 165 pounds of pota­
toes. A purchaser of a bag of potatoes 
who receives less than 90 pounds, may 
invoke the penalties provided by the 
Act—for the first offence, a fine not ex­
ceeding $25, for each subsequent offence, 
a fine of not less than $50, with imprison­
ment in default of payment.

PROCLAMATION
[L.S.J ± CANADA. '■f '

GEORGE the FIFTH, by the Grace of God of the United Kingdom of 
Great Britain and Ireland and of the British Dominions beyond the 
Seas, KING, Defender of the Faith, Emperor of India.

To all to whom these presents shall come or whom the same may in any 
wise concern,—GREETING :

A Proclamation of conditional amnesty respecting men belonging to 
Class 1 under the Military Service Act, 1917, who have disobeyed our 
Proclamation of 13th October, 1917, or their orders to report for duty, 
or are deserters or absent without leave from the Canadian Expedi­
tionary Force.

E. L. NEWCOMBE,
Deputy Minister of Justice, 

Canada.
WHEREAS consider­
able numbers of men 

belonging to Class I under our Military Ser­
vice Act, 1917, called out on active service in 
our Canadian Expeditionary Force for the 
defence of Canada under Our Proclamation 
of 13th October, 1917, although they have thus 
become by law soldiers enlisted in the Military 
Service of Canada,

Have failed to report for duty as lawfully 
required of them under the said Military Ser­
vice Act and the regulations thereunder, in­
cluding the Order in Council duly passed on 
April 20 last,

Or have deserted,
Or absented themselves without leave 

from our Canadian Expeditionary Force,

And it is represented that the very serious 
and unfortunate situation in which these men 
find themselves is due in many cases to the 
fact that, notwithstanding the information and 
warning contained in Our Proclamation afore­
said, they have misunderstood their duty or 
obligation, or have been misled by the advice 
of ill-disposed, disloyal or seditious persons,

AND WHEREAS we desire, if possible, to 
avoid the infliction of the heavy penalties which 
the law imposes for the offences of which these 
soldiers have thus been guilty, and to afford 
them an opportunity within a limited time to 
report and make their services available in Our 
Canadian Expeditionary Force as is by law 
their bounden duty, and as is necessary for the 
defence of Our Dominion of Canada.

NOW KNOW YE that we in the exercise 
of Our powers, and of Our good will and 
pleasure in that behalf, do hereby proclaim and 
declare and cause to be published and made 
known THAT THE PENALTIES OF THE 
LAW WILL NOT BE IMPOSED OR 
EXACTED as against the men who belong 
to Class 1 under Our Military Service Act, 
1917, and who have disobeyed Our Proclam­
ation aforesaid ; or who have received notice 
from any of Our registrars or deputy registrars 
to report for duty on a day now past and have 
failed so to report ; or who, having reported 
and obtained leave of absence, have failed to 
report at the expiry of their leave, or have 
become deserters from Our Expeditionary 
Force, PROVIDED THEY REPORT FOR 
DUTY ON OR BEFORE THE TWENTY 
FOURTH DAY OF AUGUST 1918.

AND WE DO HEREBY STRICTLY 
WARN AND SOLEMNLY IMPRESS 
UPON ALL SUCH MEN, and as well those 
who employ, harbour, conceal or assist them 
in their disobedience, that, if they persist in* 
their failure to report, absence or desertion 
until the expiry of the last mentioned day, 
they will be pursued and punished with all the 
rigour and severity of the law, SUBJECT TO 
THE JUDGMENT OF OUR COURTS 
MARTIAL WHICH WILL BE CON­
VENED TO TRY SUCH CASES or other 
competent tribunals : and also that those who 
employ, harbour, conceal or assist such men 
will be held strictly accountable as offenders 
and subject to the pains, penalties and forfei­
tures in that behalf by law provided for their 
said offence.

Provided however that nothing contained 
in this Our Proclamation is intended to release 
the men aforesaid from their obligation to 
report for duty as soon as possible or to grant 
them immunity from arrest or detention in the 
meantime for the purpose of compelling them 
to perform their military duty; Our intention 
being merely to forego or remit the penalties 
heretofore incurred for failure to report, 
absence without leave or desertion incurred by 
those men of the description aforesaid who 
shall be in the proper discharge of their military 
duties on or before the said twenty-fourth day 
of August, 1918.

