Ezabt," an exponent of Japaiiese thou-glits
aud affairs. The writer, a Mr. ore
Takalashi, is a ian ef evideiut intel-
ligrence, and lias studied his subjcct,
" Christianîty in Japan, past, present
and future," wvith. care. He beins with,
a reference te the Christianity of S.
Fraîncis Xavier, and urges that; its over-
throw wvas " extreinely detriînental, te,
the pregress cf the p~eople, belating thein
three hundred years in tlîeir niatch of
civilinîttioni, both. niateriahly anîd in-
tellectually.",

He then views the re-introduction cf
Christianity after thet 'volution of 18U8,
making an interesting digresion on the
failure cf Buddhism te raise the moral
standard cf the people during its three
centuries of undisturbed possession.
<'In truth," ho says, "eour Buddhism,
quite Helen-like, has paralysedl the con-
science of every îian by tolerating sins
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and v'ices; iny, 8sanietîimîig anid even
enieuîuralgingý Silis alnd vice.s, itseif pIaying
ande dallyiiig w~ith tieîiî." ''The peopIl
of .Japan were ;îturally very piolis, as
iniiîieibie temuples and< ido)IS testify
e'erywhere. 'l'lie fo rmner Christians or
martyrs rej>ieateffiy cried out ' XVe miser-
aile sinnlers, ' christ died for Oui. sinis,
etc., as thoîrl letters abiundanltly prove.
