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The President of the .N.W.T. Co.

Harvey Prentice Dwight, whose portrait ap-
Pears on this page, was born of New England
Parent,% at Belleville, Jefferson County, N.VY.,
Dec. 2 3, 1828. He came to Canada inl 1847, &
secured a position as an operator for the Mon-
treal Telegraph Co. As business increased
inl Canada W«est he was appointed Western
Superintendent of the Co. In 1881, when the
âMontreal & Dominion Telegraph Companies
Were Ieased to the G. N. T.W. Co., he was ap-
Pointed General Manager, & in 1892 was
elected President of the G.N.W.T. Co.
Three years ago, at a banquet tendered
him at'the Toronto Club, on his com-
Pleting 50 years of continuous tele-
graph service, he made a most inter- ~
esting speech, fromn which the follow-
ing extracts in regard to his career are
taken:

1 was brought up on a littie stumipy,
Stony, newly-cleared farm a few miles
bOuth of Oswego, where nîy father,
With such assistance as 1 could render
iim, occupied his spare time in nmaking
four barrels for the milîs at Oswego.
Whcn about 18 years of age it dawned
Ilpoii my mind very forcibly that 1 had Y

beter get out & find some way ot mak-
"'g a better living, if possible, than I
8eemed likely to ever make at home.
Tfhe erection of a telegraph line had
JUst been completed between Oswego
& Syracuse, & I made application &
obtained permission to enter the Os-
wego office in order to Iearni the busi-
ne~ss of an operator. 1I had heard about
this time that a telegraph line was
being built by the Montreal Telegraph
Co. in1 Canada, where 1 thought 1 might
get employment. After ascertaining
the name of the Superintendent, O. S.
Wood, I wrote to him applying for
emfployment, & received a prompt
reply, in which he asked, as soon as I
"va% able to manage a small office, to
report myseif, which in due course I
dlid. I came over from Oswego to
kingston on Aug. 27, 1847, where I met
Mr. Wood by appiontment, & proceed-
ed Nvith him on the samne day to Belle-
V'ille for the purpose of opening an office
there on the line wvhich had been erect- Pre
ed during that season between Quebec
& Toronto, a distance of joo miles, on
Which some 12 or 15 offices were being opened.
Mr. Wood, 1 may mention, was the flrst pupil
Of Professor Morse, & one of his most intimate
fiends Ve took instruments along with us,
& Opened the office in Belleville the following
'laY, whiere 1 was left in charge, & where 1
remained for a couple of months. At the end
Of that time I was ordered to Montreal, to

t'tke my place in that offi'-e as an operator. Ini
th.se early days 1 might say that a telegraph
OPeraior was looked upon as of some im-
Portance, & the telegraph office a decided
Ctriosity.

D)uring my stay in Belleville I became aç-

qîîainted with John Ross, a young lawyer,
who afterwards became the Hon. John Ross,
who was the first President of the Grand
Trunk Ry., & one of the foremost men in Can-
ada. 1 also became acquainted with Andrew
Darling, knowvn then, & for a long time after-
wards, as the first & onlv commercial travel-
1er in Canada, & Mackenzie Bowell, the young
editor of the Belleville Intelligencer, now Sir
Mackenzie Bowell. A few months ago I re-
ceived a letter from Sir Mackenzie, in which
he wrote as fol lows :-" Seeing your naine re-
minds me of the time, about 5o years ago,

when you were a telegraph operator in Belle-
ville, when you one day read off fromn the in-
strument white I copied down the first tete-
graph news despatchi ever sent over the wires,
& which I printed in my little paper.'

1 took my place as an operator in the Mon-
treal office, & remained there until the spring
of 1850. '«hile acting as operator, 1 also did
something as messenger, batteryman, line
repairer, & in fact everything that was neces-
sary to be done in connection with the work-
ing of the office. During the time 1 was in
Montreal I had occasion to know, as a young
man, Mr. Holton, afterwards the Hon. L. H.

Holton ; Mr. McPherson, afterwards Sir
David McPherson ; Hon. Jolin Young, &
many other men of the day in Montreal, whose
messages I handled over the wire, & whose
names becamie very familiar to me, & have re-
mained so ever since. Our staff consisted of
four or fiye persons-our Stîperintendent, my-
self as Chief Operator (& sometimes the only
one), one or two clerks, & one messenger,
a faithful old soldier, who delivered messages
with a good deal more reliability than speed.

I remember well being terrified & almost
paralyzed one day by the clerk from the outer

office, who came rushing into the oper-
ating roomn in an excited manner to tell
me that Lord & Lady Elgin had called
10 see the working of the telegraph, &

S almost before I knew it they were both
beside me as I was sending a message
over the line. They were accompanied
bvLadr.y Alice Lampton & Lord Mark

ker Mr. Wood, our Superintendent,
soncme in, however, & relieved me

from the duty of explaining to the dis-
tinguished party the working of the
instrunments. Lord Elgin made such an

* impression upon my mind that 1 have
ever since remembered himi as one of
the handsomest men I ever saw. I
heard him speak upon one or twvo oc-
casions in Montreal, &* made up my
mmnd, & have always thought so sîice,
that he wvas a very great man. Not
long after this visit of Lord Elgin to the
office I saw his carniage being pelted
bv a shower of stones thrown by an
excited mob as lie wvas leaving the
Parliament House, where he hiad been
ta sanction some bills which had been
passed by Parliament, &9 which included
w~hat was called the Rebellion Losses
Bill, about which there had been great
excitement throughout the country.
After Lord Elgin's carniage, with its
broken windows, had escaped, the mob
rushed down the street towards the
Parliament House, arming themselves
on the way with paving stones picked
up on the street, & surrounding the
building, stoned the windows-the
members still present making their
escape in the most disorderly manner-
& set fire to the building. I stood in a

Co. safe doorway on the opposite side of
the street & witnessed the wvhole scene,
of which I retain the most vivid recol-

lection.
TFhe Post Office Department at the time I

was in Montreal was in charge of the Englishi
Government, & the Postmnaster-General, Mr.
Stayner, wvas stationed in Montreal, as I have
special occasion to remember. A mail steamer
was reported from below ini a message ad-
dressed to Mr. Stayner, & knowing that this
news wvas being anxiously looked for, on dis-
covering that our only messenger was out, I
put on my' bat & ran to the Post Office, a
short distance up St. James Street, without
waiting to put the message in an envelope, &
delivered it in breathless haste to the great
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man himseif personally. Instead of receiving
any thanks, howvever, for my zeai, I was
treated to the severest kind of reprimand for
the liberty 1 had taken in delivering the mes-
sage in such an informiai nianner. It is need-
less to say 1 neyer repeated the offence.

In the spring of 185o I was sent to Toronto
to take charge of the Co.'s business here, &
to be in a position to recommend such exten-
sions ini the Province of Ontario as might
seem desirable. During my first year in To-
ronto I seni & received myseif on the instru-
ments every message wvhich passed over the
line to & from this point. These messages
were deiivered by one smail freckied-faced
Scotch boy, with a pientiful growh of hair on
bis head, named Robert Easson. 1 rernem-
ber well how he ran with each message wbich
required to be deiivered as if bis very life de-
pended upon it. That boy is now in charge
of our Press News Department, & is here
to-night.

I had flot been long in Toronto before 1 be-
gan to suggest to the head office various ex-
tensions of our lines, & as these suggestions
wvere almost invariabiy adopted, I grew boider
& more reckiess, until the Head Office began
to get nervous & frightened. It was finaliy
concluded, howvever, & I was notified by
Hugb Alian, afterwards Sir Hugh, that I
should have carte blanche to do as 1 iiked, it
oniv being required that I sbouid give notice
each winter of wbat lines I proposed to build
during the ensuing season. During tbe fol-
iowing years arrangements were made for
building a uine aiong the Great Western Ry.,
& from time to time other raiiways as tbey
were projected & built in Ontario, such as the
Port Dover & Lake Huron; the Toronto &
Nipissiîg ; the Northern ; the North Simcoe ;
the Port Hope. Peterborough & Lindsay ; the
Midland; the Grand junction the Victoria;
the Hamilton & Lake Erie; the Hamilton
& North Western ; the Lake Simcoe Junc-
tion ; the Welland ; the Whitby& Port Perry ;
the Victoria ; the Toronto, Grey & Bruce, etc.
Not oniy did we arrange to buiid uines aiong
these different railways, some of whicbi were
consolidated witb the Great Western, & final-
iy with the Grand Trunk, but we aiso cover-
ed ail the principal higbways in the Province.
I remember weil an occasion ivben a rather
sarcastic enquiry came from the Secretary of
the Mlontreal Co., as to ivhetber I bad found
any more saw milis to whicb 1 proposed to
extend the uines. The poiicy adopted, bcw-
ever, turned out to be a good business policy.
& to-day tbe map of wires covering the cotin-
try looks like a thickiy-woven spiders web
through which a fly couid scarceiy escape.
There is hardly a toivu or village in the couin-
try wbich is ijot inciuded in this network of
uines, to say notbing of the present telephone
svstem, s0 that instantaneous electrical com-
munication is aimost witbin the reacb of
every nans door.

1 trust it mav be considered a pardonabie
pride on my part that I have had sometbing to
do with the extension of an enterprise which
bas done so much towards faciitating the
business & promoting the bappiness of the
worid, & I have glwayiî estenect it a matter

for tbankfuiness that my attention was turocld
at an eariy time in my life in this directiol

Wihen I commenced my career as an oPer
ator tisere were oniy two raiiways in the cou5
try, a sbort uine of 9 miles between Mofitreal
& Lachine, & the other between La Prairie&
St. Johns. There was isot a mile of raiîroad
in Ontario or any o tber part of the Domifliol
& as illustrative of bow one enterprise !n'y
help another, it is undoubtediy true that raIl-
way traffic is enormously increased by the
assistance rendered by tbe telegrapb in facii-
iîating -the movements of trains, &c.

