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During tho past week an important
bill—the onfrauchisement of women—
recoived its quietus in the Ontario
Legislature. Mr. Waters had two bills
on the order paper; one placing
women on the same footing as men in
regard to provincisl eleotions ; the
other corferring the municipal fran-
chise upon married women under the
same terms as it 18 enjoyed by widows
and epinsters,

1n moving the second reading of the
first of theso bills Mr. Waters main-
tained that there was no ground in
history, sacred or profane, forbidding
women to be placed on a level with
men, That ghe is not allowed to vote
is a blot on our civilization, which
admits them to the learned profes-
sions, which entrusts them with the
education of a Jazge number of our
children, and which submits them, if
charged with crime, to the same trial
as man. He brought forward evidence
to show that where women possessed
more or less extensive franchise she
exercized it to the moral benefit of all.
‘ By reason,” ho said, “of the influ-
ence of women in municipal matters
in the city of London the liquor
licenses hed bean reduced from 69
to 40."

The Hon. Mr. Dryden replied by
proving from Holy Scripture that
*-omav does take a secondary place.
The truo woman should shine at home,
and not at the prlling booth, where
she would exercisc much less influ
ence with the vote, th-n she wonld by
hor bearthside without it. From the
congidexation that the extension of the
saffrage to women would double the
ovumber of electors, and thereby give
women a preponderating power in all
matters affecting the laws and icstitu-
tions of the Province, Mr. Dryden
moved the six months’ hoist.

TLe Prewuor bricfly gave it as his
opwsiol that public su.timent was not
ripe for suck o measure. Mr. Dryden’s
amendment was then put and cartied
by 57 to 16.

1t is unnecessary to add anyiking to

the report. The spirit of the Chareh
is strongly opposed {o this modern
tendency of women mshing tc learned
professions, political arenas any-
where but the quist vetirement of a
madest, model beme, where she might
roign a3 queen over those whom she
schools in virtue, religion and refine-
ment. There she woanld do more to
build up a country and direct its
destinies than if sho took her place
on a public platform, or were elected
to a seat in the legislature. We are
glad, therefore, that this political
weaprr wi! ~ot be pul intc their
hande for s tiae to come, and we
were pleased «itL the manly stand
takep by Mr DPryden.

I The Drugg:sts are still knocking for
the adimission of their selfish mes sure.
Asg will be remembered, the objection-
able clause was that referring to the
cale of patent medicines.
sure, upon being referred to a com-
mittee, was amended so that patent
preparations shall be scheduled poi-
sons, when the druggists will thereby
have tho monopoly. This cliange,
which amounts to the same thing as
the original clause, is causing just
indignation.

Another example of olass legislation
—a proposged bill respecting embalm-
ing—called for a strong proteat from
A¥Mr. Balfour. Privileges had been given
to the law society, to the medical
men, to the architects. The under-
takers were now asking to be called
registered embalmers; but next session
they would demand that nobody
should be allowed to call himsself an
embalmer who did not belong to their
combine. As aun instance of the way
in which special concessions are got.
Mr. Balfour cited the pbarmasy bill,
which, when introduced, was said to
be unobjectionable, and which, after
passing through the hands of a com-
mittee of the house, would practically
forbid the couniry from selling patent
medicines.

The Separate Schools are already
receiving the attention of the newly-
elected member for Toronto, Dr.
Ryerson. As the law stands at pre-
sent the assessors may, upon repre-
sentations made by anybody, place a
ratepayer on tho list of supporters of
the Separate schools. Seotion 120 of
the Public Schuols Act provides that
the asseszor sball accept the state-
ment of, oc made on behsalf of, any
ratepayer as sufficient prima facde
evidence for placing such persen
in the proper colaumn of ithe as.ess-
ment roll for Separate ochoul sap-
porters. The clause Dr. Ryerson
proposes to amend is sub-secticn { of
section 14 of the Assessment Act. It
reads as follows .—In any case
where the trastees of any Romen
Catholio school avail themselves of
the provisions womuained in Section
120 of the Pablic Schools Act for the
purpose {amongst others) of ascertain-
ing through the assessors of the muni-
cipality the persons who are the
supporters of Separate schools in such
mauvicipality the assessor shall accept
the statement of, or on behalf of, any
retepayer that ho is & Roman Catholio
as sufficient prima jace evidence for
placing such person in the proper
column of the assessment roll for
Separate school supporters, or if the
asseseor lmows personally any rate-
payor to be a Roman Catholic this
shail also te sufficient for placing hun
in such last- meutioned column.” To
this D1. Ryerson proposes to add the
words . ** And shall notify such jerson

The mea-’

that his or her name¢ has been so
placed on the assessment roll within
fourteen days of the date of entry.”

It oaused no great surprise, while
its official guaranteo sealed anticipated
pleasure, when it was annocunced on
Friday last that the Earl of Aberdeen
is to be our new Governor-General,
The interest which he and the
Countess have always shown in Irish
matters and which they are now
taking in the Irigh exhibit at Chicago,
ig & strong clsim for their warm wel-
como in our midst.

The Earl is forty-six years of age,
and has been an active member of the
Liberal party since 1876. He was
appointed Lord-Lisutenant of Ireland
in 1888 by Mre. Gladstone, and
although his reign was of short durs-
tion, he made himself very popular,

In welcoming *he new we must not
part from the old Governor-General
without a word of ragret. Lord Stenley,
during his sojourn, rendered to the
cauge of justice and freadom, services
which we Catholics will not forget.
He leaves ug with our best wishas and
congratulations on his accession as
Earl of Derby.

At the time of the silver wedding of
King Humbert Rome was crowded
with Ytalian visitors who availed them-
selves of reduced railway rates, and
went, not to witness the festivities,
but to see the Pope. The august
prisoner of the Vatican is the object
and desire of multitudes who, accord-
ing to the hiberal press, swelled the
pnumber of the anti-clerical demoustra-
tion.

The interview between the Holy
Father and the Emperor of Germany
18 variously discussed. The Popo re-
caved the royal guests in the Yellow
Ghamber, wbere thres arm-chairs were
placed for the accommodation of the
Pgpe, the Emperor and the Empress.
After conversing for quaster of an
hour the Empress and her suite sith-
drew, leaning the Holy Father and
the Emperor alone. They remeained
i conversation for n.arly an hour,
when the Emperor took his leave from
1us Holiness, who accompanied him to
the door of the chamber.

The Pops presented the Empress
with 8 handeome mosaio representing
the basilics and piazza of St. Peter's.
His Holiness was given a photograph
i colours of the Imperial family.

As to the surmises upon the subject
of the interview, nothing can be cer-
tan. Some of the Roman joumals,
claiming to lmow, state that the prin-
cipat subject of conversation was the
position of the Central party in Ger-
many.

In the Bntish House of Commons
the Home Rale Bili 1s running the
goantlet of the Committes. Over
1,000 amepdments were handed in a5

blows to be delivered at the proper
time. Joseph Chamberlain, wishing
to attack olauso 9, which provides for
the retention of the Irish members at
‘Westminster, moved tho postpone
meont of clause 1. His purpose was to
begin the discussion with the most
important proposals of the bill. Mxr.
Gladstone replied by stating that the
bill was before the House in & par-
ticular form, and the Governm« 1t
alr ~ had a right to iudicate varia-
tio.s from that form. The amend.
ment was rejested, as also were many
others which, being meroly captious,
were 3lotured and voted down with 8
msjority ranging from 40 to 50.

The motion which has caused the
greatest discussion is one by a Con-
servative member, striking out the
first clauge—sa motion which practi-
cally means the rejection of the whole
bill. Mr. Chamberlain, in speaking
to this amendment, commented upon
the scarcity of changes from the Gov-
ernment supporters. A He explained it
in his fertile imegination by suppusing
that they recognized the bill to be
only a sham. The Liberals were un-
natarally silent, and the Irish mem-
bers were suddenly dumb. In reply,
Mr. Gladstone repudiated the insinu-
ation, snd justly claimed that the
Government, having given the follest
explanation of the bill, wished
a fair discussion, and would remain
silent when obstructive debates were
introduced.

After several exciting scenes had
taken place the Committes suddanly
changed to good nature, and, or s
vote, rejected the motion.

The Counsel for the United States
before the Behring Sea Arbitrators,
having completed their argument,
Attorney QGeneral Sir Charles Rassell
began his address on bebalf of Great
Britain last week He thought the
theory that seals, although wild, were
nevertheless, American property, be
cause they possessed the aximum
revertendi, displayed a remarkable con-
fusion of ideas.  He also commented
upon the contention that moral arnl
natural law were s synonymous term
for international law.

When Sir Charles, in the course of
his speech, asserted that Mr. Bayard
had nover tried to justify the Behring
Sea seizures, on the ground that the
TUnited States had property in seals, a
hot and bitter altorcation took place.
Senator Morgan and Mr. Phelps de-
clined to guarantes that the United
States wonld accord damages for
saizares, even if the iribunal decided
against them. This Jthreafened to
upset the whole proceedings, for, in
in such a caee, the arbitration would
be nseless. A temporary sdjustment
was arrived at by postponing the dis-
cussion apon the point of liability.
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SEveNTEENTH ANNULA. CONVENTION.

