THE ALTEN LABOR ACT.

For the benefit of manufacturers und other readers who
may be interested in the matter, we herewith give an exhaust-
ive synopais of the Canadian Alien Labor Act :

The title of this Act is, “ An Act to restrict the importa
tion and employment of Aliens,’
became law on June 29, 1897,

“and 1Y was assented to and

Nection 1 provides that from and after the passing of this
Act it shall be unlawful for any person, company, partuership
or curpur:uiun‘-in any manner 1o prepay the \r:\nspor\.‘\tion,
or in any way to assist or er~ourage the importation or inni-
gration of any alien or foreigner into Canada vnder contract
or agreement, made previous to the importation or immigra-
tion of such alien or forcigner, (o perform labor or service of
any kind in Canada.

Section 2 provides that all contricts or agreements hereafter
made by and between any person, company. partnership or
corporation and any alien or foreigner, to perform labor or
serviee, or having reference 1o the performance of labor or
serviee by any per<on in Canada, previous to the importation
of the peron whose labor or service is contracted for into
Canada, shall be void and of no effect.

Section 3 provides that for every violation of this Aet the
person, partuership, company or corporation violating it by
knowingly assisting, encouraging or soliciting the immigra-
tion or importation of any alien or foreigner into Canada, to
perform labor or service of any kind under contract. or agree
ment.expressedorimplied, with such alien or foreigner previous
to his becoming a vesident in or a citizen of Canada, shail
forfeit and pay the suin of one thousand dollars, which may be
sued for and recovered by Her Majesty's Attorney-Generai of
Canada, or the person duly authorized thereto by him, as
debtx of like amaunt are now recovered in any computent
eourt in Canada, the proceeds to be paid into the handsof the
Receiver-General 1 and separate suits may be brought for
cach alien or foreigner who is a party to such contract or
agreement.

Seetion 4 provides that the master of any \o\wl who know.
ingly brings into Canada any alien laborer, mechanic or arti-
san who previous to cbarkation had entered into coutract or
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agreement to performn labor or service in Canada, shall be
deemed guilty of an indictable offence, and on conviction
thereof shadl be punished by a fine of not more than five hua-
dred dollio for each alten so brought, and nay also be un-
prisoned for a term not exceeding six months,

Section 5 provides that nothing in this Act shadl be so con
strued as to prevent any citizen or subject of any foreign
country, temporarily residing in Canada, from engaging, under
contract or otherwise, persons not residents or citizens of
Canada, to act as private seeretavies, servants or domesties
nor shadl this Act be so construed as to prevent any person,
partnership or corporation from engayring, under contract or
agreement, skilled workmea in foreign countries to perform
labor in Canada in or upon any new industry not at present
established in Canada, provided that skilled lubor for that
purpose cannot. be otherwise obtained 5 provided, that nothing
in this Act shall be construed as prohibiting any person from
assisting any wember of his familv, or any relative or personad
friend, o migrate from any foreign country to Canada for the
purpose of settlement here.

Seetion 6 provides that the Attorney General, in case he
shall be satisfied that an immigrant has been allowed to land
in Canada contrary to the prohibition of this Act, may cause
sucl immigrant, within the period of one year after landing
or entry, to be taken into custody and returned to the country
whence he came, at the expense of the owner of the importing
vessel, or, if he entered from an adjoining country, at the
expense of the person previously contracting for the services.

Section 7 provides that the Receiver-General may pay to
any informer who furnishes original information that the law
has been violated such a share of the penalties recovered as
he deems reasonable and just, not exceeding fifty per cent,,
where it appears that the recovery was had in consequence of
the information thus furnished.

Section 8 provides that no proceedings under this Aet, or
prosecutions for violation thereof, shail be instituted without.
the consent of the Attorney-General, or some person duly
authorized by him.

Section 9 provides that this Act shall apply ounly to such
forcign countries as have enacted and retained in foree, or as
enact. and retain in force, laws or ardinances applyving to
Canada of a character similar to this Act.

MR, CLARKE AND THE ALTEN LABOR ACT.

At the recent session of the Dominion Parliament, Mr K.
F. Clarke, M.T, representing a Toronto constituency, was ex-
ceedingiy persistent in demanding  that the Government
institute whatever machinery might be necessary to put the
Alien Labor Act in force, <o much so that the act is now in
operation.

We quite agree with Mr. Clarke and all others who believe
that the Alien Labor Act of the United States, as it has been
enforced at Buffal) and Detroit, is an outrage regarding which
wany bitter words might be spoken with much propriety. Tt
goes without gainsaying that Canadians who have sonzght to
better their condition by secking occupation in the United
States have met with most inhospitable treatment there ; and
it is not surprising that much resentment has been fely, which
at length resulted in the ennctment. of a law in Canada
identical with that eof the United States.  Bat it i< to be
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observed that of late we hear nothing of the DoBurry’s and
their deportations of Cunadians, and there is good reason
to beliove thut in this era of Anglo-American good feeling, our
friends across the border, and those who hiave influence there
are heartily ashamed of the part they have been indulging in
in this disreputable and unneighborly attempt to keep Cana-
dians from sceking employment in the United States, and
have tied up their DeBarry’s in the kennels where they
properly belong.  We therefore cannot understand why Mr.
Clarke should bacome s0 suddenly and particularly solicitous
in this matter.

The enforcement of this Alien Labor Act, however, while it
might afford but slight and doubtful benefit to those in whose
behalf it was created, is culculated to work much harm to
others. It is true that Section § is supposed to be favorable
to manufacturers who may be embarking their capital in a new
industry not at present established in Canada, in that they
are permitted to import skilled labor therefor provided it can-
not be otherwise obtained ; but no provision is made regarding
obtaining foreign artizans for industries ulready established,
where there is no supply to be obtained at home, Itis a
very poor way to encourage a manufacturer in introducing
new designs in his business, which cannot possibly be done
with such labor as he finds available here in Canada, and
which requires the services of specialists and experts, when
he finds himself confronted with alaw that imposes upon
him a fine of a thousand dollars if he sends to the United
Stases or any other foreign country for such an assistant.
Under this Act a manufacturer who desires to introducen new
and novel machine or apparatus, the successful operation of
which requires the services of a specialist, introduces such a
machine, aud imports such an operator for it at the risk of a
heavy fine, the imprisonwent of his operator and the destruc-
tion of his business. . And such disrcputable proceedings

. which Mr. Clarke so earnestly desires to see made possitle, is

encouraged by o promise of a moiety of the fine going to an
informer, as is shown in Section 7. Mr. Clarke should kiuow
that the enforcement of this Act means that the most despic-
able cspionage is to be set up against manufacturers, and
that spies and informers are to beset them on every hand.

FOREIGN EXHIBITS AT THE TORONTO FAIR.

From letters we have received and from information de.
rived from other sources, we are led to believe that the ex-
hibits of machines, machinery, and the products generally of
manufacturers at the forthcoming Toronto Fair will be very
large—perhaps larger thau for a number of years, and of the
most interesting character.  Heretofore quite a number of

Americans have been rivals of their Canndian competitors in |
* for explaining the difference between natural and unnatural

exhibiting many lines of their products, but this year, we
understand, this rivalry has to be met from other countries
also, for much space has already been applied for by manu-
facturers aud exhibitors, not only from the United States, but
also from Great Britain, Germany and France. In many
lines neither of the European nations named ever attempt to
compete with the United States in their dnph)s at the
Toronts Fair, while in many other lines Some of the most
beautiful and interesting displays shown come from across the
ocean ; and now that the full force of Canadian tariff pre-
ference to British imports has come into effect, we find that

many of the munufucturers of the Mother Country ure pre-
cuapting locutious and spaces in which to display their wares,
and to prove that their excellence is fully equal to those of
cither Canndn or the United States. We would suggest then
that thoso of our friends who want to be properly represented
at the approaching Fair take the necessary steps now while
desirable locations may be had.

THEOLOGY AND DEPARTMENTAL STORES.

A meeting of the Retail Merchants’ Association of Toronto
was held a few days ago. This Association was organized
about a year and a half ago, chiefly for the purpose of com-
bating the departmental stores, and influencing legislatior: in
that direction ; and at this meeting it was shown that another
enemy of the guild was to be punished or driven out of busi.
ness, to wit the peddlers, those peripatetic fellows who push
banana carts through the streets and hawk fruits and vege-
tables from door to door. And so not only the big fish who
invest in departmental stores, but the little minnows who eke
out their precarious living by peddling, are to be squelched if
possible by the Retail Merchant’s Association.

