We clip from an exchange the following sensible suggestions with regard
to a boy's education, and would add that if they were included in every young
woman's accomplishments it would be u good thing for the country in

_ general :—* Don't be satisfied with your boy’s education, or allow him to
handle a Latin or Greek book, until you are sure he can—write a rapid
business hand, spell all the words he knows how to use, speak and write
good English, writs a good social letter, write a good bLusiness letter, add a
column of figures rapidly, mske out an ordir..1y account, deduct 163 per
cent. from the face of it, receipt when paid, write an adverti-ement for the local
paper, write a notice or report a public meeting, write an ordinary proms-
sory Bote, reckon the interest or discount on it fur days, moaths and years,
draw an ordinary bank check, take it to the proper place in a bank to get
cash, make neat and correct entries in your day bovk and ledger, tell the
number of yards of carpet required for your parlor, measure the pile of
Igmber in your shed, tell the number of bushels of wheat in your largast
bin, and the value of it at cunent rates, tell something sbout the great
suthors and statesmen of the present day, tell what raiiroads he would take
in making a trip from Boston to San Francisco. If he can do all this and
more 1t i3 likely he has sufficient education to enable him o0 make his own
way in the world. If you have more time and money tv spend upon him,
all well and good—give him higher English, give him literature, give him
xr}a\hegnaucs, give him science ; and, if he is very, very anxious about i,
give him Latin and Greek, or whatever clse the course ke intends pursuing
in.life demands.”

Breach of promise cases, while happily rare m Nova Scotia, arz not
altogether unknown, and in the United States and England wo frequently
hear of them. _Not so in France, however. There, we have often heard,
they manage things better, but as we know accidents will happen in the best
regulated houschelds, and France had a breach of promise case for tho first
time 1n Dccgmber last. At least, so says the Pans correspondent of the
London Daily News. * It was,” say the writer, * tried on December 1st at
the Tribunal of Beziers, a town in the south of France, near Montpelier. A
young couple were about to be united, the banns had been made public,
ggrds sent out to the friends, and the wedding-dress had received the finish-
10g touches of the dressmaker. The wedding-day came on and nothing
sore was wanted but the bridegroom. This indispensable man had how.
‘ever thought 2 second time about the marrisge, and ho never came. Tho

Cvdgsappoxntcd bride brought an action for damages against her too fickle
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suitor. The sentence of the Beziers bonch is extremely curious. ¢ Whereas
the promise of marriage,’ so it runs, ¢ was of public notoriety, the banns
were published, and a rude breaking off of the marriage was calculated to
injure the bride's family ; whereas the lattor had been to a considerable
expense in view of the ceremony, particularly in view of the bridal dress
and the accessories (euphemism for trousscau), the bridegroom is bound to
compensate them, &c. The bridegroom is sentenced to £i16o damages for
the moral injury to the family (not to the bride!), and to indemnify them
for the cost of the wedding-dress and the interest on tho outlay. This
novel case was tried by a bench of magistrates, and not by ajury.”

Dominion detectives have been for several weeks moving mysteriously
about the various offices of the Customs Department in this City, Their
object has been hitherto veiled from public cognizance. Theimmediate result,
however, is that one of the principal officers in the appraiser’s office has
been suspended pending further enquiries, and it is undorstood some higher
officials will be asked to answer questions. Several city firms are said to be
involved in the epquiry~—among ther a leading jewelry firm and a painter
—but we withhold names and details for the present,

We are told that the other day a party of fishermen crossed the Zuyder
Zic on the ice, a feat unparslled aioce the year 1740  Io that year—it may
be interesting to note—the Thames was frozen so firmly that a Frost Fair
was held on the ice, and printing presses were set up for the issuing of liter-
ature appropriate to the occasion. On Jan. 20d an ox was roasted on the
ice with great ceremony. In 1768 there was similarly scvere weather in
Europe, and in 17835 a bitter frost which lasted one huadred and fifteen
dayvs. In 1489 the Frost Fair was repeited, and booths and printing presses
erected on the Thames abaut the gth of January. The latest occurrence of
the sort was 1n 1814, when, about the end of January and beginping of
February, the Thamos was like a thronged park, crossed in every direction
with ash roads, and provided with all sorts of entertainmant. There was a
street built of tents, called the *“ City Road,” and the booths were gay with
music and dancing. Among the productions of the printing establishmant
on this ephemeral street was the following stanza 1—

“* Yonthat walk Lere, and do desigh to tell
Your children’s children what this year befell,

Come buy this print, and then it will be seen
That such a year as this hath seldom been.”

