CoPVRiG;HTr legislation is ai prescnt attracting the
attention of the whole civilized world, and an ;ttenpt
is being made to establish a universal system. The
Ieme Convention, of which we have already spoken,
is being adopted with and without variations in many
countries, Great Britain has adopted it in its entirety,
and the government of this country would ha% e adopted
il at last session of Parliament but for the promot action
of a few of the publishers and pnnters of tIis city, who
oerceiving that under existing circumstances such a
zourse would ruin the publishing trade here, and would
materially injure the printing, stereotyping, paper, and

indred trades, they organized a Copyright Associa-
ion. and by vigorous action delayed the passing of the
\ct for that session.

Since that time the Association has had numerous
'îeetings and consultations with authorities : they have
rafited a new Copyright Bill which we print in another
.luan and to which %%e direct your special attention.
le gist of the proposed bill is :

That foreign publishers and authors are to have
cir rights protected in Canada under the following
nditions: (a) That at the lime of their first publica-
n they register in ()ttawa' thcir intentioà to publish
re. ,5) That the) publisi here within ýwo months
trst issue.

THE ANNUAL MEETING.

The annual meeting of the Booksellers and Station-
crs' Association of Ontario was held on Wednesday
Oct. 3ist, at the Quaeen's Hlotel. Mr. H. Fred Sharpe,
St. Marys, was in the chair. Among those prescnt
werc Messrs. B. H. Rothwell, Birantford ; N. T. Wilson,
London; W. Middleton, Kingston ; George Tait, St.
Catharines ; W. H. Murch, St. Thomas ; J. G. Cloke,
Hamilton ; R. A. Conack, Whitby ; Donald Bain,
Wn. Bryce, J. J. Dyas, J. T. Hornibrook, Henry
Hutchison, A. S. Irving, S. R. Hart, R. T. Lancefield,
J. B. McLean, D. A. Rose, A. F. Rutter, H. L Thomp-
son, G. R. Warwick, A. G. Watson, and S. Wallace,
Toronto.

Letters regretting their inability to be present vere
read from Miss Karch, Peterboro, and Joseph Fletch:r,
Toronto. Miss Karch's name was reccived with ap-
plause, Mr. Dyas remarking that she was the only lady
m-muber of the Association.

The minutes of the last semi-annual meeting were
read and adopted. Mr. J. J. Dyas read the secretary
and treasurers reports, which nerc adopted. The
treasurces report showed a balance on hand at last an-
nual meeting of $9.9o. Receipts for the year v:ere
$123.9 and disbursements werc S io.8o, hcaving a
balance on hand Of S13.40.

copyright has been prominently brought under our
notice, and on the suggestion of the city members of
the Executive Committec, the lrcsidcnt appointed a
special committee to consder the subject. The repurt
of that committee will be prcsented at this meeting.
Postage on periodicals ha. also been a subject of con-
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sideration. . jutait imleeting uf the Excuti'e Cio.
nuttee and liat (If the lToronto Di-,trict Association
w as lield. and N\Mr. irn gn nas appîmted as a deputa-
tissu l lirolLecl t ( )tt.ia lu end.nr to hi e the
miatter settled. The reuilt of thitt bsit wdi also bc

Nlessrs. R. T. L.ancetield and J. IB. Ilean werc
Cier ted itebiters bon tle recmimotendation of the Exec.t
tive Coiuittee.

Ir. Jtlon Ross Robertsoni wats introduced as a re-
presentative of the Copyright Association, and ad-
dressed lthe mtteeltmg on the Coîpy'rigit question. He
ex>ained brietil the objcIts .timed at by that body and
al,-ed tle Association to co-operate wilt iten in
bringtng I)rcssuare upon Parhtamtent to pass a Dominon
Copyright Act which wtould afford sufficient protection
to authors and o nrs and be at the saime te advan-
tageous t0 the publishing trade and people of Canada.
Mr. Robertson .lso answerecd a nutmber of questons
relatmtg to the miatter.

M r. Rotiwcll, on beialf of lthe connittce appointed
io conîsider te proposed bill, reported favorably. ie
thotght it was time that tlic, as Booksellers, should
tnite to have a Copyright Bill. h'le one re portcd, he
thought, n as cnmpilet. It imigit be well for a con-
mittee of the Association to confer with the Copyright
Association on several natters in the bill. 1le sug-
gestel that blank meinorial sheoets be sent to every
ilookseiler Ithroughotut the country to gel thle signatures
of al in the book, stationery, printmng, and allied
trades. lie was icartilv in accord with the proposal.
Sote parts migit arect retaiiers a little, but they nould
have to give way a little to the publisiers. 'They'
siotld cach give va) Oit certain points t the otiter.

