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MACKAY'S LAKE.

BY ALGONQUIN.;

HE lake above mentioned lies
about two miles from the cen-
tre of the city of Ottawa, and

about half a mile from the bank of the
Ottawa River. Itisa small body of
clear water, with a marl bottom in
which a pole might be easily pushed
down, apparently to any distance.
When the writer was a boy of ten
years of age he went one Saturday
afternoon to this lake to fish. There
was neither boat sor canoe on the
lake, and we were for a time at a
standstill. However, one of the larger

called ; consequently the water was
pure and clear, and the shores were
replete with scenes of beauty unsur-
passed in magnificence. Another feat-
ure of the beautiful little lake I had
almost forgotten. Our cedar float had
not been long moored when a crowd
of black water snakes, about three
feet long, came from all sides and
boarded our craft. Not having much
love for this unwelcome addition to
our party, I laid my rod aside and,
Ritha good, heavy stick, I commenced
the slaughter. I am certain that I
must have killed over fifty of the un-
welcome intruders during the evening.

boys of the party had fortunately
brought an axe and an auger. Three
or four good-sized cedars were soon
felled, and a float was rapidly con-
structed, upon which we quickly
embarked and started out to try our
luck. We had lots of live minnows

with us, and after some di?ﬁculty N

managed to shove down a pole, about
twenty feet long, into the mud, which,
as there was no current, kept the
float stationary. We then baited our
hooks and cast in the lines, when
there was a rapid rush of large pike
all round. There were five in the
party, and for two hours they were all

kept busy hauling in the pike. The
fish ran from two to five and six

pounds in weight, and it may be readily
imagined that we were all heavily
laden on our slow march homewards.
The lake had never been fished in be-
fore, and, as a consequence, it was
alive with fine fish. At the time I
speak of ther¢ were no saw-mills here,
and no trees cut away on the banks
of the “ Grand River,” as it was then

ruffed grouse and pigeons, and in the
adjacent cedar swamps, which have
nearly all disappeared, hares and foxes
were abundant. The foxes still hang
on in slightly diminished numbers, and
I seldom fail to get a ““start” in No-
vember and December whenever I put
out my Yankee fox-beagles, which I
got from Dr. Plunkett, of Lowell,
Mass. They are much better dogs.
for hares than the dwarf beagles, and
as good on deer or foxes as the best
fox-hounds in- America. — Amateur
Sportsman.

Our Megantic Illustrations.

These illustrations appeared in
former issues of this journal, . but as
“ Cherry Bank,” from which the
views were taken, is now for sale,
we have concluded to republish them.
Cherry Bank is nearly mideway of
the length of the Lake Megantic and
on jhe East shore of the lake. Three
or four steamers ply daily through
the lake, and almost opposite the
property is the finest trolling ground

| for lake trout or “lunge,” to be

found round the lake. The owner,
Mrs. T. C. Jones, is now a resident
‘of Winnipeg, and intends fixidg her
summer residence nearer home, and
this the only reason for disposing of

At present, a solitary snake may be
seen in this lake occasionally, and the
fish are almost as scarce there now as
the snokes. By means of a creek be-
tween Mackay’s Lake and the Grand
River the lake had been stocked with
fish from the river during the high
water in spring. There are, however,
a few fine pike in it yet, which can be
caught either with a minnow or metal
trool. The woods around Mackay's
Lake, in old times, were full of deer,

the property There is a neat and:
commodious two story house erected
onit, and the property is admirably
situated and adopted for either agri-
cultural purpeses, sub-division into
villa lots with lake frontup, or for a
gentleman’s ground. Excellent hunt-
ing and fishing, (moose, caribou,

Lo! the Poor Indian!

