Tbe jswels
were valued at £300, and the emeralds, dia-
monds, rubies, and uther precious stones are ull
Baitubly set ou the chulice, which was designed
and mannfactured to the order of a geutleman,
who is presenting it to a local Church.

Tae Bishops of Newcastle and Salisbury

have been spending & weeck in Holland, in
compsny with the Rov. R. 8. Oldham, and the
Rev. P. H. Ditchfield, in erder to make ac-
quaintance with the Bishop and clergy of tho
Old Catholic Church in Hollund, They have
visited Rutte.dam, Schiedham, Uirecht, Amers-
fourte, Haarlem, and Hukhoi-en, and have
every where met with & very friendly reception.
At Uwecht they spent rome hours in couter-
ence with the Archb:xnop (Heykump) aoad sume
of his clergy. The Bishops brought with
them & letter of introduction from the Arch-

bishop of Canterbury, which willno doubt be-

preserved in the archives of the See of U trecht ;
and they will probably bave an opporiunity ot
giving an account of their jHrurney to Hin Grace
and the otber Bishops at Lambeth, N iwith-
standing the books of Neale and Nippold, and
others which have beesn written on the suhj-ct,
it is certain that there is vary little accurate
knowtedge in Hogland of the doctrine and
practice of this ancient Church, so unrjastly
called Jansenist It may be remarkable that
the Church of Holland has made one most im-
portant reform—viz., the abolition of compul-
sory private confession, considering thut the
Cunon of the 4th Council of the TLateran
(which requires it) is a matter merely of dis-
cipline, with which they have a perfect right
to deal; and it is also to be noticed that the
stady of Holy Scriptare is not only parmitted
tg the laity, but is emphatically enjoined upin
them. }

New Yoax.—In his sermon on the first San-
day in July, Dr. Rsinsford, 8t. George's, N Y,
startled his congregation by saying that inas.
mach 8s his wealthy parishioners were to be
absent for the summer, he should he glad if
they wouald permit his poorand neady purish-
ioners to occupy their heases. It is understood
that the basements of some of the houses have
been opened to such poor families as can b»
properly vouched for. By this arrungzement
they will be able to spend the aemmer in com-
fortable houses instead of stifling tenementa.

Trg Jubilee of the Coronation was celebrated
by a epecial festival service in the nave of
Westminster Abbey. In addition to tho Abboy
choir there were also present the Bach Choir,
members of the Cambridge University Muasical
Snciety, and the choir of the Rayal Colloge of
Mauacic. The service commenced with the
March from Haudel's Oceasional Oratorio, ani
the National Anthem was thon sung, with full
orchestral and orgunu accompuniment, A'ter
the Lesson the choir rang the anthem, **How
anna to the Son of David” by Oriando b
bons; and after the Coilects the T¢ Dewm was
sung to the music of Berloiz A collection was
made i1n aid of the funds of Weatminster Hox-
pital, and the service co.cluded with Handel's
“Coronation Anthem.”

In acknowledging a copy of the Report of
the Rochester Diocessn Church Dafonce Core
mittee, the Bishop of Bungor writes:—We

have not in this diocese the larye and rapidiy
inereasing populations which bave sprang ap
within the last half centary in the Divceso of
Llaudaff. The Church, however, is making
steady progress ; and althoongh I grieve to say
that there are exceptionul par shes, the pro
gress is becoming more and more marked and
goueral. In my recent Confirmations thero
have been an exceptional number of persons of
mature years; in many cures these huve been
pursons who had been brought up nader Non-
conformist influence, while in the others it
bears witness to the increasing appreciation of
Church ordinances. The counting of tho con-
gregations in churches and chapels within the
diocese, concluded, as it was, under Nopcon-
formist auspices, has done much to open the

eyes of our brethren in Hnrland to the present
state of the Church in Wules.

Tae Bishop of Rust Curcling, in his annual
address, said @ ‘I fear thut at this time an ex-
sggorated and; thereforo, so fur a false, becaure
uureguluted, yearning for unity, is doing much
mischief in this dircetion, by removing, or at
least obscuring, old landmarks of fuith and
action.”

T:. & Archbishop of Cunterbary has through
his Sccretary, forwarded the following lettor
to tho solicitors ucting for the Church Assoc-
iation: “The Sanctuury, Wesuninstor, Juue 26,
18388 Dear Sirs,—1 am directed by his Grace
the Archbi-hop of Canterburey, to inform you
that he has given hiy best atteution to the
petition which you pre-ented to him on Juno 2,
viz, that ho wenld ¢ito tho Liord Bishop ot Li-
culn to answor bofbre him on cortain ypecitiod
churges. Youinformed his (Graco thut the Inw
ander which you desived bim to act is “the old
luw,” of the operarion of whiwh you quoted uy
an mntavce the cu~e “Lincy v Bishop Watson,”
He hay therctore gmivon tho b=t atlention in his
power 1o this case. [ appaurs to be the one
asud only precedent o thin procedure— the case
of the Bihop of Civgher not having been con-
tested, und ancther numned by Burnet being ob.
gerre. Cousidoring tho fact that in the course
ot above 300 y ears rince the Reformation there
i3 no other preceden:, and con-iderinyg the
political and other exceptionul circumsances
under which this pa-itcular cuso was decided,
bis Grauce has failed to 8. sfy himself 1hat the
coercive jtrisiiciion which yon desive him to
cxercise admits of substautiul applicution to
the cuce presented in your petition. The Arch-
bi=hop theroture fisds himsellf unubie tu oxer-
cize such jursdiction in this matter without
some iustruction being pruduced from i co.n-
petent Court to the cfect that the jurisd iction
reforred to is thus apphcable.”

Ar the Anmual Moeling of the Dean and
Cucons Residentiary of the Cutbedral, the
Archdeacons aoud Ruaral Desns ot the diocese,
bhold at Liscoln on Tuesduy, June 26th, the
following protest against the propused prose-
cution of the Bishop of Lincoln was read to
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‘those assembled by the Bishop of Nottingham,
and was therewpon proposed by the Dean of
Lincoln, seconded by Canon Perry, acd signed
by all presect:—“We, the undersigned, being
the Dean, Bishop Suffragan of Nottingham and
Archdeacon Stow, the Canons Rosidentiary and
Rural Deans of the Diocese of Lincoln, being
now assembled at our Annual Conference, hav-
ing heard of the proposed prosecution of tho
Bishop for certain ritual observances, desire
hereby to express our earnest protest against
any such prosecutions at the present time, and
also to assure the Bishop of our entire confi-
dence in his administration of the diocese, of
our deep affection for himself, and of our grati-
tade for his selfsacrificing efforts to carry on
the work of the Church amongst us.”

THE PREPARATORY MEETING OF
THE LAMBETHCONFERENCE.

.'(From The N. Y. Churchman.)

Four ceromonies preceded the business of

the third Lambeth Conferenco. They were all
singularly appropriste and very suggestive.
The first two were at Canterbury; the last two
were in London. Those in Canterbury took
place on the same day, on two historic spots
etrongly allied, and within bow-shot of each
other. Those in London on successive duys,
on spots equally historic, equally, but differ-
ently allied, and in sight of one another across
the Thames.

If there had been design in their order noth-
ing could have been better as a fitting prelim-
inary to the momentous work for which nearly
one bundred and fifty bishops of the Anglican
Communion had come from all parts of the
world to take counsel ovor.

The firat of tho four assemblages—on Satur-
day poon, June 30—was amid the ruins of the
vast Monastery of Augustine, at Canterbury, in
what is8 known to-day as the Missionary College
of St. Augustine. 1t is a new building of mon-
astic character, indeed of ancient Benediciine
look, with an imposing gatoway, quadrangle,
cloister, hall, chapol, library, and even a crypt
under the’ latter, all reared about forty years
ago, with a fine instinct for the genius of the
place, to be the headquartors of a theological
school which should eend out well equipped
and devoted men to raise the cross and banner

- of Angustine in every land where the Anglo-
Saxon has gained o foothold. It has risen out
of the materials of its ancient predocessor, and
in some parts, asin thoe grand gatoway, it is a
repreduction of the original design. In other
respects it has adapted itself to the colossal re-
mains of the building which it could not hope
and did pot need 1o rival. All around it are
the orumbling wall, towors,and gateways of the
famous monastery; und if the spirit of August-
ipe lingers anywhore on earth it is here, on the
foundation ho laid of tho missionary work,
which turned the Anglo-S8axon race tu tho reo-
ligion it now represents, and desires to propa-
gate in every quarier of the globo, As the liv-
ing, active centro, then, whence the light which
wuslit here thirteen hundred years ugo is borne
into heathen lands, what place could have boen
more appropriate for ithe widely-scattered and
home-returning Prelates of the Anglican Church
to moet each other in the outset, and lock hands
and hearts over tho undertaking which is the
uﬂi“}ing bond and common interest of them
a

The scene was informal, and, as it ought to
have been, social. The Archbishop of Canter-
bury was thero as the centre of the great group,
—genial, courtly, with a face which in itself
was & benediction. The Episcopal dress, so
marked in England, was ss yet the only dis-
tinctive feature which revealed the high office
of those who gathered about him and received
his welcome on the green lawn of the quad-

- rangle.  Only one prelate, and he un Oriental,
was conspiouous for his long flowing robes. It

was Mar Gregorius, Bishop of Homo (Edussa),
the represontative of the Patriarch of Auatioch.

