On May 10th the Western Canadian
Press Association had placed at their
disposal a sleeping and atourist car and
left on the regular pacific express for
their excursion to Victoria, B. C. Al-
most every newspaper in Manitoba and
the Northiwest Territores were repre-
sented and all were loud in their praises
of the comforts provided for them, by
the Canadian Pacific Railway Company.

It is grand
beautiful and awe inspiring In the
extreme. Soon we reach Donald, the
terminus of the Western Division which
i§ 80 hbly managed by Wm., W hyte, Esq.,
Gen. Supt. at Winnipeg.  Here we
change engines ard soon reach the
Glacier, wiere we take dinner. The
hotel here, also, belongs to the com-
pany and is ably conducted by Mr.
Harry Perley, the proprietor of the
Alberta Hotel, at Caleary: The Glacier
is a tavorite stopping off place for tour-
ists both from the east and west and
they areall loud in their praises of the
courtesy and comforts they receive
from Mr. Perley.

After leaving the Glacier we (ome to
“the Loop.” It was a very interesting
sight to witness this loop winding across
the valley and mountain side. After
traversing continuous mountain scenery
we reached Vancouver, the terminal
city of the preatest transcontinental
railway in the world. Before reaching
Vancouver, Mr. McLagan, of the Van-
couver World, boarded thetrain and was
heartily received by the excursionists.
He informed us of the programme pre-
pared for us. The Mayor and Aldermen
of Vancouver had, according to Mr.
MecLagan’s report, left nothing undone
to make our stay a most enjoyabie one
inthe Aladdin city of the Pacific coast.
The first item of the progran.me, on our
arrival, was a visit to the magnificent
Canadian Pacific Steamship “Fmpress of
China.” 1t is needless to say that every
member of the party were loud in their
praises of this beantiful floating palace.
Its size, beanty, appointments, furnish-
ings and positive air of homelike
comforts, made us all regret that we
were not booked for a trip on her, tothe
great Orient.  “What a magnificent
vessel!” “Grand!” with, “O! how
lovely !” from the ladies, were the
expressions heard on every jside. And
it was no exaggeration, either, for the
Empress of China is,indesd, “a thing

i Daily News-Advertiser, and their staff
for ull they did for our comfort. Abous
five o’clock we left for New Westminster.
iThere the excursionists were royally re-
ceived, as befit that royal and beauti
faleity, by Mayor Curtis and the cor-
poration of the city. Kvery member of
the Western Canadian Press Associ-
ation were impressed with the beauty
and solidity of the business portion of
New Westminster, and its wondrous
facilities of wealth and commerce Iis
lumber mills, its fish canneries, and its
commanding situation at the mouth of
the great Fraser river.

by the government, the chief object of
which was to introduce the deromina-

education. After much effort on the
part of the government to carry the
bill, it was withdrawn. Treemasonry,
socialism and all their accompanying
evils, proved safliciently stronz to force
the government to withdraw it measure
at least, for the present.
The Winnipeg Tribune and the lesser
lights of the Greenway press, professed
great joy at the miscarriage of this
German school bill and procluimed it
another great victory for National
schools.

Thought-
ful Protestant divines have pointed out
this great evil of secularism,bus the rank
and file of the Protestant clergzy, whose
chief religious tenet is batred of the
Catliolic churel, would sooner become
the ally of secularism, in the vain hope
of injuring the Catholic chureh, than to
ally themselves with the church 1o beat
back the common enemy of all religious
belief and sentiment. Secularism, being
a cunning device of the Jdevil, hides its
hideous form under the cloak of hypoc-
risy, and appeals to Protestant prejudice
against its most powerful opponent, the
Catholic church. The pcor dupes
imagine that they areinjuring Catholics,
while in reality they are destroying
themselves.

He tells his readers that,
while the entire population of Berlin is
1,600,000, there are “less than 60,000
church sittings in the entire city, includ-
ing even the halls in which worship is
held. In Wittenberg, the home of
Luther, and where he nailed his theses
to the church door, though it has 16,000
inhabitants, “for decades only one
church has been open,” and the sacristan
told professor Richard that “about four
hundred people were accnstomed to
attend church services there. Dr.
Stoecker, the court preacher has pab-
lished in his own paper this paragraph:

—With few exceptions, the academically
edncated German is alienated from the
Christian faith, The amount of ancient
culture and scientific knowledge which

In Mr. McCarthy's speech at Toronto,

he is reported to have sald: “We are

English people and there is no reason
for perpetuating the national sentiment

that the French Canadians are foolish
enough to indulge in.” The above
sentepce contains within 1ts narrow
limits, all the sense, reason and argu-
ment that ninety-nine out of every
hundred Franco phobists ever attempt
to bring forward against the use of a
dual language “We are English people”
therefore the French Canadians, who are
not English, have no right to perpetuate
the national sentiment, in other words,
they should be English, too. A national
sentiment is among the highest and
wost ennobling of all sentiments. The
Englishman cultivates it and often
makes a volgar and insolent parade of
it, forgetful of the feelings and sentiments
of others. The Scotchman loves his
heather hills, and will ever look back
with pardonable pride on hLer glorious
past. His eye will flash and his color
rise, even al the_thought of Bannock-
burn, where the proud Saxon had to
bend the knee to Scotch prowess.  And
the sons of dear old Erin, what shall we
say of them? England, cruel, bloody
England, hasbeen trying by centuries
of uppression and persecution to crush
out of that dear little Isle, not only bher
national but also ber religious senti-
ments. Did Eogland succeed? No!
And yet, during all those ceaturies of
persecution, the like of which the his-
tory of barbarism never equaled, Ireland
gaveto Eugland some of her gréatesy
soldiers and statesmen. Scotland and
Ireland aie part of the Empire and they
are loyal to Englani! ILet Eungland
attempt to destroy their national senti-
ment and she will mwuke relels of them.
The Frencli Canadiavs are as loyal and
as true to England’s crown and constitu-
tion as any portion of her Linglish,
Scotch or Irish subjects.

The following are the decisions of the )

Court on the subject of newspaper sub-
scrib ers:

1. Subscribers whe donot give express :
notice to the contrary are considered as -
wishing {o renew their subseriptions, :
2. I subseribers order the discontine
uance of their periodicals, the publisher :
may continue to send them until all ar
rears are paid.
3. If subscribers neglect or refuse to ™~
take their periodicals from the postoffice
towhich they are destired, they are res- -
pousible until they have SETTLED
THEIR BILLS and ordered them dis-
continued.

4. If subscribers move to other places
without informing the publisher, and
the papers are sent to the former ad-
dress, they are lield responsible.

5. The courts have decided that re-
fusing to ‘take periodicals from the
office, or removing and leaving them
uncalled for, is prima facie evidence of
intentional fraud.

6. If subscribers pay in advance, they
arc Lound to give notice at the end of
the time, if they do not wish to continue
taking it; otherwise the publisher is
authorised to send it, and the subscriber
will be responsible until an express
notice, with payment of all arrearages,is
sent to the publisher.

The latést postal laws are such that
bewspaper publishiers can arrest any.
oae for fraud who takes a paper and
refuses 1o pay for it. Under this law
the man who allows hig subscription to
run along for some time anpaid and
then orders it discontinued, or orders
the postmaster to mark it “refused,” and
ha\"q postal card sent notifying the’
publisher, leaves himself liable to arrest
and fine, the same as for theft. w
