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The Secretary of State for External Affairs released today
further information about the Commonwealth conference on Foreign Affairs
which will open in Colombo on Monday, January 9, 1950 . It is expected
that the conference will last for about 10 days although every attempt
r•rill be made to complete its work in a week .

The conference is being held so that an exchange of ideas may
take place between the Commonwealth countries on various aspects of the
world situation today . In addition to the meetings on international
affairs, there s~iill be a series of meetings on an official level to
discuss some of the general economic matters of interest to the Common-

wealth .
