The Laehino Canal from Montreal to
I>achlne Is (MO miles from the Htralts of
IJelle Isle, and Is being extensively enlar-
ged. The locks for the new works will be
'270 feet long by 45 wide, and the canal itself
deeiMsned to U feet.

The Beauharnois Canal 15( miles from
liaohlne, connecting Lakes Ht Louis and
.St. Francis, with 9 locks and » feet of water
on the sills, was thoroughly repaired in
1875. Trutflc was only suspended once dur-
ing the season and then only for 42 hours.

The Cornwall Canal, around the liong
Sault lUiplds, is ;i23 miles from the Ueau-
harnols, and Isof thusame depth as that
canal. Navlgutlon on It was uninterrup-
ted.

The Williamsburg Canals enabling ves-
sels to ascend several short rapids arc In all
12§ miles long, all 9 feet deep, and In none
was the navijgatlou Interrupted.

The Welland Canal, between liiikes Erie
and Ontario, Is 27 miles and 1,0!)!) feet long
with a depth of 19} feet. This canal is also
in course of enlargement to the same size
as the LaclilMf, meanwhile the ])resont
works are kcpr In good order, and navi-
gation was only suspended once for 48
hours Iwtween 3rd May and lOlii IX c.

There Is also a short canal of half a mile

giving a(;cess.to the Port of Hamilton lor
vessels drawing 10 feet of water.

On Lake
Krie, the harbours under Improvement
were Port Burwell, Port Htanley,; Eagle
and Morpeth. Extensive operations were
commenced in the channel of the Detroit
River, so as t«> obtain 14i feet of water at
the lowest depth. The mouth of the River
Sydenham emptying Into the liake Ht.
Clair was dredged, and a channel 5(> feet
wld<! and 10 feet deep completed for H
miles. On Lake Huron, Port Franks and
Port Elgin harbours were surveyed i>re-
paratory to commencing operations, the
works at I'ort Albert and Inverhuron
completed,and those at Bayfleltl,(i{)(lcrlch,
Kincardine and ( 'hantry Island carried on.
The works at Colllngwoixl, Owen Souncl
and Meal rd, on (Jeorglan Bay, were com-
nleted.

.WAY was opened In April, 1875. It la on
the ;< feet 0-lnch gauge, constructed as a
cheap railway. Its total length 1h 108
railed. The total cost was |S2,H»2,7H«, exclu-
slvt^ of right of way, damages and general
expanses. The total coat per mile, with
these added, la eatlmated at i]tlO,.HUU. Trains
were running regularly during the great-
er part of the year 1875. The working ex-
l)enses up to ;«)th June wore $47,671, and
the receipts $24,404.
Pacific Railway.—In the Eaatern or

Woodland region from Ottawa to Mani-
toba, the line from Fort William to 8ho-
bandowan—45 miles—was contracted for,
and also from Red River to cross I^ke,
77 miles. Further siirveya were made be-
tween Lake of the Woods and Lake Su-
perior, and from Neplgon east«)rly to Pic
River, and thence towards the terminus.
The Georgian Bay branch to the Eastern
terminus—8.5 miles—was placed under
contract, but the contract was subse-
quently relinquished. A subsidy was
granted to the Canada Central Railway
for a line to connect with the Georgian
Bay branch. In the Central or Prairie
region, the crossing of Red River was
selected, and about 2(K) miles, from Red
River to l-'ort Pelly, was located. The
grading of the Pembina branch wasglven
out, and half Its length located. In the
Western or Mountain region, an explora-
tion was made from littc La Hachc, via
River Blue to the North Thompson

It is stated In the roport of the Major
General commanding that double the
number would M'illingly have turned out
for the drill, had the Parliamentary vote
been sufficient to have authorized it. and
that those embodied would have Kltidly
prolonged their term, a proof of the
popularity of the service. The Major
General speaks highly of the attention,
efficiency and general aptitude of the
nien, the zeal, intelligence and capai)llity
of the officers, requiring only experience
and opportunity to make admirable sol-
diers. The men were generally line,
robust, well sized, excellent material for
.soldiers; if well drilled and disciplined,
not to be exceeded by any troops in the
world. The rifles were not in a good stote
—not having been examined by an
armourer for a long time ; skilled
armourers to go round and examine and
repair the arms are urgently needed. The
clothing issued In 1875 was a failure. The
sliapewus unpopular and the material bad.
The resumption of the British Army tunic
Is recommended. The forage cap is also
unserviceable, and some change Is neces-
sary.
The Military College has been opened at

Kingston under Lieut. Col. HcAvett, of the
Royal Engineers, C'ommandant, a (Jadet
officer and three professors. Twenty-
two cadets are allowed for the first year.
After that thirty-six, three for each mili-
tary division.
The Artillery Is in .i generally satisfac-

tory condition. There are 50 Jl-pounder
rifled guns in the country, and ten more
being manufactured. Thirty of these have
been issued to batteries. There are al.so
.50 bronze field guns of various calibres ; 25
or'M rifled guns are wanted forthci bat-
teries of Quebec and Kingston. Most of
the fortiflcations, works, and military
buildings in Quebec are In want of imme-
diate repair. The military stores were in
their usual gomi condition. A cimslder-
able supply of arms, ammunition, and
ordnance stores for the rifled guns of
Western Ontario was added to the store
in Ontario, and a reserve of camp equip-
ment also placed there. There were in
store in the Dominion at the close of 187.),

188,.576 Ib.s. of gunpowder ; 6,lK)6,lft3 rounds
of small arm ammunition ; 10,820 Hnlder
Rifles, and camp equipment for about .50,-

(HKJ men. About 80,000 guilder Rifles are now
In the Dominion, and It is a most efficient

weapon for practice or service. The
Cavalry turned out well for drill, well
mounted, with horses wonderfully steady.
C(>rps of mounted riflemen would be of
the greatest advantage—more useful than
dragoons.
There are two companies only of Engi-

neers. The good results of the training
given in the Hchools of Gunnery at Quebec
and Kingston were very apparent In the
handling and drill of the various batteries
in camp. The guns were In general well
horsed, and the steadiness of the horses
remarkable. As a whole the Major Gen-
eral states the Militia organization of
the Dominion is in such a state as
to be easily and quickly built upon,
compacted and expanded, the mate-
rial being unexceptlonally good and
the spirit displayed exhibiting military
proclivities of more than ordinary excel-
lence.
During the summer of 1875 the Major

General commanding the Militia made a
tour of Inspection across the continent,
and also visited the head quarters of the
U. H. Generals commanding along the
frontier, to confer with them regarding
the repression of crime and capture of
criminals. It was considered desirable by
these officers that cattle and horse steal-
ing should be included In the P^xtraditlon
Treaty, and some arrangements made by
which the boundary of either country
might be crossed by parties In pursuit of
oflenders in the only partially settled por-
tions along the western frontier from
Ijjike {Superior to Alaska, the prisoner
when captured being delivered up to the
nearest authority of the country In which
the capture was made. TheJourney of the
Major General embraced a distance of
ll,OUO miles, 2,000 of which were on horse-
back. For about 1,500 ml les he was accom-
panied by an escort of the N. W. Mounted
Police Force and gives them a very high
character. The force consisted of 20 officers
and ;«)0 men and horses, in Odlvlstons of 50
men each, and their .iresence had produc-
ed already a wholesome improvement
among the wandering prairie tribes, and
a feeling of security throughout the set-
tlements In the North west Territory.
The general c(mduct of the men is very
satisfactorj'. Their arms consist of the
Hnlder Carbine and Dean and Adams
revolver. The vicinity of the South
Haskatchewan, where the railway will
cross, is considered by the Major-General
the best position for the headquarters of
the force. A small post has been estab-
lished at Sfwal Lake, commanding the
trail from Manitoba westward, and pre-
venting the spirit trade, and serving as a
check upon tne Salteaux Indians, near
Portage. Another has been established
at Sturgeon Creek, 20 miles north, of Ed-
monton, 50 nii^es from St. Ann's, the ex-
treme northwest settlement, and 12 from
St Albert, and (K) from Victoria. Since
the establishment of this post the liquor
trade has ceased, and there has been no
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attempt to break the law. Another post
WHS established at Bow River, and law
iiiul order restored to this remote region.

Corpsof Mounted littlemen
are very advisable in the Interior of Brit-
ish Columbia ; and by the opening of the
pass at Elk River, near Kootenay, which
is a very easydeflle, an almost continu-
ous chain of communication would be
formed with the N. W. Mounted Police
and the Militia of the West Coast, a pre-
caution evidently necessary In u country
where the whites are In so small a minor-
ity.
Forty-nine officers of the Active Militia

obtained certificates from the Boards of
Examiners during the year ItiiTt, of which
20 were flrst-ciass and 29 second. In New
Brunswick and Nova Scotia, 135 officers
and non-commissioned officern obtained
certificates at the Hehools of Military In-
struction ; 45 obtained certificates at the
(iunnery School in Quebec, and 44 at tliut
of Kingston.

The oil for the lighthouses, except for
British Columbia, was supplied by tlie
Cnifin Petroleum Co., liOndon, Out. In
British Columbia dog-Hsh liver oil was
used witli great success, except at three
stations, where coal oil was used. The oil
supplied was of a liigh quality. To the
lignts above Montreal were delivered 10,-

4!t5 gallons, in the Quebec district and
along the North Shores ofNew Brunswick
and Prince Edward Island 35,413 gallons;
In the Bay of Fundy ll.frlO gallons, and in
Nova Scotia 105,.3:i2 gallons; the whole
averaging about 27ct.s. a gallon.

DOMINION STEAiMER.S.

Under the control of the Departinoiu of
Marine and Fisheries of the Dominion,
are five screw steamers, two paddle
wheel steamers, and two small river
police steamers. These are employed
In lighthouse service, supplying tlie

humane establishment on Sable Island,
protecting the fisheries in the Gulf of St.
Lawrence and similar services. Tlie total
expenditure for Dominion steamers was
$:a:<,83;{. This does not include the
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expenditure for the two river pollee
steamers at (iuebec, for which, and the
River Pollee Force of 50 men for the six
summer months, the expenditure was
f24,r)00, less *li),500 received from a tax of 3
cents levied on every vessel arriving at
the port. At Montreal the Water I'ollee

Force consistcuof 25men, at an expense of
$13,:«ii"), less duos collected $(6,120. 760 arrests
for crimping were made during the season,
and at botli iwrts crimping was kept much
in dieck. This service Is intended to bo
self-sustaining, ijut so far there has l>cen

an annual deticiency of $10,042 to bo pro-
vided for by the Government.

SICK AND DISTRESSED MAKINEBS.

In the fund for this purpose tliero was a
large deflciency in tlie Jiseal year 18'74-.5,

and in the session of 1875 An Act was pass-
ed requiring vessels of over 100 tons to pay
a duty of two cents a ton three times a
year. This Act does not apply to the Pro-
vince of Ontario, but a small grant has
been made for several years in aid of the
Marine Hospitals at Kingston and St.
Catharines, Ont., and aid given towards
the extension of the building at St. Catlui-
rines The expenditure for Mariners in the
Province ofCiuebe<! was $2.1,128, and the col-
lections of dues 1}!1((,.'{38. '2X7 Mariners were
treated in Montreal and StO at Q,uebec. lu
New Brunswick tlie exjienditure was $11,-
161 and tlie receipts $7,081. There are six
Marine Ilospitals In the province, and an
average of 20 seamen a week during the
year. In Nova Scotia the expenditure was
tl2,.53!)

and the receipts §9,S7«. In Prince
Idward Island tlie expenditure $1,.')91

and receipts $442. Two or tliree seamen a
week were In tlie hospital at Cliarlotte-
town throughout the year. In British
Columbia $3,882 were expended for sick
and disabled seamen, and the collections
were $1,532. The new Marine Hospital at
Victoria is reix>rted lu first rate condition.
Twenty-two patients were in the hospital
between Septeml)er and July, and were all
discharged cured. $1,815 was paid to tlie

Imperial Board of Trade for expenses in-
curred for shipwrecked Canadian seamen.
The total expenditure for this service dur-
ing the year at all places was $i>l),100.