Of all of which Our loving subjects and all 
others whom these presents may concern are 
hereby required to take notice and govern 
themselves accordingly.
IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF. We have caused these 

Our Letters to be made Patent, and the Great Seal 
of Canada to be hereunto affixed. Witness: Our 
Right Trusty and Right Entirely Beloved Cousin 
and Counsellor, Victor Christian William, Duke of 
Devonshire, Marquess of Hartington, Earl of 
Devonshire, Earl of Burlington, Baron Cavendish 
of Hardwicke, Baron Cavendish of Keighley, 
Knight of Our Most Noble Order of the Garter: 
One of Our Most Honourable Privy Council ; 
Knight Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished 
Order of Saint Michael and Saint George; Knight 
Grand Cross of Our Royal Victorian Order; Gov­
ernor General and Commander-in-Chief of Our 
Dominion of Canada.

One of the most encouraging items 
as to the food situation is the report 
from Texas that there is a consider­
able increase in the rice acreage.

The Bice Millers, 
Association reports 1130,717 acres,

A pound of rice costs 
a good deal more than a pound of po­
tatoes, but it “goes farther.” It is 
the equivalent of a good many pounds 
of potatoes in small bulk. It can be 
easily shipped and it will keep, where 
as the potato is a clumsy brute to 
handle and spoils on slight provo­
cation.

Medical And Dental Inspection Of 
School Children

Dr. Cody, the newly appointed Min­
ister of Education for Ontario, has an­
nounced that the medical and dental in­
spection of schools will soon be made 
compulsory in Ontario. Parkhill women 
will rejoice at this news, for the move­
ment for Rural Medical Inspection of 
schools began here. The first test inspect­
ion of rural schools was carried out in 
Parkhill and Ailsa Craig and North 
Middlesex by the late Dr. David Bentley, 
of Sarnia. The results then obtained 
showed that rural districts had a greater 
percentage of physically defective child­
ren than is found in our cities. This was 
later confirmed by examinations for 
military purposes after the war broke out.

From my position on a desk by the 
window I can look out oyer the green­
sward, just at present with beds of 
flaunting tulips and its great fountain, 
whose jeweled drops scintilate in the 
sunny air.

The grass is like a square of emerald 
velvet, bordered along its sides with 
gray, chiseled granite ; and the lac­
quered iron seats scattered here and 
there, look inviting.

I, myself, am old and battered, hav­
ing been busy for months recording the 
emotions of the human souls that 
stream in at the revolving doors yon­
der, and out again, at the one near 
me. I can see for myself that the 
building wherein I have un abiding 
place Is magnificent. I behold the mas­
sive front of red brick, with costly 
trimmings of brown stone. Two im­
mense electric lanterns throw floods 
of light, nightly, through the lace-like 
Iron filagree that protects them, on the 
masses of humanity that beat with 
rythmic tread the wide sidewalk be­
neath the window.

In my short life, for the existence of 
a pen in the service of this great gov­
ernment must of necessity be abbrevi­
ated by the democratic handling It re­
ceives, I have recorded more than one 
pitiful life story.

It is not long ago the noble elms sur­
rounding the green were bare and 
gaunt against a grayer sky, that a 
young men with hopeful eyes leaned 
over the desk where I tous lying, idle 
for a wonder, and reaching out,- grasp­
ed me tightly. As I flew, with impa­
tient strokes over the white sheet, 1 
found that I was writing thus :

“Dear M&belle—I may write—may I 
not?—what I cannot say, for when I am 
with you my Ups are ever silent. I 
followed you to the city, dear, I sought 
and found work—because—because—I 
wanted to be near you. And now I find 
that I want to be near you always, so 
much so that I am willing to brave 
your disapproval, which I have often 
seen growing In your clear, brown eyes 
—and ask you to marry me, dear— 
now, tomorrow—next week—any time, 
only that you will have it some time.

*1 am in an awful hurry, or I would 
say more. But I have an appointment 
at the quarry and all this means money 
—and perhaps you—to me. I have 
stopped here, in the post office, to pen 
these few lines, with a horribly poor 
pen. by the way.