The tariff on messages in tise early daY5

ivas reckoned in Englisb currency, not dol'
lars & cents as now. On any extensions O
the uines iîs any direction, a smali additi0fl,
rate was cbarged on throtîgb messagesht'

fialafter a great many exe sionslîli
been made, the tariff became a corpicatted
affair, charges ranging from 1,s. to 7s. 6d.,&
it became a question for careful coîssiderato
as to how so complicated a scale nîight be
simplified. My advice was asked in the roat-
ter, & I at once procured stalements fr00 ai"
the different stations along the uine, 5howing
the exact number of messages handied ulnder
the different rat-es. From these statemeflts 1
discovered the fact that over 90o% of the oie-
sages sent were under the iower rate, & con-
seqsîentiy between offices the nearest tO01
another. 1 submitted a report to show that
the difference between tbese bigb rates e&2
uniform rate of 25c. îvouid invoive no0 geat
ioss to the Co., even if there were no iliicra.çe
in the number of messages, wbiie it would ap-
pear to the public a very great colicessiofll
The Co. adopted tbe suggestion, & a ulniforal
25c. rate was ordered. The conseqîlence 'was
that business immediately increased betWeen
remoter points on the uine, & the policy prO'-
ed eîninentiy satisfactory to ail concerned.

Vou are ail weli acquainted with the extra-
ordinary deveiopment in the application of
electricity, as shown in the telephone, eleCtrc
raiiway, fire aiarm systems, transmissiOnofO
power & in other directions. It bas beeln Il
common saying ever since 1 entered the btus"
ness that electrical development was 00uly 10

These electrical mat-
ters are full of wonders. I neyer get into a
trolley car but 1 think of how %vonderful a
thing it is that by mere contact with a siender
Overhead wire the power Of 40 horses cari be
broughit inito the motor, as well as current
that can be utilized to heat & light the car.
It is a wonderful thing tliat a slender wire
Îtrung about the city should be made to burst
out into a thousand brilliant lights at different
Points, wherever required, by the simple inser-
tion of a certain amount of resistance at given
Points on the wire. It is a marvellous thing
that by speaking into a simple little instru-
nient which contains a metal disc which cor-
responds to the drum of the buman ear-the
tone, pitch & character of our voices can be
carried for îoo or 500 miles, & recognized by
Our friends at the other end of the wire as dis-
tinctly as if they were standing but io feet
awvay. These are simply wonders which no
Mian can explain. Cao you wonder that such
a business should be of sufficient interest to
keep me in connection with it for 50 years ?
If 1 were to faIt heir to a million dollars to-
'florrow, 1 would ask leave of absence from
n'y work long enongh to visit the Pyramids,
but only on the condition that 1I might return
to my work again, and continue iin it as long
as possible. While the business with which I
amw connected has had its peculiar ivorries &
anxieties, as ail other business has, it still re-
tains for me its attraction, & I hope to be
atllowed to take an active part in it as long as
Iarn able to be of any use or service.

It has been one of the pleasures of my later
Years to know that s0 many operators who
learot their business upon aur lines are now
filling responsible positions with other com-
Panies. Upon one occasion in taking a trip
Over the line of the C. P. R. to British Colum-
bia, in company with my friend, Mr. Nicholîs,
Wben we returned over the Union Pacific, at
iany of the stations along the route both go-
ing & coming I was accosted by operators,
Station-masters & others, who reminded me
that they were once operators on our lines, &
had kindlv recollections of their Canadian
associates. And I have reason to know that
Canadian operators are looked upon most
Favorabîy by their employers in the United
States. «During the American war some of
the most expert field operators were Can-
adians, & the celebrated Southern raider,
Morgan, had on bis staff an operator namned
1Ellsworth, who became celebrated during the
War, & who learnt bis business in our Wbitby
office.

Fifty years is a long time to look forward
to, & is something wbich is rarely done. I
remeniber when a boy baving a vague idea
that a man 5o years of age ivas pretty well
advanced in life. As I grew older 1 set the
date forward, & have been setting it forward
ever since. Fifty years, however, is not a
very long tume to look back upon, & I can

ardîy realize that I have spent 50 ycars in the
telegra1 ih service ; neither cao I realize that
tO-morrow I shaîl be 69 years of age. I arn
now confldently of the opinion that a man of
70 years is not to be counted as old. When
a mnan reaches 8o perhaps he may begin to
thiiik he is getting old, but certainly not uintil
then. If I were to give my advice as to how
at man might best retain his youthful feelings
& ambitions, I sbould sa),: spend at least a
n1onth iin the woods cvery year. If this does
nOt have the desired effect, then I know of
'iotbing that will. Doctors & drugs will not
de it

Duri ng the time of early telegraph exten-
sions in varions parts of the country I was of
COurse travelling about froni place to place,
fxing uipon routes, opening offices & appoint-
i0g operators, & during these journeys invari-
ably enquiring as to the location of different
trout streams, which I dnly noted. After-
Wards, whenlever I cotild manage to do so, in
eOmpany witb my friend, Tom Townsend-

who is here to-night, & wvho has been my
companion in fisbing & hunting trips for the
last 40 years or more-we often visited these
streanis. As the country becamie better set-
tled, during the last 20 or 25 years we have
had to find other & more remote territorN,
wvhere we can indulge our favorite sport. i
amn glad to see here to-night s0 many friends
wvho have first or last been my companions in
the north woods, camping on Island Lake,
Cedar Lake, Long Lake, Kiaskoka, Manitou,
& numberless streams, rivers & waterfalls iin
Ontario, & on some salmon rivers in New
Brunswick, where we have enjoyed holidays
with a relish little understood by those who
have had no such experience. I challenge
my friends here who freqîtent New York to
produce a Delmonico or Waldorf chef tha
equal of a 1'simoky Indian that we know,"
wvho cooks our bacon & trout freshly taken
from the rapids of the Eau Clair or Manitou.
There is a poem by Kipling in a recent number
of Scribner's Magazine, which 1 would recom-
mend to any of you who have not yet read it.
On first reading you will probably not make
head or tail of it, but after reading it carefully
over again you will begin to smell the camp
fire, and feel moved to take down your trout
& salmon rods and reels; examine your Jock
Scots & Silver Doctors, & note carefully whe-
ther they are ready for earliest possible use
in the spring. I have records and memos of
these trips of ours for the past 30 years, & I
think I would sooner lose aIl the business re-
cords with which I have anything to do than
these diaries of my hunting & fishing trips in
our north woods. Those of you liere to-night
who only know something of this Dorninion
by noting the weekly increase in raîlway traf-
fic, & other sncb information, & have not
camped in those north woods & along those
trout streanis & salînon rivers, do tiot begin
to realize wbat a grand country we liye in.

Expansion Allowance In Laylng Rails.

A railway superintendent writes us: AI-
thongh a great deal has been written on the
subject of space to be left betwen ends of
rails in track laying, yet in every-day practice
this important matter is very little nnderstood,
with the result that rails are ruined in track
by too great opening at the ends. On many
roads elaborate instructions are given as to
the allowvance for varions temperatures, but
as a matter of fact the track-laying foreman
jams a piece of a spike box between the ends
of the rails & lets theni go at that. From ex-
tensive measurements made of rails at 3o' be-
low zero & too' above, the extrenie expansion
of a rail was found to be about 3-32", & in
desigîîing rails & fastenings the holes in the
rails & angle bars & size of the boîts should
be sncb that the maximum expansion could
not exceed this.

Many discussions have taken place as to the
difference in expansion of light & heavy rails.
As an experiment, 1 bad a light & a heavy
rail dipped in cold 'vater & a foot cnt off each
& placed in a furnace, with the result that
they both expanded alike, but in practice the
heavier section of rail does nom expand as
much as the lighter section, for the reason
that iL takes so much longer for the snn's rays
to thoroughly heat the heavier section.

I have made exhaustive experiments in lay-
ing heavy rails- 7 2 to 8o lb. sections-& n0W
always place theni tight wben laying in snm-
mer, which is the season rails are generally
laid, & in the faîl when the days are cold
leave 3-16" at opening between rails. Rails
laid tight show much better wear than those
of sanie make laid open.

Accidents have occurred tbrough rails kick-
ing ont, & the average trackman invariably
attributes this to lack of expansion, where
nine tumes ont of ten the cause is due to
creeping track,
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The Algoma Central Rallway, Etc.

Principal Grant, of Queecus University,
Kingston, bias contributed to the October
Canadiani Magazine an article on"I The Jason
of Ageýnia," Jason in thîs case bving F. Il.

Wheni the Helen mine et'
iron ore was discovered near Michipicoton &
a short railway brought it to a hiarbor ready
for the market, transportation te the Midîhnd
blast furnace & other points becamie an iii-
mediate necessity. But the ship-brokers coulml
not sîîpply steamers or barges. AIl were pre-
engaged. XX'hat was tobe donc? \Wait on
the pleasure of Mr. Rockefeller, who could
put on the screw when it suited & as oeinas
be liked ? No. The rigbt meni were at once
despatched to Britain, to purchase four steain-
ers witb the largest carrying capacitv cciii-
patible witb getting through our systein of
locks. While I xvas at the Sanît iii Aug., thme
last of the four arrived at the dock, near the
newv offices, witb a cargo of î,,Soo totis cf
Portland cement, bricks & other stîîff, breuglht
from England right up int the heart of the
continent, without brcaking bulk ! Is there
another sncb system of inland navigationî cIsc-
whcre in the wvorld ? These steamers arc te
be carriers ail the year round. On thc ap-
proacli of winter, they will un clown to the
ocean & engage in the Atlantic Coast carrying
trade. Barges too are under way, for the
outfit must be complete.