The soventeonth annual convention
of the Emerald Benoficial Association
was oponed in tho Hall of the C. M.
B. A. it the classic oity of Stratford
at 2 p.m. on Tuesday, May the 2ad,
1808, The following being presonc
the Very Rev, Dr. Kilroy, his Worship
the Mayor of the city, James O'Loano,
Esq., Polico Magistrate, D. A. Caroy,
Crand President, W. Lune, Grand
Secratary Treasurer, C. Gorey, Grand
Marshall, Grand Organizors C. Burns,
J. Burns, P. J Crotty, J.J. Hagarty,
R. A. Kennedy, the delegates and
several mombers of St. Joseph's
Branch No. 26. The President hav-
ing called the members to order, intro-
duced the Very Rev. Dr. Kilroy to the
delegates, who welcomed them to the
city and said that he was heart
and soul with them in their good
work. He gave proference to the
Emerald Association over other asso-
ciations as its mombers were composed
of Catholics of every nationality and
therefore was open to the whole of his
parishioners, where the A. O. H. oniy
took in members of one nationality,
and so long as they continued in the
future as they bad in the past he
would do all in his power to assist
them.

Somo fiftoen or twonty yoars ago I
was working a8 a trained nurse in one
of our large hospitals, not long before
I loft a strauge thing happencd to me;
a thing which I have never forgotten
80 great was the impression it mude on
my mind. I bad no oluo to its menn-
iog until latur on whon I was received
into tho Catholic Uhurch and instruct-
ed in her dootrine, though & complete
explanation I raust not have on. this
side tho grave. As I have said I was
not o Oatholic bat had always done all
T could to assist those patients whotn
I knoew of that faith, Father James
and I wore vory good friends and
though I never said much I knew the
difference between his ministrations
and those of the parsons around the
place. But for the story.

Late one evening a poor fellow was
brought in who had fallen from somo
scaffolding. It was a fearful case;
his head and face were badly cut and
he was suffering from internal injaries,
The poor fellow was not expected to
live through the night. It was not
my turn at watcking but the doctor
said in bhis grave, courteous way
* Sigter "—we were always called
Sister—** Sister I fear I must ask you
to take this case.” I madeno difficulty
and he went away promising that he
would call in the morning though he
added *I do not expect to find him
alive.”

My patient was an oldish man and
to judge from appearances was in
comfortable circumstances, but there
was a restless look in his oyes distress-
ing to behold as ho turned them rest-
lessly aro~ad the room as if looking
for sows .ning. He did not speak and
presently his eyelids drooped in a way
that was sad to see.

1t was seven o’clock before all the
arrapgements were finished and the day
nurses had gono to bed and I was
alone with my patient. There was
silence. I am neither nervous nor
imaginative and at the present mo-
ment was too much absorbed in
thought to bave time for fancies ; but
there was littlo to do ; the poor fellow
was fast getting beyond human belp.
He was restless and muttered a good
deal but I could catch no coberent
words, yet I had a strong coaviction
that L2 needed something bat either
could not or wonld not say what it
was. At times ho would open thosze
dark eyes and gaze upon me with o sad
questioning expression that made me
thoronghly unhappy. I suppoeebadI
known more about the sacraments I
should bave guessed what was the
matter, but I did not know and said
nothing and seemed not to notice.
Thus the night wore on ; the sick man
was growing weaker but was quiet and
I took the opportunity to get & cup of
tea. I aroused s pationt of the next
bed, whom I knew to bs convalescent,
that my patient might not be nnwatch-
ed during my absence.

When I reached my little sanctum
1 sat by the £oe and made and drank
my tea. I did not feel lonesome but
I thought of ths poor fellow and
wished I czuld do somothing to ease
him. Suddenly there came the sound
of footsteps 80 diatinct that I thought
Brown was hurrying ‘o fetch me, and
I ran to the door.

instead of opening the door I gently
tucned the key.

I listened and still tho footatop
woent on stoadily tramping up ond
down. Thero was no round save tho
regular boat of o man’s foot uvon the
uncarpeted floor. I could bear it no
longer and went and called my follow
watcher. “ Do you hear the foot-
steps i’ I naked as ho eutered my room,
Ho listened a moment shook his head
and #miled.

The man entered and . remcined
outside, my beart beating wildly for
tho steps were going back and forth
rapidly as ever.

The
poor man was o Roman Catholic and
horo was at death’s door and perhaps
in sore noed of a priest. I had heard
about the sacraments and had ofter
seen the cffects of confession on some
poor sinner. T feared it was now too
late bat T bent over bim and asked in
8 low voice “Would you like a priest?”

To wy dying dsy I shall remrmber
the look he gave me, ©* O Sister! Can
It MayIt O if you can got me one
quickly I cannot dis without.”

% Of courss jou may,” I answered,
“but if I bad only known beiore!

Why did you not tell me ¥”

“ I thought it was forbidden,” he
whisoered.  “But bring him soon, I
cannot die.”

. I sat down, hastily soribbled a note
to Father James, ran down stairs and

burried off tho porter to the pricat,

During this time the steps had not
coaged, but sounded even louder and
quicker almost with a touch of impa-
tionco in their troad as it to say, * Tho
time is short, wake hasto, the time is
sport.”

In o fow minutes I heard tho wel-
como sound of the porter’s key and
Fathor James stood beforo me. The
quiet gravity and dignity of his mien
told me that he had brought tho
Sacrament of his Church to the dying
man. No time was wasted in worde,
We ascended the stairs accompanied
by the footsteps, but just as the priest
possed through the door of the ward
they stopped. The sudden consation
of the strange monotonous sound
struck a chill to my heart and the
unexpected silonce made me giddy.
But the scone befors mo occupied my
attontion. I did not hear the words
that passed, but I saw the palid face
flash as the priest drew near - d the
two trembling hands go out in 1ppli-
cation. The scene overcame me and I
koelt down and hid my face and cried;
There is a strange peace and solemnity
about the ministrations of the prieat
at a death-bed which, aven in my Pro-
testant days always touched and awed
me,

After tho annointing Father James
prepared to administer the Boly Com-
munion ; 1 hesrd the solemn words
Eewe Agnus Dei and bowed my head,
but at the whispered thrice repeated
Domsne, non sum dignus I ventured to
look up. I saw a wonderful sight.
Tho poor man'’s face was changed ; the
haggard look gove; the troubled gaze
had given place to an expression of joy.
Tears were running down his checks
and his hands now deep with the dew
of death were orossed upon bis breast
and clasped a crucifix. It was a scone
never to be forgotten and from that
moment [ was a Catholic at heart.

Father James put away his things
and I went down to the door with him.
Ho looked at me anxiously. * Some-
thing bas upset you, sister, has it not §”
I took courage and told him all about
those mysteriouns steps that bad haunt-
ed me all night and ceased when he
came in. He stood silent until I had
finished, thep said. * Those steps will
trouble you no more.  God hless you,
you have done a good work this night.”
He spoke truly. I never heard thoze
steps again, and when an hour later I
reverently laid 2ut the body of my un-
known patient, and saw the look of
peace and happiness on his features, I
felt that I had indeed done a good deed,
and that God in His mercy wounld per-
baps in return remember me at the
hour of my death.

Feldkiroh Bolls.

Zoalously and viotoriously the armies
of tho great Napoleon were sweeping
over Europo, No fort was strong
enough to vesist them, no number of
men largo enough to defend a city at
that time when the French battered at
its walls,

Onthe frontiors of Austria was a
littie town called Feldkirch. Ithadnpo
moro than 3,600 or 4,000 peoply,
mostly God fearing wen. The grent
Napoleon found Feldkirch on his way
a8 ho advanced and gave an ordor to
one of his generals to take it, just as a
housewife would order a servant to kill
afowl for dinner. The general selected
wag Massensa, and one beantifu} Enster
morning as the people arose to go to
the first mass of the festival they saw
Qeneral Massena's forces, numbering
18,000 men, encamped on the heights
above the town. The sun as it rose
shone on the long files of French mus-
kets—a gad though glittering sight to
the people, who had been thinking only
of their risen Lord.

Naturally there was the greatest
consternation. No one knew the beat
course to pursue, 50 o hurried meeting
of the town council was held. One
thing all were agreed upon—that it
was useless to oppose the overwbelming
pumbers of the enemy. Then some
one arore and suggested that a suitable
person be sent to the Frenchicamp with
a flag of truce and the keys of the
town, asking for some degree of mercy
—that at least the women, children
and old men might be spared, end a
general sack, the awful accompaniment
of war, averted.

At this juncture an old and reverend
priest arose, and all listened with clocs
attention, for his counsels bad always
been loving and wise. * My children,”
he said, ¢ this is Eagter day. (annot
God, who arose from the dead, protect
us in our distreas? Shall our first act
in this calamity be to forsake him %
What are we againgt thut vast number
awaiting the order to attack ua? Let
us go to the church as usual and trust
in God for the rest.”