An interesting part of the programme observed at the
meeting alluded to, was an address by Rev. Morgan Wood, a
sensational preacher who is exciting some mild admiration on
the part of his friends who happen to be retail werchants, it
being understood that neither departmental store proprictors
nor pedlers ave included.

According to the report in a morning pnper, Mr. Wood
said that he was not a socialist, reformer, political economist,
or anything clse in that connection; he wis there merely
because he took an interest in the universal problem of the
concentration of wealth hy the few and the struggles for a
livelihood by the masses. There is a phase or element, said
Mr. Wood, in the commercial world which might be termed
unnatural monopoly. There are certain onopolies which
must be recogaized ; they are just and natural. The railways,
telegraph and similar concerns, heat, light and power com-
panies, etc., these are all natural monopolies, for all of the
people must control them. No one man should cater to all of
the demands of a community. It is unnatural for a dry goods
merchant to endeavor to seil boots and shoes and jewelry.
Xet him scll all the dry goods consumed in a community if he
can, but he has not a moral right to try to take from another
source another’s mcans of subsistence. The departmental
store is an unnatural monopoly ; it is the natural result of an
unnatural condition of society. One of Mr. Wood’s remarks
was :—* There is something radically wrong in public opinion
when the merchant places a secret mark upon his goods.”

The community are certainly under obligationsto Mr. Wood

monopolies, and this is made very plain in his suggestion that
railways, heat, light and power companies, etc., are controlled
by the people. This is news to most of us. And then the

‘reverend gentleman tells us that no one man should cater to

all of the demands of a community, but, saving the fact that

.noonc man could possibly become such a monopolist, we fail

tosce why he should be prevented from catering to any one

“want if he is to be debarred the privilege of attempting to
.cater for all the wants.  Ifa retail merchant is to be allowed
*to cater to those who want beef, why should he be prohibited
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from catering to those who want cabbage or fish?  And if
beef, cablizge or fish, why not extend the lines and allow him
to cater to those who want brend. Where, oh, where would
Mr. Wood draw the line? What is it to be " unnatural * in
trado? Why is it vnnatural for the dry goods merchant to
sell boots and jewelry any more than for the butcher to sell
vegetables and fish? Why should Mr. Woods say that the
dry goods merchant becomes jmmoral as svon as he offers
boots and berries for sale? What constitutes *immorality ¢
And what a queer iden iv is that Mr. Wood should declare 1t
radically wrong for a merchant to place a private mark upon
his goods. Mr. Wood should revise his code of ethics or else
go out of business.

THE CANADIAN TARIFF AND IMPERIAL
TREATIES.

In view of the negotintions now in progress for the renewal
of the Belgian and German treaties with Great Britain leaving
Canada a free hand as regards her tariff, much importance
attaches to the despatch of Mr. Chamberlain to Lord Aber-
deen in August last, in reference to the position of Canada
regarding commercial treaties. The text of this despatch
which Mr. Fielding referred to in his Budget Speech we now
append. After stating that the question respecting the
bearing of the treaties with Germany and Belgimmn on the
Cunadian Tariff Act had been fully discussed by the law
officers of the Crown with Sir Louis Davies and Mr. Blake,
Mr. Chamberlain continues : .

“Your Ministers contended in the first place that as
Canada had before the date of the treatics been granted full
power to legislate in regard ta tariff matters, these treaties,
which constitute a restriction on that nuwer, could not bind
her Majesty in regard to the trade between Canada and
Germany and Belgium without Imperinl or Canadian legis-
lation. The law officers were unable to accept this view.
They advisa that the treaties in question are binding on her
Majesty in respect of trade between Belginm and Germany
and Canada. The power of making treaties is vested in the
Crown, and the treaty when concluded and ratified is obli-
gatory upon the Crown, so far as other countries, partics to
it, arec concerned. It may be that, in order constitutionally
to carry out the obligations of the treaties, legislation is re-
quired in some portion of her Majesty’s dominior s to which
the treaty relates, but with that the foreign Power with whom
the treaty has been made has nothing to do.  Tn such cases
the ratification of the treaty may be delayed until the
necessary legislation has been obtained, but if the treaty has

been ratified, even though such legislation has not been passed,,

the Crown is bound.

“Your ministers urge in the second place that the tarifl,
treatment granted the United Kingdom by the Tariff Act is
open to every country the tariff of which fulfils the condizions'
stipulated, and that there is therefore no preference granted

to Great Britain which may not equally be secured by any:

other country, and that the Belgian and German treaties do

not require that the benefits of the reciprocal tarifT should be:

extended to those countries. The law oflicers, howerer, point
out that theso treaties provide that in the Colonics the
produce of Germany and Belgium shall not be subject to any

higher or other duties than those which may be imposed upon.
similar articles of British origin. This obligation is absolute!

and ungquulified, and as the United Kingdom has been ad-
mitted to the benefits of that tariff; Germany and Belgium are
entitled to it also. It appenrs to them impossible to import
into these nrticles of the treaty the conditions that they apply
only where parity of treatment is extended to Canadinn goods.
It follows that the benefits of the reciprocal tariff must be ex-
tended to other countries entitled in Canada to most-fuvored-
nation treatment in tariff matters. On the admission of
Belgium and Germany to such benefits these other countries
become also entitled by virtue of the most-favored-nation
clause. The law ofticers have further reported that if after
the termination of the Belgian aud German treaties, on July
30, 1898, Cannda should grant the benefit of the Reciprocal
Tariff to any foreign countries fulfilling the conditions of
reciprocity mentioned in the Tariff Act, the most-favored-
nation clauses would render it necessary for her to grant the
same advantages unconditionally to the following countries,
viz, Argentina, Austrin, Hungary, Bolivis, Columbia, Den-
mark, Persia, Russia, Sweden, Tunis, and Venezuela. Switzer-
land also, they think, should be included, as, though the
words of Article 9 of the Commercial ''reaty with that coun-
try are not very clear, they think they are sullicient to include
the Colonies. They consider this is not so in the case of
France and Spain, as it appears to tl=m that the question of
parity of conditions may fairly be implied in the agreements
with these countries, but even in these cases the construction
which might be put upon the terms agreed cannot be regarded
as free from ditliculty.

 This decision will render it necessary, as I advised you in
my telegram under reference, that your Ministers should at
once take steps to admit goods from Belginm, Germany, and
all other countries entitled to mogt-favored-nation treatment
in Canada at the same rate of duty asis chargad on similar
goods of British origin pending the termination of the Belgian
and German treaties on July 30, 1895, and also to repay
any excess dutics that may have been levied in the mean-
time, for which your Ministers hold they have full puwer under
Scction 28 of chapter 29 of the revised statutes. T desire to
add in counection that the action of the Dominion Govern-
ment and Parliament in the matter, though unfortunately its
full effect will be temporarily postponed, hus been warmly
welcomed and appreciated by her Majesty's Government and
the people of this country, as a measure which cannot fail to
result in materinl benefit to the Mother Country and to
Canada, and to weld together still more firmly the ties tiat
now unite them.

CANADIAN QUICK LETTER DELIVERY.

The Canadian Post-Office Department has concluded
arrangements for the inauguration on the first of July of a
special delivery service, whereby a letter, bearing in addition
to the ordin~ry postage a specinl delivery stamp of the face
value of ten cents, posted at any postoflice in Canada, and
addressed to a city post-oflice having now free delivery by
letter-carrier, shall be sperially and promptly delivered to the
person to whom it is addressed within tho limits of letter.
carrier delivery at any one of the following post-offices,
namely :—Ialifax, St. Johu, Fredericton, Quebee, Montreal,
Outawa, Kingston, Toronty, Brantford, Hamilton, London,
Winnipeg, Victorin and Vancouver. Whiilst the delivery of
such letters will, for the present, be restricted to tho city
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post-viiices ovmed, they may be mailed at any post-ollico in
the Dominton. Tt is expected that by the first of July, or
very soon therenfter, special delivery stamps will be on sale av
all money order post-oflices.

The special delivery stamp differs materially in design and
size from the ordiaary series, the dimensions of the engraved
work being 1} inches long by § of an inch wide. The advan-

_tage of such o contrast is thut the letter to which a specinl

delivery stamp js allixed can be at once picked out by those
handling the mmils including it, and its delivery greatly
hastened.  Tho design of the specinl delivery stamp is with-
ous any vignette, and consists substantially of u panel across
the top of the stemp, conteining the words, “Cannda Post-
Oflice,” with a lnthe.work border round the other three sides
of the stamp. The centre of thestamp is occupied by an oval
containing lathe-work, with the word “ten” in the centre,
and the phrase “specin) delivery within city limits ” in a white
letter on a solid panel encircling the word “ten  On each
side of the stamp, connecting the oval with the border, is a
cirele with the numeral *10;” the space between the oval and
the border is occupied by ornamental work. At the bottom
of the stamp in the lathe-work border appears a white pauel’
with the words “Ten Cents”  The color is dark green.