The increase in the number of deaths from diphtheria has again filled
the papers with columns of scareology, which may or may not do good.
The only really level-headed and all-ruund seasible article was that by Mr,
Bradford in Our Sociefy of laet week  He advecates having persons who
contract the disease immaediately removed tu a place which should be pro-
vided for the purpose of receiving aud nursing them. This commends itself
as a much better plan than th= quarantine regulations of the Board of Health,
which are admirably adapted to keep the disease on the increase. We can
imagine no better plan for killing off whole families than to compel all
members of a household to remain 1o an infected house. Diphtheria, or
apy other contagious disease, will not be stamped out by such means. Qae
of the first things to be attended to by those who wish to escape the scourge
is t» see that the general health of all in the house is kept good. Fresh sir,
exercise, wholesome, plain food and cheerfulness go far towards this object
and lessen the tisk of contracting diseese. Ventilation is of the utmost
importanco, but how many open windows caa be connted on even a fine
wild morning in Halifax? How many people have their siting and bed
rooms ‘ done ” for the day without so much as thinking of letting in 2
supply of fresh air? What can be expacted in such cases, especially if the
drainage i3 not in perfect condition, but that sickness will enter the home?
The reforms we need to cffect in order that our city can get a clean bill of
health again are many, and half-measures will be useless. Perfect cleanli-
ness in the househcld and in the whole city muast be observed, drainage
must be perfected as far as possible, and cleansing fluids used frequently in
the pipes, and there should be at once a suitable place provided for the
reception of patients. These are a few of the necessary safeguards. Asto
keeping people shut up in houses where the disease has entered, it is mon.
strous. Is the city willing to compensate such persons for loss of salary or
positions so incurred ? The heads of houscholds are not the only ones who
go out daily to work for their living. Take for instanco the case of clerks,
book-keepers, type-writers and others whose salaries are not enormous, and
who have to work all the time in order to make a liviag. Are they to be
put 10 loss, perhaps amounting to suffering, because the health (1) regula.
tions will not allow them to change their place of residence and continue
their work? We hope not. If the regulations are to be enforced in this
respect the sufferers should be compensated,
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General Booih is nothing if not practical and concrete n his suggestions,
and he atands in no awe of ridiculo. Among his schemes for the ameliora-
tion of the wretched among mankind is a sort of regisiry office lor the fur-
therance of matrimony. The idea is at first sight amusing enough, but
Booth’s suggestion indicates a difficulty which in the great cities is real and

ressing. There are vist numbers of young tnen and young women, living
in Jodgings, who have no opportunity of becoming acquainted with each
other. Young men who, if brought into social intercourse with respectable
girls of their own class, would gladly marry aad support a fanily, are so
situated that fsom year’s end to yenr's end they can meet on friendly terms
no womsn but the woman of the street, The result is inevitable degrada
tion, and Booth's plan cffers an escape from it. Equally practical and
helpful is the suggestion « f a training school where pirls should be taught
housewifery, and qualified to become wives,  Bouth not unrcasonably claims
that a wonth of thorough training in housewilery before marriage would do
more for the stendy happiness of married life than is to be accomplished by
that month of honey that immediately succeeds the marriage ceremony.
The success of this latter scheme would, we think, go far toward making the
first scheme the unmitigated blessing that it ought to be.

A rumor comes from Germany that the Pope has decided to take active
measures against Socialism  Such an intentinn 18 probable enough, for it
needs far less keen oyes than those of Leo XIII and a far less acute States-
man thao is his Ioliness to discern that in the revolutionary spirit of
Socialism lies the greatest danger to the Roman Catho.ic Church. ~ Socislism,
like Uliramontanism, claims u universal dominion, and is never tired of pro-
pagating its dnctrine whenever there is the slightest chance of suecess. In
0o couotry has the Socialistic theory been more carefully elaborated, and in
no country have Socialistic maxims been more readily received than in Ger-
many. It is in Germany accordingly that the Pupe is said to meditate a
crusade against the common enemy of Church and State. It is alleged that
from his accession Leo X(I1 hus seen, or balieved that he has seen, in the
German Empire a Conservative power capabla of entering on and cenduct-
ing victoriousiy a struggle agsinst Socialism in all its forms, and that long
ago, without he<ding religious difficulties, ne made an offer to Germany 1o
stop the strrge. s going on between that country and the Holy See, and to
become an auxiliary who could give powerful help ; but Bismarck doubted
either the sincerity or the value of the alliance,  Far from sharing the Chan-
cellor's doubts it is asserted that the Emperor Wiltiam 11 was so much
impressed by his interview with Leo XILE that be has ever sioce treated him
with the respect due to the personahity of the Poutiff, and that the plan of
common action against the Suciausts is the outenme of frequent and impor
tant communications between Berlin and the Vatican.  Secret orders, it is
stated, have been already issucd to the Catholic clergy to make war upon
Socialism, both by lecture and by preaching. It is to be feared, however,
that the most strenuous exertions of the German priesthood will be able to
do little more than impede the further progress of the plague (if they do
this they will do much), Svcialists not having developed an abnormal taste
for sermons.