Mr. NIturch was afraid tt this Copyright Bill moeant
that the da>' for cieapt books in Canada n'as passed,
an t under it the Itiblishter wotild base a inger in
the pie but that the retailers w'ould not.

Nir. Sharpe did not agrce with this view.
M r. 1ryce reitmarked ithat it would not have tat

elect. if the proposcd Copyright Uion took place
betweecin Great Iritatm and the States, Canadians

otild never be in as satisfactory a position to get
one.

Nir liitchtisotn vanted time to consider the bill. It
hadl been drawn up by pubisiers and the' ntgit quite
unwitting'ly insert sotnething tat might be unfas (orable
to the retail Blookseller.

Mr.i iltitcistioi inoved, secon[Ied by Nir. Irvmigand
ai was agreed to, Il That the piesidiet of this Associa.
tion naine andti appomit a contttee of lBooksellers of
this city to confer with the coinuittece of the (.opynright
Associatoi, and to co.tperatc with lte iii settmig the
matter before the trade generaliy'."

Nies.rs. 11. Il uttchison, S. R. i lart, and H. L. Thomip.
sOn.

.\r. lrving gave an accotnt of htis efforts to have the
duty rtmoved fromn foreigin perodicals. lie had several
conferenices with the Ninaister of Customis and the
Cominttssioner. The Commtnissionier agreed tat if the
pflates wcre botnd in they vould conte in frce. lie
had that donc, but that was not stifficient, for lhe was
called tipon to pay duty because the>' werc not paged.
They made iimt pay duty one day and the next they
returniedi it to himo and tien made im pay it back the
third. 'lite departiment now' ield the money. How-
ever, the Minister had proinised hi that at the next
session of Parlianent ite would have the matter fixed
i a way that would be satisfactory to the trade. They
woildttowhaveto use their influence on the Postnaster-
General to reduace the postal raies on periodicals and
books.

Mor. Wilson said sonething should be clone regard-
ing the reduction of postage. le suggested that
petitions be sent round to Blooksellers to have signed
for presentation to the lostmaster-Geieral.

Mr. Rothwell thouaght the old coniittee should be
appointed to work tapon the new Postmnaster.Gencral.
H-e believed that the old rate of thre lier cent. on the
sale of stanps could be returned.

It w'as decided on motion of Mr. Wilson, seconded
by' Mr. Middleton, tat the Executive Comiattaîttee take
immnediate steps to acquaint the Postmnaster.General
of the injustice the Cantadian book and news trade are
suflering througi the facility afforded by the United
States postal law for supplying our customters with
Englisht and Ainerican periodicals and paper-covered
books. That petitions be prepared and sent to all the
trade throughout the cotintry for signature, asking for
a unifori rate of one cent per it. on this class of
itmatter.

Mr. Dyas reported that the office of the Association
w'as not patronzed to the extent that it should be, and
ite suggested that it be done away with. It would
bave a rental of $6o per ycar. This wvas agrced to on
motion of Mr. Tait, secondeci by Nr. G. Warwick.

The election of officers was then procecedcd with.
Nr. Sharpe, who was noninîated for the presidency,
said1 ie dti not care to accept it as there were other
imen who, hie thought, could fill the position better than
ie. Tite Association, Iowever, w'ould not hear of it,
and ie was unanimttotsly re.elected anid inuch ap-
plause. The other offices were filled as follows:-
\ice-presilents, B. A. Rothwlcl, W. Middleton; secre-
tary.-treastrer,j. J. 1yas;executiveconmnittee, Messrs.
Watson, Tait, Wilson, Cloke, and Bain.

Several members present reported upon the vork
done by tieir local Associations.

Mr. Wilson spoke for Middlese.x. itere iad been
a little trouble in Strathroy but tat had been satisfiac-
torily settled. In London an outside store iad cut
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school books 20 per cent., otherwise tiey were getting
fair profits. 'Flic Association liad been a decideci bene.
fit to the trade.

Mr. Rotlwell raid that in lirantford the trade were
now working well together. The Association liad donc
away with all disputes t in the year they lad not one
disagreeient. 'I ey also furnished aci other w.ith
inforiation regarding persons wiho w..oild not pay for
their paliers. Vlen a custoier refused or neglected
to pay for his newspapcrs the dealer informed the other
nemîbers of the tinde. They tierefore refused to let
Iiii have a paper unless lie paid ini advance.