——0——

==, AVING noticed in the columns of
t"-‘ Tae Laxn We Live Ix occasional
HT®\) articles referring to the late Noel
J{\// Apnance and his son Archie,
both college educated Indians, I
1hought I would give snother illustration
1o show that it is hard to get the mind of
the Indian much above his bark canoe

Peter Otsaquette was the son of an On-
<ida Indian, of the State of New York, at
dhe close of the American Revolution. He
was noticed by the Marquis de Lafayette,
who in addition to his poble zeal for lib-
erty, was possessed of very philanthropic
feelings. Viewing this young savage with
peculiar interest, and anticipating the
happy results to be derived from his moraj
Tegeneration, he took him—though scarcely
twelve years old—to France. Peter ar-
rived there at the time when Louis XVI
and Marie Antoinette were in the zenith of
their glory. There he waa taught the ac-
complieshments of a gentleman. Music,
drawingand fencing were made familiar to
him, amdi be danced with a grace that a
Vestris couldn’t but admire.

At about eighteen his separation from a
country in which he had spent his time so
agreeably and profitably became necessary.
Laden with favors from the marquis and
4he miniatures of those friends he had left
‘behind, Peter departed for America ,in-
flated, perhaps, with the idea that the deep

ignorance of his nation with that of the -

Iodians of the whole continent, might be
-dispelled by his efforts, and he become the

_ proud instrument of the civilization of
thousands.

Prosecuting his route to the land of his
parents, be came to the city of Albany, not
the uncivilized eavage, not with any of
those marks Which bespoke  birth of the
‘forest or spent in toil in the wilds of a
desert, but possessing a fine, commanding
figure, an expressive countenance and in-
telligent eye, with a face scarcely indicat-
ive of the race from which he was de-
scended. He presented at this period an
interesting spectacle; a child of the wild-
.erness was about to proceed to the home of

£

his forefathers having received the bril-
liant advantages of a cultivated mind, and

~on his way lo impart to the pation thag

owned him the benefits which civilization
had given him. It was an opportunity for
the philosopher to contemplate and to re-
flect on the future good this young Indian
might be the means of producing.

Shortly after his arrival at Xlbany,
where he visited the first families, he took
advantage of Governor Clinton’s jodrney to
Fort Stanwir, where a treaty was to be held
with the Indians, to return to his tribe.
On the route Otsaquette amused the com-
pany—among whom were the French
Minister, Count de Monstiers, and sevegal
gentlemen of respectability—by his powers
on various instruments of music. At Fort
Stanwis he found himself again with the
companions of his early days, whosaw and
recognized him. His friends and relations
had not forgotten him, and he was wel-
comed to his home and to his blanket.

But that which occurred soon after his
reception led him to a too fearful anticipa-
tion of an unsuccessful project, for the

Oneidag, as if they could not-acknowledge -

Otsaquette-attired in the drees with which
he appeared before them, s mark which
did not disclose his nation, and thinking
that he had essumed it as if ashamed of
his own native costume, the garb of his an-
cestors, they tore it from him with a sav-
age avidity and a fiend-like ferociousness,
daubed on the paint to which he had been
80 long unuseed, and clothed him with the
uncouth habiliments held eacred by his
tribe. Their fiery ferocity in the perform-
ance of the act, showed but too well the

bold stand they were about to take against.

the innovations they supposed Otsaquette
was to be the agent for effecting against
their time' immemorial manupers and cus-
toms, and which from the venerable an-
tiquity of theit structure it would be noth-
ing short of sacrilege to destroy.

Thus the reforied savage was taken
back again to his native barbarity, and as
if to cap the climax of degredation toa
mind just susceptible of its own powers,
was married to a equaw. .

From that day Otsaquette was no longer
the accomplished Indian, from whom every
wish of'pbihnthropy was expected to be

IN,

realized. He was no longer the instrumeng
by whose poweugthe emancipation of his
countrymen from the thraldom of ignor-
ance and superstition was to be effected,
From thatday he was an inmate of the
forest, was once more buried in his original
obscurity, and his nation only viewed him
asan equal. Even a liberal grant from the
state failed of securing to him that superior
consideration among] them which his civ
lization had "procured ffor him with the
rest of mankind, The commanding prom-
inence acquired from instruction, from
which it was expected ambition would
have gprung up, acting as a double stimu-
lant, from either the natural inferiority of
the savage mind or the predomination of
his countrymen, became of no effect, and
in a little time was wholly annihilated.
Otsaquette was lost. His moral perdi-
tion begah from the hour he left Fort
Stanwis. Three short months had hardly
transpired when intemperance had marked
bim as her own, and soon hurried him to
the grave. And as if the very transition
had deadened the finer feelings of his na-
ture, the picture given him by the marquis,
the very portrait of his affectionate friend
and benefactor, he parted with. N
Extraordinary and unnatural as the con-

duct of thie uneducated savage may ap-

appear, the anecdote is not of a kind alto-
gether unique, which proves that little or
nothing is to be expected\from conferring &
literary education upon the rude children
of the forest.