The number, exclusive of the students, who
gat down to lanch in the undercroft, was 130,
but this included many dignitaries besides the
bishops. The warden presided and sevoral
good speeches were made, one of them being
by our Bishop Whipple. But these pleasant
personal interchanges were only prefatory to
the great occasion of the afternoou.

This was the sorvice of welcome in tho Ca-
thedral, The Cathedral of Lanfranc and of
Anselm, embracing every style of English
acclesiastical architecture since tho days of
Ethelbert, londs itself nobly to such a scene as
was now presented. A robed procession that
enters its western doors is borne higher and
higher as it mounts the successive steps which
lead from the nave to the choir, from the choir
to tho sacrarium, and from the eacrarium to
the altar. Canterbury Cathedral is the West-
minster Abbey of the Church of England. It
is the place where ite Archbishops have algays
been enthroned. It is the mauscleum where
all of them, down to Cardinal Pole, were
buried. It contaivs the rude and simple marble
throne, the chair of Augustine, which, like the
equally rue and simple oakeun coronation
chair of of Westminster Abbey, has its especial
assignment and auspicious use. Like the coron-
ation chair this consecration chair is brought
forward and placed conspicuously in the
chancel on grout and appropriate occasions.
Rocently the Queen sat in her ownregal seat at
her service of jubilee in the Abbey of West-
minster. And, now, likewise, this ancient seat
of the Archbishops of Canterbury had beon
taken from its usual place far behind in the
apse, and put in front of the altar at the head
of the great flight of seventeen steps leading
down into the choir, It was the symbol of the
spiritual office which, before the days of the
Roman encroachment, was recognized on the
neighboring continent as supreme in the realm
of the isles—*'the other world beyond the sea.”
And now, in the strange roversal of time, this
throne of nearly 100 pontiffs, Roman and Zdng-
lish wag to be the seat of a welcome to the
Church iv worlds beyond many seas. Tho
igland, this time was to greet the continents of
the whole euarth, The Church of the English
spoaking race wus gathered round one of the
fountains of its origin, to drink a new strength,
to witness to a unity that had never been
broken.

Tho pageant was a striking one, and not easily
imuaginable on a very slight description. Not
only had the marble chair been sot in its lofty
place, but the altar railings had been removed,
and seats for the clergy placed upon the broad
flight of steps on either haed. ‘

Shortly before 3 o'clock, says the Times, the
Archbishop's procession entered the choir by
the north trapmsept, and passed through the
choiv and dewn the nave to the west dvor in
the following order: Two vergers, foilowed
by the Crucifer, the Archbishop with his train-
beaver, the Chaplains of the Archbishop, the
Dean and Vice-dean, the Canon-~, the honorary
Canoans, the six preachers, tae Choir aud mircor
Canons the Mayor aund Corporation in their
robes of office, the King's School masters, the
King's scholars, the warden and fellows of St.
Augustine's, the Ruaril Deans, the eity Clergy.
In the meanwhile the Bishops, having robed 1a
Chapter-house, had passed through the cloistars
in procession to the westdoor. Upon entering
the nave thoy passed in singlo file to right and
left of the Arcbbishop and those bebind him,
the two linos re uniting upon reaching the
steps leading up to the choir.

The scene at this point from the level of the
choir was an exceedingly siriking one. Down
the whole magnificent length of the nave, from
the choir steps to the point where the Arch-
bishop stood facing the west door, stretched a
double line of Clergy and Choristers, the white
of the surplice picked nut with the brilliant |

colors of the hoods, while the scarlet and ma;.
arine gowns of the Corporation added further
variety of color. On each side of the line of
Clergy passed the Bishops in single file, the
spectators lining the nave up to the inner leve)
of the pillars. During the procession the 6:th
psalm, verses 1 to 19, and the hymn “Onward
Christian Soldiers” were sung. Entering the
choir two by two, the Bishops took their seuts
apon the altar steps. As soon as the Bishops
had passed the city clergy, who, baving becn
last in the archbishop’s procession, consequont-
ly stood nearer to the choir, the clergy turned
and re-entered the choir in reverse to that
in which they had entered the nave, and took
their seats on the altar steps, where those of
the clergy present who had wnot taken part in
the procession—who did not wear surplices—
had already taken up their position, while the
Mayor and the Corporation occupied stalls in
the choir stalls.

The Archbishop having seated himself the 7
Deum was sung, after which he delivered his
address of welecome from the chair:

THE AROHBISHOP'S ALLOCUTION,

To the Bishops Assembled at the Chair of Augus-
tine, 30 June, 1838 :

Brethren most dear and to mo most reverend.
Few privileges of my office can surpass thut
which, all unworthy, I exercise to-day.

1t is to bid you welcome in the name of the
Lord. Happy should my soul be if it were
given me to take in all that such welcome
means.

Welcome from sll continents and se.s and
shores where the English tongue is spoken.

Welcome, bearers of the Great Commission
to be His witnessess unto the ends of the
earth.

Welcome, disciples of the Great Detormin-
ation to ‘“ refuse fubles " and seek the inspir-
ation of the Church at the Fountain-head of
Inspired Reason.

Wolcome to the chair which when filled leust
worthily most takes up to its own parable und
speaks of its unkaown lines of government and
law and faith, and forgets not the yet oarlior
Christianity of the land whose own lines soon
flowed into and blended with the Roman and
the Gallic and the Saxon strains.

Round this chair have clustered the glorions
memorials you wsee through ages—none more
dear than his who spoke from it last, with
pathos and a courage quite his own. His
simple words to you “our brethren of the Grout
Republic,” “tue particular welcome from him-
selt,” which his greas sorrow and your love
privileged him to give you. still shed a tonder
human light upon the solemn matters we are
treat of, nnd the heavenly enterprise to which
we and our successors are pledged,

He knew how dear to you is this saunctuary
of our fathers and yours—yes, of ¢ your Father
and our Father.”

And evon because of the potency of its deep
appeal to us to be holy in worship, pare in
doctrine, strong in i fe—even for this appeal’s
suke, we bid you hore remember the prognant
words of Gregory to Augustine himself, *“ Non
pro locis res, sed pro bonis rebns loca amanda
sunt,” “Love not tho things.for the suke ot
the genius of tho place but for the good things
wrought there.”

This he said in answer to Augustine’s question
“the Faith being ©ne, are there different
customs for diffcrent churches? ” The auswer
was worthy of him who has been called the
groatest of the Popes, and called the first of
the Methodists. He says, you remember,
“What thou hast found in any Church more
pleasing to the Almighty God, that do thou
solicitously choose out, and in the English
Church, young in the faith, pour in with ex-
cellent instruction what thou gatherest from
many churches,” :

For the moment, while his Church was young,
Augustine stood in a strange, unique. position,
commisgioned to represent in one person the
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very Church itself which sent him, and bound
to represent the future Charch for which he
was responsible,

‘Were not the words prophetic and character-
istio ?

The task assigned him has surely fulfilled
itself in the manifoldness of his Church, the
embracingness, the comprehensiveness, and the
integrity of her spirit—the versatility with
which she enters into the life of new nations,
the readiness with which she receives them to
herself, the simplicity of the unvarying rale of
her faith, yet the steadfastness of the claim she
msakes for other Churches, as well as for her-
golf, that they have liberty in things doubtful
or indifferent, We honor her when we say she
has all the right which the most venerable
Churches have to order her service of God as
they did, *‘ according to the diversities of
countries, times and men’s manners,” ‘g0 that
nothing be ordained against God’s Word.” We
vindicate her dignity when we say the right is
hers not ours. It is for her to choose not us,
and not we for ourselves—for her in her lasting
power, not for us severally in our passing
weakness. We honor her when we say that
her right is the right of all Churches, and of no
individuals.

If this voice of Gregory to Angustine be
worked into the fabriec of our Church, it may
well be the “sermon in stones” which we shall
hear to-day. as the last echoes of the service
tremble along the arches, and seem to fancy's
ear to quiver with anxiety to leave one truo
tone with us, for comfort and for strength. It
ig this. Liberty for all the holy Churches of
God. Loyal allegiance of Churchmen to each
his own. Ladstly, may He inspire and blessthe
work of all believers, be they Churchmen or
no, who love the Liord Jesus Christ in sincerity
and truth. And now for the last words of ten
years since. Let us to prayer.”