IMPROVEMEN-T OF HARBOURS.

A tax of 10 cents a ton has been Imposed
upon vessels arriving at certain ports in
Quebec and New Brunswick to be expended
in the improvement of the harbours. Dur-
ing the fiscal year 74-75, $2,712 were collect-
ed for that purpose, and the amount ex-
pended for the service was, including tug
service at Richibucto, $22,4.3l.

STEAMBOAT IXSPECTION.

During the year 929 certificates were
issued ; 311 to first, second and third class
engineers, and the remainder to assistant
engineers. $2,503 were received on account
of these certificates. 661 steamers were in-
spected, having a gross tonnage of 113,115
tons, of these were :—

There
was leceived during the fiscal year for
tonnivge dues, steaml)oat inspection and
englni irs' certificates $15,012, and the ex-
penditure was $12,200. 19 steamers were
inspected in British Columbia. The prin-
cipal steamboat casualty during tlio year
was the collision on Lake Superior of the
Canadian steamer 'Manitoba' and the
American jiropeller 'Comet', by which
the 'Comet' was sunk and 11 of her crew
and passengers. Upon an investigation
being lield, no l)lame was fcmnd to attach
to the officers of the Canadian steamer.
During the last six years the balance of I

receipts over expenditures to the credit of
this fund amounts to $22,712.

CERTIFICATES TO MASTERS AND MATES.

Examinations werci conducted at Hall-
fax, St. .John and Queljec. Very few candi-
dates ottered at Quebec, and only 3 exami-
nations were held there, 18 at Halifax and
17 at St, John. 68 masters and 16 mates
passed at Halifax,,');! masters and 13mat«s
at St. John, and 7 masters and 2 mates at
Queijec. 9i» failed in their examination as
masters and 19 as mates. 3;i certificates of
service for master and 40 for mate were
grantetl during the year. The fees receiv-
ed for these certificates amounted to $2,715
and the expenses of the service to $o,696.
The nautical schools at Halifax and St.
John were well attended, and a subsidy of
$1,.T(X) was paid to them.

WRECKS AND CASUALTIES.

The number of casualties during the
calendar year 1875 was to uea-going ves-
sels 263. fjOss $2,320,671. To vessels on the
inland waters of the Dominion '£\. Loss
JU^aw. Total vessels 286. Ixiss $2,468,,521.

During the year 1875, 17 testimonials and
money rewards were presented by the
Government of Canada for humane exer-
tions In saving life from Canadian vessels.
For this service and purchasing life boats
there was expended during tho fiscal year
.'i-3,5.'>H. Life canoes and sheds were pro-
vided at Crane Island, L'Islet, Murray
Bay, Trols Pistoles, Ste. Anne, Itiver
Ouelle and Kamouraska in the Lower St.

Lawionce, and building and repairs done
at Port Hope and ^Tottawasaga, Ontario.
Tliere were employed in the service of

the different branches of tho Department

There is great
danger of complete exhaustion of the
oyster beds In some parts of the Dominion,
and closing them against dredging for
three yearsls strongly urged by the flshery
ofllcers. An alarming decrease in the
lobster flshery was reported by the officers,
ascribed to over prmluctlon and wasteful
capture. The falling ofl' in one year was
over $500,000, and stringent measures need
to be taken. The trade in fresh flsh in-
creases every year v/ith improved modes
of preserving them and increase of rail-
way communication. In the salmon
fishery of Gaspfi Basin there was a great
decrease ; in sorae other of the Quebec fish-
ing grounds there was as large an increase.
In British (Columbia the salmon flshery is
in danger of decline, from the larsre quan-
tities of salmon spawn destroyed by the
Indians. In the fall tliey take the spawn
by the ton. mix It with a kind of moss, dry
It and bake it into winter food. In the
spring they take the young fry by the mil-
Ifon and use them fresh, dry tliem in the
sun, stringing them with a needle. The
flsher ies oi the Fraser are already begining
to feel the evil eflfects, and some measure
of protection Is necessarv.

The conduct of the prisoners In this In-
stitution was upon the whole satisfactory*
There were in the Penitentiary on Slst
Dec, 1874, .S85 males and 2S females. Total
4(J8. There wt re received during the year
1875, 84') males and 6 females : 115 males and
tJ females were discharged by expiration of
sentence, SW males and 1 female by pardon,
6 were sent to the lunatic asylum, 6 died
and ;i escaped, leaving in the Penitentiary
on 31st Dec, 187.5, .503 prisoners, 572 men and
21 women. The number of officers of the
prison was 68, and the pay list $39,810. The
total oxpenditure for all purposes was $96,-
424. The total reveiiue In cash was $12,109,
but in addition to this was a debt of $20,000
due for labour done by the convicts. The
general depression in business led to c
largely decreased demand for the labour
of tne convicts, but the surplus laoour was
used on works connected with the Peni-
tentiary and on some wor'i for the Domin-
ion (Government The actual value of
labour performed by the convicts was
$74,813. The yearly cost of each convict Is

estimated at about $1W, and the value of
his labour at about $147, leaving a balance
of $22 as the actual cost to the government
of each convict while In the Penitentiary.
The sanitary condition of the institution
was good The cells are clean and well
ventilated, the persons and clothing of the
convicts kept clean, the workshops well
lighted and airy, and the regular hours,
good plain food and discipline kept the

' ."•»?;
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men In kwxI health. Tho IIoHpltal waH all

that coiiUl be dcsirod. The moral and
rcliKioii8 iiitereK*8 of the prisoners were
well cared for, tho chaplains attendinK
dally, and the schools well attended. Tho
punishments were more numerous. A
number of convicts received from St. Vin-
cent de Paul were refractory, and attempts
at escape were more frequent than usual.
The averago dally attendance at the school
was 80, and the schoolmaster reports tho
progress as great as ho could expect. Tho
farm was well managed ; the value of th
products was esllmuted at ^4,680 Tho
library w.is a great benefit, books wore
eagerly sought for, and even scientific

works of a high order were In constant
demand.

KOCKWOOn ASVI.UM.

Negotiations were still pending ut tho
close of 1875 for the transfer of this Asylum
to the Provincial (lovernment. The »ic-

coramodatlons it can furnish are entirely
too small for tho number of patients, and
tho quantity of land nLtached insufficient.
The number of patients un Hist Dec, 187.3,

was 2()7 males and 171 females. The num-
ber of convict lunatics was 17, and the
number of deatlis during tlu; year 17. Th(!
total expenditure for 1H7.') was ,'j!ll,(M)0,

tibout $118 per head less than In any other
asylum on tlie ontinont. 1((,2()1 days work
were done by the male patients and 'j.oici by
the females. The farm and garden pro-
duce amounted to $1,S^2. Tliero is very
urgent need for additional land for the use
of the Asylum, the physical exercise being
a valuable curative renicdy Tho grounds
about the establishment I.Me been Im-
proved as far as pracrticablo, and more Is

required to give the patients FUlHclent out-
door exorcise.

f?T. VIXCENT DE PAUL I'EXITKNTIAHV.

This institution up to the close of 187.5

had not boon satisfactorily managed.
The Warden was in feeble health, tho
officers did not thoroughly understand
their duties, and the InsufHcleney of work
for the"^prl8«mers led to many evils. The
total number of officers on the 31st Dec.
was 47, of whom ti were trade Instructors,
7 keepers and 20 guards. The keeping of
the books was defective, and the new
Warden atlvlsed the following of tho
Kingston system. Tho conduct of the
prisoners was more satisfactory than
could have been expected under the cir-
cumstances. The average number was
128. The expenditure for 1875 was $:jO,4-SO,

anci earnings of the prisoners $7,322. The
work shops were too small and badly ar-
ranged, the quarry belonging to the Peni-
tentiary was not worked for several
months, the farm expenses were double
the revenue. Arrangements have been
made to make the working of the Insti-
tution more eflfectlve. No death or seri-
ous accident occurred In the Penitentiary.
There were 42 eivses of Illness during the
year. On the 31st December, 1875, tliere

were 27 Protestants among the convicts,
of whom 111 acknowledged their guilt to

the chaplain, the remaining 8 steadily
professed entire Innocence. There wen.,
about 500 books In the two libraries, many
of them In bad order, and more were
urgently required. The average attend-;
anco at school was (54.

ST. .TOHN I'ENITKNTiAKY.

Tho report from this In-^tltutlon for 1875

was satisfa<-.tory. The otflcers were vigi-

lant and attentive, and the general con-i
duct of the prisoners good. The average;

in the shops, the other twenty on the farm

There wore 17 female
prlscmers at the close of tlie year, who
were kept fully employed by tho Matron,
Iti cooking, washing, sewing, and knitting
for both prlKoners. Tho general conduct
was good. The expenditure for the year
was )|j42,<)77, and tlio revenue $29,073.

HALIFAX I'ENITENTIAliV.

Tills inslitutlon also presonteil a favour-
able report for 187.5. There were on 31st
Dec. 52 prisoners in It. The behaviour was
generally good. There were 50 punish-
ments (luring the year. There was no
death and no serious illness. 25 attended
school and the b«j<>ks were well read. The
expenditure for the year was ,^24,4tW, and
the revenue $11,.378. There is still one
female prisoner, who Is described as well
behavetf and useful.

MANITOBA I'EXITENTIARY.

There were 17 convicts In the Manitoba
Penitentiary on I>ec. 31st, 187;). Two con-
victs died during the year, and one escap-
ed. The conduct of the prisoners was ex
tromely good. Two Hioux Indians among
tho l)C8l conducted. Strict discipline was
observed by all the officers. Both the K.
Catht'Uc and Protestant Chaplains report
most favourably of the dlsclplino main-
tained, and the good conduct of the
prisoners. 414} days remission of sentence
were earned during the year. Tho value of
labour performed during the year was
$2,415. The expenditure was $25,000.

NORTH WEST TERRITORIES.

Before the years 1873A 1874, bands of out-
laws from Montana and other neighbour-
ing territories of the U. S. had established
trading posts in those territories, where
they sola arms, and ammanitlon to the
Indians In exchange for furs. The traffic

impoverished the country and demor-
alized the Indian, and law and order
were practically unknown In the Terri-
tory. By the passage of the prohibitory
llq^ .or act of 1874, and the establishment
of the Mounted Polioe Force bjr the Dom-
inion Govt., these evils have been efllsota-

ally removed. The trading posts have been

broken up, lawlessness is almost un-
known and life and property as safe as in
other portions of the Dominion, and the
Indians themselves appreciate the benefits
of this bett<>r state of things and the peace
and security they now enjoy. In the
session of 1875, an act waf passed provid-
ing for the appointment of a resident
Governor in the Territories and of three
Stipendiary Magistrates, an I a council to
frame ordinances for the government of
the territory. Through the exertions of
the Dom. Govt., seconded by the now
abolished North West Council and the
Governor of Manitoba, the foundations of
law and order have been laid in the North
West, the good will of the Indians secured,
and the authority of the Dom. Govt, estab-
lished throughout the Territory.

INDIANS OF CANADA. "•'

Ffforts were raado during the year 1875
to obtain full statistical information re-
specting the number, material progress
and education of all the Indian Bands of
the older Provinces. Through the neglect
of some of the Indian agents these returns
were not as full as was intended, but
fuller information was obtained and
tabulated than ever before. Approximate
estimates were also obtained respecting
the Indians of the North West Territory.