“Please answer at once, and say yes 
—to—Jack.”

I could forgive him the Ill-mannered 
reflection on my character, when I felt 
the pace his heart was going commu­
nicate Itself to me through his fingers.

I hoped she would say yes as I rolled 
complacently over on my side, when he 
laid me down, and amused myself 
watching the gardener raking here and 
there among the stubbly brown grass 
that clothed the green.

Dipped thousands of times in ink, as 
I was daily, the foregoing episode had 
nearly faded from my mind, when 
presently it was abruptly recalled. A 
young girl in a jaunty gray jacket, with 
an aureole of violets shading her sunny 
brown hair, came hastily to the desk, 
picked me up, looked at me with dis­
approving eyes, laid me down, tried 
another pen, and then returned to her 
old lover, meaning myself. A strug­
gling sunbeam kissed her shining eyes 
till they glinted an old-fashioned gold- 
stone and lovingly* caressed, with ru<* 
dy fingers, the ehestnutty ringlets d 
hair beneath the violet aureole.

And, as I reposed snugly in the eni 
brace of her gloveless fingers, she 
moved me rapidly over the paper and 
Inscribed, in graceful characters, an 
application for a money order.

BIG LOSS INGRANARIES
Bad Weather and Mice Destroy 

Much Grain.

Concrete Structures Best — How to
Make Old Granary Efficient-—
Flush Ewes to Increase 1919

• Lamb Crop — Great Shortage of
Fall Wheat Seed.

(Contributed by Ontario Department of 
Agriculture, Toronto.)

TO hard and fast rules can be 
I laid down for the erection of 

I a convenient and efficient
granary. Each problem re­

quires a knowledge of local condi­
tions and requirements. Granaries, 
In the majority of cases, are built 
in enclosures on the barn floor, and 
constructed with too little regard for 
strength, durability and convenience. 
These structures should be located 
immediately over the feed room, each 
bin having a chute with a control­
ling slide, or a canvas distributor to 
convey the grain to the hopper of 
the grinder; or if the grain is in­
tended for market, to a sack placed 
on the scales below the chute ready 
to receive it. To facilitate emptying 
the grain, the floor of the bins should 
be sloping.

The important consideration in the 
construction of granaries and bins 
for loose grain Is to be sure that the 
structure is designed with sufficient 
strength to prevent bulging of the 
sides and springing of the floor, for 
grain, owing to its enormous out­
ward thrust, corresponding some­
what to that of water, has a ten­
dency to burst the sides unless well 
braced or supported. Timber con­
struction requires frequent repairs to 
prevent decay and general deprecia­
tion from use. It is always liable to 
climate conditions. The boards will 
crack and shrink in the summer when 
the bins may be empty, and when the 
new grain is dumped into the bins an 
enormous quantity promptly dis­
appears into the cracks and crevices 
and through mice holes, entailing 
considerable loss to the farmer, to 
the consumer and to the nation. 
Thousands of bushels of grain are, in 
this way, annually lost to the pro­
ducers through sheer indifference to 
the condition of the granary. Yet 
this preventable waste may be easily 
remedied and made secure by lining 
the bins with sheet metal.

The watchword is “Conservation/* 
Every grain is needed to feed the 
Empire and its Allies. It is, there­
fore, highly desirable at this time 
to bend every effort to eliminate all 
possible leakages and conserve our 
grain for the need of the Allied na­
tions. While there is an annual de­
preciation on a timber structure 
varying from 4 to 8%, concrete con­
struction grows better as it grows 
old; hence concrete properly re­
inforced, is the ideal material for 
granaries, because it is both damp- 
proof and rat-proof, two very essen­
tial factors in the construction of 
granaries.

Concrete properly made to suit 
existing conditions, is absolutely im­
pervious to moisture, and can be 
kept as dry as any structure of wood 
ever built. The experience of many 
farmers is that grain, mature enough 
to be placed in storage, will not spoil 
on contact with concrete, nor will 
corn mold, provided there is good 
ventilation and the roof is tight. To 
get rid of rats and mice destroy their 
nesting place and to this end con­
crete is pre-eminently the best ma­
terial and is recommended for all 
farm structures.