IlXVe might be sure that railways as well
as steamers would be planned. Ibree maiîn
lines, not counting branches, are now being
constrncted, located or contemplate'd, bv the
same inîtelligence which saw the possihilities
of the Lake Superior nîill-pond, & lias ever
since been engaged in turiîing the pessible
toto the actual. The first is the Algoiîîa Cein-
tral, to mun back to Missanabie on the îmainî
line of the C.P.R. The second will extend
the Algoma Central to the sait water cf James
Bay, the pocket of Hudson's Bay vhiclî
beods down to within 300 miles of Missan-
abie. The third will coîînect tlîe Sudburv
rgeion with the great Manitoulin Islandà,
crossing the norblî Cliannel of the Georgian
Bav at Little Current. Eaclî of tîese pro-
mises to impart new life to large & bitherto
hermetically sealed districts of the Province.
The first to miles of bhe Algoma Central are
complebed already. 1 had a mun over the n i
their unballasted condition, on a truck, iin
company wibhi three or four Americami gentle-
men who had coîîîe up froni New York &
Philadelphia to sec the holes in the grotiîd
where their money wvas being sowiî. May
they reap a good barvest! To mv astotii-
ment tlhe line ran througlî a fairîv-well Nvood-
ed & well-settled rolling countr. I bad in nmv
own oîind previotisly given op tia wbole oftbat
nortbern shore region as a bopeless barren, &
the day before I ball beeîî informied by an in-
telligent persoti in ilie Sauît that it wvas simplv
that & mever would be atîytlîing more. Me-Ist
ignlorant are w-e of wbiat we are nost assured.
Weil, settlers had filtered in, nmen witlî lîearts
of oak, & that tbey lîad prospered, the fences,
fields & buildings aIl along thic une bare testi-
mony. And now the sun had arisen on theni.
The railwvay was at their doors to carry their
stock & garden stuff, their butter, eggs &
chickens t0 as hungry a market as the heart
of fanmer couîd desire. The Co. believes that
there are fertile littîc valîcys & patches of
good land ail the way 10 Missatiabie, & se
they have agreed witb the Governiext cf the

After outlining the proposition, Sir Chiarles
said he had received a letter from Sir Henry
Tyler, formerly Prcsident of the road, ex-
pressing disapproval of the re-organization &
asking that the letter be read before tlhe
meeting. White with passion Sir Charles de-
clared that the vile language emiployed by
Sir Henry justified bim in putting it ini the
fire. The President continncd bis denunicia-
tion of the former President until the audience
rose, crying, " Put it in the fire ! ' urn it
Shamne!"

There was a scene of great disorder & then
there arose a cry: " Tyler is here.' lIn a
moment a dead silence reigned, &bewn
two rows of astonished shar-eholders tuie vern-
erable figure of ex-President Tyler wvas scen
walking towards the directors' rostruin.

As soon as Sir Rivers W\,ilsoni recovered bis
composure, he said, -"Tyler, stand up, von
who have vilificd ns, & repeat before us ail
the charges you have mnade."

Cheers mingled with groans greeted Sir
Henry Tyler, wvho maintained that the C. &
G.T. was owned & controlled by the Canadian
G.T., & that, therefore, the directors wvere
making false pretences wheni they represent-
cd the re-organization as a transaction be-
tween two independent concerns. Continn-
ing, Sir Henry asserted that the scheme in-
volved the repudiation by President Wilson of
the C. & G.T. 2nd mortgage bonds, whichi,
he asserted, were cut down from 5 to 4'ý._

SBe bonest," sboutcd Sir Henry Tyler.
" Don't repudiate them."

Amidst a roar of hisses & jeers the voice
of Sir Henry was lost, but he continnied wv-
ing his arms & shonting inaudible charges
against Sir Rivers Wilson. The latter stood
up & in equally heated language absolntely
denied Sir Henry's allegations & abused his
administration. Half the time Sir Henry was
on bis feet endeavoring to interrupt, & thle
extraordinary spectacle was presented of' the
President & the ex-President of a great rail-
way, both well-known financiers, standing
before a howling audience, botlî of thin
shouting at once, & neither speaker beiîîg
audible. It was only wvhen several persomîs
stepped forward with the intention of hiustl-
ing Sir Henry Tyler out of the rooin that lie
subsided.

The meeting then, by a large nîajority, ap-
proved the directors' plan to re-organize tlhe
C. & G.T. with a guarantee of the interest
on the bonds to be issued by the îîew
company.

The meeting also gave Sir Charles a v'ote of
thanks.

During the course of bis speech, the Presi-
dent urged the shareholders to persist ini imi-
proving the line. He added that the surplns
earnings of the Central Vermont road %voîld
for the present be applied to this purpose. lHe
expressed the belief that the Pan-Amnerican
exposition at Buffalo ivould greatîx add to
the business of the road. But lie furtlier said
that be considered it doubtful that tlhe ex-
penses of the road, in view of the lahor
troubles in the U.S., would be reduced dnring
the coming year.

CHICAGO & GRAND TRUNK FINANCES.

E. W. Meddaugh & H. B. Joy, as receivers,
have filed their second quarterly report. It
covers the period between March 31 & July 1,
19oo, the disbursements having exceeded the
receipts by nearly $70,ooo. Besides this, the
condition of the road, according to its engin-
eer, demands the outlay of $ioo,ooo for 20
miles of new rails to put it into a safe condi-
tion for winter travel. The receivers hope to
secure this amount fron the next quarter's
profits.

Canadian Northern Railway.

In our July issue we published an abridged
prospectus issued by this Co. in connection
with the issue of £1,191,500 4'2 per cent.
30 year (Ontario Division) ist mortgage de-
benture bonds On returning to Canada in
Aug. from England W. Mackenzie stated to
a reporter that he had succeeded in floating
these bonds very successfully. Following
are some additional particulars fron thé com-
Plete prospectus issued in England :

The Co.'s main line is for convenience
divided into three divisions-the Ontario, the
Winnipeg and the Saskatchewan divisions.
The Co. has issued on its Winnipeg & Sas-
katchewan divisions, 4% 30-year gold bonds,
at the rate of $8,ooo a mile, which mav be in-
creased to $io,ooo a mile, which bonds are
guaranteed, principal & interest, by the Gov-
ernment of Manitoba. Thus the present
bonded indebtedness of the Co., including
the present issue, amounts to $12,531 per
mile (of main line), & the interest thereon to
$539 per annum per mile, as shown in the
following table :

This low rate of fixed charges results
largely f rom the liberal aid granted to the Co.
towards construction by the parliaments of
the Dominion & of the provinces of Ontario
& Manitoba.

In addition to the guarantee of the Mani-
toba Government, the Dominion Government
gave the Co. a land grant of 6,400 acres a
mile on the main line in Manitoba, & of 12,-
80o acres a mile on the main line in Saskatch-
ewan. The Dominion also made a grant of
$6,400 a mile towards construction on 208
miles of the Ontario Division, & $3,200 a mile
on 63 miles thereof, & the Government of On-
tario made a grant of $4,ooo a mile for the
same purpose on 271 miles passing through
that province.

The Co. has the right to construct roomiles
from its main line, at or near the boundary of
Manitoba & Saskatchewan, towards Prince
Albert, with a cash subsidy from the Dominion
Of $3,200 per mile.

The Dominion Government has entered into
Contracts with the Co. for the transport of mails,
Materials, men & supplies, by which the Gov-
ernment agrees to pay the Co. for 2oyears $8 0,-
>00 a year. Such mails, materials, men & sup-
Plies are to be carried by the Co. at fixed
rates & charges, & accounts thereof & of the
Payments made by the Government as above,
are to be kept & rendered yearly, & interest
at 4% per annum allowed on the balance on
either side. Any balance at any time due by
the Government to the Co. is to be paid an-
fluallv, but the Co. is only called upon to pay
the Government any balance that may be

against the Co. at the expiration of the period
of 20 years. The Government retain 533,333
acres of its land grant as security for the per-
formance of these contracts. Such land may
be sold either by the Government or the Co.
at prices to be fixed by both parties jointly,
but the price shall in no case be less than
$1.50 an acre, & the proceeds of sales shall be
received by the Government & taken into the
account as above.

When the main line is completed to the
Saskatchewan River, the Co. will have
earned on it & on its branches now construc-
ted a land grant from the Dominion of 2,455,-
466 acres. These branches are the Winni-
pegosis branch, 23 miles completed ; the
Gilbert Plains branch, 6 miles completed &
the remaining 12 miles graded ; & the Stan-
ley Jet. branch, 66 miles. Out of the 2,455,-
466 acres of land, 533,333 acres are retained
by the Government as above, & 1,365,333
acres have been mortgaged to secure $2,000,-
000 of 4% of 2o-year land grant bonds, & the
interest on these bonds is provided by the as-
signment of the above mail & transport con-
tracts. There will remain of the grant up-
wards of 550,ooo acres which have not been
incumbered, & on these the bonds will be a
first charge. The land grant bonds are a
charge upon the lands pledged at the rate of
$1.50 per acre, & the lands are now selling
rapidly at an average price of $3.35 per acre,
which, it is expected, will increase from year
to year, as in the case of the Canadian Pacific
land grant. The lands are situated in prox-
imity to the railway, & an area several times
larger than the actual acreage required has
been reserved by the Government for the Co.,
& the Co. bas the advantage of choosing only
such lands as are " fairly fit for settlement."