At those brave and earnest words
hope sprang arew ‘n the breasts of the
faithful, and the various sextons were
ordered to ring ali the bells of the
town as joyfully as possible. ‘Iroops
of people thronged the streets and
entared the churches, and one would
not have known except for that menac-
ing host upon the hill that snything
hed interfored with the happiness of
thoss who were rejoicing in the resur-
rection.

And 80 the joy bells, rang and rang
and rang, and the French hearing them
took word to their general that they
wer9 ringing becanse of the arrival of
re-enforcements ; and that the place
b had been relieved in the night by a
iarge portion of the Austrian army.
The general, believing this, ordered his
troups to retreat st once.

'Thus while the bells of Feldkirch
rarg the French army stole away, and
the people fell again upon their kness
and gave thanks to God for their de-
liveranca.—Catkolic Review.

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RETURN OF BISHOP DOWLING.

Tho Hawmilton Spectator of the 18th
says, Bighop Dowling and Mgr. Mo
BEvay arrived homo Inst ovening from
Italy. They woro met at tho station
by tho cathedral olergy and recoived a
warm  wolcome. The time of his
lordship's arrival was quite unexpeot-
ed, a8 the bishop particularly desired
to avoid anything in the shape of a
public reception, which mauy of the
parishioners and socinties connected
with the church had boen desirous of
arranging 1o his honor.

Both Bishop Dowling and Mgr.
McEvay are in excellent health, and
enjoyed the voyage hoipe, though they
met with head winds on the way
which caused some Jelay.

The I'ope was so woll pleaged with
tho decenmal regort of the diocese
that he highly complimented the bis-
hop thereon, and as a mark of his
osteem bestowed the honors alresdy
announced, Very Rev. Father Heenan
has beon appomted to the highest grade
of the mansignoreship, namely, pro-
thonotary apostolic, with the privilege
not only of wearing the purple, but
also on special occasions, the mitre,
ring, pectoral cross and other insignia
of a prelate. The Pope declared that
this was a privilege granted to very
few and Mge. Heenan enjoys the privi-
lege of being the first Ontario priest
who has obtained the dignity.

In addition to appointing Father
MecJivay camereira segreto, the Pope
conferred on Father Burdou. the titles
of doctor of divinity and missionary
apostolic.  Mgr. McEvay will be
entitled to wear the full insignia of
his new office, and to enjoy all the
rights and wurivileges attached to it,
one of whizh is the right of residence
at the vatican as one of the papal
household as often as he » igits the holy
city, and of being one of the assistants
of the holy father on all occasions of
papal audiences given to distinguished
visitors.

Bishop Dowling and Mgr. McEvay
were present at the audience when
Emperor William of Germany was
received by the Pope.

We take the following from the
Hamillon Z¥mes of the 15th: An
unusually large congregation attended
St. Mary's Cathedral at high mass at
10.80 o'clock yesterday, the people of
the parish being desirous of once more
seeing and hearing the Lord Bishop
on his first public appearance after his
return from Rome, and of secing their
rector, Rev. Father McEvay. The
latter celebrated the mass, with Rev.
Fathers Coty and Hinchey as deacon
and sub.deacon. Rev. Father Haley
preached a good sermon on the folly
of leaving repentance of sins until
death ig expected. His text was
Beclesiagties vin., 5: **\Whoso keepeth
the commandments chall feel no evil
thing, and a wise man's heart dis-
cerneth both time and judgment.”

Bisbop Dowling addressed the con-
gregation after the sermon. He said -
Dear friends. I am here to day to re-
turn you all my sincere thanks for
your prayers for me during my absence.
Thank God I am home again intle
midst of my own clergy and peoypte,
and my first thought on reaching
Hamilton was to return thanks for the
protection extended to me while I was
absent from you. I felt the benefitof
your prayers. We bad o good wel-
come and good health and success
from every pont of view. It was my
happy privilege even upon the ocean,
with the exception ol one or iwo days,
to hold the blessed sacrifice of the
mass every morning ; also at the
tombs of St. Peter and St. Paal and
other holy places, including the
Garden of Gethsemane, where Jesus
suffered ; on Calvary and in the holy
sepulchre—at the last placo on Easter
Sanday morning. At those bolyplaces,
my dear friends, 1 always remembered
you ; you were alwaysin m; thooghts
and beart. Although I have seen and
worshipped in many holy places, I

thank God I am homo again, for I
beliove I am in my proper place. 1
om pleased to tell you that the Holy
Father was pleased to receive o good
account of the peoplo in this diocese,
and desired mo to call you togother
and toll you Lie loved you and to thank
ou for your kind gifts, and toll you
10 prays for you. Ile was ploased to
givo mo overy favor I nskdd. For the
olergy and people he has granted me
great priviloges,including indulgences,
which I will explain at some future
timo. Ho has conferrod great lionor
upon three of the priests of the diocoso
at my request. Iam sure you will be
Pleased that the priests who have
abored for you have been so honored.
Father McEvay bas had two distinot
titles given him, but he is too modest
to assume them, and you can call him
Father MoEvay just the same as over.
He does not care for titles — the
foreign names are too hard to pro-
nounce—but he will be entitled to all
tho rights which accompany them.
Father Bradou, the senior priest of
the diocese, who has labored faithfully
and who hag greatly assisted me, has
olso received two titles, and Iather
Heenan bags hiad honor conferred upon
him such as no other priest in Ontario
ever received. I got theso favore upon
my knees from the Holy Father hnm-
gelf, without any intercession by
others. I was told that I was asking
a great deal—honors that were only
conferred upon men of great piety,
distinction and zeal. I rephed that
they wers worthy and my word was
taken. I thenk God I have good
priests. The Holy Father also asked
me to call my people together and give
them the apostolic blessing, and 1 now
bestow it upon you and your {familiog
in his name.

The music for the occasion was
excellent, the efficient choir, under
Mr. D. J. O'Brien’s able leadership
being assisted by an orchestra.

As ananunced his UGraco dellvored his
lecture upon Christian worship and art In
the above-uamod church on Sunday evening.

But sacrifico meant the
crection of tsmples: accordingly men
gathered boneath tiy arching vault of heaven
or the bending branches of tho foresta
trees, to pour out the prayoer, tho praiso of
their poor heart. Then they wrote it all in
atono aod brick. Our blessed Lord came to
offer sacrifice accordiog to the order of
Moelchisvdech, to perfect worship and ao-
somplish a sacrifice worthy of Himself and
His religion. He theroforo catablished the
holy sacrifice of the Mass.  For three hun-
dred years tho to3)¢.sx'aecut.ioms of Roman
omporors provented tho faith and love of our
fathors expresting themsolves. Bat after a
time, when Christianity had shakoen off the
chains of slavery and stood forth in freedom,
koowing the trath of Christ, it brought all
creation to the worship and glory of the Holy
Masa. One by one those arand Gothis
cathedrals arose in Europe, telling of tho
faith of tho builders and displayiog the
glorious and exalting ideas of the religion
vehich gave them birth.

His Grace described with telling art the
boauty and majesty of St. Peter’s, quoting
Byron's cloquent passage upon this, tho
greateat temple on earth.  He proceeded to
show how these churchoes became the great-
est art gallerica of tho world, upon whose
walls hung the master-pieces of Raphaol,
Michael Angeln, Titian, FPra Angolico,
Rubens  The sketch of Church musio from
the Ambrosian chant to tho Gregorian,
which still expresses in its grave tones the
deepest of the soul's roligious sentiments,
was also most interesting,

Although the Archbishop claimed that it
was only a cursory view of the great and
close rolation betweon Christian worship
and art, tho wrapt attention of the vast
audience was a conviucing proof that thoy
rogarded it as sumething moro—and soms.
thing more it was, for it was rich with
figures, history, and thoology, and contained
a high appreciution of the beautiful.

Death of a Priest.

The Res. Father Rougrer,
Renfrew, died on Monday May 8 at scven
o'clock. The late Rev. Paul Rougier was
tho son of Paul Rougier and Madeline Rose,
and was born at Lus-1a Croix Drome, France,
on the 25th of November, 1836, being thero-
{orein his fifty-scventh year at tho time of his
donmise  Hc was baptized on tho saino date
at tho parish cnurch, and afterwardss com
ing to Canads, entorcd the Collego of Ottawa
to take a course in theology. Graduating
with honora ho donned the soutano for the
first time on the 8th of Soptomber, 1861,
and was o.daincd a prieat on the 18 of June,
1802, and appoiated to the parish of Ren-
frew on July 1, 1865, serving until April 1,
1866, when he was appointe Euiah priest.
For twonty roven years he bas boen the
faithful pastor of that parish, having as his
curato Rev. R. J. McKinnon, Tho deceased
clergyman was deservedly beloved by bis
flock, and by his death, u good man hasgone
to bis roward, Father Rougier was ono of
the most estecomed and popular pricsts in tho
diocese of Pontisc.

BECKET.

By Avurrep Lorp TExNvsox.