The regulations velating to first-class matter (inland post)
will apply with equal force to special delivery letters, the only
difference being the special treatment which the latter receive
with a view to accelerating their delivery.

EDITORTAT. NOTES.

The Argonaut Rowing Club is o swell Toronto concern
who imagine that Canada cannot produce row hadts good
cnough for them, and so they had a boat built “on the other
side, to wit, in the United States, and had the impudence
to ask the Governnent to admit it to Canada duty free. It
is this sort of thing that makes one tired.

The Canadian Manufacturer acknowledges the receipt of
an invitation from the Cavadian Electrical Association to
attend their annual dinner, held at the Windsor Hotel,
Montreal, on the evening of June 29th, incident to theeighth
anunual convention of the Associntion now in progress in that
city. Circumstances beyond his control prevented the editor
from being present on this festive reunion, but he was in
telepathic touch with the good fellows there assembled,
Judging from previous banquets, even the insulating material
surrounding and containing an cxhilivating fluid, was not
suflicient to prevent the effects of clectrolysis and saturation
incident to such occasions.

‘I'he consumption of crude rubber bhas been steadily increas.
ing for some time past aud has shown sigus of gaining on the
production.  The expansion has been most marked lately in
Rurope, where a demand is springing up for rubber tired
carringes. There is also = general extention of the usc of
rubber in the mnnufacture of mechanical goods, especially on
the continent.  As a result, manufacturers have heen liberal

buyers of rubber at advancing prices. Recent auction sales of
African grades, held at Antwerp, resulted in high prices
being paid, and some would-be buyers in this country failed to
secure the supplies they wanted, as their bids were too low.
At public sales held in Liverpool some 170,000 1bs. of rubber

was offered, all of which brought full or higher prices.—
Manufacturers’ Gazette,

Toronto-built ships will soon he plying on every part of
Canada’s inland waters. The Governmentcould not do better
than give our shipbuilders an cutlet to the ocenn by ardering
heve the new vessel authorized by Parlinment for the Prince
Bdward Island mail service.—Toronto Globe.

Taritf protection is building up the Canadinn ship building
industey,  If we had free teade in ships the people of Toronto
would not have been gratified last week at witnessing the
launch of what is probably the lnrgest and finest passenger
steamer ever built in Canade. Tt would have heen buil* in
Cleveland or some other American city.

‘The City Treasurer, of Toronto, in his recent budget laid
Lefore the Board of Control, speaking of Taronto as a manu.
facturing centre, says :—

Attention is called to the advantages offered to manufac-
turing industries by Toronto, which ave in the shape of cheap
water rates, and exemption from taxes amount to $40,000 per
annum, to which must be added the lease of sites at 2 nominal
rental.  Looking to the future the Lreasvreer offers the sug-
gestion: “The steps taken from time to time to attract
industries have been miore or less successful, but incessant
vigilance and cffort alone will bring about results in keeping
with the strategic importance of the city in the commercial
domain, and in undoubted advantages asadistributing centre
and a centre of population. Converging on Toronto from
every point that can be touched by rail are lines of railway,
well cquipped and capnble of handling a great trade. ‘The
subsidies generously granted towards the building of these
ronds and the money expended on the Esplanade have done
much to place Toronto in the front rank of our Canadian
centres of business, But the past will not suftice for the
future, and no effort should be abated until the waterways to
the seaboard shall have been deepened to allow ocean vessels
to reach Toronto safely through the canals, laden with the
wmanufactures of the world. This aim is' not too high, nor is
the project chimerical, for the metropolis of the greatest self-
governing and most loyal Provice of the British Empireought
certainly to have its claims in this respect recognized by the
Governmett.

Whether iV is true in ordinary tariff matters or not, it is
pretty well sattled that before we get through with this little
affair with Spain that nation will find that in our war fisenl
system the foreigner pays the tax.—Peoria, Ill., Journal.

Perhaps so, and still we notice the fact that but a few days
ago the Canadian market was denuded of tea, large quanti-
tics of which were rushed over the border and into the United
States market in anticipation of the ten cents per pound duty
that was about being imposed upon the article. Does Spain
pay this duty? A New York contemporary says that al-
though no Spanish fleet of war ships has placed that city
under its guns, demanding a heavy ransom asan alternative
of bombardment and destruction, yet the new law for raising
revenue as a war mecasure will cost New York forty million
dollars per month. Does Spain have to foot this bill?  Aund
a Chicago newspaper claims that the cost to thatcity wil]
exceed sixty wmiilions per month. Yea, verily, before the
United States get through with their war with Spain, the
peaple will find that their war fiseal system, like an old gun,
kicks as hard as it shoots,

The first reports of the use of the Roentgen rays in warfare
were made oh May 20th av the United Service Institution by
Surgeon Beevor, who described the results of their use in the
recent frontier campaign in India, and gave lantern views,
Many important cases consisted of bullet wounds received by
ofticers and men who were injured in the bones, joints and
internal organs. Their injuries but for the X rays would
have vesulted in the amputation of Jimbs and probable loss of
life. Tn all the instances enumerated the bullets were, by
the uso of the X rays, successfully removed, the men subse-
quently joining their commands. "The portable apparatus
weighs 80 to 100 pounds.

Word comes from the Klondike of a singular discovery
made by some Hamilton prospectors while crossing the Chil.
coot Pass on the first of April last, says the Vancouver Mining
Digest.  One of the party, a Mr. Kanard, in an investigating
tour came across a cave, on exploring which he resurrected
what are evidently relics of a very remote period.  Amongst
a number of utensils of & conjectural character, were several
small sking which are said to be those of an extinct species of
the haplocercus montanus, a very small wild goat formerly
inhabiting the Rockies in the far north. The peculiar rich
purple tone of the skins led one of the party, who is & leather
man, to examine them more closely, when he came to the
conclusion that they had been tanned by a mineral process,
possibly by a single bath of nitric or muriatic acid and gold.
The prevalence of saltpetre und other nitrifying agents in the
vicinity, lend color to this supposition. It is estimated that
the amount of gold in the skins, apart from their .alue as a
curiosity, will muke them a rich find. No doubt whatever
about this Mr. Kenard being a Hamilton man.

If the claims of George W. Gesner, of New York City, in
reference to the alloy of iron and hydrogen which he is under-
stood to have produced, are true, or even partly true, then his
invention is certain to prove of the utmost importance. The
frequent presence of hydrogen in iron and steel has been
kuown, but its influence has not been understood.  Chemically
speaking, hydrogen is a metal, although it commonly exists in
the vapor form, just as the metal mercury ordinarily exists in
the liguid form. There is no reason known why there should
not be an alloy possible between the two metals, iron and
hydrogen, nor is there any reason why the alloy should not
possess qualities totally different from those of cither of the
constituents. Mr, Gesner only succeeded in securing a parent
{which is referred to in another columin) after.submission to
the Patent Oflice of specimens of his alloy, and it is to be pre-
sumed that these specimens substantiated, to a certain extent
his claims, which arc principally that the alloy possesses
remarkable propertics in resisting oxidation and corrosion,
being unaffected by even sulphuric acid or aqua regin. On
the other hand it is claimed it is nearly as strong as iron, and

cun b cast, forged and worked with tools.  Tren has rvight:
fully been called the most valuable of metals, but it has one
very, very bad fault,—it rusts on the slightest provoeation,
An alloy, produced at a moderate cost, which wonld be as
good-us iron and yet not rust, would be worth fur structural
and other purposes, very much more than iron, The word
iron is of course used to includy steel,  The demonstration of
the value of Gesner’s invention, if such demonstration is
possible, should be watched with the greatest interest.—Tin
and Terne.