Reports from the Inland Revenue Department as to certain condiments
in daily usc upouv our tables are far from reassuring  Mustard, we were told
a few weeks ago, 18 rcarcely ever snld pure, and now in bulletin No. .o the
shortct mings uf pepper ure discussed  The seventy-two samples of which
an analysis 1s given, were coliccted or the ost part in Quebec and Ontario,
and there are noie from Nova Scotia.  Of these seventy-two, thirty-nine
ate poutively pronounced sdulterated, and the greater number of those
Temaining are consideted very poor or Goubtful,  Somc of the adalterants
sound very vasty, and oue or two of the samples had smali hiving worms
in them! How pleasant. Mr Thomas Macfailane, Chief Analyst, 8ays
that fegal procecdings could, no doubt, be insttuted against the venders of
thes: grussly adulterated peppers, but duing this woeuld unduty tax the
means at the disposal of that branch of the department owisg to the great
pumber of delinquents. Iu the meanuime, and tor the present cases, Mr.
Macrarlane considered probable that sume good may be accomplished by
publishiog the names of the vendors and aliged manufacturers of the adul-
teruted goods, as is done in the bulletin before us.  We trust it may have
some such eflecct. It is decidedly unpleasant to think of seasoniog our food
with small liviog worms.  If those who undertake to grind pepper for the
public cannot do so honestly people will have to do it for themselves, which
13 after all the best way. We have ourselves used for some years a small
table peppef mill. Asit isa very usctul and convenient article, and we
have never seen onc like it in Nova Scotis, a descripion of it may prove
interesting, and induce sume of our readers who prefer a pure article to tiy
and get something of the sume kind. The pepper mll 10 question was pro-
cured in France, where, we believe, they are commonly used. It is made
of polished wood, stands about four inches high, and is ornamental in appear-
ance. Itisalittle over two inches in diameter at the top and bottom, and
somewhat less in the middle. By loosening o screw at the top the cover
may be removed and the pepper corns, which are hought at the druggist's,
putin. The cover is then replaced, and can be made as tight or as loose
as way be desired by means of tne screw. “FThis regulates the grinder,
which is at the bottom of the box. When you want pepper, all you have
to do is to hold the mill over your plaic and give the cover a turn sufficient
to shake from the bottom of the bex the quantity you require. It is rather
an odd-looking connivance, and few people would koow what it 15 intended
for without an explapation  However, nuthing but pure pejper cumes out
of it, and it is up this accoumt that we mention it, hoping that some ingen-
ious person may makic usc ol the idea, and have fresh, fragrant pepper
inatesd of the bascly adulterated trash sold in the shops,  After once using
it none would ever willingly retura to the old way.

Duaring the pwst two months a number of notable people have been
gathered to their rest. Awmong these are the English Historian Kinpglake,
the American Historian .Bancroft, and Emma Abbott, the beautiful and
good prima donns. Belgium's heir apparent, Princo Bandouin,died at Brussols
on Friday last of hemorrhage, followed by a severo attack of bronchitis. Prince
Albent Leopold Clement Marie Meriad, who was born in 1875, is now heir
1o the throne of Belgium,

‘I'he Montreal Witness relieves itself of its feelings on Provincial claima
upon federal funds as follows:—*An attempt is now being made to induce the
people of Prince Edward Island to make a raid on the Dominion treasury for
money enough to build a subway, from six to eleven milex long, and at a
cost of from five to twelve millions of allars, to connect the island with the
muivland, By the time Mr. Mercier is ready to b2gin operations for secue-
ing an increased suhsidy from the Dominion, Prince Edward Island will
probsbly be ready to demand ii8 tunnel under the Straits of Northumber-
langd us its share of the spoils, and there will not be a single Province that
will be without a tunnel scheme or a better terms demand of some sort
which nothing but federation money will satisfy.” This is scarcely dic-
tated by the epirit of justice we naturally expect from the Witness. Prince
Edward Island has a legitimate claim upon the Dominion, the providing of
a subway being one of the conditions of this Province entering the federa-
tion. As for an attempt being mude to induce the people of the Island to
make a raid, etc., we think that if we, or the Editor of the Witsess, lived in
Prince Bdward and experienced the difficulty, inconvenience and discomfort
of winter communication with the main land as at present ccuducted, it
would not take much to induce us to cry out for the fulfilment of promises
and redemption of pledges given by the federal authorities.