Nir. Tait, reporting for St. Catharines, said the trad
there wcre working very satisfactorily togetier. They
were the pioneers in arranging newspaper rates. They
advanced the price of the Emi'zire and G/obe to threc
cents, and they were now handling these papers at a
profit.

Mr. Sharpe said that the trade wvas in a satisfacitory
condition in the Huron district.

Mr Tait drew attention to the alvisability of appoint-
ing anorganizer to work tip local Associations. Thisgave
rise to some discussioi as to the expense, which was
decided by a resolution of Mr. Irving,seconded b> Mr.
Hart, that " Any expense incurred in organizing dis.
trict Associations shall bc borne by inembers of said
district."

li reply to tie Secretary, it was agreecd that wlhen
a menber was two years mii arrcars lie ceased to be a
mnemîîber.

Mr. Dyas gave notice of a ievision of the constitu-
tion.

Ju1st before adjourning, Nr. llryce dren' the attention
of the retail htooksellers o thie numober of Canadian
copyright books that were being iiportcd and oftercd
for sale here. lie asked tieni to refuse to liandle these
piratical editions.

'Mr. Irving said lie had seen the NIim'tei of' C'ustons
but lie said that there were so many books that they'
could noi kcep track of tien all.

NIr. Wil,on remarked that tie) ianaged tu keep1
track or the music.

No action w'as taken.

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CANADIAN COPYRIGHT.

A niecting of the Copyright Association of Canada
was held on Thursday evening, the 18th Oct., at the
loard of Trade Rooms, Toronto, Mr. J. Ross Robert.
son, the President, in the chair.

In opening the mceting, the chairman briefly re-
viewed the situation, showing that the lierne Bill,
which had becn introducedl at the last session of Par-
ianent, threatened the iost disastrous consecquences
to the book, printing and publishing interests of Can.
ada. After its adoption every British copyright book
would be copyright in Canada, withotn requiring
manufacture in Canada ias is required by the present
law) in order to secure Canadian copyright. This of
itself was feit to be a nm-!t serious menace to the
printing and publishing interests of the Dominion, but
in addition to this the 11111 excludes all foreign reprints
of British copyright books, thus throwing our market
entirely into the hands of Iritish publishers and
printers. This is whcre the hook trade and the pub.
ic are deeply interested, as it is wcil known that the
best and nost popular books are issued in England at
a very high price at first, and it is ionths, and in
some cases years, before they are issued in cheap ledi-
tions for the people. laggard's books afTord a good
illitstration of this. %Iany thousands of " She " and
"King Solomon's Mines" have been sold in Canada
simîply because we have been able to sell the chcap
25.cent Ainerican editions. And yet the cheapest
English edition of these books to-day is six shillings
sterling, a figure utterly beyond the pockets of the
Canadian people.

A rough draft of a bill containing suggestions for
the practical operative clauses for a new Dominion
Copyright Act, governing the reprinting in Canada of
Imperial copyright works, the productions of British
subjects, or of the subjects of those countries that
have an International Copyright Treaty with Great
Britain, was then placed before the meeting, and
finally adopted. The followIng is a brief synopsis of
tlie clauses of most interest to the trade and the
public :-

Sec. i refuses copyright in Canada to United States
authors until such tiîne as the United States Govern-
ment enters into an International Copyright Treaty
with Great liritain and Canada.

Sec. 2 recites that the condition for obtaining the
Canadian copyright shall be that the work shall be
printed and published in Canada within two months
after first publication elsewhere.

Section 3 recites that any work intended to bc copy-
righted in Canada shail beforc publication elsewhiere,
or simultaneously with its first publication elsewhere,
be registered in ftle office of ti Minister of Agricul-
ture by the author or his legal reprcscntativc, which
registration and compliance with the provisions of
Sec. 2, shall secure the exclusive Canadian copyright
to the author or his legal representatives,

Sec. 4 recites that should the person or persns en-
titled to copyright under this Act fail to take advan.
tige of ils provisions, tlien any person or persons
loniciled in Canada inay print tnd publish the work

in question. provided registration of intention to doI so
lias been duly ma<le whî the .liister of Agriculture,
and the neccssary license obtained : but in no ca-e is
sai<l license to convey exclusive rights to print and
publish the work in que.stion. This license i-, to be
granted ta al applicants agreeing to pay the author