An Indiar named George Whiteeyes,
was taken while a boy, to the College of
Princeton, N. Y., where he received a
classical education. On returning to his
nation he made some little stay in Phila-
delphia, where he was introduced to some
genteel families. He was amiable in his
manners and of modest deméanor, without
exhibiting any trait of the savage what-
ever, but no sooner had he rejoined his
friends and tormer companions in the land
of his nativity, than he dropped the garb
and manner of civilization and resumed
those of the savage, and drinking deep of
the intoxicating cup, soon put an end to
his existence.

Many other instances might show how

. ineffectual have been the attempts to plant

civilization on savage habits by means
of literary education.

INCIDENTS OF PIONEER LIFE

IN THE E'@$TERN TOWNSHIPS.

LTHOUG! some of the incidents
contain=d herein have heen hriefly
alluded to in former contribm-
tions to the Laxp We Live Ix, ©
bave thunught it advisable, in view
of the centennial demonctration
to take place in 1892, to again refer to
them in conncction with other incidents
which have taken place in the early settle-
ment of the Township of Newport.

In the year A.D. 1791, Alured Clarke,
the Governor «f tlie Province of Lower
Canada, issued a proclamation offerjpg to
grant the wastc lands of the crown, in
townships of ten miles square, and in free
and common sovenge to parties desirous of
occupying the -ame, on application to that
effect. In concegnence thiereof, Stephen

"@Williame, of Danby, in the State of Ver-

mont, petitioned fur a township by the

name of Newport, to be granted to him and

his associates, forty in number, which peti-

tion was approvellof and the prayer thereof
granted. Willinms, however, neglected to

come forward n= he was expected to do,

but Edmund Hearl, one of his associates,

in the year }793, in company with Josiuh

Sawyer, set out from Missi=quoi Bay, on

Lake Champlain, with teols, provisions,

etc., made their way through the woods

—ninety miles frcm any int abitants to the -
westward—and afier travelling and exp'or-

ing the woods for thirty one days, arrived

on a hill vow called Pleasant I1ill, in the

Township of Newport (and where I lived:
from 1832 to 1829), where Sawyer began to

make improvements, This was dictdant

twenty-five miles 17om the nearest irhahi-

tant to the south, and sevenly miles from

{he French setilemen(s to the north.

In the vear 1794 Josiah Sawyer started
his family, and coming as far as West
Stewartstown, N. H., remained throneh
the winter and until the summer of 1&95.
Here his voungest danghter, Abigail, was
born in the early part of this summer, and
when she was gix weeks old her mother
took her in her arms and rode on horse-
back —her horee Leing led on a blazed line
—a distance of thirty miles to Lot No. 6
in the 9th Range of Newport.

Thi®line paesed over or near the Here-
ferd Monntaing, over €treams and swamps
to the place atove mentionad, now owned
by Dudley Williams,  Sawyerbad becn
on befure and built a log house, and
raired  some  grain  and  potatoes.
This dangher Abigail, when of mature
age, hecame the wife of Asa Alger, and
died a few years ago in her ninetieth year,
For nearly fifty years T was a near neigh-
bor of hers, and hal frequent conversa-
tions with hier and her hn-band relative to
the carly eettlement of the Townehipd of
Newport and Eaton. Tu the vear 1815 she
attended a school at Conkehire tuneht v
the lute Rev. Jonathan Tavlor.: She was<
then woman vrown, while I wysa boy of
seven years old,

Tn the year 1783 E lnauinl TTeard moved
hi< family into the town<hin, and fonling
that William= dul not eame forward, Hearnd
on the 24th June, 1797, potitioned tie
Government for a grant of the Township of
Newport to him and his aseocintes.

nor be situated-upon any navigable river
or water,and of the dimensions of nine

(Hére follows the reserva-
tiuns to be made, viz: mines, ship timber,
civrgy and crown reserves, to be reserved
fur the Protestant clergy and crown pur-
jo-es.)