On the conclusion of the Allocution the Arch-
bishop left the chair and went down the steps,
preceded by his crucifer, & clergyman bearing a
gilded cross, and followed by his train-bearer,
a boy clad in purple cassock, to his canopied
throne on the south side of the choir. At the
close of the service he delivered the benediction
from this other throne to the multitude of
Bishops, Clergy and others in the choir, and
afterwards from the head of the lantern steps
to the vast congregation which thronged the
nave,

The tihird meeting which took place on
Monday ovening, July 2nd, was in Westminater
Abbey. This was a welcome of the Dean and
Chapter to the Archbishops and Bishops, and
was significant of the peace and unity now
subsisting in the Council. The day had beeu
when, for the want of these, the Abboy doors
had been closed by Dean Stanley against the
Conference. The Abbey stands on its own
ground, independent of all Episcopal jurisdic-
tion, and it speaks the voice of the nineteenth
century in the Cburch. The assombling then
of the Bishops, with the Primate of all Eng-
land at the head of them, huad therefore un in-
terest of its own, drawn from the associations
of the place, as woll as from & building of
which the whole civilized world hus heard.
If that service bad noi been beld in Westmin-
ster Abboy the meeting of the Uonference
would bave lucked a circumstance that in its
way was as ritual to its dignity as the sorvice
in the Metropolitan Cathedral, at Canterbury,
It was a zervice held, as it were, 2t tho other
pole of the Church—at the opposite end from
its concentration in the Episcopate—at the end
in which it concentrates in the people.

One hundred Bishops, about as many as had
assembled. in Canterbury, thronged its sacrar-
iam and choir, America, Canada, India, Japan,
Southern Africa, Central Africa, Australia,
and North China, as well as the British Isles,
were all repiesented. There was less pomp
and ceremony than at Canterbury. The ser-
mon was preached by the Archbishop, but,

like all sermons delivered from that palpit, it
could be heard by only a limited number. The
speaker is obliged to keep his face steadily
fixed toward the Dean's stall at the other end
of the choir, and to throw his voice in that di-
rection if he would be heard at 8ll. To vary
the position or direction would be to shatter
both voice and sermon, like a plaster ball,
against the innumerable points and projections
round about. Nevertheless the Abbey pulpit
is as powerful in its way &s the Canterbury
throne, there is almost as much symbolic mean-
ing in the one as in the other; and the Arch-
bishop’s sermon from that rostrum of stone
will be read as widely as his Allocution from
his marble ohair.

Tho last of the meetings was the service
which directly opened the Conference. It was
held in the little chapel of Lambeth Palace, a
spot hallowed to the American Church one
hundred years ago by the Consecration whick
then conferred the Episcopate upon it. Lam-
beth is in a manner a secession from Canter-
bury. Its palace has been the residence of the
Archbishops since the end of the 12th century,
because of their retrcat from the intrusive
conduct of the monks of Canterbury. The
Archbishops wonld have raised a fane on this
London ground, which might have rivalled the
Cathedral they had left, or the confessors’ Ab-
bey across the river; but the papal foot crush-
ed the undertsking. The Palace alone stands,
and the historic chapel within its bosom which
has beheld so much of the fortanes of the
Church of Epgland. It has witnessed the con-
secration of four hundred prelates. Its walls
heard the prayers of the Bishops at the two
preceding Synods, and on this day, tho day
tollowing the service in the Abbey, they hourd
an invocation of the Divine blessing on the
third, Nearly all of tho 142 Bishops who were
expected were present, and the voice which
addressed them was an American voice—the
voice of our most beroic and irtrepid mission-
ary of old, Bishop Whipple. Thore was the
ususl pageantry of robe and hood, but no room
for a multitude to look on. There was no
temptation now to think of the display they
were making. Every thought was drawn in-
ward, Every mind rested on the work that
was in hand.

As to what that work will be, the futuroonly
knows, The conference sits in the library with
closed doors, I bhave attempted ounly to give
in a rapid sketch the outward and visible signs
of what we all hope will furn out to bo somo-
thing commensurate with them in p-actical im-
portance. May there be a substantial and ot
a sentimental result of so slrong an appesl to
the eyes and imagination of the Church. The
pageants are over and gone, but God grant
that they have pointed to consequences of real
import, t0 ap incrouse of power to deal effi-
ciently with the cvilsof our own time sand of
the times thag are yet to come.

At the ovening session on Saturday, the
first mattor taken up was tho Report of a Com-
mittee with reference to the choice and appoint-
ment to vacant Rectories. The Committee ro-
commonded that the choice should be made
from names submitted, for the consideration of
the parishioners by the Bishop and by the paro-
chial corporation,

The euggestion aroused considerable discus-
sion, in which the Revs. Dr. Ambrose, Anoient,
Rural Dean Moore, P. J. Filleul, J. J. Ritchie,
Dr. Hole, and Smith, took part ; some opposi-
tion was manifested. Some of the speakera
claimed that the resolution would to some ex-
tont disfranchise the congregation and that the
prosent mode of choosing from names -submit-
ted to tho parishionors by a special Committee
of themselves and confirmation by the Bishop
was the better course. Ultimately the Hon,
L. E. Baker moved, seconded by Judge Town-
sond, that the considoration of the guestion be
postponed to this day twelve months, and the
amendment was carried.

The Report of the Widows' and Orphans'
Fund was submitted, showing that there are at
present on the fund thirteen widews who have
oach received $185 for the year 1387. The
fund is only pledged to pay $100 & year; the
proportion of the second $100 is paid so far
as the funds will allow. The available funds
tor 1887 was derived from the following sour-
ces:—

Shewing an increase on premiums of $31.49 ;
of collections and donations of $564.34, and

in interest on investments of $067.26. The
incresse in collections, &oc., to be partly sc-
counted for by the fact of there being from some
parishes two ecollections during the year, one
for 1886 and one for 1887. But there had
been a greator eoffort made to raise the sub-
scriptions, and arrears of investments have
been psid off. So that, whereas the balance
at the end of 1885 was & debit of §1,094.94,
this year it is a crodit of $321.45,

Dr. D. H. Muir, Truro, was unanimously
elocted a Governor of King's College.

Thoe following recommendations of the
special Committee on precedence of provisional
ropresontatives, &o., wore ratified :

1. When the precedence of provisional re-
presentatives is not regulated by the certificate
of appointment it shall bo regulated as follows :

(1.) If more than one person is named in any
cortificate, then in the order in which they are
named.

(2.) If there is more than one certificate,
then according to the slphabetical order of the
initials of the surname.

2. When a provisional representative shall
have been called and tsken his seat, he shall
retain it daring the sessioa to the exclusion o
the regular representative; but if the Syno
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adjurne for over a week the representatives
shall be ontitled to take theirseats after tho
adjrurnment ns ut the commoncement of a new
BE~<10".

3 That “‘representative” be sabstituted for
“dolagate” in Articlo [T of the cansritution.

In order to facilinie the work of the Com
mittee of the Provincial Synod ia rega.d to its
ineorporation, and ns to the position of the
various dioceses in the ecclesiastical province
relatively to that body, the Executive Commit-
tee recommoended thut 'he Synod do now ap
point n Committee of 15 to fully ¢ .nsider the
relutions now existing batween the various dio-
ceses and the Provincial Synod; and also the
possibility of uniting the whole Church of
Britink North America under one ecclesiastica!
jurisdiction, ard farther consider how far the
interests of 1the Church in this diocese may be
affected by the obj-cty embraced in the resola-
tion of the Provincial Synod.

The said Committeo ~hall be also anthorized
to confer with any rimilar Committees that
may be appinted by the other dinceses. The
Committee to report at the next meeting of
the Synod.

Tho recommendation was accepted and tho
following appoivted as the Committee:

Mr. Jopes
(P.E1), asking that the Bishop prepare or
caueo 10 be prepared aspoc al form of prayer
for Bmber days, especially with reforeace to
the promntion of Domestic aud Foreign mis-
givons, led to a protracted and somewhat ani-
mated dircursion ; and was ultimately negatived,

A Reseolution that an aonual  collection
ghonld bo tuken up on the first Sunday before
Michuolmas on behult of XKing's College,
Winneor, was adopted, and the Synod adjourned
to the 24th July.