The value of the personal property of the
Ontario Indians averages $a0.7o per capita,

of their real estate $;W5.«?, and of Invested
capital $'210.00 giving an actual value per
capita for every Indian in Ontario of
$(116.«S. About one-tlilrdof their number
are children and of these, l,6a9, about a
third, were attending school. Of course the
degree of pro8i)erlty and Improvement
differs much In different bands, and the
value of real estate has lieen in Ontario
very much enhanced by Its proximity to
towns, <&c.

The Indians of Nova Scotia number 1,849.

Their property (real and personal estate)

children, 80 were attending school. In two
of the districts, the agents report marked
Improvement, and in others the Indians
arc said to be sobor and Industrious. The
industry of the women Is especially com-
mended. They do not generally cultivate
the ground. In some of the agencies the
land is not favourable for this. Coopering
and Fishing seem to be the principal
employments.
The New Brunswick Indians are 1,561 In

The Indians of Manitoba and tho.se of
the North West under Treaty number
13,914, l)esldes l,4iJ0Hloux who have come In
from the Ignited States. The dlfHcultles of
which there seemed danger at the close of
1874 were satlsfaclorlly settled the follow-
ing year, and there is amcmg all these
Indians general satisfaction and content-
ment. They have begun to understand
the necessity of devoting themselves to
other pursuit'^, hunting and flshlng no
longer supplying their wants. Their
reserves l>etng generally In the vicinity of
the settlements, they have Iwcome sufll-

clently familiar with the elements of agri-
culture to begin to practise It for them-
selves, and their e<lucution has at least
been commenced. The hunt is no longer
profitable except by travelling great dis-

tances, and the system of navigation
inaugurated on the lakes and rivers
throws out of employment a great number
of Indian boatmen. During the year 1875,

new arangements were made with the
Indians under Treaties 1 and 2, which
proved satisfactory. The reserves under
Treaty No. 4 were selectcil and the adhesion
of the baii'fs who had not l>een original
parties to It securetl. Treaties were nego-
liatetl with the Indians at Bcrens River,
Norway House, the mouth of the Sas-
katchewan, and Wapaw. The area cover-
ed by these treaties was about 100,000
square miles. Including the country east
and west of Lake Winnipeg as far north
as Split Lake. By these treaties each
family of 5 persons was allowed 100 to iOO
acres of land, and each person a gratultv
of $.5.00. Arrangements were made with
the Indians of tlie plains for negotiating
treaties with them during ;.he summer of
187tt.

The Sioux Indians emigrating from the
U. S. were, after careful consideration,
allowed reserves of 80 acres to every Ave
persons; and early in 1875 reserves were
selected by them at Oak Rlvei- on the
Assinlbolne, and still further west on 'P.ltA

Tall Creek, near Fort Ellloe. A number of
families had already before the close of the
year, erected houses and begmi farming
operations. They are said to be sober and
industrious but troublesome to the white
settlers from their depredations. It is

estlmatted that from Peace River to the
United States Boundary there are 10,000

. Indians <ttlll untreated with, and over 5,000
in Rupert's Lund.

A large number of
properties in the Provinces of Ontario,
Ciuelwc and New Brunswick ha- been
transferred to this Branch from iiie De-
partment of Militia. There are In all
some 8,500 acres, lying mostly in the Imme-
diate vicinity of the cities, which are very
valuable. Tlie sales of the lands belong-
ing to the late Bank of Upper Canada
amounted up to31st Deer., 1874, to $IS^,561.
After that date, no sales were ettectod for
the same nsason that the (Jrdnance Lands
were kept back.

DOMINION LANDH.
The sale of these I^ands Avas a good deal

checked by the universal depression of
buslnchs, and also by the ravages of the
grasshoppers in Manitoba and the Ter-
ritories. Thirty townships were subdivid-
ed, and block lines run an«i marked for
1020 miles. Twelve Indian Reserves were
sarveyed. The special survey of meridians
and basesiwas checked by a serious acci-
dent to Mr. Llnsday Russell to whom this
was intrusted. The new base-measuring
apparatus invented by that gentlemen
was found better than any thing of the
kind previously employed, giving suffi-

cient accuracy and performing the work
rapidly and economically. The reports of
the surveys of the Townships in Manitoba
and adjoining parts of N. W. Territory,
describe those townships lying east of the
principal meridian or south east of Lake
of the W(Kxls, 7 In number, as mostly unfit
for cultivation without thorough'drainage,
all of It well wooded with poplar and In
two of the townships much goo<l soil.

West of the meridian, 8 of tlie townships
are only of medium quality, the other 14

excellent, and all are well watered and
most of them have more or less timber.
The Block Burveya were along the line of
the Railway Iwtween Lake of the Woods
and Fort Pelly, and cast of the I^ake of
the Woods to Rainy Ijake. These last were
judged not favouralile to agriculture, there
Delng much rough rocky ground, and the

I level ground traversed, being wet spruce
swamp, or light sandy soil. A good deal of
spruce of large size and some red and white
pTne were noted. West of the Ijake of the
Woods, from the Qu'Appelle trail south,
the soil Is poor, but north of '.he Qu'Appelle
for the seventy miles surveyed, the soil was
goo<l throughout, well supplied with wood
for fue I and with good water. It Is 1 hought
that there is here an area of 2,500 square
miles of same character as .ibout Portage
la Prairie In Manitoba.
Totun Plots were surveyed at "Selkirk,"

on t)ie east side of Red River, at the cross-
Ing- of the Pacific Railway, and at
"Albcrton" on the Rainy river near Fort
Francis. Up to 3l8t. Octr. the homestead
entries for the year were 503. a.'M80 acres
of free grant were lands taken up, 61,553

MANITOBA AND NORTH-WEST TER-
RITORY.

Mr. Robert Bell, C.E., VAi.H., was em-
ployed during the season of 1874 in the

country west of liiikes Manltobu and
WiniiliM>gosls, und oast of the Valley of tho
Awslnlhoino, Includlntf the Hiding, Duck
and Porcupine Mountains. lk>tweon
Prairie Portage and I^ike Manitoba, tho
ground in many places Is a soriosof ridges
and hollows, two to six chains apart und
tliroetoolght foot high. (IimmI water at tho
depth of fr«,m four t<i fifteen foot Is every-
where found. From Totogon to Wost-
liourno the course of the \Vhlt«i Mud River
Is marked l»y groves of trees, chiefly elm
and oak. From W'estliourno to within IS
miles of the Little Haskalciiowan, the soil
Is of alight sandy nature, hut tho last IS
mill's Is a iiilly region, with a iM'autiful
mixture of o|M>nings, covered with bright
green grass and wimmI, Interspersed witli
ponds and small lakes, and free from
lioulders. Heautll'ul Plain, on which tho
government provision de|M)t Is situated. Is

a low wide straight ridge, 24 miles long,
running N. N. W. It Is com)N>sod of sand
and gravel, with a snuMith surface, su|>-
portlng a scanty growth of wiry grass, und
bonlerod with trees im either side. About
:< miles to tli<> oast, a similar ridge lies
parallel to it,andtliere are other similar
ridges east of those further north. They
all roseml)le great artificial avenues eloar-
od in the wimhIs. From tlie IJttlo Hasknt-
chowan or Rapid River to Fort Klli<;o the
soil is giMHl, a sandy and gravelly loam,
with a coating of liluck mould. West of
the Asslnlboine, a Imrron tract extends for
some distance around Fort Kllico. For 'M
miles a coarse sand with gravel provuiLs.
A lew miles south, tho sand is thiitkiv
strewn witli I^aurentiun Imuldors of small
size. North from VoH Kille<>, the ;rall to
Fort Polly on the west side of the Asslni-
l)oine p'lsses for TiO miles over tho sandy
trairt, 1, ti'r which the soil improves und
trees Hiui iuishcs replace the o|)en prairie.
From tlio mouth of tho Hhell River. .V>

miles from Fort Klllce and tlS to Fort
Pelly, tho soil Is generally of a fnir quality.
In the Asslnilmlne Valley at F'ort Pelly
the soil isgooil, but the fogs prevent wheat
riptMilng. On tho higher ground the soil
is |>oor, iiotit north and south of the valley
for soii.'« miles. Between Fort Polly and
the ('row mund, on Little Boggy Creek, u
branch of tho AsHlnilwlno, 19 miles H. H. K
from the F'ort, the soil is of u fair quality,
nearly free fnun boulders Eleven miles
further to the H. S. Is the Big Boggy
Creek, another branch of the AHsinll)oine,
flowing through a level country, with a
fiMMl i^iayoy and gravelly loam soli, und
n some pttrts well-wooded. Tho country
about the Upper Mhell River, further
north, isof tho samecharucter, well-wood-
od, exco])ton tho river bunks facing south
and east, and tho soil in most places of
giKKl quality. Tiiirty-two miles wore ex-
piorod ulong Big Boggy ('ri>ek, and '21 on
Upper Hholl River. Tho table land east
of^tho upper part of the river, was of a
marshy character, with numerous shal-
low ponds, surrounded with reeds and
tall grass, and Inhabited by numbers of
wild ducks. All theae Btroams flow much
more nearly parallel to the Asslnlboine
than is laid uown in the mup.s. From
Fort Pelly the trail to 8w»>n Lalce crosses
Hwan River 42 miles N. E )f the fort, and
continues for 58 miles on tlie N. W. side
of the river, when It recrosses to the 8. E.
A few miles N. of Fort Pelly numerous
blocks of limestone are found, from wliich

Tho "Groat Mmdow«," which conic ni-xt

and oxtcnd u ifrcat diHtancc, arc over-
grown with HcdgcN, KraKHCH and vctchcH,
and would yield an uImidnI IncxIiaUHtlbIc
Huppiv of ftMldcr. The soil Is a rich, black
lortin.'buttoo wet for cultivation without
drHlnnKc, with remains of ancient iM-aver

dams. The Meadows are !«» or W feet

above the level of Hwan River, and could
be oaHlly drained. Klfty-thrce miles from
Fort P«'lly, Hwan River wan reached,
about four miles above the Junction of
Hundcr's River. Here were found cIltTs

Um feet, and further up they were much
higher. On the banks of the river were
onkR, .SO feet high and 16 Inches In diame-
ter; elm, black nsh, white birch and ash
leaved maple, and at Hwan River Cross-
ing, spruce of fair size. On returnluKto
Port Pellv, Mr. Hell deH<'ended the Asslnl-
bolne River t« Fort Elllce In a skiff. The
ooufBC of the river Ig extremely tortuous.
The distance between the two forts in a
straight lino Is !:«) miles ; by the river, 270.