Under average present day con­
ditions a reinforced concrete granary 
may represent an additional outlay 
of about 25% over that required to 
construct of timber, but the high effi­
ciency distinctive of concrete quick­
ly offsets this increased initial cost. 
Concrete construction has many in 
short, important advantages. The 
contents are safe from the depreda­
tions of rodents, is damp-proof, re­
quires neither paint nor repairs, is 
fireproof, the grain is perfectly pre­
served under all conditions of clima­
tic and temperature, and the result­
ing structure is practically everlast­
ing. — Prof. John Evans, Ontario 
Agricultural College, Guelph.

Care of Ewes After Weaning.
In order to avoid udder trouble 

it is necessary to keep a close watch 
of the ewes for a few days after they 
are separated from the lambs. Not 
a few cases of defective udders can 
be traced to the want of a little care 
in this respect. Milk out just 
enough to keep the udder soft the 
day after the lambs have been wean­
ed. After two days’ time they are 
again milked out. Some ewes do 
not need any more attention after 
the second milking. Such ewes may 
be marked to indicate that they are 
dry. Three more days should elapse 
before the next milking is done and 
this method followed until it is cer­
tain the entire flock is safe. In con­
junction with the method outlined 
above the ewes should be separated 
some distance from the lapibs, and 
be on scant pastures until all are per­
fectly dry. This is a good time to 
go over the flock and cull out all un­
desirable members. Non-producers 
and those with broken mouths and 
poor udders should not be retained. 
A good deal of the success of the 
subsequent lamb, xrpp_ wUL-depend

upon me Treatment: me ewes receive 
from time of weaning until after they 
are bred. They should have good 
pastures and be given an opportunity 
of putting on flesh. This Is what la 
commonly called “flushing." Nothing 
is better for this purpose than rape 
pasture. It is usually from six weeks 
to two months from date of sowing 
that rape is ready for pasture^ It 
rape pasture is not available new 
seeding or second crop of clover will 
serve fairly well. Stock should not 
bo turned on rape or fresh clover tor 
the first time when the leaves are 
wet from rain or even dew, in order 
to avoid trouble from bloating.-— 
J. P. Sackvllle, B.S.A., Ontario Agri­
cultural College, Guelph.

Just a Note of Warning

Many boarding-house keepers and 
others engaged in the restaurant 
business in a small way, particularly 
in the smaller towns and villages, 
have not yet taken out licenses as 
they are required to do by the 
Canada Food Board. These parties 
are therefore liable to the penalty 
required by the regulations. It must 
be borne in mind that a public eating 
place subject to license is, according 
to Food Board Order No 46, “Any
place whatsoever.........where meals
to the number of fifteen or more per 
day are served or sold to others than 
members of the family or household 
of the proprietor or caterer.” Persons 
supplying meals to the number as 
staked must obtain licenses, other­
wise they are liable to fine or 
imprisonment, or both.

Fafl Wheat And Fall Rye

(Experimental Farm Note.)
There is yet time to prepare the land 

for fall sown crops such as wheat or rj e. 
The following suggestions are based on 
crop and soil experiences at the Domin­
ion Experimental Farms and Stations in 
the Eastern provinces.

WHEAT.—Sow on land either natural­
ly or artificially drained, rich m suitable 
plant food, worked into a mellow, mod­
erately deep seed-bed and situated in dis­
tricts where fall sown crops have proved 
successful.

Soil and Rotation.—Any good soil, 
preferably clays and loams, where judic­
ious crop methods are observed may be 
used for fall wheat. Çlover aod, pea 
ground and summer-fallow provide most 
suitable conditions, but meadow or past­
ure land, thoroughly prepared, may be 
expected to give satisfactory returns.

Soil Preparation.—As promptly as poss­
ible after the removal of the previous 
crop, plough from 6 to 7 inches deep or 
as deep as the productive surface will 
allow, roll or pack and work thoroughly 
until the seed-bed is deep, mellow and 
level not later than the second week in 
September.

Manure.—Light dressings of short ma­
nure stimulate strong growth and act as 
protection during winter. Knolls, inclin­
es and rolling land are especially bene- 
fitted. Ordinarily mannre should be 
supplied to some other crop in the rota­
tion rather than directly for the wheat.