All monies received on account of sales of
land are payable to the trustees of the land
grant bonds, & with accumulated interest
thereon are to be a applied in the repayment
of the land grant bonds, & when these bonds
are paid off, will either be ac-cumlated in the
hands of the trustees for the redemption of
the bonds of the present issue, or, at the
option of the Co., may be applied to the pur-
chase of bonds of the present issue in the
open market. The 55o,ooo acres above men-
tioned, & the equity of redemption in the lands
covered by the land grant bonds, form part
of the security of the present issue

It is expected that the net earnings for 1900
(on the 220 miles now open) will amount to not
less than $150,ooo. In addition to this there
will be considerable earnings from the 200
miles shortly to be opened & from the further
200 miles to be completed this year.

Up to Dec. 31, 1899, 35,ooo acres have
been sold to settlers, at an average price of
$3.35 per acre, of which by far the larger
part was sold since the spring of 1899.

The Dominion & Provincial subsidies are
made payable to the contractors, Mackenzie,
Mann & Co., in 1o mile sections, only on the
completion thereon to the satisfaction of the
Government'sChief Engineer. The proceeds
of the present issue will be held by the trus-
tees & paid over in a similar manner on the
passing of each section by the Dominion
Government.

United States Railway Earnings.

Railway gross earnings for Sept. continue
to show increase, though the total increase &
rate per cent. are much smaller than for re-
cent months, & the number of railroads re-
porting decreases is considerably augmented.
The Chronicle's figures cover 107 roads ag-
gregating 1o,o68 miles, against 97,678 miles
a year ago. Their gross earnings were 86o,-
761,204, which was an increase of $1,316,472,
or only 2.21%. This is in comparison with
$6,081,159, or i1.o8% increase in 1899, $2,-
790,805, or 6.04% in 1898, & $6,385,823, or
14.14% gain in 1897. Decreases are reported
on 36 of the roads, & 14 of these in amounts
over $30,ooo. Among these are the Great
Northern system, with a loss of $236,422, the
Northern Pacific $173,475, the Chicago, Mil-
waukee & St. Paul $150,940, & the Minneapo-
lis, St. Paul & Sault Ste. Marie $124,984.
The Illinois Central leads the list of roads re-
porting gains with $300,668. The Chesapeake
& Ohio reports gains of $226,917, the Balti-
more & Ohio $192,308, the Choctaw, Okla-
homa & Gulf $î51,ooo, The Mexican Central
$146,055, the Norfolk & Western $140,602,
the New York Central $137,680, & the Mis-
souri Pacific $137,336. A number of causes
have contributed to the falling off, chief of
which were the lessened activities in cotton &
grain movements & the floods in Texas. The
anthracitecoal strike began Sept. 17, & has had
its effect. But none of the companies are in-
cluded in the statement. Bituminouscoal roads
like the Chesapeake & Ohio & the Norfolk &
Western exhibit gains in earnings because of
the increased demand for soft coal. The
failure of the spring wheat crop is having
some effect on certain roads. There was a
slight increase to be sure in the wheat re-
ceipts for 4 weeks at 1o western centres,
from 29,746,400 bush. a year ago to 29,86 1,105
this year, but this gain has been in the winter
wheat. At Minneapolis the deliveries were
7,400,100 bush. this year, against 9,600,140 a
year ago, & at Duluth there were only 2,827,-
043 bush. delivered this year, against io,614,-
282 last year. There has been a marked fall-
ing off also in corn receipts, from 26,244,602
bush. a year ago, to 17,524,363 this year. Of
the groups of roads only one, the Northwest-
ern & North Pacific, shows a falling off.
These 12 roads report gross earnings for
Sept., 1900, of $14,954,535, against $16,122,-1 16 a year ago.-Railroad Gazette.

Eacb stop of a train running at sucb a bigh
rate of speed is equal to a loss of about 4
minutes ; that is, allowing for the time wben
tbe train begins to slow up until it again at-
tains its maximum speed after making stops
the train loses by eacb stop 4 minutes com-
pared witb time it would make if it continued
on at full speed without making the stop.
The comparison, after deducting the " dead
time " & 4 minutes for each stop, is stili more
favorable to the International Limited, as un-
der :-Lake Shore Limited, net time iîi hours,
35 minutes, or 46 6-io miles an bour ; Inter-

national Limited, net time 10 bours, 57 min-
utes, or 55 8-îo miles an bour.

The New York & Ottawa's equipment con-
sists of 8 locomotives, 12 passenger cars, i
baggage car, 3 combination cars, 320 freight
cars & 4 cabooses. As the Co. will not have
through Newv York service this winter it bas
not been found necessary to purchase the 2
locomotives mentioned in our last issue.

The Great Northern of Canada's equipment,
most of which bas been purchased recently in
the U.S. by Vice-President McNaught, of
New XYork, comprises 12 locomotives, mostly
new ; 14 passenger cars, 2 combination cars,
passenger, mail & express; 4 baggage & ex-

press cars, 6oo box cars, 140 platform cars, 69
gondolas, & 6 cabooses.

The Minneapolis, St. Paul & Sault Ste.
Marie's Baldwin compound decapod locomno-
tive was illustrated in our last issue. As
stated, it was guaranteed to haul 2,000 tons,
exclusive of the tender & caboose, on a cofn
pensated grade Of 42 ft. per mile.

The White Pass & Yukon used last winter
a regular standard guage rotary snowv plOW,
the only change made before putting it into
service being to push the wheels in to narrOe
gauge. The trucks thus changed gave sonie
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trouble, due to the wbeels being too far from
the load in the axle. A change has been made
ini the truck to do away witb this trouble. In
ordering another rotary a special specification
has been made for tbe truck so that it can be
quickly changed to the narrow gauge. The
work of a rotary on the W. P. & Y. is probably
as bard as can be found anywvhere, if flot hard-
er, & there were several breakdowns last win-
ter,tbe most seriousone beingtbe knocking out
of a back cylinder bead & witb it about haîf
the back cylinder flanger, the break extend-
ing into tbe steam port. This was caused by
the rod boîts letting go. A break was also
found in the bcd plate of the rotary, which bas
been repaired. On several occasions last
Winter as many as 4 engines were pusbing the
rotary in tbe very bardest kind of snow.

The G. T. R. recentlyplaced an order, divided
between two locomotive works in tbe U.S.,
for 12 mogul locomotives, to be used on the
Ist district extending tbrougb tbe New Eng-
land States to Portland, Me. Tbese loconmo-
tives will be of the same character & design
as the moguls now being built at the Co. 's Mon-
treal shops, wbich bave already been described
in these colamns.

At present its operations are confined to Mon-
treal, Toronto, & Hamilton, but it will pro-
bably extend to other cities, & Ottawa is
likely to be one of tbe first to be added.

Minneapolis, St. Paul & .Sault Ste.
Marie Ry.

Following is the report of this subsidiary
company of the C.P.R. for the year ended
J une 30 last

Tbis being the first printed report the Co.
bas issued it is proper to give a brief history
of tbe organization. The Minneapolis, Sault
Ste. Marie & Atlantic Ry. Co. was organized
in 1883, under tbe general incorporation laws
of the State of Wisconsin, &, during tbe years
from 1884 to 1887, constructed & operated tbe
line extending from Minneapolis to Sault Ste.
Marie, 494 miles ; tbe Minneapolis & Pacifie
Ry. Co. was organized in 1884, & the Min-
neapolis & St. Croix Ry. Co. in 1885, under
the laws of Minnesota; the former Co. con-
structed the line from Minneapolis to Boyn-
ton, N.D., in 1886 & 1887, about 288 miles.
The Aberdeen, Bismarck & Nortbwestern Ry.
Co. was organized in 1883, under tbe general
incorporation laws of tbe Territory of Dakota;
this Co. graded & bridged a line from Aber-
deen to Bismarck & acquired terminal pro-
perties in botb places, but neyer laid any
track.

In 1888 the above companies were consolidat-
ed, & ail tbeir rights, properties & franchises
united & vested in one single corporation, tbe
Minneapolis, St. Paul & Sault Ste. Marie Ry.
Co., under the statutes & general laws of the
states above referred to. The consolidated
company thus acquired about 8oo miles of
road in operation. Its stock was issued to
the extent Of 140,000 shares common & 70,000
preferred, in excbange for tbe stock of tbe
several constittuent companies. The Minnea-
polis & Pacific Ry. Co. bad issued $4, 290,000
& the Minneapolis, Sault Ste. Marie & Atlan-
tic Ry. Co. $10,000,0o0 5% bonds. The con-
solidated company executed a mortgage pro-
viding for the issuance of $2 1,000,000 of
bonds on tbe 800 miles of road already con-
structed & $20,ooo a mile on each additional
mile tbereafter constructed ; sufficient of the
bonds were reserved to retire at par value
tbe bonds of the constituent companies. In
1890 an arrangement was effected whereby
the bolders of tbe outstanding consolidated
bonds surrendered 1.5% of the saine & received
in lieu thereof income certificates to tbe
aniount Of $77 1,000, due in i 9oo, & at tbe same
tirne a reduction of tbe rate of interest from
5 to 4%, tbe C. P. R. Co. guaranteeing the lat-
ter amount; the same privilege, iLe., tbe C.P.-
R. Co. s guarantee Of 4% was extended to tbe
bolders of tbe M. & P. & M., S. Ste. M. & A.
bonds, & finally the entire issue of bonds was
tbus reduced to a 4% basis.