The following letter from a London
friend has been postponed for n long
time owing to press of matter :

Toxpox, March 26th, 1893,

It was with feelings of deepest
admiration and wondering delight that
J followed the work of the great poet
who hac passed away ; it was with an
intense interest, that eteadily grew
from the first realistic scone to the
close, that T witnessed the performance
of Tonnyson’s play at the Lycevm last
night,

As o work of art, as a brilliant pic-
ture of the twelfth century, it is o
trinmphant success—as a dream of
beauty, as a fervent and religious story
it is a trinmphant success. The cur-
tain rises and one is drawn towards
the stago, and becomes an actor in the
play, every incident seemiz a reality,
every word is for one’s private ear;
the pomp of Kings—the charm of Love
—rhe arrogance of Power—the zeal of
the great Martyr pass before one as a
living picturo of the vanished pasi.

From the Prologue, where the sceno
is laid ia Normandy, to the final
tableau in the North Transept of
Canterbury Cathedral, one rich pageant
after ancther passes beforo the eye,
and the genius of our great actor man-
sger has never been seen to greater
advantage than it is now, in the whole
arrangement of his lutest and admirad
production.

The Lyceum represents to Londoners
the perfection of modern stago craft;
and many of the scenes that have
grown within its walls are famous as
much for its historic truth as for their
dezzling beauty ; the church in « Faust”
for instance, the clifflu of Dover in

“ Lear,” and now tke lovely scenes in
“ Becket,” notably the Castle in Nor-
mandy (where we first sce the great
archbishop (then Chancellor of Eng-
land) and Henry II. with a chess
board botween them, and playing
togotherin a characteristic way, Becket
with marked precision, the King with
caroless haste, knocking away tne
board at tho Ohancellor’s apparently
innocent words *“ My Bishop checks
your King !” and next the second scens
in Act I, o street in Northampton
with its quaint uneven houses, and

sunlight pouring cown upon the gayly
dressed pooplo and the black robed
monke.

Fair Rosamond’s Bowor ie o charm
ing scone, hung with fowors—the
gwoot wild rosea that the lovely and
deluded gir! has gathered in the woods
the sun boams breaking through a
tanglo of forns at ono sido of the stage
—tho mossy banks where tho lovers
toll their love in pootry. In the third
Act wo aro taken to Montmarail, where
the two thrones of Louis of France and
Henry of Eogland are side by side,
and tho followers of oach famous king
are grouped togother in tho back-
ground, Knight Tomplars with tho
oross upon their breasts, Freuch pagos
blazing in suarlet, barons in rich and
flowing robes, soldiers in refulgent
orms, und the whole glittering orowd
baoked by o realistic and stately scene.

Tho fourth Act op2ns in the Castlo
in Normandy of the Prologue, where
the fatal words of the King, * Will no
man rid mo of this pestilent priest{”
aro spoken ; and closes in Canterbary
Oath~dral—oloses on the awful death
of Saint Thomns—the massive colums
on either side—the long fight of steps
behind—ths light from the two stained
glass windows falling across the floor—
how well it is remembered by everyone
who has stood on the historic spot in
old Canterbury! All tho scenes are
most exquisite, and tho charms of the
poetic language is greatly enhanced by
the perfection of every detail, the
accurucy of every costumne, the vigour
of every actor.

So much for the mounting and
goneral effect of the Lyceum success,
and now for the greatest character of
the play, the Becket of 1°ennyson and
Henry Irving—the perfect being in
the group of kings and churchmen. He
stonds far above the rest alone in bis
grandeur.

From the beginning tc the end,
Becket impresses one with the great
idea of his loyalty to the Church, the
fearless upholding of his belief, the
undaunted courage of a sincere and
lofty soul,

Mr, Irving's power in this character
is of an intense nnd subdued nature, a
steadily glowing fire that only breaks
into flame once or twice, and then what
a flame of noble rage it is |

“The State will die, but the Church
never dies 1"’ are perhaps tho most fiery
words of ths great Archbishop ; he is
a very soldier in his denunciation of
the barons, and in the fearless way he
meets his inevitable fate—never turn-
ing aside from his one set purpose, to
uphold the Church agaicst the tyrauny
of the Xing.

Mr. Irving makes the most of every
opportunity. His wonderful voice and
expressive faco never lose their in-
tensity ; in the Prologue he strikes the
key noto of the play, and the contrast
between the King and Becket is
sharply drawn—the one arrogant,
licentious, ambitious ; the other calm,
determined and reserved—tho news of
the death of the then Archbishop of
Oanterbury is brought to the two
friends, the Ring rushes away with &
laughing cry, A hawking! A hawk-
ing 1" the Chancellor exclaims, ** My
heart iz foll of tears!”

Only once Mr. Irving wears the
Archbishop® robes, in the firet act, and
after that Becket appears in the black
ordinary habit of the black canons of
the Augustinian Rule— it is a figure
that one cannot easily forget, and the
oxpression of the dying martyr's face
lives in one’s wemory as simply awe-
inspiring and sublime,

Mr, Irving receives loyal support
from his company ; Miss Ellon Terry’s
Rosamond is full of delight, never
before has she looked more fascinating
or acted with more perfect charm.

Miss Genovieve Ward as Queen
Eleanor, and she i= heartily welcomed
after o lorg absence from the London
siage. The powerful voice of Mr
William Terriss is admirably suited to
Henry II., he looks the part, and

plays with all his usual force aud ear-
nostnoss.

Mr. Bishop and Mr. Haviland aro
excellont as Jokn of Salisbury and
Herbort of Bosham, loyal friends of
Becket ; Mossra, Frank (ooper, Tyars,
tlague and Pencival play tho four
knight's of the King’s bousocbold ene-
mies of Becket in n sufficiently vigozous
manner, and the minor characters are
woll played -especially good is Master
Leoo Byrne as little Geoffroy, o romark-
ably clever and attractive ohild,

Tho Holy Father, on rocoiviug the
Polish pilgrims, replied : —* It is for
us, dearest children, a great joy to seo
you at our side, and to look upon these
many children of Poland around you,
led to our feet by the desire of offorin
us, upon the occasion of our episcoptﬁ
jubilee, their felicitations. Joy which
18 rundered all the more sensiblo to us
by tho words we have just heard, for
they are, we cannot doubt, the faith
ful oxpression of the sentiments not
only of those who now surround us,
but also of all their fellow Oatholic
citizens, absent in body but present in
heart.

* Children of those generous men
who in the past did such things for
the defence of religion, and who merit-
ed go frequently the praises of our
predecessors, they have sll the more
right to pride themnselves in their
ancestors, because, as you recall it,
and ag history bears witness, they the
more boldly preserved the faith and
virtues, especially respect and obedi-
ance to the Apostolic See, centre of
Christian unity. Whatever may be
the vicissitudes of time, it is always
in their power to keop intact in our
time the true glory of their nation by
continuing to profess the faith cour-
ageously, and by conforming their
whole life to its maxims without any
obstacle preventing them.

** Furthermore, dearest children,
this constancy of your ancestorsin the
faith is proven in a touchiwg manner
by your pilgrimages from the countries
of the North to the holy City in order
to honor here the very author of our
faith in the person of Hie Vicar. You
prove it also by the prayers you.sand
up to heaven to draw upon the head
of the Church the graces which his
sublime and tremendous _ninistry
requires. You prove it to us, in fine,
by your zealous participation in the
joys of our jubilee, by your generous
offerings, and by the complacency
with which you recall all our efforts
for the good of the Church and the
world. These teatimonies of faith and
filial piety we accept with paternal
affection and smcere gratitude. And,
on our part, we will omit nothing to
extend our deepest solicitudes for the
Catholics of Poland, and protect as
far as lies in our power, their dearest
inient—as we bave never ceased to
do, all malevolent insinuations to the
contrary notwithstanding. At the
same tiwe, according to the desire you
express, we will not forget to address
our most fervent prayers to God that
He may deign w turn a propitious
look vpon you, may r-erwhelm vou
with his favors, multiply good works
upon you, and cause examples of all
Christian virtues to slune,”

Home Influenca.

What amount of influenca does the
home circle exert on the careera of our
young people? This is certainly o
question of the most vital importancs ;
a question which should tower aloft
over all the probleme of the day; a
question which should be thoroughly
studied—first, last and always—by
svery purent in the land; a question
which, if duly weighed, would serve to
effect an almout incredible amount of
good ; and yet, alus ! a qusstion, which,
1o spite of its momentous import, is
very seldom seriously sonsidered by the
vast majority of parents.

** *Tis education forms the common miod,
Arnd as tho twig is bent, the tree’s inclioed.”

Ponder well this self-evident maxim,
God bas imposed on parents the obli-
gation of educating their children.
Does the smattering of knowledge ac-
quired in the school room release them
from this.weighty obligation? Cer-
tainly not. Education does not consist
in any amount of mere book-learning.
it consists in the drawing forth of all
the feculties; and to accomplish this
object theshome influeace must work
in unison with the school, and mest be
ever guperior to it, since it is ths moat

important factor in truo education.