A few days ago a general meeting of the Montreal Buildors
Exchange was held, at which the question of the custom now
becoming common with public companies and institutions of
employing foreign architects and contractors was discussed.
It was felt that great injustice was being done resident
architects and contractors, as there is nn necessity for such
a practice, and it was considered most unfair that local men
should be put in competition with aliens and non-residents,
who are free of the burdens of citizenship, and especially in
view of the fact that according to the laws of the Province
of Quebee, local contractors are held responsible for ten years
for the integrity of the work they perform, while non-residents
and foreigners escape such responsibility.  As a result of the
meeting the following proceeding was had :—

Whereas according to a practice of recent introduction
both on the part of some architects and proprictors, and
especially of public companies, of Lringing in aliens and non-
residents for the carrying out of work in the building line
that our own builders and contractors are fully competent to
exccute. Resolved thav the members of the Builders’ Tix-
change of Montreal hereby strongly and emphatically protest
against the continuance of this wunpatriotic, wifnir and in.
jurious practice and request all those who have the interest
of our city at heart to use their influence to put a stop to
what has, in the past, worked serious injury to our city and
citizens ; especially is such action desirable in view of the
fact that the contractors in the Province of Quehee have to
carry responsibilities for a length of time, not called for in
any other country that we know of, and which necessarily
cannot be enforced against aliens.

The businessend of ‘Lhe Toronto Globe is in strong contrast
with its editorial utterances. A few days ago, discussing the
outlook of the dry goods trade, its market reporter said :—

A feature in the market this week is the offering here of
some very fine American bleached cottons. These goods were
bought at slaughter prices, and after paying the duty, are
offering here considerably lower than the Canadian makes of
a similar line. * Local dealers say the goods are of a quality
superior to the Canadian cottons, and they certainly offer
advantages for those in the retail trade wishing to make pur-
chases in that line at a low price. This will not last, how-
cver, and these low-priced goods will seon be cleaned up.
There is a disadvantage about stocking up with these
slaughter goods, and it is a matter that retailers must settlc
for themselves, as to whether or not the advantage in the low
price sufliciently offsets the disndvantage in carrying large
stocks of such goods. When Canadian goods are bought there
is'no necessity for buying morc of the Foods than actually
meet immediate requirements, so that there is no risk in
having piles of soiled gouds waiting for customers.

It is quite evident that in the eyes of the business end of
The Globe, as it is in tho cyes of the whole community, that
there is a distinct disadvantage to the trade and to consimers
also, in purchasing foreign goods at ulaughter prices. It
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should also be remembered that every picco of these Yunkes
goods sold in Canadu displaces a similur picce of Canadinn
goody, and is & blow to Canadian labor.

—

Speaking of the deop waterway between tho great lukeg
aud the ocean, Engineor G. Y. Wisner, of Detroit, who is a
member of the Decp Waterway Commission, snys:—

“ Conditions ure arising which make it next to impossible
for the Deep Waterways Commission to estimate the value to
shipping of their proposed worhs. It would be a simple
matter to make this estimate if conditions were to remnin as
they are at present, but wo must also take into consideration
the development of Inke shipping which will follow the
opening of a deep waterway to the sea.

“The war is the chief cause of uncertainty. I am of the
opinion that our navy has cowme to stay, and that from now on
we will be building more warships all the time. These can
be built on the Great Lakes much more cheaply than on the
coast, and they will be safer, as the enemy cannot reach them
if war should suddenly break out.

“The development of a navy is sure to be followed by the
development of a great merchant marine, and the ships for
this will also be constructed on the lekes, if thereis a way to
got them to the ocean.

“ Another thing that must be considered is that England
has been gotting her metals from Spain. The supply there is
getting so low that the handling is expensive, and she must
find another source of supply. [t is expensive to get ore in
Sweden, and if there is an opportunity to ship ore from the
lakes to England without unloading, she will be sure to look
hero for her supply.

“T feel satisfied that all these changes will follow the
opening of & deep water route to the Atlantic. Anditis
altnost an impossibility for us to estimate the benefits of such
a work.”

The present is a propitious time to have this lake and ocean
pathway business settled to the satisfuction of both the
United States and Canada. The Quebec Cominission are the
ones to arrange it. The route lies through Canada and there-
fora Canada should make it a sin qua non that if American
warships are to be built in shipyards on the great lakes, and
if they and American shipping generally are to have free and
full use of our canals and waterways, a quid pro quo must be
accorded Canada in the way of free participation in the
American lake and coasting trade.

As a result of the war now going on between the United
States and Spain, the city of Kingston, Jamacia, W.I, is
filled with refugees from Cuba, almost all of whom are well to
do, and their presence there keeps trade up to the normal
standard, although the rainy season and excessively hot
weather prevails. Canada enjoys a portion of this prosperity
through the large shipments of flour and other produce that
arc being made to that Island.

The Toronto Globe in its market report a few days ago
regarding the conditions of the dry goods trade in thiz city,
speaking of the woolen goods. says :—

A large order was cancelled this week with aleading house,
the retailer, a man in the western part ofs the Province,
assigning as the rcason that the low price of Canadian fleece
wool was likely to depress the price of woolen products and
that he might be in o position later to purchase the goods for
less money. There was never anyihing more absurd.  The
price of Canadian fleccco wool is, it is truc, a few cents lower
than it was last year owing to the 12c. duty on wool shipped
to the United States, but there are two reasons why the low

prico of the Canadian wool cannot affect tho market for
Canadinn woolen goods this season. In tho first placo very
little Canadinn fleeco wool enters into the manufacture of
Cunadinn woolen goods, with tho excoption of blankets. The
goods are made largely of foreign wools and they are, it might
be said in passing,of sucha superior quality that theyarecrowd-
ing out alwost altogether the Fronch and German goods that
used to meet with such a large sale in the Canadian markets.
Then again the Canadian mills are busier now than they have
been for muny years and are filled with orders that will keep
them running totheir full capacity forthe nextfiveorsixmonths,
Earlier in tho season they wero refusing to repeat orders for
delivery carliet than the middle of October ; later they asked
till November for all ropeats, and now they positively refuso
to contract for the delivery of orders placed this month till
the first half of December. ‘The mills were never firmer on
prices than they are this season, so that it is extremely im-
probable that they will make any reduction in prices. And
speaking of Canadinn tweeds, The Globe says:—A fact that
cannot be controverted is that the great majority of the
people in Canada are now clothed with Canadian tweeds.
The Canadian mills are making a very fine class of goods now,
and althaugh cotton is mixed in with the wool in many cases
the goods present a fine appearance, the patterns are up-to-
date and very suitable for the trade, the goods are serviceablo
and give good satisfaction and are altogether & credit to the
manufacturers. The Cuanadian tweeds are now offering
cheaper than ever before, and the valuo given for the money
is the best ever offered to the trade in this line of goods. The
ready-made clothing trade in Canada is continually growing
and the Canadian mills are kept busy supplying the large
manufacturers with the cloth.

THE HOME MARKET.

The Halifax, N.S, Chronicle, commenting on a statement of
The New York Mail and Express to the effect that American
oxports are rapidly increasing, orders for battleships coming
from Russia, China and Japan, while American rails and
locomotives are in great demand in China, Australia and
South Africa, and American bicycles, sewing machines, knit-
ting machines, agricultural implements, printing presses and
linotypes are being sold extensively in every civilized land,
says :—* Our New York contemporary does not seo that it is
building up a very effective argument against protection. If
American manufacturers are able to coinpete successfully with

those of other countries in neutral markets, why do they need
such enormous protection as is given them by the Dingley
tariff 0 enable them to control the home market? If they
can sell at a profit in neutral markets it should be clear to
every intelligent man in the United States that they must

.be making enormous profits out of consumers in the home

market. If the picture drawn by The Mail and Fixpress is a
correct one, then the manufacturers of the United States
need protection no longer, and the Dingloy tariff should be
scaled down to the actual requirements of revenue.”

Commenting upon which The Toronto World says that the
Chronicle cannot see that o high tariff is of any advantage to
manufacturers unless it coables them to sell at high prices,
but in fact many lines of goods are now sold as cheaply in the
United States as in England or Germany, yet it is a very
great advantage to the American manufacturers not to have
to share their home market with the British and German
manufacturers. If goods manufactured in Great Britain,
Germany and other countries could be sold in the United
States on equal terms with American goods, even if the prices
remained exactly the same, thoe American manufacturers
would loose immensely, because the trade which they now
monopolize would have to be divided with foreigners. The
larger the quantity of goods turned out by a factory the
cheaper thoy can be made, and Awmerican manufacturers can
afford to sell in foreign lands at a very low profit when they
arc.sccure against foreign competition at home.
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CANADIAN SHIPBUILDING.

One of the most important ovents, from an industrial
standpoint, that has occurred in ‘Loronto, perhaps in Canada,
for many years, was the luunching on June 2lst of the

stenmer Tovonto, from the shipbuilding yards of the Bertram
Engine Works Company, this city, A very fine photogravure
of the Toronto s she appeaved at the moment of her reach-
ing tho water, and & general description of the beautiful ship
is given elsewhere.