Farmers all over the country will be interested in the circular re seed-
testing at the Central Experimental Farm, Ottawa, sent out by the Director,
Mr. Wm. Saunders. Inasmuch as the quality of seed sown greatly affects
quality of the product, and as the past season wss an unfavorable one in
many localities for the perfect maturing of grain, provision has been made
by the Government to enable farmers to have the grain they are holding for
seed tested free of cost. The importance of ascertaining whether seed grain
possesses the necessary vitality to bring good results next year need scarcely
be urged upon intelligent men, and we need cnly mention the opportanity
held out to have it taken advantage of. Any farmer in the Dominion who
may have any varisties which he desires to have tested, may obtain the infor-
mation he seeks by forwarding to the Central Experimental Farm at Ottawa
samples of such grain or other agricultural seeds. A special teating bousc
bas been built for this work, which affords ample capacily. Swmples may
be sent free through the mail ; an ounce or two is sufficient for the purpose,
and about two weeks are required to complete a test. Since November,
when the season opened for this work, the vitality of more than eleven han.
dred samples has been ascertained, and it is hoped that all who desire to
avail themselves of the provision offered will send in their samples early, so
+hat there may be time to complete the work and supply the needed infor-
mation before sceding begips,

A trial of great interest to church people was conciuded three weeks ags
in the Court of the Diocesan Convention of Ohto. A clergyman of the
Episcopal Church, Rev. tloward M :¢Queary, was charged wich heresy, and
the trisl before the Ecclesiastical Court is something unprecedented in the
history of the Amenican branch of the Anglican Church. While particu.
Jarly concerning the church to which he belongs, the proceedings and the
judgment upon Mr. MacQueary's opinions are of interest to all Christians,
The cffence consisted in a denial, in his book * The Evolwmion of Mun and
Christianity,'' recently published, of belief in the miracalous Conception and
Resursection of Jesus. Mr MacQue.ry, as far as we can make out, holds that
Jesus was born on the lines of ordinary human generation, butqualifies this by
the theory that the infusion of Divine Spirit in Christ was equivalent to the
Divine incarpation, without any violation of the nstural law of life, and he
justifies his denial of a material resurrection by citing St. Paul as his sutho.
rity for the distinction between a patural and a spiritual body. Mr.
MacQuessy nade a long speech in his own defence upon the lines thata
minister of the Episcopal Chnreh has the right to construe the Scriptutes
and the Articles of Faith of his Church according to his own conscientious
understanding of the language, and that where the traditional interpretation
is inconsistent with his view of the possible or reasonable, he may reject the
traditi- 281 for the reasonable interpretation. It was also claimed on his behalf
that these views arc not in conflict with those held in pait, st least, by the
catly Chuistians, and that they are countenznced by many distinguished
Bpiscopalian clergymen, and by a large part of the membzrship of the church
at the present time. The defence is acknowledged to have been such an
able one that Mr. MacQueary will be sure to stand better in public estima-
tion than he did before the trial. While orthodox Chrstians mnst consider
tbe gentleman's offence as sgainst the fundamental doctrines of Christianity
as taught by the chiurches, no onc can fail to admire the manliness that has
braved the ordeal in defence of principle. The only wonder is that such a
stand has not long ago been taken by some thipker who declines to be bound
by traditional beliefs. Mr. MacQueary is a young man with brains, who has
the courage of his convictions. Holding the opinions he docs, he is. of
course, a herelic, but we wonder how tnany of the religious teachers of the
day could stand the test of the trial through which Mr MacQueary hss
passed. Mr. MacQueary intends carrying the casc furthor, and in these
days of criticism aund applying the test of human reison to r:ligious
belief, there is small doubt but that he will command the respect, if not the
concurrence, of thousauds of good men and womea in this pizin epaken
expression of his views.

The Fisberies Department at Ottawa is advised that the fish commissioners
for the state of New York have arranged to place in the waters of Lake
Ontario 13 million white fish, 4 million ciscoes, and 10 million wall-eyed
pike. The state authorities ond the Dominion Fisheries Department will
hereafter co-operate to preserve these valuable members of the finny tribe
from indiscriminate killing,

‘The investigation into the canse of Globe Hotel fire was concluded on
Thursday of last week. Mr. Salterio was absent in Montreal, and there
was no one to represent either him or the insu.ance companies. The
inquiries were, therefore, closed, and the evidence ueposited with the pro-
thonotary os the statute requires, Tho insurance companies w.l probably
transfer the case to other courts.

The coroner’s inquiry into the causo of the death of the victims of the
fatal railway disaster at St. Joseph on tho 18th December terminated
Monday night. Aftor two hour’s deliberation seven gave 1t as their
opinion the verdict should be sccidental desth, oxoneraling the wmployes
of tho rilway from all blame. Tho remaining eight thought it sbould
simply bo “ death by derailment of the train in which they were travelling.”

Messts. Kelley & Glassey have been appointed agents for Nova Scotia
for the Fairbank Canning Company’s liquid beef preparations. The Fairbank
Canning Co., of Chicago, have bought out the receipt of Leibig & Company
fes America, and ate putting up these goods as per Leibig's receipt. We
can testify to the excellence of the liquid beef, it is altogether different from
tho kind put up in pots, and just as delicate, tasty and wholesome as can be
desired.