The sports-
wman may ekitter for pickerel along the
lilypads of ponds and rivers und evoke no
sign. He may draw his troll along the
lake skore without tempting the smallest
response. -Black bass, pickerel, perch,
mascalonge. lake trout, even shiners, all
lie perdu. I doubt if even the baby trout
Jn the brooks would look at the juiciest

lol\»ever offered. In the woods it is the

same. Tlie partridges hug the cover, and

1ot & rabbit crosses the road. Why is this
thus ? Verily, why do cocks crow ?
All that any naturalist knows about it is

that at this off period everything is in a -

state of quiescence or lethargy. A brisk
blow, usually represented by the equinoe-
tial storm, is needed to stir up the dormant

energies. This year there has been no

such meteorological disturbance, and the
transition from summer to autumn has
come 80 gradually as to be hardly notice-
able,. except Ly the cooler nights and the
less fervid noonday sun. The ducks will
"now fly one by one as the eeason passer,

. and there will be no rushing flight to

escape a sudden visitation of, nipping frost.
The broods of partridges will gradually
sepatate in quest of favored places where
the rose buds'and high Lush cranberries
6till eling to the twigs; there will be no
hustliig antong the sqnirrels and rabbits
to gather forage for winter hoirds; the
Ligh-holders and creepers won’t have
to prod the trees for grubs, because there
is plenty of free insect life as yet: and the
giant ““ lunge Wmeill quietly come out of
the depths of the lake a month hence to
deposit their spawn on the shallows at the
outlet, and no one will know of their com-

ing or going unless heeis constantly on the
alert.— Ffom * By Memphremagog > by
Chas.

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THE BIRDS OF CANADA

A Popular Lecture Delivered Before the
Natural Historical Society, at Mortresl,
12th March, 1891.

BY J. M. LEMOINE, F. R. S. C.

PART I.

My President, Luadies and Gentlemen :

With your permission we shall epend a
¢cocial hour, and hold confab with the
friends of your youth and of mine—the
tirds. Nor need vou doubt me when I tell
von that it iz net in the spirit of exact
tcience, but rathier with the freedom of an
cld acquaintance that I shall to-night in-
troduce to you some of the most notable
¢pecies found near your city.

Do not expecta highly scientific dis-
cour e on opnitholegy: stray jottings—
rambles amongst birds and books—-that ie
sl T can promiseyou to night.

That branch of zoology which treats of
hirds is denounnated ormthology. It is
Levond a doutt that this department of the
animal kingdom atiracted the attention of
mankind in tle ‘remotest ages; several
Lirds, as you are aware, are indicated by

- name and their peculiarities alluged in
Holy Writ. Mention is frequeutly made
in the earliestand best of books, the Bible,
of the soaring eagle, the diemal raven, the
tiny sparrow, the grave-looking ‘owl, the
migratory stork. The care taxen of the
Prophet Elijah by our sable and far-seeing
friend the raven, you all remember reading
of. .

The dove and the raven were both hon-
ored with important missions by that dis-
tinguished and most successful navigator,
Capt. Noah. You know how much the
ibis was petted, nay honored, in Egypt;
the white ibis was in special veneration in
Thebes—had the run of the city. The
stork was sung by Herodotus, the swan by
Virgil and by a host of other poets : Aristo-
phanes, some twenty-three undred years
ago, celebrated not only the croaking of
frogs, but also the melody of birds.

It was reserved to one of the loftiest
minds of antiquity, Aristotle of Stagyrs,
to.furnish the world with the earliest
methodical information on zoology. This
great man was the first to' observe and at-
tempt to explain the organization of ani-
mated nature. His treatise will ever be
regarded as one of the masterpieceg of an-
tiquity. The generation of animals, their
habits, their organs, the mechaniem of
:{heir functions, thejr resemblances and

ifferences are therein discuseed with as-
tonishing clegrness-and sagacity. Aristotle
may be reckoned as having established a
solid basis for natural history, and his

. principal diviciobs of the animal kingdom
are 80 well founded that almost all of them
are still substantially admitted. In ar-
ranging facts he carefuliy goes back to
causes from genersl resulta.