“The Rev. John Uniacke, D D, late Recto
of Sydney and snme time Raral Dean of the
Daanery of Svdney—sprang from & family an
cient and of high repnte, and having received
an Ozford training—did credit to the one and
the other throughout his long and spotless life
He waa well known as a most courteons Chris
tian gentleman, while all who ever came under
his pastoral eare bear witness how gentle and
faithful he was as a shepberd of Christ's flock
That sach a man rhould be deeply regretted 1s
bat natural, and be it resolved, that this Bynod
do place on record and communicate to Mrs.
Uniacke and her children’ (with kindest sym-
pathy) their profound senre of the loss sustain-
ed by Dr. Uniacke's removal to the church at
reat.”

“ Thatthe Synod place on record its sense at
the loss the church in this diocese has sustained
in the removal, by Him who doeth all things
well, from this life, of the late W. M. Brown
who for more than half a century was an active
member of the body of Christ, living not for
himeself 8o much as for others; and who full of
yeurs, faith and good worlkks has gone to that
rest and peace prepared for the saints of God.”

It was rerolved to appoint a committee to
prepare & plan for securing more systematic
giving to the work of tho Church by its mem-
bers in the diocese at large; and one speaker
in supportihg the motion is repnrted to huve
said, that the financial retarns of the Dioce-e
show that while the average contributions to
Church purposes gencrally amounted to thirty
cents per heal, only two cents of this was con-
tributed towards missionary purposes. There
are only three parishes ontside of the city of
Halifax, in the Nova Scotia Diocese. that are
self supporting. When he Inoked at the fine
churches and fruitful lands by which they were
surrounded, he thought that if those in Hogland
who contribated funds towards their support
could see things as they are, they would not
fee!l fo much like sending their money thin way.
His remarks are it is to be feared too true, but
may not be confined in their application to the
Diocese of Nova Scotia.

A moember of Synod also pointed out ihe
shametully small oontribations made daring the
past year to the Widow's and Orpnan’s Fund,
aad urging the duty of the Church to look after
the families of deceased clergy, moved for the
appointment of a Cummittee tor the purpese of
tuking moro active means to secure contriba-
tions : and the motion was adopted.

The following resolution, introduced by the
Hon. Mr. Vail, excited a warm discassion:—
** That the executive committee of the Church
Synod be requosted to apply to the Legislature
at it8 next session for an amendment of the
Church acts anthorizing the Bishop of the Dio-

Mr. Talbot gave notice that he would
move st the next meoting that the assets of the
Svciety at present invested in debentures or
other securities, and representing beguests and
apecial donations heretofore made or given, be
treated as capital and kept invested, the interest
or other yearly income only being applied to
the purposes for which such amouuts have beea
bequeathed or given ; and further, that =il Lm-
quoests herestter made to or received by the S)-
cioty shall, unless the tetator shall otherwise
expressly direct, be funded as herstofore, the
interest or yearly income only being spplied to
such parposes as aforesaid. ]

Rev. A. Lowndes read the following report of

be Commuittee on Object 1L of the Diocesan

Church Suciety.
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“ The third ohject of tbe Diocesan Cinreh
Saciety. which your committee were appointed
to further, read ss follows - * Aid to Sanday-
gcheols snd otbher ecbools in which Church prin

ciples are taught and the training aod encour-
aging of school masters and catechists.”

The small funds at the dispnsal of yoar com -
mittee rendera it & matter of earnest considera-
tion bow best to carry out this ohjoct of the So-
ciety. After mature deliberation your com
mitiee felt that they ware bound to limit them-
solves at first to siding Sunduy schools. They
felt that thers must of necess ty bein a diocese
like that of Frederictor mauy localitics where
Sunday-~chools might be established, if a help
ing band were held out. or whore schools already
in existence might be quickoned to f rther ex-
ertions by receiving tokens thut they were not
forgotten by the Dincee in a work so often
arduous and disconraging. Accordingly a puper
of questions 'o be answered hy a clergyman or
tescher in charge of a Sunday-school desirous
of obtaining aid for the establishment of a now
Sunday-school, or for the masintenance of an
existing one, was iszued to enable the commit
tee to come to a docision a8 to which schools
wero in the most pressing need of help or en-
couragement.

The amount of money received is $54 40, and

small as that sum is the committee are glad to
" be able to report that tbey bave been enabled
to make amsall grants to nine Sundsy-schools.
which have been received with warm expres-
gion of thanks.

Your committee would earnestly impress
upon all the members of the Society the claime
of Object 11I. upon their liberality. In many
places throughout the provinco there are enovgh
Church people to warrant the building of a
cbureh, and many localities are t00 isolated, or
distant from a resident clergyman, for any rer-
vices to be held. In both these casesaSunday-
gchool acts as a rallying point for the scattered
gheep of the Church of Chriat, and forms a nu-
cleus aronnd which may grow a congregation.
Ip such districts the Sundayschool should be
considored the forerunner of the Church. A
grant to a emall knot of charch people to ena-
ble them 1o start a Sunday school. or to a school
struggling for its existence, means much more
than the few dollars given, It means sympatby.
It means encouragement, It means that the
few fighting for the faith are neither nnobserved
por forgotten by the Diocese Ultimatsly, no
doubt, the expeuditure invelved is repaid a
thousand fold. when the Sanday-school gives
place to the settled congregation worshipping
in & consecrated church served by an anthorized
minister.,

Your committee must express its deep regret
that solely from lack of means it was unable to
accede to the numerous requests for help that
it received, or extead any help to the many lo-
calities brought to its consideration where a
Sunday-school ought to be eatablished. While
therofore the schools aided were in the opinion
of the committee these which stood in the most
urgent need of help, they would impress uypon
all the membors of the Society that they were
rot the only ones needing aid, and that the work
of your committee stands crippled for want of
fands.

With regard to Sanday-schools your commit-
mittee would recommend that the action of the
exccutive committee in placing fands paid in
to the credit of Object III. at the entiredinporal
of your committee be confirmed, and further
that each clergyman be requested to devote one
offering from each Sanday school nuder his care
1o this part of the work of your committee.

In regard to schools other than Sunday-
schools your committee, as salready stated felt
that they were forced to conrider the claima of
Sunday-schools only for the simple reason that
they had the scanty sum of $54 50 st their dis
Possl; but they cannot omit stating that the
matter of education is one of the most impor-

tant qaestions affocting the welfare of the Dio-
cese, aud of the province.

The qnestion of education has often been
brought before the Church in this Diocese, but
unfortunately no practical resnlt has eusued.
[n the year 1874 4 memorial was presented to
the Synod by the Purish of St. Paul’s, Portland,
porinting out the great evils arising from whit
they term *‘ the system of a mon-religious public
education adopted in this province,” a.d recom-
mended the estublishment and endowment of
Church schools. A committee on educat on was
thereupon appointed by the Synod, who re-
ported the following year (1875) —see appendix
¢ p. 17 of Journal of that year. Iao accordance
with the recommendation of this committen n
sanding committee was apponted. Nothing,
however, seems to have resulted. In 1876 in
consequence of represeatations that certain por-
sons were ready to contribute towards an eda
cational institation in coonection with the
Church of Engiand, a committee was appointed
to confe~ with the proposed contributors. No
contributions appear to have been paid, and in
1877 1he committee on eduncational institutions
was re-appointed. But npothing practical ap-
pears 1o havo rosultod.

Your committee, while not prepured to re-
commend any definite scheme would ueverthe-
less druw the attention of Church people in the
province once more to she urgeut need of a

i 8chool for the education ot the young in church

principles.

1he report was roceived and erdered to be
printed in the minutes, but it was ordored that
no monay be paid for Object T11. except un or-
der of the executive committee.

loarning  The school premises are bountifully
and beslthily situated on the bLrow of a hill
about bult a mile trom tho contro of the town.
A space of laud, over twenty acres in extont,
is auached 1o the school, which forms nmple
ericket and football grounds, gumes in which
the boys ara libaally indulged A commading
drili shed und well-appuinted gymasinm are ulso
connecled with tho wschool,  The stall of
teachers in lurge und cffistent, and tho wurk of
the school receives both tona und impotas from
its close counoction with Trimty Cullego Uuni-
vorsity

“Spcech Day” is tho ‘occasion on which the
closing oxercises bofore the summer vacation
and the snnnul distribution of prozss tuky place.
The day commonced with administration of
Holy Communion at 730 a m. At 10 30 choral
Matins were sung, und the aunsal sermom wus
preached by R-v. Canon DaMoulin, who de-
livered #n elogunent discourse from the text,
Mati, xxviii 19 20, “Go yo therefore and teach
all nationy,"” &c¢.