The river has the same character the
whole way. The laminated alluvial clay
of the valley forms, at low water, a cliff

of from 1(1 to 20 feet high at the concave
side of every bond, wblle on the opposite
side there Is a sloping bank of silt, cover-
ed with willows. These clay cliffs over-
hang at the top and afford shelter for
thonsands of gourd-shaped nests of the
cliff swallow. The soil In the valley aver-
aging about half a mile wide, is good, but
above the Immediate banks of the river
are many nuirshes and ponds. The river
was swift and shallow throughout at low-
water, and only wide enough to allow
room for the .oars. At high-water, navi-
gation is easier. The height of the banks
of the valley averages IT.'i feet. The valley
would seem to be excavated in the drift
down to the level of the un<lerlylng rocks.
*Iany of the tributaries appear to lose
themsclvesior become very small on enter-
ing the valley, so that at the margin (»f

the main stream at low wat«r they can-
not be recognized. The same thing was
noticed In the tributaries of the Calling
River.
The western shore of Ivake Manitoba is

bordered by extensive marshes and la-
goons, separated from the lake by beaches
an^ Islands of sand and gravel. Towards
Manitoba House, the land near the shore
Is good, and back from the lake are ox-
tensive openings, covered with gtXKl grass.
Lilmestone Is found on the west side of
the Narrows and of the lake. The Falr-
ford River flows swiftly for two miles from
the outlet, opens Into a Bmall marshy
lake, and contracting for a short space,
enters St. Martin's Lake. This lake Is 40
miles long, surround^*! by level ground
and marshes, the water shallow and its

surface broken by low bouldory points,
reels and Inlets. Out of Its most norther-
ly bay, the Mttle Haskatchewan flows, a
large stream, two to three hundred feet
broad, with a good depth of water, ex-
cept In the rapids—all short, but one, four
miles long, about a mile from the mouth
of the river. This river falls Into a bay on
the west sUle of Lake Winnl|>og, about
the middle of the lake. Theeountry on
both sides of the lake Is generally level,
au<l apjtearsto be well wcwKled. The rocks
on the east shore southwani were, for IW
miles, liuurentlangnelss; thenext'lOmllpH
a <>ourse-gralned, greenish grey, silvery,
mica schist, and after that, again the
gni'Iss No actual discovery of minerals
appears yet to have Ix-j-n made, except
Iron.
In tho three prairie stepp<'s forming the

North-west Territory, there Is a marked
difference In theaspectof the country and
f»f the rlvor valleys. <m the flist, the sur-
face Is level or undulating In long, gentle
sweeps, and the iH'dsof the streams do not
average more than .HO feet In'Iow tho level
of the surrounding country. On the second
plain, the surface is rolling, and tho river
valleys ISO t<t 'Am feet deep; and on the
third, the hills are large, either dose to-
gether or rising to c<mslderablo heights,
an<l the river valleys 2(iO to 2S0 feet deep.
"Coulees," valleys or ravines, with steep
sides, <iften loo feet deep, sometimes run
for miles over these last plains, closing In
abruptly at both ends, or <me end opening
Into tho valley of a water-course. They
are either <iulte dry or hold pondsof bitter
water, which evaporate Into snow-whlto
alkaline salts. In the first and second
steppes, tho depth of the river valleys Is
not attected by the general descent of the
country. They maintain tho same general
height and chariu^ter, though the descent
oftne country may be several hundred
foot. The valleys are evidently more
ancient than the streams flowing through
them. In the third stepis- tho valleys
cut through the drift far down Into the
underlying rocks ; In the so<-ond, they
correspond to the depth ot the drift, and
in the flrst, the streams have merely cut
through the deposits rusting on the drift.
Water has almost Invariably been ob-
tained without much difficulty, but
around Burnslde, Township 12, Range 8,

W., there is an area In which all attempts
to obtain water by wells have proved
failures. Wells have been dug to the
depth of 80 feet. Tho growth ofTrees ap-
pears to depend upon tho capacity of the
soil for receiving and retaining moisturo.
The diminution of water wUleh, from all
accounts, seems to be st(.>aull v going on in
the Nortli-west Territory, It- a vry seri-
ous consideration, especially lU fit*- water-
supply of the " fertile belt.- Th«' f.irest
fires, which have been so rapidly <le»itruo-
tlve, liiive probably much to do with this,
and every means should be taken to pre-
vent tlu ir recurrence.
Mr. J. W. Spencer made an expi<>ratl(m

Mr. .lames Kichardson conducted tlu>
explorations In Hrltlsh Columblu. Two
distinct areas were examined. The llrst, n
numlM^r ofehannelM, Inletsand IslandN be-
tween (lardnert'hannel and the Htlckeen
Klver, and the second, the H. K. )>ortlon of
the Nanalmo coal basin, as well as do-
taehed |>ortlonH of i>ro>>ably the same
basin on the malnlanti and varlouHlHlandn.

Antund KItlmut Inlet there area few spots
of level land, and a belt of level lanu ex-
tends along the KItlmut River It Is from
4 to 7 miles wlile, and alsait thirty miles
long, «-overed by a thick growth of white
spruce and sonu> hemlf>ck.
At Bella-Kella, on f'ampbell Island,

there are a few acres under cultivation, as
alsoat Metlidi Catlah and Fort Slm|)son.
Cabbages, onions, carrots and potatoes
are grown with success, but It Is said grain
will not ripen for want of sunshine. The
crystalline ro<rks present a wimderful uni-
formity In character, wherever examined
through 7 degrees of latitude, from New
Westminster Io Fort Wrangel In Alaska,
and through )> degrees of longitude, fr<»m
Vancouver to Cariboo and T«'te .Jaunt-
Cache. They are the gold-bearing rocks
of li. Columbia, and will itrobiiuly be
found to contain other minerals. The
work on the Ntmimocoal basin Is not yet
completed. Coal was observed on an
Island of the .Sucia group fm the beach
at the entrance to Sooke harbour, on a
smallstream,7 miles west of S<K)ke, and at
English Bay near the entrance to Burrard
Inlet.
Two boring parties wi'I'e employed

In the N. \V. Ti-rrlt'irv, with a view to
ascertain tlu' easu t u limit of the Cre-
tacean coal beinlna rm-ks, and whether
Artesian wells, ».*>nIlnirgoo»l water, could
be made on tlu i". uliles. These opera-
tions were (•(rrt.sJ on at Itat Creek, «fi

miles west oi Fl^^ Oarry, at Fort Ellice,
and near l-\>rt Y\\\y. The results, as far
as the woik has gone, lead t«) the conclu-
sl«)n that no dllhculty will be found In
obtaininir a supply of water, and that coal
Is not likely to be found on the level
country eonstiluting the first pralrlo
step|>c.

SALT WORKS.

Mr. .L Lionel Smith, visited the .Salt

Works of Ontario. Only s wells have
been sunk since 1800 that are productive,
or In operation. The competition with
English salt has been too great. Vessels
are otten laden with salt for ballast, and
English salt can often l)e lM>ught cheaper
In Montreal than In Liverpool, but since
1H70 there has been an annual displace-
ment of English by Canadian salt. Ca-
nadian salt had also to compete with U.
H. salt, admitted hero duty free, while (>«

m
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centH|)cr barrol had U) bo paid to Kuln
aUmisBion to Canmlian Halt beyond the
frontier. The superior quality of Ontario
Halt drove the United StatOH Halt from the
home market, and the United 8lateH duty
having, in 1872, l>een re<luccd to M per
eent, the works have been in a more ac-
tive condition. The brine in the Ontario
wells has not det;reaNed in ilensity since
they were opened, nor the proportion of
chloride of HodiumdlminlHbed. The brine
from all the wells at first contained a
senHible amount of sulphate of lime, but,
is is faid, to have KDulually become free
from It. The earthly chlorides have
either increase<l, or sutHcient care has not
iMjen exercised In the nianul'iuMure. The
brine of the rtoderich reston is one of tlie

strongest and purest known, and specially
adapted to the makin); of solar salt. It is
thought that rtx'k salt, Irom its purity
and the thickness of the bed, could Ih>

profitably mined. At Kincardine there is

a massive Ijed of pure rtn-k sail (V) feet
thick, but no r<K'k salt has been found
north of it, and none east of Soaforth.

j
Deeper borings are made than formerly,
and a third stratum of nxik salt has been
reached at both Seaforth and ({mlerich,
and it is thought a fourth may be rejwh-
ed. The suppy is inexhaustible, and the
quality Incomparable.

Dr. Harrington and Mr. Hoffiuan made
many InveHtlgatiuuH and assays in the
chemiciil laboratory, and the microscopic
study of a number of crystalline rocks
was pursued by Dr. Ilarringtua.

Mr. Billings was oc<rupied with the print-
ing of the second volume of the Palieozoie
I<\)sslls of Canada, and the examination of
collections brought in by field parties A
large number of additlona to the collec-
tion were made during the year. The
Museum now possesses th<) largest col-
le<;tlon In exist«nceof the sotMmdary fos-
sils of the British American Pacific coast.
Tlie offices of the survey during the sum-
mer of 1K75 were remove«l t«) the new
building In the rear of the Museum, leav-
ing more nwun available in tlie Museum
buiklin!;. 1,017 pers<ms visited the Mr.-
seum during the year. Geological col-
lectltms for the use of public schools will
be prepared on application of the mana-
gers, and guarantee that they shall be
used for th«! schwihi. One ol 277 speci-
mens of typical Canadian nn-ks, minerals,
and fossils, properly named and catalo-
guetl, was sent In IjecH^nbor, 1874, U) the
lioard of Kch<M)l Trustees of Klora, Out.

It will be seen that the <iuantitv of
spirits made was, in 1874-5, greater by7i
per cent, than in the three years average,
and the quantity Uiken for consumption
101 per cent. less. This diflTerenco is due to
the advance of duty In April 1874, which
Induced dealers to ex-warehouse their
stocks. The increased duty does not ap-
pear to have checked consumption to any
material extent.

Lic Rbntm were somewhat decreased dur-
sng the flscal year, but this reduction was
entirely due to authorized abatement of
claims. Payment of balances was de-
manded with but little results, and of the
rents accruing during the year only |28,-
68-1 were paid out of $.37,804 due.

WEIGHTS AND MEAHURE3.

The HtAtutcs In relation to this service
came Into operation on the Is,', day of July.
187.5. The equipment was so far completed
as to furnish standards available for use in
all the divisions established. The expen-
diture; up to that date was $69,.591.

INSPECTION OF .STAPLE ARTICLES.

Fifty-three Boards of Examiners were
appointed during the year 1875, 41 by
boards of Trade, and 12 by Order in Coun-
cil.

days, at the nearest Court House or con-
venient place. He may bo bound over
in the meantime to appear and answer, as
well as witnesses, to give evidence. The
Judge then reports the issue of such sum-
mons to the Provincial Secretary, and
to the Secretary of State. Thereupon it

becomes the duty of the County Attorney
or other Provlneial officer entrusted with
like duties to subpcena the witnesses
and attend to prosecute ! The Atty-Gten.
ofCanadalsto instruct counsel to assist
the Prortnolul officer in the prosecution.
The trial may proceed if accused makes
default Another Judge having Jurisdic-
tion in Election or Criminal cases may
take the trial at the request of him who
Issued the summons,—the trial to be sum-
mary and without a Jury. Expenses are
to be paid oat of any moneys voted by
Parlt. The oourt trying Is a court of re-
cord—and the record is to be flied in such
court atlndletments are. The same power
over wltaeaaes for contempt In case of de-
fault to obey sabpoBna, and same penalties
for that or perjury as in similar criminal
cases. Pine for contempt not over $100,
Imprisonment not to exceed 90 days. The
person guilty of corrupt practices, if con-
victed, may be ttned $l»n and costs, or 8
mos. ImjpHsonment In default. No one
may be tried twice for the same offbnoe,
and any other prosecution Is stayed when
that under this act Is began. Proceedings
may be.bMed on report ofa Comr. under
next ebapter—his report to be submitted
to the Atty-Genl., who, if he considers
there are good grounds to prosecute, oortl-
fles that fact to the Heeretanr of State,
who communicates with the L. O. of the
Provlnee, and (.he provincial officer and
counMiare Instructed as above to take pro-
ceedings.

have reason to believe they have exten-
sively prevailed at the election ; and there
must be attached a declaration of their
belief in the allegation of the petitlen
under the Act doing away with extra
Judicial oaths. The Comrs. appoint their
Secretary and such other officers as the 31-
of J. thinks necessary; remuneration to
l)e fixed by G. in U- The Comrs. are to
meet, and hold the enquiry from time to
time, in, or within 10 miles of, the elec-
toral district, or they may meet with the
consent of M. ofJ, In the capital of the
Province, or at Ottawa. They give notice
of their first meeting in 2 newspapers of
general circulation In the district. They
may not adjourn more than a week with-
out leave of the M. of J. If they find cor-
rupt practices to have prevailed at the last
election, they may Investigate that next
and so back in succession so long as cor-
rupt practices are shown to have prevail-
ed; but are to enquire no further when
they find an election not tainted by such
practices. They nre to report from time
to time to the G. G., specially mentioning
the names of parties guilty of corrupt
practices at eacn election. Reports to be
laid before Parliament as above. The
usual powers are given to secure attend-
ance and examination under oath of wit-
nesses, and some relief extended as before
election courts to witnesses criminating'
themselves by their answers. Proceedings
against recalcitrant wltnes«es may be!
taken as in the court of which Comr. is "i

member, or if no Comr. is a Judge, then on
a certificate to any court by the Comrs. of
witness' default or contempt. Officers of

!

tustlce must aid them In performance of
heir duties. Allowance to witnesses to
be according to scale fixed by G. in C. and
to be certified to M. of J. The remunera-
tion of Comrs. also to be fixed by the O. In
C, and they must report the actual num-
ber of days they have been employed in
the enqulrv. They have the same immu-
nity as J. P. for any acts done in discharge
oftnelrduty.