Seed.—Sow large, plump, sound seed 
of strong vitality and free from weed 
seeds. Use the fanning mill wisely. Treat 
the seed wheat for “Stinking Smut”. 
This simple method is effective. Immerse 
the seed for twenty minutes in a solution, 
made of one pint formalin to forty-two 
gallons water. If you are not clear re­
garding this point write the Botanical 
Division, Experimental Farm, Ottawa. 
Be sure of the vitality of the seed you 
sow. This home made test will tell you.

Count out a hundred kernels, the run 
of the grain, sow in some of your own 
soil in a shallow box placed in a sunny 
widow and keep at a comfortable living 
room temperature. Keep soil damp but 
not wet, note the growth for two weeks. 
If only part of the seeds germinate or if 
the plants grow very slowly, it will be 
necessary to sow proportionally more 
seed to the acre. The usual rate of seed­
ing is trom \ x/z to bushels per acre.

Varieties.— Dawsons Golden Chaff, 
America Banner and American Wonder 
are high yielding varieties. Where these 
cannot be obtained secure hardiest fall 
variety available. For supply of seed 
note advertisements in farm journals or 
communicate with the Seed Branch, De­
partment of Agriculture, Ottawa.

RYE.—Fall rye is hardier than fall 
wheat and for this reason can be sown 
profitably later in the season, on a great­
er variety of soils and under more severe 
climatic conditions.

While rye does best, like wheat, on 
well drained loam or clay-loam soils, it 
will produce fair yields on lighter sands 
and loams. On very fertile soils rye is 
likely to lodge and will produce little 
grain. Under such circumstances, and if 
the district is suitable fer the growing of 
fall wheat, it would be advisable to sow 
wheat rather than rye.

Otherwise the method of séed-bed 
preparation for rye is similar to that out­
lined for wheat. The rate of seeding is 
usually from 1 j to 2 bushels per acre. 
The common fall rye is the only variety 
available' which can usually be secured 
from seed merchants.

Death of Donald Johnston
Donald Johnston of Ottawa, Dominion 

Fruit Commisioner, died at the Johnston 
homestead, lake shore, Bosanquet, last 
Sunday morning Aug. 4th, in his 42nd 
year. HI had not been well during the 
winter and spring, suffering slightly from 
rheumatism and stomach trouble. About 
two months ago he came to his home in 
Bosanquet to spend a tew days, but be­
came ill and remained there since.

Deceased was the youngest but one of 
the family of the late Mr. and Mrs. Jas. 
Johnston, of Bosanquet. He was married 
in 1911 to Miss Margaret Johnston, of 
Arkona, who survives him with two little 
daughters, Dora and Ileen. Three sisters 
and three brothers also survive him, viz: 
Mrs. Ellen Vance, con. 11, Bosanquet; 
Olive on the homestead John of Warwick, 
James on the homestead, and Colin /on 
an adjoining farm.

Much has been heard regarding the 
plans of the Dominion Government to 
help war cripples to secure remunerative 
employment in spite of the most serions 
wounds or other injuries. But, though 
Canada is conceded to be far in advance 
of all other Allied countries in the work 
of reinstating her maimed heroes com­
paratively few people have seen actual 
evidence of the miracles being wrought 
for the men by specialized vocational 
training and physical re-const ruction. 
This will be remedied at the Canadian; 
National Exhibition where at least fifty 
men who have been restored to full use 
fulnes, will demonstrate how the benefi­
ciaries of the Government’s rehabilitation 
programme have been made economically 
self-supporting. Included will be a 
number of blind men, who have been 
re-educated and are back on the civic 
payroll. The men will demonstrate at 
least 15 industrial processes, including 
typesetting oxy-acetylene welding, 
jewelry manufacture, lens grinding, ass­
aying, etc.

John Watson, Deceased

after a short illness, aged 70 years, 4 
months and nine days.

Mr. Watson was born in Brooke town­
ship, Ont., March 17, 1847, and was 
married to Jennie Foster of Warwick 
township, Ont., January 27, 1876. Mrs. 
Watson passed away 15 years ago. The 
deceased was a member ot the Methodist 
Episcopal church and took an active part 
in the work of the church. To them was 
born seven children, five sons and two 
daughters, of whom six are left to mourn 
his loss: William F., of Argyle; Lewis L.