Since the consolidation the Co. bas extend-
ed its lines in Dakota to tbe Canadian bound-
ary, wbere it connects witb the C.P.R. at
PortaI, thus miaking a throtagb Pacific Coast
route froni the Twin Cities, & bas also extend-
ed tbe Boynton line towards Bismarck to
Braddock, a portion of tbe old grade of tbe
Aberdeen, Bismark & Northwestern being
tbus utilized ; additionaî mileage bas been ad-
ded in Wisconsin & Michigan, s0 that tbe
Co. now owns 1,278 miles of road, ail in ex-
cellent condition. Sufficient mileage bas been
constructed to entitle the Co. to issue $1,128,-
000 of its flrst consolidated mortgage bonds
& wbicb are available for extensions or im-
provements wben required.

The gross earnings as compared witb the
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previous year show an increase Of 18-4% ; OP-
erating expenses, 3.7% ; net earnings, 37.7% ;
fixed charges, taxes & terminal rentaIs,
13.6% ; surplus earnings, 134.9% ; passenger
earnings, 32.3%,& freight earnings, 16%.

The fixed charges were increased during
the year by the isstîance of $.3,500,000 of 4%
2nd mortgage bonds; the proceeds of these
were used to retire income & interest divi-
dend certificates, aggregating $970,241.58
payment of the amount advanced by tbe C.-
P.R. Co. for construction & equipment ac-
couint, payment of car trust notes, purchase
& improvement of the Minneapolis terminaIs,
purchase of additional equipment, etc.

During the year tbe line fromn Rapid River
nortb to Trenary, 24 miles, was completed.

The Co. purchased grounds for freigbt ter-
minals at Minneapolis, & a freigbt bouse, 50x-
500, with 2-story office at one end, is now
building ; also a passenger station for the ac-
commodation of local trains. The grounds
are centrally located & as convenient & de-
sirable as any in the city ; tbey will contaiti 3
miles of tracks, including main line & storage
tracks, wbicb will be ampîF- to take care of
the business at that point ; the grounds are
now being graded & tbe entire plant ili be
ready for occupancy by Oct. i. A consider-
able saving of terminal rentaI will thus be ef-
fected.

During the year 40 miles of 6o lb. steel
rails were re-laid witb 72 lb. steel, & an addi-
tional 33 miles are now being replaced witb
So lb. rails ; wben completed the Co. will bave
200 miles of beavy steel between Minneapolis
& Gladstone; tbe line fromn Valley City to
PortaI, N.D., 262.86 miles, was provided with
72 lb. rails wben constructed ; the balance
of the line is laid witb 6o lb. rails.

During tbe year 2,641 lineal ft. of wooden
bridges were flled with eartb, & eiglit wood-
en span bridges were replaced witb steel
spans, thus making furtber repairs unneces-
sary; the cost of the wooden spans was
cbarged to operating expenses. One bun-
dred miles of road was balîasted wîtb gravel.

The equipment is in excellent condition, &
was increased during the year by tbe pur-
chase Of 200 freigbt cars of 6o,ooo lbs. capa-
city eacb, equipped witb air brakes & auto-
matic couplers ; also 40 new refrigerator cars.

The Co. 's large, general sbops at Sborebam
received general repairs, including new roofs
& 4 new steam boilers ; also, extensive re-
pairs were made to tbe coal, merchandise,
four & ore docks at Gladstone, Micb., thus
insuring decreased maintenance expenses ;
the bigb standard of tbe balance of tbe build-
ings bas been maintained, &, in fact, the
road-bed, buildings & otber fixtures were
neyer in better condition & repair than at pres-
ent.

The work of tbe Industrial Development
Department during the past few years is ap-
parent in the substantial increase in settlers &
farmn acreage & tbe establishment of numer-
ous industries along the line, aIl of wbiclî
bave contributed toward the increased earn-
ings of the year.

Tbe average rate per ton per mile was 6.58
milîs as compared witb 5,8o milîs during the
preceding year. Tbe average miles operated
during the year was 1,285.74 ; the gross earn-
ings per mile were $4,006.39 as compared
witb $3,470-07 per mile during the previous
year, & $2,446-32 during 1894 on an average
Of 1, 188.71 miles.

now under contract, ail of the wooden & comn-
bination bridges on the main line wlii have
been remnoved. There have becn general re-
pairs, renewais & painting done to the station
buildings, machine shops, etc. For the
period covered by this report there were in-
cluded in operating expenses extraordinary
expenditures for improvements & betterments
to the amount Of $426,766.17.

We have purchased 200 shares of the Og-
densburg Car Co., for $87,000, which, with
the ioo shares acquired with the property,
gave us the entire stock of the Co., $300,000.
Trhe charter has been surrendered, the affiairs
of the Co. wound up, & the roiling stock, con-
sisting Of 493 cars, added to the C.V. equip-
ment.

The Commission appointed by the Supreme
Court of Vermont to consider the matter of
the desired crossing of our tracks at Burling-
ton by the Rutland-Canadian Ry., decided
that the public & ail concerned would be best
served by a connection between the R. -C.
Ry. & the C.V.R., with a joint use of the
tracks & station, & granted to the R.-C. R. a
right of way for a single track from the
Northern baundary of our property to a con-
nection with aur main uine near the engine
house at Burlington, ail expense of construc-
tion of the new track to be borne by the R.-C.
R., & a rentai of $7,ooa a year to be paid by
that Co. to the C.V.R. Co., for the use of its
tracks, lands & passenger station, & for ser-
vices at the passenger station. The R.C. R.
has about campieted its line ta a connection
.with aur tracks.

An agreement has also been reached with
the R. C. R. Co. for the crossing of our tracks
at Aiburgh with its Canadian branch, the con-
struction of its main line to Rouse's Point,
South of our track, & for the joint ownership
& use of the bridge across Lake Champlain.
Under this agreement we obtain a right of
way over its line to a connection with the
tracks of the G.T.R. at Rouse's Point.

Satisfactory arrangements have been made
with the Delaware & Hudson & Grand Trunk
companies for joint use of their yard & station
facilities at Rouse's Point.

An agreement has been made with the Bos-
ton & Maine R. R. for the joint use of the C. V.
& B. & M. tracks between South Vernon &

WVhite River Jct., effective Oct. i, which wiii
enable us to run our trains through between
St. John's & New London.

The contract with the Canada Atlantic Ry.
for the joint use of the line between Swanton
& East Alburgh has been renewed.

Legisiation was obtained at the iast session
of the Dominion Parliamnent, enabling the Co.
ta hoid stock of the Montreal & Vermont Jct.
Raiiway, the Stanstead, Shefford & Chambiy
Ry., & the Montreai & Providence Line Ry.,
permitting the consolidation of these uines
With each other, or with the C.V.R. An
agreeent tbas been entered mbt with the
Owners of the M. & P. L. R. from St. Lambert,
Que., ta the International Boundary. (3 miles
South of Freleighsburg), to acquire the stock
Of that Co., upon the C.V.R., guaranteeing
$200,000 of 4% 50 year bonds. The Dominion
Government has granted a subsidy of $3,200
a mile for the rebuiiding of the abandoned
Portion of the M. & P.L.R. from Farnham to
the Province Line, & we wili begin the work
of rebuiiding from Farnham to Frelighsburg
at an early date.

The New York, New Haven & Hartford
Co. having extended its Norwich & Worcester
line from Allen Point ta Groton, discontinued
J une 3, 1899, the use of our tracks between
Norwich & New London. Your receipts have
thereby been diministied to the extent Of $40,-

000 a year, the rentai heretofore paid by that
Ce. Passenger receipts on that portion of
the line have also suffered from the camnpeti-
tion of the new road.

Our passenger & freight equipment is at
present inadequate for the proper handling of
the business, & in order ta provide the neces-
sary funds it has been decided by your direc-
tors that the surplus from aperation for the
period covered by this report Of $142, 6 45-94s
be appiied to the credit of an equipment re-
newal fund, against which shahl be cbarged
expenditures as they may be made for new
cars & engines.

Foilowing are extracts from the Vice-Presi-
dent & Generai Manager's reports:

For the 14 manths, May i, 1899, ta june
30, 1900i, the percentage of expenses ta earn-
ings was 73.99%, compared with 76. 4 9 % in the
preceding 14 months, a decrease Of 2.5%.
The percentage of improvements included in
operating expenses, ta the earnings, was
xo.86%, as compared with 5.69% in the pre-
ceding 14 months. The percentage of ordin-
ary expenses, ta the earnings, was 63.13%, as
compared with 70,80% in the preceding 14
months.

Rates have been well maintained during the
year. The number of tons carried one mile
was 252,551,609, an increase Of 14,715,098;
the earnings per freight train mile, $1.56, an
increase of 2c., & the earnings per ton per
mile, o.88c., an increase of 0-04C. The num-
ber of passengers carried one mile, 43,707,-
92 1, shows an increase of 1, 107,897 ; the earn-
ings per passenger train mile, $1.04, an
increase of o.8c., & the earnings per passen-
ger per mile, have increased fraîn 2.18C. ta
2.22C., an increase of 0.04e.

Prealdent Shaugbnessy's Western Trip.

As mentioned in aur last issue, President
Shaughnessy, of the C.P.R., left Montreai
5ept. 2o, ini his private car Manitoba, for a
trip of inspection aven the uine ta the Pacific
coast. He was accampanied by ihree ather
directors, R. B. Angus. E. B. OsIer, & W. D.
Matthews, & by P. A. Peterson, Chief Engi-
ncer, & A. R. Creelman, Q.C., of Toronto.
Manager Tait, af the eastern lines, & General
Superintendent Spencer, of the eastern divi-
sion, accompanied the President ta Fart Wil-
liam, where he was met by Manager Whyte,
of the western uines, & Genenal Superintend-
ent Oborne, of the western division. Mn.
Whyte accampanied him throughout the trip
ta the Pacific coast, Mr. Oborne alsa gaing
aven the western division with the party.