But, to make bomo inflcence atiractivo
the domestic hearth must bo made
cheery and attractivo; else tho obild
will have no rolish forhome To maks
a homo all that can be doesired it is
necossary that the atmosphore bo
thoroughly Cbristian ; that the spirit
of peace and good will abide thoro; that
the paronts be exemplary and cheerful.
As oxtremes are always dangerons,
thore should be neither undue rigor
not oxcessive indulgence. Both are
equolly to be feared, Paritanical
rigor cramps the mind and heart, and
ie no less injurious in its effects than
softness or over-indulgence, which
causes the child to lose all regord for
his parents, The child desires relax-
ation ; and ho will have it at any cost.
If ho cannot find innocont amusement
at homo he will seek some sort of di-
version abroad. He will very likely
fall in with bad company and Ye
quickly dragged to ruin. As o pre.
ventive ngainst this dread evil give him
every change you can possibly give to
find awple means of divertisoment at
home.

Then as regards readivg. How
mauy children acquire a banefal habit
of desultory reading ; or worae, a mania
for reading the most trashy, senti-
mental ¢ dime novels,” simply because
their reading is nat properly directed ;
because they cannot find good interest-
ing books at bome. Axad how difficult
it is to correct this pernicious habit in
after life only those who have had ex
perience can tell,

If parents are often disappointed in
their children it is because they have
not given sufficient attention to this
most momentous question. Certainly
now and then you will find a black
sheep even in the very best regulated
families, but this is an exception.

As a rule, children correspond to
home influence ; they are good or bad
according as the influence exerted on
them is good or bad, and the majority
retain the good habits formed in early
youth, for * the child is father of the
man.” If parents wonld only adopt
the plan which is here briefly out-
lined, in the mauasgement of their
homes, they would soon see its bene-
ficial results. Their children would
learn to love them, to confide to them
their trials and troubles and to follow
their wise counsels. They themselves
would be spared many a bitter pang,
wany a sleepless night ; they would do
their duty to God and their children
and they could not fail to be gladdened
by the bappy results of that inestim-
able influence which a traly Ohristian
home ever exerts on the hearts and
minds of youth.— Catliolic Mirror.

Thetwo
Eoglish-speaking churches, 8t. Law-
renco’s 82d St. James', unite with the
Portuguese parish, St. Jobn's, in this
movement, and ita success would thus
seem to be assured.

A correspondent at Cahirciveen,
Oounty Kerry, sonds us the following,
dated Easter Mondny:

Sincoe the erection of this memorable
Way of the Cross four years ago, the
pious poople of this parish have been
in the habit, both on the Feast of the
Exeltation of the Holy Cross, and
which is also the patron feast of the
parish (14th Soptomber), and also on
(Good Iriday, of making pilgrimsges
and porforming tho Way of tho Croas
on this historic mountain. The Very
Rev. Canon Brosnan, who orected
thom, desirous of promoting this most
salutary devotion, announced his pur-
poso this year of accompanying the
pilgrims on Good Friday, but the
weather not being favorable deferrod
it to last Sundny, which was most
propitious for the occasion. There is
at prosent sojourning in Cahircivoen,
Mr. Joremiah Ourtin, of the Smithson-
ion Institute, Bureau of Ethnology,
Washington, America, who with his
wife, who accompanies bim, are ac-
complished artists and photographers,
and have ovinced the warmest interest
in these stations, and, also, i every-
thing connected with tho O’Connell
Mewmorial Ohurch. 3Mr. Curtin heing
unable to leave town on Sunday, Mrs.
Ourtin most kindly expressed her
willingness to accompany the pilgrim-
age, and to take the viows of the
Stations and the Holy Way. Accord-
ingly, a large concourse of the parish-
ioners assembled at tbe foot of the
the mountain at 11,30, accompanied
by the Very Rev. Canon, who perform-
ed the Way of the Uross at the severnl
Stations to the summit of ¢he moun-
tain. Mrs. Cartin taking the views
as they proceeded nlong. It may be
here remarked that this magnificent
wountain, stands 2,226 feet above the
level of tho sea, aud is the highest
peak in this part of Kerry, whilst the
Stations of the Cross, fourteen in
number, stand apart about a quarter
of a mile from each other, and traverse
about four miles in extent to the top.
A short distance from the fourteenth
Station, right on the very summit,
stands the great Celtic Cross, which is
twenty-five feet high, and one solid
block of concrete weighing thirty-seven
tons, in the composition of which more
than two tons of cement were used.
As regards the smaller crosses, which
are of tho sawe solid material, each
weighs five cwt. Thoy were con-
structed in Qabirciveon, and borne on
the shoulders of the sturdy inbabitants
of the district Yo their destinatiou on
the mountain. Having arrived at the
summit, the Very Rev. Canon ad-

ressed the multitude 1n a few stirring
words suitable to the gracd occasion,
in which he eulogized the noble in.
stincts and devotion of the people to
the great mysteries of their holy faith
and the heroic traditions of their fore-
fathers, and aleo paid a well-merited
tribute to Mra. Curtin’s generous
agsistance. It is remarkale that
amongst the pilgrims were children of
five years of ago from Cabirciveen, who
walked the whole way and back, and
also old venerable men and women
close upon 8U years. It was truly an
impressive and solemn sight, and most
wortby of the faith and piety of the
people.  Mrs. Curtin, who is a native
Ameorican, performed her part most
nobly, and I understand thut the views
taken by her are likely to prove of
immenso interest and gratification, and
I sm happy to state that not the
slightest hitch or accident ocrurred,
whilst all who took part in this re-
markable proceeding returned to their
homes delighted and happy.—New
World,

As
real n porson a8 your own kitchon-maid,
and not a bit botter, probably, than
yours is, if sho's o good one. . .. .She be-
came a very notable creature, indeed,
and ono of wide practical powor
throughout Earope, for though sho
lived and died a servant of all work at
a clothier’s, thirty yearsafter hor death
Danto scknowledges her the patron
snint of hor city, and sho bas eversinco
been the typo of perfectness in servant
life to the Christian world,” No one
of us doss a8 well in his present sphere
as he might do, yot many of us are
thinking we might do better if we had
a better sphere.  If, instead of wishing
for another sphere, we were to set our-
selves to filling the sphere appointed to
us, wo might become a good deal moro
like a saint than we yet are in the com-
munity where we live, even if we had
no prospect of being roputed a saiut by
those who come after us.

Servia.

The coup d'etat by the young King
of Servia was certainly not lacking in
originality. Having invited bis Min.
isters to dinner, he coolly announced
hig determination to be master in his
own house and ruler of his own king-
dom. This was certainly a bold step
for o boy of seventeen; but it wes
probably as wise a proceeding as he
could bave adopted under the circum-
stances, though the motives of his
advigers can scarcely bave Leen disin-
terested. I{ing Milan and Queen
Nathalie have for a number of years
made themselves the laughiog-stock of
Eu.ope.

The
mutual distrust of Russia and Austria
will ensare a comparatively pacific
reign for King Alexander until the
sword is drawn, and then we are afraid
Servia becomes the spoil of one or
other of these two great grasping
powers.

Rev. axD DEAR Sin;

You will please inform your people,
at the various Masses, on Sunday
rext, that we have bought s property
in the eastern suburbs of this eity, for
the purpose of an Industrial school
for such boys as may be fit subjects
for such an institution. According to
the Industrial School Act in force in
this Province, boys under fourteen
years of age, who belong to any of the
following categories, may be commit-
ted to a certified Industrial Scheol :

(1) A boy who is found beggirg or
receiving alms ;

{2) Who 18 found wandering and
not having any home, or settled place
of abode, or proper guardianship, or
not having any lawful ocoupation, or
visible means of subasistence ;

(8) Who is found destitute, either
being an orphan, or having a surviv
ing parent, who is undergoing impri-
sonment ;

(4) Whose parent, step-parent or
guerdian r.pregents ‘o the Police
Magistrate that he is unable to con-
trol the child, and that he desizes the
ohild to be sent to an Industrial School
under this Aot ;

(6) Who, by reason of the neglest,
drunkenness or other vices of parents,
is suffered to be growing up without
salutary parental control and educa-
tion, or in circumstances exposing him
to lead an idle and disso -te life.

Hitherto our Catholic boya belong-
ing to any of the aforesaid classes
have been committec to a Protestant
Industrial School at Mimice, as there
existed no Industrial School under
Catholic auspices. There are at pre-
sent, we have been informed, twenty-
two Catholic boys in the Mimico insti-
tution. and it is computed that since
its establishment aliont eighty Catholio
boys have been sent (& it. We ad-
visedly call the Industrial School at
Mimico a Protestant institution. Ita
mansagement is Protestant ; its officials,
teachers, etc., are Protestant; the
religious services, at whinh all are
hound to assist are Protestant; in &
word, sll the influences that colour
the thoughts, and form the convie-
tions, and moula the charucter of
youth are entirely and thoroughly
Protestant. We are not finding fanlt
with the management of that institu-

tion, nor do we say that there is a
deliberato attempt mado to proselytize
our children ; but, the faots being as
stated, you -aight as well oxpoot that
a boy plunged into the waters of Lake
Ontario can be taken out without being
wot, a8 to oxpeot that a boy detained
for a considerable time in that institu-
tion will come cut of it anything but a
Protestant in religion.