1t has always heen strange that the shipbuilding industry,
particularly the construction of such vessels as the Toronto,
has never assued the proportions in Ontario,or in Canada that
the trade and commerce of the country secmed to demand. We
know that many creditable productions of marine architecture
have been putaflont in this and other provinces, but they were
not of the size and character of that here alluded to. Some of
the most useful and eflicient steel cruisers for the Dominion
fisheries and revenuo service now in use were built in Ontario
yards, as were some of our popular passenger steamers.
Ontario artizans have produced some of the most heautiful
and speedy vachts that sail on our inland waters, and many
of the large freight carriers and sailing vessels that traverse
the great lakes are the handiwork of Cauadian skill. We
know, too, that one of the greatest and most flourishing
industries of Quebec in past years was the construction of
wooden ships, in which line the Maritime Provinces were, and
are now, to some extent, active competitors. Buat wooden

ships uro rapidly giving place to ships constructed of steel and
iron, cven as the use of wind as & motive power is giving way
to steam ; and a remarkable feature of the situation is that
while Cunada at one time was highly and justly celebrated for
ths wooden sailing ships sho put afloat, she has not kept pace
with the improvements and changes that are characterizing
the industry in other countries.

Ono reason given for this anomalous condition is that, even
under the policy of tariff’ protection, no adequute provision
was made for the encourngement of the steel shipbuilding
industry ; that wo had no plants sulliciently well equipped
for the construction of modern steel vessels, and that it would
be cheaper to have our requirements supplied from abroad
than at home, DBut these arguments are most successfully
answered and controverted by the putting aflont of the
steamer Toronto ; and Mr. Bertram, the head of the company
who constructed her, is to be commended in proving that the
old arguments were wrong.

What is needed now is that other Canadian business men
who desice to invest theiv capital in steamers, do as the
Richelicu and Oatario Navigation Company have done, and
have their vessels built in Canada. Let them constantly
bear in mind that there are enterprising concerns here such
as the Bertram Ingine Works Company, who have the plant,
the capital, and the technical ability to produce ns excellent
ships as can be built in any other country. They have proved
themselves to be Captains of Canadinn Industry, of whom the

country may well be proud.

THE RICHELIEU AND ONTARIO NAVIGATION COMPANY'S STEAMER TOROXNTO.

The side wheel passenger steel steamer Toronto, built by the Bertram Engine Works Company, Torouto, from general designs hy
A. Angstrom, Esq., marine architect, for the Richelieu and Ontario Navigation Company, to ply on their route between Toronto and
Montreal. Launched June 21, 1898,  The builders have supplied us with the following general data concerning this beautiful vessel :

Huy, :—Is constructed of open hearth steel and of the following dimensions :—Length over all, 278 feet ; length, keel, 270 feet ;
beam, moulded, 36 foet ; beam, over guards, 62 feet ; depth, moulded, 14 feot. -~

Exaises :—Of the Triple Expansion, Inclined Jet-Condensing Type; cylinders 28, 44 and 74 inches by 72 inch stroke. The
feathering paddle wheels are 22 feet outside diameter and 10 feet 3 in. face of bucket.

Caniys :—Spacious and elegant passenger acconmodations aro provided. Ono hundred and forty state rooms, including four parlor
rooms, #ud Iarge Pullman sleoping cabin, furnish sleeping accommodation for 430 passengers.

The interior finish and dccorations of the spacious halls and deck saloons are most elaborately executed, the main and gallery
saloons being finished in Francis I. Renaissanco, with the dining room in Louis XVI.

The entrance hall is decorated in Neo-Gree with modern Renaissance details, with the smoking room in Qricutal treatment.

The refreshmont and writing rooms will bo in Elizabethan paneling of prima vera, natural wood finish. The main staircases are in
Honduras mshogany with wrought motal balustrades in hammored leaf work finished antique brenze, the main newels carrying bronze
figures supporting electric torches, A 700 light Electric Light Plant, with ornamental Electroliers in cabins, furnishes light throughout
Steamer.  All rooms and apartments particularly subjected to heat are provided with a system of artificial ventilation.
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CUSTOMS UNDERVALUATION

The American Economist cites an instance of one of the
most notable victories yet achieved in the stubborn warfure
against undervaluation which the customs nuthorities of the
Port of Now York have been waging for soveral months past
is that recently gained through the decision of the Reap-
praisement Board of the General Appraisers.  This decision
is ns follows:

“ Cotton lace curtaing, lace and embroidered wearing apparel
(partly made), and embroidered articles, from Alder & Rap-
poldt, St. Gall, Junuary 12 and 26, 1898, entered at various
prices, advanced up to 138 per cent.”

‘The importance of this brief dictumn of the judicial experts
of the General Board is set forth by the New York Commer-
cial as follows :

« Tt i one of the most important decisions ever rendered by
the Board, in that it practically affects immense interests
among importers of such goods from St. Gall, and supports
the contention of the Apprmser of the port that the goods
were grossly undecvalued in the invoices. The decision is
also a hig victory for the Goverment, since it strikes a fatal
blow at the consigninent abuse, said tu have been practiced to
a great extent in this particular line of goods, by which the
Tr reasury has unquegtionably been cheated of an enormous
revenue,”

The merits of the case against the importers of St. Gall
embroideries had already been stated in the Economist, and
it congratulates the Government, the honest importers who
have been so long at o commercial disadvantage in the effort
to compete with undervalued consignments, and the local
customs ofticials who have carried on the fight in spite of the
worst that misrepresentation and fraud could do to defent
their efforts to enforce the laws and collect the revenues.

The Commercial, commenting upon the value of the victory,
says :

b So thoroughly convinced were Appraiser Wakeman and
his assistants that flagrant undervaluation was being prac-
ticed by the St. Gall- New York firms in the invoices of their
goods that the former appeared Lefore the Reappraisement
Board of General Appraisers—an unusual proceeding—and
submitted such strong evidence in the cases that all doubt as
to undervaluation was removed. The extent of that under-
valuation can easily be seen from the advance made by the
reappraising officers over the invoice value.”

It is not tn he supposed that undervaluation ever occursin
Canada—-oh, no, at least it is never mentioned publicly.

A new deparature in the Canadian post-ofiice, as well as a
new opportunity for the use of the bicycle, will result by the
special-delivery system which the Canadian Government has
resolved to introduce, beginning on the first of J uly m
nll cities where a postal d(.h\ery is in force. By nmxm"
a special ten-cent stamp to a letter, in addition to the postn"c
delivery of the letter within the hour of the arrival of the
mail is guaranteed by the department. 1t is understood that
the work will be performed, wherever prnctncable, by the
agency of the wheel.

A special meeting of the Canadian Packers’ Associution
was held in Toronto a few days ago, Mr. W. A. Ferguson,
of Delhi, Ont., occupying the chair.  All parts of the Province
of Ontario were represented. The purpose of the meeting
wag to hear facts about the growing crops, and was not called
with the idea of making an advance in any specm] line, as
there had been no marked change which would warrants such
an increase. Better prices are antnmpmtcd however, as there
is a growing expansion in the trade of the country. The
canners present, were of the opinion that the Spanish-Ameri-
can war would open up & larger field for the Canadian
growers, as it is estimated that the American army consumes
a hundred thousand cases of tomatoes, peas and corn a
month.

These hides have since been marke:ed,
and are finding their way to English ports and into E n"lwh
tanneries. Fears are expressed that their importation may
bring serious results in the introduction of this cattle
plzwue into England. As some of these hides are finding
their way to other countries, it becomes those interested to
keep a watchful eye on the Cape product.

The HExporters' Associntion of America, an organization
which devotes its attention to foreign trade in the intevest of
Ameriean manufacturers, has rvecently made a report con-
cerning the agricultural, implement and muachinery trade of
Norway. The organization has uscertained whence Nor-
wegian merchunts derive their supplies, snd the amount of
import trade in these goods. Every importans harvesting
machine manufucturer in the United States is represented in
the markets of Norway and also several manufacturers of
plow goode. The annual importations, according to the latest
available statistics, amount to $204,567, and consist mainly
of reapers, mowers, plows, harrows and varivus other agricul-
tural machines. There is no import duty on agricultural
machines, with the exception of those operated by horse-
power, on which is imposed a duty of 54 cents per two hun-
dred pounds. The large importers are usually granted a credit
of threo months, while farmers are given three to six months
in which to pry for their purchases. The importations are
made from well-known exporting points, those from America
going via New York.