MINING.

Items From OQur Travelling Correspondent.

GoLrpexviLLe.—Ixu treating of so important a placo as Golde aville, it may
perhaps bo as well to first give & brief description as regards location and
appoarance, and then pees on and take up thoe history of its sotilement, the
rise, growth and decay of its business intereste, togother with a short review
of tho causes which led up to the various changes through which it has
passed during its existence, .

The mining sreas of Goldenvillo are comprised within the Sherbrooke
dietrict, about three miles from Sherbrooke Tuwn, along the main post road
towards Sheet Harbor. The sottlement, situated rightin the midst of the
mining sreas, is located upon a noarly barren plateau, which on the ono side
rises quite rapidly to a considerable olovation above the river, whilst on the
other it runs off’ with a gentle slopo and gradually merges into a tract of wet
swampy land.

Fur a stretch of two or _hree miles this plateau presonts a nearly lovel
surface, comparatively free from stone, exz pt drift and dump, of which
there atc immense qusntitios , and almost entirely clear of timber or large
dense thickets of undetbrush.

The appoarance of the land about tho settlement and the sites of the
mines is dreary acd unattractive, on sccuunt of the numervus shafts and
trenches, together with high piles of duwp, which here exceed anything of
tho kind to be found elsswhere in this province.

Tho village, which is straggling and extepded, is huilt principally aleng
the one main sticet :—this sirect, strange to say, baing laid out so as to follow
almost directly along the auti clinal. That this is so is both strange and for-
tunatoe ; strango because that when tho street was laid out, the presence of
the guld bearing leads was unknown ; fortunate becsuse from the circum-
~tances of its position, necessity has ot required that tho roud should be
zut or otherwise interfered with in prospecting and working the Jeads, which
on the north of the rosd have the north dip, snd on the south of the road
the south dip.

Upliko most of the other mining settlements of the Province, Golden-
ville did not suddenly spring into existence upon tho discovery of gold in
the district, it was a settlement long beforo that time. Iut it was not until
sbout the year 1862, when gold was discovered, that the place became
invested with any considerable degree of interest to tho outside world. It
was then that the excitemont of speculation, always attendant upon such dis.
coveries, began attracting largo numbora of miners and others to the hitherto
quiet village.

In a short time all was bustle, excitemont and confusion, many companies
wero organised, largo numbers of areas were takeon up and operated, ard
goueral business activity was thoe order of the day. So extensive werothe
op: rations of the different Companies at ono time, that Goldenville cameo to
be quite a little towr ; as many as 800 families being reckoned in the popu-
lativn, Owing to tho vigorous prosecution of the mining interests at that
period, Goldenville ranks amongst the groatest of the gold proaucing die-
iricts in Nova Scotis :—rivaling even Taugier in rospect to tho continuance,
valuo and extent of its past workings. Compared with the most of the othor
gold districts of the Proviuce, the workings aro older, the mines more
numorous, the properties tmore generally and more oxtensively worked, and
tho averege yiold of gold per ton of ore greater.

Amongst tho must immportant properties that have been vperated aro the
Wllington, Palmerston, New York, Dominion, Meredian, Mayflower,
Chicago, Csledonia, Woodbine, Gladstone, Grapevine and Pactolus.

Now all the above named properties were not worked at tho same timo,
and it is probable that they are pot aitogether distinct-as regards boundarics,
for areas which at first may bave formed part of a cortain property may years
afterwnrd have como to be embraced in onother. However. whether con-
temporapeously or successfully worked, they amongst thom afforded employ-
mebt for largo numbers of men, and yielded immenso quantities of gold, the

ov | pericd of their working extending over many years  After being worked

10 a considersblo depth, (650 fect on the Dowar lead of the Wellington
property boing the greater,) all of the most important propartics wero
abandoned ; not becsuse of a falling off in tho supply of gold, but because
of the oxpense of getting it out. ILiven to the lowest depths rcached tho
ore continued as rich as evor, but the machinery then in uso was found to be
insufficient to run the mines in propoer shape, and ns Leside the requirements
in the way of new machinery, it was found that in order to work the loads
to edvantage now shafts would have to be sunk and now buildings erected, —
thus necessitating -tho exponditure of cnormous sums of monocy,~tho
Companics decided that they would not undertake the task in view cf s0
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many uncértainties a8 tho case presented, and therefore susponded operations,
and have allowed the properties to lay idle over since, though still holding
the leases. .