We nextcome to the Roman, Pliny the

Elder,born A.D. 23, who died, a8 you may
have read, in the year 79 of our era, from
the noxions fumes of Vesuvius during the
eruption which, it is said, destroyed Her-
culaneum. Having the charge of a Roman
fleet, he had, in attempting to euccor some
of the unfortunate inhgbitants, ventured

400 neur the scene of the calamity. He -
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died during the following night. I pre-
gume come of you have perused the very
interesting letter recording the event, writ- -
ten by Pliny, the Younger, the nephew and
adopted son of the Roman naturalist.

As a laborious, but not ‘slways reliable
compiler, you have heard of Aldrovandus,
born about 1535. I said not always re-
lisble. To -illustrate this latter point, I
,s}];i;ll now quote from the 1st vol. Canadian

Tiralist, an extract purporting to de-
scfibe one of our most beautiful winter
visitors, the Bohemian Chatterer, or Wax-
wing. A epecimen is in your museum.
1 was once fortunate enough tosnare three
very fine birds of this species—this is the
only time i saw them round my house, at
Spencer Grange. o kept them all winter
in my aviary, and they eoon became &0
bloated, so uncommonly portly from good
eating, that they were struck down hy
apoplexy, and one -after the other Qied. I
need not tell you the forrow such a catas-
trophe brought to my family circle.”

« That the Bohemian Chatterer was
known to the ancients there can be little
doubr, but a great deal of obscurity pre-

_vails as to the names by which it was dis-

tingniched. Some have taken it to be the
Inggndiaria avis of Pliny (book x., c. 13),
the inauspicious bird, on account of which
appearance Rome more than once under-
went lustration, but more especially in
the consulship of L. Cassius and C. Marius,
when the apparition of a great owl (Bubo)
was added to the horrors of the year..
Others have supposed that it was the bird
of the Hercynian forest (book x., ¢. 47),
whote feathers shone in the nightlike fire.
Aldrovandus, who collected the opinions
on this point, has taken some pains to show
that it. could be ncither the one nor the
other. 'F'he worthy Ttaliad gravely assures
his readers that its feathers do not shinein
the night, for he gays he kept one alive for
three months, and obseeved it at all hours
(qudvis noctis hord contemplatus sum’).

Here is the mysterious stranger who ap-
pears to have startled antiquity. See how
silky his plumage ! mark the waxlike tips
of his wings ! this is no doubt the portion
which was supposed to shine at night. Be
cateful, however, not to confound him
with the Cedar or Cherry Bird—our sum-
mer visitor, ~ He resembles him much in
plumage, but is twice his size.

Nor should we omit the names of Redi,
Swammerdam, Willoughby, John Ray,
and especially of Francis éacot, amongst
the laborious tillers of the soil of natural
history. .

Next to Arirtotle and Pliny ranks the
great botanist aud naturali-t Linnzus, who
devoted a lifetime to reforming and rear-
ranging the history of all natural produc-
tions, and lived to see hla method trium-
pbant and almoet universally received.
Nor was he a mere nomenclator ; his vast
genius led him to take the inost elevated
views of nature. He penetrated with a
glance into causes which were the least ob-
vious on the surface. Order, precision,
clearness, exactitude of description and ac-
curate knowledge of relatiggs in detail die-
tinguish his worke. HE it was who' sent
to America. to Quebec, the eccentric Peter
Kalm. Every guide-book reminds you of
the amusing account Kalm wrote of Que-
bec and Montreal sogiety, in 1749 ; what a
fine fellow Count de la Gallissoniére, the
Governor-General in those days, appeared