He
referred to the fact that this was Dr. Bethune’s
eighteenth annual “speech day,” and cong: atu-
lated him very heartily on the success which
had attended his eofforts in Trinity College
School. He rejoiced to see the interest which
the school excited in the country, and reminded
the boys about to leave for their holidays that
they had to maintain the charactor of their
school while outside its precincts. He also re-
ferred to the privilege of religious instruction

. received in this school; the privileges were
great carrying with them responsibility. Doubt-
less the eyes of those who disagreed with them
on this question of religious instruction wouid
be upor the boys during the vacation and dur-
ing their after-school career. They would en-
quire whether the religious training in Trinity
school had helped them to become horourable,
upright oitizens. The studonts must not forget
that fact. Let their motive power in after life
be to do right, because they loved God, and
loved the right because it was the right. (Ap-
plausej.

Rev. Canon DuMoulin and Mr. Rdward Mar-
tin, Q.C., also made short addresses, the latter
affirming that Trinity College School had won
for itself a place in Canada which was second
to none. He believed the school had a deser-
vedly great future before it. -

The Church Year (Jacksonville, Florida),

on unity says;

The evidonces are lying thickly about us
that, for the present at least, the days of relig-
ious controversy are passed, and the thoughts
and actions of earnest Christian people are
centering strongly on the duty of uuity among
all the followers, in sincerity and truth, of the
ONE Loup, Bat in every great movement for
social, political or religious advancement, re-
form or consolidation, the force of the central
question always impels some minds towards an
onthusiasm which too greatly lessens distinc-
tiong, dwarfe and even breaks down the bar-
riers t0 its accomplishment. Every such move-
ment, therefore needs, absolately, the balanc-
ing power of a sirongly exercised conservative
influence. The Great Master was in the flesh
for thirty years before His active ministry for
the truth began. Yet through these years, the
world was in pressing need of His work, and
humanity, in all its dobasements, needs and ex-

pectations was lying about and facing Him.
Surely, through all this time the thought and
longing and prayer deepest in His heart was
for the saving of the lost, and ‘¢ that they all
may be one.” And yet He waited. No truly
Christian heart can live o pray or breathe
separate from that deep longing, and active
labour for its accomplishment. "He did not
abate, or dilute God's trath, requirements, or
methods of divine origination, in order to ac-
complish His barning desire. We need that
divine patience, and unflinching loyalty to the
truth, while we work and pray, To be true to

Him, we must, of necessity work along the
same lines with Him, -

Thoe Christian world is divided. To strive
for the healing of these divisions, is 2 noble
Christlike duty, Bat there are some who seem
to think that this duty is the only great one.
To discharge it, everything which stands in the
way must be removed, at every hazsrd, If
certain religious bodies, admitted to be sincere
in their belief and earnest workeus for the caase
of Christ, hesitate, stamble at, or object to ocer-
tain doctrines and discipline, these must be
taken out of the way, without just regard to
their anthority, essential character, or place in
Christian domination. Enthusiasm dims the
reality that ‘¢ the faith " must be the only bond
of unity, and does not stop in its rapid progress
to settle the question, what is the * faith once,
for all, delivered to the Saints.” The ministry,
sacraments, the divine origin and organization
ofthe Church, these dwindle rapidly down into
more or less of insignificance. Against this we
must over be vigiluntly on our guard.

Some regard the Church simply as a socioty
of Christian people, drawn togother for pur-
poscs of mutual comfort, strength and worship.
So the sect idea is, that those who agree on cer-
tain points, teachings, or facts of Christian re-
ligion, may come together and organize them-
selves into a Church, and a body so originating
and g0 organizod is entitled to full recognition
and authority. If you sgree withus, join wus,
if not, the world is wide, the course is free,
choose for yourself, and so, provided only, that
you believo that Jesus Christ is the Saviour of
the world, you are right in your choice. But
loving cbedience to the precepts, and irstita-
tions of Christ, are as necessary as, indeed aro
a part of, belief in Him. A true faith asks, and
is obedient to the question, “Lord, what wilt
thou have me to do ?”

The Church theory is, on the contrary, that
Christ came into the world for the salvation of
men—all men, and everywhere, without dis-
tinction of class, condition or nationality. To
this end He organized a ‘‘ Kingdom,” that is,
a corporate, visible body—divinely officered, with
a fundamental basis of purpose and teacking, and
a Commission to perpetuate and extend it, to the
end of time. 1t was to be, and is, the training
school on earth for bringing men to God, and
teaching their relations and duty to Him, and
thus to seek and obtain salvation. Beiug in-
tended not for a class, or a nationality, but for
all, the Church of God, recognizes the differ-
ences of mental, social and emotional charae-
ter among men. It is to gather all into the
one fold, therefore it must have s place, food
and training for all. Its unity is not a unity
ot uniformity, but a unity of diversity. There
are certain divinely fixed, essential, nnalterable
principles, which, as the basis of the faith,
must give way to no eunthusiasms, or change
or condition. These being preserved, you can
build upon them, safely, your ‘‘wood hay,
stubble.” Homasn thought, and its diverse
characteristics have their ample liberty—a
liberty vot of iicense bat underlaw. It enforces
the essentials of the faith, but sets forth no mia-
ute system of merely speculative theology. It
recognizes each man’s individuul responsibility
under the law of God, while providing him
with divinoly institated guides and instructors,
and mesans of grace. Within that fold there is
room for all, [t is the one body, having many
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members. Itis the ove family, united by the
one spirit, under the one parentsal anthority
which demands obedience, while it recognizes
the differing need and charaotoristics and in-
dividuality of its several members. In sll our
Jongings and efforts for Christian unity, we
must stand fast by the essential requirements
of an authorized ministry, the divinely insti-
tated Sacraments, and the Apostolic Creed.
And vpon this foundation we struggle on for
anity, and wait the Muster’s time.

The Churchman, N.Y., under the title “Re-
cital of the Lord’s Prayer,” says:—

An incident at the reunion of Gettysburg
illustrated beautifully what tho sacred narra-
tive might mean, when it epeaks of the dis-

ciples who “lifted up their voice to God with
one saccord.” At one of the services a de-
nominational minister, at the convlusion of an
extemporized prayer, began the Lord’s Prayer.
That was something fawmiliar to the veterans
of the two armies, and they took up the words,
“Qur Father,” in unison, and a secular paper
says, “as it volled across the vast lawn the
sound was like the rosr of distant canon or the
beuting of the turf on & rocky coast.” There
is no prayer like Common Prayer to show how
with one mind, one heart and one voice we are
the children of the great common Father of us
all, There is in it the lesson of the brotherhood
of men, The world—yet the Church is slow 10
learn the lesson, but some day there shall be a
common prayer of the whole earth.

Roferring to THE CaTECRISN oF THE CHURCH
the Churchman adds :—

The form of sound words which the Church
has furnished in the Catechism for tho instruc-
tion of her children ought to be morefaithfully

followed by pastors and teachers than it often
is. Something loss than half of the Catvchism
is given to the Creed and the doctrine of tho
Sucraments ; something more than half is givon
to the practical duties of life, duty io God,
duty to our neighbor, the duty and significance
of prayer. If we note this proportion and if
wo further observe how much of the doctrinal
part of the Ca’echism is plainly and explicitly
ethical, we may learn tho mind of the Church
concerning the right teaching of her little ones.
Her object is to form good Christian men and
women, The doctrine of Christ helps to make
good men and women ; therefore the Church
teaches them sound doctrine fully, though
simply, But doctrine alone without right
conduct is worthless; and therefore, together
with sound doctrine, the Church teaches her
children not less fully those eternal principles
of duty wbich will lead them in tbe paths of
virtue im whatever atate of life their lot may
afterwards becast. This practical side of the
Churoh Catechism is too often forgotten. It
ought never to be forgotten by any faithful
parent, pastor or teacher,

THE CHINESE IN BRITISH COLUMBIA.

—

To the Editor of the CHURCH GUARDIAN :

Sie,—At the last meeting of the Board of
Domestic and Foreign Missions I understand
some very important siatements were made re-
specting the advisability of commencing the
work of Christianizing the Chinese in British
Columbia. For slong time past many mem-
bers of the Board and others interested in For-
eign missions have urged that the ory of the
heathen should be heard by the Churchin Can-

ada, and that a response should be given to the:

Macedonian call. At the present momeant we
understand Wyoliffe College, is preparing to
send a man to Japan, and he will go under the
auspices of the Canadian Board of Missions.
This so far is satisfactory, and it will we bope
tend to a far greater and widespread interest
among our people with regard to Foreign Mis-
sionary work, '

But it may well be brought forcibly to the
membors of our Board of Missions, (a8 it has
been on other accasions), that if we desire to do
effective Missionary work the present opening
among the large Chinese population in the
Wostern portion of the Dominion, offers » splen-
did opportunity. What better plan could be
taken to convert the milliona of Chinese in their
own land than by bringing those Chinamen
who are resident here under the influences of
the Gospel and then send them as Missionaries
of the Cross to their native land ? This would
be infinitely more effective and practical, as
well as far cheaper than to attempt to teach
Christianity in a heathen land.