She changes her band when married from
one into an other. No half-breeds who
have recelve<I a share of lands set apart
for them and no half-breed head of a
family, except the widow of an Indian, or
one already admitted to a treaty, sl.all be
HO admitted or to a share of a band's
moneys, unless under sfieclal circum-
stfinces approved by the Superintendent
General.
A band is a tribe <»r other body, for

whom a separate reserve has been set
apart vested in the ('rown, and who share
in a distribution of annuities or Interest
moneys. An irregular band means a
similar body without an interest in such
reserve or distribution, and having no
treaty relation with the (>rown. A non-
treaty Indian means a person of Indian
blood belonging to an irregular band or
leading the Indian ni<Kle of life though
only a temporary resident ofCanada. And
an enVranenised Indian meansany Indian,
hts wife, or unmarried child to whom a
grant uf land in fiK) simple has been made
by letters patent, out of the reserve of his
band. Special reserves are those not
vested in the Crown, but in a society, cor-
poration or community, or a person of
European descent for the benefit of a band
of Indians. A reserve or any portion of it

surrendered to the C'rown is known as
"Indian Lurrts."
Surveys eserves may be made

showing \i. ijA lands, and those fit

f<}r settlen* foi-csts, tfcc. No Indian
has a rigi'-^ lO any separate portion
of a 4-eserve, unless located tlierefor
by the band with the assent of the S. G.

,

but he may not be dispossessed of land on
i '.hiah he has made improvements wlth-
ntt compensation. For these allocations
tilplicate tickets are to be issued, one to
be delivered to the Indian and registered.
The land so allocated can only be trans-
ferred to an Indian of the same band with
the approval of the liand and S. G. On
his death one-third of hts property de-
volves upon his widow, and tne remainder
is to l>e divided among his children equal-
ly ; if he have no ohilaren the widow takes
all, ifno widow, then his next of kin being
an Indian ; but If he have none nearer
than a cousin-german.the property reverts
to the Crown for the nenettt of the band.
Indians in Manlt«>l)a, Keewatin, B. Colum-
bia, or the N. W- Territories, who have
improved land included In or surrounded
by a reserve, shall hold as by a location
title.

No one but an Indian of the bimd maar
settle upon any part of a reaarre, aao
mortcages, leasaa, or other aviaements
reapeotrng auoh landa give no rtiiht to re-
tfde or hunt on them. Any peiwm aat>
Ulng upon, ooeupyinc, or hnntb^on aoA
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lands without the license of the R. O., may
be removed Hummaiily upon warrarit. of
the S. G. or porson authorized by him. in
places where Courts are not organized and
there are no regular offices of Jiistlce, such
writs may be addressed to any literate
person. But any Indian or non-treaty
Indian, if 5 years a resident of Canada,
may with tlie consent of the band and ap-
firoval of the S. O. be granted permission
o reside on such reserve. If a person re-
moved or duly notiflcd to remove is found
hunting or residing on suuh reserve there-
after, he may be arrested on warrant to
that effect and conflned in the nearest
gaol for .todays. The Judgment of the 8.
O. or other officer authorized, ordering
such imprisonment drawn up and filed in
his office may not be appealed against or
removed by certiorari. If any unuutliorlz-
ed person trespasses on sueh reserves, re-
moving thereii*om wood, timber, hay,
stone, minerals or earth, he is liable to
pay $20 for eacli tree, and $4 for anything
4'lse of the value of $1 or under, or $2.) if

the value be greater, recoverable by the H.
(i. or other autliorlzod officer, and to be
levied l)y distress. Ac. ; or the party may
be imprisoned. An Indian or tlie bund
trespassing and removing timtxii*, <&c.,

from lands on which any other Indian is

located or ftrom the reserve of lUs tribe
unless for the special use of his own family
is liable to like penalties. The name of
any oerson so trespassing need not bo
exactly set fortli in warrants or sum-
monaes, but such part of the name and
description as will Identify the person is

sufficient. Sherltfk and other peace officers
must assist in the execution of such war-
rant, Ac.
When any property of a band is talcen

for or damaged by a public improve-
ment, an arbltrui^or to settle the
damages is to be named on their behalf
by the S- Q., and the amount awardod Is
to be paid in to the R. G. for the use of the
band. Actions respecting special reserves
may be taken in Her Majesty's name
though the land does not vest in Her
Whenever the title to such special reserve
in a trustee lapses it becomes vested in the
Crown. The Indians engaged in agricul-
turemay be calietl upon to Derform statute
labour on their reserves to the same extent
as other persons in their vicinity are bound
to perform under tlie laws of the Province,
Ac And the band must maintain the
roads, ditches, &c., to the satisfaction of
the S. Q. , or he may Iiave it done at their
expense. No reserves or portion of one
maybe sold unless first surrendered to the
Crown; and such surrender must he as-
sented to by a majority of male members
of 2L years and upwards, resident on or
new the reserve, at a meeting or council
si^mmoned according to their rules and
held, in presence or the B. O. or his agent.
And the vote must be certified under oath
by the B. Q. or such agent and a chief. It
is then submitted to the O. G. fbr accept-
anoe or refusal. The S- Q- may issue a
licence to cut timber, quarry and re-
move stone, Ac, from a reserve, flrst

obtaining the consent of the band. No In-
toxicantmay be brought toorUMd at such
meetlnc^s or council. Any^ person intro-
dootng It and any officer 6f the Depart-
mentcountenancing Its xOebyhis presence
Isjlable to a penalty of |aoo.
No return or surrender of any reserve

to, any party but the Crown is valid.
All lands so surrendered are to Ije
managed and sold as the G. in C.may direct ; but no agent can buy
unless authorized by special O. In C.
If he do the patent Is void and he forfeits
his office and $400. A receipt or certificate
duly granted and registered vests all pos-
sessory rights, Ac, in the purchaser towhom it is granted, except as against a
person having a license to cut timber.
The a. G. is to keep a regflster of assign-
ments—and assignments there registered
are valid against previous ones unregister-
ed. But no registration is allowed till ail
conditions of the sale or grant are fulfilled.
The usual provisions are made for proof
of signature of a deceased witness to an
assignment and of the rights of a represen-
tative of a grant<>e to apply for the patent.
The S. G. may with the assent ofthe G. inC cancel a sale or lease for/raud or viola-
tion of conditions, and may procure a writ
In the nature of one habere faoku poasetsi-
oncm from any Superior or County Court
.ludgc or Stipendiary Magistrate to recover
possession, if It be not given up. In the
collection of rents, proceedings may be
taken as upon a distress warrant, taken
by a landlord or tenant, or by another fop
non-payment of a penalty or by an action
of debt. Notices by or from the S. O. are
notices from the Crown- Imperfect
patents, or those issued by mistake with
wrong names or descriptions, Ac., may be
cancelled and new ones issued In their
place. In case of patents Issued to two
parties for the same lot or sales or appro-
priations,the purchase moneyand Interest
may be returned to the lastpurchaser, or
scrip for a similar quantify of Indian
lands may Issue. In case of error in
measurement the same course may be
pursued, but the claim must be made
within 5 years- Patents issued through
improvidence, fraud or error, may be
voided by the Exchequer Court or any
Superior Court ofthe Province. Ifan agent;
give false Information so as to prevent
the purchase of any land by a perfion ap-
plying for it, he forfeits $5 per acre to the
person so defrauded. Persons hindering
purchasers at a public sale are liable to a
fine of $400 or 2 years Imprisonment or
both.
Licenses to cut timber on reserves and

ungranted Indian lands, for terms not
exceeding I year, ma^ be granted, under
regulations approved by Order in Council.
They vest in the holder all trees, timber
and lumber cut within the limits by the
licensee. If cut by others, also, he may
seize them and institute actions against
the wrongful possessors. He must make
a return at the end of the year of all tim-
ber cut, Ac., and all timber cut under
license Is liable to seizure for d^es'unpaid;
nor is this liability removed by the accept-
ance of notes or bonds for the amount . If
dues are not paid within 1 year after seiz-
ure, the timber may be sold. Any timber
cut without authority Is forfeited to the
Crown, and may be seized wherever
found ; if ml±ed with other timber so as
not to be dlstinnilshable, all may be
seized and held till a separOitlon is satis-
fkMstorilymade : or. Ifseirore isImpractica-
ble, the party shall forfeit |S fbr each tree
out. Any person anthorlsed by the a. G.
mayselKe and call in litty n^oesstlry as-
sistance; resl6tahoe Is' prnnlshable as

m
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fslony. Taking away timber nelKed Ih

theft The ontu of proof of payment of
duea Hen on the party having timber in
poswMlon. Timber seliecl as cut without
authority, if not claimed in 1 month, may
be ordered to be sold after 80 days* notice

.

Olaims may be tried befbre any Judge of
competent Jurladtction. A bond may be
given to await declalon, and the timber
released. Attempts to evade payment of
dues is punishable by forfeiture of timber.
The G. In 0- may direct the investment

and management or application of any
moneys arising fk^m the sale or lease of
lands or timber licenses, as heretofore

;

but a sum not over 10 p. c. may be stipu-
lated for at the time of Nurrender ns pay-
able directly to the membcrH of tlie band-
Councils for election of chiefH and any

ordinary consents asked of a band by the
Crown are to be held in tlie presence of
the B. O. or an axent,—all males of 21 and
upwards voting/and a majority prcHent at
a meeting called according to their rules
to decide. But if the band have a Council
of chleft or councillors, they, in like man-
ner, may give the consent instead of the
whole band. Chieft are to be elected for
3 years, unless previously deposed by the
O. O. for dishonesty, intemperance, im-
morality or incompetencvj—the present
life (miefs to continue in office unless de-
posed for like cause. Any band of 80 may
elect a chief: for larger bands the numbers
are to be 1 chief and 2 second chiefs or
councillors forevery 200. Theymay frame
rules for public health, the regulation of
their assemblies, repression oi intemper-
anceand profligacy, prevention oftrespass
by cattle, for pounds and pound-keepers,
maintenance of roads, dc, construction
and repair of school houses and other
ftublic buildings, the locating of land in
heir reserves and registry' of such loca-

tions. An Indian is not liable to taxation
on property held as such, only on that
held outside of the reserve. Lands held
intrust for them arenottaxabK Tttey
cannot grant a lien or security on their
Indian property ; but may, on anything
purchased, for the part of its price unpaid.
Theymay sue fbrdebts or torts, or to com-
pel performance of obligations entered
into with them. No person may take a
fiawn from them for any Intoxicant sold,
t may be recovered as if not pawned.