In an interview at Winnipeg, Mr. Shaugh-
nessy said in regard ta the decisian of the
Manitaba Legisiature ta tax railwa)*s :-
" While we are aiways wiiling ta contribute
aur legitimate sitare ta the expenses of the
governînent of the country, I cannat say that I
am satisfied with the Provincial Governments
action in this respect. It remains ta be seen
in the future whethen the effect wiIl be gener-
aliy beneficiai, or whether such a palicy will
have the effect of discounaging raiiway con-
struction in the province. There is a dan-
ger that it may have the latter effect.'

In regard to the Manitoba gavernment's
proposition for gavernment ownenship of rail-
ways, he said :-11 1 think that the govern-
ment's ownership theory, & the benefits ta be
derived therefrom in the matter of raiiways,
which is entertained by but few people in this
country, receives a most compiete denial in
the experience of the warking of the C.P.R.
I would like Premier Macdonald or anyone
else ta point ta any system in the wonld which
carnies traffic at rates so iow as ours, & pays
wages on the same scale. A reference ta the
reports of any of the nailway systems owned
by gavennments will prove this. Not oiîy are
aur rates lower, but aur wages are veny much
higher.'

Speaking of the elevaton bill passed at the
last session of the Dominion Parliament, he
said :-11 1 think it is the duty of eveny person
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S, cenpaiiv iii terested te give the bill a fait
triai. \We, as a Comipaniv, have no interests
in such respect. su vo for thie best facilities for
our tramei & the cetîventence efthtie shipper.
The new' regulatietîsiniav prove a source of
incol eilemence te the Company as %vell as te
the publie. XXe Nvill, heweevet, gi' e our tîîîest
ce-eperation lit earryîng eut anv utleasure
that Wvill assist t he farutler in gradfing & inar-
keting bis et.

lintatswver te ant inqttiry as te the probabil'
ity efa C. P. R. fast Atlantic ser-vice, lie said :

'Pbheie is none at presoent. It is verv difficit
just new te get ships buit, thle sliiplinildiitg
yards are ail se full. Titis question is net a
live eue for te lte menent.-

Wbhile at Winîiîpeg Nlr. Sbaughniessy mnet
the nîitîibers cf' the city coutîcil. Repre-
sentatives cf' the press m;erc net admitted, but
the X'inniiipeg Tribune gives t'je fioigac-
eount cf the procevdîttgs:

Mr. Shiîilessy said tîtat if the City ceunicil

It was
stated that tbey wvauld cost about $iio,ooo,
being capable of carrying frami 6oo to ,000
tons of goods & t20 passengers. He could
say that the merchants of Vancouver were so
interested in tbeir pockets that they svould
guaraîîtee tbc interest ou a part af tbe sunî at
least tlîat would be required ta inaugurate the
service. He tbaugbt, too, the City Cauincil
wvauld follow the lead of the business mcen in
the ruatter. It was a case of nîutîîal advaiu-
tage, for the mare gaads tbat were sbippcd
Nortb fromi Vancouver the niore would be
carried by the railway across tbe continent.
He haped the Ca. vauld take an intcrest in it
at once & that al vould profit by the business
accruing. One firm in Vancouver had tlîis
year shipped 1,500 tons of gaods, which
showed s%'bat a large trade tberc was.

Mir. Shaugbîîessy referred ta the Co. bav-
îîîg put on two steanuers at the beginîîiing cf
the Klondike excitenient. The lasses at that
tîîîe were so appalling tbat tbey were afraid
ta continue the service. Theiî, tao, tlîey
ratlier disfavored the idea of interfering witlh
the businecss of existing steamisbip lines. He
was afraid there was a serions handicap in
the fact tbat trade had rîîîî in the fluies of Se-
attle & Puget Sounîd, & that it wauld be tîiffi-
cuIt naw ta change it.

MIr. Buscombe called attention ta the fact
that 8.5% of the business that passed tbrough
Skagway was of Canadian arigin. He tbought
tlîat witb good boats Vancouver would at

onîce regaini the trade, just tlîe same as had
heeîî the experience in the Rosslaud district.

Mr. Shauglinessy said the boats put on at
first by the Ca. were îîot adapted ta the busi-
ness. Another point he brouglît ont forcîbîy
svas tlîat if the Co. put an twvo fast steamers,
tbat Nvould be large & commi-odious & strictly
up-to-date, they would be confined by' neces-
sity ta the business afortlcd bY' Vancouver &
Victoria ta Skagway. They could, accord-
iug ta law, make no stops in U.S. territarv
otlier than Skagway, & the%, could not take
goods froin Seattle & Tacomia; whereas, the
Ainerican boats, snicb as the City of Seattle &
other fast vessels, wcre allowed, by bei tg Ain-
enican, to trade both in Seattle & in Vancouv-
er, & wvotld thus bave ain advaîitagc over the
Canadian boats, no niatter wh'at their facilities
liero." The tquestion is," said Mr. Sbaugh-
nessy, iin conclusian," do you tlîiîk that the
tannage liere is sufficient ta warrant sncb an
uîidertakiing as is suggestetl. Would %ve not
have the pratest of the local liues, if wve %vent
ilîto iliat businiess ?"

Mr. Buscoinhe said that the miercliants of
Vancouver felt the case so pressinig that they
were williîîg to put their liaîds ini their pockets
& guarantee iîîterest on a good sunî. The
service wvas îiow absolîîtely itiadequate, & it
%vas impossible ta expect passeîîgers to travu't
on tlîe socoiîd & tlîird & fourth rate boats that
iioi coin(- dowii ta B.C. ports, wlîen there
wvere better oiîes ou the Sotnud.

MIr. Slîauglîîîessy said that the Co. had gat
soiîiewhat oîf a scare at the restît of its former
exl)erielice in the Northî. If it had liot beeti
for the Philippinie war & a few ottler terrible
evelîts, tlîe Co. wvotld bave lost coiîsiderably
iin its deal of the two steamers. He asked
MIr. Buscomnbe ta slipply him with aIl the data
abtaitiable & be wotild lay the wbole questioni
before the board. Tlie Co. uvoultl(do every-
tlîing in its powver to keep the trade for Van-
couver & Victoria, btut, if possible, it did not
care to conipete witli other hutes of boats.

MNr. Slaighlîessy returîîed fa Moutreal Oct.
i i, aftcr haviîîg travelled about 8,ooo miiles
duriîîg bis trip. Beiug asked wbctlîer the C.

P.R. earnings were likelv to suifer as a result
of the smnaller grain crop, he replied that snch
would neocessarily be to sorne extent the case.
-llowever, - lie added," our carnings will

niot by any mieans show as large a relative
talliîî,g off as the volume of' the grain trans-
portation business will be smnaller, svhich
shows t bat we are acqîîiring a considerable
general f reiglît traffic apart froinit he grain.''

Hle saidtl iat the C. P'. R. was steadily build-
ing additional brancb lines, or spurs, from its
main linos into the inining country. In this
the Co. svas following a policy wvhicb vas al-
toget ber unique in railway annals. Unlike
other railways siiia rly situated, the C.P.R.
hadi asked 110 guarantee froin the inining
corin nînit ies for t he construction of such spurs,
but had undertaken thle vork at its own cx-
pense & at its owni risk. In other words, the
railway stood to gain or ]ose as a simple busi-
ness proposition. & nobody else was asked to
contribute a cent.

C. Il. Iiays Leaving the O.T.R.

'l'ie persistent runors about Mr. Hays re-
t iring fromn the position of General Manager
of tlhe G.T. R. have aît last proved to be wcll
foutided, as on Oct. 28 ho stated that lie biad
accepted the Presidency of the Southerni Paci-
fic Co. , iii sutccession to the late C. P'. Hunt-
ington. t is s îd lie will sever bis connectian
wi'th the G.T.R. onI)c 31, & thoen proceed
at once to Sai i Fanc isco, wbich will be bis
hcadquarters.

\ New VNork desp itcli, referring to the ap-
pointîient S'aý's 'tice-President Htnting-
ton's acquiescmen î n thle select ion of Mr.
I-lavs is saitl to hbucordial. Although liaving
a natural ambition to succeed his uncle as
President. lie recognizes NMr. Hlays' fitniess for
thte place, Iinasimuch as it lias been the desire
of'tlîe controlling stockholders ta put the best
mnî obtainable at the liead of the operating
departoient. The younger Mr. Hunitingtan
bas flot biad the experience as a raîlway oper-
ating manî that Mr. lays lias had. lu recent
y'ears be lias been the personal representative
of lus unele iii Sail Francisco, wbile the traffic
& operating departmients of tbe Soutlieru
Pacillc vere iii the bands of Vice-Presidents
Stubbs & Kruttschnitt. H. E. Huntington is
expet'ted ta retain tic office of First Vice-
lresident as long as be cliooses ta keep it. As
the inleritor of one-third of bis uncles large
interest, he becomies one of the miost influeri-
tiaI of individual stockbolders. The Hunting-
ton estate & the foreigu holdings represcnted
bv Speyer &ý_ Co. are said ta contraI the pro-
pert%,, & a persan conversant witb the actual
conditions estimates tbat Speyers & Ca. re-
present about one-quarter of the entire capi-
taliZation Of $200,000,000. '

The S. P. Co.'s railways are situated ini Ore-
gon, California, Nevada, Utah, Arizona, New
Mexico, Texas & Louisiana. The systemi is in
reality a transcontinental one, extending from
Portland, Oregon, to New Orleans, La., , 26 1
miles. Another important line is the old Cen-
tral Paciflc, between Sacramento, Cal., &
Ogden, Utah, 74 miles.