Buch being the cuss, we havo felt it
to be a grave obligation of cousaience,
and ao imperious duty of our office as
chief pastor of this Archdiocese, to
protoot tho faith of theso exposed
children of the flook, and to provide
for them a home in which they will
be taught useful trades that will
enablo them to earn a decent liveli-
aood in their maturo years. In order
to procure a suitable place for this
pucpose we have been obliged to inour
a very heavy debt, and we shall also
be necessitated to incur further pecu-
niary obligations in order to fit and
equip the requisite buildings for the
proposed institution.

For the means required for this
work we depend, in the first place, on
the merciful providence of God, who
never yet failed ug in our undertakings
for His glory and the salvation of
souls ; and secondly, on the inexhaust-
ible generosity and charity of our
faithful people. At some suitable
time we will appeal to our flock for
direot subscriptions and contributions
for this necossary work; but in the
meantime, as there will bse a great
deal of preliminary expenses, we pro-
pose to hold a grand Pio-Nic for all
the Catholics of this city, to be held
on the grounds of the proposed insti-
tution on next Dominion Day, 1st of
July. We call on all the various
societies of this city to join, heart and
hand, 1n & combined effort to make
that Pic-Nic a grand social aud finan-
vial success. We expect pastors of the
various congregations to organize
committees of ladies and gentlemen
for the purpose of preparing refresh-
ment tables for each parish, getting up
games, &o., for the occasion. In a
word, we inwite nct only our own
people, but the oitizens generally, to
patronize and encourage the good
work, and t3 come out to ¢ Blantyre
Park” cn Dominion Day. where they
can spend a pleasant, snjoyable holi-
day, and at the same time give &
helping hand to a work of charity and
mercy.

It is some years ago since the Qath
olics of Qopenhagen were allowed the
privilege of opening their firat church
gince the “reformation,” and now it
seems that they bave been permitted
to publicly snnounce their worship by
the ringing of a bell, as one was placed
in the tower of their church recently
and rung, the firct time such an event
has taken place since 1535, when
Oatholicity was guppressed in Den-
mark.

Philogophical Talks.

LIBRRTY OF CONSOCIENGE.

This is vhe age of words, of the use
and abuso of words; and fow words
are moro used and abused than these
worde . ¢* liberty of consamence,’” But
their froquent uso and more frequont
abuse show that these words are
important and popular, and therefore
desorve a place in philosophical talks
to tho people. And because what is
true about these words is to most
people new, a good talk about them is
just the thing for a Catholic news-
papor. For tho peculiarity and the
power of a Catholic nowspaper is, that
ita theology gives the Iatest and best
news aboui the next world, and s
philosophy tho latest and best news
abont this. The reason the judicious
Editor of this exvellent and popular
paper gives a leading place to our
talks is, that they really belong to the
news department. Now, the news
about ¢ liberty of concience ™ is, that
the words have no definite meaning at
all; or if they sometimes bave a
definite sense, that sense is worse
than noosense.

In writing of intellectual education
as ** a disoipline in accuracy of mind,”
Cardinal Newman said: ¢ When I
hear speakers at a public meeting
deolaiming about ‘large ard enlighten-
ed views,' or about ®liberty of con-
science,’ or about ‘the Gospel,” or
abount any other popular subject of the
day, I am far from denying that some
asmong them know what they are
talking about; but it would bo satis-
factory in a particular cass to be
sure of the fact, but i1t seems to me
that these household words may stand
in 8 man's mind for something or
other very glorious indsed, but very
misty , pretty much hke the idea of
* civihzation * that floats before the
mental vision of a Turk—that is if,
when he interrupts his smoking to
utter the word, he condescends to
think whether it has any meaning at
all.”

If wmany of those who utter the
-sords ** liberty of conscience ** would
condescend to reflest, they would find
that the meaning they attach to them
ig very misty indeed. Liberty, they
know, means freedom. But hberty
of conscience means freedom of what ?
and freedom from wheat ? How many
would answer . “ freedom of every-
thing and freedom from everything ?
Liberty of conscience, they will say,
means freedom of thought, freedom of
spesch, freedom of the press, freedom
of action, freedom of worship, freedom
of religion. Now, whatever else liberty
of conscience may be, 1t can certainly
be none of these things, for the gimple
and sufficient reason that conscience is
not thought, nor speech, nor wnting,
nor hving, nor loving, nor religion;
and therefore even if conscience conld
be free, 1t would not be free thought,
nor free talk, nor free writing, nor free
love, nor free living, nor fras religion.
Conscience may have much to say
aboutall these things, but conscience
itsell is not any of them, no matter
how free 1t may be.

Conscience, as we have geen, is a
practical dictate of reason, telling
every man, in partioular cases, what is
right and whatis wrong. Conscience

overy mon’s immediate rule of right
action. Forinstanco, right renson seos
tho general principlo that everyone
ghould got his own. Faots prove that
this particular artiole of porsonal pro-
porty belongs to Potor. Woell, then,
conoludes conscience, Petor should get
it, oven though it be an umbrella!
Where is the place for freedom hero?
Freedom from what ?  From coercion
or compulsion? Conscience cannot
bo coerced. Tho bouy may be coorced :
the soul cannot. I may be compolled
to walk or to cat. I cannot be com-
pelled to conclude. Oh! but I can.
Authority, truth, right, reason, will
compe! mo to conclude.

But does liberty of conssience mean
freedom from authority, truth, reason
and right ? Burely such freedom
would be something worse than folly
in a man who is not a fool. ButIam
free not to follow my conscionco, I
can keop Poter's umbrells. Yes, you
can, but not because of your frecdom
of conscience, but because of your free
will, which is quite another thing.
And as your free will walks with
Peter's umbrella, or Ins purse, you
shall find this out; for conscience,
supposing of course you have a con-
science, will keep crying out: *¢thief.”
You may quiet the cry, but only.when
you have killed your conscience—or
returned the umbrella.

Is there no such thing, then, as
liberty of conscience ? Not in the
popular senge in which these words are
for the most part used. There is a
limited and special sense in which the
words may have some meaning.
Liberty of conscience muay mean
liberty of religion, that is, the freedom
to profess and practice the faith that
conscience tells me is true. {t will be
readily seen that this is rather freedom
of worship than freedom of conscience,
and of this freedom of worship we shall
have something to say in a future
ta'k. Liberty of conscience may also
mean freedom from ignorance, error,
or evil. There is such a thing as an
crroneous conscience, a false con-
seience, and a bad conscience.

Bat in these cases the fault is really
not in the conscierce. The conscience
always does what it can with the
materials it gets and wakes the best of
the reasons givea it. But prejudice
or passion may distort or prevent the
reason from which conscience con.
cludes. If the error is wilful, it is the
will that is the slave, and needs to be
freed from the evil influence. If the
error is not in any way wilfal, 1t is
said to be practically 1nvincible, and
an invincibly, inculpably, erroncous
conscience is practically free and to be
followed. If those who tslk ot liber-
ty of conscience wean freedom from
culpable error and evil, freedom from
prejudice, pagsion and sectarian spirit,
then we say these words have mean-

ing, and we tell the talkers to talk on
and progper till they have all con-
goiences free from everything, except
authority, truth, right and duty.

It must ba gall and wormwood to
the A. P. A. organ of St. Louis, which
issaid to be the principal one of the
peatiferous publicauons of its class, to
have the governor of Miasouri a Qath-
olic. Yet the Western Watohman ia
anthority for the statement that for
the first time in its history a Oatholic
now occupies the gubernatorial chair
of that western commonwealth,
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Pontacost.

Sunday noxt is the Ohurch’s own
Fenst—tho doy on which she was
baptized with firo and the Holy Ghost,
when the etornal uncreated flame of
God'slove, the Paraclete, the Bpirit of
truth, desconded from honven to fulfil
the moroiful mtention of our blessed
Lord. It is tho day on which tho
divine Legislator cnters upon that
law of charity and sanctification xhose
beginnings are in time and whose per-
feotion is in oternity—whose onden-
vors are on earth, but whose reward
and crown aro in heaven.

Jerusalem was filled with pilgrims;
the disciples wern gathered in prayer
with the boly Mother of God awaiting
the anxious hour. At length whon
the days of the Pantecost were accom-
plished suddenly tisero came a sound
from heavon as of a mighty swind, and
there appeared to them parted tonsues
as it wero of fire ; and they wero oll
filled with tue Holy Ghost, aud they
began to speak with divers tongues
according as the Holy Ghost gave them
to speak. Thus from the beginning
the apostles taught all nations; thus
in the days of St. Augustine ihe
Church, spread in different countries,
spoke all languages; and to day, with
children in overy land, with a teaching
epiecopate in every nation, there is
no need of the power of tongues—but
the marvelous worlk of the Holy Ghost
abides, guarding ever the covenant of
truth, speaking the word cf faith, the
worship of gacritice, the devotion of
sacraments — and  everywkere the
Church of God speaks the languege of
praise and prayer, and each of the
faithful hears it in his own tongue in
which he is born. O Church of the
living God, how beautiful are thy
steps through the centuries, shod, as
thou art, with the Gospel of truth!
O last and noblest creation of the
Holy Spirit, immortal Society fighting,
struggling here, triumphing inheaven!
It is we!lfor us, thy children, 10 turn
and contemplate the glorious day of
thy birth, to renew its memories
within our soul, and ask the Holy
Ghost to come and fill our bearts and
kindle them afresh with the fame of
divine love.