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United States Ambassador Hitcheock writes to his Govern-
ment from St. Petersburg, Russia, as follows: An order
bas just been sent to the Baldwin Loromotive Works, Phila-
delphia, for sixty-five locomotives for the Manchurian Rail-

way, making u total of eighty Baldwins ordered for the Man-
churian Railway within the last nine weeks, and o grand
total of one hundred and-thivty-eight Baldwins sold to Rus-
gian railways within the Inst six months, I am also pleased
to report that the Imperial Government has awavded the
Westinghouse Company a contract amounting to between
32,300,060 and 33,000,000 for the equipment of the rolling
stock of its railways with Westinghouse air brakes, and that
this contract will probably be duplicated in the near future.

Buffulo is by no means destined to remain the gateway of
the geanin movement from the North-West. This year there
is a very great diversion to Canadian routes of the grain
shipped from Fort William, Duluth and Chicago. From the
two latter shipping points the Chicago, Duluth and Parry
Sound line of boats are carrying corn and wheat to the
elevator at Parry Sound. ‘The upper lake boats running in
connection with the Grand Trunk Railway carry wheat and
corn to the elevator at Midland. By the Canadian Pacific
Railway Company’s vessels grain is carried to Owen Sound.
Other lake carriers, as the Georgian Bay and Lake Superior
Steamboat Line, bring down wheat and corn from the west-
ern ports to the various terminal elevators on Georgian Bay
and Lake Huron. But the three Georgian Bay ports— Mid-
land, Parry Sound and Owen Sound—are the main gateways.
From the first the Grand Trunk Railway, from the second
the Ottawa, Arnprior and Parry Sound Railway, and from
the third the Canadian Pacific Railway, carry the grain
onward across Ontariv to tidewater and the ocean steamers
at Montreal. The quantity of grain going from the North-
Western States by these routes is this year enormous. This
in part explains the heavy earnings of the railway com.
punies.—Mail and Empire.

About four miles from St. Catharines,
Ont., thero is in course of construction one
of the finest plauts for the generation of
electrical energy, through the medium of
water power, that has yet been attempted
in Canada. The Cataract Powor Company,
who have undertaken the project, is com-
posed chielly of Hamiltonians. The power
house is a substantinl brick structure, situ.
ate at the foot of the mountuin, and about
a quarter of a milo from DeCew Falls. In
this power house, within the next few weeks
will be installed two turbines, each of 1,500
horse power, and dirvectly conmected to
these two large generators. When the de-
mand increases two more units of 1,500
horse power each can bo iustalled. From
the waste.weir on tho Welland Cnual at
Allanburg the water will be conducted for
several miles across the country to the brow
of the mountain, and thence to the turbines
at the foot through a heavy eight-foot steel

conduit. Thus there will Lo a head of
about 270 feet on the whoels.  Ileetrical
power will bo transmitted to Hamilton at
a potential of 22,000 volts. Sucha pressure
has nover been used before in Canada, and

in only a fow places in the United States,

The projects on foot for the crection of
new pulp mills or the onlargement of exist-
ing ones are 80 numerous as to give warrant
for the belief that exports of pulp and paper
will soon be valued at millions yearly.

world, and Mr. Hardisty of the Eddy Co.
recently said that the supply of spruce in
Europo is becoming oxhausted. Canada, he
thinks, when the exhaustion becomes more
marked, will become the chief paper pro-
ducer for tho world. Meanwhile Canadian
paper mukers seem disposed instead of
lowering prices and making a bid for world-
wide trade to charge all the consumer will
stund ina home market hedged about by high
protective duties. Our exports of pulp-
wood last year were valued at 8711,152, all
of which, excopt £33,000 worth shipped to
England, went to the United States. Of
manufactured wood pulp the total export
was valued at $741,950, of which Great
Britaiu took $164,138 worth. At Sault Ste.
Maric Mr. Clergue expects shortly to have
the largest pulp mill in the world, while
several very large millsare being constructed
in the spruce districts of Quebec. It is
searcely too much to say that paper and
pulp making are among the great coming in-
dustries.—Toronto Globe.

SHERBROOKE, P. Q.
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GUN COTTON.

"The process by which so common and harme
less o substanco as cotton ia cunverted into a
high explosive is a compuratively simple one,
remarks a contemporary.  Pute raw cotton or
ardinary cotton waste is steeped in a solution
of one part of nitric acid and threo parts of
sulphuric acid. Tho nitric acid is the one
which renders the cotton expiosive, the
presence of the sulphuric being required only

to absord the water, thus allowing the other
acid to combine more readily with tho nearly
pure cellulose of which cotton consists.  After
the cotton hus soaked in the acids for several
hours, it is taken from the pots and squeczed
through lieavy rollers to extract all the super-
fluons acid which it has not absorbed, Then
it is washed carefully und thoroughly, still
with tho same object of removing the free acid,
If any of this remained, its tendency would
be to cause chemical changes in the gun cotton
and decompose it. Formerly, this washmg
was the last process resorted to for the removal
of the free acid, but u few years ngo Sir Fred.
erick Abel found that the cells in the cotton
fibre 85 absorbed aud retained the acid by
capillary attraction that the washing iailed to
extract it entirely. ‘1o remedy this and make
the gun cotton more pure it is now, after being
washed, passed through a maciune similar ta
that which grinds up the rags in a paper mill.
Here it is etushed thoroughly and afterwards
washed again until the last trace of free acid
disappears, and the cotton cumee out in the
form of a soft, white pulp, closely resembling
the pulp of which paper is made. 'This coa-
cludes the pracess of actual munufacture, and
it now remains only to convert the gun cotton
into the most convinient form for the use to
which it is to be pur.  1f it is to be employed
in making powder it is dried and stored away

in pulverized form; bt if it is designed for
lilling torp.docs it must be compreysed to a
certuin donsity and moulded into the shupes
which will best enable 1t to be packed into the
torpedo heads,  L'hesc shapes vary according
to the design of the torpedoes aud the methed
of packing. Sometitnes they arve discs and
somotimes cylinders, flat squares, or cubes,
If uncompressed amd dry tho pun cotton would
he extremely hight, weghing no more than
ordinary cotton wadding; but when made into
the nbove forms it 1s compressed to the density
of wbout 1, or in other words ton density of an
equal umount of water. ‘The percentage of
moisture remaining in the gun cotton when it
is packed into torpedoces varies between 15 dud
20, So safe from cxplosion, unless detonated,
isn brick of wet gun cotton that it muy be
placed npou hot coals.  As the moisture drics
ofl from the outside, the cotton flakes off and
burns quictly.  DPerfectly dry gun cotton when
confised in n strong case will explode with
great violence if exposed to a temperature of
about 320" Fahr, Detonation, or the firing of
explosives by intense shock, is a modern
method, for until thirty years ago the upplica.
tion of heat was ulwnys used to bring about an
explosion, It has now been discovered that
detonation produces n more powerful effect
than explosion by meuns of heat. In detonat.
ing the wet gun cotton in the torpedo heads,
the primer of dry gun cotton which is used
weighs only n pound or theresbout. It is
placed in contact with the wet mass, which in
a Whitcehead torpedo consists usually of about
230 1h.  Then, vy means of a fuse and ful-
minate of mercury cap, a flame is shot through
the dise of dry gun cotton, ‘I'his explodes
instantly, and with it the entire mass of the
wet cotton, producing tremendous results,
T'he question of precisely how detonation takes
pluce—that is, how 2o smull an initial explosion
can suflice to decompose an unlimited quantity
of high cxplosives behind it—has caused much

argument and many speculations,  Bertolot
gives as an explanation that ¢ tho shock of cthe
primary explosion communicates to the layor
of molecules in the immediate proxmmity an
cnormously active force, whereby the ‘molecular
odifice ' 18 shuken to pieces and the initial force
is uugmented to a degree correspondiog to the
heat  cvolved by decomposition.”” A uew
shock is thereby produced in the next layer,
and the action is repeated and 3o propagated
until tho whola molecular system iscompletely
estroyed,

BELT FASTENINGS,

Oue frequent cause of troublo is the wretched
manner in which bell fustevings are ofcenmade.
There are shops wero good jobs are the rule
and bad work not tolerated,—exeept in belt
lacing. ‘I'he belt ends are not cut square, and
the consequence is that probably one cdge is
longer thun the other, and the short edge has
to do most of the work.

There are cases where the ends are truly
squared, but, by reason of the absence of proper
clamps, there is a gap between the ends, and
consequently twico in each belt revolution
(once on each pulley) thero is o jog or slip us
the open space is earried around the pulley by
thy exertion of its neighboring portions. The
““flip, fp" of such place is & familiar acd in-
cessant sounnd in too many establishments
where the slightest “ squeak,” as an indication
of a rubling journal somewhere, would be
followed by u deluge from a long-nosed squirt-
can charged with olive oil and sutphur or
graphite.