And it is here we encountor a most deplorablo oxample of un unjust
principlo applied, a principle against which all gold misors complain, as
ruinous to the mining interosts of the Province ; a principle for whoso ill
effects tho Govornmont should stir itself to find a romedy. What wo moau
is that principle which allows these Companios to hold titles on propertics
which they will neither work themsclves nor allow others to work. Many
competent judges—men of wide oxporienco and with a thorough knowledge
of the district—boliove that if Goldenville could bo freed from tho ourse,
that in the form of bonded leases and schemes of spocnlating bulls, burdous
her gold-bearing aress, and that somo good honest company with plenty of
experience, confidonco and capital could be indnced to como in »nd take
hold of the properties and work them in tho right way, the place would agsin
come to the front as one of tho most productive and best-paying districts in
the Pravince.

But no, these compsnies will not work the properties thomselves,and by
their mode of procedure they effectually debar all others from working them.
If ouyone wishes tu buy, the figures aro set away above what he can afford
to pay,—upon the uncertainty as to the degreo of success that will attend
his eff.rts.  If tributers wish to work tho properties they csn only obtain
them upon eo short a lease that by the time they have developed a load the
lease has expired, and if the lead proves valuable the company takes it into
their own hands again. And thus it is that tho mines aro abused. Owing
to tho jeslousy and avarico of ubecrupulous spesulators, many s good
property is to-dsy lying unworked, or clsc worked at such a disadvantage
a8 to promoto discouragement and loss, Tho Government cannot be any
tos soun in correcting the evils connected with tho system under which
leages of gold mining arcas are held.

After the abandonment of the more important mines at Goldenville, the
business of the placo rapidly declined. The population, which consisted
principally of miners, began drifting away to othor fiolds, so that the once
thriving town soon becamo 88 it now is—a wero straggling village. Of
course work on sall tho properties did not suddenly coase at ouce, but the
decline, like the 1iee, wes rapid. Operations more or lees extonsive wors
engaged in from time tc time, but of late years they have been of limited
importance. Just now there are jndications of an interest that may lead up
to u revival, either pariial or complete, of the old-time activity and concera.
There sre seveisl emall properilies receiving considerable attention, and
prepsrations are being made for working them on a modorato scale. Of
theso properties vwe will mention first The Sutherland, This property,
owned by the Sutherland Gold Mining Co., consisis of somo six picked
areas, furmerly belonging 1o the New York & Sherbrooke Co. Thess areas,
situsted in the midst of some of the most noted in the district, have running
through them.—Lesides eeveral unprospected belts,—a belt some four fee}
wide, carrying a lead varying from cue foot to the whole width of belt, the
o1e yielding from ten to fifteen dwts. of gold to theton. Thisbelt, which is
opened up for about 100 feet, has on it two shafts, the deepest of which is
90 feet. Hoieting and pumping is done by steam power. This Company
aleo owns an eight stamp mill run by steam, and fitted up with all necessary
machinery. There are employed nn this property aboui 14 men running
pight and day shifts, under {he superintendence of Jobn Williams, an
old and cxperienced gold miner, who clsims to be thoroughly conversant
with bis business in a1l its branches—milling, mining, awalgamating, &c.

The next property recoiving attention at present is known as the “ Root
Hog," and consists of six areas, which were formerly part of tho old May-
flower property. Tho “ Root Hog,” wbich is managed by J.hn H. Macdon-
ald, differs from all o.her properties ir the distiict, in the circumstance that
whilst t! e leads of the others run nearly cast snd west, here they run nearly
‘porth and south. The explanation of this strange occurrence is found in
the fact that tho leads of the district almost form a loop, and the * Root Hog "
‘18 situsted directly on the bond. Some former work on this property is said
to have been highly productive, the yield running as high as 13 vzs. to the
ton of ore. The present owners have bean working with a small crew for
9uly a few montbs, aud have not as yet made any importsnt returps. There
'is a fine 15 stamp water mill, situated about 1} miles distsnt from tho mine,
‘belonging to the property.

_ After the ** Boot. Hog"” comes the Rochvillo, owned by the Blaicie Gold
Mining Co. Thais propeity, consisting like the others of 6 areas, was formerly
. part of the Pu.ctolus. and was taken up by the present company s fow
.mouths ago. This company, which has lately erccted an engine bouse and
shaft house, and put in a six borse-power engino for hoisting and pumping,
>is working two belts, one carryiog a vein from 1 to 1} ins. wide, and vory

‘rich, the other containing soveral veins varying from 6 ins. to 23 ft wido,

and worth as high as 15 dwt. per ton, There aro about 10 men employed

.-on this property.