H
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to the Swedish traveller;—how our re-
spected ndmothers chatted, frolicked,
dressed, danced ;—how well he related alt
he saw, and erome things he did not see.
We are led next to consider the brilliant
career of a French naturalist, an elegant
writer and profound philosopher, Buffon.
Possesred of a vast fortune, moving in the
highest circles of a nation famous for ite
civilization and learning, Buffon, during
half & century, from his chateau of Mont-
bard, promulgated his canons to the scien-
tife world. He tells us he speut forty
years in his study, perfecting and rouuding
the sentences of his immortal works, but.
when bearing in mind the lifelike sketches:
of birds written by Buffon’s successors and
contradictors, the Beld naturalists of the
new gchool, such as Alexander Wilson, _
Auduben, Chas. Buonaparte, one is in-
clined to regret that the sedentary philoso-
pher should have spent so much time ir-
doors describing his favorites, instead of
ransacking the woods, the fields, the gea.
shore, to see for himself, like Audubomn
and Wilson and other more recent field
naturalists, how God’s creatures lived,
loved, sang and died.

Tae natural sciences have had, in the
United States as well as in Canada, rude
beginnings.  Catesly (1731), Edwards;
Forster (1771), Pennant (1787), Latham,
Peale, Bartram (1791), might be considered
the pioneers of this branch of study in the
American Union. Vieillot’s French illus-
trated work, published in France in'1807,.
on the birds of San Domingo and -North.
America, drew the eyes of\i‘.umpem sav--
ants towards the American fauna. Until
1827, Wilson’s treatise on the birds of”
Pennsylvania and New Jersey was the sole-
authority. That year Audubon commenced:
bis lifelike drawings of Anterican birdg,.
which, with their biography, he completed
twelve years later,in 1839.. Ap octavo and
more complete edition of the work was is-
sued between 1840 and 1844. In 1832,
Nuttall published that portion of his man-
ual descriptive of the land birds of the-
United States and Canada. The part ‘re-
lating to winter birds appeared in 1834.
In 1840 a second edition was put forth.
In 1858 appeared the celebrated ninth vol--
ume of * Pacific Railroad Reports,” a.
robust quarto of 1,000 pages, which revolu--
tionized American ornithology.. Several
thousand specimens, furn iehe({ by the dif--
fereut surveying parties, accompanied by
@eir reports and notes, bad been sent to-
the Smithsonian Institution and placed in
the hands ofite assistant-secretary, Spencer
K. Baird, who, with the able assistance of’
John Cassin and (reorge N. Lawrence, re--
vised the whole - subject, reconstructing-
classes, orders and families, re-christening:
new species, setting forth in this splen--
did velume the entire avi-fauna of America,.
north of Mexico, and bringing up the list
of birds described to 744. Important ad-
ditions have since been made to this list.
by the learned Dr. Elliott Coues, a_sur-
geon in the United States army, by R. Ridg--
way and others, 8o that American ornithol--
ogy, from the time of Alexauder Wilson.
(I814)to 1887, shows the following pro--
gressive increage :— .

¢ This list,” remarks Mr. Chamberlain,
¢ requires some explanation, for the appar-
ent increase has not been wholly due to the
discovery of new species, as might be in-
ferred. A portion of the increase is due to
the extension of the territorial limits em
braced under the term ¢ North America.’
when used for ornithological purposes.”
Lower California, Greenland and Gualie-
loupe were included in some and ex-
cluded in other lists.”

Doubtless several here present would
like to hear more about the leading orni-
thologiste on the continent.

Were I merely to be guided by brilliant
acholarship I should point out az facile
princeps the erudite Dr. Elliott Coues, un-
rivailedtus a Hellenist.

- I however think myself safe in adopting
Mr. Chamberlain’s estimate* concerning
these savants,and would set forth the six
eminent writers whose names follow as
likely to hold the possible relative rank in
the future:

Ridgway
Coues.