Other Christian denominations fally recog-
nize this fact. While we, Angliosns, are dis-
cussing questions of etiquette and wondering
whather the Bishop of Colambia would permit
missionaries from the Hast to do work in his
jurisdiction, Moethodists and Presbyterians
have actnally commenced operations, Oar
stupid red-lape system (or want of system) is
a constant source of worry to a practical mind,
and has hindered the progress of the Church
terribly in the past. How long must we sub-
mit to such thraldom ? It was thought the
plan of making overy momboer of the Church a
member of a Missionary organization would
offect unity of purpose and action. Bat the<e
seom as far away as ever. Liook at theso facts.

The General Assembly ot the Presbytorian
Church has decided to inaugurate mission work
among the Chipese on the Western shores of
the Dominion, gud for this purposc has placed
$1,600 among the estimates for this new onter-
prise, The congregations in British Columbia
bave given assurances of their hearty co-opera-
tion and have promised that the committee will
ordy be called upon to pay the salary of the
Missionary, as they will meet all other ex-
penses.

At the last meeting of the Committee of the{q

Methodist Church, Dr. Sutherland stated that
he had secured the services of a Missionary
from Canton to work among ihe Chinese in
British Columbis, and that he was in corres-
pondenee with the Government for the remis-
sion of taxes on the Missionary and his family
who would soon arrive.

Thus, while we are discussing and debating
what all earnest men must admit would be a
wise and proper course of action, others have
actaally began the work., In a few years pro-
bably we shall find as we have in many former
instances, that we have boen forestalled and
that we are late in the field, as usnal.

All honour to those earnest Christians who
are determined not to lota day pass in the face
of such urgent need, but surely we Churchmen
ought not to suffer ourselves to -be comstantly
outstripped in the face of superior advantage of
every kind. Will the Board take a hint, and
at its next meeting inaugurate a Mission to the
Chinese, calling for special donations if neces-
sary ? .

The Chinese problem is of itself a tongh
subject, thoy are evorywhere in this ocosast; are
industrious and saving, and it is noticed one
never sees an idle Chinaman ; but they are
a repulsive looking slovenly and ill-clad set
with fow exceptions, and those few are-those o
a higher grade such as the merchants and
traders, In Sun Francisco aslone are 25 to 30,-
000 Chinese ; they form a city by themselves,

have their heathen tomples or Joss houses with
their hideous twonty-foot high images, seen
through the open doors from the street ; how
strange it seems in a Christian city to see &
Chinese go to one of theso heathen images
with a dish of rice or fruite, leave it there, pro-
strate binself for a fow minutes and then go
on his way; thoy have no public services, all
their devotions are verformed in this style;
thoy leave their gifts and pass on. In contrast
to the Chinese are the Jupanesr, short, alert
little wen : all adopt American style in dress,
are apparently determined on getting a gond
educution '“a la Amerioniu.” It is really hard
to imagine in walking through the Chinese
oarter that you are in an American city ;
with hardly an oxception any one you meet is
a Chingge either man, woman or child; the
children are the parents in miniature and grow
a pig tail as soon as they are big onough or
nature will allow them ; the higher class china-
man’s pig tail comes to his ancles, the major
point of it is of fine silk braid resembling the
nataral hair very closely; thoy are also dis-
tinguished by a round skall eap of satin with a
red taft or ball in the contre, black or groy
silk coat, wide trousers tied and ruffled in at
the ancles. The transference of the C.P.R.
Steamship line from Vancouver to San Fran-
cisco i8 thought by many to bo a great gain to
British Columbia in one respoct as it will go
fur to prevent our West coast being overrun
with the celestials as California is now ; but in
the trading aspect of the case it looks as if
we wore surrendering some of our commereial
rights or advantages to Uncle Sam.

In conclusion, we hope these letters may have
been of some interest to your many readers
and with many good wishes for the prosperity

PREACHING.

Muon hax been written sgain, lately, upnn
this very solemuly important subjret. Sol
emnly important subj-ct is the correct term,
becuuse tho future prosperity of thia reaim de
pends gremly uwpon whut the preachers and
what tho preaching shall be during the noxt
fow yours when o much false teaching ubounds
Much that has been written of late sbout ser-
mons muy be dismi~sed 88 not worthy of an ob-
sorvation, it being too evident thut the writers
had for their object Lo throw scorn and 1idicule
upon Christianity; and their attempts at witty
garcasm often proved that, however pirintless
much preaching may bo, these critics were, at
all events, trying to use & woupon which they
knew not how to wield when they uattempted
to launch the sbuafts of wil or sutlire against
presching. Spito und rancour abound, but the
wit and mental fores are not prominent,

D .smirring, howevar, this cluss of writers as
always wilhug, bul ravely able to say much,
the ranks of counsellora and advisers cunnot
evon thon bo regarded ns fow in number, unless,
indced, one and the rame physician, writing as
if he were a Legion, has becn recommending u
variety of nostrums toremedy the cpidemic of
bad preaching. uuder which it is implied that
go many are sofforing, It ix certain that the
adoption of a lurgoe portion of the advice pro-
fuscly given would empty any church in which
snch advios wan followed, including the advis-
e1s themselves, if indeed they uttend church at
all. upon which sundry doubts really exista.

Dismissing these advisers, then, there are

still many who are regular in attendance at
church, and who, not wholly without reason,
complain of the preaching which they have to
endure. It will be well, however, that they in-
quire how many of the about one thousand no-
bility. gentry, and others, who constitute the
two Housus Qf Purliament, are men whose elo
quence or powers of speech can comwand at-
tention for half-an-hour? They might also
consider how many men of the nurbers who
aro educated for the Bar rise to reputation and
are regarded as successful pleaders ? It is true
that they are not obliged to listened weekly 10
these men, whereas the parson must be li-tened
to whetber eloquent or otherwise. Bat while
this is admitted, and while it is admitted that
wome fow preachers are of & very inferior order,
it is suggested a4 of importance—(1), Few are
-0 very bad; (2), The habit of finding fault
with any ome (preacher, lawyer, doctor, ser-
vant, it may be added, friend)is & habit which
rapidly grows upon any one who once begins
to allow this terrible temptation to find place
within hira, until all hope ot benefit is wholly
taken away ; (3), Preaching is by no means
the only thing for which men ought to go to
church; (4), The men and women who will
¢ pray for’ theiv ministers instead of finding
tault, will veRYy LIKkLY find thereby a very
powerful remedy, and in a way little expected,
to that which is now complained of; (5),
¢ When any one heareth the Word then cometh
Sautan and tuketh away that which was sown.’
Thus spoke He who ordsined preaching to all
His ministering servants, and not to & seelected
order of prouchers amongst those ministering
nC1 vants.

The preachers sbhould give notrue occusion
for finding fuult; but if Satan can stir up =2
babit of ecriticism amorngst the parishiouers,
who, ax they quit the church porch, shall begin
to tulk all thoy can against the sormon and
the preacher, Sutan has fulfilled our Lord’s
purable too well in such an instance.

But now one thought for preachers. Much
fuult lies at the door of preachers—much that
ihey can remedy. Nothing shall basaid, as it
could be, touching the variety of wayas of preach-
ing which could be adopted month by month.
and on two or three oceasions overy Sunday of
that mouth, by the same preacher to the same
copgregation. This is important; buta high-
er, deerer, greater, and more certain truth
must alone be here brought forward. How
often huve vermons proclaimed the doctrine of
Aportolic Succession, of the preciousness of
Holy Orders, of the necessity of receiving by
due Bpiscopal Ordination, the ‘ grace of Holy
Orderel”  And sll these things are 1rue.
And yeol, Bsometimes (a8 Sydney Smith
put i) the rightly ordered priest bas been
* presched bare to the very sexton within
wix weeks by some unordained, unsuthorized,
bot earnest, even if ignorant, man, fired with
z.ul und love, and (though somewhat mistak-
en) really derivous to do good |  Cases are too
trequent in which men who, properly encugh,
hotd. the mmportanes of due ordination, appesr
to bo utterly devoid of faith when their own
toachivg about it ought to apply to themselves,
and who regard pre.ching, and, ahove all, pre-
paration for preaching, as a ‘bore,’ and a
¢ bother,” and a *trouble Yes! bat where is
the Apostolicul Sucecession ? where the grace
of Holy Orders? Christ and the Apostles
chose {Phil. i. 1) three orders of ordained men,
but not to the severance from any of those men
o ordained of the grace or power of preaching
or leaching. .

Let the ordered men recollect that the Holy
Ghost has called them to the work of the min.
istry, and that preaching the word is a part of
their commission. They have no more the
right to sever preaching from their cemmission
tban ‘they have the right to sever the admin-
istration of the Sacraments from it. Where
has Cbrist authorised apy such distinctivn ?