Presents or annuities may not be parted
with or seizedfor payment ofany debts—
unless, in B.C., Sfonnoba,the N. W. T*
and Keewatln, to other Indians of the
same band—without the consent of the
S. G- or agent.
An Indian in Manitoba, the N. W- T. or

Keewatin may not acquire a homestead or
pre-emption right to surveyed laads or
hare in the half-breed lands, but shall not
be disturbed in the occupation ofa plot on
which he had made improvements prior
to a treaty with the Crown, though the
Crown may. without a surrender (Tom the
iMind, acquire them. These restrictions
are not to apply to Indians who withdrew
from any treaty before 1st October, 1878.
Indians undergoing imprlsonioent fbr any
crime or ofroncew not share in the an-
nultieB or other moiieys distributed, and
coats for their prosecution may be paid
out of their shares. The share of any In-
dian deierting his ftonily, or of any In-
dian woman, without ohildren. d^aerting
Iter husband and living with another

man, may be stopped. The sick, aged and
destitute of a band may be provided for
out of the ftinds of the band, if it does not
itself provide fbr them.
The evidence of a non-Christian Indian,

destitute of a knowledge of Gk>d or of be-
lief in ftiture punishment, is to be taken
without administering the usual form of
oath, but after exacting a promise to tell
" the truth, the whole truth, and nothing
but the truth," or In such other form as
may be adjudged binding on his oonsol
ence—he being cauttonea of the punish-
ment to which he is liable fbr perjury,
which shall be the same as in other cases.
The evidt'nce is to be reduced to writing
and attested by the Judge or other magis-
trate and the interpreter. Their written
examinations may be taken and used in
the same manner as those of other people.
Intoxicants of any kind, including

spirituous or fermented liquors or drugs,
whether solid or liquid, may not be sup-
plied to Indians. A person supplying any,
or found in possession thereof, in any
Indian abode, is liable to a fine of SSO to

fOO, or imprisonment from 1 month to
months. Any person in charge of a

vessel from on board which Indians are
so supplied, is liable to thesame fine, or to
the imprisonment in default of the fine
—half or the fine in either case to go to the
infbrmer. Indians making, keeping, or
supplying, are liable to imprisonment as
above, if supplied in case of illness on
advice of a physician or minister of reli-
gion, no penalty is Incurred. Any vessel
from which intoxicants have been illegal-
ly supplied, or which has been brought
into an Indian reserve or wigwam con-
taining them, may be seised, and it«
contents destroyed, and the person
found In possession lined $60 to $100, to be
divided as above, or Imprisonment ft>r 2
to 6 months in delault . Any boat or other
vessel conveying itmay be seised, forflslted
and sold, the proceeds to go to H. M. like

g
receding fines for the benefitofthe Indian
and or tribe Anything receivedfrom an

Indian In exchange for an intoxicant,
may be also seised and forfeited. An In-
dian found intoxicated may be arrested
and confined till sober, and afterwards
tried and imprisoned one month there-
for, and if he refuses to give the name of
the party ftimishing the intoxicants, fbr
14 days more. Convictions before J. P.
or Mtfp. Maf. for above oflbnces may only
be apmaled.to aJudge ofaSuperior Court
oronalrman orJudge ofa Ck>urt ofSession
of the Peace, and must be brought within
80 days . Convictionsare not tobe Invalid
for defect ofform.
When an Indian man or unmarried

woman, 21 years of age, obtains the con-
sent of the band to become enfranchised,
and has been assigned a suitable allot-
ment of land, the local a nmt reports to
the 8. Q., and if he approve of the allot-
ment, he causes inqulnr to be made if the
applicant has attained such a degree of
civilisation and isqnallfled byinwgrlty,
sobriety and morality to become a pro*
prietor in fee simple. On a receipt of a
mvorable report he iiniesa location ticket
for the land Allotted. After 8 yean pro-
bation. If the pftrty'fe oondnet be satlmie-
tory—the period may be prolonged, If It Ui
not—letters patent israe to the party t^
the name 1^ which he or she cIunmmn
thereafter to be Known—and the Indian

liecomes ipao fapto enfrnnohiKed. Any
Indian receiving a University doKfoe, or
being admitted to practice law, or art uh u
Notary Public, or who may ontor Holy
Orders or bellcenHod ax a OhrlHtlan MlnlH-
ter. la also ipao facto enfranchised. The
wire and minor children are also enfran-
chised. When enfranchised all are to be
treated In all respects as other subjects of
Her Majesty, but do not forfeit their claim
to a share of annuities, dfcc, given to band.
Ifchildren come of age during the proba-
tionary period, separate letters patent
may be granted them for their proper
share of the allotted land. But If iuch
persons be found disqualified for enfranch-
isement or marry meantime deduction
of their shares Is to be made,and they are
to be held as under location ticket. The
above rules apply to » widow and her
children. The allotments are to bo made
In proportion of the number of the family
to the number of the band and area of the
reserve—details to be dci.ermined by the
band; but each mulo under 14 and
each female must be allotted not
less than one-half of the portions of a
male over 14. Indians permitted to
reside may receive their allotments
out of the reserve and become enfranchis-
ed, but this dot 4 not give the right to any
share of the annuities coming to the band.
The band may decide In Council that all
or any of their number may become en-
franchised. When this Is done, in case
of good behaviour during it years after
Issue of the letters patent,—an enfranch-
ised Indian may receive his share uf the
capital moneys oelonglng to the bund, or
ofIhe annuities capitalized on the basis
of yielding 6 p. c. Interest, and thenceforth
they cease to bo Indians in the eye of the
law. These provisions respecting en«
chisement do not apply to Indians in
B. 0.,the N. W. T., Manitoba, or Keewo-
tln unless applied to any band therein by
proclamation. Indians in any Province
or Territory may also be exempted from
the operation of this Act or any section of
it, and again brought under Its or their
operation by proclamation. Tlie G. O. is

authorized to appoint the necessary of-
ficers to carry the Act into efllBct.

DOMINION LANDS.

Cfhap. 10—Amends the Dominion Lands
Acts. Copies of plans, maps, dm. , certified
by an Agent or Inspector of Surveys in a
local land or surveys office, are made
evidence as those in Surveyor General's.
Employees may not locate Military
Bounty Land Warrants or Land Scrip, or
•ot as agent for any other person in that
behalf. Not more than aop. o. of land ex-
oluaive of School and H. F. Oo's. lands in
any township can be e ntered for military
boonties. Any person who is sole hecui of
a family, or any male of 18 and upwards
m^y claim a homestead allocation. A
person may have a preemption entry for
an a4)olnlng quarter section pending his
pertbrmlng settlement dues on his home-
stead allotment (not en Interim entrv) to
be forfeited with all improvements In case
the homestead Is forfeited. Persons <dalm-
Ing a homestead right on surveyed lands
dmutbeenteredtherefor before settlement,
bat if from actual settlement on lands
unsturveyed, within 8 months of notice of
surrey at local office. Ck>ndltlon8 of set-

tlement may be varii><l in casu of com-
munities such as tliu Icelanders or Men-
nonltes, so that every subhcctlnn need not
be resided on and cultlvnted. Where land
is sold forithe benefit of minors—children
of settler who dies before settlement duties
are complete—the purchaser may, at once,
receive th<u patent. The forfeiture for
non-residence is not to be absolute, but
in discretion of M. of I. on proof satisfac'
tory to him. Lands so cancelled are not
necessarily open for a fresh homestead
entry, but may be held for sale with Im'
provements, or sale of improvements with
a new entry. Till such entry Is cancelled
the person In whose favour ft Is made has
the exclusive right tu the land and may
bring actions for trespass, &c. Homestead
rights may not be acquired to lands set
apart for hay or timber, or having stone
or marble quarries or water privileges,
but the exception respecting coals, and
minerals is repealed . Grazini< lands may
be leased to any one, whether resident in
the vicinity or not, and the least* may be
cancelled when land Is wantetl for settle-
ment, on giving 2 years' notice to lessee.
The tracts to be leased for hay lands are
reduced to 40 acres each, and an agreement
may be made prohibiting sale for settle-
ment during the lease. The rights to
wood lands acquired under the Lands Act
of 1872 and taken away by that of 1874 are
renewed, and patents may issue for wood
lots to which rights were so acquired as
free grants. If a fine or penalty be im-
posedf instead of forfeiture for cutting
limber without license and be not paid—
the forfeiture and sale may then be pro-
ceeded With.

Forest Tree Culture.

Any British subject of 18 yearsmay enter
for a quarter section for tree planting,
paying a fee of 910 therefor and receiving
a certificate, and he may thereupon take
possession. But the patent does not issue
for 8 years, and no assignment is valid
without leave of M. of I. At expiration
of term the applicant for patent must
shew that 8 acres were broken up and pre-
pared for planting in both the 1st andl2nd
years, and 16 within the third year ; that8
acres were planted during the second, 8
daring the third, and IB during the fourth
years, and the whole 82 acres kept planted
with growing trees not less than 12 feet
apart each way during the fifth and sixth

J

rears. A like proportion being planted If
ess than a quarter section has oeen taken
up. If conaitions have been fulfilled he
receives a patent. If conditions are not
complied with, the land is liable to forfei-
ture at any time, by M. of I. No one may
have entry foi- a homestead, together with
the pre-emption ofthe atUolning lot and a
tree planting claim, but he may change
the second orany partof it to a tree plant-
ing claim. Although the party makings
such entry has right to exclusive posses-
sion of the land under certificate, the title
remains In the Government and it may
not be taken in execution before issue of
patent.

If an immigrant broughtout byaperson
undertaking to settle a tract of land, en-
deavours to avoid payment of advances
made by such person, for passage money,
bnlldings, Implements or seed, by enter-
ing for a homestead outside of such tract,
then these advance with Interest become
a charge on such homestead, payable
before the patent can issue, provldetl the
charge for passage money and subsistence
is not in excess of actual ootiX, that an ac-
knowledgment of the fact has been hied
In the Dominion LandsOfnce,and that the
total charge do not exceed i|'20U or the
Interest, (t p. c.

When
finally surveyed and marked oflT, the lands
set apart for these roads also are to be

DISTRICT OP KEEWATIN.

Chap. 21—Forms a new district out of the
terrlt«>ry not Included in Ontario or Mani-
toba, vet lying north of the International
b(»unaary, west of Ontario, south of Hud-
s<m's Hay and east of the westerly boun-
dary of Manitoba pnHluecd northerly
along the western shore of Lake Manitoba
to the easterly terminus of the " Meadow
PortHtfe," <'onn!'ctlngthat lake with liake
WInnlpegosis, thence along tlie trail of
said portage to eastern shore «)f the latter
lake, thence along that shore to the

O. In C may appoint a council of 5 to 10
members to assist him In Its government,
with such powers as may be fixed by O. in
C- TheG- InC may make all necessary
laws or extend laws of ('anada with any
modifications deemed requisite to the dis-
trict In cases where the L. (4. In C. have
not been granted authority. In cases
whore the L. O. InC have power they
may extend and modify laws, provide for
the administration of Justice, appoint J.
p., Ac. ; but no such regulation shall be
inconsistent with laws passed by Parlia-
ment and made expressly applicable to
the district, or Impose a tax or duty of
Customs or Excise or a penalty of over
$100, or alter or repeol the punishment for
oflbnces set forth in the Criminal Laws of
Canada, or appropriate money, lands or
property of Canada without the consent
of Parliament. A copj' of every law made
by the L. G. in C- must be transmitted to
the G. in C. within 10 days after passing,
and may be disallowed within 2 years.
Laws made either by the G. in C or L. O.
in C. must be laid befbre Parliament
as soon as may be conveniently
done. Copies of such laws printed In
the Canada Qatette, or by th6 Queen's
Printer, or Printer to the Government of
Manitoba,are prima/aeieevidence of luoh
laws. 1%e Customs and Excise duties and
laws relating to them shall be the same as
in Manitoba, special laws respecting In-
toxicants being, however, maintained.
Former laws psised fbrN. W. Territories,
not Ineonsletent with the B. N. A- Act,
or laws passed by Canada, are also main-
talned tin altered or repealed, and public
ofltiBers are maintained In their flmotlons