The Co. 's steamships ply between New Or-
leans, Key West & Havana, & between New
Orleans & Port lampa.

For the year ended june 30, 1898 (the latest
figures wve have at hand) the receipts of the
Southern Pacific Co. were $58,477,498.54, &
the disbursements $,54,354,895.93, leaving a
balance Of $4,122,60.6i. Out of this there
was spent $1,299,258.03 in betterments & ad-
ditions, leaving a surplus Of $2,823, 344.58.

The gross earnings per mile were $7,538.o5,
the gross expenses per mile $4,668.25 ; the
net earnings per mile $2,869.8o, & the ratio of
expenses to earnings 61.93%. During the
year the Co. sold 32,656.53 acres of land, at
an average price of $2.73 per acre, but 1t8.
682-32 acres were returned with cancelled
contracts.

Twenty-four liour systein In Spain.-The
Spanish Government has issued notice that in
the railwqLy, mail, telegraph, telephione &
steamiship servicýe of that country, & in al
ministerial offices, the courts & publie works,
the computation of the hours, after Jan. i, is
to be made by the numbers i to 24, beginning
at midnight. Midnight will be designated as
24, but for the next 59 minutes a cipher will be
used ; for instance, 12:30 will be called 0:30.
Greenwich time is to be the standard.

Steel Rails Price.-It is authoritatively
announiced that the rail makers ini the U. S.
have reduced the price of rails for large orders
from $35 to $26 per gross ton, delivered on
cars at either Western or Eastern mills.
Based on the past year's record, it is probablv
safe to assume that this price will hold good
during the coming year. There seems to be
no doubt that this will result ini placing large
orders, for it is doubtless true that orders
have been held for some tirne in expectation
oflowerprices. Altliough $26 is probablynot
as low a price as the railway companies
would wisli to buy rails for, st ill at this price
thev can have the satisfaction of knowing
that it is $5 aton less than English railway
comipanies pay for their rails, & about $6 a
ton less than European Continental companies
pay. It is, doubtless, a fact that the U.S. is
now the cheapest rail market in the world.-
Railroad Gazette.

înuch greater than this average ; thousands
of patrons were wvaiting for cars. In the
meantimne over 63/ af this large ainouint of
equipmnent was standing on side-tracks, & less
than 37'/ was roiling. This data represents
the average condition, which was not uniformi
îvith respect ta the severai uines. Some uines,
with ample equipment ta acconmmadate the
traffic they controiied, suffered severeiy, and
their patrons equaiiy as much, owing ta fail-
ure of connecting uines ta reîurn Iheir equip-
ment pronîptiy, tlîereby affecting traffie &
revenues.

The benefit derived by the trafflc depart-
nient fromi car service would be amplified by
the expansion of car service association juris-
diction, which wouid give said association

controi of this matter of iliegitimate detentioni
by one lune of the equipment of another.

Permit mie to suggest that car service asso-
ciations bc empowered to, assume control of &
estabiisli ruies to govern with respect ta maxi-
muni deiay (" dead time ") a line may, with-
out penalty, cause ta foreign equipnient;
charge, as now, for miles runi, & in addition a
per dienm rentai for ail " dead time - in excess
of fixed maximum at terminais, or each point
cars are set aut of trainîs for any accounit what-
soever ; collection of said rentais ta bc under
such ruies as govern with respect to inileage.
1 believe the effect would be material roduc-
lion in the genieral delay to equipnient, &
doubtiess prevent, in a great nîcasure, the
annual shortage of cars, in Nwiîich case the
beniefit of car service ta traffic would be

marked & direct.
___________ The Southeastern Car Ser-

vice Association reports show
for the period of 4 nonths,
Jan. to April, 1900, inclusive,
200,118 cars suhject ta car
service rules; average deteni-
tion by railways, 14 hours;
by consignees or shippers, 14
hours ; aggregate average
dletent ion, 48 liaurs. Had the
Association restricted the ag-
gregate average detention ta
36 hours the effect wvouid have
been equivaient ta, placing in
service 429 more cars each
day, or ail aggregate of oer

,000oo during fthe 4 months.
This wvould have resulted iin
the supply of equipient avail-
able equailiiîg the tratfiic oiLr-
ing, demonstrating possibili-
ties for imiproved resuits open
to car service associations.
it is appalling ta contenîplate
the restit haci not car service
restrictions beeîî applied. For
instance, had the aggregate
(letention ta the 206,i i 18 cars
been one-foîîrtlî loîlger t han
48 hours the effect Nwoîld
have been equivaient iotak-
ingover 50,000 cars fromi the
ser-vice.

The net earnings during
this period were $12,306.9i,
equivaient to 5 9-i1 o of i c. per
car reported, a most insignifi-
cant penalty if distributed pro
rata, ciearly demonstrating
that car service is nat main-
taitied for purpose of ext art-
ing car rentai froni patrons,
also indicating that " deiay
time " now allowved hy the

___________ rules mighit be reduced with
benefit ta carriers & relief to
the large majority of pat rons,
& without special hardship ta

Ct of the the minority who, under exist-
ing ruies, are paying dermîr-
rage.

Ouîr car service associations have deter-
mined that equity requires a consignee ta he
iillOwed 48 hours in which to release cars
ioaded with certain comimodities, ail condi-
tions of weatiîer, etc., being favorable tosaid
consignee, & that for each 24 hours or frac-
tion thereof cars are detained beyond tiis 48
hour limit, the penalty of $j shall be assessed.
Granting that the ruies with respect ta titi
first 72 hours may be equitable toaail interests,
1 ai disposed ta contend that the penîalty
shouid be increased for the second 24 hoîîrs.

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Car service prevents biocked yards, mfitti-
nîlzing expense ot' operating terminais, îmi-
proves the service rendered patrons. rcstricts
discrinminat ion betiveen slîippers maintainiing
eXpensive & permianent facilities & fliose wiio
whoio wold make warehotîses outf of roiling
stock, is without dotîbt directly beneficial to a
large rnajority of shippers, &, witb possibly
the exception of fast schedtîles regulariv
operated, is to traffic the mnost important fea-
tutre of transportation. Therefore, I suîbinit
that traffic organizat ions shotîld, iin everv' con-
sistent nianner, co-operate witlî & stistain car
service associations, discotmntenancing actions
(if traflic agents svich conteitpiate aîding or
encouraging siippers to evaide car service
miles, or itn any anrebrasn nanag-
ers of car service bitreans.

To conclude, permit mie fo suggesf that if is
riot enongli that yons gentlemen of the service
have donle weii, bt prcdicated on your svork
of the past, 1 ani persnadvd titat yotî Nvili con-
tintue f0 progress & f0 increase the efficiency
& importance of your brandi of the service.

Tl'le L E. & D. R. R. wisbes
f0 get tlic case ext eided iii order to ena bic it
f0 consolidafe ifs boitded iudebtediiess & f0
issue bonids f or 30 years. Iftbchrefore recenfly
proposed f0 flic city of Lotndon to bave the
lease exteîtded for a fUrt ber 20 years, & offer-
cd %vlîat it considered a fair itîcrease in tbe
retîtal f'or wiîat if wotîid get in rettîrîs. Titis,
bowvever, %vas not accepted, & tbe citvys fig-
tires are ini tbe Co. s estimation aitogetbier too
higb. If is considered probable titat tbe Co.
& flic cify will be able f0 compromise tbe mat-
fer on somne equtiable basîs, & that a confer-
once for titis ptîrpose wili be bieid iii tbe near
fîtî tti re.

A. B. Stickney, formieriy Genierai Stiperiti-
tendent of flche PR at Winnipeg, & noW-

& so the plati, originafed s0 wiseiy & so geii-

Back ini tie fifties, Mlontreal could not
boast of a hetter connection witb tbe railway
f0 flic south tlian by' ftle primîitive nmode of a
ferry across tbe !St. Lawrence River. '[le
termnîus of tlîe G.'[.R., tbcn called tlîe St.
Lawrenic& Atlantic R.R., running froîîî
Portlanîd, Me., w'as Longueuil, aI vicbi place
tbe Co. 's steamers werc ini readiness ho ferry
tbe passengers to Moîtreal, tîe nmosh inîport-
ant city of ail thle British possessions ii
Amierica, & oîîe wlicli at tlîat timie warranted
tbe expectation of ifs becoming an imnmîense
metropolis. 'Tbe population of Montreal w~as
between 6o,ooo & 70,000, more tban lialf of
wvloni were of Frencb extraction.

Freiglît v.,as traîisported in barges & during
flic .vinter sleigbs were resorted to as con-
vevanlces for passemîgers & nierchandise.
'[wice a year there %vas a stoppage of trafflc
from 0one to flîrce weeks duriîîg tbe faîl &
spriîîg, Nw'ben the iigbty St. Lawrence was
im 1 assable. On one occasion a nunîber of
passengers %vere being -arricd across tbe ice-
bridge ini a sleigb, driveit by one of the
G.'[.R. teamshers, %vbeîî a casualty occurred
wvlicb prov'ed fatal to one of tlîe mitnber, iflie
others îîarrowly cscaping.

Bridge were Robert Stephenîson & Alex. M!.