The work of the Holy Ghost is
two fold—his work in every individual
soul and his office in the mystical body
of Christ. The latter fills the temple
preserving the Church i the unfailing
and complete knowledge of God's
truth and revelation, ever guiding its
voice and impressing the mark of holi-
ness upon it by the union of that
Holy Ghost with the Church of God
for all time., The former is the
mighty task of sanctification which He
worketh in us, and which we hope He
will perfect unto the coming of the
Lord Jesus. It is the m:nistry of
grace which transforr-3 us from child
ren of wrath to childrvn of compla-
cency, makes us heirs of God—co-heirs
and brethren of our Lord, fills us
with that life which our Saviour came
on earth o give in greater abundance.
Grace is uo part of man’s nature ; it is
a pure gift direct from God. It steals
down into the deepest recesses of our
nature, adorning our whole being,
raising it to a higher level, and er.r.
gizing all our facultics with a pcwer
without which they are infirmities.

No oreaturo, however oxalted, can give
us grace—not oven onough lo say the
Lord Jesus. It is the work of the
Holy Ghost, resting like a fortilizing
rain-oloud upon the tops of the hills;
that heavenly dow desconds into the
powera of the soul, filling the telleot
with & new light by which it views
time, QGod, the world, etermty,
strengthoning the will, purifying the
heart's afleotions, and placing upon
gsoul and sonso tho sweet yoke of
Christ's law.

Virtusa and spectal gifts aro infused
mto ug by the uction of God's Holy
8pirit in the great work of sanotifica-
tion—Fortitude for the Martyrs, Wis-
dom for tho doctors, Counsel for the
confessors, Piety for all. Thus 1t was
that the Holy Ghost rested upon our
Lord, anointing Him, above His
fellows, with the fulness of grace. Of
that plenitude wo have all received.
It is something more than a garment
lnding our nakedness ; and yet with it
we are clothedas witn a robe of
beauty. It 18 the root and prineiple
of thuge thoughts, words ard actions
which, we trust, will 1ssue in life-
everlasting.

Thus illumined, thus attracted by
these gifts, the soul gives itself up to
the voice of that Spirit who leads it to
the desert of penance, to the world of
active charity, to the hill of suffering
and self-immolation, on to the glory
of a Qife of closer union with the God
of holiness. May the Holy Spiriv lead
us thus, and communicate Himsel{
to us more abundantly at the boly
time of Pentecost.

Our New Governor General.

A fesling of self-congratulation iinds
expression in almost every public
journal, and in every quarter, at the
official announcement now made, that
the Earl of Aberdecn is to ue the
Governor General of Canada, in suc-
cession to Lord Stanley of Preston,
now Earl of Derby. We unite heart
ily with our fellow-citizens of this
young Dominion in according a gen-
erous welcome, a cead mille failtha to
the noble Earl, who thus far, although
but compuratively young in diplemacy,
has won for himself a reputation
for magnaninity of soul and gentle
ness of hecrt that entitles him to the
admiration of all liberal-minded men,
and to the gratitude of millions.
Irishmen can mnever obliterate the
grateful remen.brance cf his urbane,
conciliatory and syr.pathetic adminis
tration of public uffairs during his
short but successful career as Lord
Lieutenans, when his mild, pacific
rule formed so siriking a contrast to
the stern, unbending display of author-
ity manifeated by Earl Spencer, whom
he succeeded in Dublin Castle.

This latter nominee of the Liberal
Government was favourably disposed ,
but the unfortunate assassiuation of
s predecessor in Phanix Park had
soured kLis naturally mild disposition,
and forced him to deal barshly and
even mercilessly with agrarian crim-
inals and politieal leaders of the
people, against whom he esercised
the law of coercion to its utmost
limit. Baffled in his honest but too se-
vere efforts to reduce the Irish people
to absolute submission to Bntish
domination, he retired in disgust, and

returned to England a convert to
Home Rule, as the only possible means
loft to maintain Ircland as a odntented,
loyal and trustod appanage of the
British Empire. It is our firm con
viction the! Earl 8pencer’s enlightened
experience in Ireland, and his porsua
give ropresontations to Lngland’s
Prime Minister, were tho deciding
argutments that convinced the Grand
0ld Man of the ubsolute nocossity of
Home Rule for Ireland, as tho only
policy pructicable and condveive to
the peace and strength of the Ewmpire,
and to tho contentment and happiness
of the Irish nation. :

One fact of history is very patont;
not many days had elapsed after the
retirement of Earl Spencer from the
Lord Licutenancy when it was pro-
claimed to the world that England’
Prime Minister had adopted Home
Rule for Ireland as the policy of the
Liberal Administration; and the Ear]
of Aberdeen, the most large-hearted
and generous-minded Lord of tho
British lineags, was appointed Lord
Lieutenant of Ireland. And well and
faithfully did the representative of the
newly accepted regime respond to the
wishes of the Liberal Prime Minister.
Lord Aberdeen and the high-minded,
accomplished lady whom bhe had
chosen as the sharsr in all his views
and wishes, went &s messengers of
peace and distributors of needed as3-
gistance to every remote corner of
Ireland. They brought comfort and
hope to the famishing districts; they
encouraged native industry in towns
and oities ; they conferred with priests
and bishops on the difficuities and
grievances of the distressed and
poorest Jocalities ; thoy suggested im-
provemonts, and aided with their
patronage and their pursge incipient
atterapts at home manufactures. Thus
did Lord and Lady Aberdeen prove
themselves real benefactors and friends
of the Irish people; and not even is
Gladstone himself more honoured or
loved to-day in Ireland than are Lord
and Lady Aberdeen, whomfhe com-
missioned to carry ont his policy of
conoiliation, and win with humane
treatment the kindness the affections
and loyalty of the Irish people.

No stronger argument in favour of
Home Rule could be adduced than the
sudden change which Lord and Lady
AberJeen’s brief stay in Dublin Castle
wrought in the hearts of the whole
population. From being adverse to
the English name, and suspicious of
some latent evil design in every act of
Parliament passed in their favour—
according to O'Connell's motto .
« Timeo Danaos et dona ferentes” —the
masses of the Irish poople began to
look upon their British rulers as
friends and benefectors. Ovations
were given to Lord and Lady Aberdeen
in every village or city which they
honoured with their presence and
made happy with their benefactions.
Hope, trust aad loyalty took the place
of suspicion and bhatred in every
breast ; indeed it might be said that
Ireland was ** conquered at last.”

Once Lord and Lady Aberdeen
became acquainted personally with {Le
character and disposition and short-
comings of their Irish protegees, a
strong fecling of interest and attach-
ment grew up in their noble hearts for
the Celtic race, They have assisted,

moro than any others in England or
Ireland, in bringing to perfeotion ard
to tho world’s notice the peculinrities,
and simple industries, of the [Irish
peasantry in the Columbian F.xposi-
tion at Chicago They have made
common couse with the Irish exhibi-
tors, and have given a tone and a
character to Ireland’s portion of the
grand Exhibition that attracts atten-
tion and inviles the admiration of all
those who visit the World's Fair.

Tho London Saturday Review, which
ossayed to minimise the enthusinsm
which Ilon. Edward Blake's eloquence
and statesmanship arcused in Fnglish
circles, has been trying its worst to
lower the excellences of Lord Aber.
doon's grand charnoter. It saysin its
latest edition: ** It is announced that
Canada is to be blessed with s Home
Rule Viceroy in the jerson of Lord
Aberdeen, The Dominion is not to

be congratulated, unless it has an
appetite for well-meaning feebleness
and fuss in its Governmant House.”
The London Free Press says: ** All
this may be, but Canada will prefer
to judge the noble Earl, ar it judgos
any public oflicial, upon his personal
reoord, and the results of lis admims-
tration, rather than by the harsh
atandard of a possivle malignant.”

It 13 very
evident that his priests were 1n hig
Lordship's mind and heart while
away; for, besides the honors to Mon-
signore Heenan and Monsignure Mec-
Evay, we are pleesed to learn that
Rome has conferred the honorary title
of Doctor of Divinity upon Father
Bardou of Cayuga, with the title of
vissionary Apostolic.  Archdeacon
Bardou graduated in a French Ciaver-
sity beforo coming to this country,
and has been a devoted student all his
life. We extend him our sincere con-
gratulations upon the well deserved
distinction with which, at the request
of Bishop Dowling, he has been hon-
ored by the great centre of Christian
leurning.

When emperors ope their mouth
let no dog bark . but the Emperor of
Germany i8 no ordinary character.

He delivered a speech on the 9th
instant to the officers of the Imperial
Guard which has caused the whole
Empire to howl and bark. Bitterly
disappointad at the defeat of the army
bill, be boldly expressed lus determin-
ation to stake all in his power to
obtain its ennctment, sinece it is a
guarantee for the peace of Lurope,
He feels that he is in sympathy with
the princes of the federal states, the
people and the army. Imagine the
discussion of & Goverunment defcat in
the British Parliament discussed be-
fore army officers by the Commander-
in chief.