It is only when the saw stops in the log, or
the planer beds hults mid-way, that the beit
gets upy attention,

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JAPANESE BLECTRICITY.

‘Thero are three electric rmlways projected m
Kobe district in Japan. Que is to be 15 unles
in length, oxtending from Koko to Amuagasaki.
'The company has a capital of iUy, yen
(3249,000) and the work is to be completed
within two years. ‘Lho time for bevinning the
work is not fixed.

Another line is to be between Amagasaki
and Osaka, five miles. The company is to
hnve u capital of 300,000 yen (S1:49,400).  The
charter has not yet been granted. Tho pro-
moters of these two roads are Mr. Shinyomon
Konishi, of Jtumicho, Kawabe-gun, Japan;

The promoters are
Mr. Ki-ichiro Naka, of Arino-mura, Arimagun,
dapan; Mr Shigezo Yamamoto, of Fukmi-
mura, Kobe-shi, Japan, and 18 others.

THE ADULTERANTS OF SUMAC,

A paper containing matter of some interest
1o tanners appears in the last number of the
proceedings of the Chemieal society, by A. G.
Perkin and Wood, who huave been working 1n
the Clothworkers® Research Laboratory of the

Yorkshire College, on the various adulterants
of sumac. The samples which they have in-
vestigated were mostly received from Mr.
Gennadius, Director of Agriculture, of ‘Cyprus.

Onc of the least objectionable of these
materinls consists of the leaves of the Pistacia
Leatiscus, an evergreen shrub, which is very
abundant in the istand.  These leaves called
Shinia, *Schiniu,” or ** Skens,” are much used
in the Levant as a tanning material in place of
sumae, and yield a bright colored and satisfac-
tory leather. Experiments in the Leather
Industries Iaboratory give a result of 11.3 per
cent. tanain, or about half thas countained in
gennine swmae. aod the color of the leather
produced was good, though not quite cqual to
that of sumac. The leaves contuin a coloring
matter, **myricetin,” which is identical with
that of sumac, and as the leaves are very
abundant and cheap it seems probable that it
might be advantageously introduced into Bug-
Jand as a tanning material in its own oame,
cither ground or as an extract, Further ex-
teriments in this divection are in progress at
the Yorkshire College.

The second adulteraut consists of the ground
leaves nod stems of two YTamarisks: ‘I'amaris
Gallica and ‘I. Africana (*'Brusca™). Its
coloring matter is different to that of suwnc,
and its tannin apparently similar, but only in

smajl quuutity, not excceding 8.4 per cent. |

Tho mmount of sample available was not
sulficient to carry out practical tanning experi-
ments.

Some of the Pistacias, and especially the I
Terehinthus, yield small galls, which contain a
good deal of tannin and a trace of yellow color-
ing wmatter, allied to that of the Shinia,

I'he leaves of the Ailanthus Glandulosa were
also iuvestigated amd proved an objcctionnbic
adulterant as, although analysis shows the
presence of 11.9 per cent. of the tannin allied
to that of swmnne, experiments in the Leathor
Industries Laboratory proved it to bo worthless
as o taaniog naterial, as the skio, thongh
stained a dceep color, was practically untanned.

"I'he ground leaves of the pommon fir are fre-
quently puc into sumac. They contain minute
traces of a yellow coloring matter but are al-
most devoid of taunin and skins treated in the
infusion remained untanncd, although they
were stained a dirty olive color.

“Gumbuzzo,” the stalks of the genuine
sumace, which are ground and mixed in, contain
the same tannin und coloring matter as the
sumac leaves, but in much less quantitics.

\

The authors also jnvestigated one or two
other materinls containing tannin,  **Broach
leaves” are small leaves from a narrow ever
green shrub not identified botanically, but em-
ployed 1 South Africa i place of sunue, and
now also replacing the so-called Cupe sumac,
Golpoon campressum, which is beconnng scarce,
‘I'iey wore found to contain 19.9 per cent. of a
catechol tunnin, and produce a leather of ex.
cetlent color, very similar to sumac, and are
cvidentty a valuable tanning materinl.  The

yellow enloring matter reseinbles that of sumac
but 1s not ulertieal with it. A smaller quantity
of yellow coloring matter, simiar to that of
the broach leaf, together with ordinary taunmc
acid, iy contained in the bearberry leaves,
wiich although of no impertance commercially,
are snid to have been used in the north of
Furope for tanning purposca. .
Mangrov: extract from Coriops candolleana
is found to bu quite dovoid of yellow coloring
matter.—1'he Leather Manufacturer,

It is
altogether free from rabber or celluloid or
other odorous material,

DANGERS IN MATCH FACTORIES.

In the British House of Commous, the other
day, Sie Charles Ditke ealled the autention of
the Home Secretary to a recent inquest ut
Bow, on the body of a match dipper, aged
twenty-two, who died from necrosis of the
jaw, due 10 the use of the more diangerons
kind of phophorus employed in the manutie-
ture of matches, and asked whether the time
had not come to prohibit the production of
matches involving so much danger to the
warkpeople,  Sir M, W, Ridley said that, as,
since the passagre of the act of 1893, no other
case of necrosis had been reported, he did not
think he would be justified in preventing un-
conditionally the use of yellow phosphoras,
He promised, however, 1o make further in-
quirics.

It is asserted positively that in the large
factories where matches of this dangerous
kind are produced, the unfortunate workers
are promptly dismissed on the first indica-
tions of disease.  Many of them as a conse-
quence do all in their power 10 conceal their
condition, as dismissal implies the impossi-
bility ot finding work elsewhere. It is believed
that niany deaths never come under the cog-
nizance of a coroner’s jury.

The Salvation Army have endeavored to

caunteract this cvil by starting a mateh

factory in which none of this dangerous yeltow
phosphorus is used, and it has been demon-
strated that no case of matche-maker's leprosy
his ever occurred there, while wirls who have
been dischrged from other match fictories,
sultering from the fiest symptoms of necrosis,
have not only been able to work there, but
have recovered their health.

J. D. Graves, representative of the Heinz
Pickle Company, of Pittsburg, Pa., has been
in Hamilton for several days interviewing
gardeners and others about the cstablish-
ment of a branch factory there. Last year
the company talked about establishing a
hranch there, and the city council decided to
geant the company certain concessions,. but
the company concluded not to proceed with
the matter justthen.  After Mr. Graves has
made satisfactory arrangements with the
gardeners it is likely that a now proposition
will he made to the council.—Hamilton

DIAMINE COLORS ON MERCERISED
COTTON LININGS.

Measrs W. J. Matheson & Co, 182 Front St.,
Now York, have sent us tho folluwing momo,
regarding Diamine colors on Mercerised cotzon
linings :—

Mercerised cotton linings are dyed in the
usual manner, hut as they will tuke up thedye-
stuifs quicker than unmercerised goods, the
following method of dyeing should be adhered

to:

Charge the dycbath with: 1 per cent. soda,
1 to 2 per cent. Turkoy red oil and the neces.
eary dyestufl.  After having dyed during 3
hour add: for light shades 2 to § per cent.
posphate of soda, for medium and dack shades
3 to 8 per ceut. Glanber’s salt, for Black 15 to
20 per cent, Glauber's salt.

Tor dyecing light shades it is best to start
lukewarin and, after the addition of tiro phos.
phate of soda, to raiso the temperature to 120
to 140 per cent. I,  Also for dark shades it is
advisable not to cater boiling, but to start at
about 120 to 140 F. and after addition of the
Glauber’s salt to gradually raise to tho boil,

If for somo reason or other Turkey red oil
cannot be used, sonp mny take its place, in
which caae the proportion of soda should be
increased to 2 to 4 per cent. accor ding to the
quality and quantity of water used.

UTILIZING SAWDUST.