Frqm the Rochville wo noxt pass on to thoe Chicago, formerly owned by
tbo Chicago Co., but now owned by A.D. Williaws and otbers, and bonded

.'to an Eoglish company, This property, consisting of 19 areas, is at present
_--worked by tributers, who aro working on the old Sears lead. This lead,
- which is opened up for about 60 fout, is some 6 ins. wido, and worth some-
_ 2 ning better than an oz por ton. The other principal leads are the Striker
. 2y ard North,

Of two other proporties roceiving attention, one belongs to Mr. Alex,
A McQuarrio. (1) The other, known as the Canads, is managed by Mr, I,
%% Jenner, and bonded to the same company as tho Chicago. This property,
i conmshing of somo 25 or 30 arcss, was worked on tho Canada load
L 3% about 10 years ug0, aud sgain for a fow months 1t summer., Too surface
‘@l Plant consists of shsft houses, engiuo house, &c,, and a 20 horse-powor
g engine for hoisting and pumping,

COMMERCIAL.

Except that groceries are beginning to show alittle activity no change has
transpired during the week inthe general features of trade. Two heavy
failures in dry goods occurred in Montreal last week, but neither of them
will affect business houses hore 1o any oxtent. They were McLachlan Bros.
& Co., whoae liabilities reach the amounts of £174,500 direct, and §515,000
indirect, totsl §683,500; and Lindeay, Gilmour & Co, with lisbilities
smountipg to ahout $200,000, In the cose of the firsl-named firm their
Canadian creditors ciaim 2139,500, and their English 835,000. Noapproxi-
mule estimate of what either firm will be able to pay hae yet beon made, but
it is probable that the percentago will be very small.,

Payments continue to be rather slack, but this, as previously pointed
out, is mainly dus to the unfavorably mild iweather that has hitherto
prevailed, making it impoesible for farmers to moarket their produce, otc,
and, consequently, to pay their bills to the country dealers, who, in turn, can-
not remit to the cily wholesalo houzes.

During 1890 tho total amounl passed through the Montreal Clesring
House was 8473,984,000 against 8454,528,000 for the provious year, show-
ing an increaso of 819,456,000, or about § per cent.

Weekly Financial Review of Honry Clews & Co.—New York, January
24, 1891.—* The past week’s business at the Stock Exchange has been Aull
and languid, and the prices of slocks have been weak and yiolding. The
realizing of the previous week by somo of the larger oporators hes not been
followed by a disposition to buy in again ; and, although there aro a good
many holders who still cling to holdings which show good profits, yet the
preponderant disposition at tho moment is to dispozo of * long ™ stocks.
There seems to be no genoral lack of confidence in the current range of
prices ; but, on the other hand, thoro is an absence of any new stimulus to
buying, and tho * bull” side aro occupying a Micawberish attitude, waiting
for something to turn up.

Moreovor, tho position of tho silver quostion in Congress Las a decided
tendeney to hold business in suspense. It is felt that so much depends
upon what is to be the futuro quality'and quantity of our currency, that the
deciaion of this question must have a very important. heating on tho ststus
of all securities which do not distinctly rest on a gold basis of payment,
The purpost of such information as iz forthcoming suggests a probability
that it will be found impossible to got a majority in the 1louse notl only for
free coipage, but for any important departures from the silver law of Jast
summer. All roports as to tho disposition of President Harrison convey
positive assuranco that ho will veto any measuro that would have the effect
of further incroasing tho silve. :i.culation, whether in tho form of coin or
its paper ropresentatives. It is not alone, howaver, tho silver question that
holds business in suspense. Thero are othor questions of Jarge importance

pending before Congross, on which there are spirited differences of opinion |
and theso add to the disposition to defor operations until the national logis-
laturo adjourne,—always the ardont wish of Wall Street in January, The
effoct of tho lalo crisis upon goneral trade is not folt to be a setious mattor ;
for those eltects have already almost disappoared, avd the feeling in com-
mereial and industrial circles is a reasonsbly hopeful one, while thero is a
genoral oxpectation of a really good business during the socond half of the
year. Thus there is nothing in the background to suggest misgivings as to
the future. On the othor hand, thero aro cortain quite positive factors on
tho “bull” side ; awong which may be enumeratod the roduced rato of
interest at tho Bank of England, the sywmptoms of the beginning of a rebuy-
ing movomont of Amorican eecuritios by London, the purgation of weak
spots from domaostic intorests, and the assuranco of an ossy—probably unusu-
ally casy—condition of the local mouoy market from this timo until the
beginning of noxt fall,

The 1eduction of tho discount rate to 34 per ceni by the Bank of Eeg-
land s an index of the vedundant condition of wmoney in London. The
term redundant being applied now to money as it was but a few weoks ago
to securities, is a change quite romarkable, and which is beginning to apply
with equal forco to Now York es well as London. This fully verifies my
prediction »nade some time ago as to the future of woney, viewed as a roac-
tion from the money panic that was thon provailivg."”