In a recent latter from Mr. Chamber-
laip, from Harvard University, to which
he is attached, Mr. Chamberlain expresses

_his opinion that Mr. Allen isreckoned the
very ablest of American ornithologists.
He will probably, he thinks, stand at the
lxeadg them, forming years to come, “a
most Mligent and careful stu:dent.”” His

sition in the American Museum in New
ork, gives him unusual facilities. Dr.
Merriam, he says, is rapidly advancing,
and hie exceptional opportunities, with his
ability and energy, will doubtless soon
place him by the side of Allan. Ridgway
and Coues must always be counted among
those who have advanced American orni-
thology to its present high position. The
works that are being prepared by Brew-
ster and Bendire, backed by their past
recorde, will cause them to be ranked by
the side of Ridgway and Coues, if not by
the side of Merriamn,

As to the
Moffat Lake monster, we fancy our con
tributor is * poking fun,” at some one in
the vicinity, but we give his version of it,
without recoganizing him as an authority
on such subjeets, or as one who has “seen
snakes,” much anyway.

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" ADAY'S BROOK TROUT FISHING I took charge of the landing net, and
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IN NOVA SCOTIA.

By referring to my diaries, I find

" “that the brook trout fishing is at its

best about May 20th. A good deal

 of my brook trout fishing has been

done in the country to the south of
the Annapolis Valley, and there the
season is a little earlier than itisin

- the eastern counties of Nova Scotia.

This year the spring is very late, and
to-day (May 2z5th) the trees are per-
fectly bare, and the grass has hardly
commenced to start,

During thg last ten days we have

" had heavy rains and bitter northeast’

winds, and though the trout find abun-
dant food under such circumstances,

" they will not rise to the fly. Even if

th€éy would, the extreme unpleasant-
mess of the weather keeps most men at
home. ,

Last Saturday was a better day than

usual, and a couple of friends who had,

long been intending to try their luck
at the brook trout turned up. We

started for the fishing grounds about

seven o’clock in the morning.
~The best pools lie abeut four miles
from here ; there is no road, but the

- fire has cleaned the barrens, and any-

one who knows the way can get there
without very much exertion. We had
the whole day before us, so we took
our time, and it was néarly nine o’clock

~ when we reached our fishing ground.

I may as well state that the stream
divides about four miles fréom the sea.

~The east branch has two large pools

in it, and numerous runs and rapids
which hold some nice fish in warm
weather. The west branch has four
pools, about half an acre.in siz¢ gn

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my friends tried their luck at
the mouth of the brook. Only one
fish, and that a small one, responded
to their coaxing; the wind was very

A turned up
about this time with three very fair
fish. McD——whipped the waters
most carefully, but not a fish would
rise. He then moved up to the mouth
of the brook whilst I put on a diffe-
rént fly, and prepared to go over the
same gronud. Just a I had got out
a good lenghth of line‘ a splash from
the head of the pool announced that
McD——-had got hold -of a respecta-
ble-sized fish. The landing net was
on my side, so I reeled in my line and
went to McD ’s assistance. The
fish gave some very good sport, and
when I landed him we found he had
taken the “dropper.” I made the
fly myself, and I may as well describe

Red body, red hackle, gold tinsel
and white wings (see’ duck feathers).

I find this an excellent dropper for
leey often preferit to
the “ved palmer® and * silver dector.”
McD—— caught foyr nice fish in
quick succession ; théy all rose to this
particular ' fly. None of them® were
much under a pound 'in weight, and
one of them was a little over. They
are game little fellows, and they show

" a great deal of sport on light tackle.

A friend of mine has often described
them as _ pig-headed.” It is a most
appropriate epithet. o

Former experiénce had taught me
that when the fish got alarmed and
quitted the mouth of the brook, they
retired into the deep water under-the
eastern bank. So when the fish ceas-
ed to rise t6 McD——'s flies I went
back for my rod, and after a few casts'
I secured a pound trout.

Having. cleaned this pgol out, we
procegde%: dp the run to - the foot of
the big stillwater. This run has seve-
ral nice eddies and small pools in it.

. A——lost twe fish on the way up.”