Can they doubt that the Spirit will not make

men, whom He has called to the m™istry, who
are not sufficient of themselves to think any-
thing as of themeelves, t0 know that their
sufficiency is of God, and that He will make
them able ministers of the Wew Tesatment ?
The great thing needed for the Clergy is an
hambliog sense of their own utter sufficiency
with such faith and trust to Godward as shall
make them gird on their weapons, which are
not carpal, but mighty through God to the pul-
ling down of every stronghold of sin.

Let the Apostolical Succession and the grace
of @rders be proven not so much by preaching
about it as by demonstrating ite power through
an humble, unswerving trust in God 1o fulfil a.l
His promires, aud then the preaching, thouyh
far from being always -popular, will be ‘the
Word’* and * the power of God,” and ‘unto
Salvation.’” The clergy may all benefit by the
recent tirade about preaching if they will, with
humility and faith, plead their ordination with
God in Christ.

The laity may benefit also if they will con-
sidor whether their criticisms are thoseof piay-
erful. loving Cbristians, or of the genus by whom
St. Paul and St. Jobn suffered bitterly some-
times. And it is certain that prayers for the
Deaconr, Priests, and Bisbops, by sll the Jaity,
would bring many much-needed blessings upon
the laity learning thus to sustain their minis-
ters. If St. Paul earnestly cutremted this, the
Clergy of this day need it still more. Lwt the
laity criticice less and pray for their parsons
more. Iiet the parsons preach little about
their orders (atboit not ignoring this truth),
but practically plead tohem with Him frem
whom they come, and then let them preuachin tho
certuin copviction tnat their libnar cannnt be
in vain in the Lord.—G. V. in Church Belis.

GROWTH OF THE CHURCH IN NEW
YORK.
Our able contemporary, the Churchman of

Now York, in its 141h July number thas refers

1o this matter :—

The recent article in the Even ng Post on the
“Churches in New York,” of which, lately, a
rapid survey appeared in these columns, pro,
vides an opportusity which we, certa uly-
should have created with much hesitation. Bnt
these blocks of carefully prepared statistics,
together with certain significant resuits im-
mediately forced upon the attention of tho
writer, virtuslly summarize, in briefest terms,
the correlative growth of 1the Episcopal Church,
of the leading ‘Orthodox” denominations and
of the city itself. The fact uncovered is pus-
sessed of vital interest. There are muny grout
and growing ci.ies in many partsof our covn'ry.
What is true of ihe religious development ot
New York is likely to become measurably true
of the other great centres of population. Plain-
ly onongh, the denominations are not equal to
the struggle with uuboliof aad wickedness in
great cities, Thev are practically slipping
behind in the conflict, and are quite unablo 10
prozect their own societies from 4 gradual dis
integration. Methodism, once the _Churcb'of
the masses, has notably lost it grip, and its
olu-time enthusissms and conquests are no
more; ard eo of the others, who once led the
van in religious activity and achievemeut.
Mesnwhile the Church, with accelerated pace
and rapidly-enlarging conquests, compels the
critical inquiry ot even secular journalists.

THIS Pos1TION. .

To those who have seeing eyes, the question
is clear and simple emough. The Post well
observes that the Chursh bas, from the begin-
ning of its establishment oo Munhattsn Island,
exercised an irresistible attraction among "h.e
masses—that large sccessions from tbe oid
Datch churches signalized her eaxly jears
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and that a s eady inflowing tide of edacated,
intelligent, earnest people has ever since bsen
drawn within her fellowship —partly becaunsc of
the comfort and refreshment of litargie ser-
vices, and partly because of that guaranty of
historica! legitimacy tfouund in her creeds and
sacred offices. Multitudes who ¢‘belonged”
nowhero have found rest, pedte and spiritaal
belp within her fold. Bat let us say at once
that the growth of the Church was not, like
the Roman Church, an access from immigra-
tions. A very usmall percentage of Church
families and communieants are importations.

The growth of the Church, therefore, has
been chiefly from conversions, and its member-
ship, minisiry, and even episcopate, huve been
largaly reinforged from the various denomin-
ations. That period of growth covered a
bhazudous season of ‘‘old wine and new bottles,”
with its uncertainties and disappointments.
But the day of maturity has dawned upon her,
and the Church has consciously entered into
the spiritaal heritage of the Anglican fathers,
and the goodly herituge of the ancient Catholic
Apostolic Church., It muay be true that some
thing of the superficial, amesthetic inflax of
strungers from without, may have sab.ided
Qar denominational neighbors., one and ull,
have not ounly dropped the traditional warfure
against “formalism” and “ritual,” but have re-
gorted to both in a timid, half awkeward way
Nor can the growth of the Church be traced
to the adhesion of the merely wealthy and
fusbiounble clasres. Doubtless muny of them
occupy pews occucionally in some of the
churches, But these church.d are not pros
perous, within the terms of thi4 ingniry. and.
in the table. give few xigns of vitahity and en
largemeat. Nor is it, aguin, anepidemic of
indifference or latitudivarianiem thut swolls the
ptatistics of increare, The Church is troubled
but little with cither.

AN EXPLANATION . F THE SITUATI 'N.

Let us venture a solution, at least in part,
of the Post scandid questioning. The Chumich
has little or nothing to do with merely secalar
matters. lis priests are not politicaps, do not
preach politics, nor philoscphies, nor socialistic
conundrums. They only attempt reaching
public questions through the independent exer-
ciee ot enlightened but untrammelled con-
sciences, Nor do its adherents accept the
Cburch as a human compuct, or asseciation of
merely human origin. For them the Church
iy received with supremo conviction that 1t is
verily the B:dy of our Lord Christ sent into
thin sinful world to do His will und work
through the indwelling power of the H.ly
Giont, until He come. There ure the miuistry.
the word, thoe sacraments, the creeds and
lituryy, and these are the implements of her
huebundry. The rallying ¢cry among hor mem-
bers is not “How do you feel?' “What are
your views?" but “What are you doing, and
what are you going to do ?’ Hence, there is
orgunnization, clo-e, exhaustive, almost every-
where; and every muan, woman and child is
put at some kind of work in the vineyard.
Follow along the lines in the table of our paro-
chial statistics and the lines of growth may, in
every instance, be held identical with the lines
of labor and organizations. These are not for
talk, but for toil. The Church is too much
bnsied with clothing the naked, feeding the
hungry, preaching the gospel to the poor, res-
loring the fallen, and training the young, even
lo recognize tho shifting philoscphies and
hazy speculations or excessive ceclebrations
that becloud so many of the denominations.
The Catechism, and a *certain faith,” prctect
her, mainly, from all such visitations.  More-
over, she takes care of and retains her young,
and d es not hand them over to the tender
mercies of outside activities and then bewail
ber children “because they are mnot.” For
- them she has the Guild, the Fraternity, the
Chu_rch club, the vested choir, the *‘St. Andrew’s
Society,” the “White Cross,” and other Church-

ly bonds in the sbape of duties and work, for.
sons and daughters alike. This parental con-
sérvatism keeps her rich in young, zeslous, in
trepid life.

It 18 A WorsgIFPING CHUROH.

Out of seventy-five churches and chapels in
thig city forty-four are abiolutely and uncon-
ditionally free; all the churches in Trinity
parish are rapidly approaching that position,
and there is, genorsally, an almost irresistible
tendency toward tho free churchb aystem, Mean-
whilo Methodism has virtually repudiated its
primitive policy of free sittings, with the Ro-
manists who have locked their pew doors, and
the other denominations who almost invaria.
bly rent their pews precisely as captitalists rent
fluts and houses.