Taken in Cana-
da and returned into Court, these exami-
nations may be used as evidence ; and so
with those taken out of Canada and their
proper taking proved by affidavit, saving
all last exceptions in either ease. After
notioe given of the return ofexaminations,
objection can only bo taken to their being
read as evidence in the delay prescribed
by gpileral ordfT. The O. In C. may ap-
point CommlRstoners to administer oaths
and recielve uindavits, Ac, to be used In
these Courts, as well as recognisance of
ball, Ac. Out of (Canada, affidavits, Ac,
are to be received b\' a Commissioner of
H. M. Htgtl Court of-Iustlce in England,
8iy N. P. under his hand and seal, the
ayor bit Chief Magistrate of any

Itiunloipal corporation In Great Britain,

or any of its colonies but Canada, or any
foreign country •certified also by niunloi-
pal seal, bv any Judge of a Courtof Su-
Sreme Jurisdiction in any such colony or
ependenov, or by any consul or consular

agent of H. M. in a foreign country, certi-
fied by his official seal. So certified, they
are to be recei\ed In evidence without
otherproof of manner of procedure or of
official character of such official. Know-
ingly tendering an affidavit, Ao. , with a
false or counterfeit seal or signature Is
felony. Informalities may be waived hf
Court If it sees fit, and may not he set up
as defence in case of prosecution for per^
Jury.
In controverted election appeals cases,

the Court may order as to costs in Its dis-
cretion, and the registrar certifying to
the Court below, they may there be re-
covered. When authority has been
granted by a Provincial Legislature to the
Supreme and Exchequer Courts to try
cases wherein the validity of an Act of
Canada or of the Provincial Legislature Is
in dispute, the Judge in the Court where
such a case is pending. If he decide that
question to be material must, at the re-
quest ofthe parties, and may at his discre-
tion, without it, send such case to sueh
Dominion Court. The Exchequer Court
may refer the taking of accounts, and
making enquiries to tne registrar or other
offl<!er, or ofher person. The qualification
for Jurors is to be the same as that In the
Province where the issue Is tried, the
number of Jurors to be summoned under
the venirefaciaa to be not less than twice,
nor more than thrice, that necessary to
form a Jury If necessary a talea may be
ordered as in the Provincial Courts, writs
of execution of the .same tenor and eQiaot
as those from the Provincial Courts may
be issued and executed in like manner

and claims to property seized may also be
prosecuted and adjudicated upon in like
manner.
A TTabens Corpus appeal must be heard

at an early day after submission, and the'
Judge-s have tlio same power to commit,
ball or disch. r re the prisoner as those or,
the Provincik.1 «>. nrts. The prisoner need
not be brought before the Court on the
hearing of the appeal, but may be If
specialty ordered. The appeal to the Su-
preme Court in habeas cm-pus cases aris-
ing out of claims for extradition is taken
away. Rules may be made by the Judges!

wise for carrying out this Act. In Crown
cases they are to be paid to or by the B. O.j
The same Court may Issue writs of
cerHorari'. An order for the payment of
money from either Conrt, whether for
costs or otherwise, may be enforced as an|
execution from the Exclitquer Conrt may
be ; but no proceedings as for contempt
can be taken for the non-payment of
money only. The officers of these Courts;
are brought under the Civil Service and
Superannuation Acts.

4neetlng of creditors In the OMeiai Oatetle
Is sofflclent, butone In a localpaper Is also
necessary. Assignments by the nsolvent
•re to be made after ordinary djmand of
oredltor, and petition on^sufllolent afllda-
Tits, not after issue of writ of attachment.
Witnesses summoned under the 20th
Section are to answer under oath.
The securities to be given by assignees are
to be deposited with the Judge and kept
•8 records of Court, subject to rl^t of use
by parties suing upon them. They are
subject to insppction by creditors, and If
thought Insumdent, additional security
may be asked for and granted. If an
estate be sold en bloe, the special notice
f<Mr sale of real estate need not be given.
The records of ofllolal assignees are pro-
perty of Her Mi^eaty, to be deposited with
•ndkept by Courts. The creditors may
add to the remnneratlon of the assignee
jkroTlded for under s. 4S. If there are less
than Ave creditors they may order the•-
ilgnee to ball a meeting. Certifleates

may be oonflrmed by a Judge as well as
the Court. Claims on paper endorsed by
InHolvcnt, and the like, if unpaid at ma-
turity, iitay be renewed as unsecured tor
the full amount. Appeals in Ontario
must go to the Court orBrror and Appeal,
or a Judge ofthat Court. Creditors of an
incorporated company may be represent-
ed by proxy at a meeting. Assignees
must Mend returns of tholrtmnsaotlons to
flOth Sept. to the M. of A., Ao., before the
end of October In each year. Forms ap-
proved by G. in C to be published in
Catuula Oatette. Neglect or flilse returns
punishable by flne of $10 and costs, re-
coverable in Provincial or Exchequer
Court . Statistics so collected are to be ab-
stracted and published.

INSOLVENT BANKS.

CIvtp. 31—Provides for the wlndlngup
of the afltilrs of insolvent banks. Tlte
Insolvent Act Is to apply with the modi-
flcations provided by s. 147, applying to
other Incorporated companies; but not
proceedings may be taken till a bank has
suspended payment for 9U days —under
84 V.C& The Judge may even then suspend
proceedings for six months. The pre-
liminary enquiry under s. 147 of the Insol-
vent Act may be ordered to be made by a
person not an ofllcial assignee, and the
time for his report may bo extended 81
days. But this does not authoriiA the
carrying on of businosH by the Insolvent
bank. Another bank may be appointed
receiver or assignee to aot through one
or mure of its offlcent approved by the
Judge. Tlie receiver before, and asngnee
after, the issue of the writ of attachment
shall have the powers granted under the
ss. 57, 66 and fiOof the Banking Act. Notices
are to ly> given in the Canada Oatette
and I newspaper in the neighborhood. FV>r
dividends on the amount or tiank notes in
circulation, for which claims are not
flIed, moneys are to be retained for 2 years,
or till subsequent doolaratlpn of flnal
dividend. Assignment may not be made
by H bank without an order of the Court
or Judge. Appeals may be had fTpm any
order, Judgment or decision.

RAILWAY ACT, 1868.

Chap. .S2—Amends the Railway Act of
1808 by providing that the place of the
third arbitrator, if rendered vacant,
shall be filled by appointment—as In case
the two originally selected fblllng to agree
on a third.

INSPECTION OF STAPLES.

Chap. 88—The iiupectlon of fish and fish
oil in only compulsory when removed
from the district In which they are pack-
ed. Boxes ofsmoked herrings must con-
tain 20 lbs. of fish, and half boxes must be
22 Inches long, 4 in. deep and 8 in. wide,
and contain 10 lbs. A barrel of pickled
codfish must contain 200 lbs., and a half
barrel 100 lbs. Raw hides weighing less
than 8 lbs. need not be inspected.

Ohap. 84—-Boards of Trade maybe form-

On
receipt of the feeof fAtheM. of A la to
enter the renewal in the margin of the
register, and granta certificate of renewal,
wfiloh Is wHma faeie proof of Ita con-
Wats In all Courts.

WITNEBSSa IN CRIMINAL TRIALS.

iShap. M —Any witness Bubp<enaed to
give evidence at auch trial must remain
in attendance till It la concluded. Falling
to do ao he maybe arreated and Impri-
soned, or held to ball In order to secure his
attendance at the trial and to answer hla
defsnlt, for which he may be Imprisoned
for not more than 00 daya, or fined not
more than flOO.

VIOLENCE,THREATS AND MOLESTA-
TION.

Chap. 87.—The Act of 1875 1h repealed,
and that of 1878, In part, revived The of-
fence la, however, defined aa follows

:

Wrongfully, and without legal authority,
with a view to compel any other peraon
to abataln from doing anything which he
lias a legal right to do, or to do anything
trout which he has a legal right to abataln

:

using violence to auch other person, or hla
wife or children, or Injuring nls property ;

or Intimidating such other person, or hlH
wife or children, by tbreata of using vio-
lence to him, her or any of them, or of In-

Iurlng his property ; or persistently fol-
owlng such other person obout from
place to place ; or hldfng any tools, clothes
or other property owned or used by such
other person, or depriving him, or hinder-
ing him In the use thereof: or following
such other persons with ouo or more other
persons In a disorderly manner. In or
through any Htreet or road ; or besetting
or watching the house or other place
where such other person resides or works,
or carries on business or happens to be

;

but attending at or near a house, to com-
municate or receive Information, Is not a
besetting or watching within the Act. If
a, person accused objects to be tried sum-
marily by a functionary named In the
Act, he Is to be proceeded against as for
an Indictable onbnce. Conspiracy to do
or cause to be done an act towards a
trade combination will not be punish-
able unless punishable under the Act
or ImUctable under a Statute. A trade
comblmttlon Is defined to be " any
combination between masters or work-
men, or other persons, for regulating or
altering the relations between masters
and workmen, or the conduct of any
hnaater or workman. In or in respect of his
uiuiness or employment, or contract of
enwloyment or service,—the word Act In-
Qlndlng a defttult, breach, or omission."

MONTREAL HARBOUR C0MR8.

Chap. 88—Declares that the four Comrs.
elected by the Board of Trade, the Corn
Exchange, the City Council and Shipping
Interest were properly to have been elect-
ed on the first Monday In August or next
legal day, and hold ofAce fSor 4 yours. Any
vacancy by resignation or otherwise to be
HI led as prescribed by the Act of 1878. But
the member representing the Shipping In-
terest Is to go out In August, 1876, the ultr
Council In 1877, the Board of Trade In mi,
and the Corn Exchange In 1879.

(QUEBEC HARBOUR COMRS.

Chap. 88—All the members of this Com-
mission were to go out of ofHoe on 1st
January, 1876, except th« member repre-
senting the Shipping Interest In August,
187A, who remains In office for 2 yearsnom
that time. Thereafter the Q. Q. may ap-
point 5 members Instead of 4. The Board
of Trade of Quebec and that of Levis, after
1st January, 1876, hod a right to elect mem-
bers, and If allowed to remain vacant the
O. G. Alls the vacancy. And after that
date the Shipping Interest Is to have 2 re-
presentatives Instead of 8. The Corpora*
lion would thus consist of 9 members be-
sides the chairman of the Corporation of
Pilots, who is ex tfffleto a member for
pilotage purposes. All acts done by a
quorum or 5 members are declared valid.

YEAR BOOK AND ALMANAC OF CANADA FOR 1877.
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A contrnot was concluded In AuttUHt,
1875, with Mr. Henry Uh<KleB of Victoria,
B. C.,fortho transport of the malls four
times a month, from April to September,
and twice u month, from October to April,
between Victoria and 8an Francisco.

$1,178,7.51 was collected by the sale of
postage stamps. 1,7.50,000 letters were regis-
tered during the year, being about one to
every twenty-four of the letters passing by
post. Ui registered letters miscarried, and
there were ;^) cases of alleged abstraction
of contents of such letters. Registration
Stamps have been Issued to be used for
letters In the Dominion, for the United
Kingdom or the United States. A red
stamp of 2 cents for the Dominion : u
green of .5 cents for United States ; a blue
of 8 cents for United Kingdom. During
the fiscal year 572,127 dead letters were
returned to the General Post Oflllce. Of
these. 413,966 originated in Canada. All
dead letters, whose writers can be found,
are returned to the writers.
Two new I'ost Office Savings Banks

were opened during the year.