At the t ime of the conîpletion of the Victoria
'[ubular Bridge inii 86o if %'as considered the
eigbith wvonder of the world, & was the ad-
miration of not only the promnoters & the
G.'[.R. Co., but of al Canadians & others
who looked upon it. '[brougli increase in
trafic, & witb tbe onward marci of tinie &
improvemnent, tbe old bridge bad becoîne inef-
ficient to imee thte demands of tbe G.[. R.
System, & tbe management concluded it must
be replaced witb a structure wbicb would
mieet all needs. Accordingly a new open
work steel bridge, witb double tracks, carri-
age ways, & foot walks for pedestrains, now
rests on the piers wbich lbeld the old Victoria
Bridge for se, many years.

Th'le Chief Engineer of the new bridge was
jos. Ilobson. Chief Enigineer of the G.T.R.
Svstenm. The work was commnenced ini Oct.

8ý97, by the erection of the first span on the
west end - the structure being built completely
around the tube of the old bridge, the latter
being cleverly utilized as a roadway on whichi
a tenl)orarv steel spai vas mioved out to the
fir-st pier, &S thc new~ structure then erected
outside the temporary spant. The progress
of the work was delayed for twvo nionths dur-
ing ~the Nwinter of 1997-8, owing to very
severe weather, & the actual tine of con-
struction only extended over about 8 nonths;
during that time the enornious traffic of the
G;ranid Trunk wvas delayed but very little,
practically nothing to speak of. the Iongest
timie on an%, one occasion thiat the line was
closed to traffic being about 2 hours, & the
total length of time closed dnring con-
struction being about 20 hours. This is a
verv reniarkabl e resuilt, wlien t he following
facts were taken into considerat ion:

M'hile the old bridge, ent ire, weighied 9,044
tons, the new bridge weighs 22,000 tons.
The total length of bridge is 6,592 t ; number
of piers, 24 ; numiber of spans, 2,5 ; lengtli of
central span, 330 ft ;Ienyth of side spans,
242 ft. While the width of the old bridge was
16 ft., the width of the new bridge is 66 ft. 8
ins.; the height of the old bridge superstruc-
ture was 18 ft. ; the lieight of that of the new
bridge over aIl is froln 40 to 6o tt.

The superstructure of the bridge, exclusive
of its own wveight, iin which are incltîded floors,
railway tracks, guard rails, etc., is designed
to carry the undermientioned moving loads:
(i) trains running iin both directions, consist-
ing of 2 consolidation engines and tenders,
coupled, cf an average weiglit Of 5,200 lbs
per ft of thieir length, followed by a car load
Of 4,0oo lbs per ft; (2) a noving load on
each carriageway of ,ooo lbs per t. Tlhere
is no limit prescribed for the speed of either
railway trains, of electric street cars, or of
ordinary carniages.

The new bridge ranks, from an engineering
standpoint, with the foremnost structures of tlhe
age, as the bridge svhich it replaced ranked
the torernost as a monument to the skill of the
engineers and bridge-builders of the period in
which it was built.

The opening of tIhe double track on the new
bridge marked an era in the handling of traffic
over the G.T. R. Sv stem, for whereas the old
bridge could accomimodate a maximum of but
i00 trains a day, as they were required to
travel at a losv rate of speed, & one train could
not follow another until tIhe preceding one
svas Out, thus losing aconsiderable amounit of
valuable tinie diiring a day, the present bridge
lias almost an unlinsiited capacity in this re-
pect, as trains cao be nsoved swiftly, &
lollow eachi other is rapîd succession, owing
to the establishment of a msodern electric
block system, which will permit 2 or 3 trains
on the bridge in each direction at the sanie
timie. This will enable the G.T.R. to handle
with facility the large & constantly increasing
freight business, which has heretofore been
more or less hampered, owing to the liinîited

capacity of the old bridge, as well as liatîd-
lîng iin a proper manner thse large passemîger
business which constantly cornes to & througlî
Mont real, & with increased volume duringîthe
summer tourist season.

The view froisi tie train while crossing the
Victoria Jubilee Bridge is one of mucli
grandeur, & if seen while approaching Mont-
real from the south shore, cannot but arrest
the artistic sense of the beholder. With the
St. Lawvrence river sweeping under this mas-
sive structure, with lsundreds of steamnboats.
sailing vessels, steam tugs & crafts of every
description, scurrying hither & thither on its
waters opposite the harbor, & the City (Il
Montreal, lying ini its beatitiftil location at the
base of Mouint Royal as a background, forms
onie of those beautifuil lictures whichi delight
tIse eye of the artist & awý%akens the admira-
tion of ail. The massive stone warehouses
that line the harbor for miles, the extensive
manuifactories, from svhose taîl chinmneys
belch forth volumes of smi-oke, and which cao
be seen on the shores of the river as far as the
eye cao reach, tend to showv that Montreal is
the commercial metropolis of Canada. XXhile
speaking of Mlontreal, it may be said that
when the old Victoria Tubular Bridge svas
completed in i86o, the population of that pro-
gressive city was, as already stated, betweell
6o,ooo & 70,000 & to-day tihe population is
given as more than 300,000.

The Central Vermont In Canada.

Anl Act passed at the Iast session of the Do-
mîiion Parliament gives the Central Vernmont
Ry. Co., which is incorporated under the
laws of the State of Vermont, ail the powers,
privileges & rights, as a corporation, neces-
sary for the convenient & proper carrying on
of the business & undertakings in Canada
mentioned below.

The Co. may purchase the capital stock of,
& may purchase, lease & operate the Mon-
treal & Province Line Ry., the Stanstead,
Shefford & Chaînbly Ry., & the Montreal &
Vermont Jet. Ry. Co.

The corporations owning these railways
miay enter into agreements with the C.V. R.
Co. for convcying or leasing them to that
Co., together with the franchises, works,
plant & other property belonging to them, or
for an amalgamation with the C.V. R. Co., on
such terms & conditions as are agreed tipon,
& suject to such restrictions as to the direc-
tors seem fit : provided that each such agree-
ment has been first approved by twvo-thirds of
the votes at a special general meeting of the
shareholders of each of the said corporations
called for the purpose of considering it-at
which meeting shareholders representing at
least two-thirds in value of the stock of each
of the said corporations are present or repre-
sented by proxy-& that such agretments
have also received the sanction of the Gov-
ernor-in-Council.

The Co. shahl have an office at or near Mon-
treal, & service of process or legal documents

may be effected upon any clerk or officer cm-
ployed therein, or upon the person then in
charge thereof.

The Co. & its undertakings shaîl be subject
to The Railway Act, except sections 32 to 89,
& to the laws of Canada.

Nothing in this Act contained, or donc ini
pursuance thercof, shall take awvay or preju-
dice any dlaimi, demand, right, security, cause
of action or comiplaint which any person bas
against the Montreal & Province Line Ry.
Co., nor shahl it relieve such Co. or its pro-
perties from the payment or performance
of any debt, liability, obligation, contract or
duty.

Nothing in this Act contained shal take
away, annul or affect any agreement or stipu-
lation made, in relation to railway belonging
to the Montreal & Province Line Ry. Co.,
with any municipality which granted or which
was part of a territory granting any bonus,
aid or assistance to either of the said uines ;
but the C.V.R. Co. shaîl, in the event of such
lease, sale or amalgamation, carry out the
conditions under which sucb bonus was
granted.

The C.V. R. Co., in purcbasing, leasing &
operating the Montreal & Province Line Ry.
Co., shaîl assume & be hiable for the charges
& rights secured to J. Franchère, M.D., &
others, of Marieville, by deed of sale passed
June 19, 1877, which are mentioned ini the deed
granted by the Sheriff of Montreal to F. S.
Stranahan, in trust, in 1896, by which deed
the Sheriff sold & handed over to Stranahan,
in trust, the railway belonging now to the
Montreal & Province Line Ry. Co.

The Co. may, after acquiring the said roads
as herein provided, enter into an agreement
to transfer or lease them to the G. T. R. Co.
of Canada.

Early Navigation of the St. Lawrence.

J os. Reynar, of Three Rivers, Que., who
has made a study of the very important ques-
tion of baving the St. Lawrence kept openi for
navigation a couple of weeks later every sea-
son, & opened a month earlier every spring,
up to the port of Miontreal, writes as follows:
IlReferring to my article ini your July number,
I have much pleasure in sending you a pam-
phlet giving detailed descriptions of some
strong ice-breaking steamers built for Russia
by Sir Wm. Armstrong, Whitworth & Co.,
of Newcastle-on-Tyne. I hope that many
Canadians, of the progressive type, will caîl
at your office & make a study of the question
1 ain placing before the people of Canada,
w'hich is of such vital importance to our com-
merce, & study carefully the results already
obtained in many Russian ports.

IlI recommend that the Canadian Govern-
ment should, without any delay, order the
construction of a strong ice-breaking steamer,
something of the Samipo type, viz., length
about 250 ft., breadth about 5o ft., depth
about 22 ft. A vessel of these dimensions
should not draw over 14 feet, with one week's
coal supply on board, & with twin screws &
the best engines & boilers in use, shoîîld clear
the St. Lawrence of ice betwecn Quebec &
Montreal early in April every year.

IlIn my former article 1 explained howv our
ice-breaking steamer would he of great ser-
vice in summer, by having her stationed at
Sydney, N.S., ready to start at an hours no-
tice b>' orders fromn Ottawa, to assist anv
stranded vessel on Anticosti, the coast of
Labrador, or elsewhere. We have lost many
vessels for want of sîîch a steamer. Last
year she would have possibly been able to
save the Scotsman, or at least a portion of ber
cargo. It is about time for the Dominion
Government to wake up & take prompt &
definite action in the matter. Russia bas
taken the lead, & wve should not be too far
behind,'

British Columbia Telephones, Limited.