Another speech which is causing
excitement in Germany is that of Dr.
Licher, leader of the clericel party. It
was called forth by a remarh of a
Catholic nobleman, Baron Schor-
leimer, that the house of tke Hohen-
zollerns were the preservers of the
monarchy in Germany, if notin all
Europe. This, Dr. Licber claims, 15
not endorsed by the cierical party.
‘1 acknowledge,” he said, ** thet the
house of Hohenzollern is the guardian
of the imperial constitution. At the
same time, however, I proclaim that
1o lapse of time can make right those

wrongs of which that house bas been
guilty in the past.”
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GLAUSTONE AND O’CONKNOR.

A correspondent writes . * An in-
teresting spoctacle was witnessed in
the division lobby the other evening
when Mr Gladstone encountered for
the first time Mr James ()'QOunnor,
the ex Fenian prisoner, who was re.
turned in tho new DParliament as
member for Wicklow. The G, O. M.
was resting himself on one of the
benches in the lobby when, suddenly
looking round, he recognized Mr.
O'Connor, whom ho greoted, at the
same timo asking bim had ho not been
in jail for Fenianism.

*Mr. O'Counor said tbat he had
spent ahout three years in Pentonville,
nine months in Portland and eight
mootbs in Millbank, from which the
Premicr himself bad roleased him.
*You mesn,’ observed Mr. Gladstono,
‘my Government,’ and then askod if
Mr. O’Connor had been in Portland
when he visited it in 15369 ; but, as the
member for Wicklow putit, in those
days a prisoner knew very little about
the visit of any one to the jail, for he
wa3a confined to a dark cell for twenty-
three hours out of the twenty-four.

** As the Premier and the ex-political
prisoner walked slong tho lobby many
oyes were cast upon them. Mzr. Glad-
stone having expressed the opinion
that Fenianism had been the outcome
of tho refusal of the government to
concede the-demand of (V’'Co=ndll for
justice to Ireland, Mr. O'Connor ob-
served that it was directly the offspring
of the corruption and treachery of the
Brass Band of Sadlier and Keogh.
$. ¢ And O'Flaherty,’ quickly added
the Premier, whose mind at once
reverted to the period, for O'Flakerty’s
name is but little remembered in
Ireland. Then sheking his bhesd
mournfully he seid : ¢ Yes, that was the
only Irish party that ever yielded to
corruption in this Houge,’ and so say-
ing parted with the former polifical
prisoner as they left the lobby. Mr.
James O'Connor has been all his life
a journalist, and was associated with
Mr. William O'Brien, Member of Par-
liament, when the latter conducted
Unsied Jreland. When Mr. Parnell
seized on that journal after the * split,’
Mr. O'Connor left and threw in his lot
with the Anti-Parocllitea.”

Cloaks nnd Capos.

Egpocially in tho matter of capus,
cloaks und mantles velvet and satin aro
tho matorials thet lead in tho raco for
public favor, though the littlo capes
pow so much in favor can eyually well
be mado of the stuff of tho dress.

A char” -7 combination of colors is
seen in another mantle, which has a
yoke piece made of alternate frills of
rother course ecru lace and fine Brus-
sels net in black.

Dovoting himeelf with great zeal to
bis studies, Dr. Conway passod at an unus-
ually early age inte Maynooth, in which
famous seat of learning ho was régarded as a
model student. Ho won the higheat distine.
tions iu his clasaes, and was promoted to the
Dunboyne establishment. A ‘vacancy havin
arisen in the diocese Dr. Conway was rocauog
from Maynooth, and appointed to the curacy
of Lacken, thence to Kilcommon, and after-
wards to the cathedral parish, becoming
subsequently Administrator. Io 1849 he
was made Parish Pricst of Skreen, to which
Dromard Parish was afterwards added. He
remained there for 23 years, loved, trusted
and hoaored, till he was appointed Coadjutor
to tho Iate Dr. Feeney, whom he succceded
as Bishop within a year. Tho lamented
Bishop died surrounded by his faithful
prieats, and attended by his zealous and dis-
tinguished coadjutor, Most Rev. Dr. Conmy.
The remainy of the departed prelate wore
removed to the cathedral on April 25th, and
next day the interment took placo after the
Office and High Mass, at which the Arch.
bishop and alt the Bishopa of the province
with a large body of the clergy were present.

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Farm Wotes, ‘

In starting an orchard do not got too
wany varioties. Have somne of the
earliest, and some of the late keeping
varieties that you may have fruit from
the first woek in August until the last
week in June. Let your principle
crop bo not over four varietios.

Whon you cut the whoat, says the
country gentleman, leave quite a high
stubble ; it will furnish protection to
the young grass or clover if o heated
spell comes, ond often prevent its bo
ing burned out by the sun, and is
worth more on the Jand than in the
barn.

The genernl rotation in the dairy
region around Philadelphin iz a ten-
yoor ono; that is, one-tenth of the
farm is broken each year and put iuo
corp, followed by oats, then grass =
soven years. Thiz does not yield
enough for cows, Dr. J. Price, of West
Ohester, is testing a two-year rotation
of corn and clover.

Tnals to determine tho effect of
covering the seed from one to six
inches deep showed tho best results
from ‘the shallowest covering. The
average results from trials for five
years show a steady decrease in yield
from shallowest to the deepest covering.
In 1891 the best results came from
covering two inches deep.

The Husbandman says: * Trees
along o highway are an evidenco of
bigh civilization, and some writer has
also said that the vondition of roads is
an index to civilization. If then trees
arc seen along highways that are in
excellent condition, it is reasonable to
icfer that such a community is ex-
tremely highly civilized. On the other
hand there are those who are opposed
to having shade trees by the side of
highways, and spplying the rule above,
these would appear to te none too well
civilized. We could not put it in that
way, but would prefer to say they err
ia judgement.”

Joachim, Rowe,
the Pope's jubilee church, amount to
very closs on 500,000 francs.

Tho annual retreat of the Children
of Mary of tho Couvent of Notre
Datno, Boston, bogan Tuesday ovening,
May 2, and onded the Saturday morn-
ing following. It was conducted by
Rev. George B. Kenny of Guelph,
Ont.

Mr. Joseph Fleckenstein of Fari
bault, Minn,, has a curious old German
Ostholic Bible that he intends sending
to tho World’s fair. it is large—it
weighs fourteen pounds—and was pub-
hished shortly after the s0called
Reformution.

The Jesuits are to build a $260,000
church in Milwaukee, which, when
finished, will be the finest edifice of
roligious worship in Wisconsin. The
new structure is to have five altars,
marble floors and is to be lighted by
electricity. The highest tower will be
250 {eet, and the church will be called
the Gesu. The Jesuits have already
two charches, both attached to Mar-
quotte College, in Milwaukee.

At the Catholic eductional exhibit
at the World’s fair there will be dis.
plays from the deaf, dumb, blind,
mute, negro_and Indian schools, in ad
dition to the regular parochial school
exhibits. Nearly all the religions or-
ders iu this country will, through their
schools, academiea and colleges, be re-
presented in his Catholic exhibit, which
promises to be one of the most interest-
ing and successful features of the fair
and whose succees will reflect great
glory on the Catholic American church
and bespeak itszeal in ecucation.

Tho visit which the German Em
peror made to the Vaticanis not apt to
have any important consequences, for
the reason that Leo XIII. refused to
discuss political matters with his impe-
rial visitor. It would, doubtless, have
been extremely gratifying to William
I1. to carry away from the Vaticanan
assurance that the influence of the
Holy See would bs exerted in favor of
his pet militaiy measures, now unable
to secure enactment at Berlin, but as
long as Germany upholds Italy in her
present occupation of Rome, her Em-
peror can bardly lock for any favors of
a marked character from the Sovereign
Pontiff.

Cardinal Sepiccci, whose death was
announced the other day, was a great
favorite with Leo XIII., to whom he
owed most of the bonors that cams to
him during his ecclesiastical carcer.
The deceased cardinal belongad to the
Anugustinians, and his knowledge of
canon and ecclesiastical law was very
extensive. The Pope thought some of
sending him over to preside as dele-
gate at the last Bsltimore council ; bt
desisted from doing so through appre-
hension that the sending hither of an
Italian prelate would e misjudged, an
spprchension which the cordial recep
tion tendered to Monsignor Satolli
would 3eem to indicate was urfounded.

Qae feature of the Emperor's visit to
Rowme was noteworthy. At the dinner
at the Prussian legation he had on bis
right hand Cavrdinal Ledochowski, the
prefect of the Propagands, with whom
be onversed during nearly the entire
dinuer, and to whom he made & valu-
able present before quitting Rome.
Yet Monsignor Ledochowski is the pre-
late whom, when he held the archbis-
bopric of Gnesen and Posen, the
Ewmperor's gravdfather, through Bis-
marck, doposed from bis see in 1875,
for resisting the Kulturkarpf, and
afterwards imprisoned. The policy of
Beclin tomard Rome bas plainly
cbanged during the past cighteen years.