Mr. V. L. Emerson, of Baltimore, Md., is
promoting a company for the purpose of utiliz.
ing sawdust by reducing it to metallic carbon
and then into calcium carbide for tho mauufac.
ture of acctylene gus, While in Ottawa recent-
ly Mr. Emerson said: I have succceded,
after several years of lnboratory work, in pro-
ducing carbon in metallic state, free from any
of the objectionable prouperties, of great den-
sity, avd practically chemically pure, and cou-
verting same into caleium curbide. The raw
material from which the carbon was producod
was supplied to me by W. C, Edwards, irom
his millsat Rockland. Some of the samples run
us high as 92 per cent: in carbon, which is
about 10 to 20 per cent. better than the best
coke, 1t anay be readily understood ihat car-
bide manufactured from carbon of such purity,
is not contaminated with the baser metal, anda
pound of carbide so manufactured will produce
u much larger quantity of acetylene ¢as than
catbon mannfactured froni coke. With carbide
that will produce five cubic feet of yas per pound
and carbide at §60 a ton, the light produced
is the cheapest artificial light known.  Evenin
the impure stato that the calcium carbide is
now produced from coke, the demaund caunot be
supplied ata price of §70 per ton, and in the
last few days 1 have received leiters from sev-
cral consumess in the States, requesting me to
buy a few carloads for them in Canady, as they
were not able to supply their wants in the
States, and 1 find that the manufacturers here
arc uanable to supply cven the homeo trade.

¢ From o commereinl and chemical point of
viow, my processes and mechanicul apparatus
practically occupy tho samo gosition in the
conversion of the celluluse tissue of wool
into metallic carbon, as the Churles Bessemor
process does in climinating the carbon in tho
procoss of manufucturing steel.  In the Ottawa
district natural couditious exist that best suit
to carry out the possibilities of the process, in
the manufacture of snch articles as caleum
acetate, calcium carbide, asphalt, light and
lheavy oils, in fact those serios in which carbou
acid and oils are compononts,

“Ta.day thero aro thousands of machines in
the United States for producing acetylene hight
thut are standing 1dle for the want of carlude,
whitile the demand for the light is rapidly crow.
ing. On the other hand there is suflicient
waste materinl in the Ottawa district, when
converted into motallic carbon and clectrically
smelted with litne to form calcinm carbide, to
produce 50U tons duily at un averago profit of
$30 per ton. Personnlly, I am conviaced that
the (iemnnd for culeium carbide will increase as
well as tho calciwm acotute, at amoro rapid pace
than a plant can.be built to manufacture it.
have found my experiments to recover what is
known a3 ! ye.products that the complex molec-
ular composition may decompose quito ditler-
ently and yicld different sets of products
according to the conditicus which govern the
destructive distillation. The most important
of these modifying conditions is that of temper-
ature, and it is with this cad in view that
1 have designed an apparatus -to produce tho
desired conditions in order to recover withont
requiring auy particular skill and at the same
time operate mechanically and continuously so
as to dispense with hand Jabor By this method
1 am enabled to produce a. largo series of pro.
ducts, acetate of calcium being an important
one geeatly in demand in the manufacture of
printed goods, wall papers and so forth, Itis
worth 81.25 per 100 pounds f. o. b. New York,
Each cord of sawdust produces about 170
pounds. At tho same time mauny oils thut are
staplo articles in the munufacture of puints and
varnishes are produced, as well as creosotc,
which is extensively used in preserving timbers
used in docks, canals, foundations and railroad
ties and so forth., Ncatly all the products mie
extensively used in the artsaund are very staple
in the market. The carbon, owing to its great
stale of purity, seems well fitteld to take the
place of the expensive willow charcoal used in
the making of gunpowder, while the light oils
uct as a splendid solvent for rubber, and will
take the placo of the more expensive oils used
for that purpose.

“We will be able to manufacture a supcrior
product of carbon from the waste products of
the mill for between 25 and 50 cents per ton,
while the sofv charcoal produced by the old
system and contaminated with impuritics costs
from {3 to §20 per ton, which is practically
prohibitory in the manufactuve of calcium car.
bide where the carbon from that svurce cuters
into the composition.”

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USEFUL RECIPES.

An cxcellent liquid glue may bo ade
by dissolving glue (which should be bruken
very small) in whisky. Several days are re.
quired to dissolve it, ufter which the prepara-
tion will be ready for use. The bottle shoutd
be kept woll corked.

Silver may bo tested by an apphcation of
nitric acid, ~If the motal contawms copper, the
solution will have a blue or green tint; 1f pure
it will be uunflocted by thoe acid.

Floors may be ehonised by an application of
a preparation of logwaod chips, which may be
wade by boiling 1 Ib. chips in 1 Ib. water, The
hiquid should be Iaid on avenly with o soft rag
ar brush. When dry the floor shouid berubbed
over with n solutiou of sulplinte of iron, ‘L'his
may then be polished with beeswax and tur-
pentine or varnished. If tho latter plun is
adopted it will be desirable to give u rub over
with a rag dinped in turpentine to tuke off the
very bright aad ncw appearance.

A good furniture paster suitable for dull
polished furniture, is madeof yellow wax three
parts, turpentine four pacts, white wax one
purt,* and white goap one part. The soap
should bo dissolved in fifteen parts of boiling
water, after which the other ingredients may be
added, the wholo being stirred until well
mixed, Let the mixture stand a few days
before using.

Black marble may be polished by a pro.
paration of limo water, linseed oil and tarpen-
tine, applicd wiih a rag. A pac moistened with
mothylated spiriv 13 used for finishing off.

0ld brick or stonc work may he pointed with
a coment made of Portland coment, hme and
white sand in equa! parts. Add water aud
make requisite consistency.

A mixture of ultramarine blue with French
zine whito makes a good imitation of cobalt.

A useful stopping for water pines is made of

ten parts each calcined. lime, resin, cotton
wool, and three parts lingeed oil varnish.

Iudellible ink without the uso of silver nitrate
may be made by grinding oue aud three.
quarter grammes of antline black well with
sixty drops of strone hydrochloric acid and
forty-two to forty-three grammes of alcohol.

ft is stated thot plaster may, by o wvery
simple process, bo hurdencd so that it can be
used for flooring purposes. The recipa given
consists in mixing 8ix pacts of plaster with one
part of fresh slaked white lime sifted. After
being laid down and smoothed off it ahould be
wllowed to dry, when it must be saturated with
o solution of sulphatoof iron, ‘L'tlusgives it the
color of rusted iron, which, when rubbed over
with linsced oil boiled with lithusge, assumes
the color of mahogany. If desirable it may be
varnished.

Pagtc wmay be preserved from mould by
adding a httle pulverised blue stone while hot.

A good paste for paperhangers’ uso is made
by dissolving 1 oz of alumn o 1 quart of warm
soft water.  \When cool add flour to make it
about, the consistency of creamn, then add a
hatf-thimbie of resin,and 4 oz of sugur of lead.

‘Fheso aro the right proportions for a bucketful

of paste.

When papering on white-washea walls it is
necessary to first sizo tho surface.  Uso good
gluo size, to which must bo added a pint of
malt vinegar to every gallon of tho size. The
vinegar acts upon the whiting and causcs the
paper to adhere atrongly and permunently.

The most serviceable paints for iron are those
consisting of ferric oxide as their base; the
peincipal of these being mado of brown hema-
tite. Theso paints can bo used on rusty sur.
faces, ns tho rust becomes incorporated” with
the paint,

‘l'o impart a golden color to brass, dissalve a
mixture of muriatic uctdand alum in water, and

thon steep tho articles in tho liquid Jor a fow*
sceonds,

How (o nuneal brass or copper.—In working
brass or copper it will become hard; and if
hammered to any great oxtent will split.  T'o
prevent ceacking or splitting, the picco must
be heated to Al red hoat and plunged in cold
water; this will soften it, 8o it ¢an Lo wotl.ed
oamly. Bo careful not to heat brass too hot,
or it will fall te picces.  'I'iesn picces must bo
aonenled frequently during the process of ham.
mering.

Polighed steolarticles may be preserved from
rust by covering with a mixture of powdered
fune aud oil, or with a proparation composed of
1 pact resin and 3 parts of lard.

Cast iron ean be hardonod as easily as steol,
and to such n degreo of harduness thata file will
not touch it. Pake onv half-pint vitriol, onc
peck of common salt, une half pound saltpetro,
two pounds alum, oae quurter pound prussinte
potash, aud onc quarter pound cyanide potast ;
dissolve in ten gallons of water.  Heut the iron
to a cherry red and dip it in the solution. If
the articlo needs to be very hard, heat and dip
the sccond aud even the third time if found
necessary.

Copper can be colored in the following wmaun.
ner :—JIt is first moistencd vrith a dilutesolution
of ammonium polysulphite aud dried. The free
sulphur is then brushed off.  If tho copper is
then treated with a dilute solution of sulphide
of arsenic in ammonia it takes a golden yellow
hue. This can bo changed to brown by further
treatment with a solution of sulphide of arscnic
in ammonium sulphide. 1f sulphide of anti.
mony is used instead of sulphide of arsenie,
various shades from tho palest pink to dark red
can be obtained.