Dny Gooos.—A fair amount of business has been recorded during the
past week, and some fair-sized orders for spring goods havo been recoived
both from travellers and from customers direst. Profits, howaever, are still
cut down to very narrow margins, owing to keen competition, and the endea-
vors on the part of somoe houses to securo orders regardless of romuneration.
With this kind of busiuess in progress on the ono hand, aud long credils au
the other, the dry goods trade i3 cortainly in noed of some radical reforms in
the mothods of doing business. It isa fact that some sales of epring goods
woro mado Jast November, the invoices for which were dated May 1st next,
and vpotes drawn againet them at six months from that date. Some one
must havo boon anxious to do business. Remittances sre disappointing as a
whole, but somo houses bave oxperiencod a slight improvement during the
week  In all the talks that we have had recently with dry goods retailers we
havo found that genoral satisfaction prevailed at the volume of tho business
dove last year. It was far better than the previous year, some going so far
as 1o say that in their cases it bad been necarly double 1n all departmunts.
Those who do a cash business accordingly reaped the full benefit of tho
increased trade. VWhore credit is given money is said, on the whole, to be
coming in faitly well, although in some districts it is very scarco, There
was a decided impsovement in tho trade duringtho fall. Previous to that
the demand for goods scemed to bo confined to the actual necessities of the
consumer, but later the demand was fully up to the supply of many of the
staple fabrics of tho merket. The dross trade was oxceptivually good, and
hosiery was in great request. The woollen departmont of the trade has not
been very lively, but there are prospects that it is gradually brightening,
aithough the busivess done has not been satisfictory. Tho general feeling
among retailers appears 1o bo one of hopefulness for the coming year.

IroN, HanpwaRre axp Merars.—Thero has beon nothing during the past
week to induco any change, for businoss is, in a local sense, practically nit,
with very litile movoment in any line of stock. The tone, howaover, is firm
on all lesding lines nnd advices from Great Britain would tend 10 creato s
strong feeling, =lthough warrants still exhibit an erratic course. Stocks of
pig in public stores are now put at 750,000 tons loss thaw they were & year
ogo, whilo thero are only three furnaces in blast, the weckly production
avoraging 20,000 tons less than it was last year. Itis casily undorstood,
thorefore, that makers are very firm. In fact the most recont instructions
sent to agentson thisside wereto tho effect that all quotations on the
varicns brands of Scotch pig are withdrawn with tbe exception of Ezlinton,
which is quoted a shilling higher than formerly, .\ weak point is the posi-
tion of the American matket, which koeps on the oasy side and will have to
Lo considered when any business is talkod, as if prices go over a cortain
level, say over 813, it can be imported to Canada from the United States
instead of from Britain. Tin plates are ss firm and scarco as over, espacially
coke, and charcoal is being substituted for most of tho jobbing business that
is doing. Business in copper is unimportant.

Breapsrorrs.—The local flour market remains quist and vnchanged.
Only s snall jobbing business is doing, and prices are more or less nominal.
In Jiogland wheat aud corn ere quiet but steady. The tone of the Froeuch
country markots generally is firm, Weather in England milder. In Chicago
whoat broke snd declined 1}c. to 1jc. Speaking of the position of tho
grain markets, the Montreal Trade Bulletin says:-- ¢ Despite the
ciy of short crops on both sides of the Atlantic, tho piice of wheat in
Chicago has continued to decline, until at time of writing it has touched
93%c., or 16¢c. per bushol bolow the highest .prico reached a fow months
since. This persistent decline in prices in face of favorable bull statistics
hag been a complote puzzle to many in the trade and nat a fow outsiders,
and quite a pumber still cling to the belief that the vresent depression is
merely tomporary, and that a sharp reaction is bound to follow bsfore long.
Privato advices stato that some heavy transactions in No. 2 spring wheat aro
taking place in Chicago daily in blocks of 2,000,000 t~ 4,000,000 bushels,
ond that on one ot of 2,000,000 bushels a margin wa, put up of £200,000,
or 10c¢. per bushol, the prico paid being 953¢c.  The visible supply on this
Countinent cast of the Rocky Isountaius is 24,929,763 bushels, agaiost
32,618,344 bushels a ycar ago, showing a decreaso of 7,600,00C bushels,
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The decrease duriog the past week was about 340,000 bushels, and if it
continues to dooresso at the rate o. 500,000 bushels por wock on an average
hetwoen this and the movement of tho new crop, thero would still bo ahout
14,000,000 bushels on hand at commencement of the next coroal year, The
coudition of tho growing wintor wheat grop will soon have a considerable
hearing upon prices ; favorablo prospects will of course ossist tho bears, and
bad reports will tond to send pricos in an upward direction, Thoss reports,
howaever, are eo ofton dissominated by parties interested in speculation that
it is dangorous to act upon mauy of theso crop reports, which aro sout from
the intorior to tho largo cuntres for the purposo of bulling or bearing the
warket, JAnotLer factor which frequ.ontly proves misleadiog is the estimated
supplies in farmors’ hands, and tho recent broak in pricos in Chicago has no
doubt been due to the larger amount of whoat delivered by farmors than was
expected.