One was a very large one; it carried

off his fly and two feet of his cast.
There are two logs across the brook,
here, and many a fox and wild cat has
been snared on them. The big still-
water is a great bredding place for
black ducks, and a favorite fishing
ground for the others. The lower
part doesn’t hold any fish at this time
of year, so we made our way round on*
the barrens. The head- of the still-
water was expesed to the:wind, and
we . had very bad luck there.
The two or three fish we caught were
full of dragon-fly - larve .and. cadis
worms. When they ,are f¢fitiig son
the bottom it is almost useleas:td coax -
them witlt the fly ; even- th€ "natfiral
May fly is disregarded. We ate our
luncheon and enjoyed a pipe; my
triends were very much taken with
the place. Itis admirably "suited for .
a. camping ground. There is lots of
wood, any amount of shelter, and the

best fishing on the stream is within a = -

mile. Itis not a bad place for hunt-
ing either ; there are lots of birch and
spruce partridges, and several broods
of black ducks have been hatched ‘out

this spring. Last summer a cow apd«*

calf moose spent several months in‘a
hardwood hill not half a’ mile away.
Prohably the cow is back thefinow.
They will return to the “saii® place
every spring if they are not molested..
There is any amount of feed there, and
no. one goes up the stream from March

to November with the exception of -

myself.

Our pipes finished, we made our
way across the barrens to the east
branch of the brook. The divide is
very narrow, devoid of trees ‘of any
sort, and strewn with quartz boulers’
from some large leads which crop ont.

I have passed a good many day spros- 7 -
pecting up there, but.‘with very little "

success. 'The east branch is larger
than the west, there are numerous

"rapids, and in June the ti1out seem to

The
day was too cold for the fish to be up
therg; and wé made our way down to -
the first big pool.

You can go down stream with ‘the

" greatest ease, but a short walk up-
_stream will give you an incredible
amount of ‘lalbor and vexation. Every

bush is bent down and catches in your
clothes, and if the alders_are at all
thick, you feel like a person in a night-
mare who dreams he is trying to force
his way through an interminable
chevaux de grise.  We rested for a few
moments by a little brook which comes-
from a small lake about half a mile
pack in the hills. This lake literally
swarms with small trout. None of
them weighs over half a pound, but
they will rise to any kind of fly. They
are game little fish, but a fly only
lasts'a short time with them, as they
have teeth like small pike. We did
not think it worth while to visit them,
and after- trying one or two eddies and
small pools we arrived at the head of a

- mill pond. This is the best place on the -

whole brook. On May 6th my host’s
little boy—a youngester not twelve
yéars old—caught four nice fish in as
many minutes (using a worm), and

_ pricked and lost six or eight more. On

this occasion the brook was too high
‘for fly fishing, and after some fruitless
endeavors we took our rods to pieces
and made our way homewards across
the barrens. We reached home before
five o'clock; our bag consisted of
twenty-one fish, all caught with the
fly. Had we cared to use worms we
could have easily doubled it. Half
our time was taken:up in traveling
from one pool to another. I.-have
often spent three or four hours at a
single pool and taken two dozen ‘fish
to my own rod, but they are not in
condition yet, nor will they bite well
until the warm weather and the May
flies come.—Amateur Sportsman,

connected : ‘ '

¢ My present surroundings are bey\ond
anything I had ever seen before in this
country, if ] except some paris of the
Rocky Mountains that lie between Sonora

and Chihualma, which [ visited in the .

year 1881, and if [ were toattempt a verbal
description of the mountaihous region in
which Iam now living, I should u-terly
fail to convey to your mind anythiny be-
yond a very faint idea of the reality, as I
do not think you have ever seen any por-
tion of this globe with which I could com-
pare it for your benefit ; mountain appears
to rice above mountain, and &o crowd each
other that there is no_room for a piece of
flat land big enough to et up a Punch and
Judy show on, while the roads, oh dear,
you tbould see them, and then you would
wonder how any hnman beings could be

© such fools as to risk their lives by walking

or rather creeping pn them, still less by
riding over them oxf horseback ; but one
soon gets accustomed to such acrotatic
performances, and even to utter occasion-
ally a very weak jest about them, euch as
ny telling some of the people here that thé
goats that left Noal’s Ark afier the deluge
had made these roads, aud that they had
remained in sbout the rame state ever
since. I think fome of. them had heard
about Noah’s Ark, and could appreciate
the justness of my remark, but I think
others are etill wondering what I could
have meant,

I am on the slope leading down from the
table land of the interior of the country to-
wards the hot country on the gpide of the
Pacific. The place is reached from the
City of Mexico, first by a few houts ride by