Then, again, the Church has unlooked her
doors, swiung them wide open, and invited the
wo-ld to step within snd pray, and meditate,
«nd rest body and soul She has multiplied
services, not only on Sundays and feasts und
fusts, so that all sorts and conditions of life
may find refreshment, but on week days, too;
and the Lord's tuble is very often spread for
~ach a3 huoger and thirst after righteousness,
Again, she hus found a short way to the hearta
of the luboring, wretched, and absundoned
classes ; and the churches loust eligibly situated,
ure fiterslly ~Wwarmaing with converts from whut
bas long proved the inaccessible muliitude ot
the godless und desperate.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

Tae PaN Ancrican.—The first stage in the
wot k of the Great Couneil of the English spouk-
ing Catholic Churches has been passed, and
Committees have now in hand the considera-
tion of the many important guestions which
wore apnounced beforehand as to engage the
attention of its members, and will report
thereon on the 23rd instant, when the Confer-
once will resume its Sessions. The fermal
meetings only commenced on the 3ed July ; but
they were preceded by a service of welcome in
Canterbury Cathedral on Saturdsy afiernoon,
the 30th ult., marked a8 the dignity of the as.
sembly re(inired by much pomp and form, and
during which the Archbishop occupied the
marble throne called St. Angustine’s chair, the
ancient seat of the Archbishop of Canterbury;
and whence he delivered his Benediction to the
numerous Bishops and Clergy gathered together
in the choir of this Mother Church. At this

service the Archbishop delivered his ‘.Allocu-

tion to the Bishops assembled at the Chair of
St. Augustine,” and which our roaders will find
in another place. This “ Wolcome rervice”
was followed by another sorvice held at West-
minster Abboey on the evoningof 2nd July; the
Archbishop being the preacher, and this was
followed by what might be called the speocial
oponing sarvice of the Council hold in Lambeth
Palace Chapel, on the morniag of the 3vd July,
and consisting of Holy Commuunion and a ser-
mon preached by Dr. Whippls, Bishop of Min-
nesots ; after which the 142 Bishopy from all
parts of the world, assembled together under the
presidency of him who nobly upholds the dig-
nity and ably fills the S:e of Cantorbury, pro-
ceeded to the consideration of the mattors for
which they have been called together ; and for
their decisions, it is not too much to say, the
whole Christian world wuits with more or less
anxiety and interest; the whole Auglican
Church Cutholic following with carnest prayers
their deliberations. The resuit wo shall not
know for many days, as the meetings of the
Cunference are not open to the public; and we
ure thankfn! that thoy are not, It is woll, that
here at least, the ubigniwus reporter finds no en-
wance; and that from thiv GreatConneil of the
Chburch there shall como butone united harmon-
ious meassage to the charches. Wellis it that
bere Fathers of the Church muy and do moeet in
eurnost brotherly discassivn of the nevds of Lhe
Church and Churches over which they have the
ovoersight, and muy tuke counsel togoether with-
out tho rude interforence of the press and its
olttimes unsympathizing or inimical represen-
tutives. The daty of the posple aud the clergy
venerally is to pray that the spirit of a right
judgment in all things may be giveu; that the
Holy Ghost the Tencher aud the Giide may be
prosent with each one nnd with ail. and to wait
in paticnce the mature decisions of this Couan-
¢il, which though tacking logislutive foree, will
huve a power greuter still in rofersnce 1o g ues-
tiois which bave engaved, and ure enguging,
the attention of the wurld, and which sffsct the
moral and religious lLife of nations, '

The coucluding service of the Confurence will
be held at 11 a.m. on Saturduy. 28 hin.t, , when
the sermon will be preached by the Ardbbiuhop
ot York,

THE opening remurks of the B shop of Min-
nerota in his sermon on July 3-d ure pregnant,
and may be taken as evidencing the recogni-
tion on the part of the members of this Couneil
of the onormonus respunsibility attaching to
thoir action. Ho said : No ussembly is fraught
with such awful respon~ibility to God as a
Council of the Bishops of Ilis Church. Since
the Holy Spirit presided in the first Counecil at
Jarusslem—{faithful sounls have looked with deep
interest to the deliborations of those whom
Chbrist has made the Shepherds of His flock and
to whom he gave His promise, “ Lo, I am with
you alway to the end of the world.,” The re-
eponsibility is greater when divigion has marred
the beauty of the Lamb’s Bride.

THE §.P.G.IN FOREIGN PARTS.

Have Chaplaincies on the Contlinent
of Europe and Elsewhere in 1588,
as follows :

Africa 2 ; Austria 5 and proba-

bly 8; Azores 1; Belgium 4 and
perhapr 8; France 12—the Society
makes grants to two other pl:cesin
F'rance, to forward the work among
Britinh wsailors ; Germany 8; Italy
18; Norway 5; Spuin 1; Switzer
land 28 ; Turkey, the Society’s sta-
tion at Constantinople is on a dif
ferent footing to the Continental
Chaplaincies. The Society also
mukes a grant to forward the work
among the British sailors atSymrus,
Lisbon and Odessa.

The Chapluncies, where there are
not permanent Chaplains, are en-
tirely supported by the Continen-
tal Chaplaincies’ Fund of the So-
ciety for the Propagation of the
Gospel. This fund, in turn, is
mainly depecdent upon the offer-
tories received at tnese chaplain-

. oies.

Besides the stipends of the Chap-
lains & variely of expenses are de-
frayed out of this fund. Prayer-
books, hymn-books, printing, spe-
cial grants to permanent and other
chaplaineies, insurance against fire,
and in some casen logal cxponses in
connection with the conveyance of
churches to the Society, are among
the items in this account, which has
a total annun! expenditure of about
£1,600. At all tho Society's cbap.
laincies the Holy Communion
ghould be celebrated every Sunday,
either early in the morning or after
Morning prayer. Thbe Kpiscopal
supervision of the permanent chap-
lIainocies in Norithern and Central
Europe is vested in the Right Rev.
Bishop Wilkinson, as Coudjutor to
the Bishop of London,

THE S P G. SOCIETY'S ANNIL

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TEMPERANCE COLUMN.

AN ARGUMENT FROM LIFE
ASSURANCE STATICTICS,

Mr. A. T. Bowser, the manager
of the Whittington Life Assurance
Company, at the annual meeting of
the Company, said that ‘the
bonuses in the Temperance section
had been about 26 per cent, more
than in the other section, and that,
taken as a whole, the mortality
had been in the ordinary section at
the rate of 16356 per 1,000 per
year, while the rate in the Temper-
ance section has been 874 per 1,000
per year. But, asthe lives assur-
ed in the Temperance section are

- spomewhat younger than in the
other, beoause they commence the
provident habit of paying for life
asFurance at an earlier age than
others. I have soparated those
above 30 years and under 50, and
I find the difference not so much in
favour of the Temperance gection,
but still considerable. 1 find the
rate in the ordinary seotion is 10 05
per 1,000; in the Temperance sec-
tion 6 72 per 1,000. -

* * * * *

“Looking a little deeper into
thig subject, a8 to the cause of
death, there appear some instruc-
tive facts, I find tbat more than
one-fourth of the whole number of
deathe amongst the assured arises
from various affections of the lungs
and respiratory organs. The pro-

ortion in the Temperance section
18 slightly in excess of the ordinary
seotion. filJAbout oneeighth of the
deaths arise from variouns affections
of the brain. Here, again, the
mortality in the Temperance- soc-
tion is slightly in excess of the
other, These two causes of death
seem to show that the practice of
teetotalers has but little influence
on the rate of mortality from these
causes, But when wo'come to the
affection of the heart, of the
atomach, of the liver, aud of the

kidneys, then the difforence is most
serious indeed. In the ordinary
gection, the number who die of
heart affections is nearly three
times as many as those in the Tem-
erance seotion; but of those who
ie of diseases of the stomach, of
the kidneys, and kindred diseases,
&o., the propertion is four times as
many 88 those who die from the
same oauses in the Temperayce
seotion.  Still more, against the
proportion of 32 por 1,600 persons
in the ordinary section who have
died directly of liver digemses, not
one has died of such affections in
the Temperance seotion. These
statistios are gathored from a num-
ber of assured lives ; persons known
to he intemperate are absolutely ox-
cluded when proposed for life
asaurance. I desire not to draw
any oonclusion from these facts bo-
ond what concerns life assurance,
ut leave to medical men and advo-
cates of temperance to deal with
them in their moral and physical
aspects. "I give the facts. as an
unprejudiced  witness; for, al-
though not a striot abstainer my-
self, I know the advantage of
extreme temperance.

Mr. Joseph Chamberland, M.P,,
speaking at Birmingham on the

Bchool Board, said of it:—*The
second advantage which we have
secured by the education of the
people is that we have taken away
the-chief temptation to evil-doing,
because nothing is more certsin
than that ignorance is closley coan-
pected with intemperance and
with crime. I do pot know any-
thing which can be more gratifying
to my friend in the chair, who has
devoted & great part of his life to
this work, than to find that his
anticipations have been justified
by his experience, and that within
the comparatively short period of
hsalf a goneration intemperance has
greatly diminished, while the
official statistics show that there
has been an extiraordinary falling
off in crime, but also in the lighter
classes of offence. I say that these
are results which may well make
men proud to have had any part
in the great agitation which has
led to them, may well give us hope
and confidence in the future, and
assurance that this country, great
as may be its truditions, has yet a
still greater fnture before it.

We have no wish to depreciate
the part which the School Board
bas played in the promotion of
Temperunce, but we should like to
have read also an sckoowledgmeont
of the greater part played by
the Temperanoce societies, through
the efforts of which, in mauny cases,
the subject of Temperance has been
brought prominently forward' in
our Board and other schools.—7The
Temperance Chronicle.