IRON.
The Dominion of Canada Imported dur-

ing the fiscal year ended June 30th 1875,
pig iron to the value of #1.220,1«9, and rail-
way bars. flsh-i)lates, frogs, Ac, to the
value of ^^.n'Sl-tl ; and during the follow-
ing three months, pig Iron to the value of
$2S".lt);i. These figures show the large de-
mand in the Dominion for pig iron and
wrought liars of Iron and steel, and to
some degree the extent of the market in
which home manufacturers may exrect to
compete.
The great depression tliat has of lite ex-

isted in the iron trade ha.^ retarded the de-
velopement of this Industry In this Prf>
vlnce. But more attention is now being
directed to It, as the extent and ehai acter
of the explored dcixKHlts become better
known, and some enquiries have lately
been made for rich ores to export, for »a-
mixture with the ores of Pennsylvania.
Pi ospeciors, however, did little or ncrhlng
duriQg the past year to open up new
ground.

The Steel Company of Canada have con-
fined their operations at Londonderry
chlefiy to those ofa preparatory oharacter,
driving adits and levels to open the de-
posits, and accumulate stoeks of ore on
the sur/ace, erecting blast-furnaces,
stoves, engine-houses and dwellings, and
building tramways and dranch nulways
to convey the ore frore the mines to the
works.
The minlns department has iiecn vigor-

ously pushed on. SoweJWOminersempToy-
ed, of whom aoo are tornlshmen, 130 being
imported by the tompany ; 16 adits In
course of being d|fven ; one adit has ad-
vanced 580 feet, ard has yet 830 to go before

another has bee^i driven 585 feet, and has
to go 230 feet fttrther. A. third has been
carried 980 feei, ami will soon strike the
ore.

The total sales for the year wore
70«,«95 tons, a decline of 42,S22 tons from
those of tlie previous year ; and less by
174,311 tons than those of the year before
that, wlien the trade was more prosperous
than It has ever been. The decline was
chiefly in the trade with the United States
andWe.st Indies which fell olT 48,000 and
!n,000tons, iroma business of 188,000 and
47,000 tons respactlvoly. A small decline of
2,000 tons took place in the HomeConsump-
tlon TheKO losses in trade were in part
balainced by the increased shipments, of
27,000 tons to Quebec, 7,000 tons to New
Brunswick, 7^ to Newfoundland and
2,000 to Prince Edward Island. The county
of Cape Breton sold 32,000 tonH, and Pictou
21,(MM) tons less than the year before, while
the sales from Cumberland were 11,000 tons
in excess of thoie of 1874. These flgm-es
are given In round numbers.
There is one feature of the general trade

which as it shows a healthy condition is

well worthy of more than passing atten-
tion, it is the trade with the neighboring
Provinces.

Concerning the operations of 1875, the
Minister of Mines reports a.s follows :

In reviewing the mining operations con-
ducted in British Columbia during the
year 1875, it will be found that no new
mining localities have been dlscovereJ.
The work done has been in fields already
known ; and although much new ground
has been broken, improved mines satis-
factorily tested, and fresh deposits struck
in localities already known, yet no really
new Mining Districts have been added to
those already discovered.
The prosperity of mining undertakings

has not, however, been less on that ac-
count than in previous years ; the yield
of gold in Cariboo and Casslar, as may be

gathered from the returns and papers ac-
companying this Report, has been stead-
ily on the increase. The Casslar fleM has
been largely proved and developed, and
much new and promising ground taken
up.

CA.ssrAR.

The numbers of miners employed at
Casslar during 1875, appears from tlie re-
turns to have been a little over 800, not
therefore so large as reported in the previ-
ous year, but the returns of gold have been
more satisfactory ; the concurrent testi-
mony of thbse likely to be best Informed,
giving a return of little short of a million
of dollars.

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The late Mr. Kulllvan, (jold <'ommlH-

pleted owing to the high stage of water,
and at other times to the slides from the
hill-sides, which break up their works and
fill their diggings.
" However, McDame's ('reek is proved

to be rich, and the miners who have suc-
ecedod In wing-damming their ground
have been well rewarded for their laljor.

The Discovery Co., on that creek, washed
out last week 170 oz., while the McCrum <fe

Stuart, (,'aledonla. Walker, Mitchell,
Blackjack and others, are paying largely.
" There are about 2.j men on Q,uartz

Creek, who are, I learn, doing well, and on
Snow Creek (both tributaries of McDame's
Creek) two companies are making over
wages.
"I am under the impression that the

yield of gold from Cassiar District this
season will exceed its last year's returns."
Mr. G. B. Wriglit reiMirt as follows, un-

der date 22nd November, 187.5:

" I am firmly of ti»e opinion that the
Cassiar Mines are In their Infancy. It is

now well established that Dease, 1 hibert's
and McDame's Creeks have yIeUletl In two
seasons nearly two millions of dollars,
and the two latter streams will, undoubt-
edly, produce far more in the future than
they nave yet done. Three other streams
have been prospected, tributaries of Dease
River and DeLiard, and gold In paying
quantities has been found upon each.

The i"oute to be traversed, as nearly as
it Is determined, and still a.ssumlng Bute
Inlet to be the objective point, will be as
follows : The Railway, after leaving the
Kamlnistiqula River a little to the west
ofThunder Bay, pursues a north-westerly
course in almost a direct line to English
River, a distance of 113 miles. In its course
It touches Lac des Mllle Lacs, where it also
crosses the height of land dividing the
waters ofLake Huperior from those of the
North West. This, then, will be the head
of the Interior Lake Navigation From
Thunder Bay to English River the road
Is under contract, and at the eastern end
considerable progress has been made.
From English River to Rat Portage—now
to l)e known as Keewatin—the road with
a slight curve to the northward, travels
nearly due west. The distance is 177
miles, and it Is here-dlrectly east of Kee-
watin—the first " very heavy " work Is

encountered. From Keewatin (the north-
ern end of the liake of the Woods) with a
slight dip to the southward, the road
reaches Helkirk, at the crossing of the
Red River, a little to the south of Lake
Winnipeg. This section is also under
<M)ntract. From Selkirk, on Red River,
for more than 200 miles, the line runs with
scarcely a bend. In a north-westerly di-

rection, passing close to the head of Shoal
liake, crossing Lake Manitoba at " The
Narrows," and almost touching the south-
ern extremity of Lake Winnipeg, posses
around Duck Mountain, and then trend-
ing a little to the southward arrives at
Livingstone, on Swan River, near to
which place is Fort Pelly. The dlstimce
from Selkirk to Livingstone Is 271 miles.
For 196 miles, from Livingstone to the
point where the South Saskatchewan
River Is crossed, the course Is nearly due
west, and thence north-westerly, parallel
first with the North Saskatchewan, and
then with Battle River, and so to Eklmon-
ton, at some little distance south of the
Hudson's Bay Fort of that name. The

wUolc distance from Fort Livingstone to
Fort Edmonton Is 516 miles.

It will bo observed that tills long stretch
of rood will require for Its construction
some .30) miles of light work maiked as
" very easy," 160 marked as " easy," and
56 as " heavy," tlie latterly chiefly repre-
senting bridging, which becomes costly
owing to the numerous rivers, running
through deep gorges, that have to be
spanned. After passing Edmonton, the
railway once more crosses the North
Baslcatchewan, and then the Pembina
and M'Jjeod Rivers: its course, with
a slight trend to the northward, be-
ing nearly west until it strikes the Atha-
basca River where the latter Issues from
the Rocky Mountains. Here the road turns
sharp to the southward. In order to reach
Yellow Head Pass at a level of 3,2il0 feet,
At yellow Head Pass the route lies due
west until Tete Jauno Cache is readied, at
the Grand Fork of the P'roser, where the
line strikes ofl" parallel with the latter
river, <luo northwest, until It reaches
Stewart River, abonl flfteen miles north
of Fort (ieorge. From Edmonton to Yel-
low Head Pass is 283 miles, and from Yel-
low Head Pass to Htewart River 26() miles,
making a total of b^i miles through a
mountainous region, but happily one not
presenting any great dltHcultlcs to the en-
gineer. Of the whole distance, however,
only 135 miles can be set down as " very
easy" of construction, while 305 are re-
garded as " easy," and 103 as " heavy."

Stewart River Is the most northerly
point atalned by the line. From thence
to Bute Inlet, 288 miles, the route is near-
ly due south, the long slope to the north-
w^ard having been rendered necessary In
order to discover a moderately easy loca-
tion for the road through the "sea of
mountains " tliat lies between Bute Inlet
and Fort Edmonton. On this la.st section
the most difficult portion of the work is
encountered. None is " very easy ;" sixty
miles are reported ** easy," while 140 miles
are " heavy," and 8S " very heavy. " The
construction of the Canadian Pacific, in
fact, for the last forty or fifty miles will
probably be one of the moat remarkable
engineering achievements of our time.

The Cascade Mountains rise up bold and
precipitous, almost perpendicularly from
the coast ; the gorge or canyon, through
which the Homathco River rushes to the
sea being the only one by which the line
can In thatdlrectlon reach Its destination.
For somo time It was feared that the
lightest gradient obtainable would be ex-
cessive for a distance of from fifteen to
sixteen miles, with a considerable amount
of tunnelling. But between thirty and
forty miles from Bute Inlet the Homathco
divides Into two branches, and bv a care-
ful survey of the east branch it has been
found that a grade may be obtained of 107
feet (maximum) to the miie, ond that, too
for two or three miles less than by the
west branch, while an additional advant-
age Is secured from a level rest of about
three-quarters of a mile in the ascent of
the grade. A division of th«i assumed cost
over the several sections will result as fol-

The entire population of Asia Is larger
by about 23,000,000 than the estimate given
In the last year'.s issues of Behm & Wag-
ner's ~.vork. The increase mainly falls upon
the East India Islands and Anam, the
figures in the cn.se of the latter being more
than double those given in the tables of
last year—via , 21,000,000. The population
of British India is rather less than last
year, being 188,193,700, that of British Bur-
mah being at)out 2,75'),000, including tribu-
tary or protected .States. The whole j)opu-
latfon of British India is close on 239,000,000.

In a map of India the varying density of
the population in India is shown—from 5
Inhabitants to over 750 per square mile.
The greatest density is found, of course,
about Calcutta, as also in patj'ass all along

tho ejist coast and over all the north-west
provinces.
The population of CHiina is given at 405,-

000,000, with 28,500,000 of outlying people.
Hong Kong seems to have decreased by
upwards ot 2,000 since last year, the num-
ber now Riven being 121,985. Japan Is set
down at 33,200,014.
According to the latest statistics the

whole popolatlon of Australia amounts to
1,867,000, of New Zealand to 4/l,3v:6. In the
Fiji Islands the native population sems to
be rapidly decreasing. It Is calculated
now not to exceed 70,000, while the whites,
who In 1872 numbered 2,940, were last year
only 1,650.

With regard to Africa, the population
of Algeria was in 1875 estimated to be
2,448,961. The population of Eygpt shows a
slight increase over last year, being now
17,000,000. The inhabitants of Port Said
now number 9,650, and of Ismailia 3,779.

Many details are given concerning the
areaand population ofthe Soudan and Cen-
tral and West African States, tiie results of
recent explorations. The British posses-
sions in South Africa show an increase of
territory and population, the latter num-
bering,according to the latestdate, 1 ,338,702.

There is an increase over the whole of
America of upwards of 1,200,000 over the
number given last year.
The population of Newfoundland

is that of 1874, and is 161,386, showing a
largo increase over that of 1889. (-anada
is given at 3,672,116, and the United States
nearly 40,000,000. Mexico stands at 9,276,-

079, and this must be from quite recent
date, as last year's number was that of
187i The Central American States show
a slight decrease, the number this year
being 2.828,164, the West Indies 4,316,178,

and all Soirt'n Arnerlco, 21,300,700, of which
Brazil claims upward of 11,000,000.

A list of about 215 towns is given which
contain 100,000 or more Inhabitants. On
the exact line are Abeokuta, Herat, Leon,
(Mexico,) and a considerable number of
Chinese towns, the estimate of whose
population must be founded mainly on
conjecture. There are 29 towns whose
population reaches or surpasses 500,000.
